Olive Drive between Pearson Road and Cedar Street, Foster Road
between Pearson Road and Skyway, Birch Street between Skyway and
Black Olive Drive, and Fir Street between Skyway and Almond Street.

Laura Burman for Robert Bowers — was concerned with the cost to property
owners, the time Skyway would be under construction and the amount of
disruption to individuals traveling on Skyway. Does not support the project.

Ward Habriel — suggested that a representative from PG&E give a presentation
regarding governance of underground utilities, thinks everyone is concerned with
lost power and believes the project will help with aesthetics.

Chris Hoffman — worked on the previous underground project, was concerned
with the cost to property owners, is glad that property owners will benefit from
upgrades paid by someone else, and stated that previous conversions affected
air conditioning units. Supports the project.

Bruce Siercks — wanted confirmation that the existing electrical panel on property
owners homes would be brought up to current standards and that there would be
no expense to the property owners.

A citizen was concerned with what would happen if the home on the property
was deeper than 150’ and who would be responsible for the expense.

The public hearing was closed at 7:01 p.m.

Upon closing the public hearing the following resolutions were adopted:

1. Ward Habriel — would like to see more information on the Town and CalFire’s
Websites to educate people who are interested in learning about this
problem.

2. Halley Johnson — asked what would happen if trees can’t be removed that are
more than 30 feet away from the house and inquired about who takes the
responsibility if a tree falls on a home.

3. Claudia Benike — asked if the tree replacement on private property was being
eliminated in the new ordinance.

4. Laura Burman — stated that her father had trees removed and that a wisteria
plant on some of the trees seemed to assist in their survival.

5. Melissa Schuster — thanked Council for taking quick action on the serious
tree/bark beetle issue.

Mayor Jones closed the public comment period.

MOTION by Jones, seconded by Lotter, conducted a public discussion
and waived the reading of entire Ordinance No. 565 and approved reading
by title only; and, (1) Introduced Ordinance No. 565, An Ordinance

Town Engineer/Public Works Director Marc Mattox presented an update on the
Paradise Police Department Building Electrical Emergency Repair - The generator that
was purchased was delivered, but was mistakenly made too small by the manufacturer.
The manufacturer will start production on the correct sized tank which is projected to
take 10-12 weeks. The manufacturer has agreed to absorb the cost increase of the
larger tank and deliver the tank full with diesel fuel for no extra charge, a combined
savings of $5,200.
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Community Development Director Craig Baker reported on the progress of the following
projects: Hunter-Hanosh, The Eye Life Institute, Safeway, Lynn’s Paradise Plaza, a
6000 sq ft. Industrial Building on lower Clark Rd., The Carousel Motel Project, 6066
Lucky John Rd., Quail Run Professional Plaza, and a 6 lot subdivision located at the
West end of Buchman Rd.

BACKGROUND: On May 10, 2016, the Town Council adopted Resolution No. 16-17,
requesting the Board of Supervisors to consolidate a General Municipal Election for the
Town of Paradise with the Statewide General Election to be held on November 8, 2016,
for the purpose of the election of three Town Council Members for a four-year term
each.

The Board of Supervisors of the County of Butte approved the request and the following
information was placed on the November 8, 2016, ballot:

On November 23, 2016, the Butte County Clerk Election Department posted the final
election results on their website and emailed the certification to the Town Clerk. The
official results declare that Greg Bolin, Mike Zuccolillo and Melissa Schuster received
the highest number of votes cast at the election for the three terms.

The Election Code states that for a consolidated election, upon completion of the
canvass and before installing the new officers, the governing body shall adopt a
resolution reciting the fact of the election to declare elected the persons for whom the
highest number of votes was cast for each office and to declare the passage of the
ballot. As such, the “Resolution Reciting the Fact of the General Municipal Election

Subject: Town Council Selection of Mayor and Vice-Mayor for a one-year
term beginning December 13, 2016 through December 12, 2017

Background: Every year in December the Town Council elects one Council Member
to serve as Mayor and one Council Member to serve as Vice-Mayor for a one year term.
Any Council Member may be nominated for the office of Mayor, including the Council
Member who served as Mayor during the previous year. Election requires the
affirmative votes of at least three (3) members of the Council. (Resolution No. 88-55)

Discussion: The election process for the Mayor and Vice Mayor is as follows:

1. The Mayor turns the meeting over to the Town Clerk to act as presiding officer for
selection of Mayor for a one-year term.

2. The Town Clerk opens the nominations for Mayor. Any Council Member may
nominate any other Council Member — no motion necessary.

3. The Town Clerk asks for a Motion, a second and a Council vote to close the
nominations for Mayor.

4. Then Town Clerk takes a roll call vote on each Council Member nominated in the
order of nomination.

5. When one Council Member receives a majority (three) affirmative votes, he/she
will be deemed selected as the Mayor for a one-year term and there will be no
further vote on any subsequent nominees.

6. The Town Clerk turns the meeting over to the new Mayor as the presiding officer.

7. Procedures for selection of Vice Mayor will be the same and items 2 — 5 which
will be repeated by the new Mayor as presiding officer.

Conclusion: The Mayor serves as the presiding officer at Council meetings and is
responsible for maintaining order at the meetings; executes certain documents
approved by the Town Council, such as contracts, resolutions and ordinances and
warrants drawn on the town treasury; and, represents the Town at various ceremonial
events. The Mayor and Vice Mayor also reviews and approves requests for
proclamations.

COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED: Adopt a MOTION TO:

1. Waive the second reading of the entire Town Ordinance No. 565 and approve reading by title
only (roll call vote); AND

2. Adopt Town Ordinance No. 565, "An Ordinance Amending Paradise Municipal Code Sections
8.12.020, 8.12.040, 8.12.050, 8.12.090, 8.12.120, 8.12.150 And 8.12.160 Relating to Felling,
Removal, Destruction, Damaging and Replacement of Trees"

BACKGROUND: On November 7, 2016, the Town Council introduced the above-noted Town
ordinance for purposes of eventual adoption. The intent of the proposed ordinance is to
remove or alleviate regulatory obstacles to the felling and removal of diseased trees. Other
objectives include elimination of tree replacement for single-family residential land uses,
elimination of permit requirements for felling qualifying trees that are causing visible property
damage and elimination of a provision that does not allow a tree expert to certify that a
qualifying tree must be felled and also do the work for financial gain.

DISCUSSION: Town staff recommends that the Town Council waive the second reading of this
entire ordinance; read it by title only; and formally adopt Town Ordinance No. 565 (copy
attached). Once adopted, the provisions of this ordinance will be effective thirty days
thereafter.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: A nominal cost for publication of the ordinance within the local newspaper
and for codification will be borne by the Town of Paradise.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING PARADISE MUNICIPAL CODE SECTIONS 8.12.020, 8.12.040,
8.12.050, 8.12.090, 8.12.120, 8.12.150 AND 8.12.160 RELATING TO FELLING, REMOVAL,
DESTRUCTION, DAMAGING AND REPLACEMENT OF TREES

The Town Council of the Town of Paradise, State of California, does ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1. Paradise Municipal Code section 8.12.020 is hereby amended to read as follows:

8.12.020 - Purpose of regulations controlling tree removal.

A. Inenacting the following regulations, it is important to note that the town is
situated in a scenic foothill forest area with a reputation as a restful urban forest. It is the
responsibility of all residents and/or property owners of the town to maintain the aesthetic
beauty of the town for the benefit of all residents and visitors to the town.

B. The residents of the town believe that trees are a valuable asset that make our
environment a healthier and more beautiful place in which to live. It is, therefore, important
that the following advantages be emphasized and recognized:

1. Trees enhance the habitat of desirable wild life.

2. Trees aid in preventing erosion, storm damage and flood damage.

3. Trees reduce wind velocity by creating wind breaks.

4. Trees reduce traffic noise, provide shade and promote clean air by converting

carbon dioxide to oxygen, and/or absorb pollutants and particulate matter.

Trees improve the aesthetics of the town.

Tree preservation enhances the environmental and economic values of property.
Trees protect stream corridor habitats.

The provisions of this chapter are intended:

To limit the indiscriminate felling, removal and destruction of healthy trees.

To preserve the natural beauty of the area.

To maintain a healthy, forested environment by promoting the felling and removal
of trees significantly affected by pathogens or invasive insects.

4. To promote proper tree care and management through education.

SECTION 2. Paradise Municipal Code section 8.12.040 is hereby amended to read as follows:

8.12.040 - Permit and permit fee required.

A. It shall be unlawful to fell a qualifying tree without a duly issued permit in
accordance with the provisions of this chapter. A permit shall be required for the felling of
qualifying trees that measure either thirty-one (31) inches or greater in circumference or ten
(10) inches or greater in diameter at breast height (dbh). All tree measurements shall be taken
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ORDINANCE NO. 565

at breast height, defined as four (4) feet, six (6) inches above natural grade as measured on the
uphill side of the tree. Any permit application filed with town officials proposing the felling of a
total of nine (9) or more qualifying trees from a single legal parcel within a twelve (12)
consecutive month period shall contain a written explanation by a tree expert under penalty of
perjury that the qualifying tree or trees must be felled based on circumstances for felling
and/or removal under Section 8.12.090 of this chapter. No person shall fell or remove a
qualifying tree from real property prior to permit approval.

B. A permit fee for the felling of any qualifying tree shall be established by the town
council. The permit fee and any cost charged for evaluation by a tree expert shall be the
responsibility of the property owner.

C. Except as provided in Section 8.12.090 of this chapter, tree felling permit
applications shall be subject to review, approval or denial as follows:

1. Tree felling permit applications proposing to fell a total of nine (9) or more
qualifying trees from a single legal parcel within a twelve (12) consecutive month period shall
be subject to approval or denial by the planning commission or by the planning director based
on which one has the approval authority for a related planning and/or land use entitlement
application pursuant to town subdivision and zoning regulations.

2. Tree felling permit applications proposing the felling of nine (9) or more qualifying
trees from a single legal parcel within a twelve (12) consecutive month period shall be subject
to approval or denial by the planning director or the planning commission upon referral by the
planning director, whenever the application is not related to a planning or land use entitlement.

3. Tree felling permit applications proposing the felling of eight (8) or fewer qualifying
trees from a single legal parcel within a twelve (12) consecutive month period or the felling of
any number of qualifying trees relating to a single-family residential land use shall be acted
upon by the town manager, or his/her designee and may in the judgment of the town manager
require an evaluation by a tree expert.

4. For purposes of creating a fire-safe environment for new single-family land uses,
qualifying trees located within thirty (30) feet of new building foundations may be felled subject
to the issuance of a tree felling permit issued administratively by the town manager or his/her
designee.

D. Atree felling permit shall be valid for a period of ninety (90) days after the date of
issuance. An extension of an unexpired permit for up to an additional forty-five (45) days may
be granted by the town manager, or his/her designee if acts of nature prevent the felling of
trees due to unusual and extraordinary circumstances beyond the control of the permittee.

E. A minor modification to an approved, unexpired tree felling permit may be granted
at the discretion of the town manager or his/her designee for up to three (3) additional, deleted
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ORDINANCE NO. 565

or alternative qualifying trees, based upon a clear demonstration of the need for such a
modification due to unforeseen circumstances. If any increase in the number of qualifying trees
for an administratively approved tree felling permit results in a total of nine (9) or more
qualifying trees proposed to be felled, a public hearing before the planning director or by the
planning commission upon referral by the planning director shall be required (excepting single-
family land uses).

F. Inreviewing an application, the town council, planning commission, planning
director or town manager may require a second opinion from a tree expert regarding the
necessity to fell one or more qualifying trees. The cost for such a second opinion shall be at the
sole expense of the permittee.

SECTION 3. Paradise Municipal Code section 8.12.050 is hereby amended to read as follows:

8.12.050 Permit applications. Permit applications shall include the following
information:

A. Name of legal landowner;
B. Address of property where qualifying trees are to be felled and/or removed;

C. Number, diameter or circumference (at dbh), trees species type and location of
qualifying trees proposed for felling and/or removal;

D. Expected date of commencement of felling and/or removal;
E. The reason for the proposed tree felling and/or removal of each tree;
F. History of past tree felling permits of affected property, if applicable; and

G. Anplotplan map if eight (8) trees or less; and a plot plan map drawn to scale if nine
(9) trees or more.

SECTION 4. Paradise Municipal Code section 8.12.090 is hereby amended to read as follows:

8.12.090 Felling of trees.

A. The following activities shall be exempt from the provisions of this chapter and
shall not require the application and issuance of a tree felling permit:

1. Felling of trees that are less than thirty-one (31) inches in circumference or less
than ten (10) inches in diameter measured at breast height (dbh).
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ORDINANCE NO. 565

2. Felling of any tree that is dead (a dead tree is defined as one in which one hundred
(100) percent of the foliage-bearing crown is dead or fading in color from a normal green to
yellow, sorrel or brown, excluding normal autumn coloration changes).

3. Felling of any tree that is diseased (a diseased tree is defined as one that, based
upon certification by a tree expert or other substantial evidence, has a strong likelihood of
dying within one year and infecting other trees in the area with pathogens or invasive insects).

4. Felling of any fruit or nut tree (fruit or nut trees are those tree species that are
commonly grown in orchards for the production of food products and do not include trees
indigenous to Paradise).

5. Felling of any tree that is directly causing visible damage to property improvements.

6. Felling of any tree by a public utility for the purpose of repairing, maintaining or
installing service lines.

7. Tree(s) that must be felled to accommodate street maintenance activities or the
establishment of a town-funded capital improvement project.

B. Atree felling permit shall be issued only if one or more of the circumstances listed
in this subsection exist, based on substantial evidence.
Circumstances:

1. Thetree(s) are hazardous.

2. Thetree(s) to be harvested are in an area zoned by the town for commercial timber
harvesting as defined in Section 17.04.500 of the Paradise Municipal Code.

3. The tree(s) must be felled in order to maintain long-term forest stability; through a
thinning plan or timber stand management plan prepared by a tree expert as defined in this
chapter with consideration of the following:

a. Thetree(s) are infested or infected by insects, pathogens or parasites that
immediately threaten the viability of those trees or have the capacity of spreading to
surrounding trees.

b. The tree(s) are not indigenous to the area and are considered noxious to
indigenous plants.

4. The tree(s) must be felled for fire hazard reduction purposes based upon the
following:
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ORDINANCE NO. 565

a. Atleast fifty (50) percent of the larger diameter trees within a given stand
(overstory) shall remain.

b. Completion of fire hazard measures as required by the State Forest Practices Rules
under Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations.

5. The tree(s) must be felled to reasonably accommodate the following activities:

a. The tree interferes with the construction and establishment of a town authorized
structure or structure addition.

b. The tree interferes with the construction of a town authorized driveway, parking lot
or area, walkway, patio, swimming pool or deck.

c. Thetree is located within an area to be graded or filled as approved by the town.

d. The tree interferes with the repair or installation of a town authorized wastewater
treatment and disposal system.

e. The tree interferes with the construction of private or public access and/or
drainage improvements.

f. The tree interferes with the repair, safe operation or an essential function of a town
authorized land use.

g. The tree prevents or interferes with the establishment or expansion of a town
permitted accessory land use.

h. The tree interferes with the installation, repair or the safe operation of a private
utility service.

i. The tree must be felled for a reason or reasons similar to the forgoing.

C. Reasonable conditions may be imposed upon the issuance of a tree felling permit.

D. The tree felling application requirement may be waived by the town manager or
his/her designee upon notification and verification by a tree expert or the submittal of other
substantial evidence that the qualifying tree(s) create an emergency/dangerous situation or

create a significant risk of spreading pathogens or insect infestations to surrounding trees.

SECTION 5. Paradise Municipal Code section 8.12.120 is hereby amended to read as
follows:

8.12.120 Tree replacement/tree replacement fee.
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ORDINANCE NO. 565

A. For each qualifying tree felled to maintain or develop commercial, industrial,
multiple-family, community service, or community facilities land uses, one five gallon minimum
size replacement tree of a tree species listed within subsection B of this section, except as
provided within subsections 8.12.120 C, D, E and F, shall be planted by the permittee within
twelve (12) months thereafter or within one year of occupancy, whichever occurs first.
Replacement trees shall be planted on the site where the tree or trees were felled. Any
exceptions to the aforementioned tree planting requirement involving tree felling permits shall
be submitted in writing to the planning commission, the planning director or to the town
manager, as applicable, at or before the time that the tree felling permit application is acted
upon. For development projects requiring a town-approved landscape plan that includes a
significant percentage of replacement trees required by this section, the planning director,
based upon a written review provided by a tree expert or a licensed landscape architect, may
grant an exception to the number of replacement trees. Property owners shall receive tree
planting in lieu credit for evidence protected natural saplings with a diameter between one (1)
inch to three (3) inches and growing on the site for no more than fifty (50) percent of the total
number of qualifying trees authorized to be felled.

B. The following is a list of suggested restocking species:
1. Conifer Species.

a. Ponderosa Pine, Pinus ponderosa

b. Sugar Pine, Pinus lambertiana

c. Douglas Fir, Psuedosuga menziezii

d. White Fir, Abies concolor

f.  Coast Redwood, Sequoia sempervirens

g. Sierra Redwood, Sequoiadendron giganteum
2. Hardwood Species.

a. Black Oak, Quercus kellogii

b. Canyon Live Oak, Quercus chrysolepis

c. Blue Oak, Quercus douglasii
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ORDINANCE NO. 565
d. California Valley Oak, Quercus lobata
e. Scrub Oak, Quercus dumosa
f. Big Leaf Maple, Acer macrophylum
g. Western Dogwood, Cornus nuttallii

C. There shall be established a tree replacement fund for the purpose of financing the
replacement of felled trees.

D. Whenever a tree felling permit is issued for the felling of trees on property that
cannot accommodate the planting of replacement trees, the permittee shall pay an in-lieu fee
identified in the town Master Fee Schedule Resolution for each qualifying tree to be felled.

E. Allfees collected pursuant to subsection D shall be deposited in the tree
replacement fund and shall be used exclusively to plant and maintain trees on town- and/or
publicly-owned property, or for the town to purchase, lease or otherwise acquire land or
recorded rights for the planting and maintenance of trees.

F. Tree felling activities associated with the maintenance and development of single-
family residential land uses or conducted pursuant to Section 8.12.090, B, 4, shall be exempt
from the requirements of this section relating to tree replacement requirements and the
payment of an in-lieu fee.

SECTION 6. Paradise Municipal Code section 8.12.150 is hereby amended to read as follows:

8.12.150 Appeal.

A. Except as provided within subsection 8.12.150 B, appeals shall be allowed solely for
felling permits of nine (9) trees or more and shall be limited to: (1) the permit applicant, or (2)
an owner of real property that is located within three hundred (300) lineal feet of a legal parcel
for which a tree felling permit has been approved authorizing the felling of fifty (50) percent or
more of the qualifying trees on the parcel, or (3) any citizen of the town when a tree felling
permit has been approved authorizing the felling of twenty (20) or more qualifying trees
equaling fifty (50) percent or more of the qualifying trees on a single legal parcel. Any
aforementioned eligible party may appeal a decision rendered under this chapter to the town
council. The appeal to the town council must be filed within seven (7) calendar days of the
decision date. All appeals shall be filed in writing with the town clerk along with the required
appeal fee. The appeal shall state the reasons for the requested reversal or modification of the
decision.

B. Tree felling permits authorizing the felling of any number of qualifying trees
relating to a single family residential land use shall not be subject to appeal.

C. Public hearings concerning such appeals shall be conducted within forty-five (45)
days after the receipt of a written appeal.
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SECTION 7. Paradise Municipal Code section 8.12.160 is hereby amended to read as follows:

8.12.160 Definitions.

"Appeals board" shall be the town council for the purpose of hearing appeals
concerning decisions rendered under this chapter on behalf of the town pursuant to the
provisions of this chapter.

"Bark beetle brood material" is any residue less than six (6) inches in diameter resulting
from pine species removal.

"Building footprint" means the cumulative area within the outside walls of any building
or structure authorized for construction by town issuance of a building permit.

"Damage" means any intentional action or gross negligence which causes injury, death
or disfigurement of a tree.

"Dead tree" means a tree in which one hundred (100) percent of the foliage-bearing
crown is dead or fading in color from a normal green to yellow, sorrel or brown, excluding
normal autumn coloration changes.

"Dbh" means diameter at breast height, specifically four (4) feet, six (6) inches above
natural grade as measured on the uphill side.

“Diseased tree” shall mean a tree that, based upon certification by a tree expert or
other substantial evidence, has a strong likelihood of dying within one year and infecting other
trees in the area with pathogens or invasive insects and/or becoming a hazard as a result of the
disease.

"Drip line" means the outermost line of the tree's canopy projected straight downward
to the ground surface. As depicted in plain view, the drip line appears as an irregularly shaped
circle.

"Face cut" means the initial cut while felling a tree that removes a wedge-shaped piece
of wood and determines the direction of fall. Also known as an undercut.

"Girdle" means to encircle the stem of a living tree with cuts that completely severe all
bark layers to kill the tree by preventing the passage of carbohydrates to the roots.

"Hazardous" means presenting an imminent danger to people, existing structures or
fenced animals.
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"Landmark tree" means a tree that has been designated by resolution of the town
council to be of high value because of its species, size, age, appearance, historical significance,
or other professional criteria.

"Legal parcel" means an independent, lawfully created property that meets the
minimum subdivision and zoning standards at the time the parcel was established.

"Overstory" means that portion of a stand of trees forming the upper canopy or
uppermost layer of leaves.

"Permittee" means a property owner who has been issued a tree felling permit by the
town.

"Qualifying tree" means any living woody perennial plant characterized by having one or
more main stems or trunks, one stem or trunk of which measures either thirty-one (31) inches
or more in circumference or ten (10) inches or more in diameter at breast height (dbh). Trees
shall be measured at a level that is located four (4) feet six (6) inches above natural grade as
measured on the uphill side of the tree.

"Town council" means the governing, legislative body of the town.
"Town manager" means the town manager of the town, or his/her designee.

" Tree expert" means a California registered professional forester; or an arborist
certified by the Western Chapter of the International Society of Arboriculture; or a state
licensed contractor, with seven (7) years or more local tree service experience.

"Tree felling permit" means a permit issued by the town authorizing a person to fell, top
the crown, destroy or remove a tree pursuant to the authority of this chapter.

"Tree maintenance activities" means physical actions performed by a person that are
intended to sustain a tree. Such activities shall include, but are not limited to: tree felling and
removal, tree transplanting, pruning and application of pesticides upon trees.

"Tree advisory committee" The tree advisory committee is composed of up to five (5)
individuals appointed by the town council. The committee is charged with duties designated
and delegated by the town council on matters pertaining to the management of tree resources
within the town.

SECTION 8. Pursuant to California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines Section
15061(b)(3), the proposed ordinance is exempt from environmental review because there is no
possibility that its adoption will have a significant effect on the environment.
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SECTION 9. This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after the date of its passage.
Before the expiration of fifteen (15) days after its passage, this ordinance or a summary thereof
shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation published and circulated within the

Town of Paradise along with the names of the members of the Town Council of Paradise voting
for and against same.

COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:

1. Award Contract No. 16-18, Town Hall Carpet Replacement 2016, to Hignell “Experts in
your Home” in the amount of their Bid of $11,323.42.

2. Authorize the Town Manager to execute an agreement with Hignell “Experts in your
Home” relating to Contract No. 16-18 and to approve contingency expenditures not
exceeding 10%.

3. Approve $10,053.88 budget adjustment to account 1010.20.4201.5303 (General Fund —
Central Services) in order to complete Town Hall improvements.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Reject carpet bids and keep existing carpet, or
2. Reject carpet bids and rebid to include less square feet of carpet replacement, and deny
budget adjustment reducing the scope of improvements to stay within existing budget.

BACKGROUND:

The Council and staff have been looking for ways to improve efficiencies and eliminate barriers
that help us to better serve the public and be responsive to citizens. One of the suggestions to
improving efficiencies includes opening the front door at Town Hall to allow for better access,
especially for people with mobility difficulties. Currently the only door for citizen access is at the
back of the building, which is confusing at best, and difficult for accessibility. The added benefit
would be that opening the front door and moving the Town Clerk’s Office to the front of the
building allows us to increase house of operations for dog licenses, bus passes and public
information requests.

Most of the labor involved with making the necessary modifications to the building came from
employees and volunteers. The Town'’s Public Works crew did an outstanding job in keeping
costs down for the project. One of the issues impacting easier and safer access in Town Hall is
the deteriorating carpet. It is the opinion of the Town Building Inspector that it is no longer safe
to defer this liability. Over the last 20 plus years the flooring has progressively deteriorated
becoming hazardous in many areas serving the public and employees. Those areas include
Finance, Town Clerk, Human Resources, Legal, break room, Town Manager & Manager’s
Reception Area and the Town Council Chambers. Several trip hazards are present in the loose
carpeting; and runs and snags in the carpet are held together with duct tape. Unfortunately and
understandably, repairs and mitigations have been deferred for many years due to budget
shortfalls. Recognizing the inherent risk of continuing to defer these issues, $12,000.00 was
budgeted in the current 2016/17 general fund budget to begin making repairs and
improvements.

Following are two of many examples of unsafe carpet conditions (tripping hazards) in Town Hall.
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DISCUSSION:

The improvements include the proposal to open the double doors in the front of Town Hall as an
alternative entrance. There is already safe and adequate parking available and an ADA
compliant door opener will be purchased and installed. The Town Clerk’s office will be relocated
to the front of the building extending the hours our citizens will be able to purchase bus passes
and dog licenses. The Clerks will also be available to direct citizens in a more professional
manner to all other departments as needed. Developers and contractors may continue to use
the side entrance for convenient access to Development Services.

As usual, staff and citizens have embraced this project volunteering time and talents outside of
their normal job duties and work hours to make this project affordable for the Town. Staff is
following purchasing policies on all materials being purchased. Finally, staff is taking advantage
of economies of scale to purchase materials in bulk to reduce total costs. Timely completion of
all improvements reduces the risk of liability for the Town and limits the interruption of services.

On October 25, 2016, staff issued the Notice to Bidders for Town Hall Carpet Replacement.
This project was advertised in the local Paradise Post, posted on Public Purchase as well as
mailed out to ten (10) local dealers; three (3) in Paradise and six (6) in Chico.

On Monday November 14, 2016 at 1:00 pm, the Town of Paradise received four (4) bids for the
carpet project.

All bids included 685 yds. carpet, sales tax, installation, existing carpet removal and disposal,
floor preparation and furniture moving.
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Staff is recommending award of Contract No. 16-18, Town Hall Carpet Replacement Project
2016, to Hignell “Experts in your Home” Chico, CA in the amount of their bid of $11,323.42.
Hignell “Experts in your Home” comes highly recommended by Pillsbury Physical Therapy
Paradise CA, City of Chico and the Oxford Suites Hotel, Chico CA

If approved, flooring replacement could begin the week of December 19, 2016 with full
completion expected by December 30, 2016. The other Town Hall improvements including
walls, doors and counters will be constructed simultaneously with final completion also by the
end of the calendar year.

Financial Impact:
To purchase the carpeting, an additional appropriation of $10,053.88 above the $12,000.00

already budgeted should be approved. This can be absorbed within the current general fund
budget surplus.

Subject: Public Safety Recruitment Incentives

Council Action Requested:
Authorization to Extend Public Safety Recruitment Incentives as approved on August
12, 2014 until December 31, 2017.

Background:

The Paradise Police Department has experienced difficulty in recruiting qualified
applicants to fill vacant Public Safety Positions. This trend has not been unique to
Paradise but has become a state wide issue wherein law enforcement agencies are
seeing a smaller pool of qualified candidates. The recruitment difficulties have been
compounded for the Town of Paradise by the fact that larger agencies, in and outside
Butte County, attract candidates by offering greater compensation packages that
include higher pay and recruitment incentives.

The Town’s inability to offer higher wages has left the Town of Paradise at a
disadvantage; therefore, on April 8, 2014, Town Council approved the re-instatement of
the Police Trainee position which included sponsorship of police recruits as they
complete the police academy. In addition to that incentive, the Town has in place the
ability to offer experienced applicants a higher starting step on the pay scale by using
the different levels within the salary range of the position to recognize valuable and
transferable experience.

Although those incentives assisted the Department in attracting a few applicants, it did
not have the impact necessary to fill several vacancies. On August 12, 2014, staff
requested that the Town offer some additional short term, affordable recruitment
incentives in an attempt to be more competitive in the recruitment and hiring process.

On August 12, 2014, the Town Council approved the following temporary incentives:

Referral Bonus: Town employees would receive a referral bonus for recruiting a police
officer or a public safety dispatch candidate. The candidate must pass all examinations
and pre-employment conditions and be hired by the Town before the Town employee
receives compensation for the recruitment. $100 for an entry level applicant and $300
for a lateral applicant.
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Applicant Sign-on Bonus: When an applicant successfully completes all of the testing
process and is hired by the Town, that applicant would be entitled to a one time sign-on
bonus. Entry Level Police Officer $1,000, Lateral Police Officer $3,000, Entry Level
Dispatcher $500, Lateral Dispatcher $1,500.

Lateral Credited Leave Bank: When a lateral police officer or lateral dispatch applicant
is hired by the Town they would receive a one-time 80 vacation hours and 80 sick leave
hours credited into their leave bank.

Relocation Assistance: A police officer or dispatcher applicant that resides 60 or more
miles away from the Town of Paradise is eligible for a one-time relocation assistance
payment of $1,000 if within 30 days of hire date they move to a location within a 20
miles radius of the Town of Paradise. Payment will be made in the first payroll check
following submission of relocation documentation

For the purpose of these incentives an entry level police officer is considered someone
that has successfully completed the POST Basic Police Academy prior to their hire date
with the Town and was not sponsored through the program by the Town of Paradise. A
lateral applicant is defined as having previous or current sworn police officer or non-
sworn dispatcher experience of no less than one year. The sworn police officer lateral
incentives include all ranks.

At the time these new incentives were brought to Town Council, staff understood the
Town’s financial challenges but believed that the hiring and recruitment environment
required the Town to take action and implement additional incentives. Staff recognized
that these incentives may not be necessary in the future and therefore recommended
that the new incentives sunset on December 31, 2015.

Last year, during the December 8, 2015 Council meeting, the Police Department
advised Council about existing and expected vacancies and requested that the Town
Council approve an extension of these incentives to assist in the recruitment efforts to
fill the vacancies. The incentives were extended until December 31, 2016.

Discussion:

The recruitment incentives that Town Council approved have been beneficial and as a
result attracted 3 lateral police officers, 2 entry level police officers, 4 academy recruits,
1 lateral police lieutenant, and several dispatchers. Unfortunately, the police department
continues to have unfilled open positions created by sworn personnel that accepted
employment with other agencies or through service retirements. The current and
expected vacancies will require the Town to offer a competitive recruitment package.
For these reasons, staff recommends once again extending the above listed recruitment
incentives through December 31, 2017.

Fiscal Impact Analysis:

The Department’s budget for FY 2016/17 has funds already allocated for some of these
incentives. Measure C is budgeted to cover the costs of police recruits through the
police academy. In cases where vacancies have or will be created by way of employee
resignations, salary savings in those positions will offset any expenses created by the

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incentives and will not impact the General Fund. A complete fiscal analysis of the
Department’s budgeted personnel will be provided through the mid-year budget review.

COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:

1. Award Contract No. 15-02.NI, Maxwell Dr SR2S Project, to Center for Healthy
Communities on behalf of the CSU, Chico Research Foundation in the amount of their
proposal of $52,500.

Background:

On September 26, 2013, Governor Brown signed legislation creating the Active Transportation
Program (ATP) in the Department of Transportation (Senate Bill 99, Chapter 359 and Assembly
Bill 101, Chapter 354). The ATP consolidates existing federal and state transportation
programs, including the Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP), Bicycle Transportation
Account (BTA), and State Safe Routes to School (SR2S), into a single program with a focus to
make California a national leader in active transportation. The ATP administered by the Division
of Local Assistance, Office of Active Transportation and Special Programs. The objectives of the
ATP are to achieve the following:

Increase the proportion of biking and walking trips,

Increase safety for non-motorized users,

Increase mobility for non-motorized users,

Advance the efforts of regional agencies to achieve greenhouse gas reduction goals,
Enhance public health, including the reduction of childhood obesity through the use of
projects eligible for Safe Routes to Schools Program funding,

Ensure disadvantaged communities fully share in program benefits, and

e Provide a broad spectrum of projects to benefit many types of active transportation
users.

On March 20, 2014, Caltrans announced the first Call-for-Projects for the Active Transportation
Program. By May 21, 2014 the Town of Paradise had submitted three complete grant
applications for funding, including: (1) Pearson Rd SR2S Connectivity Project; (2) Maxwell Dr
SR2S Project; and, (3) Downtown Paradise Equal Mobility Project.

On August 20, 2014, the California Transportation Committee announced the adoption of
Statewide and Small Urban and Rural components of the program. A total of 772 applications
were received during Cycle 1 from local agencies throughout the State. Of which, 265 projects
have been funded, totaling approximately $311 million in federal and state funds. The Town of
Paradise was awarded two of three projects submitted, totaling nearly $2.35 million at 100%
state funded.

On August 11, 2015, Paradise Town Council awarded a contract to Rolls Anderson & Rolls to
perform necessary preliminary engineering work to bring the Maxwell Dr SR2S Project to
construction before the June 30, 2016 funding deadline.

Rolls Anderson & Rolls, in coordination with Town staff, prepared the plans, specifications, and
cost estimate for the Maxwell Dr SR2S Project. The proposed project will construct sidewalks
and drainage features along the west side of Maxwell Drive in addition to Class Il Bicycle Lanes
along both sides of Maxwell Drive between Skyway and Elliott Road.

On July 12, 2016, Town Council approved the design, plans and specifications for the Maxwell
Dr SR2S Project and authorized advertisements for bid.

On October 11, 2016, Town Council awarded Contract 15-02 to Knife River Construction for the
physical improvements.

On October 14, 2016, staff issued a Request for Proposals for Safe Routes to School Education
Services relating to the non-infrastructure component of the project. The project was advertised
as required and specifically routed to Butte County Public Health and CSU, Chico Research
Foundation.

Analysis:

On November 29, 2016, only one proposal was received from the CSU, Chico Research
Foundation, Center for Healthy Communities (CHC). The CHC proposal was deemed complete.
Their scope of work is listed in the two tables below:

LOCAL Agency agrees to indemnify and hold harmless CONSULTANT, and their officers, agents, and
employees from any and all claims, demands, costs, or liability arising from or connected with the
performance of this contract, but only in proportion to and to the extent such claim, demand, cost or liability is
due to the negligent acts, errors, or omissions of LOCAL AGENCY. LOCAL AGENCY will reimburse the
CONSULTANT for any expenditure, including reasonable attorney fees, incurred by the CONSULTANT in
defending against claims, in proportion to and to the extent ultimately determined to be due to negligent acts,
errors, or omissions of LOCAL AGENCY.

CONSULTANT and the agents and employees of CONSULTANT, in the performance of this contract, shall
act in an independent capacity and not as officers or employees or agents of LOCAL AGENCY.

LOCAL AGENCY may immediately terminate this contract with CONSULTANT should CONSULTANT fail to
perform the covenants herein contained at the time and in the manner provided in this contract. In the event
of such termination, LOCAL AGENCY may proceed with the work in any manner deemed proper by LOCAL
AGENCY. If LOCAL AGENCYterminates this contract with CONSULTANT, LOCAL AGENCY shall pay
CONSULTANT the sum due toCONSULTANT under this contract prior to termination, unless the cost of
completion to LOCAL AGENCY exceeds the funds remaining in the contract. In which case the overage shall
be deducted from any sum due CONSULTANT under this contract and the balance, if any, shall be paid to
CONSULTANT upon demand.

Without the written consent of LOCAL AGENCY, this contract is not assignable byCONSULTANT either in
whole or in part.

No alteration or variation of the terms of this contract shall be valid, unless made in writing and signed by the
parties hereto; and no oral understanding or agreement not incorporated herein, shall be binding on any of
the parties hereto.

The consideration to be paid to CONSULTANT as provided in this contract, shall be in compensation for all of
CONSULTANT’s expenses incurred in the performance hereof, including travel and per diem, unless
otherwise expressly so provided.

ARTICLE I STATEMENT OF WORK

A.

Consultant shall complete the task list as referenced in the project approved Exhibit 22-R, Non-
Infrastructure Work Plan dated April 29, 2016, attached as Exhibit A.
- The Town of Paradise will coordinate Paradise Police Department Community Service
Officer activities and payment.
- The Town of Paradise will purchase all bicycle training equipment and tools. All equipment
and tools will be retained by the Town of Paradise following completion of the scope of
work.

ARTICLE Il CONSULTANT’S REPORTS OR MEETINGS

A.

CONSULTANT shall submit progress reports at least once a month. The report should be sufficiently detailed
for the Contract Administrator to determine, if CONSULTANT is performing to expectations, or is on schedule;
to provide communication of interim findings, and to sufficiently address any difficulties or special problems
encountered, so remedies can be developed.

CONSULTANT’s Project Manager shall meet with LOCAL AGENCY'’s Contract Administrator, as needed, to
discuss progress on the contract.

ARTICLE IV PERFORMANCE PERIOD

A.

This contract shall go into effect on January 1, 2017, contingent upon approval by LOCAL AGENCY, and
CONSULTANT shall commence work after notification to proceed by LOCAL AGENCY’S Contract
Administrator. The contract shall end February 1, 2018, unless extended by contract amendment.
CONSULTANT is advised that any recommendation for contract award is not binding on LOCAL AGENCY
until the contract is fully executed and approved by LOCAL AGENCY.

ARTICLE V ALLOWABLE COSTS AND PAYMENTS

A.

The method of payment for this contract will be based respectively on lump sums for Tasks A and B.
The total lump sum price paid CONSULTANT will include compensation for all work and deliverables,
including travel and equipment described in Article 1l Statement of Work of this contract. No additional
compensation will be paid to CONSULTANT, unless there is a change in the scope of the work or the scope of
the project. In the instance of a change in the scope of work or scope of the project, adjustment to the total
lump sum compensation will be negotiated between CONSULTANT and LOCAL AGENCY. Adjustment in the
total lump sum compensation will not be effective until authorized by contract amendment and approved by
LOCAL AGENCY.

Progress payments may be made monthly in arrears based on the percentage of work completed by
CONSULTANT. If CONSULTANT fails to submit the required deliverable items according to the schedule set
forth in the Statement of Work, LOCAL AGENCY shall have the right to delay payment or terminate this
Contract in accordance with the provisions of Article VI Termination.

CONSULTANT shall not commence performance of work or services until this contract has been approved by
LOCAL AGENCY and notification to proceed has been issued by LOCAL AGENCY’S Contract Administrator.
No payment will be made prior to approval of any work, or for any work performed prior to approval of this
contract.

CONSULTANT will be reimbursed, as promptly as fiscal procedures will permit, upon receipt by LOCAL
AGENCY’S Contract Administrator of itemized invoices in triplicate. Invoices shall be submitted no later than
45-calendar days after the performance of work for which CONSULTANT is billing. Invoices shall detail the
work performed on each milestone, on each project as applicable. Invoices shall follow the format stipulated
for the Cost Proposal and shall reference this contract number and project title. Final invoice must contain the
final cost and all credits due LOCAL AGENCY that include any equipment purchased under the provisions of
Article XVII Equipment Purchase of this contract. The final invoice should be submitted within 60-calendar
days after completion of CONSULTANT’s work.

ARTICLE VI TERMINATION

A. In addition to Article IE of this Contract, LOCAL AGENCY reserves the right to terminate this contract upon
thirty (30 )calendar days written notice to CONSULTANT with the reasons for termination stated in the notice.

B. The maximum amount for which the Government shall be liable if this contract is terminated is based upon
the progress completed for the contract.

ARTICLE VII FUNDING REQUIREMENTS

A. Itis mutually understood between the parties that this contract may have been written before ascertaining the
availability of funds or appropriation of funds, for the mutual benefit of both parties, in order to avoid program
and fiscal delays that would occur if the contract were executed after that determination was made.

B. This contract is valid and enforceable only, if sufficient funds are made available to LOCAL AGENCY for the
purpose of this contract. In addition, this contract is subject to any additional restrictions, limitations,
conditions, or any statute enacted by the Congress, State Legislature, or LOCAL AGENCY governing board
that may affect the provisions, terms, or funding of this contract in any manner.

C. Itis mutually agreed that if sufficient funds are not appropriated, this contract may be amended to reflect any
reduction in funds.

D. LOCAL AGENCY has the option to void the contract under the 30-day cancellation clause, or by mutual
agreement to amend the contract to reflect any reduction of funds.

A. This contract may be amended or modified only by mutual written agreement of the parties.

C. There shall be no change in CONSULTANT’s Project Manager or members of the project team, as listed in
the approved Cost Proposal, which is a part of this contract without prior written approval by LOCAL
AGENCY'’s Contract Administrator.

A. CONSULTANT agrees that the Contract Cost Principles and Procedures, 48 CFR, Federal Acquisition
Regulations System, Chapter 1, Part 31.000 et seq., shall be used to determine the cost allowability of
individual items.

B. CONSULTANT also agrees to comply with federal procedures in accordance with 49 CFR, Part 18, Uniform
Administrative Requirements for Grants and Cooperative Agreements to State and Local Governments.

C. Any costs for which payment has been made to CONSULTANT that are determined by subsequent audit to
be unallowable under 49 CFR Part 18 and 48 CFR, Federal Acquisition Regulations System, Chapter 1, Part
31.000 et seq., are subject to repayment by CONSULTANT to LOCAL AGENCY.

ARTICLE XI CONTINGENT FEE

CONSULTANT warrants, by execution of this contract that no person or selling agency has been employed, or
retained, to solicit or secure this contract upon an agreement or understanding, for a commission, percentage,
brokerage, or contingent fee, excepting bona fide employees, or bona fide established commercial or selling
agencies maintained by CONSULTANT for the purpose of securing business. For breach or violation of this

warranty, LOCAL AGENCY has the right to annul this contract without liability; pay only for the value of the w
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actually performed, or in its discretion to deduct from the contract price or consideration, or otherwise recover the
full amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee.

ARTICLE Xl RETENTION OF RECORDS/AUDIT

For the purpose of determining compliance with Public Contract Code 10115, et seq. and Title 21, California Code
of Regulations, Chapter 21, Section 2500 et seq., when applicable and other matters connected with the
performance of the contract pursuant to Government Code 8546.7; CONSULTANT, subconsultants, and LOCAL
AGENCY shall maintain and make available for inspection all books, documents, papers, accounting records, and
other evidence pertaining to the performance of the contract, including but not limited to, the costs of
administering the contract. All parties shall make such materials available at their respective offices at all
reasonable times during the contract period and for three years from the date of final payment under the contract.
The CaliforniaState, State Auditor, LOCAL AGENCY, FHWA, or any duly authorized representative of the Federal
Government shall have access to any books, records, and documents of CONSULTANT that are pertinent to the
contract for audit, examinations, excerpts, and transactions, and copies thereof shall be furnished if requested
Subcontracts in excess of $25,000 shall contain this provision.

ARTICLE XIlI EXTRA WORK

At any time during the term of this Agreement, Local Agency may request that Consultant perform Extra Work.

B. Not later than 30 days after completion of all work under the contract, CONSULTANT may request review by
LOCAL AGENCYGoverning Board of unresolved claims or disputes, other than audit.

C. Neither the pendency of a dispute, nor its consideration by the committee will excuse CONSULTANT from full
and timely performance in accordance with the terms of this contract.

ARTICLE XV AUDIT REVIEW PROCEDURES

A. Any dispute concerning a question of fact arising under an interim or post audit of this contract that is not
disposed of by agreement, shall be reviewed by LOCAL AGENCY’S Chief Financial Officer.

B. Not later than 30 days after issuance of the final audit report, CONSULTANT may request a review by LOCAL
AGENCY’S Chief Financial Officer of unresolved audit issues. The request for review will be submitted in
writing.

C. Neither the pendency of a dispute nor its consideration by LOCAL AGENCY will excuse CONSULTANT from
full and timely performance, in accordance with the terms of this contract.

D. CONSULTANT and subconsultants’ contracts, including cost proposals and indirect cost rates (ICR), are
subject to audits or reviews such as, but not limited to, a Contract Audit, an Incurred Cost Audit, an ICR Audit,
or a certified public accountant (CPA) ICR Audit Workpaper Review. If selected for audit or review, the
contract, cost proposal and ICR and related workpapers, if applicable, will be reviewed to verify compliance
with 48 CFR, Part 31 and other related laws and regulations. In the instances of a CPA ICR Audit Workpaper
Review it is CONSULTANT’s responsibility to ensure federal, state, or local government officials are allowed
full access to the CPA’s workpapers. The contract, cost proposal, and ICR shall be adjusted by
CONSULTANT and approved by LOCAL AGENCY contract manager to conform to the audit or review
recommendations. CONSULTANT agrees that individual terms of costs identified in the audit report shall be
incorporated into the contract by this reference if directed by LOCAL AGENCY at its sole discretion. Refusal
by CONSULTANT to incorporate audit or review recommendations, or to ensure that the Federal, State, or
local governments have access to CPA workpapers, will be considered a breach of contract terms and cause
for termination of the contract and disallowance of prior reimbursed costs.
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ARTICLE XVI SUBCONTRACTING

CONSULTANT shall perform the work contemplated with resources available within its own organization; and
no portion of the work pertinent to this contract shall be subcontracted without written authorization by LOCAL
AGENCY’S Contract Administrator, except that, which is expressly identified in the approved Cost Proposal.
Any subcontract in excess of $25,000 entered into as a result of this contract, shall contain all the provisions
stipulated in this contract to be applicable to subconsultants.

Prior authorization in writing, by LOCAL AGENCY’s Contract Administrator shall be required before
CONSULTANT enters into any unbudgeted purchase order, or subcontract exceeding $5,000 for supplies,
equipment, or CONSULTANT services. CONSULTANT shall provide an evaluation of the necessity or
desirability of incurring such costs.

For purchase of any item, service or consulting work not covered in CONSULTANT’s Cost Proposal and
exceeding $5,000 prior authorization by LOCAL AGENCY’s Contract Administrator; three competitive
guotations must be submitted with the request, or the absence of bidding must be adequately justified.

Any equipment purchased as a result of this contract is subject to the following: “CONSULTANT shall
maintain an inventory of all nonexpendable property. Nonexpendable property is defined as having a useful
life of at least two years and an acquisition cost of $5,000 or more. If the purchased equipment needs
replacement and is sold or traded in, LOCAL AGENCY shall receive a proper refund or credit at theconclusion
of the contract, or if the contract is terminated, CONSULTANT may either keep the equipment and credit
LOCAL AGENCY in an amount equal to its fair market value, or sell such equipment at the best price
obtainable at a public or private sale, in accordance with established LOCAL AGENCY procedures; and credit
LOCAL AGENCY in an amount equal to the sales price. If CONSULTANT elects to keep the equipment, fair
market value shall be determined at CONSULTANT’s expense, on the basis of a competent independent
appraisal of such equipment. Appraisals shall be obtained from an appraiser mutually agreeable to by LOCAL
AGENCY and CONSULTANT, if it is determined to sell the equipment, the terms and conditions of such sale
must be approved in advance by LOCAL AGENCY.’49 CFR, Part 18 requires a credit to Federal funds when
participating equipment with a fair market value greater than $5,000 is credited to the project.

All subcontracts in excess $25,000 shall contain the above provisions.

ARTICLE XVIII INSPECTION OF WORK

CONSULTANT and any subconsultant shall permit LOCAL AGENCY, the state, and the FHWA if federal
participating funds are used in this contract; to review and inspect the project activities and files at all
reasonable times during the performance period of this contract including review and inspection on a daily
basis.

ARTICLE XIX SAFETY

CONSULTANT shall comply with OSHA regulations applicable to CONSULTANT regarding necessary safety
equipment or procedures. CONSULTANT shall comply with safety instructions issued by LOCAL AGENCY
Safety Officer and other LOCAL AGENCY representatives. CONSULTANT personnel shall wear hard hats
and safety vests at all times while working on the construction project site.

Pursuant to the authority contained in Section 591 of the Vehicle Code, LOCAL AGENCY has determined that
such areas are within the limits of the project and are open to public traffic. CONSULTANT shall comply with
all of the requirements set forth in Divisions 11, 12, 13, 14, and 15 of the Vehicle Code. CONSULTANT shall
take all reasonably necessary precautions for safe operation of its vehicles and the protection of the traveling
public from injury and damage from such vehicles.

Any subcontract entered into as a result of this contract, shall contain all of the provisions of this Article.
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ARTICLE XX INSURANCE
Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract insurance against claims for
injuries to persons or damages to property, which may arise from or in connection with the
performance of the work hereunder by the Consultant, its agents, representatives, or employees.
Minimum Scope of Insurance

Coverage shall be at least as broad as:

Minimum Limits of Insurance

property damage. If Commercial General Liability Insurance or other form with a general
aggregate limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to this
project/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.

2. Automobile Liability: $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and property damage.

3. Employer’s Liability: $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury or disease.

4. Errors and omissions liability: $1,000,000 per claim & $1,000,000 aggregate.
Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

eliminate such deductibles or self- insured retentions as respects the LOCAL AGENCY, its
officers, officials, employees and volunteers; or the Consultant shall provide a financial guarantee
satisfactory to the LOCAL AGENCY guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations,
claim administration and defense expenses.

Other Insurance Provisions

The commercial general liability and automobile liability policies are to contain, or be endorsed to
contain, the following provisions:

1. The LOCAL AGENCY, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers are to be covered
as insured as respects: liability arising out of work or operations performed by or on
behalf of the Consultant; or automobiles owned, leased, hired or borrowed by the
Consultant.

volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the LOCAL AGENCY, its

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and shall not contribute with it.

3. Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state that coverage
shall not be canceled by either party, except after thirty (30) days prior written notice by
certified mail, return receipt requested, has been given to the LOCAL AGENCY.

Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A. M. Best’s rating of no less than A: VII,
unless otherwise acceptable to the LOCAL AGENCY.

Verification of Coverage

Consultant shall furnish the LOCAL AGENCY with original certificates and amendatory
endorsements effecting coverage required by this clause. The endorsements should be on forms
provided by the LOCAL AGENCY or on other than the LOCAL AGENCY’s forms provided, those
endorsements conform to LOCAL AGENCY requirements. All certificates and endorsements are
to be received and approved by the LOCAL AGENCY before work commences. The LOCAL
AGENCY on reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance
policies, including endorsements affecting the coverage required.

ARTICLE XXI OWNERSHIP OF DATA

A. Upon completion of all work under this contract, ownership and title to all reports, documents, plans,

specifications, and estimates produce as part of this contract will automatically be vested in LOCAL AGENCY;
and no further agreement will be necessary to transfer ownership to LOCAL AGENCY. CONSULTANT shall
furnish LOCAL AGENCY all necessary copies of data needed to complete the review and approval process.

It is understood and agreed that all calculations, drawings and specifications, whether in hard copy or
machine-readable form, are intended for one-time use in the construction of the project for which this contract
has been entered into.
CONSULTANT is not liable for claims, liabilities, or losses arising out of, or connected with the modification, or
misuse by LOCAL AGENCY of the machine-readable information and data provided by CONSULTANT under
this contract; further, CONSULTANT is not liable for claims, liabilities, or losses arising out of, or connected
with any use by LOCAL AGENCY of the project documentation on other projects for additions to this project,
or for the completion of this project by others, except only such use as many be authorized in writing by
CONSULTANT.

Applicable patent rights provisions regarding rights to inventions shall be included in the contracts as
appropriate(48 CFR 27, Subpart 27.3 - Patent Rights under Government Contracts for federal-aid contracts).
LOCAL AGENCY may permit copyrighting reports or other agreement products. If copyrights are permitted;
the agreement shall provide that the FHWA shall have the royalty-free nonexclusive and irrevocable right to
reproduce, publish, or otherwise use; and to authorize others to use, the work for government purposes.

Any subcontract in excess of $25,000 entered into as a result of this contract, shall contain all of the
provisions of this Article.

ARTICLE XXII CLAIMS FILED BY LOCAL AGENCY’s CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTOR

If claims are filed by LOCAL AGENCY’s construction contractor relating to work performed by
CONSULTANT’s personnel, and additional information or assistance from CONSULTANT’s personnel is
required in order to evaluate or defend against such claims; CONSULTANT agrees to make its personnel
available for consultation with LOCAL AGENCY’S construction contract administration and legal staff and
for testimony, if necessary, at depositions and at trial or arbitration proceedings.

CONSULTANT’s personnel that LOCAL AGENCY considers essential to assist in defending against
construction contractor claims will be made available on reasonable notice from LOCAL AGENCY.
Consultation or testimony will be reimbursed at the same rates, includingtravel costs that are being paid for
CONSULTANT's personnel services under this contract.

Services of CONSULTANT’s personnel in connection with LOCAL AGENCY’s construction contractor
claims will be performed pursuant to a written contract amendment, if necessary, extending the termination
date of this contract in order to resolve the construction claims.

Any subcontract in excess of $25,000 entered into as a result of this contract, shall contain all of
provisions of this Article. 188
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ARTICLE XXIII CONFIDENTIALITY OF DATA

A. All financial, statistical, personal, technical, or other data and information relative to LOCAL AGENCY’s
operations, which are designated confidential by LOCAL AGENCY and made available to CONSULTANT in
order to carry out this contract, shall be protected by CONSULTANT from unauthorized use and disclosure.

B. Permission to disclose information on one occasion, or public hearing held by LOCAL AGENCY relating to
the contract, shall not authorize CONSULTANT to further disclose such information, or disseminate the
same on any other occasion.

C. CONSULTANT shall not comment publicly to the press or any other media regarding the contract or LOCAL
AGENCY'’s actions on the same, except to LOCAL AGENCY'’s staff, CONSULTANT’s own personnel
involved in the performance of this contract, at public hearings or in response to questions from a
Legislative committee.

D. CONSULTANT shall not issue any news release or public relations item of any nature, whatsoever,
regarding work performed or to be performed under this contract without prior review of the contents thereof
by LOCAL AGENCY, and receipt of LOCAL AGENCY’S written permission.

E. Any subcontract entered into as a result of this contract shall contain all of the provisions of this Article.

F. All information related to the construction estimate is confidential, and shall not be disclosed by
CONSULTANT to any entity other than LOCAL AGENCY.

ARTICLE XXIV NATIONAL LABOR RELATIONS BOARD CERTIFICATION

B. During the performance of this Contract, Consultant and its subconsultants shall not unlawfully discriminate,
harass, or allow harassment against any employee or applicant for employment because of sex, race, color,
ancestry, religious creed, national origin, physical disability (including HIV and AIDS), mental disability,
medical condition (e.g., cancer), age (over 40), marital status, anddenial of family care leave. Consultant
and subconsultantsshall insure that the evaluation and treatment of their employees and applicants for
employment are free from such discrimination and harassment. Consultant and subconsultants shall
comply with the provisions of the Fair Employment and Housing Act (Gov. Code 812990 (a-f) et seq.) and
the applicable regulations promulgated thereunder (CaliforniaCode of Regulations, Title 2, Section 7285 et
seq.).

Background:

On April 29, 2013, Caltrans announced Cycle 5 Call-for-Projects for the Highway Safety
Improvement Program (HSIP). The purpose of this program is to achieve a significant reduction
in traffic fatalities and serious injuries on all public roads. The HSIP requires a data-driven,
strategic approach to improving highway safety on all public roads that focuses on
performance.

On November 14, 2013, Caltrans approved the Cypress Curve Realignment Project for Federal
funding. This project was selected based upon the calculated high Benefit-Cost Ratio using
actual collision data between 2006 and 2011 and implementation of safety countermeasures.
The project includes improvement of horizontal curve alignment and shoulder widening along
Clark Road between Adams Road and Kimberly Lane.

On May 13, 2013, Town Council approved Program Supplement Agreement No. 013-N for
Project HSIPL-5425 (025) to assure receipt of $180,000 in Federal funds for the project’s
preliminary engineering project phase.

On September 9, 2014, Town Council awarded a contract to Mark Thomas & Company for the
environmental, utilities, right-of-way and civil design of the Cypress Curve Realignment Project.

On September 13, 2016, Town Council approved the plans, specifications and estimates for the
project and authorized staff to seek formal bids.

On November 7, 2016, Town Council rejected all bids and directed staff to re-advertise the
project.
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Analysis:

The Cypress Curve Realignment Project was formally advertised for bids on November 8, 2016,
2016. The project advertisement was published in the Paradise Post on November 12 and
November 23, 2016, in compliance with public contract codes and Federal-aid requirements.
Plans and Specifications were provided to 12 local, regional, and national construction
exchanges.

On December 6, four bids were received by the Town Clerk and publicly opened. A list of bids
received are shown below:

3 Franklin Construction $964,573.00
4 Lamon Construction $1,076,631.00
X Engineer’s Estimate $912,000.00

Staff is recommending award of Contract No. 14-02, Cypress Curve Realignment Project, to
Knife River Construction of Chico, CA in the amount of their bid of $879,426.00

If approved, construction tree removal efforts will be completed in December-January with all
major construction scheduled for spring 2017.

To remain eligible for the allocated grant funding, the Town of Paradise is required to execute a
Program Supplement Agreement to the Administering Agency-State Agreement for Federal-Aid
Projects (Agreement No. 03-5425R). This supplement agreement, included as Attachment A,
serves as a contract between the Town of Paradise and California Department of
Transportation, binding each to certain responsibilities to process Federally funded projects.
The attached agreement must be approved by the Town to continue receipt of Federal funds. In
addition, the Town is required to adopt a resolution identifying the project and designate an
official authorized to execute the Program Supplement Agreement.

Financial Impact:
The total project cost, including estimated final costs for preliminary engineering, estimated

construction costs, a 10% construction contingency, and an allocation for inspection and quality
assurance testing is $1,302,368. A detailed funding breakdown is shown below:

20104.

(a) (1) This article applies to all public works claims of three hundred seventy-five thousand dollars ($375,000) or less which arise
between a contractor and a local agency.

(2) This article shall not apply to any claims resulting from a contract between a contractor and a public agency when the public
agency has elected to resolve any disputes pursuant to Article 7.1 (commencing with Section 10240) of Chapter 1 of Part 2.

(b) (1) "Public work" has the same meaning as in Sections 3100 and 3106 of the Civil Code, except that "public work" does not include

any work or improvement contracted for by the state or the Regents of the University of California.
(2) "Claim" means a separate demand by the contractor for (A) a time extension, (B) payment of money or damages arising from
work done by, or on behalf of, the contractor pursuant to the contract for a public work and payment of which is not otherwise
expressly provided for or the claimant is not otherwise entitled to, or (C) an amount the payment of which is disputed by the local
agency.

(c) The provisions of this article or a summary thereof shall be set forth in the plans or specifications for any work which may give rise to
a claim under this article. (d) This article applies only to contracts entered into on or after January 1, 1991.

20104.2.

For any claim subject to this article, the following requirements apply:

(a) The claim shall be in writing and include the documents necessary to substantiate the claim. Claims must be filed on or before the
date of final payment. Nothing in this subdivision is intended to extend the time limit or supersede notice requirements otherwise
provided by contract for the filing of claims.

(b) (1) For claims of less than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), the local agency shall respond in writing to any written claim within 45
days of receipt of the claim, or may request, in writing, within 30 days of receipt of the claim, any additional documentation
supporting the claim or relating to defenses to the claim the local agency may have against the claimant.

(2) If additional information is thereafter required, it shall be requested and provided pursuant to this subdivision, upon mutual
agreement of the local agency and the claimant.

(3) The local agency's written response to the claim, as further documented, shall be submitted to the claimant within 15 days after
receipt of the further documentation or within a period of time no greater than that taken by the claimant in producing the
additional information, whichever is greater.

(c) (1) For claims of over fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) and less than or equal to three hundred seventy-five thousand dollars

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($375,000), the local agency shall respond in writing to all written claims within 60 days of receipt of the claim, or may request, in
writing, within 30 days of receipt of the claim, any additional documentation supporting the claim or relating to defenses to the
claim the local agency may have against the claimant.

(2) If additional information is thereafter required, it shall be requested and provided pursuant to this subdivision, upon mutual
agreement of the local agency and the claimant.

(3) The local agency's written response to the claim, as further documented, shall be submitted to the claimant within 30 days after
receipt of the further documentation, or within a period of time no greater than that taken by the claimant in producing the
additional information or requested documentation, whichever is greater.

(d) If the claimant disputes the local agency's written response, or the local agency fails to respond within the time prescribed, the
claimant may so notify the local agency, in writing, either within 15 days of receipt of the local agency's response or within 15 days
of the local agency's failure to respond within the time prescribed, respectively, and demand an informal conference to meet and
confer for settlement of the issues in dispute. Upon a demand, the local agency shall schedule a meet and confer conference within
30 days for settlement of the dispute.

(e) Following the meet and confer conference, if the claim or any portion remains in dispute, the claimant may file a claim as provided
in Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 900) and Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 910) of Part 3 of Division 3.6 of Title 1 of the
Government Code. For purposes of those provisions, the running of the period of time within which a claim must be filed shall be
tolled from the time the claimant submits Contractor’s or her written claim pursuant to subdivision (a) until the time that claim is
denied as a result of the meet and confer process, including any period of time utilized by the meet and confer process.

(f) This article does not apply to tort claims and nothing in this article is intended nor shall be construed to change the time periods for
filing tort claims or actions specified by Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 900) and Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 910) of
Part 3 of Division 3.6 of Title 1 of the Government Code.

The following procedures are established for all civil actions filed to resolve claims subject to this article:

(a) Within 60 days, but no earlier than 30 days, following the filing or responsive pleadings, the court shall submit the matter to
nonbinding mediation unless waived by mutual stipulation of both parties. The mediation process shall provide for the selection
within 15 days by both parties of a disinterested third person as mediator, shall be commenced within 30 days of the submittal, and
shall be concluded within 15 days from the commencement of the mediation unless a time requirement is extended upon a good
cause showing to the court or by stipulation of both parties. If the parties fail to select a mediator within the 15-day period, any
party may petition the court to appoint the mediator.

(b) (1) If the matter remains in dispute, the case shall be submitted to judicial arbitration pursuant to Chapter 2.5 (commencing with
Section 1141.10) of Title 3 of Part 3 of the Code of Civil Procedure, notwithstanding Section 1141.11 of that code. The Civil Discovery
Act (Title 4 (commencing with Section 2016.010) of Part 4of the Code of Civil Procedure) shall apply to any proceeding brought
under this subdivision consistent with the rules pertaining to judicial arbitration.

(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, upon stipulation of the parties, arbitrators appointed for purposes of this article shall
be experienced in construction law, and, upon stipulation of the parties, mediators and arbitrators shall be paid necessary and
reasonable hourly rates of pay not to exceed their customary rate, and such fees and expenses shall be paid equally by the parties,
except in the case of arbitration where the arbitrator, for good cause, determines a different division. In no event shall these fees or
expenses be paid by state or county funds.

(c) The court may, upon request by any party, order any witnesses to participate in the mediation or arbitration process.

The next number,
005 in the example, is an internal number used in processing
the wage determination. ©7/01/2014 is the effective date of the
most current negotiated rate, which in this example is July 1,
2014.

Union prevailing wage rates are updated to reflect all rate
changes in the collective bargaining agreement (CBA) governing
this classification and rate.

Survey Rate Identifiers

Classifications listed under the "SU" identifier indicate that
no one rate prevailed for this classification in the survey and
the published rate is derived by computing a weighted average
rate based on all the rates reported in the survey for that
classification. As this weighted average rate includes all
rates reported in the survey, it may include both union and
non-union rates. Example: SULA2012-007 5/13/2014. SU indicates
the rates are survey rates based on a weighted average
calculation of rates and are not majority rates. LA indicates
the State of Louisiana. 2012 is the year of survey on which
these classifications and rates are based. The next number, 007
in the example, is an internal number used in producing the
wage determination. 5/13/2014 indicates the survey completion
date for the classifications and rates under that identifier.

Survey wage rates are not updated and remain in effect until a
new survey is conducted.

Union Average Rate Identifiers

Classification(s) listed under the UAVG identifier indicate
that no single majority rate prevailed for those
classifications; however, 100% of the data reported for the
classifications was union data. EXAMPLE: UAVG-OH-0010
08/29/2014. UAVG indicates that the rate is a weighted union
average rate. OH indicates the state. The next number, 0010 in
the example, is an internal number used in producing the wage
determination. ©8/29/2014 indicates the survey completion date
for the classifications and rates under that identifier.

Road Contracts (included in Appalachian contracts only)

I. GENERAL

1. Form FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated in each
construction contract funded under Title 23 (excluding
emergency contracts solely intended for debris removal). The
contractor (or subcontractor) must insert this form in each
subcontract and further require its inclusion in all lower tier
subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental agreements
and other agreements for supplies or services).

The applicable requirements of Form FHWA-1273 are
incorporated by reference for work done under any purchase
order, rental agreement or agreement for other services. The
prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any
subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor or service provider.

Form FHWA-1273 must be included in all Federal-aid design-
build contracts, in all subcontracts and in lower tier
subcontracts (excluding subcontracts for design services,
purchase orders, rental agreements and other agreements for
supplies or services). The design-builder shall be responsible
for compliance by any subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor
or service provider.

Contracting agencies may reference Form FHWA-1273 in bid
proposal or request for proposal documents, however, the
Form FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated (not
referenced) in all contracts, subcontracts and lower-tier
subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental agreements
and other agreements for supplies or services related to a
construction contract).

2. Subject to the applicability criteria noted in the following
sections, these contract provisions shall apply to all work
performed on the contract by the contractor's own organization
and with the assistance of workers under the contractor's
immediate superintendence and to all work performed on the
contract by piecework, station work, or by subcontract.

3. A breach of any of the stipulations contained in these
Required Contract Provisions may be sufficient grounds for
withholding of progress payments, withholding of final
payment, termination of the contract, suspension / debarment
or any other action determined to be appropriate by the
contracting agency and FHWA.

4. Selection of Labor: During the performance of this contract,
the contractor shall not use convict labor for any purpose
within the limits of a construction project on a Federal-aid
highway unless it is labor performed by convicts who are on
parole, supervised release, or probation. The term Federal-aid
highway does not include roadways functionally classified as
local roads or rural minor collectors.

II. NONDISCRIMINATION

The provisions of this section related to 23 CFR Part 230 are
applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all
related construction subcontracts of $10,000 or more. The
provisions of 23 CFR Part 230 are not applicable to material
supply, engineering, or architectural service contracts.

In addition, the contractor and all subcontractors must comply
with the following policies: Executive Order 11246, 41 CFR 60,
29 CFR 1625-1627, Title 23 USC Section 140, the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794), Title VI
of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, and related
regulations including 49 CFR Parts 21, 26 and 27; and 23 CFR
Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The contractor and all subcontractors must comply with: the
requirements of the Equal Opportunity Clause in 41 CFR 60-
1.4(b) and, for all construction contracts exceeding $10,000,
the Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity
Construction Contract Specifications in 41 CFR 60-4.3.

Note: The U.S. Department of Labor has exclusive authority to
determine compliance with Executive Order 11246 and the
policies of the Secretary of Labor including 41 CFR 60, and 29
CFR 1625-1627. The contracting agency and the FHWA have
the authority and the responsibility to ensure compliance with
Title 23 USC Section 140, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as
amended (29 USC 794), and Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964, as amended, and related regulations including 49 CFR
Parts 21, 26 and 27; and 23 CFR Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The following provision is adopted from 23 CFR 230, Appendix
A, with appropriate revisions to conform to the U.S.
Department of Labor (US DOL) and FHWA requirements.

1. Equal Employment Opportunity: Equal employment
opportunity (EEO) requirements not to discriminate and to take
affirmative action to assure equal opportunity as set forth
under laws, executive orders, rules, regulations (28 CFR 35,
29 CFR 1630, 29 CFR 1625-1627, 41 CFR 60 and 49 CFR 27)
and orders of the Secretary of Labor as modified by the
provisions prescribed herein, and imposed pursuant to 23
U.S.C. 140 shall constitute the EEO and specific affirmative
action standards for the contractor's project activities under
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this contract. The provisions of the Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) set forth under 28 CFR
35 and 29 CFR 1630 are incorporated by reference in this
contract. In the execution of this contract, the contractor
agrees to comply with the following minimum specific
requirement activities of EEO:

a. The contractor will work with the contracting agency and
the Federal Government to ensure that it has made every
good faith effort to provide equal opportunity with respect to all
of its terms and conditions of employment and in their review
of activities under the contract.

b. The contractor will accept as its operating policy the
following statement:

"It is the policy of this Company to assure that applicants
are employed, and that employees are treated during
employment, without regard to their race, religion, sex, color,
national origin, age or disability. Such action shall include:
employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or
recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or
other forms of compensation; and selection for training,
including apprenticeship, pre-apprenticeship, and/or on-the-
job training."

2. EEO Officer: The contractor will designate and make
known to the contracting officers an EEO Officer who will have
the responsibility for and must be capable of effectively
administering and promoting an active EEO program and who
must be assigned adequate authority and responsibility to do
So.

3. Dissemination of Policy: All members of the contractor's
staff who are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and
discharge employees, or who recommend such action, or who
are substantially involved in such action, will be made fully
cognizant of, and will implement, the contractor's EEO policy
and contractual responsibilities to provide EEO in each grade
and classification of employment. To ensure that the above
agreement will be met, the following actions will be taken as a
minimum:

a. Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office
employees will be conducted before the start of work and then
not less often than once every six months, at which time the
contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be
reviewed and explained. The meetings will be conducted by
the EEO Officer.

b. All new supervisory or personnel office employees will be
given a thorough indoctrination by the EEO Officer, covering
all major aspects of the contractor's EEO obligations within
thirty days following their reporting for duty with the contractor.

c. All personnel who are engaged in direct recruitment for
the project will be instructed by the EEO Officer in the
contractor's procedures for locating and hiring minorities and
women.

d. Notices and posters setting forth the contractor's EEO
policy will be placed in areas readily accessible to employees,
applicants for employment and potential employees.

e. The contractor's EEO policy and the procedures to
implement such policy will be brought to the attention of
employees by means of meetings, employee handbooks, or
other appropriate means.

4. Recruitment: When advertising for employees, the
contractor will include in all advertisements for employees the
notation: "An Equal Opportunity Employer." All such
advertisements will be placed in publications having a large
circulation among minorities and women in the area from
which the project work force would normally be derived.

a. The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid
bargaining agreement, conduct systematic and direct
recruitment through public and private employee referral
sources likely to yield qualified minorities and women. To
meet this requirement, the contractor will identify sources of
potential minority group employees, and establish with such
identified sources procedures whereby minority and women
applicants may be referred to the contractor for employment
consideration.

b. In the event the contractor has a valid bargaining
agreement providing for exclusive hiring hall referrals, the
contractor is expected to observe the provisions of that
agreement to the extent that the system meets the contractor's
compliance with EEO contract provisions. Where
implementation of such an agreement has the effect of
discriminating against minorities or women, or obligates the
contractor to do the same, such implementation violates
Federal nondiscrimination provisions.

c. The contractor will encourage its present employees to
refer minorities and women as applicants for employment.
Information and procedures with regard to referring such
applicants will be discussed with employees.

5. Personnel Actions: Wages, working conditions, and
employee benefits shall be established and administered, and
personnel actions of every type, including hiring, upgrading,
promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and termination, shall be
taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national
origin, age or disability. The following procedures shall be
followed:

a. The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project
sites to insure that working conditions and employee facilities
do not indicate discriminatory treatment of project site
personnel.

b. The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of
wages paid within each classification to determine any
evidence of discriminatory wage practices.

c. The contractor will periodically review selected personnel
actions in depth to determine whether there is evidence of
discrimination. Where evidence is found, the contractor will
promptly take corrective action. If the review indicates that the
discrimination may extend beyond the actions reviewed, such
corrective action shall include all affected persons.

d. The contractor will promptly investigate all complaints of
alleged discrimination made to the contractor in connection
with its obligations under this contract, will attempt to resolve
such complaints, and will take appropriate corrective action
within a reasonable time. If the investigation indicates that the
discrimination may affect persons other than the complainant,
such corrective action shall include such other persons. Upon
completion of each investigation, the contractor will inform
every complainant of all of their avenues of appeal.

6. Training and Promotion:
a. The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and

increasing the skills of minorities and women who are
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applicants for employment or current employees. Such efforts
should be aimed at developing full journey level status
employees in the type of trade or job classification involved.

b. Consistent with the contractor's work force requirements
and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the
contractor shall make full use of training programs, i.e.,
apprenticeship, and on-the-job training programs for the
geographical area of contract performance. In the event a
special provision for training is provided under this contract,
this subparagraph will be superseded as indicated in the
special provision. The contracting agency may reserve
training positions for persons who receive welfare assistance
in accordance with 23 U.S.C. 140(a).

c. The contractor will advise employees and applicants for
employment of available training programs and entrance
requirements for each.

d. The contractor will periodically review the training and
promotion potential of employees who are minorities and
women and will encourage eligible employees to apply for
such training and promotion.

7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upon
unions as a source of employees, the contractor will use good
faith efforts to obtain the cooperation of such unions to
increase opportunities for minorities and women. Actions by
the contractor, either directly or through a contractor's
association acting as agent, will include the procedures set
forth below:

a. The contractor will use good faith efforts to develop, in
cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed
toward qualifying more minorities and women for membership
in the unions and increasing the skills of minorities and women
so that they may qualify for higher paying employment.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts to incorporate an
EEO clause into each union agreement to the end that such
union will be contractually bound to refer applicants without
regard to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or
disability.

c. The contractor is to obtain information as to the referral
practices and policies of the labor union except that to the
extent such information is within the exclusive possession of
the labor union and such labor union refuses to furnish such
information to the contractor, the contractor shall so certify to
the contracting agency and shall set forth what efforts have
been made to obtain such information.

d. In the event the union is unable to provide the contractor
with a reasonable flow of referrals within the time limit set forth
in the collective bargaining agreement, the contractor will,
through independent recruitment efforts, fill the employment
vacancies without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national
origin, age or disability; making full efforts to obtain qualified
and/or qualifiable minorities and women. The failure of a union
to provide sufficient referrals (even though it is obligated to
provide exclusive referrals under the terms of a collective
bargaining agreement) does not relieve the contractor from the
requirements of this paragraph. In the event the union referral
practice prevents the contractor from meeting the obligations
pursuant to Executive Order 11246, as amended, and these
special provisions, such contractor shall immediately notify the
contracting agency.

8. Reasonable Accommodation for Applicants /
Employees with Disabilities: The contractor must be familiar

with the requirements for and comply with the Americans with
Disabilities Act and all rules and regulations established there
under. Employers must provide reasonable accommodation in
all employment activities unless to do so would cause an
undue hardship.

9. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials
and Leasing of Equipment: The contractor shall not
discriminate on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, age or disability in the selection and retention
of subcontractors, including procurement of materials and
leases of equipment. The contractor shall take all necessary
and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination in the
administration of this contract.

a. The contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors and
suppliers and lessors of their EEO obligations under this
contract.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts to ensure
subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations.

10. Assurance Required by 49 CFR 26.13(b):

a. The requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 and the State
DOT’s U.S. DOT-approved DBE program are incorporated by
reference.

b. The contractor or subcontractor shall not discriminate on
the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex in the
performance of this contract. The contractor shall carry out
applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and
administration of DOT-assisted contracts. Failure by the
contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach
of this contract, which may result in the termination of this
contract or such other remedy as the contracting agency
deems appropriate.

11. Records and Reports: The contractor shall keep such
records as necessary to document compliance with the EEO
requirements. Such records shall be retained for a period of
three years following the date of the final payment to the
contractor for all contract work and shall be available at
reasonable times and places for inspection by authorized
representatives of the contracting agency and the FHWA.

a. The records kept by the contractor shall document the
following:

(1) The number and work hours of minority and non-
minority group members and women employed in each work
classification on the project;

(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation
with unions, when applicable, to increase employment
opportunities for minorities and women; and

(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring,
training, qualifying, and upgrading minorities and women;

b. The contractors and subcontractors will submit an annual
report to the contracting agency each July for the duration of
the project, indicating the number of minority, women, and
non-minority group employees currently engaged in each work
classification required by the contract work. This information is
to be reported on Form FHWA-1391. The staffing data should
represent the project work force on board in all or any part of
the last payroll period preceding the end of July. If on-the-job
training is being required by special provision, the contractor
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will be required to collect and report training data. The
employment data should reflect the work force on board during
all or any part of the last payroll period preceding the end of
July.

11l. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts and to all related construction subcontracts of
$10,000 or more.

The contractor must ensure that facilities provided for
employees are provided in such a manner that segregation on
the basis of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin cannot
result. The contractor may neither require such segregated
use by written or oral policies nor tolerate such use by
employee custom. The contractor's obligation extends further
to ensure that its employees are not assigned to perform their
services at any location, under the contractor's control, where
the facilities are segregated. The term "facilities" includes
waiting rooms, work areas, restaurants and other eating areas,
time clocks, restrooms, washrooms, locker rooms, and other
storage or dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains,
recreation or entertainment areas, transportation, and housing
provided for employees. The contractor shall provide separate
or single-user restrooms and necessary dressing or sleeping
areas to assure privacy between sexes.

IV. DAVIS-BACON AND RELATED ACT PROVISIONS

This section is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
projects exceeding $2,000 and to all related subcontracts and
lower-tier subcontracts (regardless of subcontract size). The
requirements apply to all projects located within the right-of-
way of a roadway that is functionally classified as Federal-aid
highway. This excludes roadways functionally classified as
local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt.
Contracting agencies may elect to apply these requirements to
other projects.

The following provisions are from the U.S. Department of
Labor regulations in 29 CFR 5.5 “Contract provisions and
related matters” with minor revisions to conform to the FHWA-
1273 format and FHWA program requirements.

1. Minimum wages

a. All laborers and mechanics employed or working upon
the site of the work, will be paid unconditionally and not less
often than once a week, and without subsequent deduction or
rebate on any account (except such payroll deductions as are
permitted by regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor
under the Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the full amount of
wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents
thereof) due at time of payment computed at rates not less
than those contained in the wage determination of the
Secretary of Labor which is attached hereto and made a part
hereof, regardless of any contractual relationship which may
be alleged to exist between the contractor and such laborers
and mechanics.

Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona
fide fringe benefits under section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon
Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages
paid to such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions

of paragraph 1.d. of this section; also, regular contributions
made or costs incurred for more than a weekly period (but not
less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs
which cover the particular weekly period, are deemed to be
constructively made or incurred during such weekly period.
Such laborers and mechanics shall be paid the appropriate
wage rate and fringe benefits on the wage determination for
the classification of work actually performed, without regard to
skill, except as provided in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(4). Laborers or
mechanics performing work in more than one classification
may be compensated at the rate specified for each
classification for the time actually worked therein: Provided,
That the employer's payroll records accurately set forth the
time spent in each classification in which work is performed.
The wage determination (including any additional classification
and wage rates conformed under paragraph 1.b. of this
section) and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH-1321) shall be
posted at all times by the contractor and its subcontractors at
the site of the work in a prominent and accessible place where
it can be easily seen by the workers.

b.(1) The contracting officer shall require that any class of
laborers or mechanics, including helpers, which is not listed in
the wage determination and which is to be employed under the
contract shall be classified in conformance with the wage
determination. The contracting officer shall approve an
additional classification and wage rate and fringe benefits
therefore only when the following criteria have been met:

(i) The work to be performed by the classification
requested is not performed by a classification in the wage
determination; and

(i) The classification is utilized in the area by the
construction industry; and

(iii) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide
fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the
wage rates contained in the wage determination.

(2) If the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be
employed in the classification (if known), or their
representatives, and the contracting officer agree on the
classification and wage rate (including the amount
designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of
the action taken shall be sent by the contracting officer to the
Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment
Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,
Washington, DC 20210. The Administrator, or an authorized
representative, will approve, modify, or disapprove every
additional classification action within 30 days of receipt and
so advise the contracting officer or will notify the contracting
officer within the 30-day period that additional time is
necessary.

(3) In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics
to be employed in the classification or their representatives,
and the contracting officer do not agree on the proposed
classification and wage rate (including the amount
designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the
contracting officer shall refer the questions, including the
views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the
contracting officer, to the Wage and Hour Administrator for
determination. The Wage and Hour Administrator, or an
authorized representative, will issue a determination within
30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or
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will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day period that
additional time is necessary.

(4) The wage rate (including fringe benefits where
appropriate) determined pursuant to paragraphs 1.b.(2) or
1.b.(3) of this section, shall be paid to all workers performing
work in the classification under this contract from the first
day on which work is performed in the classification.

c. Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the
contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe
benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the contractor
shall either pay the benefit as stated in the wage determination
or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash
equivalent thereof.

d. If the contractor does not make payments to a trustee or
other third person, the contractor may consider as part of the
wages of any laborer or mechanic the amount of any costs
reasonably anticipated in providing bona fide fringe benefits
under a plan or program, Provided, That the Secretary of
Labor has found, upon the written request of the contractor,
that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act have
been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the contractor
to set aside in a separate account assets for the meeting of
obligations under the plan or program.

2. Withholding

The contracting agency shall upon its own action or upon
written request of an authorized representative of the
Department of Labor, withhold or cause to be withheld from
the contractor under this contract, or any other Federal
contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-
assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage
requirements, which is held by the same prime contractor, so
much of the accrued payments or advances as may be
considered necessary to pay laborers and mechanics,
including apprentices, trainees, and helpers, employed by the
contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages
required by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any
laborer or mechanic, including any apprentice, trainee, or
helper, employed or working on the site of the work, all or part
of the wages required by the contract, the contracting agency
may, after written notice to the contractor, take such action as
may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations
have ceased.

3. Payrolls and basic records

a. Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be
maintained by the contractor during the course of the work and
preserved for a period of three years thereafter for all laborers
and mechanics working at the site of the work. Such records
shall contain the name, address, and social security number of
each such worker, his or her correct classification, hourly rates
of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs
anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents
thereof of the types described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the
Davis-Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked,
deductions made and actual wages paid. Whenever the
Secretary of Labor has found under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that
the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of
any costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a
plan or program described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-

Bacon Act, the contractor shall maintain records which show
that the commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable,
that the plan or program is financially responsible, and that the
plan or program has been communicated in writing to the
laborers or mechanics affected, and records which show the
costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such
benefits. Contractors employing apprentices or trainees under
approved programs shall maintain written evidence of the
registration of apprenticeship programs and certification of
trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices and
trainees, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the
applicable programs.

b.(1) The contractor shall submit weekly for each week in
which any contract work is performed a copy of all payrolls to
the contracting agency. The payrolls submitted shall set out
accurately and completely all of the information required to be
maintained under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(i), except that full social
security numbers and home addresses shall not be included
on weekly transmittals. Instead the payrolls shall only need to
include an individually identifying number for each employee (
e.g., the last four digits of the employee's social security
number). The required weekly payroll information may be
submitted in any form desired. Optional Form WH-347 is
available for this purpose from the Wage and Hour Division
Web site at http://www.dol.gov/esa/whd/forms/wh347instr.htm
or its successor site. The prime contractor is responsible for
the submission of copies of payrolls by all subcontractors.
Contractors and subcontractors shall maintain the full social
security number and current address of each covered worker,
and shall provide them upon request to the contracting agency
for transmission to the State DOT, the FHWA or the Wage and
Hour Division of the Department of Labor for purposes of an
investigation or audit of compliance with prevailing wage
requirements. It is not a violation of this section for a prime
contractor to require a subcontractor to provide addresses and
social security numbers to the prime contractor for its own
records, without weekly submission to the contracting agency..

(2) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a
“Statement of Compliance,” signed by the contractor or
subcontractor or his or her agent who pays or supervises the
payment of the persons employed under the contract and shall
certify the following:

(i) That the payroll for the payroll period contains the
information required to be provided under §5.5 (a)(3)(ii) of
Regulations, 29 CFR part 5, the appropriate information is
being maintained under §5.5 (a)(3)(i) of Regulations, 29
CFR part 5, and that such information is correct and
complete;

(i) That each laborer or mechanic (including each
helper, apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract
during the payroll period has been paid the full weekly
wages earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly,
and that no deductions have been made either directly or
indirectly from the full wages earned, other than
permissible deductions as set forth in Regulations, 29 CFR
part 3;

(iii) That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not
less than the applicable wage rates and fringe benefits or
cash equivalents for the classification of work performed,
as specified in the applicable wage determination
incorporated into the contract.
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(3) The weekly submission of a properly executed
certification set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form
WH-347 shall satisfy the requirement for submission of the
“Statement of Compliance” required by paragraph 3.b.(2) of
this section.

(4) The falsification of any of the above certifications may
subject the contractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal
prosecution under section 1001 of title 18 and section 231 of
title 31 of the United States Code.

c. The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records
required under paragraph 3.a. of this section available for
inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized
representatives of the contracting agency, the State DOT, the
FHWA, or the Department of Labor, and shall permit such
representatives to interview employees during working hours
on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor fails to submit the
required records or to make them available, the FHWA may,
after written notice to the contractor, the contracting agency or
the State DOT, take such action as may be necessary to
cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or
guarantee of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required
records upon request or to make such records available may
be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

4. Apprentices and trainees

a. Apprentices (programs of the USDOL).

Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the
predetermined rate for the work they performed when they are
employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide
apprenticeship program registered with the U.S. Department of
Labor, Employment and Training Administration, Office of
Apprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor Services, or with
a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Office, or if a
person is employed in his or her first 90 days of probationary
employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship
program, who is not individually registered in the program, but
who has been certified by the Office of Apprenticeship
Training, Employer and Labor Services or a State
Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for
probationary employment as an apprentice.

The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job
site in any craft classification shall not be greater than the ratio
permitted to the contractor as to the entire work force under
the registered program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an
apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise
employed as stated above, shall be paid not less than the
applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the
classification of work actually performed. In addition, any
apprentice performing work on the job site in excess of the
ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not
less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination
for the work actually performed. Where a contractor is
performing construction on a project in a locality other than
that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage
rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly
rate) specified in the contractor's or subcontractor's registered
program shall be observed.

Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the registered program for the apprentice's level of
progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeymen hourly

rate specified in the applicable wage determination.
Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with
the provisions of the apprenticeship program. If the
apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits,
apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits
listed on the wage determination for the applicable
classification. If the Administrator determines that a different
practice prevails for the applicable apprentice classification,
fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination.

In the event the Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer
and Labor Services, or a State Apprenticeship Agency
recognized by the Office, withdraws approval of an
apprenticeship program, the contractor will no longer be
permitted to utilize apprentices at less than the applicable
predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable
program is approved.

b. Trainees (programs of the USDOL).

Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be
permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the
work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and
individually registered in a program which has received prior
approval, evidenced by formal certification by the U.S.
Department of Labor, Employment and Training
Administration.

The ratio of trainees to journeymen on the job site shall not be
greater than permitted under the plan approved by the
Employment and Training Administration.

Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified
in the approved program for the trainee's level of progress,
expressed as a percentage of the journeyman hourly rate
specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall
be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
trainee program. If the trainee program does not mention
fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of fringe
benefits listed on the wage determination unless the
Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division determines that
there is an apprenticeship program associated with the
corresponding journeyman wage rate on the wage
determination which provides for less than full fringe benefits
for apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee
rate who is not registered and participating in a training plan
approved by the Employment and Training Administration shall
be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage
determination for the classification of work actually performed.
In addition, any trainee performing work on the job site in
excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program
shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the
wage determination for the work actually performed.

In the event the Employment and Training Administration
withdraws approval of a training program, the contractor will no
longer be permitted to utilize trainees at less than the
applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an
acceptable program is approved.

c. Equal employment opportunity. The utilization of
apprentices, trainees and journeymen under this part shall be
in conformity with the equal employment opportunity
requirements of Executive Order 11246, as amended, and 29
CFR part 30.

d. Apprentices and Trainees (programs of the U.S. DOT).

Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and
skill training programs which have been certified by the
Secretary of Transportation as promoting EEO in connection
with Federal-aid highway construction programs are not
subject to the requirements of paragraph 4 of this Section IV.
The straight time hourly wage rates for apprentices and
trainees under such programs will be established by the
particular programs. The ratio of apprentices and trainees to
journeymen shall not be greater than permitted by the terms of
the particular program.

5. Compliance with Copeland Act requirements. The
contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR part
3, which are incorporated by reference in this contract.

6. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor shall insert
Form FHWA-1273 in any subcontracts and also require the
subcontractors to include Form FHWA-1273 in any lower tier
subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for the
compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor
with all the contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5.

7. Contract termination: debarment. A breach of the
contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5 may be grounds for termination
of the contract, and for debarment as a contractor and a
subcontractor as provided in 29 CFR 5.12.

8. Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act
requirements. All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-
Bacon and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5
are herein incorporated by reference in this contract.

9. Disputes concerning labor standards. Disputes arising
out of the labor standards provisions of this contract shall not
be subject to the general disputes clause of this contract. Such
disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the procedures
of the Department of Labor set forth in 29 CFR parts 5, 6, and
7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes
between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the
contracting agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the
employees or their representatives.

10. Certification of eligibility.

a. By entering into this contract, the contractor certifies that
neither it (nor he or she) nor any person or firm who has an
interest in the contractor's firm is a person or firm ineligible to
be awarded Government contracts by virtue of section 3(a) of
the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

b. No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any person
or firm ineligible for award of a Government contract by virtue
of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

c. The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the
U.S. Criminal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001.

V. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY
STANDARDS ACT

The following clauses apply to any Federal-aid construction
contract in an amount in excess of $100,000 and subject to the
overtime provisions of the Contract Work Hours and Safety
Standards Act. These clauses shall be inserted in addition to
the clauses required by 29 CFR 5.5(a) or 29 CFR 4.6. As
used in this paragraph, the terms laborers and mechanics
include watchmen and guards.

1. Overtime requirements. No contractor or subcontractor
contracting for any part of the contract work which may require
or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall
require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any
workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to
work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such
laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less
than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours
worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek.

2. Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated
damages. In the event of any violation of the clause set forth
in paragraph (1.) of this section, the contractor and any
subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the
unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor
shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done
under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such
District or to such territory), for liquidated damages. Such
liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each
individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and
guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in
paragraph (1.) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each
calendar day on which such individual was required or
permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty
hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the
clause set forth in paragraph (1.) of this section.

3. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages.
The FHWA or the contacting agency shall upon its own action
or upon written request of an authorized representative of the
Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from
any moneys payable on account of work performed by the
contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any
other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any
other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same
prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be
necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or
subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as
provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (2.) of this
section.

4. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor shall insert
in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraph (1.)
through (4.) of this section and also a clause requiring the
subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier
subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for
compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor
with the clauses set forth in paragraphs (1.) through (4.) of this
section.
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VI. SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts on the National Highway System.

1. The contractor shall perform with its own organization
contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent (or a
greater percentage if specified elsewhere in the contract) of
the total original contract price, excluding any specialty items
designated by the contracting agency. Specialty items may be
performed by subcontract and the amount of any such
specialty items performed may be deducted from the total
original contract price before computing the amount of work
required to be performed by the contractor's own organization
(23 CFR 635.116).

a. The term “perform work with its own organization” refers
to workers employed or leased by the prime contractor, and
equipment owned or rented by the prime contractor, with or
without operators. Such term does not include employees or
equipment of a subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor,
agents of the prime contractor, or any other assignees. The
term may include payments for the costs of hiring leased
employees from an employee leasing firm meeting all relevant
Federal and State regulatory requirements. Leased
employees may only be included in this term if the prime
contractor meets all of the following conditions:

(1) the prime contractor maintains control over the
supervision of the day-to-day activities of the leased
employees;

(2) the prime contractor remains responsible for the quality

of the work of the leased employees;

(3) the prime contractor retains all power to accept or
exclude individual employees from work on the project; and

(4) the prime contractor remains ultimately responsible for

the payment of predetermined minimum wages, the
submission of payrolls, statements of compliance and all
other Federal regulatory requirements.

b. "Specialty Iltems" shall be construed to be limited to work
that requires highly specialized knowledge, abilities, or
equipment not ordinarily available in the type of contracting
organizations qualified and expected to bid or propose on the
contract as a whole and in general are to be limited to minor
components of the overall contract.

2. The contract amount upon which the requirements set forth
in paragraph (1) of Section VI is computed includes the cost of
material and manufactured products which are to be
purchased or produced by the contractor under the contract
provisions.

3. The contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent
or supervisor who is employed by the firm, has full authority to
direct performance of the work in accordance with the contract
requirements, and is in charge of all construction operations
(regardless of who performs the work) and (b) such other of its
own organizational resources (supervision, management, and
engineering services) as the contracting officer determines is
necessary to assure the performance of the contract.

4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or
otherwise disposed of except with the written consent of the
contracting officer, or authorized representative, and such
consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the
contractor of any responsibility for the fulfillment of the
contract. Written consent will be given only after the
contracting agency has assured that each subcontract is

evidenced in writing and that it contains all pertinent provisions
and requirements of the prime contract.

5. The 30% self-performance requirement of paragraph (1) is
not applicable to design-build contracts; however, contracting
agencies may establish their own self-performance
requirements.

VII. SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION

This provision is applicableto all Federal-aid
construction contracts and to all related subcontracts.

1. In the performance of this contract the contractor shall
comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws
governing safety, health, and sanitation (23 CFR 635). The
contractor shall provide all safeguards, safety devices and
protective equipment and take any other needed actions as it
determines, or as the contracting officer may determine, to be
reasonably necessary to protect the life and health of
employees on the job and the safety of the public and to
protect property in connection with the performance of the
work covered by the contract.

2. ltis a condition of this contract, and shall be made a
condition of each subcontract, which the contractor enters into
pursuant to this contract, that the contractor and any
subcontractor shall not permit any employee, in performance
of the contract, to work in surroundings or under conditions
which are unsanitary, hazardous or dangerous to his/her
health or safety, as determined under construction safety and
health standards (29 CFR 1926) promulgated by the Secretary
of Labor, in accordance with Section 107 of the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 3704).

3. Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract
that the Secretary of Labor or authorized representative
thereof, shall have right of entry to any site of contract
performance to inspect or investigate the matter of compliance
with the construction safety and health standards and to carry
out the duties of the Secretary under Section 107 of the
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40
U.S.C.3704).

VIII. FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY
PROJECTS

This provision is applicableto all Federal-aid
construction contracts and to all related subcontracts.

In order to assure high quality and durable construction in
conformity with approved plans and specifications and a high
degree of reliability on statements and representations made
by engineers, contractors, suppliers, and workers on Federal-
aid highway projects, it is essential that all persons concerned
with the project perform their functions as carefully, thoroughly,
and honestly as possible. Willful falsification, distortion, or
misrepresentation with respect to any facts related to the
project is a violation of Federal law. To prevent any
misunderstanding regarding the seriousness of these and
similar acts, Form FHWA-1022 shall be posted on each
Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR 635) in one or more
places where it is readily available to all persons concerned
with the project:

18 U.S.C. 1020 reads as follows:
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"Whoever, being an officer, agent, or employee of the United
States, or of any State or Territory, or whoever, whether a
person, association, firm, or corporation, knowingly makes any
false statement, false representation, or false report as to the
character, quality, quantity, or cost of the material used or to
be used, or the quantity or quality of the work performed or to
be performed, or the cost thereof in connection with the
submission of plans, maps, specifications, contracts, or costs
of construction on any highway or related project submitted for
approval to the Secretary of Transportation; or

Whoever knowingly makes any false statement, false
representation, false report or false claim with respect to the
character, quality, quantity, or cost of any work performed or to
be performed, or materials furnished or to be furnished, in
connection with the construction of any highway or related
project approved by the Secretary of Transportation; or

Whoever knowingly makes any false statement or false
representation as to material fact in any statement, certificate,
or report submitted pursuant to provisions of the Federal-aid
Roads Act approved July 1, 1916, (39 Stat. 355), as amended
and supplemented;

Shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than 5
years or both."

IX. IMPLEMENTATION OF CLEAN AIR ACT AND FEDERAL
WATER POLLUTION CONTROL ACT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts and to all related subcontracts.

By submission of this bid/proposal or the execution of this
contract, or subcontract, as appropriate, the bidder, proposer,
Federal-aid construction contractor, or subcontractor, as
appropriate, will be deemed to have stipulated as follows:

1. That any person who is or will be utilized in the
performance of this contract is not prohibited from receiving an
award due to a violation of Section 508 of the Clean Water Act
or Section 306 of the Clean Air Act.

2. That the contractor agrees to include or cause to be
included the requirements of paragraph (1) of this Section X in
every subcontract, and further agrees to take such action as
the contracting agency may direct as a means of enforcing
such requirements.

X. CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT,
SUSPENSION, INELIGIBILITY AND VOLUNTARY
EXCLUSION

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts, design-build contracts, subcontracts, lower-tier
subcontracts, purchase orders, lease agreements, consultant
contracts or any other covered transaction requiring FHWA
approval or that is estimated to cost $25,000 or more — as
defined in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200.

1. Instructions for Certification — First Tier Participants:

a. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective
first tier participant is providing the certification set out below.

b. The inability of a person to provide the certification set out
below will not necessarily result in denial of participation in this

covered transaction. The prospective first tier participant shall
submit an explanation of why it cannot provide the certification
set out below. The certification or explanation will be
considered in connection with the department or agency's
determination whether to enter into this transaction. However,
failure of the prospective first tier participant to furnish a
certification or an explanation shall disqualify such a person
from participation in this transaction.

b. The certification in this clause is a material representation
of fact upon which reliance was placed when this transaction
was entered into. If it is later determined that the prospective
lower tier participant knowingly rendered an erroneous

U.S.C. 1352. Any person who fails to file the required
certification shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than
$10,000 and not more than $100,000 for each such failure.

ATTACHMENT A - EMPLOYMENT AND MATERIALS

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid projects funded
under the Appalachian Regional Development Act of 1965.

1. During the performance of this contract, the contractor
undertaking to do work which is, or reasonably may be, done
as on-site work, shall give preference to qualified persons who
regularly reside in the labor area as designated by the DOL
wherein the contract work is situated, or the subregion, or the
Appalachian counties of the State wherein the contract work is
situated, except:

a. To the extent that qualified persons regularly residing in
the area are not available.

b. For the reasonable needs of the contractor to employ
supervisory or specially experienced personnel necessary to
assure an efficient execution of the contract work.

c. For the obligation of the contractor to offer employment to
present or former employees as the result of a lawful collective
bargaining contract, provided that the number of nonresident
persons employed under this subparagraph (1c) shall not
exceed 20 percent of the total number of employees employed
by the contractor on the contract work, except as provided in
subparagraph (4) below.

2. The contractor shall place a job order with the State
Employment Service indicating (a) the classifications of the
laborers, mechanics and other employees required to perform
the contract work, (b) the number of employees required in
each classification, (c) the date on which the participant
estimates such employees will be required, and (d) any other
pertinent information required by the State Employment
Service to complete the job order form. The job order may be
placed with the State Employment Service in writing or by
telephone. If during the course of the contract work, the
information submitted by the contractor in the original job order
is substantially modified, the participant shall promptly notify
the State Employment Service.

3. The contractor shall give full consideration to all qualified
job applicants referred to him by the State Employment
Service. The contractor is not required to grant employment to
any job applicants who, in his opinion, are not qualified to
perform the classification of work required.

4. If, within one week following the placing of a job order by
the contractor with the State Employment Service, the State
Employment Service is unable to refer any qualified job
applicants to the contractor, or less than the number
requested, the State Employment Service will forward a
certificate to the contractor indicating the unavailability of
applicants. Such certificate shall be made a part of the
contractor's permanent project records. Upon receipt of this
certificate, the contractor may employ persons who do not
normally reside in the labor area to fill positions covered by the
certificate, notwithstanding the provisions of subparagraph (1c)
above.

5. The provisions of 23 CFR 633.207(e) allow the
contracting agency to provide a contractual preference for the
use of mineral resource materials native to the Appalachian
region.

6. The contractor shall include the provisions of Sections 1
through 4 of this Attachment A in every subcontract for work
which is, or reasonably may be, done as on-site work.

COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:

1. Award Contract 16-12, Town of Paradise HVAC Maintenance Services, to RB Spencer,
Inc. of Yuba City, CA in the amount of their bid $4,330 per year and $126.75 per hour.

Background:

Since 2013, the Town of Paradise has utilized Sierra Heating and Air Conditioning of Paradise,
CA to provide heating, ventilating, and air conditioning (HVAC) maintenance services. In early
2016, the Town of Paradise was notified that Sierra Heating and Air Conditioning was retiring
and would be unable to extend the Town’s expiring maintenance agreement.

On July 7, 2016, staff issued a formal request for proposals for HYAC maintenance services
including units installed at Town Hall, Police Station, two Fire Stations, Fleet Services, former
Fire Station 83 on Wagstaff, Animal Control, Street Maintenance Facility, the “Help 4 People”
rental building and the Community Park Depot Building. This contract incorporates a total of 45
units.

On July 28, 2016, the Town Clerk’s office accepted bids from four interested contractors. Their
annual contract amounts and on-call hourly rates are shown below:

ACCO Engineered Systems $8,216.58 per year $129.00 per hour
EmCor Services $14,120.00 per year $118.00 per hour
Experts In Your Home $21,615.00 per year $142.33 per hour
Honeywell International $22,635.00 per year $148.28 per hour

The Town’s prior contract with Sierra Heating and Air Conditioning was significantly less than
the lowest bid. The higher prices, coupled with the absent turnout from local contractors
prompted staff to recommend Council reject all bids and re-advertise. July and August are likely
the busiest time of year for HYAC contractors and could have possibly led to the low bidder
turnout. On August 9, 2016, Paradise Town Council rejected all bids and directed staff to
advertise.

Analysis:
In late August, Public Works forces performed a Town-wide inventory of all units and replaced
all HVAC filters, as scheduled. This inventory allowed staff to prepare a more refined and clear

Request for Proposals.

On October 12, 2016, staff issued a second formal request for proposals for HYAC maintenance
services including units installed all Town-owned units.
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The Request for Proposals was advertised in the Paradise Post on October 15 and November
2, 2016. Copies of the RFP were either mailed, hand delivered, or e-mailed to local contractors.
The RFP was also available via the Town’s website.

On December 1, 2016, the Town Clerk’s office accepted bids from seven interested contractors.
Their annual contract amounts and on-call hourly rates are shown below:

RB Spencer, Inc. $4,330.00 per year $126.75 per hour
Jessee Heating & Air $6,300.00 per year $145.00 per hour
Johnson Controls $8,026.00 per year $130.00 per hour
Miller Mechanical $8,396.00 per year $157.50 per hour
EmCor Services $11,948.00 per year $115.00 per hour
Aria Electric $28,500.00 per year $100.00 per hour
Absolute Heating & Air $43,079.00 per year $155.00 per hour

After review of the bids and checking references, staff is recommending award of the Town of
Paradise HVAC Maintenance Services, Contract 16-12, to the low bidder, RB Spencer, Inc. of
Yuba City, CA in the amount of their bid $4,330 per year and $126.75 per hour. The contract is
good for 2017 & 2018.

Financial Impact:

The total cost to the general fund is $8,660 over two years with approved repairs made at
$126.75 per hour.
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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

This Agreement is made and entered into on December 14, 2016 by and between the
Town of Paradise, a municipal corporation (“Town”) and RB Spencer, Inc.

(“Contractor™).

RECITALS

A. Contractor is specially trained, experienced and competent to perform the construction
services which will be required by this Agreement; and

B. Contractor possesses the skill, experience, ability, background, certification, and
knowledge to provide the services described in this Agreement on the terms and

conditions described herein.

C. Town desires to retain Contractor to render construction services as set forth in this
Agreement.
AGREEMENT

1 SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Except as specified in this Agreement, Contractor shall furnish all technical and
professional services, including labor, material, equipment, transportation, supervision
and expertise (collectively referred to as “Services”) to satisfactorily complete the work
required by Town at his/her own risk and expense. Services to be provided to Town are
more fully described in Exhibit A entitled “SCOPE OF SERVICES.” All of the exhibits

referenced in this Agreement are attached and are incorporated by this reference.
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1.1 Town Obligations

All data applicable to the project and in possession of the Town are to be made available

to the Contractor.

2  TIME OF PERFORMANCE.
The services of Contractor shall commence immediately, and shall terminate on

December 14, 2018.

3 COMPENSATION.
Contractor’s compensation for all services under this Agreement shall not exceed $4,330

annually and $126.75 per hour for repairs and shall be in accordance with the charges
set forth in Exhibit “B”. In no event shall Contractor’s compensation exceed Costs and

Fees set forth in Exhibit “B” without the prior approval of the Town Manager.

4  METHOD OF PAYMENT.
Contractor shall submit monthly billings, or progress invoices to Town describing the

work performed during the preceding month. Contractor’s bills shall include a brief
description of the services performed, the date the services were performed, the number
of hours spent and by whom, and a description of any reimbursable expenditures and
segregated by test methods or by specific tasks. Town shall pay Contractor progress
payments no later than 30 days after approval of the monthly invoice by Town staff.
Approval of the monthly invoice requires the submittal of certified payrolls when
prevailing wages rates are in effect for work done during applicable month. Certified
payrolls are to be submitted on a weekly basis and within ten days after the week in

question.

4.1 Retention of Payment

When payments made by Town equal 95% of the maximum fee provided for in this
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Agreement, no further payments shall be made until the final work under this Agreement,
or for each individual project relating to the Contractor’s services has been accepted by

the Town.

4.2 Cost Principles

4.2.a The Contractor agrees that the Contract Cost Principles and Procedures, 48 CFR,
Federal Acquisition Regulations System, Chapter 1, Part 31 et seq., shall be used
to determine the allowability of individual items of cost.

4.2.b The Contractor also agrees to comply with Federal procedures in accordance with
49 CFR, part 18, Uniform Administrative Requirements for Grants and
Cooperative Agreements to State and Local Governments.

4.2.c Any costs for which payment has been made to Contractor that are determined by
subsequent audit to be unallowable under 48 CFR, Federal Acquisition
Regulations System, Chapter 1, Part 31 et seq., OR 49 CFR, Part 18, Uniform
Administrative requirements for Grants and Cooperative Agreements to State and
Local Governments, are subject to repayment by the Contractor to State.

4.2.d Any subcontract in excess of $25,000, entered into as a result of this Agreement,

shall contain all the provisions of this Section.

4.3 Contingent Fee

The Contractor warrants, by execution of this Agreement, that no person or selling
agency has been employed or retained to solicit or secure this Agreement upon an
agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee,
excepting bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial or selling agencies

maintained by the Contractor for the purpose of securing business. For breach or
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violation of this warranty, the State has the right to annul this Agreement without
liability, pay on the value of the work actually performed, or in its discretion, to deduct
from the agreement price or consideration, or otherwise recover, the full amount of such

commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee.

4.4 Retention Of Records/Audit

4.4.a For the purpose of determining compliance with Public Contract Code Section
10115, et seq. And Title 21, California Code of Regulations, Chapter 21, Section
2500 et. seq., when applicable, and other matters connected with the performance
of the Agreement pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, the Contractor,
subContractors, and the State shall maintain all books, documents, papers,
accounting records, and other evidence pertaining to the performance of the
Agreement, including but not limited to, the costs of administering the agreement.
All parties shall make such materials available at their respective offices at all
reasonable times during the Agreement period and for three years from the date of
final payment under the Agreement. The State, the State Auditor, FHWA, or any
duly authorized representative of the Federal government having jurisdiction
under Federal laws or regulations (including the basis of Federal funding in whole
or in part) shall have access to any books, records, and documents of the
Contractor that are pertinent to the Agreement from audits, examinations,
excerpts, and transactions, and copies thereof shall be furnished if requested.

4.4.b Any subcontract in excess of $25,000, entered into as a result of this Agreement,

shall contain all the provisions of this Section.
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5 LABOR COMPLIANCE
The Contractor shall agree through the contract to comply with the provisions of the

California Labor Code. For the purpose of this project, eight hours shall constitute a
legal day's work.

The Contractor's attention is directed to section 1815 of the labor code regarding
overtime pay and the requirement that a $25 penalty will be levied for each workman for
each calendar day during which the overtime pay provision is not met. The Contractor's
attention is also directed to the requirements for travel and subsistence payments to all
workers needed to execute the Contract.

Subject to the limitations stated in said section, the Contractor shall comply with the
apprenticeship provisions of Section 1777.5 of the Labor Code, including the training and
hiring of apprentices.

Attention is directed to Section 7-1.02K(2), "Wages" of the Standard Specifications.
Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1770 et seq, the general prevailing wage rates in the
county in which the project work is to be done have been determined by the Director of
the California Department of Industrial Relations. These wages are set forth in the
General Prevailing Wage Rates for this project, available at Town of Paradise and
available from the California Department of Industrial Relations’ Internet web site at
http://www.dir.ca.gov/DLSR/PWD. Future effective general prevailing wage rates,
which have been predetermined and are on file with the California Department of

Industrial Relations are referenced but not printed in the general prevailing wage rates.

6 EXTRAWORK.
At any time during the term of this Agreement, Town may request that Contractor

perform Extra Work. As used herein, “Extra Work” means any work which is
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determined by Town to be necessary for the proper completion of Contractor’s services,
but which the parties did not reasonably anticipate would be necessary at the execution of
this Agreement. Contractor shall not perform, nor be compensated for, Extra Work

without prior written authorization from Town.

7  TERMINATION.
This Agreement may be terminated by the Town immediately for cause or by either party

without cause upon sixty (60) days written notice of termination. Upon termination,
Contractor shall be entitled to compensation for services properly performed up to the

gffective date of termination.

8 OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS.
All reports, plans, studies, documents, and other writings prepared by and for Contractor,

in the course of implementing this Agreement, except working notes and internal
documents, shall become the property of the Town upon payment to Contractor for such
work, and the Town shall have the sole right to use such materials in its discretion
without further compensation to Contractor or to any other party. Contractor shall, at
Contractor’s expense, provide such reports, plans, studies, documents, and other writings
to Town within three (3) days after written request. Contractor shall not be responsible
for liabilities, losses, or claims resulting from unauthorized modifications, or reuse other

than original intended purpose.

9 LICENSING OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY.
This Agreement creates a nonexclusive and perpetual license for Town to copy, use,

modify, reuse, or sublicense any and all copyrights, designs, and other intellectual
property embodied in documents or works of authorship fixed in any tangible medium of

expression, including, but not limited to, data magnetically or otherwise recorded on
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computer diskettes, which are prepared or caused to be prepared by Contractor under this
Agreement (“Documents and Data”). Contractor represents and warrants that Contractor
has the legal right to license any and all Documents and Data. Contractor makes no such
representation and warranty in regard to Documents and Data which may be provided to
Contractor by Town. Town shall not be limited in any way in its use of the Documents

and Data at any time.

9.1 Confidentiality.

All ideas, memoranda, specifications, plans, procedures, drawings, descriptions,
computer program data, input record data, written information, and other Documents and
Data either created by or provided to Contractor in connection with the performance of
this Agreement shall be held confidential by Contractor. Such materials shall not,
without the prior written consent of Town, be used by Contractor for any purposes other
than the performance of the services under this Agreement. Nor shall such materials be
disclosed to any person or entity not connected with the performance of the services
under this Agreement. Nothing furnished to Contractor, which is otherwise known to
Contractor or is generally known, or has become known, to the related industry shall be
deemed confidential. Contractor shall not use Town’s name, seal, or photographs
relating to project for which Contractor’s services are rendered, or participate in any
publicity pertaining to the Contractor’s services under this Agreement in any magazine,
trade paper, newspaper, television or radio production or other similar medium without

the prior written consent of Town.

9.2 Contractor’s Books and Records.

9.2.a Contractor shall maintain any and all ledgers, books of account, invoices,
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vouchers, canceled checks, and other records or documents evidencing or relating
to charges for services, expenditures and disbursements charged to Town for a
minimum period of two (2) years, or for any longer period required by law, from
the date of final payment to Contractor to this Agreement.

9.2.b Contractor shall maintain all documents and records which demonstrate
performance under this Agreement for a minimum of three (3) years, or for any
longer period required by law, from the date of termination or completion of this
Agreement.

9.2.c Any records or documents required to be maintained pursuant to this Agreement
shall be made available for inspection or audit, at any time during regular business
hours, upon written request by the Town Manager, Town Attorney, Town Finance
Director, or a designated representative of these officers. Copies of such
documents shall be provided to the Town for inspection at Town Hall when it is
practical to do so. Otherwise, unless an alternative is mutually agreed upon, the
records shall be available at Contractor’s address indicated for receipt of notices
in this Agreement.

9.2.d Where Town has reason to believe that such records or documents may be lost or
discarded due to dissolution, disbandment or termination of Contractor’s business,
Town may, by written request by any of the above named officers, require that
custody of the records be given to the Town and that the records and documents

be maintained by Town Hall.

10 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.
It is understood that Contractor, in the performance of the work and services agreed to be

performed, shall act as and be an independent contractor and shall not act as an agent or
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employee of the Town. Contractor shall obtain no rights to retirement benefits or other
benefits which accrue to Town’s employees, and Contractor hereby expressly waives any

claim it may have to any such rights.

11 INTEREST OF CONTRACTOR.
Contractor (including principals, associates, and professional employees and

subcontractors) covenants and represents that it does not now have any investment or

interest in real property and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, in the area

covered by this Agreement or any other source of income, interest in real property or
investment which would be affected in any manner or degree by the performance of

Contractor’s services hereunder. Contractor further covenants and represents that in the

performance of its duties hereunder no person having any such interest shall perform any

services under this Agreement.

Contractor is not a designated employee within the meaning of the Political Reform Act

because

Contractor:

a. will conduct research and arrive at conclusions with respect to its rendition of
information, advice, recommendation, or counsel independent of the control and
direction of the Town or any Town official, other than normal agreement
monitoring; and

b. possesses no authority with respect to any Town decision beyond rendition of

information, advice, recommendation or counsel. (FPPC Reg. 18700(a)(2).)

12 PROFESSIONAL ABILITY OF CONTRACTOR.
Town has relied upon the professional training and ability of Contractor to perform the

services hereunder as a material inducement to enter into this Agreement. Contractor
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shall have Darrin Thomas manage and approve the work of all persons performing
professional services under this Agreement. All work performed by Contractor under
this Agreement shall be in accordance with applicable legal requirements and shall meet
the standard of quality ordinarily to be expected of competent professionals in

Contractor’s field of expertise.

13 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS.
Contractor shall use the standard of care in its profession to comply with all applicable

federal, state and local laws, codes, ordinances and regulations.

14 LICENSES.
Contractor represents and warrants to Town that it has all licenses, permits,

qualifications, insurance, and approvals of whatsoever nature, which are legally required
of Contractor to practice its profession. Contractor represents and warrants to Town that
Contractor shall, at its sole cost and expense, keep in effect or obtain at all times during
the term of this Agreement, any licenses, permits, certifications, insurance and approvals

which are required by the Town for its business.

15 INDEMNITY.
Contractor agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Town, its officers,

officials, employees and volunteers from and against any and all claims, demands,
actions, losses, damages, injuries, and liability, direct or indirect (including any and all
costs and expenses in connection therein), arising from its negligent performance,
misconduct or omissions relating to the services under this Agreement or its failure to
comply with any of its obligations contained in this Agreement, except for any such
claim arising from the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the Town, its officers,

agents, employees or volunteers.
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16 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS.
Contractor, at Town’s own cost and expense, shall procure and maintain, for the duration

of the Agreement, the insurance coverage and policies as set forth in Exhibit “C” attached

hereto.

17 NOTICES.
Any notice required to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and will either

be served personally or sent prepaid, first class mail. Any such notice shall be addressed
to the other party at the address set forth below. Notice shall be deemed communicated
within 48 hours from the time of mailing if mailed as provided in this section.

18 ENTIRE AGREEMENT.
This Agreement constitutes the complete and exclusive statement of Agreement between

the Town and Contractor. All prior written and oral communications, including
correspondence, drafts, memoranda, and representations are superseded in total by this

Agreement.

19 AMENDMENTS.
This Agreement may be modified or amended only by a written document executed by

both Contractor and Town and approved as to form by the Town Attorney.

20 ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTING.
The parties recognize that a substantial inducement to Town for entering into this
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Agreement is the professional reputation, experience, and competence of Contractor.
Assignments of any or all rights, duties, or obligations of the Contractor under this
Agreement will be permitted only with the express prior written consent of the Town. No
subcontractors (other than those listed on Exhibit “A”) shall work under this Agreement
without the prior written authorization of the Town. If Town consents to such
subcontract, Contractor shall be fully responsible to Town for all acts or omissions of the
subcontractor. Nothing in this Agreement shall create any contractual relationship
between Town and a subcontractor of the Contractor nor shall it create any obligation on
the part of the Town to pay or to see to the payment of any monies due to any such
subcontractor other than as otherwise required by law. Subcontracts shall physically

contain the provisions contained in Federal Form 1273.

WAIVER.
Waiver of a breach or default under this Agreement shall not constitute a continuing

waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other provision under this Agreement.

SEVERABILITY.
If any term or portion of this Agreement is held to be invalid, illegal, or otherwise

For breach or
violation of this warranty, Town shall have the right to rescind this Agreement without
liability. For the term of this Agreement, no member, officer or employee of Town,
during the term of his or her service with Town, shall have any direct interest in this

Agreement, or obtain any present or anticipated material benefit arising there from.

30 EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYMENT.
Contractor represents that it is an equal opportunity employer and it shall not discriminate

against any subcontractor, employee or applicant for employment because of race,
religion, color, national origin, disability, ancestry, sex or age. Such non-discrimination
shall include, but not be limited to, all activities related to initial employment, upgrading,
demotion, transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination. IN

WORK SPECIFICATIONS

CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM THE FOLLOWING MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE FOR UNITS IDENTIFIED IN
ATTACHMENT 1 OF THIS EXHIBIT:

A. Annual Cleaning of HVAC Units

Each HVAC unit will be cleaned on the exterior and interior of the unit one (1) time each 12 months of
the contract.

d.

Each HVAC unit will be cleaned on the exterior cover and exterior grillwork cleaned and
sanitized one (1) time each 12 months of the contract period.

Each HVAC unit will be cleaned on the interior of the unit using the access panel to reach
and clean. Cleaning to include internal cleaning coils, heat exchangers, blower wheels
and sanitizing unit.

Any damage to the HVAC units by the contractor providing the cleaning will be repaired
or replaced by the contractor at contractor’s expense.

B. Bi-annual Servicing of HVAC Units

The Contractor shall inspect and service each HVAC unit to ensure that the unit is operating efficiently
and safely in advance of seasonal changes of use between cooling and heating. This service is to be
performed two (2) times each 12 months of the contract period.

d.

Service of the units shall include:
1) Lubricate fan motors

2) Check fan belt

3) Tighten electrical connections

4) Check burners for proper fuel air mixture
5) Check combustion chamber

6) Check pilots

7) Check thermostat

8) Check system operation

9) Carbon monoxide test

The Contractor shall supply all required equipment and materials for the work under the
contract.

Any damage to the HVAC units by the Contractor shall be repaired or replaced by the
contractor at the contractor’s expense.

C. Quarterly Filter Change of HVAC Units

HVAC filters shall be replaced on all equipment with MERV 8 air filters every three (3)
months during each 12 months of the contract period.

Filters requiring cleaning shall be steam cleaned and installed every three-month during
the contract period.

The Contractor shall supply all required material to perform work under contract.

Any damage to the HVAC units by the contractor providing filter change shall be repaired
or replaced by the contractor at contractor’s expense.

EXHIBIT C— INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Contractor shall procure and maintain for duration of the contract insurance against claims for injuries to
persons or damages to property, which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the
work hereunder by Contractor, his, her, or its agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors.

Minimum Scope of Insurance
Coverage shall be at least as broad as:
1. Insurance Services Office Commercial General Liability coverage
(occurrence Form CG 0001).
2. Insurance Services Office Form Number CA 0001 covering Automobile
Liability, Code 1 (any auto).
3. Workers’ Compensation Insurance as required by the State of California
and Employer’s Liability Insurance.
4. Builder’s Risk (Course of Construction Insurance).

Minimum Limits of Insurance
Contractor shall maintain limits no less than:
General Liability: $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, personal
Injury and property damage. If Commercial General
Liability Insurance or other form with a general aggregate
limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall
apply separately to this project/location or the general
aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.
Automobile Liability: ~ $1,000,000 per accident or bodily injury and property damage.
Employer’s Liability: $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury or disease.
Builder’s Risk Insurance: Full replacement cost of project with no coinsurance penalty
provision. (This may be waived for non-construction projects.)

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the Town of Paradise. At
the option of the Town, either: the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured
retentions as respects the Town, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers; or Contractor shall
provide a financial guarantee satisfactory to the Town guaranteeing payment of losses and related
investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.

The commercial general liability and automobile liability policies are to contain, or be endorsed to
contain, the flowing provisions:

1. The Town, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers are to be covered as insured as
respects: liability arising out of work or operations performed by or on behalf of the Contractor;
or automobiles owned, leased, hired or borrowed by the Contractor.

2. Forany claims related to this project, Contractor Insurance coverage shall be primary insurance
as respects the Town, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers. Any insurance or self-
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insurance maintained by the Town, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers shall be excess
of Contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

3. Eachinsurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state that coverage shall be
canceled by either party, except after thirty (30) days’ prior written notice by certified mail,
return receipt requested, has been given to the Town.

4. Coverage shall not extend to any indemnity coverage for the active negligence of the additional
insured in any case where an agreement to indemnify the additional insured would be invalid
under Subdivision (b) of section 2782 of the Civil Code.

Acceptance of Insurers
Insurance is to be placed with insurers admitted to do business in California with a current A.M. Best’s
rating of no less than A-VII unless otherwise acceptable to the Town.

Verification of Coverage

Contractor shall furnish the Town with original certificates and amendatory endorsements effecting
coverage required by this clause. The endorsements should be on forms provided by the Town or on
other than the Town’s forms provided those endorsements conform to Town requirements. All
certificates and endorsements are to be received and approved by the Town before work commences.
The Town reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies,
including endorsements effecting the coverage required by these specifications at any time.

Claims Made Policies
If any coverage required is written on a claims-made coverage form:

1. The retroactive date must be shown, and this date must be before the execution date of the
contract or the beginning of contract work.

2. Insurance must be maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided for at least one (1)
year after completion of contract work.

3. If coverage is cancelled or non-renewed, and not placed with another claims-made policy form
with a retroactive date prior to the contract effective, or start of work date, the Contractor must
purchase extended reporting period coverage for a minimum od one (1) year after completion of
contract work.

Waiver of Subrogation

Contractor shall waive rights of subrogation which any insurer of Contractor may acquire from Contractor
by virtue of the payment of any loss. Contractor agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary
to effect this waiver of subrogation. The Workers’ Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of
subrogation in favor of the Town for all work performed by the Contractor, his, her, or its employees,
agents and subcontractors.

SUBJECT: Paradise Police Building Primary & Backup Power Supply
Emergency

COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:
1. No action required. Update for information purposes only.
Background:

On June 29 at Paradise Police Department, located at 5595 Black Olive Drive, an officer
reported a burning smell coupled with several electrical surges in the building. Upon
investigation, it was discovered that the transfer switch for the building had melted and been
destroyed. This transfer switch is a dedicated piece of equipment which will automatically switch
standard power from PG&E to emergency backup power from the standby generator during
power outages. This switch is vital to the safety of the general public as the Paradise Police
Department building must have constant power for the 911-dispatch center to perform their
services. Furthermore, the building houses critical IT infrastructure valued over $750,000.

During the initial work performed by Town staff to remove the immediate fire danger, power was
manually transferred to the backup generator. Shortly after this was done, another failure
occurred and power was completely lost to the building. Following a 10-minute outage, non-
critical cooling systems were turned off and power was restored using the backup generator.

With the internal building temperatures steadily rising, staff was directed to hard-wire the power
supply directly to the building, turning off the generator and bypassing the melted transfer
switch. This condition was extremely dangerous as the building had no immediate backup
power if an outage were to occur. Staff was prepared to re-wire the building back to the
generator to serve only dispatch and IT, however, with response times this could take 1-2 hours
— an unacceptable permanent condition. Lastly, should an outage have occurred and power not
restored by generator within two hours, the building’s IT infrastructure was vulnerable to a
catastrophic loss.

On July 12, 2016, Paradise Town Council formally declared an emergency to repair or replace
the building’s primary and backup power supply infrastructure. This declaration was critical to
shorten the amount of time whereas our emergency response building was in such a vulnerable
state, compromising public safety. Using this action, staff was able to work directly with Chico
Electric after considering several other contractors informally. Town Council approved a budget
up to $100,000 for the repairs.

Between July 13 and July 25, further investigation was performed at the Paradise Police
Department building and the existing generator, serving PD, Fire and Fleet. Findings
demonstrated that the current generator was indeed, undersized. After much consultation and
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alternatives analysis, it was determined the best solution was to replace the failed transfer
switch and install a new, dedicated backup generator to serve the Police Department only. The
existing generator would continue to serve both Fire Station 81 and the Mechanic’s shop.

On July 28, 2016, a formal contract was agreed to by the Town of Paradise and Chico Electric.
The total contract amount is $84,690. Services included in this cost are as follows:

Transfer Switch Replacement

Replacement of existing generator transfer switch in Police Department with new 400
amp 208Y/120 volt transfer switch and connect to existing generator. Bookcase in closet
will require removal for clearance for new switch. New 400 amp feeders will be installed
for line and load side interconnection to main electrical panel located in adjacent closet.
Work to be performed during normal business hours with after-hours cut-over of power
to new switch.

Generator Installation

Installation of new 100 Kw Peterson Caterpillar diesel fueled generator set with new
concrete pad and tie in to main electrical panel. New generator to be installed just
outside of main panel room on side of building. Proposal includes complete installation,
engineering, tie-in, excavation, concrete pad, startup of unit, training, Butte County Air
Quiality inspection and rewire of existing Kohler generator to separate from the Police
Department and power only the Fire Station and Maintenance building. New generator
has room for over 40% growth and will serve the building well for decades to come.

Analysis:

Since the emergency was formally declared on July 12, 2016, much progress has been made
towards completion. The transfer switch was successfully replaced on July 29, whereby should
an immediate power outage occur, the existing generator can be used, likely with normal
wintertime operations. However, in any power outage prior to overall project completion, PD
staff has been asked to reduce non-critical energy consumption, as possible.

The generator was ordered in early August to meet the demands of the building. The lead time
for installation was 10-12 weeks, meaning installation and tie-in in early November.

The stock fuel tank for the new generator was 209 gallons. With current electrical demands, the
unit will operate for 43 hours uninterrupted. This amount of runtime was determined to be
inadequate in cases of a major power event. On August 24, staff directed Chico Electric to
upgrade the fuel capacity to the maximum size of 394 gallons. With current electrical demands
the unit will operate for 81 hours uninterrupted. This change order was ratified by staff and
Chico Electric for a cost of $3,225.00. Peterson Caterpillar provided Chico Electric with updated
design drawings, reflecting the upgraded fuel tank for construction.

On November 1, 2016, the new generator arrived, on-time. However, upon inspection it was
determined that the generator was sitting on the stock fuel tank. As each unit is manufactured
individually, this is a major misstep by the manufacturer with implications in the form of
completion delays. Chico Electric has provided documentation showing the revised fuel tank
was acknowledged by Peterson Caterpillar. Peterson Caterpillar initially offered a new unit in an
additional 10-12 weeks or an after-market fuel tank to be installed in 4-5 weeks. Under no
circumstances will Peterson Caterpillar allow the new generator that did arrive be brought online
and exchanged for the correct unit in 10-12 weeks. This directive is due to the nature of
substantial depreciation from “new” to “used” of the unit. These options were deemed
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unacceptable and staff directed Chico Electric to find another manageable solution, including
providing a temporary equivalent unit on standby. On November 7, 2016, Chico Electric offered
to absorb the costs of the change order ($3,225.00) and fueling the tank to maximum capacity
($1,200) upon installation of a new unit in 10-12 weeks. This option was presented to the
Paradise Town Council on November 7. After conveying a message of frustration and
disappointment from the Town Council, Chico Electric informed staff that the lead time for an
original replacement fuel tank can be cut to 4-5 weeks.

Financial Impact:

On July 26, 2016 at the Measure C Oversight Committee meeting, the Committee voted
unanimously to fund these emergency repairs using Measure C. The original contract cost was
$84,690. Following award, staff approved a change order to upgrade the fuel tank, which has
since been voided due to complications of the delivery, and these costs will be absorbed by
Chico Electric. The total project cost remains $84,690, about $15,000 under the approved
budget provided by Town Council and the Measure C Oversight Committee.

Council Action Requested:

1. Conduct the second of two public hearings to solicit comments regarding a
proposed Substantial Amendment to the 2009/10 and 2013/14 Annual Plans.

Background:

The Town of Paradise has been a U.S. Department of Housing and Development
(HUD) entitlement city since 1994. HUD awards grants to entittement community
grantees to carry out a wide range of community development activities directed toward
revitalizing neighborhoods, economic development, and providing improved community
facilities and services.

In the 2009/10 CDBG Annual Plan, the Town budgeted $80,000 towards a Commercial
Facade Program, and in 2013/14 $40,000 was budgeted for Business Assistance.
While the Town does offer a Small Business Assistance Program, there have been few
applicants and no applications have met the criteria for the program at this point. At the
same time, the Town’s Housing Assistance Programs (First Time Home Buyer
Assistance and Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Assistance) have seen a large increase
in applications and are unable to keep up with demand with the funding currently
available.

Discussion:

In light of the current funding situation in the Business and Housing Department, staff
has proposed making a Substantial Amendment to the 2009/10 and 2013/14 Annual
Plans. An amendment to the Annual Plan is considered “substantial” when the
amendment is more than 25% of the current year’s funding allocation. The proposed
amendment would re-allocate the $80,000 in funding budgeted for Commercial Facade
from the 2009/10 Program Year and the $40,000 allocated to Business Assistance from
the 2013/14 Program Year to Housing Assistance. Since the proposed Substantial
Amendment would be for $120,000 which is more than 25% of the current year’s
allocation of $172,295, this amendment is considered a “substantial amendment” and
must follow the 2010 Council adopted Citizen Participation Plan guidelines for approval
before being submitted to HUD.

Background:

On September 26, 2013, Governor Brown signed legislation creating the Active Transportation
Program (ATP) in the Department of Transportation (Senate Bill 99, Chapter 359 and Assembly
Bill 101, Chapter 354). The ATP consolidates existing federal and state transportation
programs, including the Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP), Bicycle Transportation
Account (BTA), and State Safe Routes to School (SR2S), into a single program with a focus to
make California a national leader in active transportation. The ATP administered by the Division
of Local Assistance, Office of Active Transportation and Special Programs. The objective of the
ATP is to achieve the following objectives:

Increase the proportion of biking and walking trips,

Increase safety for non-motorized users,

Increase mobility for non-motorized users,

Advance the efforts of regional agencies to achieve greenhouse gas reduction goals,
Enhance public health, including the reduction of childhood obesity through the use of
projects eligible for Safe Routes to Schools Program funding,

Ensure disadvantaged communities fully share in program benefits, and

e Provide a broad spectrum of projects to benefit many types of active transportation
users.

In late 2014, the Town of Paradise received notification that the Pearson Rd SR2S Connectivity
had been awarded $1,387,000 in state funding to construct sidewalks, curbs and gutters along
the south side of Pearson Road between Skyway and Almond Street and along the north and
south sides of Pearson Road between Black Olive Drive and Academy Drive.

On August 11, 2015, Paradise Town Council awarded a contract to NorthStar Engineering to
perform necessary preliminary engineering work to bring the Pearson Rd SR2S Connectivity
Project to construction before the June 30, 2016 funding deadline.

On June 14, 2016, Paradise Town Council approved the Plans, Specifications and Estimates for
the Pearson Rd SR2S Connectivity Project and authorized staff to advertise for bids.

On August 9, 2016, Paradise Town Council rejected the two bids received due to high bid prices
and available funding. The lowest bid was nearly $1,000,000 over the approved grant budget.
After extensive research and discussions with contractors, the largest factor to the increased
construction cost was an improving economy from when the original grant application was
prepared in 2013. Furthermore, the Town received only two proposals. During the recession
years, it was not uncommon for contractors to mobilize from central or northern California to
Butte County — yielding five to six bids for larger projects. During these times, contractors were
more eager to secure work and bid more competitively. Changes to prevailing wage costs have
also increased overall construction costs in the last two years. According to the bidding
contractors, this particular project is extremely labor intensive, causing “Mobilization, Traffic
Control, and Roadway Excavation” costs to reach unprecedented levels.

Staff and NorthStar, in a continued partnership, successfully modified the project without
reducing Active Transportation Program benefits. Most notably, the project geometrics were
changed to reduce the curb to curb width of Pearson Road between Scottwood Road and
Academy Drive. Currently the roadway footprint includes a 13’ center two way left turn lane, two
13’ travel lanes and two 7’ bike lanes. The proposed modification would reduce the travel lanes
and bike lanes to 11’ and &’, respectively. This reduction allows for the new 4.5’ sidewalks to be
constructed without the need of costly retaining walls. Other project changes include schedule
modifications bringing construction from fall/winter 2016 to spring/summer 2017. Minor changes
to material specifications and construction methods were also made. On September 13, 2016,
Paradise Town Council approved value-engineered plans and specifications

Also, included in the revised project documents was a plan to separate the south side of
Pearson Road between Skyway and Academy Drive as the “Base Bid” and the north side of
Pearson Road between Black Olive Drive and Academy Drive as the “Additive Alternates 1 and
2”. By separating the two components of the project, the Town of Paradise would have a precise
plan of action, should the second round of bids still come in too high. A depiction of this
structure is shown in the map below:

Analysis:

The second bid opening was conducted on October 4. The bid breakdown is shown below:

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With the available Active Transportation Program funding capped at $1,071,000 for construction
plus construction engineering (inspection), the total project remains underfunded as currently
programmed. Understanding this, staff immediately began coordinating with Butte County
Association of Governments (BCAG) to seek additional funding and guidance on next steps.
Furthermore, staff met with CTC staff to coordinate a scope change request, contingent upon
the Town delivering the original project objectives as stated in the grant application — making up
any funding shortfall locally or regionally. After many consultations, including the BCAG
Transportation Advisory Committee (comprised of multi-jurisdictional staff transportation
representatives) staff is in the process of securing $700,000 in Federal Congestion Mitigation &
Air Quality (CMAQ) funds to complete the north side of the project as a standalone project.
CMAQ funds are used for regional efforts to reduce greenhouse gases and vehicle emissions
by constructing facilities or programs to support alternative modes of transportation or improve
transportation efficiency. Construction of new sidewalks and bike lanes are eligible for CMAQ
funds. Unfortunately, the new CMAQ funds may not be combined with existing ATP funds at this
time.

Moving forward, the following two steps must still be completed:
1. California Transportation Commission Scope Change Approval (December 7 — Riverside)
a. Allows Town to proceed with existing ATP funds to construct the south side only
2. BCAG Board of Directors approval of TAC and staff recommendation (December 8 — Chico)
a. Allocates $700,000 in CMAQ funds to construct the north side as a standalone project
Staff will present the outcomes of these respective entities at the December 13 Council meeting.

If these two items are approved, the overall funding picture and schedule would be as shown
below:

** Construction schedule for the north side is targeted for Summer 2017, potential delays
include required processing of federal funds, authorizations and bidding.

Contingent upon approvals granted by both BCAG and CTC, staff recommends Council award
contract 15-01 to Franklin Construction of Chico, CA in the amount of their Base Bid of
$985,226.00 (south side only). If awarded, construction would start in May 2017 with completion
expected prior to the start of the 17/18 school year. The education and outreach (non-
infrastructure) component, to be implemented by CSU, Chico Center for Healthy Communities
will begin in spring 2017 and conclude in fall 2017.

Staff will bring a new set of project documents for the north side to approve in early 2017.

20104.

(a) (1) This article applies to all public works claims of three hundred seventy-five thousand dollars ($375,000) or less which arise between a
contractor and a local agency.
(2) This article shall not apply to any claims resulting from a contract between a contractor and a public agency when the public agency
has elected to resolve any disputes pursuant to Article 7.1 (commencing with Section 10240) of Chapter 1 of Part 2.

(b) (1) "Public work" has the same meaning as in Sections 3100 and 3106 of the Civil Code, except that "public work" does not include any
work or improvement contracted for by the state or the Regents of the University of California.
(2) "Claim" means a separate demand by the contractor for (A) a time extension, (B) payment of money or damages arising from work
done by, or on behalf of, the contractor pursuant to the contract for a public work and payment of which is not otherwise expressly

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provided for or the claimant is not otherwise entitled to, or (C) an amount the payment of which is disputed by the local agency.

(c) The provisions of this article or a summary thereof shall be set forth in the plans or specifications for any work which may give rise to a
claim under this article. (d) This article applies only to contracts entered into on or after January 1, 1991.

For any claim subject to this article, the following requirements apply:

(a) The claim shall be in writing and include the documents necessary to substantiate the claim. Claims must be filed on or before the date
of final payment. Nothing in this subdivision is intended to extend the time limit or supersede notice requirements otherwise provided
by contract for the filing of claims.

(b) (1) For claims of less than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), the local agency shall respond in writing to any written claim within 45 days of
receipt of the claim, or may request, in writing, within 30 days of receipt of the claim, any additional documentation supporting the
claim or relating to defenses to the claim the local agency may have against the claimant.

(2) If additional information is thereafter required, it shall be requested and provided pursuant to this subdivision, upon mutual
agreement of the local agency and the claimant.

(3) The local agency's written response to the claim, as further documented, shall be submitted to the claimant within 15 days after
receipt of the further documentation or within a period of time no greater than that taken by the claimant in producing the additional
information, whichever is greater.

(c) (1) For claims of over fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) and less than or equal to three hundred seventy-five thousand dollars ($375,000),
the local agency shall respond in writing to all written claims within 60 days of receipt of the claim, or may request, in writing, within 30
days of receipt of the claim, any additional documentation supporting the claim or relating to defenses to the claim the local agency may
have against the claimant.

(2) If additional information is thereafter required, it shall be requested and provided pursuant to this subdivision, upon mutual
agreement of the local agency and the claimant.

(3) The local agency's written response to the claim, as further documented, shall be submitted to the claimant within 30 days after
receipt of the further documentation, or within a period of time no greater than that taken by the claimant in producing the additional
information or requested documentation, whichever is greater.

(d) If the claimant disputes the local agency's written response, or the local agency fails to respond within the time prescribed, the claimant
may so notify the local agency, in writing, either within 15 days of receipt of the local agency's response or within 15 days of the local
agency's failure to respond within the time prescribed, respectively, and demand an informal conference to meet and confer for
settlement of the issues in dispute. Upon a demand, the local agency shall schedule a meet and confer conference within 30 days for
settlement of the dispute.

(e) Following the meet and confer conference, if the claim or any portion remains in dispute, the claimant may file a claim as provided in
Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 900) and Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 910) of Part 3 of Division 3.6 of Title 1 of the
Government Code. For purposes of those provisions, the running of the period of time within which a claim must be filed shall be tolled
from the time the claimant submits Contractor’s or her written claim pursuant to subdivision (a) until the time that claim is denied as a
result of the meet and confer process, including any period of time utilized by the meet and confer process.

(f) This article does not apply to tort claims and nothing in this article is intended nor shall be construed to change the time periods for filing
tort claims or actions specified by Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 900) and Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 910) of Part 3 of
Division 3.6 of Title 1 of the Government Code.

The following procedures are established for all civil actions filed to resolve claims subject to this article:

(a) Within 60 days, but no earlier than 30 days, following the filing or responsive pleadings, the court shall submit the matter to nonbinding
mediation unless waived by mutual stipulation of both parties. The mediation process shall provide for the selection within 15 days by
both parties of a disinterested third person as mediator, shall be commenced within 30 days of the submittal, and shall be concluded
within 15 days from the commencement of the mediation unless a time requirement is extended upon a good cause showing to the
court or by stipulation of both parties. If the parties fail to select a mediator within the 15-day period, any party may petition the court
to appoint the mediator.

(b) (1) If the matter remains in dispute, the case shall be submitted to judicial arbitration pursuant to Chapter 2.5 (commencing with Section
1141.10) of Title 3 of Part 3 of the Code of Civil Procedure, notwithstanding Section 1141.11 of that code. The Civil Discovery Act (Title 4
(commencing with Section 2016.010) of Part 4of the Code of Civil Procedure) shall apply to any proceeding brought under this
subdivision consistent with the rules pertaining to judicial arbitration.

(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, upon stipulation of the parties, arbitrators appointed for purposes of this article shall be
experienced in construction law, and, upon stipulation of the parties, mediators and arbitrators shall be paid necessary and reasonable
hourly rates of pay not to exceed their customary rate, and such fees and expenses shall be paid equally by the parties, except in the
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case of arbitration where the arbitrator, for good cause, determines a different division. In no event shall these fees or expenses be paid
by state or county funds.

(3) In addition to Chapter 2.5 (commencing with Section 1141.10) of Title 3 of Part 3 of the Code of Civil Procedure, any party who after receiving an
arbitration award requests a trial de novo but does not obtain a more favorable judgment shall, in addition to payment of costs and fees
under that chapter, pay the attorney's fees of the other party arising out of the trial de novo.

(c) The court may, upon request by any party, order any witnesses to participate in the mediation or arbitration process.

SUBJECT: Tree Replacement Fund Recommendations

COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:

1. Approve recommendation for use of existing Tree Replacement Fund balance by the
Public Works Department and provide direction for use of future funds.

Background:

Paradise Municipal Code (PMC) Section 8.12.120 Tree Replacement / Tree Replacement Fee
states when a tree felling permit is issued for the felling of trees on property that cannot
accommodate the planting of replacement trees, the permittee shall pay an in-lieu fee identified
in the Town Master Fee Schedule Resolution for each qualifying tree to be felled. This fee is
currently adopted by Town Council at $175.00 per tree that is not replaced on the same site.

The PMC further requires the establishment of a Tree Replacement Fund and the collected in-
lieu fees are to be deposited in the fund and used exclusively for the following activities:

- Plant new trees,

- Maintain existing trees on Town-owned or other publicly-owned property, and

- Purchase, lease or otherwise acquire land or recorded rights for the planting and
maintenance of trees.

During the November 7, 2016 Paradise Town Council Meeting, Council directed staff to present
the current status of the Tree Replacement Fund and plans for future use of the fund.

Analysis:

The Tree Replacement Fund currently has a balance of $2,501.71.

The Public Works Department maintains hundreds of trees on Town-owned property, including
the Paradise Community Park, Memorial Trailway, various “Park & Ride” facilities, planned
street trees, and natural trees along roadside edges.

Public Works staff has investigated the current tree conditions on Town-owned property and
evaluated options for future projects, should additional funds be deposited into the Tree

Replacement Fund.

Currently, there are several options for immediate use of the Tree Replacement Fund. Such
projects are listed below:

- Replace 5 street trees along Pearson Road between Skyway and Clark Road
- Replace 5 street trees along Skyway north of Neal Road
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- Replace 10 park trees at the Skyway/Neal gateway landscape area

- Replace 2 street trees at the southwest corner of Skyway and Neal Road.

- Replace 5 tree-well grates which have been outgrown or damaged by the street tree
- Replace 3 tree-wells which have been destroyed by root damage and tree growth.

It is estimated that purchase of all materials for the above work could be completed within the
existing fund balance.

Several opportunities exist to partner any future tree replacement funds with planned
improvement projects, dependent upon timing and amounts, listed below:

- Pearson Road Safe Routes to School Project (summer 2017)
A portion of this project spans the south side of Pearson Road between Skyway and
Almond Street. An effort to mirror the north side of Pearson Road for the purposes of
planting additional street trees and irrigation, $32,000 is needed according to recent
bid data for this work.

- Downtown Paradise Sidewalk Project (summer 2018)
The project aims to replace hazardous portions of sidewalks and driveways along
Skyway between Pearson Road and Elliott Road. To provide pre-timed irrigation to
existing street planters, an estimated $50,000 is needed. An effort to plant additional
street trees will likely cost $4,000 per tree without pre-installed irrigation facilities.

- Memorial Trailway Improvements Project (summer 2018)

This project will install LED lighting at regular intervals along the entire length of the
trailway while constructing flashing beacons for pedestrians and bicyclists to use at
roadway intersections. This project could coordinate easily with planting additional
trees at the trailway crossings. These trees could be set back from the crosswalks to
not obstruct view of oncoming vehicles or pedestrians, while providing uniform
beautification efforts still visible from the street at each location. The cost of
incorporating tree plantings with this project is very flexible and can be scaled
upward or downward at the time of construction to fit the available balance. Drought
tolerant, non-irrigated species could be planted or irrigation systems could be
explored at select crossings (Clark, Wagstaff, Bille, Elliott and Black Olive Drive).

Staff recommends identified street tree replacement work be completed in early spring 2017
with tree-well work to be completed in summer 2017 using existing the existing funds balance.

Relating to future planned efforts, staff recommends coordination with the Memorial Trailway
Improvements project in 2018 to the maximum extent possible at the time of construction.
Funds collected between now and project completion could be held specifically for this purpose.

Financial Impact:
Directing staff to perform identified tree replacements, tree-well grate repairs, tree-well

replacements will likely exhaust the $2,501.71 balance in Account No. 7623.00.0000.5203.100

COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:

Consider adopting a motion relating to the following actions:

1.

Authorize the Town Manager to execute the documents necessary to order and purchase a
Type 1 Pierce Enforcer Fire Engine before February 1, 2017, and

Declare the 2008 Sutphen fire engine as surplus and pursuant to Paradise Municipal Code
Section 2.45.130A, authorize the Town Manager to enter an agreement with a broker to sell
the engine with a commission not exceeding 5%, and

Authorize staff to temporarily use $175,750 of general fund reserves to purchase the Type 1
Pierce Enforcer Fire Engine until the 2008 Sutphen fire engine is sold wherein the reserves
would be immediately replaced, and

Approve the attached resolution authorizing the execution and delivery of a lease with option
to purchase, and authorizing certain actions in connection therewith with terms not exceeding
4 years and 2.25%, and

Approve budget adjustment and appropriation of $40,401 for 2016/17 to cover the first two
guarters of lease purchase payments and review Measure C Revenue/Expenditure Plan that
outlines a plan to finance the new engine with Measure C funds.

ALTERNATIVE ACTION: Defer the purchase of a fire engine at this time to allow for funding of other
Measure C priorities.

Background:

The Town of Paradise recently used a portion of its Measure C funds to purchase a new Type 1 Fire
Engine (Pierce Enforcer, E82), which was at the top of the list of critical priorities for the fire
department. This purchase allowed the Town to retire a 28 year old Pierce Dash engine which has
served the Town since 1989---approximately 19 years as a front line engine, and seven years in
reserve. The new E82 is working exceptionally well as it was specifically designed for the narrow
roadways, low-overhanging trees, mountainous terrain, and restricted facility sizes in Town. Further,
it begins to uniform the fleet and since Pierce is distributed by Golden State Fire Apparatus in South
Sacramento, warranty work, maintenance, and parts for the engine are easier to obtain.
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The purchase of engine 82 improved the reliability and functionality of the fire fleet tremendously;
however, the Town’s fleet is still somewhat vulnerable. For example, we currently have a 2008
Sutphen which serves as the front line engine for station 81. While the Sutphen is a relatively new
engine it is built on a much longer chassis and is not a great fit for the Town. The Town recently made
its final lease purchase payment on this engine and it is currently valued at about $200,000. Since
the cost of purchasing a new Pierce engine is expected to increase 3% to 5% per year beginning
January 31%, it is the recommendation of staff and the Fire Chief to sell the 2008 Sutphen (E81) while
it still has value and use the proceeds to replace E81 with a Pierce Enforcer identical to E82, before
the price increase goes into effect.

Maintaining a strategic and well-designed fire response fleet is one of the many important functions of
an effective all-around fire response. Timing, good decision-making and prudent financial planning
make it easier to obtain long-term goals, especially when replacing expensive fire response
equipment. The Town Manager and the Town Treasurer agree with the fire chief that now is the time
to take advantage of a lower-priced Pierce engine to markedly improve the response of our fire
fighting fleet. In order to do this, we need to take a long, hard look at the remaining Measure C funds
to determine the optimal approach to realizing this goal.

Discussion:

Measure C, the Town’s temporary transaction and use tax, is in its second of six years. It is providing
about $1.2 million in additional revenues each year for an expected total of about $7.2 million,
allowing the Town to replace and address critical and long-deferred operating requirements. The first
year the funds were used on the most immediate and essential needs including a police investigator,
police cars, and repairs to the police facility. Measure C funds also maintained the CAL FIRE
personnel contract, purchased a new fire engine, four breathing apparatus, and diesel exhaust
extraction systems at both stations. It also funded additional hours for Animal Control and leveraged
drainage and street improvements on Pearson Road.

The purpose of Measure C is to maintain and enhance Town services, including public safety
operations, street maintenance and animal control services. In addition, it is a tool to help build a
bridge to financial stability when long-term pension obligations are reduced. With many of the most
urgent requirements addressed, it is prudent for the Town to plan for the remaining Measure C term
by devising a plan that carefully balances immediate needs, ongoing requirements, and longer term
financial stability. The following outline was prepared to show the remaining term of Measure C with
projected revenues, committed revenues, and remaining balances. It also includes a method for
payment of a new fire engine and how that purchase would affect the remaining Measure C funds if
the Council were to approve the purchase.

If the Town Council approves the purchase of a new fire engine using Measure C funds, staff will
convene the Measure C committee to confirm the decision. The Measure C Committee is an
independent citizen board created to ensure that the Measure C funds are allocated according to
voter expectations to focus on improving and enhancing public safety for the Town in the areas of
police, fire, roads and animal control, among other things.

Through the process of developing this preliminary plan, it was concluded that about $4.56 million of
the $7.2 million is likely to be committed to already vetted public safety ongoing concerns (as shown
in the above schedule) through the end of Measure C. This leaves about $2.6 million unassigned. As
staff discussed and debated various options, the ones listed above are staff’'s current
recommendations:

v' $720,000 for a 10% reserve allowing the Town some room for contingencies and to
continue funding to crucial ongoing items in case adequate funding is still not available
at the end of Measure C.

v' $781,000 to leverage already awarded and planned capital improvement projects of
Maxwell Drive Safe Routes to School, Almond Street Multi-Modal and Ponderosa Safe
Routes to School, a portion of Bille Road Overlay.

v’ $323,212 for the purchase of another new Pierce Enforcer type 1 fire engine. As fire
engines usually last 15 years or more, this would provide the Town with two new front
line engines that would last until longer term financial stability is obtained.

Finally, this preliminary plan allows conservatively for continued discussions and consideration of a
remaining $764,000. These funds can be deliberated and apportioned as part of the normal annual
budget process according to the greatest needs.

If the new Pierce Enforcer Fire Engine is ordered prior to February 1, 2017, another three percent
increase in manufacturing costs is avoided. The most recent attached quote of $535,306.17 received
from Pierce Manufacturing is for a clone of the engine purchased last year (total purchase price
$499,145.13) and includes the 3% price increase for calendar year 2016 as well as other
manufacturing costs increases. A longer ladder and a few other small modifications are proposed that
have been quoted at $5,570.89

Staff recommends surplusing and selling the 2008 Sutphen to offset the cost of the new engine. An
engine broker has quoted a value of between $175,000 and $210,000 for the engine. There would be
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a 5% commission. Also, $50,000 was budgeted this fiscal year for future apparatus replacement that
can be used as an additional down payment on the engine.

Following is a very conservative estimate of the purchase of a new Pierce Enforcer type 1 fire engine:

$529,735.28 Clone of 2016 Pierce Engine
5,570.89 Longer ladder and other small modifications
$535,306.17 Total Cost
(175,750.00) Assumes Sutphen 2008 engine sales for $185,000
(50,000.00) Measure C allocation for future apparatus replacement
$309,556.17 Balance to Finance
$20,200.73 Quarterly payments on $310,000.00 financed for 4 yrs at 2.25%

Fiscal Impact Analysis:

As demonstrated above, there are sufficient monies in Measure C to fund the fire engine purchase.
The Town will lease-purchase the engine using Measure C funds to finance the Pierce fire engine
over a 4 year period (FY 2016/17 through FY 2020/21.) The total cost of the engine is $535,306.17
and a copy of the proposal is attached. Pursuant to Paradise Municipal Code Section 2.45.070D, the
purchase is exempt from the competitive bidding procedure, since the purchase is utilizing the original
Napa County Fire Department specifications that were slightly modified by the Fire Department during
the purchase process for the 2015 E82 Pierce Enforcer purchase.

Subject: Council representation on local and county committees and
commissions.

Council Action Reguested: Appoint council representatives and alternates to
represent the Town of Paradise on various local and regional boards, committees and
commissions.

Background: Each year in December, the Town Council appoints members to
represent the Town of Paradise on local and regional boards, committees and
commissions. These appointments vary in meeting requirements and responsibilities.
Usually members agree to share the burden/responsibilities to ensure coverage for the
Town but also giving consideration to individual preferences.

Discussion: In considering appointments, please note that three committees require
Mayor representation: the Butte County City Selection Committee, the Butte County
Disaster Council and Town’s Finance & Investment (Budget) Committee. If the Mayor is
unable to attend a City Selection Committee meeting, a letter of authorization from the
Mayor is required for an alternate to attend on the Mayor’s behalf. The alternate must
be a seated council member.

The Butte County Air Quality Management District (BCAQMD) and Butte County
Association of Governments (BCAG) boards meet on the same day and in the same
location. For this reason, it is recommended that the same Council Member serve on
the BCAQMD and BCAG. The Joint Powers Agreement for the Butte County Air Quality
Management District (BCAQMD) states that city appointments are for a four-year term,
unless the term of office for the representative expires.

At the November 10, 2009, regular meeting, council concurred that the council member
appointed to serve as alternate to the Butte County Association of Governments
(BCAG) would automatically serve as the alternate to the Butte County Air Quality
Management District (BCAQMD).

Following is a list and description of the committees and commissions, meeting dates
and times, and locations.

Butte County Committees/Commissions

1. Butte County Air Quality Management District Governing Board
e Meets 4" Thursday after Butte County Association of Governments
e Comprised of five Butte County Supervisors plus one elected

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representative from each of the County’s five cities;
The Butte County Air Quality Management District board establishes policies
& approves new rules to protect people & environment from the effects of air
pollution.

2. Butte County Association of Governments
e Meets 4™ Thursday of each month at 9:00 a.m. in the Chico City Council
Chambers
e Comprised of five Butte County Supervisors plus one elected
representative from each of the County’s five cities

The Butte County Association of Governments board is responsible for
development of federal and state transportation plans and programs that
secure transportation funding for the region's highways, transit, streets/roads,
and, pedestrian and other transportation system improvements.

3. Butte County City Selection Committee
e Meets twice a year upon notification; Mayor must be representative.

The City Selection Committee is comprised of the Mayors from the five
incorporated cities and selects two city representatives to serve on the Local
Area Formation Commission (*LAFCO).

4. Butte County Disaster Council
e Meets at least once a year in Oroville; Mayor must be representative.

The purpose of the Disaster Council is to provide for the preparation and
execution of plans for the protection of persons, the environment, and
property within the County of Butte in the event of an emergency.

5. Butte County Local Area Formation Commission (LAFCO)
e 1% Thursday at 9:00 am in Oroville; Appointments to LAFCo made by City
Selection Committee.

LAFCo is a State mandated local agency composed of seven regular
Commissioners: two members from the Butte County Board of Supervisors
(selected by the entire Board); two members from the city councils (selected
by the mayors of all five incorporated cities); two members who represent
special districts (selected by a majority vote of independent special districts);
and one public member (selected by the other six LAFCo members).

The LAFCO board oversees boundary changes to cities and special districts,
the formation of new agencies including incorporation of new cities, and
consolidation of existing agencies.
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6. Butte County Mosquito and Vector Control Board (BCMVCD)
e One representative, for a four year term, meets regularly on the second
Wednesday of each month at 6:30 pm.

The purpose of the eleven trustee board is to set policy for the 1600 square
mile district concerning Mosquito and Vector control. The mission of
BCMVCD is to reduce mosquito-transmitted disease and other vector
associated diseases through environmentally compatible control practices
and public education.

7. Butte County Integrated Waste Management Local Task Force
e One representative and one alternate; meets as needed in Oroville.

The Local Task Force is a mandated committee formed by the Board of
Supervisors; develops goals, policies & procedures which are consistent with
guidelines & regulations adopted by the CA Integrated Waste Management
Act relating to coordinated & cost effective regional waste management
issues/solutions.

8. Butte County Water Advisory Committee — One representative.
e Meets quarterly or as needed in Oroville. Will meet at least twice a year in
conjunction with the Technical Advisory Committee.

The Water Advisory Committee assists & advises the Water Commission &
Board of Supervisors in establishment & maintenance of Basin Management
Objectives to be used to establish criteria for groundwater elevations,
groundwater quality & land subsidence.

9. City/County Ad Hoc Committee — Meets upon notification
Two Council representatives.

The City/County Ad Hoc Committee was formed to discuss issues/topics of
common concern associated with the Paradise Ridge Area: comprised of two
members of the Town Council; two members of the Board of Supervisors and
various staff.

10. Supplemental Benefits Fund Sterling Committee (JPA Terminated) —
e Meets 1% Wednesday of every quarter (except January is 3" Wednesday),
at 5:30 pm in the City of Oroville Council Chambers. One representative;
one citizen alternate.

The City of Oroville is designated as the Fund Administrator for funds
received from DWR & State Water contractors for the purpose of recreational
and economic development to mitigate the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission (FERC) 2100 license for the Oroville facility (the dam, hydro
plant, Forebay, and After bay). The committee is composed of five voting
members (three Oroville Council Members, two Feather River Recreation &

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Park District Members) and three advisory members of publicly elected
officials. The Town of Paradise is an interested party and the representative
receives agendas and staff reports from the SBF/RDA Coordinator Bob
Marciniak.

Local Committees

1. Paradise Community Village — (formerly known as the Paradise Youth Sports
and Family Center) One Council representative;
e Meets at Paradise Community village upon notification.

Paradise Community Village (PCV) is a local non-profit corporation formed to
oversee the development of the Paradise Community Village project, a mixed
use development consisting of affordable and single family housing,
parks/recreation, open space & community facilities. Board is comprised of
the following members: Town of Paradise (one Council and one staff
representative); Youth for Change; Paradise Youth Soccer Club; and, the
Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP).

2. Paradise Irrigation District (PID) Liaison — Two Council representatives.
e Meets in Paradise upon notification to discuss issues of common concern.

PID is an Independent Special District governed by a five-member elected
board of directors; Formed in 1916 under the laws of the State Water Code to
deliver water to municipal residential and commercial customers.

3. Paradise Recreation & Park District (PRPD) Liaison — Two Council
Representatives.
e Meets in Paradise upon notification to discuss issues of common concern.

PRPD is an Independent Special District governed by a five-member elected
board of directors; Formed in 1948 to provide recreation and park services
within the district.

4. Paradise Solid Waste Committee — Meets in Paradise upon notification; Two
Council representatives.

The Paradise Solid Waste Committee discusses solid waste, recyclable
materials, and yard waste programs with staff and representative from NRWS,
the company franchised by the Town to provide of solid waste collection and
disposal services which includes recycling, source reduction, household
hazardous waste and vegetative waste disposal services; two council
representatives, Town staff.

5. Onsite Ad Hoc Committee — Two Council representatives

The Onsite Ad Hoc Committee meets as needed to keep Council representatives
informed of issues & long term effects of proposed changes to the Manual for

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Onsite Treatment of Wastewater (Onsite Manual); Formed by Minute Order on
September 3, 2008. Onsite Manual may be viewed at the Town’s website at the
following address: https://www.townofparadise.com/index.php/our-
government/departments/animal-control/documents/1413-onsite-manual

6. Finance & Investment Committee — Members include  Mayor, Vice Mayor,
Town Manager, Finance Director/Town Treasurer.

The Finance & Investment Commission is established by Paradise Municipal
Code Section 2.16.030 for the purpose of providing oversight of the town’s
financial, public financing & investment activities.

7. Oversight Board to the Successor Agency to the Paradise Redevelopment
Agency
Meets quarterly on the third Thursday at 3pm. Two members from the
Town of Paradise; the Mayor is the appointing authority
e One member is to be selected from the largest employee group from the
former redevelopment agency. The Town had allocated percentages of
management staff to the redevelopment agency.

The purpose of the seven-member Oversight Board is to oversee and approve
the activities of the Successor Agency of the Paradise Redevelopment Agency
relating to assets of the former RDA. The Town Council was designated as the
Successor Agency after the Paradise Redevelopment Agency was eliminated by
State law.

Attached is a list of the 2016 representation, along with a blank chart for the 2017
assignments.

Conclusion: It is timely that Council consider appointments to local and county
committees/ and commissions.
