HDR Engineering, Inc. (HDR) is pleased to submit this report on engineering related issues 

from August 11, 2023 to September 18, 2023.

 

1. On-Going Services (10361759): 

 

a. 1225 Archley Drive – 

 

➢ On September 15, 2023, HDR received a right of way permit for 1225 Archley 

Drive. The right of way permit is currently being reviewed for comments. 

 

b. 8002 Burkhart Road – 

 

➢ On August 31, 2023, HDR received a Drainage Plan resubmittal for 8002 

Burkhart Road. The drainage plan is currently being reviewed for comments. 

 

c. 1315 Friarcreek Lane – 

 

➢ On September 5, 2023, HDR reviewed and returned comments for the Drainage 

Plan Amendment for 1315 Friarcreek Lane. The drainage plan shall be revised 

and resubmitted to address all comments. 

 

d. 1118 Glourie Drive – 

 

➢ On August 24, 2023, HDR attended the pre-construction meeting for 1118 

Glourie Drive. The Developer was made aware of the pertinent design and 

construction items for drainage as noted in the City Code of Ordinances. 
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e. 1226 Glourie Drive – 

 

➢ On August 31, 2023, HDR reviewed and returned comments for the Drainage 

Plan for 1226 Glourie Drive. All previous comments/corrections were addressed 

by the engineer on August 15, 2023. The drainage plan was approved with 

exceptions noted. 

 

➢ On September 7, 2023, HDR provided a pre-construction inspection for 1226 

Glourie Drive. The inspection passed with exceptions noted. 

 

f. 1319 Pine Chase Drive – 

 

➢ On August 28, 2023, HDR provided a pre-construction inspection for 1319 Pine 

Chase Drive. The inspection failed with comments noted. 

 

➢ On August 31, 2023, HDR provided a pre-construction re-inspection for 1319 

Pine Chase Drive. The inspection passed with exceptions noted. 

 

g. 14 Pine Creek Lane  – 

 

➢ On August 21, 2023, HDR received a Pool Drainage Plan for 14 Pine Creek 

Lane. The pool drainage plan is currently being reviewed for comments. 

 

h. 1310 Ridgeley Drive – 

 

➢ On September 13, 2023, HDR received the remaining information for the As 

Built Erosion Control Plan submittal for 1310 Ridgeley Drive. The plan 

submittal is currently being reviewed for comments.  

 

i. City Water and Testing 

 

➢ Inframark has continued to notify City Staff of chlorine residuals and water 

pressures as part of the daily testing of City water and have remained within 

State compliance. On August 25, 2023 contacted Dick Pursley (HDR Operator), 

who was made point of contact last year for coordinating these issues, stated 

they had contacted him to inform him that they had done some additional 

flushing and had checked for valve lineup issues in effort to troubleshoot the 

water issues taking place in the area. As the City of Houston continues to make 

steps to correcting the water system issues, Inframark continues to monitor and 

report findings daily. 

  

j. Hilshire Green Paving, Drainage & Utility Improvements – 

 

➢ HDR has released the Survey and Geotechnical Services for this project. 

Subconsultants (Landtech, Inc – Survey, and Geotest Engineering, Inc. – 

Geotechnical) will be coordinating with City Staff and HDR to confirm dates 

and times for their respective field work. 
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➢ HDR has secured private utility companies request records research on their 

existing facilities to aid in the preparation of drawing backgrounds. 

 

k. Pine Chase Grove Water Meters – 

 

➢ HDR has received topographic information from the Surveyor (Landtech, Inc.)  

and has begun to process the information to in order to provide an update with 

existing conditions and detail recommendations for improving the water meter 

area and drainage.  

 

l. Wirt Road Safety Project/ Interlocal Agreements – 

 

➢ HDR has been coordinating with Mr. Shapoor Golshan (COH TDO) and Mr. 

Jose Laguna (COH Interagency Coordinator) regarding the Design Concept 

Report (DCR) Intake Form and additional information requested by the City 

Planning Group on the preliminary sidewalk plans previously submitted by 

HDR, including previous Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) or traffic impact 

studies for the project area. 

 

➢ Mr. Golshan is awaiting feedback from the COH Real Estate Group regarding 

the right-of-way issue across the School of the Woods. 

 

➢ HDR has also been coordinating with Mr. Embry Woods (COH) and Mr. Scott 

Bounds (Olson & Olson – City Counsel) and City Staff regarding revisions to 

the Interlocal Agreement (ILA) between the City of Hilshire Village and City 

of Houston, requested by the COH’s Legal Department. Attached to the end of 

this report is a copy of the revised ILA signed by Mayor Buesinger and 

transmitted to the COH on September 11, 2023.

PARTIES

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT FOR CITY OF HILSHIRE VILLAGE ("Agreement") is
made effective on the Countersignature Date between the CITY OF HOUSTON, TEXAS
("city"), a Texas home-rule city, and the clTY oF HILSHIRE VILLAGE ("Hilshire
Village"), d Texas general law municipality, organized and existing under the laws of the
State of Texas.

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ARTICLE 2

DEFINITIONS

As used in this Agreement, the following terms shall have meanings set out below:

2.1. "Hilshire Village" is defined in Article 1 of this Agreement and includes the
Hilshire Village's successors and assigns.

2.2. "Hilshire Village Contribution" is defined in Section 3.1.1 of this Agreement.

2.3. "City" is defined in Article 1 of this Agreement and includes its successors and
assigns.

2.4. "City Contribution" is defined in Section 4.1.1 of this Agreement.

2.5. 'ocountersignature Date" is the date of countersignature by the City Controller of
the City of Houston.

2.6. "Project" means the sidewalk improvements (Pedestrian and Safety
lmprovements) along the west side of Wirt Road from lH-10 Westbound Feeder Road to
Westview Drive, referred to as the Wirt Road Safety Project, and as generally illustrated
on Exhibit A.

2.7. "Project Costs" means the costs associated with the Project.

ARTICLE 3

DUTIES OF THE HILSHIRE VILLAGE

3.1. Hilshire Village Contribution; Scope of Work
3.1.1. Hilshire Village and Harris County have entered into a Joint Participation

lnterlocal Agreement, dated January 31, 2023, to fund the design, permitting,
construction, construction management and inspection, and maintenance of sidewalk
improvements along Wirt Road (Pedestrian and Safety lmprovements) for the Project.
These improvements may also include potential crosswalk locations at intersecting
streets and wheelchair ramps on the east and west sides of Wirt Road, if required by the
City. Hilshire Village will be responsible for providing funds for the engineering services
needed for the design of the Pedestrian and Safety lmprovements, including permitting
and approvals from the City and County required for the Project. The funding contributions
by each participant are summarized in Exhibit A - Scope of Work for City of Hilshire
Village Project.

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3.1 .2. Hilshire Village shall provide all labor, material, and supervision necessary
to construct the Project. Hilshire Village will be responsible for all permits required for the
Project and all consents required to be obtained from any applicable governmental
agency.

3.1 .3 Hilshire Village will coordinate preparation of design and construction plans
and specifications. The City shall have no responsibility for administration of the
construction contract and shall incur no obligation to any contractor thereby.

3.2. Insuranceandlndemnification
Hilshire Village shall require that the Project contractor (and its subcontractors)

provide the insurance and indemnification for the Project which are commensurate with
other like public works construction projects.

ARTICLE 4

DUTIES OF CITY

4.1. City Contribution; Conditions of Expenditure; Use of Excess Funds
4.1 .1. The City shall contribute $0.00 for Project Costs related to the Wirt Road

Safety Project (Pedestrian and Safety lmprovements) to the Village under this Agreement
("City Contribution").

4.1 .4. The City will assist Hilshire Village in the review and permit approval
process of the Wirt Road Safety Project design plans. The design plans will be submitted
through the City for review and distribution.

4.1.5. The City will accept a partial survey of the west side of Wirt Road and plan
view only drawings in the preparation of design plans for the proposed sidewalk
improvements in the Wirt Road Safety Project, as previously coordinated and agreed
upon by the City's Planning & Development Department, and the Multimodal Safety &
Design (MSD) Branch, respectively.

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ARTICLE 5
TERM AND TERMINATION

5.1. Agreement Term
This Agreement is effective on the Countersignature Date.

5.2. Termination
5.2.1. This Agreement shall terminate on December 31 , 2024, or upon the

completion of the Project, whichever occurs first.

ARTICLE 6
M ISCELLAN EOUS PROVISIONS

6.1. Purpose of Agreement; Responsibilities of the Parties
The parties agree that this Agreement is necessary for the benefit of the public and

that each party has the legal authority to perform and to provide the governmental function
or service which is the subject matter of this Agreement. The parties further agree that
neither party is an agent, servant, or employee of the other party and that each party is
responsible for its individual acts and deeds as well as the acts and deeds of its
contractors, employees, representatives, and agents.

6.2. Force Majeure
Neither party shall be held liable for any loss or damage due to delay or failure in

performance of any part of this Agreement from any cause beyond its control and without
its fault or negligence, such causes may include acts of God, acts of civil or military
authority, government regulations (except those promulgated by the party seeking the
benefit of this section), embargoes, epidemics, war, terrorist acts, riots, insurrections,
fires, explosions, earthquakes, nuclear accidents, floods, strikes, power blackouts, other
major environmental disturbances or unusually severe weather conditions.

6.3. Severability
lf any part of this Agreement is for any reason found to be unenforceable, all other

parts remain enforceable unless the result materially prejudices either party.

6
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6.4. Entire Agreement
This Agreement merges the prior negotiations and understandings of the parties

and embodies the entire agreement of the parties. No other agreements, assurances,
conditions, covenants (express or implied), or other terms of any kind, exist between the
parties regarding this Agreement.

6.5. Written Amendment
Unless otherwise specified elsewhere in this Agreement, this Agreement may be

amended only by written instrument executed on behalf of the City (by authority of an
ordinance adopted by the City Council) and Hilshire Village. The Director, or her
designee, is only authorized to perform the functions specifically delegated to him or her
in this Agreement.

6.6. Applicable Laws
This Agreement is subject to the laws of the State of Texas, the City Charter and

Ordinances, the laws of the federal government of the United States, and all rules and
regulations of any regulatory body or officer having jurisdiction. Venue for any litigation
relating to this Agreement is in a state or federal court of competent jurisdiction in Harris
County, Texas.

6.7. No Waiver of lmmunity
Notwithstanding anything contained in the Agreement to the contrary, nothing in

the Agreement shall constitute a waiver by either party of any provisions of (i) Chapters
75, 84,95 or 101 of the Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code, as amended, (ii) any
laws relating to limitations of liability of the type of entity of such party, or (iii) sovereign or
governmental immunity, as any of the foregoing may be available to such party.

6.8. Notices
All notices to either party to this Agreement must be in writing and must be

delivered by hand, facsimile, United States registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested, United States Express Mail, Federal Express, Airborne Express, UPS or any
other national overnight express delivery service. The notice must be addressed to the
party to whom the notice is given at its address set out in Article 1 of this Agreement or
other address the receiving party has designated previously by proper notice to the
sending party. Postage or delivery charges must be paid by the party giving the notice.
A copy of such notice shall be emailed at the time of posting to the email addresses of
the persons set out in Article 1 .

6.9. Captions
Captions contained in this Agreement are for reference only, and, therefore, have

no effect in construing this Agreement. The captions are not restrictive of the subject
matter of any section in this Agreement.

7
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6.10. Non-Waiver
lf either party fails to require the other to perform a term of this Agreement, that

failure does not prevent the party from later enforcing that term and all other terms. lf
either party waives the other's breach of a term, that waiver does not waive a later breach
of this Agreement. An approval by the Director, or her designee, or by any other employee
or agent of the City, of any part of Hilshire Village's performance does not waive
compliance with this Agreement or establish a standard of performance other than that
required by this Agreement and by law.

6.11. Enforcement
The City Attorney, or his or her designee, may enforce all legal rights and

obligations under this Agreement without further authorization. Hilshire Village shall
provide to the City Attorney all documents and records pertaining to this Agreement that
the City Attorney requests to assist in determining Hilshire Village's compliance with this
Agreement, with the exception of those documents made confidential by federal or State
law or regulation.

6.12. Ambiguities
lf any term of this Agreement is ambiguous, it shall not be construed for or against

any party on the basis that the party did or did not write it.

6.13. Survival
Hilshire Village shall remain obligated to the City under all clauses of this

Agreement that expressly or by their nature extend beyond the expiration or termination
of this Agreement.

6.14. Parties in Interest
This Agreement does not bestow any rights upon any third party, but binds and

benefits the City and Hilshire Village only.

6.15. Successors and Assigns
This Agreement binds and benefits the parties and their legal successors and

permitted assigns; however, this provision does not alter the restrictions on assignment
and disposal of assets set out in the following paragraph. This Agreement does not create
any personal liability on the part of any officer or agent of the City or Hilshire Village.

6.16. Business Structure and Assignments
Hilshire Village shall not assign this Agreement at law, or otherwise, or dispose of

all, or substantially all, of its assets without the Director's, or her designee's, prior written
consent.

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6.17. Remedies Cumulative
Unless otherwise specified elsewhere in this Agreement, the rights and remedies

contained in this Agreement are not exclusive but are cumulative of all rights and
remedies which exist now or in the future. Neither party may terminate its duties under
this Agreement except in accordance with its provisions.

The Federal Reserve's annual central-bank symposium at Jackson Hole, Wyo. is essentially
an FOMC meeting minus an actual decision, with statements coming from interviews with
many members and remarks by the chair. The conference that took place last week was
remarkably similar to last year's, with tough talk about slaying inflation and projections of
the next policy action. To that end, Chair Jerome Powell referenced his terse and hawkish
2o2i speech in his kelmote-no doubt to emphasize the Fed has lost none of its commitrnent.
"The message is the same: It is the Fed's job to bring inflation down to our z%o goal,and we
will do so."

But unlike last year, when the rate path was extraordinarily steep, Powell seemed to
equivocate, outlining the conditions that would prompt the Fed to consider further hikes
without promising any. The conditions a-re, of course, economic data. But one got the feeling
he was returning to the tactic of providing forward guidance. The markets once again are
disregarding Fedspeak, pricing in no fewer than four quarter-point cuts inzoz4- Powell's real
message was to disabuse investors of this view. In so many words, expect higher for longer.

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We think this outlook could translate to another quarter-point hike
rate, more likely at the November FOMC meeting than September's.
It's important to remember the Fed usually is biased to its current
direction. It prefers long ramps to switchbacks. The last thing
polirymakers want is to reverse direction if they ease too soon and
inflation rises again-losing credibility and effectiveness in the
process. This is probably why Powell took the time to push back on
the recent speculation the Fed might raise its inflation target higher
thartzo/obecause of various structural shifu in the global economy
(actuallythe theme of the symposium). He wants the markets to
stop looking for justification for fighting the Fed.

Bank downgrades should have little impact

First the federal government, now several prominent banks.
August sawthe three major rating agencies downgrade several

regional U.S. banks. The specific reasons vary, but the big picture
is concern over the blows received by the aggreSsive tightening,
exposure to rislcy CRE loans and reduced deposits. As is often the
case, the punishmbnt comes as most banks have addressed these
problems.

2. CITIZENS COMMENTS 

Cheryl Wolfe, Pine Chase Drive, said that the City has a tree ordinance for good reason 
and she did not agree with the Council considering an exception.  

3. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION 

3.A. Discuss and Possibly Approve a special exception for the minimum tree 
requirement at 12 Pine Creek Lane 

Motion made by Council Member Carey, Seconded by Council Member Gordy. 
 
Brian Gaudet, Pine Creek Lane, presented photos of his yard and explained that he 
was asking for an exception to meet the City's minimum tree count with alternate trees 
than what is approved on the tree list in the ordinance. He said that he has a large area 
within the Harris County Flood Zone that has several mature trees. He added that he has 
healthy trees in the back yard, but they are not included in the approved tree list. Mr. 
Gaudet said that he planted two new trees at a two-inch diameter.   
 
The Council discussed options for the placement of new trees and the condition of the 
existing aging non-qualifying trees. Secretary Stephens said that the ordinance provides 
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that an appeal can be made to the Council if the property owner is not satisfied with the 
decision of the City’s Arborist. The council expressed that the current ordinance is in 
place to preserve and protect the canopy and that this situation should not create a 
standard.   

The item was tabled to the next Council Meeting, no action was taken.  

3.B. Discussion on FYE 2024 Budget and Tax Year 2023 

Engineer Him discussed different financing scenarios for the impending capital 
improvement projects, potentially combining projects to benefit from the economy of 
scale. Council reviewed the bond options terms and rates. Further discussion was had 
about the water rate, Inframark’s service increases, and how to address aging 
infrastructure. City Secretary presented a comparison of other city salaries and job titles 
including a history of salary increases for Hilshire Village. Council Member Cooper said 
that the job title, experience, and qualifications need to be considered when drawing 
comparisons.

Council Member Gordy said that he sees the 
increase more as an adjustment for the job being done, and continuity is important.

2. CITIZEN'S COMMENTS: None 

3. REPORTS TO THE COUNCIL 

3.A. Police Report: Sergeant Menchaca said that in the month of July there were a total 
of 545 calls for service. He also said that a Flock camera reported a match on 
license plates which had been reported stolen.  
 
Chief Schulze said that they started a program for citizens with dementia or the 
tendency to wander. He said that the HomeSafe program is voluntary and separate 
from the criminal database.  
 
Chief Schulze said that next week the department is undergoing an inspection 
where they will be assessed based on 173 standards, and they expect to maintain 
the pattern of compliance since the first year in 2019.  

3.B. Building Official Report: Secretary Stephens said that there were no outstanding 
issues to discuss in the building report. The council did not have questions.  

3.C. Engineer's Report: Engineer Vasquez said reviews continue on drainage plans 
and inspections.  
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Water Quality: Engineer Him said that they have been in contact with City of 
Houston public works regarding the chlorine residual. He stated that Houston is 
boosting chemicals and investigating the system. He also said that the interconnect 
at Pine Chase Grove is closed, and the majority of the incoming water is through 
the interconnects at Pine Creek and Hickory Shadows.  

Mayor Buesinger asked if the City of Houston would consider Inframark’s residual 
water testing results. Engineer Him said that the City of Houston would come out 
and test at a point closest to the location. Mayor Buesinger noticed that Inframark’s 
testing rates have tripled. Engineer Him said that he was actively looking into the 
rates, and he feels that some of the testing may be excessive. Mayor Buesinger 
said that we need to be in compliance but not over-testing. Engineer Him agreed 
that there is room for negotiation.  
 
Mayor Buesinger stated that he asked the City of Hunters Creek Village for their 
testing procedures and was referred to Trey Cantu at the Memorial Villages Water 
Authority. Hunter’s Creek, among other villages, is serviced by Memorial Villages 
Water Authority who has a treatment facility and more of a full-service public works 
department. Mayor Buesinger asked if Memorial Villages Water Authority would be 
able to test Hilshire Villages' water, but Mr. Cantu advised him that they would not 
want to take on the liability since the water is provided and treated by the City of 
Houston.  

Council Member Crawford asked if the council had researched the possibility of 
approaching Spring Valley about sourcing their water supply. Mayor Pro Tem Carey 
said that would be a large expensive project and feels that the timing is not right, but 
Commissioner Ramsey had previously expressed interest in moving in that 
direction. Council Member Cooper asked if the timing wasn’t right due to budget or 
are there other factors. Mayor Buesinger said cost and the current relationship with 
Spring Valley leadership are factors.  

Mayor Pro Tem Carey said that he feels that work on the Wirt Safety Road project 
needs to progress before approaching Commissioner Ramsey about water. Council 
Member Gordy said that there is a lot of planning and funding which would be a 
long-range goal. Engineer Him said he was unsure if Spring Valley had discussed if 
there was enough capacity and that there are other components like storage, 
booster stations, connections, and other factors that have to be considered with 
such a major infrastructure project.  

Ditches and culverts: Engineer Him said the drainage easement improvements 
would take place in Friarcreek and 1209 Pine Chase, and presented budgets for 
those two projects.  

 Pine Chase Grove: Engineer Vasquez said that the survey should be completed 
this week. Once the survey is submitted, HDR will convert to a CAD drawing. Mayor 
Pro Tem Carey asked what potentially will need to be done to remediate the meter 
vault at Pine Chase Grove and was there budgeting done for the area. Secretary 
Stephens said that so far there have only been discussions of potential vendors, but 
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no budget amount assigned. Engineer Vasquez said that the area is small and 
shouldn’t cost more than $25,000.  

Engineer Him said that fencing was discussed at one point but was longer a part of 
the scope of work. Secretary Stephens said that there would be no fencing so as to 
not inhibit access to the City of Houston, but there would be a visual barrier to block 
the view of the backflow preventer. Tree limbs are going to be trimmed to 
encourage the grass to grow, and regrading so that the water goes to the inlets. 
Engineer Him said that the backflow preventers were going to be replaced. Council 
Member Crawford asked if there was any chance of the City of Houston's 
participation in payment. Engineer Him said that was very unlikely. 

 Capital Improvements: Engineer Him asked the Council if they would like to 
continue to incorporate the Hickory Shadows project with Hilshire Green project. 
Mayor Pro Tem Carey said that he was unsure as the budget had not been 
approved just yet, and he’d like to see the funding numbers. Council Member 
Cooper asked what the harm would be in preparing a proposal with both projects. 
Council Member Gordy said that he feels combining both projects could provide 
savings. 

 Consultant Susan Blevins spoke with Joe Morrow, Hilltop Securities, who advised 
that the 2014 debt service would need to be paid off prior to selling the next tax 
bond. If Council wants to proceed then this would need to be included in the budget 
and the City could pay and then be reimbursed if there is a resolution. Mr. Morrow 
said that there are options to keep the tax rate the same and for financing. Mayor 
Pro Tem Carey said that he wants to wait for all of Council to review and discuss at 
the next meeting. Council Member Gordy asked Engineer Him to present the 
Council with what the timeline would look like for the design phase, survey, and the 
cost of what would be paid from the previous note.   

 Wirt Road Sidewalk: Engineer Him said there was no update on the ILA with the 
City of Houston, but that Attorney Bounds would reach out to the Houston legal 
team. Mayor Pro Tem Carey asked how the School of Woods feels about the 
proposed project. Engineer Him said he was unsure because he needed an update 
on what the City of Houston will require. Engineer Him said that he’s hoping that 
crosswalks are not required.  

3.D.    Fire Commissioner's Report: Chief Miller said that the employee injured in 
January is now back and on desk duty assisting with dispatch and inspections. He 
said that one of the older ambulances will be kept as a reserve while the oldest of 
the fleet will be sold. The commission will discuss selling the oldest ambulance 
before proceeding with city approvals.  

Chief Miller said that the response time in June and July was under the national 
average. He said the annex roof repair should soon commence and the preliminary 
ISO report showed that the department’s rating would remain at “1”. He added that 
the Texas Department of Health Service did a random inspection and they passed 
with flying colors.

 Chief Miller presented Mayor Buesinger with a badge for his dedication and service 
on the fire commission board along with Ron Presswood, who was not present, for 
his service as alternate fire commissioner. Chief Miller recognized that Mayor 
Buesinger was the chairman of the fire commission during a tumultuous time, but 
was very supportive and helpful in caring for all Memorial Villages. 
 
Council Member Cooper asked if there were any updates on the search for a Fire 
Chief. Mayor Buesinger said that Commission Chairman Matt Woodruff said that it 
had been a busy month but that the search committee would be getting together 
soon. Chief Miller confirmed that the search committee for a new chief was on the 
fire commission agenda for the following week. 

3.E. Mayor Buesinger's Report: Mayor Buesinger said that he attended the Spring 
Valley Police Coffee with Cops event, and was pleased to see multiple Hilshire 
Village residents there to support the Police Department. 

3.F. City Secretary's Report: Secretary Stephens said that there have been quite a few 
questions and concerns about water service as seen on the complaint log. She said 
that Inframark has been flushing the hydrants as well as testing the water to monitor 
the conditions. Secretary Stephens said that a pothole appeared on Bromley and 
has been added to the list of asphalt repairs needed.  

 Council Member Crawford said that he has seen multiple complaints about the 1209 
Pine Chase easement and wanted to know if Mr. Bristow has been unsatisfied with 
the previous attempts to mediate the area. Secretary Stephens said that Mr. 
Bristow’s issue with that easement is the maintenance and vegetation that grows, 
but it was in the budget to address the outfall.  

3.G. City Treasurer's Report: Secretary Stephens said that there are new invoices 
received after the packet was published, and copies were at the council member’s 
seats.  
 

Secretary Stephens said that none of the City’s bank accounts currently earn 
interest. Council Member Huber said that is not what is happening elsewhere in the 
industry. Secretary Stephens said that the two TexPool accounts are the only ones 
that have interest, and transfers are made from the general fund and Metro funds 
respectively. The Council expressed interest in seeking alternate account types.

Secretary 
Stephens said that the cost of a new construction meters will be fully reimbursed by 
the contractor or citizen, but replacement of aged-out meters is covered by the City. 
Engineer Him said that as a meter ages the readings become more inaccurate so 
replacement of them is important to prevent loss.  
 
Council Member Cooper asked about phasing out the financial consultant in the 
2024 budget. Secretary Stephens said that she anticipates working with Consultant 
Blevins on the annual audit at the end of the 2023 calendar year, but said she felt 
confident that a majority of the duties have been successfully transferred. Secretary 
Stephens will notify the Council if additional training or consulting is needed with 
Mrs. Blevins into the 2024 calendar year.

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF 
AD VALOREM TAXES OF THE CITY OF HILSHIRE VILLAGE, TEXAS, 
FOR THE YEAR 2023; PROVIDING FOR TWO COMPONENTS TO THE 
PROPOSED TAX RATE, CONSISTING OF A TAX RATE OF $0.116098 
ON EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS OF VALUATION FOR THE 
PURPOSE OF PAYING THE ACCRUING INTEREST AND TO PROVIDE 
A SINKING FUND FOR PAYMENT OF THE INDEBTEDNESS OF THE 
CITY AND A TAX RATE OF $0.444334 ON EACH ONE HUNDRED 
DOLLARS OF VALUATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF FUNDING THE 
MAINTENANCE AND OPERATION EXPENDITURES, EACH 
APPROVED BY SEPARATE MOTION; PROVIDING FOR THE DATE ON 
WHICH SUCH TAXES SHALL BE DUE AND PAYABLE; PROVIDING 
FOR PENALTY AND INTEREST ON ALL TAXES NOT TIMELY PAID; 
REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES 
INCONSISTENT OR IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND PROVIDING FOR

 WHEREAS, Section 26.05 of the Texas Property Tax Code provides that before 
the later of September 30th, or the 60th day after the date the certified appraisal roll is 
received by the taxing unit, the governing body of each taxing unit shall adopt a tax rate 
for the current tax year; and 
 
 WHEREAS, such Section further provides that where the tax rate consists of two 
components (one which will impose the amount of taxes needed to pay the unit’s debt 
service and the other which will impose the amount of taxes needed to fund 
maintenance and operation expenditures of the unit for the next year), each of the 
components must be approved separately; and  
 

WHEREAS, the proposed tax rate for the current tax year of the City of Hilshire 
Village, Texas, consists of two components, each or which are separately approved by 
council: 

 
A. a tax rate of $0.116098 on each one hundred dollars of valuation for the 
purpose of paying the accruing interest and to provide a sinking fund for payment 
of the indebtedness of the City, and  

 
B. a tax rate of $0.444334 Cents on each one hundred dollars of valuation for the 
purpose of funding the maintenance and operation expenditures of the City for 
the next fiscal year; and 
 

WHEREAS, THIS TAX RATE WILL RAISE MORE TAXES FOR 
MAINTENANCE AND OPERATIONS THAN LAST YEAR’S TAX RATE.  
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THE TAX RATE WILL EFFECTIVELY BE RAISED BY 3.49981 
PERCENT FROM THE NO-NEW-REVENUE MAINTENANCE AND 
OPERATIONS RATE AND WILL RAISE TAXES FOR MAINTENANCE 
AND OPERATIONS ON A $100,000 HOME BY APPROXIMATELY 
$15.03; and 

 
C. a total tax rate of $0.560432 Cents on each one hundred dollars of valuation 
for the purpose of funding fiscal year ending 2024 municipal budget; and 

 
WHEREAS, THE TOTAL PROPERTY TAX RATE OF $0.560432, IS 

EFFECTIVELY A 1.65 PERCENT INCREASE FROM THE NO NEW 
REVENUE TAX RATE; and 

 
WHEREAS, all notices and hearings required by law as a prerequisite to the 

passage, approval, and adoption of this Ordinance have been timely and properly given 
and held; now, therefore, 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HILSHIRE VILLAGE: 
  
Section 1. The facts and recitations set forth in the preamble of this Ordinance are 
found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted, ratified and confirmed. 
  
Section 2. There is hereby levied, for the tax year 2023, to fund the City’s fiscal year 
ending 2024 municipal budget, an ad valorem tax at the total rate of $0.560432 Cents 
on each One Hundred Dollars ($100) of assessed valuation on all property, real, 
personal and mixed, within the corporate limits of the City, upon which an ad valorem 
tax is authorized by law to be levied by the City of Hilshire Village, Texas.  All such 
taxes shall be assessed and collected in current money of the United States of America. 
 
Section 3. Of such total tax levied in Section 2 hereof, $0.444334/100 is levied to 
fund maintenance and operation expenditures of the City for the fiscal year ending 

2024.  Of the total tax levied in Section 2 hereof, $0.116098/100 of valuation is levied 

for the purpose of paying the interest on bonds, warrants, certificates of obligation, or 
other lawfully authorized evidence of indebtedness issued by the City of Hilshire Village, 
Texas, including the various installments of principal due on the serial bonds, warrants, 
certificates of obligation, or other lawfully authorized evidence of indebtedness issued 
by the City as such installments shall respectively mature in the fiscal year ending 2024. 
 
Section 4. All ad valorem taxes levied hereby, in the total amount of $0.560432 on 
each One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation, as reflected by Sections 2 
and 3 hereof, shall be due and payable on or before January 31, 2024.  All ad valorem 
taxes due the City of Hilshire Village, Texas, and not paid on or before January 31st 
following the year for which they were levied, shall bear the maximum penalty and 
interest prescribed in the Texas Tax Code.  Provided, however, that 1) a person who 
pays one-half (1/2) of the taxes before December 1, 2023 may pay the remaining taxes 
without incurring any penalty or interest before July 1, 2024; or 2) a person may pay in 
four equal installments without penalty or interest if the first installment is paid before 
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the delinquency date (February 1) and is accompanied by notice that the person will pay 
the remaining taxes in three equal installments before April 1, June 1 and August 1, 
respectively. 
 
Section 5. All ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent or in conflict herewith 
are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed; provided, however, nothing in this 
Ordinance shall be construed to alter the residential homestead exemption, over 65 
residential homestead exemption, or disabled individual property owner’s exemption 
provided by the City, if any. 
 
Section 6. In the event any clause, phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this 
Ordinance or the application of the same to any person or circumstance shall for any 
reason be adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it 
shall not affect, impair, or invalidate this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision 
hereof other than the part declared to be invalid or unconstitutional and the City Council of 
the City of Hilshire Village, Texas, declares that it would have passed each and every part 
of the same notwithstanding the omission of any such part thus declared to be invalid or 
unconstitutional, whether there be one or more parts.

DATE:  AUGUST 24, 2023 
 
 
Your taxing unit participates in selecting members of the Harris Central Appraisal District’s 
(HCAD’s) board of directors. The board is composed of six members who serve two-year terms, 
all of which expire on December 31, 2023. This memorandum describes the process of selecting 
directors for a term that begins on January 1, 2024. As the law currently stands, these newly 
selected directors will serve a two-year term. However, should the constitutional amendment 
proposed by H.J.R. 2 pass at the November 2023 general election, in accordance with Senate Bill 
2, Section 5.13(d), the board members will serve a one-year term that begins January 1, 2024. 
 
Functions of the Board 

 

The appraisal district appraises all property in the county for ad valorem tax purposes. The board 
of directors is the governing body for the district. The board employs the chief appraiser, sets 
general policies for the district, and adopts the budget for the district. By law, board members 
cannot communicate with the chief appraiser regarding appraisals. There is no compensation for 
service on the appraisal district board of directors; however, directors are reimbursed for travel 
expenses if incurred. HCAD’s board of directors typically meets once a month. 
 
Participating Units 

 

The current method of selecting directors was established by resolutions of the county, cities, and 
school districts participating in the appraisal district in 1981. The method of selection was modified 
in 1991 after the law was changed to provide a voting entitlement to conservation and reclamation 
districts and has been modified to provide a voting entitlement for junior college districts. Sec. 
6.031, Tax Code, authorizes an appraisal district to vary both the size and the method of selecting 
its board members. 
 
The six members of the Harris Central Appraisal District’s board of directors are selected as 
follows: 
 

• One member appointed by the Harris County Commissioners Court. 
• One member appointed by the Houston City Council. 
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• One member appointed by the board of trustees of the Houston Independent School 

District. 
• One member appointed by votes of the governing bodies of the cities and towns other than 

Houston. Each governing body casts a single vote. The candidate who receives the most 
votes is elected. 

• One member appointed by vote of the governing bodies of the school districts other than 
Houston Independent School District and by the governing bodies of the junior colleges 
with territory in Harris County. The governing body of each school district casts a single 
vote. The junior college districts collectively cast a single vote. The candidate who receives 
the most votes is elected. 

• One member appointed by vote of the governing bodies of the conservation and 
reclamation districts that participate in the appraisal district. Each governing body casts a 
single vote. The candidate who receives the most votes is elected. 

 
In the event the county appoints someone other than the county assessor-collector to the board, the 
county assessor-collector will serve ex officio in a non-voting capacity as a seventh member. 
 
Board members whose terms expire December 31, 2023, are: 
 

• Mike Sullivan, Chairman, representing cities & towns, except City of Houston 
• Martina Lemond Dixon, Secretary, representing junior college districts and school districts 

other than Houston ISD 
• Al Odom, Assistant Secretary, representing City of Houston 
• Jim Robinson, Member, representing Harris County 
• Kathy Blueford-Daniels, Member, representing Houston ISD 
• Jonathan Cowen, Member, representing conservation and reclamation districts. 

 
Eligibility Requirements 

 

An individual must satisfy certain residency, employment, and conflict-of-interest requirements to 
be eligible to serve on the board of directors. 
 

Residency.   The candidate must be a resident of Harris County, and must have resided in the 
county for at least two years immediately preceding the date he or she takes office. The 
appraisal district’s boundaries are the same as those for Harris County. 

 

Employment.   An employee of a taxing unit served by the appraisal district may not serve on 
the board of directors, with one exception. An employee may serve if the employee is also a 
member of the governing body or an elected official of a taxing unit that participates in the 
district. For example, a member of the governing body of a school district who is also a city 
employee would be eligible to serve on the board. 
 

An individual is ineligible to serve on an appraisal district board of directors if the individual 
has engaged in the business of appraising property for compensation for use in proceedings 
under the Texas Property Tax Code (the “Tax Code”) or of representing property owners for 
compensation in proceedings under the Tax Code in the appraisal district at any time during 
the preceding three years. 
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Conflict-of-interest.   A candidate may not serve if the candidate is related to a person who is 
in the business of appraising property or representing property owners for a fee in proceedings 
in the appraisal district. Relatives barred are those within the second degree by consanguinity 
(blood) or affinity (marriage). These persons include spouse, children, brothers and sisters, 
parents, grandparents, and grandchildren. The spouse’s relatives in the same degree are also 
included. 
 

A candidate who contracts with the appraisal district for any purpose, or who contracts with a 
taxing unit served by the district for a property tax related purpose, may not serve. The same 
rule applies to candidates who have a substantial interest in businesses contracting with the 
appraisal district (for any purpose) or with the taxing unit (for property tax purposes). A 
candidate has a substantial interest if the candidate or the candidate’s spouse has combined 
ownership of at least ten percent (10%) of the voting stock or shares of the business. A 
candidate also has a substantial interest if the candidate or the candidate’s spouse is a partner, 
limited partner, or an officer of the business. These prohibitions on contracting continue for 
the duration of the affected director’s term of office. 
 

The appraisal district may not employ any person who is related to an appraisal district director 
within the second degree by affinity or by the third degree of consanguinity. This provision 
applies to existing employees at the time the director takes office and to employees hired during 
the director’s term. 
 

Delinquent taxes.   Texas law makes a person ineligible to serve as an appraisal district 
director if he or she has delinquent property taxes owing to any taxing unit for more than 60 
days after the person knew or should have known of the delinquency. 
 

Selection Procedures 

 

The procedures for selecting members of the board of directors for a two-year*1 term are as 
follows: 
 

For Cities and Towns Other Than the City of Houston 
 

The cities and towns other than the City of Houston appoint one member by majority vote of their 
governing body. The process for these cities and towns involves two steps:  nomination and 
election. 
 
Nomination 

 

The governing body of each city and town has the right to nominate a single candidate for the 
position. To nominate, the governing body must adopt a resolution nominating the candidate by 
formal action. The presiding officer of the governing body must submit the nominee’s name to the 
chief appraiser of the Harris Central Appraisal District prior to October 15, 2023. The presiding  
 
 

 
*1 , unless the constitutional amendment proposed by H.J.R. 2 passes at the November 2023 general election, then in accordance 
with Senate Bill 2, Section 5.13(d), the board of directors will serve a one-year term beginning January 1, 2024. 
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officer of the governing body of each city or town must provide a certified copy of the resolution 
and may include a cover letter naming the nominee. 
 
Election 

 

Before October 30, 2023, the chief appraiser will prepare a ballot listing the nominees in 
alphabetical order. The chief appraiser will deliver a copy of the ballot to the presiding officer of 
the governing body of each city or town. 
 
Prior to December 1, 2023, each governing body must cast its vote for one of the nominees, 
formally adopt a resolution naming the person for whom it votes and submit a certified copy to the 
chief appraiser. Ballots received by the chief appraiser after November 30 may not be counted. 
 
Prior to December 15, 2023, the chief appraiser will count the votes, declare the candidate who 
received the highest number of votes elected, and submit the results of the election to the governing 
body of each city and town, to the candidates nominated, and to the Secretary of HCAD’s Board 
of Directors. A tie vote will be resolved by a method of chance chosen by the chief appraiser. 
 

For Junior Colleges and School Districts other than 
The Houston Independent School District 

 
With the exception described below for junior college districts, exactly the same procedure 
described for cities and towns above applies to the selection of the member who represents junior 
college districts and school districts other than Houston ISD. The governing bodies of the school 
districts must nominate and elect following the deadlines and procedures described above. The 
four junior college districts with territory in Harris County may participate in the selection of the 
member who represents school districts other than Houston ISD and the junior colleges. However, 
the junior college districts collectively have the same voting authority as a single school district. 
See Sec. 6.031(b-1), Tax Code. The governing bodies of junior college districts may each nominate 
a candidate following the deadlines and procedures described above. However, the four junior 
colleges collectively have a single vote in the election. The governing body may cast a vote by 
resolution and file the resolution with the chief appraiser. The collective vote will be automatically 
cast for the candidate who receives the most votes from among the junior colleges. As an example, 
if one candidate receives three votes and another receives one vote, the junior colleges will be 
deemed to have collectively cast their vote for the candidate who received the three votes.  
 

For Conservation and Reclamation Districts 
 
The procedure and timetable for selecting the member who represents the conservation and 
reclamation districts are the same as that described above for small cities and school districts. 
 
The conservation and reclamation districts that participate in the appraisal district may cast a single 
vote. The candidate who receives the most votes is elected. 
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For Harris County, the City of Houston 
And the Houston Independent School District 

 
Prior to December 1, 2023, the governing body of each of these entities appoints a single person 
to represent it on the board. Each governing body must formally adopt a resolution naming the 
person who will serve as a board member and submit it to the chief appraiser at the address shown 
below:
