WHEREAS, community support is vital to success of the Iowa National Guard, and for the 

morale and well-being of Ironman Battalion members and their families at home; 

THEREFORE, I, Robert M. Green, Mayor of the City of Cedar Falls, do hereby designate July 

11th, 2021 as 1-133d Infantry Regiment - Ironman Battalion Day in Cedar Falls in 

recognition of the vital role played by the Ironman Battalion in our nation’s defense, and I 

encourage residents to seek ways to support our Northeast Iowa National Guard soldiers and 

families as they answer their Nation’s call in uniformed service in Iowa and across the globe.

  Annual Action Plan FY22 (FFY21) 
   
 
The Community Development Department has developed FFY21 Annual Action Plan 
outlining the use of HUD’s announcement that our CDBG entitlement grant is $274,792 
in federal fiscal year 2021.  The plan allocates the funds in accordance with the adopted 
and HUD-approved 5-Year Consolidated Plan.  The next step is to set a date of public 
hearing for the City Council to consider the Annual Action Plan. 
 
Attached is the draft Annual Action Plan FY22 (Federal Fiscal Year 2021).  The adopted 
5-Year Consolidated Plan guides the proposed uses, but there is flexibility based on 
changing conditions which is the purpose for an annual action plan.   The table below 
lists the 5-Year Consolidated Plan’s estimate for activities and amounts.  It shows the 
proposal for the Annual Action Plan next to it.  We estimate $190,375 in either carryover 
revenues from past plan years or reallocation of the plan year expenditures.  This is for 
various reasons such as lower bid prices on a past project or regulatory restrictions we 
have encountered on projects such as parks, code enforcement, or transportation 
services.  This allows the FFY21 Annual Action Plan proposal to include a higher level 
of funding to sewer lining and rehabilitation projects than initially anticipated in the 5-
Year Consolidated Plan.  Both are identified as activities in FFY21.

During Federal Fiscal Year 2021, the City of Cedar Falls intends to complete four (4) activities or programs: Renter-
occupied rehabilitation and repair, benefitting two units; agency and organizational support, helping 
approximately 4,000 persons, of which 40 are homeless; improving neighborhood infrastructure and accessibility, 
particularly improving sanitary sewer and sidewalks benefitting 1,000 low-and-moderate income persons; and 
program planning and administration.

Evaluation of past performance 
 
The City has been working diligently during the past four years to plan and implement CDBG programs that are 
attainable and designed to help the largest number of residents in a cost-effective manner.  Specifically, the 
community has rehabilitated or repaired a number of owner-occupied housing units for low-and-moderate income 
households.  Further, the City has funded several agencies, which provide services to income-qualified Cedar Falls 
households on an annual basis.  Finally, the community has partially financed infrastructure or capital projects, 
specifically sanitary sewer lining and sidewalk infill for neighborhood connectivity, that serve its low-and-moderate 
income census tracts.   
 
With all this stated, the COVID-19 pandemic had a major impact on the City’s ability to offer continuity of services 
under the CDBG programs during the past year or so.  Most notably, the virus has slowed our ability to serve the 
community and required us to suspend some of our programs altogether for several months, specifically, the 
housing rehabilitation and repair programs.  Three primary issues affected the decision to suspend and thus delay 
programs.  First, the lack of protocols for employees to enter private property, while adhering to social distancing 
and personal protective equipment requirements, during a public health emergency.  Second, construction 
contractor availability, or lack thereof. Lastly, the availability and price of construction materials for the proposed 
work. 
 
In total, the City received three subsequent CDBG funding awards as a result of the pandemic, one of which was 
from the State of Iowa’s Economic Development Authority and the others were awarded directly by HUD.  These 
were all through the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) legislation that passed in late March 
2020.  Specifically, the intent of this legislation was to prevent, prepare for, or respond to the Coronavirus.  As 
indicated in this plan, most of the additional funds were awarded to agencies, non-profit organizations, 
educational institutions, and service providers that either served in frontline capacities or roles and/or that were 
overwhelmed by the impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic on their agencies, inventories and finances, and clients. 
 
Citizen participation 
 
Citizen participation in the planning process of this Annual Action Plan took three forms: public meetings, public 
hearings, and informal comments garnered as a result of document availability.  The participation process was 
governed by the City’s Participation Plan, as amended. The Cedar Falls Housing Commission held a public meeting 
on May 11th, 2021, and a public hearing on June 8th, 2021, which was posted according to City’s Citizen 
Participation Plan and State law. Notice for the meetings was published on May 19th, 2021, May 21st, 2021, and 
May 25th, 2021, in the Waterloo-Cedar Falls Courier.  A legal notice, the purpose and subject of which was 
published on May 19th, 2021, in the Waterloo-Cedar Falls Courier, offered a 30-day public comment period 
between May 25th, 2021 and June 25th, 2021.  The City Council also held a properly noticed public hearing within 
the framework of a public meeting on July 6th, 2021.  Notice for said City Council hearing was published in the 
Waterloo-Cedar Falls Courier on June 29th, 2021. Copies of the draft Annual Action Plan were available at the 
Community Development Department and City Clerk’s Offices, as well as on the City’s website at 
www.cedarfalls.com.

Rationale for the priorities for allocating investments geographically  
 
As noted above, the City will only assist individual LMI households under Activity 1, Owner Occupied Housing 
Rehabilitation, and Activity 2, rental rehabilitation.  Also, the City plans to fund agencies serving LMI households or 
offering LMI Limited Clientele, as is allowed annually under activity 4.  Also, it plans to use funds to benefit LMI 
areas within the community for Activities 5 and 7, Neighborhood Infrastructure and Neighborhood Access 
Improvements.  To that end, there are currently 7 census tracts with 8 block groups that have an LMI percentage 
of 51 percent or greater (ACS 2011-2015). Specifically, Census tract 2200 block group 2 and 3; tract 2301 block 
group 3; tract 2303 block group 1; tract 2304 block group 2; tract 2500 block group 3; tract 2603 block group 4; and 
tract 2604 block group 5.   
 
Discussion 
 
The qualifying block groups are scattered throughout the community, and the City does intend to use CDBG 
funding to support LMI-specific areas. Most of the agency or family support programs funded through CDBG and 
these programs are based on an individual household LMI determination or on a Limited Clientele basis.  
Rehabilitation programs, and those benefitting a specific household or rental units, will require participants to 
meet LMI prescribed HUD income guidelines. 
 
For the life of this Annual Action Plan, the City has projected that it will expend 14 percent of its budget on specific 
low-and-moderate income households under its homeowner and renter rehabilitation and repair programs 
citywide, while planning to expend 66 percent of its overall budget for LMI-area benefit projects.  Planning and 
administration expense are projected to expend 20 percent of the annual allocation.

The City of Cedar Falls does not own or manage public housing facilities, nor are there any located in the 
community, and therefore, this Action Planning process did not include evaluation of the needs of public housing, 
increasing engagement of public housing residents in the process, or addressing a “troubled” public housing 
agency. 
 
AP-65 Homeless and Other Special Need Activities – 91.220(i) 
 
To address homeless and special needs populations, the City of Cedar Falls uses the maximum allowable dollars for 
distribution to several agencies, as has been noted.  In addition, in FFY 2020 and upcoming in FFY 2021, the City is 
awarding much of their Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act funding to seven agencies and 
three schools to, “prevent, prepare for, or respond to Coronavirus”.  The allocation process includes a formal 
Request for Proposals (RFP) process, whereby prospective agencies outline the services that they can offer to the 
City.  The City conducts onsite monitoring visits to each agency receiving funds.  These monitoring visits help 
ensure that quality services are being delivered while providing an opportunity for staff to become more aware of 
the service details, needs, and impacts.  Finally, the awarded agencies are given an opportunity to attend a City 
Housing Commission meeting to discuss their program; offer insight regarding needs, particularly those that are 
unmet; and assuring the City that the CDBG funds are having a positive impact on its residents. 
 
The City addresses homelessness and special needs in the following ways.  First, the City funds agencies where 
expenses relate to operating homeless shelters (Salvation Army in prior years).  Second, the City also funds 
agencies such that they may offer specific training and education that may affect a household’s needs, by 
hopefully offering resources regarding financial management, abuse, and family relationships, and credit 
counseling. Third, the City offered CDBG funding for at-home healthcare, outpatient mental health services, and 
substance abuse counseling.  Fourth, the City is funding several agencies that are providing rent or mortgage 
assistance, the need for which originates with the COVID-19 pandemic.  Finally, the City, using its CDBG and CDBG 
CARES funds, hopes to address hunger and nutritional needs by funding the regional food bank pantry.  As is 
generally expected, resident needs outpace the amount of funding the City can offer the agencies through the 
CDBG or CDBG CARES programs alone. 
 
AP-70: HOPWA Goals – 91.220(l)(3) 
 
The City of Cedar Falls is not a HOPWA recipient. 
 
AP-75 Barriers to Affordable Housing – 91.220(j) 
 
At this time, the need for quality, affordable housing is outpacing the existence of such units in Cedar Falls.  
Between demand on the units by full-time residents, and that which comes with being a university community and 
its student housing needs, the City has unmet demand for affordable housing.  This problem has only been 
exacerbated during the pandemic, as vacancy rate for all types of units has fallen dramatically in the community, 
while prices have climbed very quickly. 
 
With that said, there are several different kinds of barriers to the development or creation of affordable housing in 
Cedar Falls, some of which are outside of the City’s ability to control.  First, the housing market, for low-income 
residents in Cedar Falls, is relatively expensive, with home valuation and rent costs being relatively high.  Second, 
housing demand in the community has driven-up construction costs for both single-family and multiple-family 
developments.  For example, significant demand for rental properties, some of which is attributed to the 
University of Northern Iowa student population, has increased prices dramatically, to the point of making units 
unaffordable for some low-and-moderate income households.  Third, market demand has driven the price of land 
and materials upward in the community, not to mention the high costs associated with “greenfield” residential 
development (that which occurs on previously undeveloped land), most notably the cost of infrastructure.   Part of 
the dramatic increases the City is currently experiencing in construction materials are being cause by supply chain 
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problems, associated with the COVID-19 pandemic.  Finally, even with additional CDBG CARES funds, that could be 
allocated toward affordable housing projects, coupled with ever-increasing program requirements, have also been 
a key impediment to addressing low-and-moderate income housing needs. 

As they may be identified, the City of Cedar Falls takes action to ameliorate negative effects of public policy on 
housing affordability.  Also, the City may wish to explore public-private-nonprofit partnerships in the development 
of affordable housing.  Nonprofit developers can build mixed income housing and attract additional 
resources/financing that private developers cannot, when it comes to creating new affordable housing.  Said 
housing may be marketed at workforce housing as opposed to being labeled affordable.  Nevertheless, the City 
does recognize the effect that their housing market, along with high materials prices and supply chain issues 
caused by the pandemic are having on the price of housing, which may affect whether or not people can afford to 
live in the community.   

The City’s Comprehensive Plan identifies future use including areas that may be developed at higher densities, 
which may help address the availability of affordable housing.  Specifically, the plan identifies the following areas 
that may be suitable for higher density development: along University Avenue, west of Hudson Road; immediately 
east of the University of Northern Iowa; and intermixed with uses in the Main Street area, between 1st Street and 
7th Street. The codes, specifically zoning, building, and other regulatory ordinances that the City has adopted are 
designed and drafted to treat properties and people uniformly and fairly.  The City has completed a community 
visioning plan for the Downtown and College Hill areas.  The community involvement with each plan pointed to a 
need for housing options and the plans recommend Missing Middle Housing.  The City is working on a downtown 
zoning code that will enable the housing types of Missing Middle and also allow housing options such as Accessory 
Dwelling Units (ADUs) for housing flexibility and affordability.  It is anticipated that a downtown code will be 
adopted in 2021.  Building permit fees are based upon the value of the improvements made to properties in an 
attempt to create fairness.  Finally, property tax assessment is based upon valuation, as determined by the County 
Assessor.  Regarding the levy rate for determining actual property tax amounts, they are set by the City Council as 
part of their annual budgeting process.  Said levy rates are set by classification (property use), the percentage of 
which that is collected by the City is determined by the State of Iowa.  Currently, residentially classified property is 
rolled-back by the state such that local governments may only tax at a rate of 56.4 percent of a property’s market 
or 100 percent value. In addition, in 2015, the State adopted a rollback for multi-residential properties that was to 
be implemented over several years.  The tax rate began at 86.25 percent of a property’s market value, and over 
eight years, it will incrementally reduce in percentage until it is the same rollback as that of residentially classified 
properties (i.e. in the 50-60 percent range).  This, then, reduces property tax income for the City. 

The City recognizes the higher cost of housing in their community, which may be attributed to market demand, 
land value, materials pricing and supply chain problems, and development cost (primarily infrastructure).  
Obviously, then, this higher cost may not allow for persons with limited means to reside in the community.  As a 
result, the City’s participation in the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Entitlement Program becomes 
that much more important.  The CDBG Entitlement has offered not only physical housing assistance in the way of 
rehabilitation and repair programs, but the community has offered assistance to residents for direct services, the 
cost of which were borne by the Program, thus not requiring persons to have to make difficult decisions between 
paying for housing-related expenses and the other services they may need.  It also allows for infrastructure and 
accessibility investments, avoiding increases in other rates, taxes, or assessments for property owners because 
CDBG funds are used. 
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AP-85 Other Actions - 91.220(k) 
 
Introduction 
 
The City of Cedar Falls addresses obstacles to meeting the needs of the underserved through supporting several 
public service agencies and nonprofit organizations that strive to prevent homelessness and provide affordable 
housing to Cedar Falls residents. Also, the City is working to maintain the affordable housing stock in the area and 
provide decent and safe conditions to its residents. 
 
Actions planned to address obstacles to meeting underserved needs. 
 
The City of Cedar Falls will continue to work with public service agencies and nonprofit organizations to ensure we 
are reaching the goal of assisting residents with the greatest need. Incidentally, the City received an additional 
$660,000 in Coronavirus Aid, Relieve, and Economic Security (CARES) Act funds, most of which was being allocated 
to seven agencies and three schools.  The funding supports housing improvements, preventing homelessness, food 
security, housing security through rent/mortgage support, equipment for safe operations during the health 
emergency, and remove education/work during the health emergency.   Also, the City will work with code 
enforcement and other departments to identify potential at-risk residents. By networking with other agencies, we 
can combine multiple funding sources to provide more services to low-and-moderate income residents. 
 
Actions planned to foster and maintain affordable housing. 
 
Cedar Falls continues to work on fostering affordable housing in the community. The Housing Rehabilitation and 
Repair Programs assist qualified homeowners and renters with substantial rehabilitation or repairs to existing 
units. This year, Cedar Falls will work to kick off a rental repair program.  We have not had such a program before.  
Funding has also been provided to provide financial education classes and planning, as well as family support 
services. Habitat for Humanity encourages affordable housing through new construction and housing rehabilitation 
programs that they manage within the community.

The Iowa Northland Regional Council of Governments directly, or through its subcontractor, provides lead risk 
assessment and completes lead-based paint clearance testing on the rehabilitation projects in Cedar Falls. In 
addition, the program budgets for relocation expenses of homeowners at-risk to the negative impacts from lead-
based paint. The City will continue to work with local, county, regional and other government agencies to achieve 
lead safe homes. The city provides "Protect Your Family from Lead in Your Home" brochure to educate CDBG 
applicants about the dangers of lead in the home. 
 
Actions planned to develop institutional structure.  
 
The City, including Community Development Department and its Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program 
(which may also be known as the Cedar Falls Low Rent Housing Agency or Cedar Falls Housing Authority), and their 
contractor, the Iowa Northland Regional Council of Governments (INRCOG), will continue to work to strengthen 
the institutional structure used to manage the CDBG Entitlement Program.  Together, they will also continue to 
address the housing delivery gap between public and non-public organizations in the community.  Said 
organizations will also address the gap that exists with regard to private housing industry participation in 
developing the City’s institutional structure.  Specifically, the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program will work 
with private industry to increase and maintain affordable housing stock for low-to-moderate income households.  
Through experience, participation in local, regional (PHA Director Association), state (Iowa NAHRO, Iowa 
Association of Housing Officials), and national (NAHRO, American Planning Association) housing and planning 
organizations, educational opportunities, and peer-to-peer exchanges with other CDBG Entitlement recipients, 
staff-members will become more proficient in executing, managing, assessing, and anticipating change within the 
program.  Further, the above-mentioned entities, together with Cedar Falls’ consortium partner in the HOME 
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Investment Partnership Program, the City of Waterloo Community Development Department, will continue to do 
likewise with the institutional structure associated with administering the HOME Program. 
 
Actions planned to reduce the number of poverty-level families. 
 
Cedar Falls has incorporated the Continuum of Care approach, providing an integrated system of services and 
programs to meet the various needs of individuals as they progress toward financial self-sufficiency. Cedar Falls 
has worked with local service providers to pursue resources and innovative partnerships to support the 
development of affordable housing; prevent homelessness, abuse, and substance abuse; offer housing education 
and literacy; pay mortgage and rent for residents in arrears on both using CARES (COVID-19) funds; hire 
interpreters for addressing the needs of their non-English speaking population, and provide emergency food and 
shelter to those persons in danger of becoming homeless. 
 
Actions planned to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social service agencies. 
 
Staff outreach is key in enhancing coordination between public and private housing and social service agencies, 
relative to housing in the city. Specifically, staff manages the Housing Choice Vouchers Program, which maintains a 
relationship with private housing management firms.  Further, the growth in the City has required staff to build 
relationships with private developers working the community.  Finally, the City has built and maintains a good 
communication dialog with local public service agencies and private non-profit organizations that are directly or 
indirectly involved in housing in the community. By working with and educating participating landlords and 
property owners, private developers, service organizations, about the City, its programs, and requirements, it will 
position itself to better meet the needs of the low-moderate-income individuals and households in the city.

1. Introduction. In response to the City Council’s expressed desire in references (a) and (b) for 

oral or written reports at least monthly, I am reporting on my past and planned activities. 

2. Past Activities in June. 

a. Ribbon Cuttings.   I attended ribbon cuttings at the Diamond Event Center, Ashley 

HomeStore, Salon Iris, and RC Dermatology. In our (hopefully) post-COVID Summer 

and Fall,  I’m looking forward to more events like these & will ensure Council receives 

these invitations from Grow Cedar Valley as well. 

b. Business & Industry Awards Luncheon. The City and CFU hosted these annual awards 

at the Diamond Event Center, and it was great to have several members of Council in 

attendance. Congratulations again to Frank Darrah for receiving the Cedar Falls 

Representative Citizen Award. Channel 15 also created an excellent video on the life of 

the late Sid Morris, in recognition of his Lifetime Achievement Award. It was very 

touching and a wonderful tribute to a life well-lived. 

c. Resolving Behavior Concerns at The Falls Aquatic Center. After several complaints 

about the tone of The Falls during its opening days, I directed staff to come up with 

measures to ensure enforcement of proper patron conduct.  Staff placed signs throughout 

the facility noting The Falls’ zero-tolerance policy against profanity, fighting, and 

disrespect toward staff (especially lifeguards).  Early on, the Cedar Falls Police assigned 

officers to the evening hours prior to close, and later stepped down to random foot patrols 

during the regular police shift. From staff and patron observations, the conduct has 

improved dramatically.  I expect next year, this same approach will be used to ensure a 

positive family-friendly environment right from the start. 

d. City Emergency Operations Plan Draft. I continue to work with staff on the new 

version of the City Multi-Hazard Emergency Response Plan, including coordinating with 

external partners such as the Red Cross, Salvation Army, and Volunteer Center for the 
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Cedar Valley. After adding a new section to the plan on Cyber Attacks, I’ve provided the 

100 page document to Black Hawk County Emergency Management for feedback by mid-

July.   With their input, I’m confident we’ll have a completed plan ready for Council 

review at the first meeting in September. 

e. Sturgis Falls Celebration Weekend.  The weekend was a great success from my 

perspective, with well-attended events, warm (though overcast) weather, and terrific bands 

of all genres. With SFC under a one-year contract, we will need to discuss contract terms 

for next year, to determine if any changes are desired on the city’s end. 

3. Planned Activities for July: 

a. Mayor / Council NIMS/ICS Presentation. On July 6th, as part of the Emergency 

Operations Plan approval process, Black Hawk County Emergency Management 

Agency will explain the very basics of the National Incident Management System, 

which the City of Cedar Falls has adopted for managing all emergency incidents. 

Hopefully this will pique your interest to pursue additional free online training, such as 

IS-100 and IS-700 (FEMA’s introductory certified courses).   

b. City Council / Human Rights Commission Joint Meeting. This is scheduled for 

7/19 and will give the HRC the opportunity to update the Council on the activities and 

direction of the HRC, as well as to discuss several topics of mutual interest.  I will be 

working with both groups to develop an agenda for this 50 minute meeting. 

c. PSS Departmental Training Overview. I will be meeting with the Administrator, 

Public Safety Director, and Departmental Training Officer in late July to review the 

credentials and certifications of the Public Safety Department, for a better 

understanding of the training cycle & pipeline for the various public safety job classes. 

If I believe any changes or additions are needed, I will work with staff in the coming 

months to provide recommendations to the city council at Goal Setting.  

d. Boards & Commissions Appointment Process Update.  In July, I expect to release a 

new update to my written policy for appointing boards and commissions. Also, the 

past year and a half has shown the heavy lift for the mayor pro-tem to serve on every 

search panel. I will be proposing having the standing committee chairs serve on search 

panels instead.  This will be a discussion point for our Committee Structures work 

session, now scheduled for August 2nd. 

4. As always, please don’t hesitate to call, visit or e-mail if you have questions about these or 

other items I’m working on in the Mayor’s Office.

The City Council held a special work session at City Hall at 5:15 p.m. on June 21, 2021, 
with the following persons in attendance:  Frank Darrah, Kelly Dunn, Mayor Pro Tem 
Simon Harding, Daryl Kruse, Mark Miller, Dave Sires, and Susan deBuhr.  Staff 
members attended from all City Departments.  Members of the community attended the 
meeting and teleconferenced in.  Absent:  Mayor Rob Green. 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Harding introduced the only item on the agenda, Downtown Zoning 
Ordinance. 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Harding introduced Planning and Community Services Manager Karen 
Howard.  Ms. Howard introduced Ms. Mary Madden and Mr. Geoff Ferrell from Ferrell 
Madden to present by teleconference.  Ms. Madden provided an overview, including 
supporting slides, of the intent of the proposed parking requirements; the current 
parking requirements for the CBD overlay and City-wide residential areas; the proposed 
parking requirements for commercial/civic and residential zones; and discussed the 
concept of reserved versus shared parking for both commercial/civic and residential 
zones.   
 
Mayor Pro Tem Harding opened Council discussion. 
 
Councilmember deBuhr requested the definition of shared parking.  Ms. Madden 
responded it is an acceptable pool of parking within a large walkable district so lots 
aren’t sitting empty.  Ms. deBuhr questioned use by the public of privately owned 
parking.  Ms. Madden responded it would not apply to any existing use.  Ms. Madden 
referenced the slide for proposed minimum shared parking and stated that as the size of 
a building increased so would the shared parking requirements.  She stated the 
recommendation is for half of the time [to be shared] to increase the availability of 
parking in the Downtown core at different hours of the day.  Ms. Howard gave an 
example and stated signage would be posted.  Ms. deBuhr questioned who pays the 
property tax and liability insurance when private parking is shared for public use?  Ms. 
Howard stated the property owner is responsible.   
 
Councilmember Kruse expressed concerns regarding existing lots the public utilize and 
questioned who finances maintenance.  Ms. Madden responded that the proposed 
guidelines for shared public parking are only for new development moving forward.  Mr. 
Kruse questioned to clarify that a new development would have to allow ¼ of their 
parking to be used by the public even when fully rented/purchased.  Ms. Madden 
responded that the shared time is only ½ the day, 12 hours.  She stated it might mean 
residential parking is publicly available during the day and vice versa.  Mr. Kruse 
requested examples of cities the size of Cedar Falls implementing this strategy.  He 
questioned resident attitude towards buying/renting and not having adequate parking.  
Ms. Madden responded by noting ways other developments have differentiated resident 
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parking from shared public parking.  Mr. Kruse questioned only requiring ¾ parking spot 
per bedroom and lack of guest parking requirement that is in current code.  Ms. Madden 
responded that the proposal does not prohibit developers from building more parking; it 
gives them a baseline and lets the developer determine the parking needs of the 
project.  Mr. Kruse questioned the need for additional parking with regard to out-of-town 
customers and requested more thought, involvement and feedback by downtown 
merchants before moving forward. 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Harding requested clarification on how the number of stalls was 
determined and if there is a map that shows where new developments can be 
constructed.  Ms. Madden responded historical data of downtown was incorporated into 
the Downtown Vision Plan and used to determine recommendations.  She stated that 
there are opportunities to develop and redevelop around the core east and west of Main 
Street.  Ms. Howard noted examples of private downtown lots the City has negotiated 
use of during off hours; she stated shared use parking will be built into the 
development’s model from the beginning and will be easily accessible, marked, and 
factored into the cost structure. 
 
Councilmember Sires requested more input from downtown business owners.  
Councilmember Dunn questioned how many sessions or work sessions were held 
where public input was allowed.  Ms. Howard responded Planning &Zoning Commission 
(P&Z) held 3 public hearings and 4 work sessions; additional work sessions were held 
with developers and Community Main Street.  Ms. Dunn requested a project timeline.  
Ms. Howard responded the Vision Plan was adopted in November of 2019 and the 
proposed zoning was made available to the public in February of 2021. 
 
Councilmember deBuhr requested examples of shared parking [in other communities]. 
Councilmember Kruse requested more input from the public and business owners.  Ms. 
Howard stated for clarification that the code was drafted and made available to the 
public in February of 2021 and has been open to public review during P&Z public 
hearings.  She stated if specific suggestions are made, Planning will bring information to 
the Council to consider. 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Harding requested a consensus to either move forward with the current 
proposed zoning ordinance or hold another Work Session.  Councilmember deBuhr 
asked if there could be a Committee meeting with public input.  Mr. Harding asked Ms. 
Howard for a timeline moving forward.  Ms. Howard responded if there’s a consensus to 
move forward, the next step is to set a public hearing; if there’s more to discuss or more 
information is needed, the next step is to set a Work Session or Committee of the 
Whole meeting.  Mayor Pro Tem Harding requested a consensus to schedule a 
Committee of the Whole meeting.  Mayor Pro Tem sees a consensus. 
 
There being no further discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Harding adjourned the meeting at

Ms. Darrah gave some opening remarks and introduced Lisa Skubal, Vice President/Economic 
Development of Grow Cedar Valley. 

Ms. Skubal reviewed external marketing and business growth and stated they have 7 new 
project leads since December.  Ms. Skubal explained the QR Code that is available to scan and 
see the 2020 exiting Business Survey Report, cost of living calculator, and other options.  They 
have executed the first 6 counties’ regional wage and benefits survey.  Ms. Skubal explained 
their collaboration with Techworks and extended an invitation to UNI’s Advanced Manufacturing 
at Techworks on Wednesdays from 10:30-2:30 to see the latest in 3-D printing and robotics. 

Ms. Darrah explained the diversity, equity, and inclusion projects, talent initiative, IGNITE, ONE 
Cedar Valley programs and the upcoming Economic Inclusion Conference.  Ms. Darrah 
explained the outreach regional magazine and website called Live the Valley.  Ms. Darrah 
introduced Aaron Jarnagin, Director of Marketing with Grown Cedar Valley. 

Mr. Jarnagin explained the digital marketing project, Project Engage, and Live the Valley, a 
digital marketing initiative to promote the Cedar Valley.  

Ms. Darrah gave closing remarks and stated they are still working on airport advocacy and 
strengthening the current flights.         

Mayor Pro Tem Simon Harding introduced the second item on the agenda, Cash Management 
Report, Lisa Roeding, City Treasurer. 

Ms. Roeding gave the cash management report for FY2022.  Ms. Roeding gave an overview of 
investments and rates of return, operating cash reserves, and providing a snapshot of financial 
position and capital expenditures.  Three priorities in managing public funds are safety, liquidity, 
and yield.  Ms. Roeding stated the City will continue to keep an eye on the rollback and state 
backfill, since the State will be phasing out the backfill funds.  She explained these funds are 
used for one-time capital projects.  Councilmember Kruse asked about the significant amount of 
reserve in the sewer fund.  City Administrator Gaines stated this is set aside for the Treatment 
Plant projects.   

Councilmember Kruse motioned to approve the Cash Management Report for FY2022.  
Councilmember Miller seconded. 

Mayor Pro Tem asked for a roll call from Councilmembers voting on the Cash Management 
Report:  Aye:  Miller, deBuhr, Kruse, Harding, Darrah, Sires, Dunn and Harding.  Nay:  None.  
Motion carried.  

There being no further business, Mayor Pro Tem adjourned the meeting at 6:52 p.m.

Cedar Falls is a recipient of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME 
Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) funds that support several programs, 
including housing rehabilitation and repair for income-qualifying residents. Cedar Falls 
participates in a HOME Consortium with City of Waterloo, which is the lead entity and 
administrator of HOME funds for both cities. 
 
In June 2021, bids were let for rehabilitation projects #1-21-686 and #1-21-687. The 
City of Waterloo, with the assistance of Cedar Falls staff, has determined that the 
properties and their owners meet HOME program requirements. The rehabilitation 
project will improve the owners’ living conditions and bring the homes into code 
compliance.  
 
On Friday, June 25, 2021 at 2:00 PM, bids were received and opened for the HOME 
rehabilitation projects. Bid results are shown in the table below. Permit amounts have 
been added to each bid total to show the total contract amount for each bid. For Project 
#1-21-686, Cedar Falls Utilities has committed to reimbursing the City for $3,000 
attributable to project items that increase energy efficiency, including installation of a 
high efficiency gas furnace and insulation of the rim joists and fireplace chase. This 
property was built in 1978 and therefore is exempt from the federal Lead Safe Housing 
Rule.

For Project #1-21-686, the inspector estimate was $20,206. The estimates were drafted 
in fall 2020, and the cost of supplies and subcontractor services may have increased 
since then due to pandemic-related market volatility. The City’s Manual for Housing 
Rehabilitation Programs, last updated July 2020, requires that HOME and CDBG 
contracts not exceed $20,000 at the time of award, but allows a total investment of up to 
$24,999 per home if change orders become necessary. City staff have considered 
amending the initial $20,000 cap stipulated in the Manual, since time is of the essence 
in spending HOME funds from past years. However, staff have not yet had an 
opportunity to make another round of Manual amendments and present them to the 
Council. Taking CFU’s $3,000 commitment into account, the low bid for this project 
would exceed the initial contract limit by $1,998. City staff recommend that the Council: 
 

 Waive the $20,000 initial contract limit for Project #1-21-686, in consideration of 
price volatility and the exigency of spending HOME funds. 

 

 Award a contract for Project #1-21-686 to Tojo Construction, the lower 
responsible and responsive bidder, in the amount of $24,998. 

 
 
For Project #1-21-687, the inspector estimate was $16,938. City staff recommends that 
the Council award a contract Project #1-21-687 to Tojo Construction, the lowest 
responsible and responsive bidder, in the amount of $19,422.

PROPOSAL 
The petitioner proposes to replat Lot 2 of Pinnacle Prairie 
Commercial South Phase II into four lots.

The 
applicant submitted the preliminary and final plat applications for 
the replat to be reviewed concurrently.

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subdivision of Lot 2, the original Deed of Dedication will have to be amended to eliminate the 
restriction on access to Prairie Parkway (see agenda item memo for the Amendment to the 
Deed of Dedication to Pinnacle Prairie Commercial South Phase II).

The site is 
located at the northeast corner of Viking 
Road and Prairie Parkway intersection. 
 
The property is zoned Highway 
Commercial (Hwy-1). There are 20-foot 
setbacks along the perimeter of the plat 
and along the public right-of-way.  The 
setbacks are shown on the final plat. 
 
As proposed, the petitioner proposes a 
private street that will provide access to 
the proposed lots. Private streets are not preferred but they are acceptable.  The private street 
also helps the applicant move forward with their proposal of the UnityPoint Clinic (SP21-006). 
The Deed of Dedication creates an association to manage the maintenance of the private 
streets, private utilities, and common shared property. The petitioner will connect to the regional 
stormwater system that is already installed from the development of Pinnacle Prairie Phase II. 
 
The applicant also proposes the north/south private street be aligned with the Menards’ access 
point. The eastern boundary of the subdivision is centered with the Menards’ access point. 
Therefore, the applicant proposes a 25-foot easement be included along the northern half of the 
eastern subdivision boundary and an additional 25-foot easement that would be on Lot 3 of 
Pinnacle Prairie South Commercial Phase II, to install the private street. (see separate agenda 
item for the easement on lot 3)  
 
Setbacks are on the face of the plat are consistent with the required setbacks within the Hwy-1 
Zoning District. 
 
The applicant supplied all the required documents that are required for a final plat including the 
Deed of Dedication, Surveyor Certificates, Black Hawk County Auditor approval of the 
subdivision name, Attorney’s Title Opinion. The property owner does not have a mortgage on 
the property; therefore, the statement from the lienholder is not required.

The City Code states that the final plat must be in substantial conformance with the preliminary 
plat. The proposed final plat is conforming to the preliminary plat and associated conditions as 
discussed by the applicant and staff. The petitioner has met that criterion and the associated 
conditions. 
 
TECHNICAL COMMENTS 
City technical staff, including Cedar Falls Utilities (CFU) personnel, noted that the water, gas, 
and communication services are available to the site. The developer will extend the utility 
services to the proposed development. The easements identified on the plat satisfy Public 
Works and CFU requirements. 
 
All the utilities and internal street connections within the proposed subdivision will be kept in 
private ownership. The placed internal private infrastructure is able to serve the platted lots with 
access to public streets and right-of-way. All the placed utilities are available for development for 
the platted lots. The City Engineer has determined that the plan meets the City’s subdivision 
requirements. Appropriate one-way signage will be required at the intersection of the private 
street with Prairie Parkway, since the median will allow only right-in, right-out movements at this 
access. Full-access will be provided at the intersection of the private street with Brandilynn 
Boulevard. 
 
There is a 10 foot wide Viking Road Trail that runs along the southern boundary of the site.  The 
Viking Road Trail connects to the Prairie Parkway Trail that is western edge of Prairie Parkway.   
 
To meet the requirements of the placement of the sidewalk at the southeast corner of Viking 
Road and Prairie Parkway, the applicant will dedicate a small corner of the parcel for additional 
right-of-way.  The developer for the Pinnacle Prairie Commercial South Phase II was given 5 
years to add the sidewalks along Prairie Parkway and Brandilynn Boulevard for Lot 2. Staff 
recommends requiring the sidewalk along Prairie Parkway to its intersection with the sidewalk 
connection at the roundabout at Brandilynn Boulevard at the time of development of Lot 2 (with 
UnityPoint Clinic), The sidewalk along Brandilynn Boulevard would be installed to the eastern 
extent of the plat at the time of development of Lot 1 or 4, whichever is developed first. This will 
help avoid sidewalk gaps along this frontage. 
 
A courtesy mailing was sent to the neighboring property owners on June 3, 2021. 
 
Planning and Zoning Commission Recommendation 
Planning and Zoning Commission recommends the approval of #PP21-001 and #FP21-001, a 
preliminary and final plat for property located at 5909 Prairie Parkway in the Hwy-1 Commercial 
District, subject to: 

1) Any comments or direction specified by the Planning & Zoning Commission. 
2) Conform to all city staff recommendations and technical requirements.

Acting Chair Holst introduced the item and Ms. Pezley provided 
background information. She explained that the site is located on the 
northeast corner of Viking Road and Prairie Parkway. The applicant 
proposes to re-plat Pinnacle Prairie Commercial South Phase II Lot 2 into 
four lots. The Deed of Dedication would be revised to allow access onto 
Prairie Parkway, which will allow a private street to be constructed from

Prairie Parkway to Brandilynn. The access point at Brandilynn would align 
with the access to Menard’s to the north, which will require a 25 foot 
access easement to be granted by the owner of Lot 3 within the original 
subdivision. The access to Prairie Parkway will be right-in / right-out only 
due to the median in Prairie Parkway. The streets are proposed to be 
private and will be maintained by the owner’s association. Stormwater is 
proposed to connect to the regional stormwater system as approved with 
the previous subdivision. Final wording of the deed of dedication is being 
worked out with the applicant. Staff recommends continuing discussion on 
the preliminary and final plats to the June 23 meeting.  
 
The applicant was available via zoom but was unable to speak due to 
technical issues. There was a brief discussion regarding the private street 
and right in/right out access to Prairie Parkway. Ms. Howard noted that it 
will be important to carefully sign the access to Prairie Parkway as “one-
way.”  

 
The items will be continued at the next Planning and Zoning meeting. 
 
Chair Leeper stated that he has a conflict with the application and Vice-
Chair Larson would be leading this agenda item.  Vice-Chair Larson 
introduced the application for the preliminary subdivision.  Ms. Pezley 
provided an overview of the site and surrounding properties and 
highlighted the Viking Road Trail that connects to Cedar Prairie Trial She 
explained that the parcel is located at the northeast corner of Viking Road 
and Prairie Parkway, and that the applicant is proposing to replat the 
Pinnacle Prairie Commercial South Phase II Lot 2. The Deed of Dedication 
would need to be revised to allow access onto Prairie Parkway by way of 
two private streets. The applicant proposes to connect stormwater to the 
regional stormwater plan as approved by the Pinnacle Prairie Master Plan. 
The property is in the HWY-1, Highway Commercial Zoning District which 
requires 20- foot setbacks along the perimeter of the plat and public right-
of-ways. A private street will be installed with the first building on the 
subdivision and the owners association will maintain private streets, private 
utilities, and common shared property. The north/south street will be 
aligned with the Menards access and sidewalks will also be installed. Staff 
recommends approval of the preliminary and final plats for the property.   
 
The applicant, Alex Bower, of Robinson Engineering Company stated that 
the property owner, Merrill Oster, is working on selling lot 1 and they 
request the lot line for lot 1 to move 15 feet to the east.  He recommends 
an access easement over the boundary line.  Ms. Pezley recommended 
continuing the hearing to the next meeting with a new plat.  Mr. Holst also 
pointed out that the applicant could move forward with the application as 
proposed and come back to the review process for the boundary 
adjustment.  Staff said there is an administrative process for a lot line 
adjustment that the application may be reviewed under.  The applicant 
agreed with moving forward with the application as proposed.   
 
Ms. Prideaux asked if the easements would be affected by the modification 
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to the boundary line adjustment. Ms. Pezley said yes, the utility easement 
would need to be modified.  Mr. Bower pointed out that he proposes an 
access easement to provide additional movement for lot 4.  Mr. Bower 
requests to move forward with the application as proposed.  Mr. Holst 
moved to approve the preliminary plat as proposed.  Ms. Saul seconded 
the motion.  The motion was approved.  7 ayes (Hartley, Holst, Larson, 
Prideaux, Saul, Schrad, and Sears), Leeper abstained, and 0 nays. 
 
There were no further comments regarding the final plat.  Ms. Saul moved 
to approve the final plat as presented.  Ms. Prideaux seconded the motion. 
The motion was approved.  7 ayes (Hartley, Holst, Larson, Prideaux, Saul, 
Schrad, and Sears), Leeper abstained, and 0 nays.

PROPOSAL 
The applicant proposes to construct a one story, 4,001 square foot clinic, on Lot 2 of 
Pinnacle Prairie South Commercial Phase V. The site plan illustrates the location of the 
clinic, parking for employees and 
patients, and a dumpster enclosure.  The 
proposed layout of the site sits on 0.71 
acres with vehicular access to the private 
street that is part of the proposed 
preliminary and final plat for Pinnacle 
Prairie South Commercial Phase V 
application (PP21-001 and FP21-001) 
that is connected to Prairie Parkway and 
Brandilynn Boulevard.   
 
BACKGROUND 
The property is part of the Pinnacle 
Prairie Master Plan that was adopted by 
the City in 2004. The City approved 
Pinnacle Prairie Commercial South

for development 
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Phase II in 2012.  Menards is to the north of the site and Discount Tire, Collins 
Community Credit Union, BioLife, Ross Dress for Less, Hobby Lobby, HomeGoods, and 
Dollar Tree are located to the west of the site.  Deere and Company own the vacant 
land to the south.  Pinnacle Prairie 
Owner’s Association has reviewed 
the plans for the site.    
 
 ANALYSIS 
The HWY-1 District is intended to 
promote general service commercial 
uses that serve a broader market 
area (i.e. city-wide or regional 
customer base). The ordinance 
requires a detailed site plan review 
prior to approval in order to ensure 
that the development site satisfies 
several basic aesthetic standards. 
Attention to details such as parking, 
open green space, landscaping, 
signage, building design, and other 
similar factors help to ensure orderly 
development in the entire area.  
 
Following is a review of the zoning 
ordinance requirements for the 
proposed development: 
 
1) Use: Any commercial or retail use intended to serve the traveling public or a 

regional customer base is listed as a permitted use in the HWY-1 District and a 
health clinic fits into that category. Use is allowed. 
 

2) Setbacks: There is a platted building setback of 20 feet along all three frontages 
(Viking Road, Prairie Parkway, and the Private Drive). The building is 23 feet from 
Viking Road, 24 feet from Prairie Parkway, and 49 feet from the private street. At 
these distances the building meets the setback requirement. The side yard setback 
is 5 feet. The district also requires that a 20-foot landscaped setback be maintained 
along streets and accessways, which in this case would include the private street. 
Drives, aisles, and parking areas may not encroach into this landscaped setback. 
The applicant’s site plan conforms to these standards. Building setbacks are 
satisfied. The parking lot setbacks are also satisfied. 
 

3) Parking: Medical or Dental Clinics require five parking spaces, plus one additional 
parking space for each 200 square feet of gross floor area over 1,000 square feet.  
The floor area of the building is 4,001 square feet.  The use will require 20 spaces 
and the applicant proposes 27 spaces.  The parking meets the zoning standards

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with minimum stall dimensions of 9’ x 19’ and a 24-foot wide aisle. The amount 
and dimension of the parking stalls and drives are met. 

 

4) Open Green Space: The HWY-1 District requires that open green space/landscape 
area be provided at the rate of 10% of the development site excluding the required 
20-foot landscaped setback area. Below is a summary that details how this 
provision is met. 
 
 
 

New Development Site(excluding 20-foot landscape 
setback) 

19,374 SF  

Required Open/Green Space 1,938 SF 10% 
Provided Open/Green Space 4,120 SF 21% 

 
Landscaping is shown throughout the site, both around the building as well as 
within the parking lot, along the streets, and required setbacks. For clarity, the 
3,886 square feet is the provided green space in addition to the landscaped 
setback. 
The open green space exceeds the minimum requirement and is well 
distributed. 

  
5) Landscaping: The HWY-1 District 

requires landscaping at the rate of 
0.02 points per sq. ft. of total 
development site area which 
comes to 620 points required. Their 
plan achieves 835 points.  An 
additional 450 points are required 
for street tree planting and their 
plan achieves 520.  

 
Trees are required in the vehicular 
use area at the rate of one 
overstory tree per 15 parking 
spaces. This equates to a 
requirement of 2 overstory trees. 
That is the amount proposed within 
the parking area to meet this 
requirement. 

 
In addition to parking lot trees, there are trees located along the street frontages, 
with shrubs and additional trees being located around the buildings and parking 
areas as required. Landscaping requirements are met.  

 

6) Building Design: The HWY-1 zone requires a design review of various elements. 
The intent of the zone is to promote and facilitate comprehensively planned 
commercial developments located adjacent to major transportation corridors and 
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interchanges. It is further the purpose of the zone to encourage high standards of 
building architecture and site planning. The elements in the code are noted below 
with a review of how each is addressed. Overall, staff finds that the proposed 
building design meets the zoning standards based on the following analysis.  

 

Proportion: The relationship between the width and height of the front elevations of 

adjacent buildings shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building; the 
relationship of width to height of windows and doors of adjacent buildings shall be 
considered in the construction or alteration of a building. 

 
Renderings of the proposed building have been submitted. The scale and 
proportion of the new building will be similar to other nearby 
establishments. It is 1-story with variable wall heights where the flat roof 
with additional parapets with the highest point at 21 feet. The neighboring 
buildings to the east and west have similar dimensions.  Staff finds that 
the proposal is consistent with neighboring buildings and with the height 
allowances in the zoning district.  

 
Roof shape, pitch, and direction: The similarity or compatibility of the shape, pitch, and 

direction of roofs in the immediate area shall be considered in the construction or 
alteration of a building. 

 
The adjacent buildings utilize flat roofs with a parapet around the edge. 
The applicant proposes a flat roof with additional parapets to provide a 
variation to the roofline. Staff finds that the design is compatible with the 
surrounding buildings. 

 
Pattern: Alternating solids and openings (wall to windows and doors) in the front facade 

and sides and rear of a building create a rhythm observable to viewers. This pattern of 
solids and openings shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building.  

 
The new building would present to the new private road and Prairie 
Parkway.   Due to the nature of the use to be more private in nature, the 
building is designed to provide light into the building while protecting 
patients’ privacy.  There is a good balance of the other materials and 
colors that provide a transition to the less transparent rear of the building. 
Overall, the patterns meet or exceed the City’s standards. 

 
Materials and texture: Materials and texture. The similarity or compatibility of existing 

materials and textures on the exterior walls and roofs of buildings in the immediate area 
shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building. A building or alteration 
shall be considered compatible if the materials and texture used are appropriate in the 
context of other buildings in the immediate area. 

 
The applicant proposes windows, fiber cement siding, and corrugated 
metal panels for the new building’s exterior materials. All of the materials 
provide a sleeker modern feel that strikes a balance between color and 
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texture. Staff finds that these material and texture choices are compatible 
with those of adjacent buildings. 

 
 

Color: The similarity or compatibility of existing colors of exterior walls and roofs of 

buildings in the area shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building. 

 
The applicant proposes the building features to be a very neutral color 
palate. The applicant proposes a dark gray fiber cement, a redwood fiber 
cement vertical panels, and light gray corrugated metal accent panels. 
The fiber cement siding is an inconspicuous gray cobblestone color that 
blends in with the color scheme. Staff finds no issues with the choice of 
colors. 

 
Architectural features: Architectural features, including but not limited to, cornices, 

entablatures, doors, windows, shutters, and fanlights, prevailing in the immediate area, 
shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building. It is not intended that 
the details of existing buildings be duplicated precisely, but those features should be 
regarded as suggestive of the extent, nature, and scale of details that would be 
appropriate for new buildings or alterations. 

 
Architectural features of the new building include the flat roof, with the 
slight variation where the parapets are located.  The applicant proposes 
window curtains along the north and west elevations and a window ribbon 
along the North and South elevations. These style features and materials 
maintain an identity while being generally consistent with neighboring 
buildings.

View from Viking Road:  
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7) Trash Dumpster Site: The dumpster and enclosure is located on the south edge of 

the property. This enclosure will be made of fiber cement and metal to match the 
materials used on the principal structure. It will have two doors to operate towards 
the north where a truck can approach it. The enclosure will measure 15 feet by 14 
feet and will be 6 feet high. The dumpster facility location and enclosure is 
acceptable.  
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8) Lighting: The HWY-1 District regulations do not have specific lighting design 
guidelines. However, all new site plans require a review of the lighting to consider 
potential nuisance issues and incompatibilities. The vehicular use area will utilize 
four 15-foot high fully downcast and shielded fixtures produced by Lithonia Lighting. 
The applicant will also propose four smaller fully downcast and shielded fixtures that 
will be attached to the building for pedestrian lighting.  The lighting plan shows that 
the proposed models will properly light critical areas of the site without producing 
glare or spillover light directing light on to other properties. Lighting is acceptable. 

 
9) Signage: Separate sign permits will be required for all signage prior to installation. 

However, the proposed signage plan for the site must be part of this review by the 
Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council. The signage plan has been 
included as an attachment. 
 
Wall signs may only be on two wall surfaces and must be less than 20% of the wall 
area. For the new building, two wall signs are illustrated on the building on the north 
and the west. These wall signs meet the quantity and are well within the size 
requirements. 
 
Freestanding signs are to be evaluated on a case-by-case basis. The intent in this 
zone is to limit the size, height, and number of on-premises signs for each permitted 
use with the objective of discouraging sign clutter and to encourage the highest 
aesthetic standards for the development site.  Freestanding signs are limited in 
height to 25 feet above the surface of the roadway and their aggregate sign area 
should not exceed 250 square feet.  The applicant proposes a 10.2 foot by 9.5 
monument sign that will be similar materials as the proposed building. Signage is 
acceptable. 

 
10) Storm Water Management: The applicant proposes to connect to the Pinnacle 

Prairie regional storm water plan. The engineering division has determined that no 
additional detention is required. Prior to construction, a City SWPPP permit will still 
need to be obtained. Criterion is met, subject to final engineering review prior to 
issuance of a building permit.  
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TECHNICAL COMMENTS 
 

Cedar Falls Utilities (CFU) has reviewed the site plan for the Unity Point Express Clinic.  
Water, electric, gas, and communications utility services are available in accordance 
with the service policies of CFU.  The developer is responsible for the construction of a 
properly sized water system from the existing 8” water mains near the northeast corner 
of Lot 4 and the existing 12” water main near the southwest corner of Lot 2. Included in 
the installation are valves, fire hydrants and water service stubs for the new lots.  Final 
main sizing and fire hydrant and valve placement locations will be part of the 
construction plan review.  The developer will need to make refundable investments for 
the installation of the electric and gas utilities to and throughout the addition.  For a ten-
year period after the installation, CFU will refund a portion of the refundable investment 
based upon the number of new service connections to the electric and gas distribution 
system.  There is no interest paid on the refundable investment and the total refund will 
not exceed the original investment amount.  CFU will install the communication utility 
fiber system to serve the addition.   
 
Any other minor technical issues will be addressed at the time of a building plan review. 
 
A courtesy notice to surrounding property owners was mailed on June 3, 2021. 
 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Staff recommends approval of SP21-006, a commercial site plan for property located at 
5909 Prairie Parkway in the HWY-1 Commercial District, subject to: 

1) Any comments or direction specified by the Planning & Zoning 
Commission. 

2) Conform to all city staff recommendations and technical requirements.

The next item for consideration by the Commission was a site plan review 
for the UnityPoint Clinic site at 5909 Prairie Parkway. Acting Chair Holst 
introduced the item and Ms. Pezley provided background information, noting 
that the clinic will be located on one of the new lots created with the 
previously discussed plat. The applicant is proposing to build a new 4,001 
square foot building for a clinic with 27 parking at the location. Staff finds 
that the site meets the setbacks, open space, parking, landscaping, signage, 
and use requirements and recommends continuing the discussion to the 
June 23 meeting. This cannot be approved prior to approval of the 
preliminary and final plats. 
 
Alex Bower, engineering consultant for the applicant, spoke on behalf of the 
applicant explaining that UnityPoint Clinic would like to find a location with 
easier access for their clients. As they do not need as much land as the 
existing lot 2, it is proposed to split the property into four lots. This led to the 
decision to create the right-in / right-out entrance and the full access on to 
Brandilynn to allow for a traffic circulation pattern through the site that 
makes the fire apparatus access easier.

Mr. Schrad asked if there was any further consideration of a bike path on 
Viking Road. Ms. Howard noted that the trail has already been constructed 
along the Viking Road frontage of this property, but additional sidewalks will 
need to be constructed from Viking up to the roundabout at Brandilynn when 
the clinic is constructed. The Commission felt that it was a good project and 
had no concerns.  
 
The item will be continued at the next Planning and Zoning meeting. 
 
The Commission considered a site plan for the UnityPoint Clinic at 5009 Prairie 
Parkway. Vice-Chair Mr. Larson introduced the item.  Ms. Pezley provided 
background information. She explained that the applicant proposes a 4,001 square 
foot building with 27 parking spaces, a dumpster enclosure, and access to a private 
street. The private streets will be built at the same time as UnityPoint Clinic and a 
sidewalk will be installed along the western property. The applicant proposes to 
cover 20% of the lot outside of setbacks to be covered with landscaping. The site 
meets the setbacks, open space, parking, landscaping signage, and use are 
allowed in the HWY-1 District. Ms. Pezley provided a rendering displaying the view 
of each side of the building. Staff recommends approval of the site plan with any 
comments or direction from the Commission and conformance to staff 
recommendations and technical comments. 
 
Mr. Schrad made a motion to approve the item. Mr. Holst seconded the motion. The 
motion was approved with 7 ayes (Hartley, Holst, Larson, Prideaux, Saul, Schrad 
and Sears), 1 abstention (Leeper) and 0 nays.

PROPOSAL 
The applicant proposes to construct 
a one-story, 8516 square foot retail 
building at 703 Brandilynn Blvd.  
The applicant proposes a 
restaurant with a drive-through and 
three other retail spaces.  The site 
plan illustrates the location of the 
building, drive-through lane, parking 
for employees and customers, and 
a dumpster enclosure.  The 
proposed layout of the site sits on 
1.537 acres with vehicular access 
to the private easement to the 
property to the north and an access on to Brandilynn Boulevard from the south.  Ross 
Dress for Less, Hobby Lobby, HomeGoods, and Dollar Tree are located to the north of 
the site.  Collins Community Credit Union and BioLife are located south of the site.  
Walmart and associated parking lot is east of the site.     
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BACKGROUND 
The property is part of the Pinnacle Prairie Master Plan that was adopted by the City in 
2004. The City approved Pinnacle Prairie Commercial South Phase II in 2012.  Lot 3 
was created in 2016 under Pinnacle Prairie Commercial South- Phase IV plat. The 
property is zoned Highway Commercial (HWY-1), which requires site plan review and a 
recommendation from Planning and Zoning Commission and approval from the City 
Council.  Pinnacle Prairie Owner’s Association has reviewed the plans for the site.   
 
 ANALYSIS 
The HWY-1 District is intended to promote general service commercial uses that serve 
a broader market area (i.e. city-wide or regional customer base). The ordinance 
requires a detailed site plan review prior to approval in order to ensure that the 
development site satisfies several basic aesthetic standards. Attention to details such 
as parking, open green space, landscaping, signage, building design, and other similar 
factors help to ensure orderly development in the entire area.  
 
Following is a review of the zoning ordinance requirements for the proposed 
development: 
 
1) Use: Any commercial or 

retail use intended to 
serve the traveling public 
or a regional customer 
base is listed as a 
permitted use in the 
HWY-1 District.  The 
retail and restaurant 
space proposed within 
the building satisfy this 
definition. Use is 
allowed. 
 

2) Setbacks: There is a 
platted building setback of 20 feet along Brandilynn Boulevard.  The building is 75 
feet from Brandilynn; 103 feet from the western property line; 30 feet from the 
northern property line, and 114 feet from the eastern property line.   

 
The side yard setback is 5 feet. The district also requires that a 20-foot landscaped 
setback be maintained along streets and principal accessways.  Drives, aisles, and 
parking areas may not encroach into these landscaped setbacks.  The private drive 
along the east property line is considered a principal accessway because it is the 
primary driveway for the entirety of this commercial area to the north and east  
Therefore, the 20-foot landscaped setback applies along the eastern property 
boundary and along Brandilynn Boulevard to the south.  The applicant’s site plan 
conforms to these standards. Building setbacks are satisfied. The parking lot 
setbacks are also satisfied.

3) Parking: The code requires restaurants to provide one parking space for every 100 
square feet of gross floor area, plus one parking space for every two employees 
with a minimum of five parking spaces.  The code requires retail stores over 2,000 
square feet in gross floor area to provide 4.5 parking stalls per 1,000 square feet of 
gross floor area.  The floor area of the building is 8,516 square feet and of that, 
4,820 square feet will be designated as the restaurant.  The applicant proposes 
using the exclusion of storage areas, closets, bathrooms, and other areas that are 
nonessential to the building up to 10%, which is found under Sec. 26-220(b)(1).

The proposal requires 65 parking spaces and the applicant proposes 67 spaces. 
 
The parking meets the zoning standards with minimum stall dimensions of 9’ x 19’. 
The applicant also proposes three parking spaces that will be compact spaces that 
are 8’x19’ and a 24-foot wide aisle. The amount and dimension of the parking 
stalls and drives are met. 

 

4) Open Green Space: The HWY-1 District requires that open green space/landscape 
area be provided at the rate of 10% of the development site excluding the required 
20-foot landscaped setback area. Below is a summary that details how this 
provision is met. 
 
 
 

New Development Site(excluding 20-foot landscape 
setback) 

55,071 SF  

Required Open/Green Space 5,507.1 SF 10% 
Provided Open/Green Space 9,605 SF 17% 

 
Landscaping is shown throughout the site, both around the building as well as 
within the parking lot, along the streets, and required setbacks. For clarity, the 
9,605 square feet is the provided green space in addition to the landscaped 
setback. 
The open green space exceeds the minimum requirement and is well 
distributed. 
 

5)  Landscaping: The HWY-1 District requires landscaping at the rate of 0.02 points per 
sq. ft. of total development site area which comes to 1,379 points required. Their 
plan achieves 1,995 points.  An additional 306 points are required for street tree 
planting and their plan achieves 480.  Four of the street trees are already planted.  
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The Hwy-1 district and parking standards require internal landscaping requirements.   
Trees are required in the vehicular use area at the rate of one overstory tree per 15 
parking spaces.  This equates to a requirement of 5 overstory trees.  That is the 
amount proposed within the parking area to meet this requirement. 
 
In addition to the internal parking lot trees, there are trees required within the 
peripheral of the parking lot and along the street frontages.  The applicant proposes 
landscaping islands with at least five feet wide with shrubs, grasses, and additional 
trees being located around parking areas.  The landscaping screening is required for 
the entire parking lot which includes the internal circulation to be screened.  The 
applicant provided a revised landscaping plan that was presented to the Planning 
and Zoning Commission.  The revised landscaping plan meets the landscaping 
screening requirements.   

 
 

6) Building Design: The HWY-1 zone requires a design review of various elements. 
The intent of the zone is to promote and facilitate comprehensively planned 
commercial developments located adjacent to major transportation corridors and 
interchanges. It is further the purpose of the zone to encourage high standards of 
building architecture and site planning. The elements in the code are noted below 
with a review of how each is addressed. Overall, staff finds that the proposed 
building design meets the zoning standards based on the following analysis.  
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Proportion: The relationship between the width and height of the front elevations of 

adjacent buildings shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building; the 
relationship of width to height of windows and doors of adjacent buildings shall be 
considered in the construction or alteration of a building. 

The applicant submitted the elevations and two renderings of the building.  
The scale and proportion of the new building will be similar to other nearby 
establishments. It is one-story with variable wall heights where a flat roof 
with additional parapets ranging from 18-22 feet. The neighboring 
buildings to the north and south have similar dimensions.  Staff finds that 
the proposal is consistent with neighboring buildings and with the height 
allowances in the zoning district.  

 
Roof shape, pitch, and direction: The similarity or compatibility of the shape, pitch, and 

direction of roofs in the immediate area shall be considered in the construction or 
alteration of a building. 

 
The adjacent buildings utilize flat roofs with a parapet in the front. The 
applicant proposes a flat roof with additional parapets to provide a 
variation to the roofline. Staff finds that the design is compatible with the 
surrounding buildings. 

 
Pattern: Alternating solids and openings (wall to windows and doors) in the front facade 

and sides and rear of a building create a rhythm observable to viewers. This pattern of 
solids and openings shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building.  

 
The new building is oriented toward Brandilynn Blvd.  The applicant 
proposes a variety of fiber cement siding in “espresso”, and “pecan” and 
pac-clad aluminum panels in “stone white.”  The applicant also proposes 
brick with a “vintage black velour” to provide a change in materials and 
colors.  There is a good balance of the materials and colors that provide a 
transition to the less transparent rear of the building. Overall, the patterns 
meet or exceed the City’s standards. 

 
Materials and texture: Materials and texture. The similarity or compatibility of existing 

materials and textures on the exterior walls and roofs of buildings in the immediate area 
shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building. A building or alteration 
shall be considered compatible if the materials and texture used are appropriate in the 
context of other buildings in the immediate area. 

 
The applicant proposes windows, fiber cement siding, and painted bricks 
for the new building’s exterior materials. All of the materials provide a 
sleeker modern feel that strikes a balance between color and texture. Staff 
finds that these material and texture choices are compatible with those of 
adjacent buildings. 

 

Color: The similarity or compatibility of existing colors of exterior walls and roofs of 

buildings in the area shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building. 
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The applicant proposes the building features to be a very neutral color 
palate. The applicant proposes dark brown fiber cement, pac-clad 
aluminum panels in “stone white”, a pecan color fiber cement panels, and 
“black velour”  bricks.  Staff finds no issues with the choice of colors. 

 
Architectural features: Architectural features, including but not limited to, cornices, 

entablatures, doors, windows, shutters, and fanlights, prevailing in the immediate area, 
shall be considered in the construction or alteration of a building. It is not intended that 
the details of existing buildings be duplicated precisely, but those features should be 
regarded as suggestive of the extent, nature, and scale of details that would be 
appropriate for new buildings or alterations. 

 
Architectural features of the new building include the flat roof, with a slight 
variation where the parapets are located.  The applicant proposes window 
curtains along the south and east elevations and material changes for the 
north and west elevations. These style features and materials maintain an 
identity while being generally consistent with neighboring buildings.  
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7) Trash Dumpster Site: The dumpster and enclosure are located on the west edge of 

the property. This enclosure will be made of rock face block in a dark gray color and 
metal to match the materials used on the principal structure. It will have three sets of 
doors to operate towards the east where a truck can approach it. The enclosure will 
measure 10 feet by 34 feet and will be 7 feet high. The dumpster facility location 
and enclosure are acceptable.  
 

 
 

8) Lighting: The HWY-1 District regulations do not have specific lighting design 
guidelines. However, all new site plans require a review of the lighting to consider 
potential nuisance issues and incompatibilities. The vehicular use area will utilize six, 
15-foot high fully downcast and shielded fixtures produced by Lithonia Lighting. The 
applicant will also propose four smaller fully downcast and shielded fixtures that will 
be attached to the building for pedestrian lighting.  The lighting plan shows that the 
proposed models will properly light critical areas of the site without producing glare 
or spillover light directing light on to other properties or right-of-way. Lighting is 
acceptable. 

 
9) Signage: Separate sign permits will be required for all signage prior to installation. 

However, the proposed signage plan for the site must be part of this review by the 
Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council. The signage plan has been 
included as an attachment. 
 
Wall signs may only be on two wall surfaces and must be less than 20% of the wall 
area.  Proposed wall signs will need to be similar and proportional to the signs 
shown on the elevations for a cohesive sign plan at the time of sign permit.  For the 
new building, two wall signs are illustrated on the building on the west and the south

elevation. These wall signs meet the quantity and are well within the size 
requirements. 
 
Freestanding signs are to be evaluated on a 
case-by-case basis. The intent in this zone is 
to limit the size, height, and the number of on-
premises signs for each permitted use with the 
objective of discouraging sign clutter and to 
encourage the highest aesthetic standards for 
the development site.  Freestanding signs are 
limited in height to 25 feet above the surface 
of the roadway and their aggregate sign area 
should not exceed 250 square feet.  The 
applicant proposes a 7.5 foot by12.5 multi-
tenant monument sign that will be constructed 
of similar materials as the proposed building. 
Signage is acceptable. 

 
10) Storm Water Management: The applicant proposes to connect to the Pinnacle 

Prairie regional storm water plan. The engineering division has determined that no 
additional detention is required. Prior to construction, a City SWPPP permit will still 
need to be obtained. Criterion is met, subject to final engineering review prior to 
issuance of a building permit.  

 
TECHNICAL COMMENTS 
 

Cedar Falls Utilities (CFU) has reviewed the proposed site plan.  Water, electric, gas, 
and communications utility services are available in accordance with the service policies 
of CFU.  There is an existing 8” water service stubbed into the lot.  The site shows a 12” 
water service.  If a 12” is required, the existing 8” will need to be abandoned in 
accordance with the CFU service policies.  Natural gas is available along Brandilynn 
Blvd. 
 
The developer is responsible for the construction of a properly sized water system 
throughout the proposed site.  Included in the installation are valves, fire hydrants, and 
water service connections.  Cedar Falls Public Safety will need to review and approve 
the civil site plan for final hydrant locations.  Gas services are owned, installed, and 
maintained by CFU.  If the primary heat source for the new building is natural gas, CFU 
will install the gas service at no cost to the owner.  The general contractor is required to 
contact CFU for coordination of utility service locations.   
 
Any other minor technical issues will be addressed at the time of a building plan review. 
 
A courtesy notice to surrounding property owners was mailed on June 15, 2021. 
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RECOMMENDATION 
Planning and Zoning Commission recommends approval of SP21-007, a commercial 
site plan for property located at 703 Brandilynn Boulevard in the Hwy-1 Commercial 
District, subject to:   

1) Any comments or direction specified by the Planning & Zoning 
Commission. 

2) Conformance with all staff recommendations and technical requirements.

Vice-Chair Larson introduced the application.  Ms. Pezley provided an overview 
of the proposal, location, and design of the building as outlined in the staff 
report.  She explained how the proposal meets the criteria as outlined in the staff 
report.  She also explained that the staff report has a condition requesting a 
revision for the landscaping plan.  Ms. Pezley entered into the record a revised 
landscaping plan and found that the revised landscaping plan meets the criteria 
outlined in the City Code.  She recommends removing the condition for a 
revised landscaping plan and approving the application as presented with two 
conditions as listed in the staff report.    
 
Ms. Saul moved to approve the application as presented and Mr. Larson 
seconded the motion.  Mr. Holst said that he found this is a straightforward 
application.  The motion was approved unanimously with 8 ayes (Hartley, Holst, 
Larson, Leeper, Prideaux, Saul, Schrad, and Sears), and 0 nays.

Applicability 
The Project or Program to which the construction work covered by this contract pertains is being assisted by the United 
States of America and the following Federal Labor Standards Provisions are included in this Contract pursuant to the 
provisions applicable to such Federal assistance. 
 

A.1. (i) Minimum Wages. All laborers and mechanics employed or working upon the site of the work, will be paid 
unconditionally and not less often than once a week, and without subsequent deduction or rebate on any account (except 
such payroll deductions as are permitted by regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor under the Copeland Act (29 
CFR Part 3), the full amount of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents thereof) due at time of payment 
computed at rates not less than those contained in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor which is attached 
hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual relationship which may be alleged to exist between the 
contractor and such laborers and mechanics. Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe 
benefits under Section l(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to 
such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions of 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv); also, regular contributions made or costs 
incurred for more than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs, which cover 
the particular weekly period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred during such weekly period.  Such laborers 
and mechanics shall be paid the appropriate wage rate and fringe benefits on the wage determination for the 
classification of work actually performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(4). Laborers or 
mechanics performing work in more than one classification may be compensated at the rate specified for each 
classification for the time actually worked therein: Provided, that the employer‟s payroll records accurately set forth the 
time spent in each classification in which work is performed.  The wage determination (including any additional 
classification and wage rates conformed under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(ii) and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH-1321) shall be 
posted at all times by the contractor and its subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and accessible, place 
where it can be easily seen by the workers. 
 

(ii)(a) Any class of laborers or mechanics which is not listed in the wage determination and which is to be employed 
under the contract shall be classified in conformance with the wage determination.  HUD shall approve an additional 
classification and wage rate and fringe benefits therefor only when the following criteria have been met: 

(1)The work to be performed by the classification requested is not performed by a classification in the wage 
determination; and 
 

(2)The classification is utilized in the area by the construction industry; and 
 

(3)The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates 
contained in the wage determination. 
 

(b)If the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be employed in the classification (if known), or their 
representatives, and HUD or its designee agree on the classification and wage rate (including the amount designated for 
fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by HUD or its designee to the Administrator 
of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, Washington, D.C. 
20210. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or disapprove every additional 
classification action within 30 days of receipt and so advise HUD or its designee or will notify HUD or its designee within 
the 30-day period that additional time is necessary. (Approved by the Office of Management and Budget under OMB 
control number 1215-0140.) 
 

(c)In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the classification or their representatives, and 
HUD or its designee do not agree on the proposed classification and wage rate (including the amount designated for 
fringe benefits, where appropriate), HUD or its designee shall refer the questions, including the views of all interested 
parties and the recommendation of HUD or its designee, to the Administrator for determination. The Administrator, or an 
authorized representative, will issue a determination within 30 days of receipt and so advise HUD or its designee or will 
notify HUD or its designee within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary.  (Approved by the Office of 
Management and Budget under OMB Control Number 1215-0140.) 
 

(d)The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate) determined pursuant to subparagraphs (1)(ii)(b) or (c) of 
this paragraph, shall be paid to all workers performing work in the classification under this contract from the first day on 
which work is performed in the classification. 
 

(iii)Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe 
benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the contractor shall either pay the benefit as stated in the wage 
determination or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash equivalent thereof. 
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(iv)If the contractor does not make payments to a trustee or other third person, the contractor may consider as part of the 
wages of any laborer or mechanic the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing bona fide fringe benefits 
under a plan or program, Provided, That the Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of the contractor, that 
the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the contractor to set 
aside in a separate account assets for the meeting of obligations under the plan or program. (Approved by the Office of 
Management and Budget under OMB Control Number 1215-0140.)  
 

2. Withholding. HUD or its designee shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of 
the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld from the contractor under this contract or any other Federal 
contract with the same prime contractor, or any other Federally-assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage 
requirements, which is held by the same prime contractor so much of the accrued payments or advances as may be 
considered necessary to pay laborers and mechanics, including apprentices, trainees and helpers, employed by the 
contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages required by the contract In the event of failure to pay any laborer 
or mechanic, including any apprentice, trainee or helper, employed or working on the site of the work, all or part of the 
wages required by the contract, HUD or its designee may, after written notice to the contractor, sponsor, applicant, or 
owner, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of 
funds until such violations have ceased. HUD or its designee may, after written notice to the contractor, disburse such 
amounts withheld for and on account of the contractor or subcontractor to the respective employees to whom they are 
due. The Comptroller General shall make such disbursements in the case of direct Davis-Bacon Act contracts.  
 

3. (i) Payrolls and basic records.  Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be maintained by the contractor 
during the course of the work preserved for a period of three years thereafter for all laborers and mechanics working at 
the site of the work. Such records shall contain the name, address, and social security number of each such worker, his 
or her correct classification, hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide 
fringe benefits or cash equivalents thereof of the types described in Section l(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-bacon Act), daily and 
weekly number of hours worked, deductions made and actual wages paid.  Whenever the Secretary of Labor has found 
under 29 CFR 5.5 (a)(1)(iv) that the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of any costs reasonably 
anticipated in providing benefits under a plan or program described in Section l(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act, the 
contractor shall maintain records which show that the commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable, that the plan 
or program is financially responsible, and that the plan or program has been communicated in writing to the laborers or 
mechanics affected, and records which show the costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such benefits.  
Contractors employing apprentices or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written evidence of the 
registration of apprenticeship programs and certification of trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices and 
trainees, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs. (Approved by the Office of Management 
and Budget under OMB Control Numbers 1215-0140 and 1215-0017.)  
 

(ii) (a) The contractor shall submit weekly for each week in which any contract work is performed a copy of all payrolls to 
HUD or its designee if the agency is a party to the contract, but if the agency is not such a party, the contractor will 
submit the payrolls to the applicant sponsor, or owner, as the case may be, for transmission to HUD or its designee. The 
payrolls submitted shall set out accurately and completely all of the information required to be maintained under 29 CFR 
5.5(a)(3)(i) except that full social security numbers and home addresses shall not be included on weekly transmittals. 
Instead the payrolls shall only need to include an individually identifying number for each employee (e.g., the last four 
digits of the employee‟s social security number). The required weekly payroll information may be submitted in any form 
desired. Optional Form WH-347 is available for this purpose from the Wage and Hour Division Web site at 
http://www.dol.gov/esa/whd/forms/wh347instr.htm or its successor site. The prime contractor is responsible for the 
submission of copies of payrolls by all subcontractors. Contractors and subcontractors shall maintain the full social 
security number and current address of each covered worker, and shall provide them upon request to HUD or its 
designee if the agency is a party to the contract, but if the agency is not such a party, the contractor will submit the 
payrolls to the applicant sponsor, or owner, as the case may be, for transmission to HUD or its designee, the contractor, 
or the Wage and Hour Division of the Department of Labor for purposes of an investigation or audit of compliance with 
prevailing wage requirements. It is not a violation of this subparagraph for a prime contractor to require a subcontractor to 
provide addresses and social security numbers to the prime contractor for its own records, without weekly submission to 
HUD or its designee. (Approved by the Office of Management and Budget under OMB Control Number 1215-0149.)  
 

(b) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a “Statement of Compliance,” signed by the contractor or 
subcontractor or his or her agent who pays or supervises the payment of the persons employed under the contract and 
shall certify the following:  
 

(1) That the payroll for the payroll period contains the information required to be provided under 29 CFR 5.5 (a)(3)(ii), the 
appropriate information is being maintained under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(i), and that such information is  
correct and complete; 
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(2) That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper, apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract during the 
payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that no 
deductions have been made either directly or indirectly from the full wages earned, other than permissible deductions as 
set forth in 29 CFR Part 3;  
 

(3) That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less than the applicable wage rates and fringe benefits or cash 
equivalents for the classification of work performed, as specified in the applicable wage determination incorporated into 
the contract.  
 

(c) The weekly submission of a properly executed certification set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 
shall satisfy the requirement for submission of the “Statement of Compliance” required by subparagraph A.3.( ii)(b).  
 

(d) The falsification of any of the above certifications may subject the contractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal 
prosecution under Section 1001 of Title 18 and Section 231 of Title 31 of the United States Code.  
 

(iii) The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records required under subparagraph A.3.(i) available for inspection, 
copying, or transcription by authorized representatives of HUD or its designee or the Department of Labor, and shall 
permit such representatives to interview employees during working hours on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor 
fails to submit the required records or to make them available, HUD or its designee may, after written notice to the 
contractor, sponsor, applicant or owner, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further 
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required records upon request or to make 
such records available may be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.  
 

4. Apprentices and Trainees.  

(i) Apprentices. Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the work they performed 
when they are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program registered with the 
U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration, Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and 
Labor Services, or with a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Office, or if a person is employed in his or her 
first 90 days of probationary employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship program, who is not individually 
registered in the program, but who has been certified by the Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor 
Services or a State Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for probationary employment as an 
apprentice. The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job site in any craft classification shall not be greater 
than the ratio permitted to the contractor as to the entire work force under  
 
 
the registered program.  Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise 
employed as stated above, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the 
classification of work actually performed.  In addition, any apprentice performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio 
permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination 
for the work actually performed. Where a contractor is performing construction on a project in a locality other than that in 
which its program is registered, the ratios and wage rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman‟s hourly rate) 
specified in the contractor‟s or subcontractor‟s registered program shall be observed. Every apprentice must be paid at 
not less than the rate specified in the registered program for the apprentice‟s level of progress, expressed as a 
percentage of the journeymen hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe 
benefits in accordance with the provisions of the apprenticeship program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify 
fringe benefits, apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage determination for the 
applicable classification. If the Administrator determines that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice 
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination. In the event the Office of Apprenticeship 
Training, Employer and Labor Services, or a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Office, withdraws approval 
of an apprenticeship program, the contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize apprentices at less than the applicable 
predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable program is approved.  
 

(ii) Trainees. Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be permitted to work at less than the predetermined 
rate for the work performed unless they are employed pursuant „,to and individually registered in a program which has 
received prior approval, evidenced by formal certification by the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training 
Administration. The ratio of trainees to journeymen on the job site shall not be greater than permitted under the plan 
approved by the Employment and Training Administration. Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified 
in the approved program for the trainee‟s level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman hourly rate 
specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of 
the trainee program. If the trainee program does not mention fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of 
fringe benefits listed on the wage determination unless the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division determines that 
there is an apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding journeyman wage rate on the wage determination 
which provides for less than full fringe benefits for apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is 
not registered and participating in a training plan approved by the Employment and Training Administration shall be paid 
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not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually performed.  In addition, any 
trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not 
less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually performed. In the event the 
Employment and Training Administration withdraws approval of a training program, the contractor will no longer be 
permitted to utilize trainees at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable 
program is approved.  
 

(iii) Equal employment opportunity. The utilization of apprentices, trainees and journeymen under 29 CFR Part 5 shall 
be in conformity with the equal employment opportunity requirements of Executive Order 11246, as amended, and 29 
CFR Part 30.  
 

5. Compliance with Copeland Act requirements. The contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR Part 3 
which are incorporated by reference in this contract  
 

6. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor will insert in any subcontracts the clauses contained in subparagraphs 
1 through 11 in this paragraph A and such other clauses as HUD or its designee may by appropriate instructions require, 
and a copy of the applicable prevailing wage decision, and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these 
clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for the compliance by any subcontractor 
or lower tier subcontractor with all the contract clauses in this paragraph.  
 

7. Contract termination; debarment. A breach of the contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5 may be grounds for termination of 
the contract and for debarment as a contractor and a subcontractor as provided in 29 CFR 5.12.  
 

8. Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act Requirements. All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon 
and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR Parts 1, 3, and 5 are herein incorporated by reference in this contract  
 

9. Disputes concerning labor standards. Disputes arising out of the labor standards provisions of this contract shall not 
be subject to the general disputes clause of this contract. Such disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the 
procedures of the Department of Labor set forth in 29 CFR Parts 5, 6, and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause 
include disputes between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and HUD or its designee, the U.S. Department of 
Labor, or the employees or their representatives.  
 

10. (i) Certification of Eligibility.  By entering into this contract the contractor certifies that neither it (nor he or she) nor 
any person or firm who has an interest in the contractor‟s firm is a person or firm ineligible to be awarded Government 
contracts by virtue of Section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1) or to be awarded HUD contracts or 
participate in HUD programs pursuant to 24 CFR Part 24.  

(ii) No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any person or firm ineligible for award of a Government contract by 
virtue of Section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1) or to be awarded HUD contracts or participate in HUD 
programs pursuant to 24 CFR Part 24.  

(iii) The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the U.S. Criminal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001. Additionally, U.S. 
Criminal Code, Section 1 01 0, Title 18, U.S.C., “Federal Housing Administration transactions”, provides in part: 
“Whoever, for the purpose of... influencing in any way the action of such Administration... makes, utters or publishes any 
statement knowing the same to be false... shall be fined not more than $5,000 or imprisoned not more than two years, or 
both.”  
 

11. Complaints, Proceedings, or Testimony by Employees. No laborer or mechanic to whom the wage, salary, or 
other labor standards provisions of this Contract are applicable shall be discharged or in any other manner discriminated 
against by the Contractor or any subcontractor because such employee has filed any complaint or instituted or caused to 
be instituted any proceeding or has testified or is about to testify in any proceeding under or relating to the labor 
standards applicable under this Contract to his employer.  
 

B. Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. The provisions of this paragraph B are applicable where the 
amount of the prime contract exceeds $100,000. As used in this paragraph, the terms “laborers” and “mechanics” include 
watchmen and guards.  
 

(1) Overtime requirements. No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may 
require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any 
workweek in which the individual is employed on such work to work in excess of 40 hours in such workweek unless such 
laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all 
hours worked in excess of 40 hours in such workweek.  
 

(2) Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. In the event of any violation of the clause set forth in 
subparagraph (1) of this paragraph, the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the 
unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work 
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done under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquidated damages. 
Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen 
and guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (1) of this paragraph, in the sum of $10 for 
each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of 40 
hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in sub paragraph (1) of this paragraph. 
 

(3) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. HUD or its designee shall upon its own action or upon 
written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from any 
moneys payable on account of work performed by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any other 
Federal contract with the same prime contract, or any other Federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work 
Hours and Safety Standards Act which is held by the same prime contractor such sums as may be determined to be 
necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as 
provided in the clause set forth in subparagraph (2) of this paragraph.  
 

(4) Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in subparagraph 
(1) through (4) of this paragraph and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier 
subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor 
with the clauses set forth in subparagraphs (1) through (4) of this paragraph.  
 

C. Health and Safety. The provisions of this paragraph C are applicable where the amount of the prime contract exceeds 
$100,000. 
 

(1) No laborer or mechanic shall be required to work in surroundings or under working conditions which are unsanitary, 
hazardous, or dangerous to his health and safety as determined under construction safety and health standards 
promulgated by the Secretary of Labor by regulation.

01 Award of Contract

   A. To consent without notice to any extension of time to the Contractor in which to 

perform the Contract; 

 

   B.  To consent without notice to any change in the Contract or Contract Documents, which 

thereby increases the total contract price and the penal sum of this bond, provided that 

all such changes do not, in the aggregate, involve an increase of more than 20% of the 

total contract price, and that this bond shall then be released as to such excess increase; 

and  

 

    C. To consent without notice that this Bond shall remain in full force and effect until the 

Contract is completed, whether completed within the specified contract period, within 

an extension thereof, or within a period of time after the contract period has elapsed and 

the liquidated damage penalty is being charged against the Contractor. 

 

The Contractor and every Surety on the bond shall be deemed and held bound, any contract to the contrary 

notwithstanding, to the following provisions:

Failure to specify or particularize shall not exclude terms or provisions not mentioned and shall not limit 

liability hereunder.  The Contract and Contract Documents are hereby made a part of this Bond.

11 Storm Water Pollution Prevention 
 
1. Site Description 

 

The proposed 2021 Permeable Alley Project involves the construction of one permeable paver alley and 

one P.C.C. alley . The construction shall include a combination of excavation and backfill in the alleys, 

P.C.C. installation, paver installation, new storm sewer with connections to new intakes, curb and gutter 

installation, and seeding.  

 

Upon removal of pavement in any area, underground construction begins immediately, and construction 

proceeds continuously until that work section is re-opened to traffic. All areas included in the project are 

designed with positive drainage to the existing storm sewer system that eventually drains into a branch of 

the Dry Run Creek and then to the Cedar River.  

 

The Project plan set has details that are incorporated as a part of the Storm Water Pollution Prevention 

Plan. The Project plan set shows the intended construction staging plan and details of the erosion control 

measures to be included in this project. No data is recorded regarding quality of runoff from the project 

area(s).  

 

2. Erosion and Sediment Controls 

 

Construction activities that disturb subgrade soils are shown in the construction staging plan as included 

in the Project plan set. The primary means of controlling silt movement during construction is by 

minimizing the exposure of subgrade soils by way of a designated staging plan. Sediment filters shall be 

installed on intake wells in sump locations and at the low point of each construction stage. Silt dams shall 

be installed at the low point of a construction stage where necessary to prevent silt from migrating off 

site. Sediment filters shall also be placed on finished intake openings until all designated areas are sodded 

or have been paved.   
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Stabilizing of all disturbed areas shall be by sodding or seeding as shown in the Project plan as soon as 

practical after completion of the backfilling of the curbs and the placement of the topsoil. The Contractor 

shall be responsible for installation and maintenance of all erosion control measures as described in the 

Project plan. The Contractor may elect to delegate portions of these tasks to Subcontractors as Contractor 

chooses. 

 

All Contractors/Subcontractors operating on the site shall take efforts to prevent contamination of storm 

water runoff, groundwater and soils by hazardous material and/or pollutants caused by their operations or 

encountered in their work. All waste building material and supplies must be removed from the site and 

disposed of legally. If construction equipment maintenance or repair is performed on the site, provisions 

must be made to capture and remove any lubricants or other fluids and dispose of legally. 

 

The Contractor shall notify the Owner immediately upon finding a hazardous material contamination 

either existing at the site or caused by any construction activities. 

 

Each and every Contractor shall be responsible to the owner to: 

1. Execute Contractor’s/Subcontractor’s part of the Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan 

as described. 

2. Conduct Contractor’s/Subcontractor’s activities to not damage any existing erosion 

control measure or stabilizing vegetation.  If damages occur, the Contractor shall make 

repairs at no additional expense to the Owner. 

3. Coordinate with the Owner for installation of additional erosion control measures that are 

needed during and at the conclusion of the work. 

 

3. Storm Water Management  

 

Storm water will be routed by means of permeable pavement, sub drain, and storm sewer. Sub drain will 

be used to channel water from the sub drain to the existing main storm sewer pipes. The storm sewer 

pipes will range in size.  Longitudinal sub-drains will be included along the centerline or off center of the 

alleys. The sub-drains will tie into the storm sewer pipes.  The aggregate storage layer will be 

hydraulically tied to the sub-drain aggregate envelope.  The storm water collection system is designed for 

the five (5 yr.) year storm event in accordance with local design standards. Temporary sediment basins 

are not incorporated because of the limited area exposed in each stage of construction. Sediment filters 

shall be incorporated in specific intakes to serve as sediment control structures during each stage. Storm 

water runoff volumes will not increase, and should decrease, as the final result of the permeable alley 

project. Storm water runoff shall be managed during construction to minimize erosion. 

 

4. Reporting and Updates 

 

The Owner or a representative is to insure compliance with the plans and will carry out regular 

inspections. Owner designated and qualified personnel will inspect disturbed areas of the construction site 

that have not reached “final stabilization” at least once every seven (7) calendar days. Owner will be 

responsible for executing the Plan towards the goal of a stabilized site. Owner will make determination of 

Contractors compliance with the plan and may direct additional measures to be taken by any Contractor. 

When a plan deficiency or the occurrence of a pollutant entering the drainage system is observed, 

corrective action shall be taken. Revisions and modifications shall be made to the control facilities as 

needed. 

 
12 METHOD OF MEASUREMENT 
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The Engineer will measure the items of work that have been acceptably constructed as specified in the 

contract documents for the  2021 Permeable Alley Project No. ST-000-3252 in accordance with the 2021 

edition of the SUDAS and as further amended by the City of Cedar Falls’ 2021 Supplemental 

Specifications to the 2021 edition of the SUDAS. 

 

13 BASIS OF PAYMENT 
 
Payment for the items listed in the Method of Measurement shall be determined by multiplying the item 

quantity (as determined in the Method of Measurement) by the unit price as bid on the Form of Proposal 

in accordance with the 2021 edition of the SUDAS Specifications and as further amended by the City of 

Cedar Falls’ 2021 Supplemental Specifications to the 2021 edition of the SUDAS. 

 
 

 
DIVISION 4 – Supplemental Plans and Specifications 

 

All work shall be constructed as specified in the Contract documents for the 2021 Permeable Alley 

Project in accordance with the 2021 Edition of the SUDAS and as further amended by the City of Cedar 

Falls’ 2021 Supplemental Specifications to the most current edition of the SUDAS, except as amended or 

supplemented as follows: 

 

Item No. 13 – Engineering Fabric 

The contractor shall install geotextile fabric in the areas as noted in the construction plans and 

specifications. This material is to be used to separate the fines in the sub-base from the previous aggregate 

base. The Contractor shall use geotextiles that are in conformance with Iowa D.O.T. Specification 4196 

using the “Subsurface Drainage Table”. Materials IM 496.01 shall also apply for this bid item. Approved 

manufacturers and brand names are as listed in Materials IM 496.01, 5. Appendix A. 

 

1. Contractor shall place geotextile fabric on the bottom and sides of the soil subgrade. Contractor 

shall secure the geotextile fabric in place to prevent wrinkling from vehicle tires and tracks on 

equipment. 

2. Contractor shall over-lap the geotextile fabric a minimum of twelve (12“) inches in the direction 

of drainage. 

3. Contractor shall lay the geotextile fabric over the edges of the subgrade to prevent fines from 

washing into the pervious aggregate base. 

 

Item No. 19 – Permeable Interlocking Pavers, Clay Brick 

This bid item is for the furnishing and placement of permeable clay brick pavers. Pavers shall be a 

permeable clay brick paver by Belden Brick Company or approved equivalent. Paver color shall be 

Regimental Red and paver color sample shall be incidental to bid item. Pavers shall meet or exceed the 

requirements of ASTM standard C 1272; heavy vehicular paving brick. See the ASTM standard for 

additional requirements. Placement of the permeable pavers shall be as shown in the detail(s) in the 

construction documents. The permeable pavers shall be placed in a Herringbone pattern. 

 

Contractor’s placement of the permeable clay pavers shall be as follows: 

A. Where pavers are placed against a curb and gutter or other pavement, installation of an edge 

course or soldier course is required if the pavement edge is not straight. Trim pavers as required 

to compensate for deviations in the adjacent pavement edge. Do not cut pavers to less than 1/3 

their original size.  

B. Install PCC edge restraint.  

C. Place chalk lines on the bedding course to maintain straight joint lines.  
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D. After pavers have been installed on the bedding course, and all cut pavers have been inserted to 

provide a full and complete surface, inspect pavers for damaged units and irregular joint lines. 

Remove and replace pavers as required.  

E. After inspection and replacement of damaged pavers, fill joint openings with bedding stone. 

Sweep the surface clean.  

F. Compact pavement surface with two passes of a vibratory plate compactor capable of at least 

5,000 pounds centrifugal compaction force. Do not operate plate compactor within 6 feet of an 

unrestrained pavement edge.  

G. Re-inspect pavers, and remove and replace all damaged units. Refill joint openings completely. 

Sweep pavers clean. Complete compaction with two passes of the plate compactor.  

H. Refill all paver joint openings with bedding aggregate 6 months after installation. 

 

Quality control Standards shall be as followed: 

A. Ensure horizontal alignment of the PCC edge restraint is within 1/2 inch of design alignment.  

B. Ensure final surface is within 3/8 inch when tested with a 10 foot straightedge.  

C. Ensure no greater than 1/8 inch difference in height between adjacent pavers.  

D. Maintain surface elevation within 1/4 inch above adjacent drainage inlets, gutters, and other 

appurtenances. 

 

Item No. 20 – PCC Edge Restraint, 6” Concrete Slab, 4’ Wide 

Coarse aggregate for P.C.C. shall be Class 3 durability. Seal all expansion joints. Subgrade preparation, 

compaction, forming, concrete placement, finishing, curing, jointing, and joint sealing shall be considered 

incidental to the bid item. Concrete collar(s) around pavers shall be P.C.C., 6”, Class ”C”. Horizontal 

alignment requirement shall be per SUDAS section 7080-3.10-A. 

 

Item No. 22 – Hydraulic Seeding (Type 1, Permanent Lawn Mixture)  

The subgrade area shall be free of debris and rocks; and raked smooth before applying the hydraulic 

mulch/seed mix. The seed type shall be Type 1, permanent lawn mixture. The Contractor shall follow 

SUDAS Specification 9010.305 for the site preparation and the application procedure.

RESOLUTION SETTING DATE OF PUBLIC HEARING TO 

CONSIDER ENTERING INTO A PROPOSED AGREEMENT FOR 

PRIVATE DEVELOPMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF CEDAR 

FALLS, IOWA, AND CV COMMERCIAL, L.L.C. 

 

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 17,348, adopted February 14, 2011, and amended by 

Amendment No. 1, approved by Resolution 21,832 on January 6, 2020, this Council found and 

determined that certain areas located within the City are eligible and should be designated as an urban 

renewal area under Iowa law, and approved and adopted the College Hill Urban Renewal Plan (the 

"Plan") for the College Hill Urban Renewal Area (the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described 

therein, which Plan is on file in the office of the Recorder of Black Hawk County; and 

 

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the overall 

redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and 

 

WHERAS, the City has received a proposal from CV Commercial, LLC (the "Developer"), in 

the form of a proposed Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and between the City and the 

Developer, pursuant to which, among other things, the Developer would agree to construct certain 

Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) on certain real property located within the 

College Hill Urban Renewal Area at 2119 College Street in Cedar Falls, Iowa as further defined and 

legally described in the Agreement and consisting of the construction of an approximately 31,200 square 

foot commercial/residential mixed use building on the Development Property, together with all related 

site improvements, as outlined in the proposed Development Agreement; and

carry out the purposes of said Chapter, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the City 

and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder is a public 

undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law and, further, that 

the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of appropriate economic 

development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the

After the completion of the newly designed and constructed portion of Viking Road at 
Highway 58, the intended speed limit through the updated corridor from Hudson Road 
to Prairie Parkway is 35 mph. Now that construction has been completed by the Iowa 
Department of Transportation and their contractor, the posted speed on Viking Road will 
need to be updated from Prairie Parkway to Hudson Road. The existing corridor West of 
Prairie Parkway will remain as currently posted at 45 mph.   
 
The Engineering Division is proposing changes to City Code Section 23-300, Lawful 
Speed Limits Established, to align the code to match what has been designed and 
constructed. Please see the attached redline changes for City Code Section 23-300, 
Lawful Speed Limits Established.  
 
The Engineering Division recommends approval of setting the speed limit to 35 mph on 
Viking Road from Prairie Parkway to the West City Limits and setting the speed limit to 
45 mph on Viking Road from Cedar Heights to Prairie Parkway.
