In attendance were Mayor Jacques K. Gilbert, Mayor Pro Tem Nicole L. Dozier, and Council
Members Audra M. Killingworth, Brett D. Gantt, Terry Mahaffey, and Cheryl F. Stallings. Also
in attendance were Town Manager Catherine Crosby, Assistant Town Managers Shawn Purvis

and Marty Stone, Town Clerk Donna B. Hosch, and Town Attorney Laurie L. Hohe.

COMMENCEMENT

Mayor Gilbert called the meeting to order. He stated this was a big day for Apex as we move
forward with our vision of the town. The Mayor spoke about unity and its importance. Division

will take us in the wrong direction.

PUBLIC HEARINGS
PH1  Russel Dalton, Traffic Engineering Manager.
Schematic designs to carry forward to final design phase for the Saunders St Parking
Lot, Commerce St Alley, Seaboard St Alley, The Peak on Salem Alley, Saunders St
Gathering Place, and Salem Streetscape, as well as “Smart Parking” solutions
Staff presented the process overview which consisted of five phases. The proposed schedule
based on the CIP was presented. The work session follow up on July 26th was overviewed
which was attended by 8 or 9 residents. Projects not funded for this year would be in the CIP
process. The parking summary was detailed, showing an increase of parking spaces including

handicapped. Staff stated there would be a separate discussion on the solar canopy.
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Staff presented the options for possible Council motion including streetscapes, gathering
spaces, and smart parking. The schematic designs, the associated options, and the cost

estimate summaries for each were presented.

Related to Sanders Lot solar canopy, staff outlined the project and the benefits to the public.
The scope of the work was detailed along with the cost estimation. The total annual savings
were stated which had a total payback of 19 years. There were pros and cons to the project,
the pros outweighing the cons. The 100% clean energy goal was outlined. Staff recommended

approval of this project.

Responding to Council, staff answered questions related to trees and shading, a possible
future parking deck, and to where power would go. Staff clarified for Council curb vs. curbless,
sidewalks, and timed parking. The contract with the church was clarified. There was discussion
as to how parking availability could be identified by the public, i.e., technology options. Based

on public comments, staff spoke about a crosswalk.

Shannon Flaherty, on behalf of the Apex Chamber Board of Directors, publicly gave support
for the project which was thorough with diverse ideas. Business wise, this would be positive
for the business community, thereby bringing in more businesses. Ms. Flaherty stated the
parking was understandable, and her Board agreed with drop off spots. Change requires us
all to pivot and change can be exciting. The Chamber Board applauded the work of Council,

staff, the consultant, and volunteers.

Linda Land, Stylish Living, stated she had met with staff. She objected to portions of the plan.
She spoke about the surveys which were completed and why she felt they were not complete
or representative of the population of the town. Ms. Land spoke about the charette and its

disadvantageous. She spoke about parking being removed.

Renee Lloyd was concerned about how much parking would be disrupted while these changes
were being made. She talked about the current parking difficulty and asked had a census been

done. Ms. Lloyd spoke about construction workers taking up parking spaces.

Nick Bryant, The Apex Gallery, was in agreement with moving forward, staggered parking, and
builder owner buy in. He was not for moving forward with parking lot plans as there was no

guarantee of securing the gravel lot. Mr. Bryant talked about the parking on various streets.

Marshall Barnes, Antiques on Salem Street, was concerned about moving forward without the
parking situation being nailed down. He was opposed to removing parking on Salem Street.
Mr. Marshall wanted Council to support the plan that supports at least some parking on Salem

Street.

Alison Gantt stated she had strong support for almost all elements of the plan and was excited
forthe changes. She supported Option C and explained why. Ms. Gantt spoke about the drop

zones, bollards, and other benefits.

Jason Millmore, Fresh Local Ice Cream, thanked everyone for getting us to this point. He was
in full support of every recommendation. He just wanted something to happen, so he was not
in support of any particular option. Mr. Millmore fully supported change and growth. The town
is solving problems, and the few with concerns should not overshadow what the whole of the
community wants. He spoke about growth in Cary; and thought that as this transpires in Apex,

people will wish it had of been done sooner.

Jack Otepka, 621 Productions, urged everyone to consider the needs of the handicapped and
elderly throughout the project. He spoke about merchandise being carried from the parking
lot to his establishment by the handicapped and elderly, which he caters to. He asked for a

spot out front as at least a drop off.

Marsha Lund stated she is the gravel parking lot. She has not talked much about the town
owning this property. Therefore, this meeting seemed to be a bit ahead of the ball about the
lot. Ms. Lund stated she was big on growth and has watched what has happened with small

towns. She wanted the town to back up and get what it needed to make the town grow.

Mack and Pam Thorpe, The Rusty Bucket, were concerned about disruption of parking during

construction. They talked about retail stores closing and not being replaced by retail. They
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did not think the parking was going to be resolved until the town entertained a deck. The

Thorpes liked Plan B, they are all for growth, and we all need to compromise.

Kyle Denis, Apex Outfitter & Mission Market, wanted to see this project move along. We finally
have a plan and everyone is not going to be happy. But if we dont go forward, we never will.
Mr. Denis talked about other municipalities and how they've moved forward with their
downtowns. There needs to be a parking deck. Trees that are stressed should be assessed
and possibly cut down. Mr. Denis felt it was too soon to decide on a solar deck. Maybe the

town could lease rooftop space of the businesses for solar.

Saunders Lot - staff stated this was voted on previously with a vote of 4-1. Discussion ensued

on the issue of parking and preservation of a particular tree.

Solar Canopy

Council Member Mahaffey made a motion to include the solar canopy. Motion failed without

a second.

Council Member Gantt made an alternate motion to exclude the solar canopy. Motion failed

without a second.

Council spoke about return on this investment and how this may be premature and not a good

idea for inclusion.

Council stated return would be quicker than what he expected. He talked about there may be

possibilities for reuse of the panels. Opportunities to do this will be few and far between.

Council stated we might be able to work out deals to have solar on rooftops of businesses.

Council spoke about other opportunities in other areas for solar where it may last longer.
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Council spoke about where funding would come for this. All except one aspect are coming in

over what we originally expected, confirmed by staff.

Council Member Dozier made a motion to explore the solar canopy further to
include things like grant funding and other structures at the pleasure of the Council
or the Town; Council Member Mahaffey seconded the motion.

Council Members Dozier, Mahaffey, Killingsworth, and Stallings voted in the
affirmative; Council Member Gantt voted in the negative.

The motion carried by a 4-1 vote.

Commerce Street - Council talked about what business owners want as far as trash and

recycling, parking and not seeing gathering space as being beneficial, and parking spaces.
Staff spoke further on these issues. Hohe stated there could be legal issues related to parking
if we wanted to assign spaces to certain businesses. Council spoke about parking for

employees which she felt was necessary.

Council stated we are just starting this process, and there will be more of these meetings.
Decisions tonight will probably not be 100%, and staff will come back if they need to. The

purpose tonight was to get something officially on paper.

Council Member Mahaffey made a motion to proceed with the Commerce Street plan and
include the option to
relocate utilities; Council Member Gantt seconded the motion.

The motion carried by a 5-0 vote.

Seaboard Street - staff answered questions about parking, about possibly making Seaboard

one way, and adding more parking. Council stated again that this is a starting point; this is not

the end of the conversation.

Council Member Mahaffey made a motion to proceed with the Seaboard Street plan, include
relocating utilities, and explore

lease options with compactors; Council Member Gantt seconded the motion.
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Council Members Dozier, Mahaffey, Killingsworth, and Gantt voted in the affirmative; Council
Member Stallings voted in the negative.
The motion carried by a 4-1 vote.

Staff further explained parking on Seaboard Street.

Peak on Salem Alley - staff explained the concept and answered Council questions related to

noise, i.e., from a stage.
Council Member Gantt made the motion to proceed; Council Member
Mahaffey seconded the motion.

The motion carried by a 5-0 vote.

Salem Streetscape - staff spoke more about parking spaces and smart trashcans.

Council Member Gantt made a motion to proceed with curbless with bollards;

Council Member Killingsworth seconded the motion.

Council stated he did not feel curbless was in line with the feel of Apex.

Council stated she was in favor of curb because of accessibility and safety. Conversation

ensued about the bollards.
Council stated she was torn on the issue because of mobility issues.
Council stated she was a bit concerned because of mobility and safety.
Council Members Gantt, Killingsworth, and Stallings voted in the affirmative;
Council Members Dozier and Mahaffey voted in the negative.

The motion carried by a 3-2 vote.

Council Member Killingsworth made a motion to approve Option B with the 10 spaces;
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Council Member Stallings seconded the motion.

Council explained his opposition because of trees.
Council stated she would like a few more spaces.
Council stated we need a plan that's good for the long term. This process has gone on for
years and we've gotten plenty of input. Parking spaces have consistently been of concern to
citizens.

Council Members Killingsworth, and Stallings voted in the affirmative;

Council Members Dozier, Gantt and Mahaffey voted in the negative.

The motion failed 2-3.

Council Member Gantt made a motion to proceed with Option C;

Council Member Mahaffey seconded the motion.

Council spoke about how businesses would be more successful with this Option.

Two Council Members stated taking away parking from Salem Street would be an issue for

them.
Council Members Gantt and Mahaffey voted in the affirmative; Council Members
Dozier, Killingsworth and Stallings voted in the negative.
The motion failed 2-3.

Conversation ensued as to why Council voted as it did.

Mayor Gilbert called for a 15-minute break.

Council wanted to hear staff thoughts, and its concerns were presented along with alternatives.
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Council stated he was uncomfortable with redesigning this on the fly and approving an Option
that the public hasn't seen and has not been through the process. He wanted to move forward

with something tonight that had been presented, discussed, and commented on.

Council stated she was asking her colleagues to consider in the previous vote the removal of

the tree for an active use for parking.

Council Member Mahaffey called for reconsideration of the previous vote for Option
B with 10 spaces. Council Member Stallings seconded the vote. Council
Members Dozier, Killingsworth, Mahaffey, and Stallings voted in
the affirmative; Council Member Gantt voted in the negative.

The motion carried by a 4-1 vote.

Reconsideration of Option B with 10 spaces was now on the floor. Council Members
Dozier, Killingsworth, Stallings, and Mahaffey voted in the affirmative;
Council Member Gantt voted in the negative.

The motion carried by a 4-1 vote.

Council Member Dozier called for reconsideration of the Green Plan, Option B for the
Saunders Lot;
Council Member Gantt seconded the motion.

The motion carried by a 5-0 vote.

Further conversation ensued about the tree. Staff stated we have tried to keep this tree alive.
The tree is stressed because of stormwater issues. In a recent meeting, our arborist stated the

tree and others in the area are, in fact, very stressed.

Reconsideration of the Green Plan, Option B was now on the floor. Council Members
Mahaffey, and Stallings voted in the affirmative; Council Members Dozier, Gantt

and Killingsworth voted in the negative.
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The motion failed by a 2-3 vote.

Council Member Dozier made a motion to adopt Option A for the Saunders Lot; Council
Member Gantt seconded the motion. Council Members Dozier, Killingsworth, and Gantt
voted in the affirmative; Council Member Mahaffey and Stallings voted in the negative.

The motion carried by a 3-2 vote.

Salem Streetscape

Council stated he believed an opportunity existed to save funds by excluding the signal

upgrade.

Council Member Gantt made a motion to proceed with leasing smart trash cans, to include
the signal upgrade, to use pavers, and include lighting control; Council Member
Killingsworth seconded the motion. Council Members Gantt, Killingsworth, Dozier,
and Stallings voted in the affirmative; Council Member Mahaffey voted in the negative.
The motion carried by a 4-1 vote.
Smart Parking
Council Member Gantt made a motion to proceed to include the Saunders Lot and
Seaboard and to exclude on-street and the Apex Baptist Church;
Council Member Killingsworth seconded the motion.

The motion carried by a 5-0 vote.

With no further business and no objection from Council, Mayor Gilbert adjourned the meeting.

Rezoning Application #21CZ13 Evans Road PUD. The applicant Jason Vickers for Beazer
Homes, seeks to rezone approximately 34.57 acres from Rural Residential (RR) to Planned Unit
Development-Conditional Zoning (PUD-CZ). The proposed rezoning is located at 0, 0, 2921,
2929,3025,3027,3029, 3033 Evans Road, 0, 7616, 7628 Humie Olive Road & 0, 0, 2825, 2828,
2905, 2909, 2912, 2917, 2925 Walden Road.
Staff oriented Council to the site and a neighborhood meeting was conducted. The development will
include 115 residential units with no more than 50 townhomes. A letter of impact was received from
Wake County Public Schools and there will be insufficient school capacity. A preapplication meeting
was held with the Environmental Advisory Board, and The Parks and Recreation Advisory Commission
unanimously approved fee in lieu for the construction of a greenway trail. A public hearing was held
before the Planning Board and the Planning Board recommended approval. Planning staff

recommended approval.
Mayor Pro Tem Dozier declared the Public Hearing opened.
Neil Gosh, attorney for the applicant, stated the development will include both townhomes and single-

family homes, and is consistent with the Town'’s plans and requirements. He stated that the developer

is seeking to have NCDOT abandon its portion of Walden Road, allowing the developer to implement
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road improvements and upon completion the road would become a Town road. He addressed
concerns about the increase of traffic and stated that traffic calming devices could be included. The
developer negotiated to obtain a private agreement that will help the Town increase infrastructure.
The developer worked with staff to ensure that the development included greenways and crosswalks,
and addressed concerns with school capacity by having a minimum of 10% of the homes have a
primary bedroom located on the first floor. The developer committed to a donation to the Affordable

Housing Fund of $215 per plot at the time of the final plat.

Larry Harris Sr, stated that he supports the development of the Evans Road Project. He explained the

history of the area and how the development would be beneficial.

Brian Feekers, voiced concerns about children not being able to go to school in the Town that they

live in and the issues the Town is facing with school capacity. He asked Council to build responsibly.

Katie Nash, reiterated what Mr. Feekers said. She talked about the rapid rate of growth in the Town,

voiced concern on school capacity, and asked if growth in Town could be slowed down

Kevin Thorpe, Minister of Mt. Zion Baptist Church, thanked Council. He discussed his ancestors, the
land that was left to him, and how the development would affect him. He stated that he supports the
project, and expressed appreciation for the collaboration between the land owners and the

developer.

Mark Steele, stated that he was in support of the project. He stated that the project meets all the Town'’s

guidelines and will provide a wider range for housing diversity at various economic levels.

Mayor Pro Tem Dozier declared the Public Hearing Closed.

Council questioned if there were any affordable homes in the project and asked if they could increase
the amount of homes with a primary bedroom located on the first floor. The applicant stated that this
development was not a great site for affordable housing, and that they could increase the amount of
homes with a primary bedroom located on the first floor from 10% to 25%. Council felt this change

would help facilitate the concerns with school capacity.
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Council questioned if the homes were energy efficient and how the developer planned to honor the
Friendship legacy. The applicant stated that the homes will be energy efficient and that they are
providing additional cemetery access, intend to keep Walden Road named as it is honoring one of
the founding family’s namesakes, and plan to use other family namesakes to name streets throughout

the subdivision.

Council asked if the developer planned a tree canopy or for tree preservation. Jeff Roach with Peak
Engineering and Design, stated that the developer will donate $7,300 to a tree fund. Council asked
the affordability of the townhomes, and the applicant stated that the townhomes would be priced in

the $400,000 range.

Council expressed appreciation for the efforts made to honor the people and history of Friendship,
but asked for something additional to honor the people and community. Council stated that

affordable housing should be considered in the development.

Mayor Pro Tem Dozier called a ten-minute break.

The applicant stated that they will continue to work with community on naming rights and will include
historical markers within the development. The applicant stated that 10% of the townhomes could

have a reduced lot size, which would reduce the cost of the townhomes.

Council asked if a public art easement would be included in the cemetery driveway entrance, and the
applicant explained that the access would be on the backside. Council asked how the cemetery would
be maintained in the future and the applicant stated that the family will be responsible for
maintenance; they are not acquiring the property within the cemetery, they are only beautifying the

area.
Council asked if the developer had addressed the concerns of the people most impacted, and what
had been done to accommodate the concerns of the neighbors. The applicant stated that they had

accomplished both of these tasks.

Mayor Pro Tem Dozier called for a motion. Council Member Gantt
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made the motion to approve; Council Member Mahaffey seconded the motion.

Council suggested that staff and future applicants take steps to address school capacity in future
applications.

Amendments to the Thoroughfare and Collector Street Plan map associated
with recommendations from the regional Southwest Area Study led by the
Capital Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (CAMPQO)
Staff stated Friendship Road and Bosco Road (future Richardson Road extension)
would be addressed this evening.
(1)For Friendship Road, an analysis was calculated which analyzed daily traffic. She
spoke about future traffic volumes. All amendments were reviewed with Town
departments, and the Planning staff recommended approval as there were generally

no major concerns. There was a benefit as far as connectivity and mobility.

Staff stated that consequently there was substantfial public comment prior to the
Planning Board meeting related to the Catholic church, the concern being the
amendment would impact their ability fo expand in the future.

(2)For Bosco Road, a minor change was made in the alignment, and staff poinfed
out what was being recommended.

2.1.1 Town Council; 2.1.3.A Board of Adjustment, Powers and
Duties; 2.1.7.A Technical Review Committee, Powers and Duties; 2.2.11.E Public Notification,
Timing of Notice; 2.2.15 Action by the Town Council; 2.3.1 Development Approvals, General
Overview; 2.3.5 Special Use Permit; 2.3.6 Site Plan; 2.3.7.E Construction Plans for Master
Subdivision Plans; 8.3.9.E Parking — Other Eligible Alternatives; 8.6.2 Lighting Plan; 14.1.1
Dedication Generally; Fee in Lieu of Dedication Generally; Construction of Public Recreation
Facilities with Fee-in-Lieu Monies Generally; and 14.1.5 Procedure for Determination of Choice
Between Land Dedication, Payment of Fee-in-Lieu, Construction of Public Recreation Facilities
with Fee-in-Lieu Monies, or Combination Thereof; Performance Guarantees redefine Major Site
Plans to reduce the number of site plans that are classified as major and move the approval
authority of these plans from Town Council to the Technical Review Committee due to the
removal of the compatibility standard. In addition, the amendments move the approval authority
for Special Use Permits to the Board of Adjustment as that body already handles quasi-judicial
public hearings. Finally, the amendments provide an update to the position title for the
Development Services Manager.

2. The amendments to UDO Secs. 4.2.2 Use Table, 4.3 Use Classifications, 4.4 Supplemental
Standards changes the approval type of certain uses from Permitted to Special Use Permit or
from Special Use Permit to Permitted, removes certain uses from zoning districts in which those
uses are no longer deemed appropriate, and amend the use definition and supplement standards
for certain uses based on changes to the Use Table.

3. The amendments to UDO Secs. 8.3.2 Off-Street Parking Requirements, 8.3.6.D Parking Lot Design
Standards, Surfacing and Maintenance and 4.4.5.H Supplemental Standards, Commercial Uses

amends the parking standards for the r and maintenance, general” and “Automotive
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paint or body shop” in order to better reflect the current parking needs of such uses, requires
screening for vehicle storage areas associated with the use “Automotive paint or body shop”,
and provides flexibility for the surface material for parking associated with the use “Land clearing
and inert debris landfill”.

Private Agreements and Easement Negotiation:

The Town of Apex cannot enforce private agreements between developers and neighbors and is not a party
to the easement and right-of-way negotiation that occurs between developers and neighboring property
owners for easements or rights-of-way that are necessary to build the project.

It is recommended that all private agreements be made in writing and that if a property owner feels it
necessary, they should obtain private legal counsel in order to protect their interests in both private
agreements and during easement negotiations. The only conditions that the Town of Apex can enforce are
those conditions that are made a part of the conditional zoning of the property by agreement of the
developer and the Town.

As an example, if a developer offers to build a fence for a neighbor to mitigate some impact, the Town can
only enforce the construction of the fence if the fence becomes a condition of the rezoning. This would occur
by the developer offering the condition as part of their conditional zoning application package or at the Town
Council public hearing on the conditional zoning and the Town accepting it as a condition. Private agreements
regarding a fence being constructed will not be enforced by the Town.

To request that any agreement with a developer is made a part of the conditional zoning at the time of
approval, you may ask at the Town Council public hearing if the agreement is included in the conditions. If it
is not, you may request that the Town Council not approve the rezoning without the agreement being
included in the conditions (note that it is up to Town Council whether to approve or deny the rezoning but
they cannot impose conditions that the applicant does not agree to add). The developer’s proposed
conditions can be viewed any time after a rezoning is submitted on the Interactive Development Map at:

Noise & Hours of Construction: Non-Emergency Police 919-362-8661
Noise from tree removal, grading, excavating, paving, and building structures is a routine part of the
construction process. The Town generally limits construction hours from 7:00 a.m. to 8:30 p.m. so that there
are quiet times even during the construction process. Note that construction outside of these hours is
allowed with special permission from the Town when it makes more sense to have the construction occur at
night, often to avoid traffic issues. In addition, the Town limits hours of blasting rock to Monday through
Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Report violations of construction hours and other noise complaints to the
Non-Emergency Police phone number at 919-362-8661.

Construction Traffic: James Misciagno 919-372-7470
Construction truck traffic will be heavy throughout the development process, including but not limited to
removal of trees from site, loads of dirt coming in and/or out of the site, construction materials such as brick
and wood brought to the site, asphalt and concrete trucks come in to pave, etc. The Town requires a
construction entrance that is graveled to try to prevent as much dirt from leaving the site as possible. If dirt
does get into the road, the Town can require they clean the street (see “Dirt in the Road” below).

Road Damage & Traffic Control: Water Resources — Infrastructure Inspections 919-362-8166
There can be issues with roadway damage, roadway improvements, and traffic control. Potholes, rutting,
inadequate lanes/signing/striping, poor traffic control, blocked sidewalks/paths are all common issues that should
be reported to Water Resources — Infrastructure Inspections at 919-249-3427. The Town will get NCDOT involved
if needed.

Parking Violations: Non-Emergency Police 919-362-8661
Unless a neighbor gives permission, there should be no construction parking in neighbors’ driveways or on their
property. Note that parking in the right-of-way is allowed, but Town regulations prohibit parking within 15 feet of
driveways so as not to block sight triangles. Trespassing and parking complaints should be reported to the Non-

Sediment (dirt) and mud gets into the existing roads due to rain events and/or vehicle traffic. These incidents
should be reported to James Misciagno.

Sediment (dirt) can leave the site and get onto adjacent properties or into streams and stream buffers; it is typically
transported off-site by rain events.

Impacts to the streams and stream buffers
should also be reported to Danny Smith (danny.smith@ncdenr.gov) with the State.

During dry weather dust often becomes a problem blowing into existing neighborhoods or roadways. These
incidents should be reported to James Misciagno at 919-372-7470 so that he can coordinate the use of water
trucks onsite with the grading contractor to help control the dust.

Section 4: Purpose Statement

Purpose Statement explains how this project meets the standards found for Planned Unit Developments
(PUD) in Sec. 2.3.4 of the UDO.

Legacy is a proposed mixed use development consisting of nonresidential, multi-family and low density
residential development. The property is located south of US 64 HWY W. The American Tobacco Trail is
to the east as is the Smith Farm subdivision. Deer Creek PUD is approximately one mile to the west. The
PUD consists of the three (3) parcels. The current zoning is Rural Residential in Apex and Residential-80W
in Wake County. The total acreage is approximately 61 acres. The proposed 2045 Land Use Map
designation is Mixed Use to the north, which includes Commercial Services, Office Employment, and High
Density Residential. The south portion of the site is designated as Low Density Residential. The proposed
zoning classification is PUD CZ.

The purpose of the proposed PUD is to provide a high-quality development that is compatible with the
character of the surrounding area and complies with the 2045 Land Use Map. The proposed development
includes streetscapes and buffers. The planned detached single-family homes provide the appropriate
transition from the higher density residential uses to the north to the lower densities to the south. The
design protects the environmentally sensitive areas on the property and establishes Resource and
Conservation areas in accordance with the Town’s requirements. The proposed PUD will meet or exceed
all other requirements of the Apex Transportation Plan and the Town of Apex.

The proposed new development is intended to provide an area for nonresidential development that will
be combined with the nonresidential development planned for the property on our eastern property
boundary. This area will satisfy the requirements for the commercial and office development portion of
the Land Use Map. The proposed plan then transitions to high density residential. After the high density
residential, the proposed use is low density residential as per the 2045 Land Use Plan Map. Potential uses
include detached residential, townhouses, and school.

An amendment to the Town’s Transportation Plan is proposed to add a major collector street to the Plan.

The type of development planned is appropriate at this location. The proposed development is intended
to provide a community that is configured on the property in a way that integrates the new development
into the existing area. Sidewalks, integrated into the community will provide for pedestrian connectivity
along the proposed street network, ensuring that the development plan provides for a safe and attractive
pedestrian network. The community will have both nonresidential and residential development. By
incorporating of a mixture of multi-family unit sizes and the potential for single family for sale, the PUD
will offer a variety of housing options for people who want to live in this community. The PUD takes into
account the environmental features of the property. The proposed PUD will maintain the architectural
integrity consistent with Town of Apex standards and will complement the vision Apex has memorialized
in their “Advance Apex” long range plan. The planned community will enhance adjoining property values
by offering a high-quality development that will complement and anchor future development in the
surrounding area.

Sidewalks shall be provided on both sides of all public streets. The streets within apartments shall be
privately owned and maintained.

Water and Sanitary Sewer:

All lots within the project will be served by the Town of Apex Public Water and Sewer system. Refer to
sheet 3.0 of the PUD plan for conceptual connections to infrastructure within the surrounding vicinity.
This project will meet the Town of Apex Master Plans for Water and Sewer.

Roadways:

Internal streets shall be designed to Town of Apex public road standards. The proposed development
roadway system will be in accordance with the Apex Thoroughfare and Collector Street plan. Refer to
sheet 2.0 of the PUD plan for proposed access points and planned/future connectivity. Access points are
shown conceptual and will be finalized at site/subdivision plan stage. Internal streets to the multifamily
area will be private streets and maintained by the apartment complex.

Section 12: Natural Resources and Environmental Data

Existing Vegetation:

The site is primarily wooded with pines and hardwoods typically found in this area. There are several small
ponds on site. They will be evaluated for preservation at site or subdivision plan submission.

The existing streams on site will be assessed at site or subdivision plan submission. Any intermittent or
perennial streams will have the riparian buffers and be protected in accordance with the UDO and NCDWR
regulations. Existing vegetation within the buffers will remain undisturbed. To the extent practicable, the
project will minimize the number of stream crossings that will provide interconnectivity of the site for
emergency services and good circulation practices. The NCDWR and US Army Corps will have final permit
authority on the number of crossings.

Watershed:

The site is located within Primary Watershed Protection Overlay of the Beaver Creek Basin via Reedy
Branch.

Percentage of Built Upon Area (Impervious Surface)

The maximum built-upon area shall be 70% per section 5.1 of the UDO.
Landscaping:
e The project will plant deciduous shade trees on the southern side of buildings where applicable.

e The project will plant pollinator friendly flora that is diverse and provides blooming in succession
from spring to fall.

e The project will provide and allow for undisturbed spaces (e.g. leaf piles, un-mowed fields, fallen
trees) for nesting and overwintering for native pollinators and wildlife.

e Planting warm season grasses for drought resistance.

o To further illustrate the project's commitment to preserving and replacing tree canopy, at the
time of first subdivision or site plan submittal the developer will provide a donation to a local non-
profit organization with a mission towards tree preservation in the amount of $10,000.

Energy Efficiency:
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e Per the UDO requirements, the project will include EV charging stations that are spread out on
the site where feasible. The charging stations will be at least a level 2, or 40 amps.

o The exterior lighting for all multi-family and commercial buildings and parking lots will be 100%
LED fixtures.

e Exterior lighting will meet UDO requirements to provide only full cut off lights.

e The project will install light timers or sensors or smart lighting technology for the multifamily units
in the parking lot/outdoor lighting in the parking lot.

e All bedrooms and living rooms in multifamily units will have a window for natural lighting.

e The proposed development shall install one (1) sign to reduce pet waste per SCM, in locations that
are publicly accessible, such as adjacent to amenity centers, sidewalks, greenways or side paths.

. Install a minimum of five (5) pet waste stations throughout the community.

Section 13: Stormwater Management

The proposed development plan will require stormwater management measures in accordance with
Sections 6.1and 7.5.7 in the Town of Apex Unified Development Ordinance. Stormwater captured on the
site will be conveyed to the proposed Stormwater Control Measures, which will be identified on plans
during the major subdivision or site plan approval stage. Post development peak runoff shall not exceed
pre-development peak runoff for the 24-hour, 1-year and10-year storm events in accordance with the
Unified Development Ordinance. Treatment for the first 1-inch of runoff will be provided such that the
removal of 85%Total Suspended Solids is achieved. All stormwater devices will meet the design
requirements of NCDENR and the Town of Apex.

Section 14: Parks and Recreation

On May 26, 2021, The PRCR Committee recommended a fee-in-lieu of dedication with credit provided for
construction of greenway trail that will provide an east-west connection in a similar location on the
Greenway Master plan.

Section 15: Transportation Improvements

The following improvements are committed to be performed by the development:

1. Convert the intersection of US 64 at Flying Hawk Road to a directional crossover in both directions
in Phase 1, prior to first certificate of occupancy (CO), serving a new major collector street inter-
section to the south. In addition, developer shall conduct a signal warrant analyses for the collector
street half of the intersection prior to the last CO for the apartments and prior to the last CO for
the commercial development and install a traffic signal if permitted by NCDOT at either point.

2. Construct a new major collector street along the eastern property line to connect to US 64 at the
intersection of Flying Hawk Road/directional crossover. The proposed major collector will be con-
structed as part of the development plan from US 64 southward through the project serving local
connections to the east, west, and south. Construction of the major collector street may be phased
in accordance with a phasing plan to be approved as part of site and subdivision plans.
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. Construct an eastbound right turn lane with 100 feet of storage and appropriate deceleration

length and taper per NCDOT guidance on US 64 at the new major collector street in Phase 2, prior
to first certificate of occupancy for the mixed-use area and/or prior to the first residential subdivi-
sion plat.

. Construct a right-in-only driveway with 100 feet of storage and appropriate deceleration length

and taper per NCDOT guidance on US 64 approximately 700-800 feet west of the major collector
street, if/when that access is proposed west of the major collector street.

. Construct a U-turn bulb at Pinefield Road in Phase 1 that can at a minimum accommodate a Bus-

40 vehicle if the current geometry does not accommodate that movement.

. Construct a U-turn bulb at Goodwin Road in Phase 1 that can at a minimum accommodate a Bus-

40 vehicle if the current geometry does not accommodate the turn movement in Phase 1. In
addition, developer shall conduct a signal warrant analyses for the intersection prior to the last CO
for the apartments and prior to the last CO for the commercial development and install a traffic
signal if permitted by NCDOT at either point.

Section 16: Environmental Advisory Board Recommendations

The consultants and developer for this project met with the EAB on April 15, 2021. The EAB’s
recommendations are listed below.

Install signage near environmental sensitive areas in order to:
o Reduce pet waste near SCM drainage areas.

o Eliminate fertilizer near SCM drainage areas.

Plant trees as designed for efficiency.

° Option 1: Plant deciduous shade trees on southern side of buildings.

Increase biodiversity.

o Option 1: Plant pollinator-friendly flora.

Implement green infrastructure.

° Option 4: Provide diverse and abundant pollinator and bird food sources (e.g. nectar,
pollen, and berries from blooming plants) that bloom in succession from spring to fall.

o Option 5: Provide and allow for undisturbed spaces (e.g. leaf piles, un-mowed fields,
fallen trees) for nesting and overwintering for native pollinators and wildlife.

Include landscaping that requires less irrigation and chemical use.

o Option 1: Plant warm season grasses for drought-resistance.
Install pet waste stations in neighborhoods.

Install convenient electric vehicle charging stations.

° Spread out charging stations as much as possible considering all sides of the property for
all potential users.

Include energy efficient lighting in building design.
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° Option 1: Lower maximum foot-candles outside of buildings.
. Install timers or light sensors or smart lighting technology.
. Incorporate natural lighting techniques into building design.

. Add east to west connections to existing surrounding greenways, including from the American
Tobacco Trail.

. Include International Dark Sky Association compliance standards.
o Outdoor lighting shall be shielded in a way that focuses lighting to the ground.

° Lighting that minimizes the emission of blue light to reduce glare shall be used.
. Minimize the number of stream crossings, keeping the riparian buffer connected without barriers,
as much as possible.
. Provide space for additional tree plantings by single-family residential in planning for above and
underground obstructions.

Section 17: Affordable Housing

Prior to recordation of the first Final Plat for the property, the developer shall provide a
donation to the Town of Apex’s Affordable Housing Fund (the “FUND”) in the amount of
$215/multi-family unit. If at the time of the first Final Plat, the FUND is yet to be established,
the developer shall contribute said funds to a non-profit organization participating in the
development and construction of affordable housing units. The developer will work with the
Town of Apex to identify a mutually acceptable non-profit organization to receive these funds.

Section 18: Consistency with 2045 Land Use Plan Map

The Apex 2045 Future Land Use Map designates the property as Mixed Use to the north, which includes
Commercial Services, Office Employment and, high density residential. The southern portion of the site
is designated as Low Density Residential. The uses proposed comply with the 2045 Future Land Use Map
designations of Mixed Use: Commercial Services, Office Employment and High Density Residential and
Low Density Residential with a maximum density of 3 dwelling units per acre. No changes to the 2045
Land Use Map are proposed.

The purpose of the proposed PUD is to provide a high-quality development that is compatible with the
character of the surrounding area and complies with the 2045 Land Use Map. The planned detached
single-family homes provide the appropriate transition from the higher density residential uses to the
north to the lower densities to the south. The design protects the environmentally sensitive areas on the
property and establishes Resource and Conservation areas in accordance with the Town’s requirements.
The proposed PUD will meet or exceed all other requirements of the Apex Transportation Plan and the
Town of Apex.

The mixed use development planned is appropriate at this location. The proposed development is
intended to create an integrated, multi-purpose community that is designed to incorporate aspects of
new and existing development in the vicinity. The Applicant expects that the planned community will
enhance adjoining property values by offering a high quality development that will complement the
surrounding area.
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Section 19: Compliance with Unified Development (UDO)
The proposed development is consistent with all applicable requirements of the Town’s Unified
Development Ordinance unless otherwise specified in the PUD document.

Simultaneous with the PUD request there is also a concurrent amendment request to the Town’s
Transportation Plan to add the north-south major collector road.

Section 20: Elevations

Elevations provided are representative of architecture, material and building types. Final elevations
submitted at Major Subdivision Plan will meet the requirements of the Architectural Controls in Section 7
of the PUD Plan.

Section 4: Purpose Statement

The Evans Road PUD development will be a residential community with both single-
family detached and townhome units. The maximum building height shall be forty
feet (40’) measured to the top of any pitched roof. For a site adjacent to existing
single-family homes, across the street from public schools, and adjacent to a
planned Neighborhood Mixed Use Center and Office corridor, the mixed housing
type residential development is intended to provide a transition between the more
intense and non-residential developments existing or planned south along Humie
Olive and the existing single-family residential communities to the north.

A thirty-foot streetscape shall be established along the right-of-way for Humie Olive
Road (a thoroughfare) and a thirty-foot streetscape shall be established along the
right-of-way for Evans Road (a minor collector). A twenty-foot buffer shall be
established around the remaining perimeter of the project.

This concept is consistent with the Town'’s stated PUD goals to provide site specific,
high quality neighborhoods that exhibit natural feature preservation as well as
compatibility with, and connectivity to, surrounding land uses.

District. The proposed PUD will provide a development density that is consistent with
principles found throughout the Advance Apex 2045 Comprehensive Plan.

. Each play lawn shall include an historical marker with information about the Friendship

area. The developer will work with the Town of Apex and the historical owners of the
property to determine the content of each historical marker.

. To demonstrate the project's commitment to preserving and re-establishing tree canopy in

our region, the developer seeks to replant and restore existing tree canopy that is removed
from those portions of the property that are anticipate to contain single family and
townhome lots. Prior to recording the first subdivision plat for the property, the developer
will provide a donation of $7,350 to a local non-profit organization with a mission towards
tree preservation and replacement.

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Section 7: Proposed Architectural Controls

Section 8: Parking and Loading

Parking for the Evans Road PUD Assembly shall comply with Apex UDO Section 8.3, Off-
Street Parking and Loading.

Section 9: Signage
All signage for the Evans Road PUD Assembly shall comply with Apex UDO Section 8.7,
Signs.

Section 10: Natural Resource and Environmental Data
A. River Basins and Watershed Protection Overlay Districts
The project is located within the Jordan Lake Watershed, which is within the Cape
Fear River Basin. While the site is within the Primary Watershed Protection Overlay
District, it does not contain any FEMA designated 100-year floodplain.

Q
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B. Resource Conservation Areas (RCA) — Required and Provided
This PUD will be subject to, and meet the requirements of Section 8.1.2 of the UDO,
Resource Conservation Area and Section 2.3.4, Planned Development Districts.

The Site is located on the west side of the 540 corridor and therefore is required to
preserve a minimum of 30% Resource Conservation Area (RCA). Designated RCA
areas will be consistent with the items listed in Section 8.1.2(B) of the Town’s UDO.
Preserved streams, wetlands, and associated riparian buffers provide the primary
RCA’s throughout the site. Additional RCA area provided include stormwater
management areas, perimeter buffers, play lawns, and greenway trails within the
walkable community.

C. Historic structures

Based upon the information contained within the North Carolina State Historic
Preservation Office website, there are no historic structures present within the project
boundary.

Section 11: Stormwater Management

The Evans Road PUD Assembly shall meet all stormwater management requirements for
quality and quantity treatment in accordance with Section 6.1.7 of the UDO, such that post
development peak runoff shall not exceed pre-development peak runoff conditions for the
1 year, 10 year, and 25 year 24-hour storm events.

Section 12: Parks and Recreation

The Parks, Recreation and Cultural Resources Advisory Commission reviewed the project
on June 30, 2021 and unanimously recommended fee-in-lieu of dedication with a credit for
construction of greenway trail if an opportunity is identified at the time of Master
Subdivision plan review and approval. The recommendation is based on the 2021-2022
rates and proposed maximum lot count provided:

Single Family detached Units: $3,495.24 x 65 = $227,190.60
Single Family attached Units: $2,354.05 x 50 = $117,702.50
Total residential fee in lieu per current unit count: $344,893.10

(final PRCR amount will be coordinated with staff during Master Subdivision Plan and
Construction Document reviews)

Per Article 14, of the UDO credit for greenway against fees requires the approval of
construction plans, contingent upon approval of an engineer’s estimate of probable cost
for greenway construction. The greenway shall be completed prior to 25% of the total units
for the project receiving building permits.

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Section 13: Public Facilities

The proposed PUD shall meet all Public Facilities requirements as set forth in UDO Section
2.3.4(F)(1)(f) and be designed according to sound engineering standards and shall comply
with Town of Apex Sewer and Water Master Plan and the Town of Apex Standards and
Specifications. Specifically, road and utility infrastructure shall be as follows:

General Roadway Infrastructure

Developer shall provide minimum frontage widening based on 2 of the ultimate
cross section as shown on the adopted Transportation Plan in effect at time of
Master Subdivision Plan submittal. The road network will promote connectivity
wherever possible to adjacent neighborhoods and undeveloped property. Further,
cul-de-sacs will be avoided except where environmental features make through
streets unfeasible. Sidewalks will be provided on both sides of streets internal to the
site.

Refer to the concept plan of the PUD plan for proposed access points, stub street
extensions, and planned vehicular connectivity. All access and circulation are
conceptual and will be finalized at the time of Master Subdivision Plan review and
approval.

Transportation Improvements

Roadway improvements are subject to modification and final approval by the Town
of Apex and NCDOT as part of the Master Subdivision Plan and Construction
Document approval process. A Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) has been performed
as part of this PUD rezoning consistent with the Town’s standards for the same.
Based upon the TIA and staff review, the following traffic improvements are
proposed for this development:

Evans Road

The Developer shall widen Evans Road along the project frontage as development
occurs based upon a minimum 35-foot curb and gutter roadway section with a 5-
foot sidewalk and dedication based upon a 60-foot right-of-way.

Humie Olive Road

The Developer shall widen Humie Olive Road along the project frontage as
development occurs based upon a minimum 41-foot curb and gutter roadway
section with 10-foot side path and dedication based upon an 80-foot right-of-way.

Evans Road and Madison Creek Drive at Site Drive 1

e The Developer shall construct one (1) full-access point to Evans Road aligned
with the existing Madison Creek Drive.

e Construct westbound approach with one (1) ingress lane and one (1) egress
lane.

e Provide stop control for the westbound approach.

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Humie Olive Road at Site Drive 2

e The Developer shall construct one (1) right-in/right-out access point to Humie
Olive Road located approximately 450-feet east of Evans Road.

e Construct southbound approach, striped as a right-in/right-out with one (1)
ingress lane and one (1) egress lane.

e Provide stop-control for the southbound approach.

e Provide an exclusive westbound right-turn lane along Humie Olive Road with a
minimum of 50 feet of storage and appropriate deceleration and taper length.

e Construct a monolithic concrete median on Humie Olive Road to prohibit left-
turn movements.

Humie Olive Road and Evans Road

e Provide pedestrian accommodations across the north and east legs of the
intersection, with crosswalks and traffic signal modifications including push
buttons and crosswalk indicators to accommodate new pedestrian phases.

¢ Wayfinding Improvements
Wayfinding measures at the site shall be provided to facilitate the movement of
vehicles and pedestrians to and within the development.

e Water and Sanitary Sewer
All lots within the project will be served by the Town of Apex water and sanitary
sewer facilities. The utility design will be finalized at the time of Master Subdivision
Plan review and approval based upon available facilities adjacent to the site at that
time. A conceptual utility plan is included in the PUD plan for reference.

e Other Utilities
Electricity will be provided by Apex Electric. Phone, cable, and gas will be provided
by the developer and shall meet the Town of Apex standards as outlined in the
uDO.

Section 14: Phasing Plan

This PUD may be completed in up to three (3) phases, with construction anticipated to
begin in 2022. Project phasing will be planned to ensure the points of access, RCA,
stormwater controls and other design standards are met in accordance with the UDO. A
final phasing plan will be incorporated within the Master Subdivision Plans (MSP) for
review and approval through the Technical Review Committee.

Section 15: Consistency with the 2045 Land Use Map

Based upon discussions with Town staff through the Technical Review Committee pre-
application and zoning review processes, the proposed land use is consistent with the
Town’s 2045 Land Use Map.

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Section 16: Compliance with the UDO
The development standards adopted for this PUD comply with those set forth in the current
version of the Town’s Unified Development Ordinance (UDO). Any deviations from UDO
requirements have been specifically defined within this document. The project includes two
deviations:

1. Deviation from the 5% RCA mass grading penalty as outlined in Section 7.2.5 of

the Town of Apex UDO; and
2. Reduction in the buffer adjacent to Stewarts Cemetery (REID 0103305)

Section 17: Compliance with Comprehensive Transportation Plan and
Bicycle Plan

Master Subdivision Plans for any development to be made pursuant to this amendment to
the Official Zoning District Map shall comply with the adopted Comprehensive
Transportation Plan in effect at the time of the Master Subdivision Plan approval as
provided for in the Unified Development Ordinance. Further, development of the Property
shall be consistent with the Town’s adopted Bicycle Plan.

The Town of Apex’s adopted budget includes funding for operating GoApex Route 1. The Planning and
Community Development Department applied for and was awarded matching funding through the Wake
Transit Community Funding Area Program to operate this new transit service in FY21. The General
Operating Agreement between Town of Apex, Capital Area Metropolitan Planning Organization, and
GoTriangle establishes the terms of the funding agreement and responsibilities of each party. Based on the
Special Operating Funding Agreement, up to $379,770 of Wake Transit funds would be awarded to the
Town of Apex for operating GoApex Route 1 and the complementary paratransit service in FY22. The Town
of Apex funding match would be provided through local funds. The Town of Apex intends to partner with

the Town of Cary to operate the fixed route service and Wake County to operate the paratransit service.

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GENERAL OPERATING AGREEMENT
FOR BUS OPERATIONS-COMMUNITY FUNDING AREA PROGRAM

WAKE TRANSIT FY 2022

This Operating Agreement ("Agreement") is made by and between Research
Triangle Regional Public Transportation Authority, d/b/a GoTriangle ("GoTriangle") and
the Town of Apex (“Implementing Party”) and the Capital Area Metropolitan Planning
Organization (“CAMPQO”). The foregoing may collectively be referred to as "Parties."

WHEREAS, the Parties to Agreement, who have or may have specific roles
in the implementation of public transit and the support of public transit
infrastructure in the Wake County area, have determined that it is in their best
interest and the best interest of the constituents they represent to coordinate future
public transit planning, funding, expansion and construction; and

WHEREAS, an extensive community driven process was used to develop a
strategic transit vision document that set forth an enhanced public transit plan for
Wake County, referred to as the “Wake County Transit Plan” (“Wake Transit Plan”),
and this plan was unveiled on or about December 8, 2015, and adopted by the
GoTriangle Board of Trustees on May 25, 2016, the Capital Area Metropolitan
Planning Organization’s (“CAMPQ”) Executive Board on May 18, 2016, and the
Wake County Board of Commissioners on June 6, 2016; and was subsequently
updated and adopted by the CAMPO Executive Board on April 21, 2021, and the
GoTriangle Board of Trustees on April 28, 2021; and

WHEREAS, in conjunction with the Wake Transit Plan, GoTriangle, Wake
County, and CAMPO (collectively, “the Governance ILA Parties”) adopted the
Wake Transit Governance Interlocal Agreement (“Governance ILA”) that creates a
governance structure for the implementation of the Wake Transit Plan by and
through the annual Wake Transit Work Plan; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 3.02c of the Governance ILA, CAMPO has
been designated as the lead agency for administering the Community Funding
Area Program and has the authority to enter into this Agreement and enforce the
provisions thereof and is a necessary Party to this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Governance ILA specifically created the Transit Planning
Advisory Committee (“TPAC”) and charged the TPAC with coordinating and
recommending the planning and implementation aspects of the Wake Transit Work
Plan; and
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WHEREAS, the Governance ILA Parties, together with the Implementing
Party, numerous Wake County municipalities, and other entities, entered into a
Master Participation Agreement (“Participation Agreement”), which, among other
purposes, established standards that govern the Participation Agreement Parties’
eligibility for inclusion of sponsored Implementation Elements in the Wake Transit
Work Plan, receipt of funding allocations from Wake County Transit Tax Revenue,
and confirmed the Participation Agreement Parties’ roles in carrying out TPAC
responsibilities; and

WHEREAS, the FY 2022 Wake Transit Work Plan and any amendments
thereto were developed and recommended by the TPAC, presented for public
comment, and adopted, as required, by the Boards of CAMPO and GoTriangle;
and

WHEREAS, the FY 2022 Triangle Tax District Wake Operating Ordinance was
adopted by the GoTriangle Board of Trustees on June 23, 2021; and

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to implement the components of the 2022
Wake Transit Work Plan as adopted by GoTriangle and CAMPO; and

WHEREAS, as stated in the Participation Agreement, all Implementation
Elements contained in the Wake Transit Work Plan, whether partially or fully
funded with Wake County Transit Tax Revenues, will not move forward until
Implementation Agreements, which shall include Capital Funding Agreements and
an Operating Agreements, are executed by and between the Implementing Party;
GoTriangle, as administrator of the Special District; and CAMPO, if the
Implementation Element involves federal or state funding that is otherwise under
the distribution and program management responsibility of CAMPO or, regardless
of funding source, constitutes a regionally significant project as defined in 23 CFR
§ 450.104; and

WHEREAS, no Implementation Elements awarded funding through the
Community Funding Area Program will move forward until an Implementation
Agreement, which shall include Capital Funding Agreements or Operating
Agreements, is executed by and between the Implementing Party; GoTriangle, as
administrator of the Special District; and CAMPO.

WHEREAS, the Parties are authorized to enter into this Agreement pursuant
to, inter alia, N.C.G.S. §§ 160A-20.1; 160A-312; 160A-313; 160A-610; 153A-275;
153A-276; and 153A-449.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above recitals and the mutual
2
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covenants herein contained, the Parties hereto agree as follows:

1.

2.

Term:

The Agreement shall become effective upon execution by all Parties (“Effective
Date”). The term of this Agreement shall be from the Effective Date until
September 30, 2022. The Parties may extend the term of this Agreement or may
otherwise amend this Agreement as set forth in Section 7.

Purpose:

The purpose of this Agreement is to outline the details of how the Project(s) listed
in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, being an
approved Project(s) in the Wake County Transit Annual Work Plan, shall be
implemented, in accordance with the requirements of the Participation
Agreement.

3. Responsibilities:

A. Responsibilities of the Implementing Party.

(1) The Implementing Party shall provide the Projects listed in Exhibit A and fund
the cost of the Projects on an up-front basis, except as provided herein. The
Implementing Party is responsible for ensuring funds are available to pay for
the Projects prior to requesting reimbursement from GoTriangle.

(2) The Wake Transit Work Plan Reimbursement Request and Financial Report
Template (“Reimbursement Request Template”) must be submitted by the
Implementing Party at least quarterly but may be as often as is efficient and
effective for the Implementing Party. The reimbursement request shall be
emailed to GoTriangle, specifically to
waketransitreimbursement@agotriangle.org, with a copy to CAMPO,
specifically to Bret.Martin@campo-nc.us and Evan.Koff@campo-nc.us.

All Reimbursement Requests must be made using the Wake Transit Work
Plan Reimbursement Request and Financial Report template agreed to by the
Parties and must include a signed statement by the Implementing Party’s
Finance Officer or designee stating that funds were spent in accordance with
the Wake Transit Work Plan and with all applicable laws, rules, and
regulations, and that the Reimbursement Request includes items due and
payable. All Reimbursement Requests shall be based on actual expenses
incurred as recorded in the financial system.
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(3) In special circumstances where an advance payment may be required,
Reimbursement Requests must be submitted using the Reimbursement
Request Template and with a justification for the advance payment request.
Advance payments received by the Implementing Party must be disbursed
within 72 hours of receipt from GoTriangle.

(4) Any performance on which an Implementing Party receives reimbursement
must be performed by June 30, 2022.

(5) Reimbursement Requests for expenses incurred as of June 30, 2022 shall be
submitted by August 10 for the fiscal year in which the work was done.

(6) Further, the Implementing Party shall:

(a) Ensure that Wake Transit funds provided by GoTriangle are not
misappropriated or misdirected to any other account, need, project, or line
item, other than as listed in Exhibit A. The Implementing Party shall have
an obligation to return any reimbursed or advanced payments that were
misappropriated or expended outside the approved Project(s) listed in
Exhibit A.

(b) Ensure that a minimum of 50 percent of the total costs associated with the
project, as described in Exhibit A, are expended from the Implementing
Party’s funds that were demonstrated through its application to the
Community Funding Area Program to be provided as the required
matching funds for the program. All Reimbursement Requests submitted
by the Implementing Party shall detail total costs expended for the project
along with the reimbursable amount. The total of Reimbursement
Requests for reimbursable costs shall not exceed the amount allocated to
the project as described in Exhibit A.

(c) Monitor award activities, to include sub-awards, to provide reasonable
assurance that funds are spent in compliance with applicable
requirements. Responsibilities include accounting for receipts and
expenditures, cash management, maintaining adequate financial records,
and refunding disallowed expenditures.

(d) Maintain a financial management system adequate for monitoring the
accumulation of costs.

(e) Meet with staff from CAMPO within 60 days of the execution of this
agreement to discuss the scope of work, timeline, reporting requirements,
public engagement activities, reimbursement requirements for the project,
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as well as to discuss a schedule for any subsequent project oversight
meetings.

(7) The Implementing Party shall coordinate with CAMPO to ensure the Project is
considered for inclusion in the CAMPO Transportation Improvement Program.

B. Responsibilities of GoTriangle.

(1) GoTriangle, as administrator of the Triangle Tax District, shall have the
responsibilities and duties as set forth in the Governance ILA, including
appropriating funds from the FY 2022 Triangle Tax District Wake Operating
Ordinance in accordance with the Governance ILA. The specific
appropriation and approved project budget is further detailed in Exhibit A and
in the FY 2022 Wake Transit Work Plan.

(2) GoTriangle, upon receipt of a Reimbursement Request, shall verify within five
business days whether the Reimbursement Request is complete; is within the
approved budget; is within the annual work plan; and is in accordance with
the Wake Transit Billing, Payment, and Reimbursement Policy and
Guidelines, adopted by GoTriangle on June 28, 2017 and CAMPO on June
21, 2017 and subsequently amended and adopted by GoTriangle on June 23,
2021 and CAMPO on June 16, 2021. Payment will be remitted within thirty
(30) days of verification to the Implementing Party according to the payment
instructions on file.

If GoTriangle is unable to verify the Reimbursement Request, GoTriangle
shall, within two (2) business days, notify the Implementing Party in writing of
the deficiencies in the Reimbursement Request. The Implementing Party
may thereafter submit a revised Reimbursement Request (“Revised
Reimbursement Request”), which shall be verified within five business days of
receipt. If the Revised Reimbursement Request is denied, CAMPO or the
Implementing Party may place the item on the next TPAC agenda for
discussion and a recommendation to GoTriangle, CAMPO, and the
Implementing Party.

(3) Where advance payments are requested, GoTriangle, after due consideration
of the request, will remit funds via payment instructions on file.

(4) All disbursements from GoTriangle shall be in accordance with North Carolina
General Statute 159 Article 3, known as the North Carolina Budget and Fiscal
Control Act, and the Wake Transit Financial Policies and Guidelines, adopted
by GoTriangle on June 28, 2017and CAMPO on June 21, 2017.
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C. Responsibilities of CAMPO

(1) CAMPO shall work with the Implementing Party to have the Project
considered for inclusion in the CAMPO Transportation Improvement Program.

(2) Within five (5) business days of receiving a Reimbursement Request from the
Implementing Party, CAMPO shall verify that the Reimbursement Request is
complete, is within the approved budget, and is consistent with the scope of
the project as reflected in Exhibit A and any other applicable scope-related
attachments or exhibits to this Agreement.

(3) Meet with staff from the Implementing Party within 60 days of the execution of
this agreement to discuss scope of work, timeline, reporting requirements,
public engagement activities, reimbursement requirements for the project, as
well as to discuss a schedule for any subsequent project oversight meetings.

4. Minimum Service Standards:

For the Projects listed in Exhibit A, the Implementing Party agrees to provide for:

A. Maintenance of all vehicles and facilities in accordance with a preventative
maintenance program.

B. Maintenance of all vehicles and facilities in a safe and dependable condition
and cleaning of all vehicles and facilities regularly.

C. Monitoring of services and responding to incidents in a timely and
professional manner.

D. Regular reviews of service including: safety, on-time performance, customer
satisfaction, accessibility, cleanliness, security, and customer service training.

E. Public engagement activities in accordance with state and federal guidelines
and agency and municipal policies and procedures, if applicable.

5. Performance Reporting:

Unless otherwise agreed in writing between Parties, the Implementing Party
should provide for the reporting of operating statistics and ridership to the
National Transit Database and to the North Carolina Department of
Transportation Public Transportation Division.

The Implementing Agency also agrees to provide quarterly and annual
reporting per the Master Participation Agreement for the Reported Deliverables
as identified in Exhibit A using a Reporting Template agreed to by the Parties.
The Implementing Agency shall include in its quarterly reports any details of
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issues that may impact delivery of the Projects identified in Exhibit A

The Annual Wake Transit Report prepared by GoTriangle shall provide
information regarding how strategic public transit objectives have been met
and shall include the performance achieved, the strategies being followed, and
performance targets and key milestones for capital projects and operating
services.

Quarterly Status Reports prepared by GoTriangle and/or CAMPO shall
provide information regarding progress toward strategic objectives outlined in
the Wake Transit Work Plan and include the performance achieved, the
strategies being following, and performance targets and key milestones for
Capital Projects and operating services identified in the Wake Transit Work
Plan. GoTriangle shall include in its Quarterly Status Reports any details of
issues that may impact delivery of funding for the Projects identified in Exhibit
A.

The Parties agree to share supporting documentation, if requested, in addition
to their quarterly and annual reporting, in a timely manner.

Further Aqreements:

The Parties agree that they will, from time to time, execute, acknowledge and
deliver, or cause to be executed, acknowledged and delivered, such supplements
hereto and such further instruments as may reasonably be required for carrying out
the intention of this Agreement. The Parties agree to work together in good faith
and with all due diligence to provide for and carry out the purpose of this
Agreement.

Amendment:

Any extension of the term of this Agreement and/or change to the content of this
Agreement shall be by written amendment signed by all Parties.

Breach: Termination:

In the event that (1) the Implementing Party is not able or fails to provide a
Project(s) as required by the Agreement; or (2) GoTriangle is not able or fails to
provide funding for a Project(s) as required by the Agreement; or (3) GoTriangle
fails to fulfill its responsibilities and duties as set out in the Governance ILA; or (4)
any Party fails to fulfill a responsibility or duty of this Agreement; or (5) any Party
withdraws from the Master Participation Agreement (separately each a “breach”),
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any Party to this Agreement shall notify the Clerk to the TPAC Committee and
the other Parties to this Agreement. The Non-Breaching party may place the item

on a TPAC agenda for discussion and a non-binding recommendation to the
Parties.

The Non-breaching Party may provide the Breaching Party with a period of time
to cure the breach to the reasonable satisfaction of the Non-breaching Party. If
the breach is not timely cured, or cannot be cured, the Non-breaching Party may
(1) elect to terminate this Agreement in full; or (2) elect to terminate this
Agreement only as to one or more Projects listed in Exhibit A. In the event of
breach of this Agreement, the Parties shall be entitled to such legal or equitable
remedy as may be available, including specific performance.

In the event the Agreement is terminated for any reason other than by the end of
the Term of the Agreement:

(a) The Implementing Party shall not be required to continue implementing the
Projects, but may elect to continue implementing the Projects using funds
from sources other than the Wake Transit Tax.

(b) GoTriangle shall reimburse the Implementing Party for any expenses for the
Projects that have been approved in the annual work plan and made in
reliance on this Agreement, whether or not a Reimbursement Request has
been made by Implementing Party at the time of termination. The
Implementing Party shall have sixty (60) days after the date of termination to
submit all Reimbursement Requests.

(c) The Implementing Party shall report the final status for its deliverable and
GoTriangle shall do a final quarterly report and shall issue the annual report
required by this Agreement.

9. ADA and Paratransit Requirements:

The Implementing Party shall provide paratransit service as required by law within
the ADA-required radius of the all-day fixed-route bus services implemented as
Projects pursuant to this Agreement.

Record Retention:

All parties must adhere to record retention guidelines as set forth in North
Carolina General Statutes or federal guidelines as appropriate

The Parties each represent, covenant and warrant for the other’s benefit as
follows:

A. Each Party has all necessary power and authority to enter into this
Agreement and to carry out the transactions contemplated by this Agreement,
and the individuals signing this Agreement have the right and power to do so.
This Agreement is a valid and binding obligation of each Party.

B. To the knowledge of each Party, neither the execution and delivery of this
Agreement, nor the fulfillment of or compliance with its terms and conditions,
nor the consummation of the transactions contemplated by this Agreement,
results in a breach of the terms, conditions and provisions of any agreement
or instrument to which a Party is bound, or constitutes a default under any of
the foregoing.

C. To the knowledge of each Party, there is no litigation or other court or
administrative proceeding pending or threatened against such party (or
against any other person) affecting such Party’s rights to execute or deliver
this Agreement or to comply with its obligations under this Agreement.
Neither such Party’s execution and delivery of this Agreement, nor its
compliance with its obligations under this Agreement, requires the approval of
any regulatory body or any other entity the approval of which has not been
obtained.

D. The Parties agree to work together in good faith and with all due diligence to
provide for and carry out the purpose of this Operating Agreement.

Such disputes, or any other claims, disputes or other
controversies arising out of, and between the Parties shall be subject to and
decided exclusively by the appropriate general court of justice of Wake County,
North Carolina.

No Waiver of Non-Compliance with Agreement:

No provision of this Agreement shall be deemed to have been waived by any Party
hereto unless such waiver shall be in writing and executed by the same formality
as this Agreement. The failure of any Party hereto at any time to require strict
performance by the other of any provision hereof shall in no way affect the right of
the other Party to thereafter enforce the same. In addition, no waiver or
acquiescence by a Party hereto of any breach of any provision hereof by another
Party shall be taken to be a waiver of any succeeding breach of such provision or
as a waiver of the provision itself.

Governing Law:

The Parties intend that this Agreement be governed by the law of the State of
North Carolina. Proper venue for any action shall solely be Wake County.

Assignment:

No Party may sell or assign any interest in or obligation under this Agreement
without the prior express written consent of the other Parties.

THIS ENCROACHMENT AGREEMENT, being made this day of , 2021, by

and between Sukhbir Dhillon and spouse Jaya Dhillon, hereinafter referred to as “Grantees,” and the

Town of Apex, hereinafter referred to as the “Town.”

WHEREAS, the Grantees are the owners of a certain residential lot of land in the County of
Wake, State of North Carolina, which is designated as PIN #0723-95-6452 and more particularly
described as Lot 16 of the subdivision known as Crestmont Ph. 2B, which is shown on that certain plat
recorded in Book of Maps 2018 Page 59, Wake County Registry (hereinafter the “Subdivision Plat”).
The residential lot is also known as 208 Fishburn Drive, Apex, NC 27523. The residential lot described in

this paragraph is hereinafter referred to as the “Residential Lot."

WHEREAS, the Town is the owner of a 20’ PUBLIC DRAINAGE EASEMENT as shown on the

Subdivision Plat hereinafter referred to as the “Public Drainage Easement.”

WHEREAS, Grantees wish to install certain improvements, more particularly described as a fence
that will encroach 135 SF into the Public Drainage Easement which serves the Residential Lot,
hereinafter referred to as the “Encroachment,” all as shown on the attached Exhibit A. Grantees desire

to make certain agreements and covenants regarding the Encroachment.
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WHEREAS, the Town, under the terms and conditions herein set forth, is willing to allow the above-

described Encroachment upon the Public Drainage Easement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of these promises and other consideration, the receipt and

sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, Grantees and the Town hereby covenant and agree:

1. Subject to the terms herein, the Town agrees to allow Grantees, and Grantees’ successors and
assigns at Grantees’ sole risk and expense, to encroach into the Public Drainage Easement of the Town

as shown in the attached Exhibit A, and incorporated by reference as though fully set forth herein.

2. The Encroachment shall not be enlarged or increased beyond the Encroachment shown in the
Exhibit A and described in this Encroachment Agreement. Grantees are responsible for any and all
expenditures of labor or materials required for the installation, erection, repair, removal, or

maintenance of the above-referenced Encroachment.

3. Grantees are to be fully responsible for any and all property damage or injury or death of any
person which results from any and all negligence, omission, defect in design, maintenance, or
workmanship created by the Encroachment described herein, or any cause of action arising out of the

installation, maintenance, removal, destruction, or location of said Encroachment.

4. Grantees agree to and do hereby hold the Town, its officers, council members and employees
harmless from any and all liability arising out of such negligence, omission, defect or other cause of
action; that it will defend the Town, its officers, council members and employees, and pay all attorney
fees in any and all actions brought as a result of such; and that it will indemnify the Town, its officers,
council members, and employees against any and all loss sustained by reason of such negligence,
omission, defect, or other cause of action, claim, cost, or expense arising out of the installation,

maintenance, removal, or location of said Encroachment.

5. Sections 3 and 4 shall survive the termination of this Encroachment Agreement for any reason.

7. In the event there is a dispute between the parties concerning the interpretation of the terms
of this Encroachment Agreement or their respective rights and obligations hereunder, such dispute or

controversy shall be adjudged pursuant to the laws of the State of North Carolina.

8. Grantees agree to abide by all applicable laws, regulations, statutes and ordinances.

9. This Encroachment Agreement shall not divest the Town of any rights or interest in said Public
Drainage Easement and the Town may terminate this Encroachment Agreement by giving Grantees
ninety (90) days written notice of termination. Prior to the termination date, Grantees shall remove, at

their own expense, all or part of the Encroachment as specified by the Town.

10. If the Town deems, within its sole discretion, that there is not time to give Grantees notice as
provided in Paragraph 9 and that removal of the Encroachment is necessary in order to operate, protect,

11. Grantees agree to pay and reimburse the Town the entire expense and cost of removal of the
Encroachment in the event that the Town removes the Encroachment as provided in Paragraph 10 or if
Grantees fail to remove the Encroachment within the time limit after receiving notice under Paragraph

12. Grantees, if not self-performing the installations that are the subject of this Agreement, agree
to purchase or cause to be procured from a responsible insurance carrier or carriers authorized under
the laws of the State of North Carolina, valid general liability insurance in the minimum amount of
$500,000 and provide a certificate of such insurance naming the Town of Apex as additional insured by
endorsement to the policy. Where the Grantees are self-performing the installations, Grantees shall

“show proof of homeowner’s insurance with personal liability coverage in a minimum amount of at least
$300,000. Grantees shall provide notice of cancellation, non-renewal or material change in coverage to

the Town of Apex within 10 days of their receipt of notice from the insurance company.

13. Notwithstanding Section 14 below, Grantees shall be released from its obligation under this
Encroachment Agreement only upon the assumption of said obligations either by a successor in title to
real property known as Lot 16 Crestmont Phase 2B (208 Fishburn Drive, Apex, NC 27523), or by
assumption of said obligations by an incorporated property or condominium owners association for
Crestmont Phase 2B. The Town’s consent to such assumption and release shall be required but shall
not be withheld, conditioned or delayed if, as reasonably determined by the Town, the party assuming
Grantees’ obligations possesses adequate financial resources and ownership interest, and Grantees’
delegate and proposed assignee assume and agree to fulfill, in writing, all of Grantees’ duties set forth in

this Encroachment Agreement.

14. The right to encroach is appurtenant to and runs with the land hereinabove referred to and
shall forever be subject to the conditions above agreed on between the parties. This Encroachment
Agreement is binding upon the heirs, assigns, transferees, and successors in interest of the Grantees and

WAKE COUNTY

WHEREAS, the Town of Apex (hereinafter “Town”) is engaged in the design and future
construction of the Apex Peakway project also known as project U-5928 (Project) which
includes a grade separation over South Salem Street and the CSX right-of-way to connect at the
intersection with James Street; and

WHEREAS, the Project design involves a tie-in of a portion of the proposed storm drain system
along the Apex Peakway south of South Salem Street and CSX right-of-way to the existing
storm drain system in the public right-of-way which outfalls into a private stormwater detention
pond; and

WHEREAS, the proposed design diverts approximately 1.01 acres of drainage area to the
stormwater detention pond and the segment of Big Branch between the stormwater detention and
the downstream convergence of the unnamed tributary; and

WHEREAS, the North Carolina Department of Transportation has contemplated the potential
change in stormwater discharge and has accepted the Town’s design for the Apex Peakway
project conditioned upon execution of this Hold Harmless Agreement.

system located at the northwest quadrant of the Yateley Lane / Apex Peakway intersection as
shown on Exhibit A, which flows under Yateley Lane, along Apex Peakway, and under Padstone
Drive in a 24” reinforced concrete pipe existing system and draining into the private stormwater
detention pond owned by Salem Village Owners Association, Inc. and located south of the Apex
Peakway / Padstone Drive intersection, Parcel ID 0741051081, and properties located between
the stormwater detention pond outlet and the downstream convergence with the unnamed
tributary.

To Whom It May Concern:

This purpose of this letter is to make the Salem Village Owners Association aware of the plans
for construction of project U-5928, Apex Peakway, and more specifically, its potential negligible
impact on stormwater infrastructure in the area. As part of the final design efforts for this
project, staff have reviewed potential impacts on the existing stormwater infrastructure. The
project could potentially increase storm water entering any property from the proposed
stormwater infrastructure that ties to the existing 24” reinforced concrete pipe system located at
the northwest quadrant of the Yateley Lane / Apex Peakway intersection. This system is shown
in Exhibit A. The existing drainage system flows under Yateley Lane, along Apex Peakway,
under Padstone Drive, and drains into the private stormwater detention pond owned by Salem
Village Owners Association, south of the Apex Peakway / Padstone Drive intersection, Parcel ID
0741051081. It then flows through properties located between the stormwater detention pond
outlet and the downstream convergence with the unnamed tributary.

Staff estimate that the water level in the pond will rise approximately 1” (one inch) for all storms,
and the pond is anticipated to continue to operate as designed with no noticeable decrease in
capacity. In addition, staff reviewed the pond for water quality aspects based on the original
calculations and engineer’s certification. The pond is expected to operate within the original
requirements for water quality as designed following completion of the Apex Peakway project.
This letter serves as courtesy notice of the project impacts with respect to this drainage, and no
action is required on the part of the Salem Village Owners Association. However, staff are
available to answer questions at this time or following completion of the Apex Peakway project
should any questions arise at a later date.

Town Administration met with the Personnel Committee on August 27, 2021 to discuss the need for six (6)
additional full-time positions, listed below. These positions are being requested mid-year in order to
prepare the Town for projects and initiatives that will be underway prior to the development of the next

fiscal year budget. All six (6) positions were unanimously approved by the Personnel Committee.

1. Receptionist for Town Hall (Administration) - This position will serve as the first point of contact for all
Town Hall visitors. Not only will it provide a warm welcome and directory of services for Town Hall

visitors, but will also allow for increased security in the building.

2. Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion Director (Administration) - This position will oversee the Diversity,
Equity, and Inclusion efforts of the Town, evaluating needs and building out DEI programs to meet
both internal and external DEl initiatives. This position will oversee the DEI Officer position that was

approved this past year.

3. Legislative Aide to Council (Administration) - This position will serve as a resource to Town Council
Members, with duties including, but not limited to: providing aide and information on municipal
legislative processes; maintaining Council schedules & calendars; assisting with the development of

public policies; planning, coordinating, and marketing Council-related events for Council Members

individually, or as a whole; and carrying aut administrative tasks for members of Council.
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4. Fiscal Analyst (Administration) - This position will manage and oversee the America Rescue Plan Act
grant and other grant processes, including: monitoring and tracking costs, overseeing sub-
recipients, collaborating with external and internal partners, filing periodic required reports with the

Treasury Department, and creating transparent reporting for the Town.

5. HR Data & Systems Administrator (Human Resources) - This position will manage the various HR
Systems (HRIS/ERP, recruiting, performance management, learning management, etc.) as well the
data integrity and governance of HR related data. The position will be responsible for configuring
and testing HR systems, training Town departments on the various systems, managing data file
feeds between systems and external vendors, and serving as the lead contact on any HR-related ERP

updates, testing, implementations, conversions, etc.

6. Program Support Specialist (Economic Development) - this position was created in 2019 as a
Limited Service position (LSE). Since that time, with the addition of new ED positions and programs,
the position has grown and now requires full-time hours to effectively support the Economic

Development department and its programs.

Budget Ordinance Amendment 5 includes personnel costs for the positions including salary and benefits
for the prorated portion of the fiscal year based on anticipated hiring date. Also included are funds for

technology and hardware onboarding and capital outlay for creation of workspace.

These updates will replace our existing Fats, Oils, and Grease (FOG) Ordinance and will serve as a new
baseline for inspection and enforcement of grease interceptors at subject Food Service Establishments
(FSEs). FSEs utilize grease interceptors to collect and remove FOG from their wastewater stream before it
enters the Town's Sanitary Sewer system. If uncollected or uncontrolled, the FOG can create blockages that
lead to Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSOs) which can be detrimental to the Town's sewer system and the
environment. This Ordinance provides adequate legal authority for enforcement per the State issued
permit (WQCS00064). Included with the Ordinance are Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) that will

allow for consistency of enforcement, inspection and the risk level assessments of the FSEs.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ARTICLE VII OF CHAPTER 12 OF APEX
TOWN CODE

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
APEX AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Section 12-191 of the Town of Apex Code of Ordinances is hereby amended
to read as follows with additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-
through text:

Sec. 12-191. - Introduction—Scope and intent.

The intent of this article is to aid in the prevention of sSanitary sSewer
blockages and overflows due to the accumulation of fats, oils and greases in the
sanitary sewer from industrial or commercial establishments—particularly food
preparation and food serving establishments.—by+requiring Town requlations require
that all fFood sService and Non-Cooking eEstablishments te install properly-sized
and maintained gGrease traps-ertInterceptors to prevent excess fats, oils and greases

from entering the Sanitary Sewertewn's-publicly-owned-treatment-works.

Section 2. Section 12-192 of the Town of Apex Code of Ordinances is hereby amended
to read as follows with additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-
through text:

Sec. 12-192. - Definitions.

Establishment means a eseking Food Service eEstablishment or ANon-
€Cooking eEstablishment.

Fats, oils, and greases means organic polar compounds derived from animal
and/or plant sources that contain multiple carbon chain triglyceride molecules. These
substances are measured using analytical test procedures established in 40 CFR 136.
Fats, oils, and greases are collectively referred to herein as "gGreases."

FOG Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) means the Town’s enforcement plan
for requlating Fats, Oils, and Grease Control of Establishments.
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Food Service Establishments (FSE) means those establishments engaged in
activities of preparing, serving, or making available for public or clientele
consumption foodstuffs that require one or more of the following preparation
activities: frying, baking, grilling, sautéing, rotisserie cooking, broiling, boiling,
blanching, roasting, toasting, poaching, infrared heating, searing, barbecuing, and
any other food preparation activity that produces a hot non-drinkable food
product in or on a receptacle that requires washing.

Grease interceptor minimum design capability means the design features of a
grease interceptor and its ability or volume required to effectively intercept and retain
greases from grease-laden wastewaters discharged to the sSanitary sSewer.

Grease trap or interceptor means a device for separating and retaining greases
and like compounds from wastewater prior to entry into the sSanitary sSewer. These
devices also serve to remove and collect settleable solids from feed-service
eEstablishments prior to entry into the sSanitary sSewer. Grease traps and interceptors
are collectively referred to herein as "gGrease tInterceptors."

Non-cooking establishments means those establishments primarily engaged in
the preparation of precooked foodstuffs that do not include any form of cooking. These
include cold dairy and frozen foodstuffs preparation and serving establishments.

North Carolina Plumbing Code means written guidelines, regulations and
ordinances governing the plumbing criteria for type and use of plumbing systems in the
State of North Carolina and its political subdivisions.

Publicly-owned treatment works e¥ (POTW) means that certain collective
wastewater treatment system owned and/or operated by the town, including all devices,
systems and appurtenances thereto used in the collection, storage, treatment, recycling,
distribution and reclamation of municipal sewage, industrial wastes of a liquid nature,
or other wastewater.

Sanitary sSewer means a pipe or conduit intended to carry wastewater or
waterborne wastes from homes, businesses, and industries to the POTW. A sewer
collection system.

User means any person, including those located outside the jurisdictional limits
of the town, who contributes, er causes, or permits the contribution of; wastewater into
the POTW, including mobile sources such as hauled wastewater.

Section 3. Section 12-193 of the Town of Apex Code of Ordinances is hereby amended
to read as follows with additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-
through text:
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Sec. 12-193. - Specific prohibitions.

(a) No User shall contribute or cause to be contributed into the POTW petroleum
oil, nonbiodegradable cutting oil, or products of mineral oil origin, in amounts
that will cause interference or pass through.

(b) The owner and leaseholder shall be responsible for ensuring that no waste or
wastewater pumped from the grease interceptor or oil separator is
reintroduced back into the device. The User may request permission by
submitting data, sampling and justification to be approved at the discretion of
the water resources director.

Section 4. Section 12-194 of the Town of Apex Code of Ordinances is hereby amended
to read as follows with additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-
through text:

Sec. 12-194. - Grease interceptors.

(@) All ecoking Food Service eEstablishment uUsers shall install a mirimum-1;000-
gaHen-n-ground gGrease iInterceptor, unless an alternative pretreatment method is
approved by the town in accordance with subsection (h). Grease iInterceptors may also
be required at ANon-eCooking eEstablishments and other industrial, commercial, or
institutional establishments at the aUser's expense when deemed necessary by the water
resources director for the proper handllng of grease -laden wastewaters. No-usershah

eweumsfe&neesr All gGrease +Interceptors shall be of a type de3|gn and capamty
approved by Town of Apex Plumbing Code Enforcement Officer and shall be readily
and easily accessible for aUser cleaning and town inspection and sampling.

(b) Exterior in-ground gGrease tlnterceptors shall be serviced and emptied of
accumulated waste (greases, sludge, debris, etc.) content as required to maintain
minimum design capability, but not less often than every sixty 3(60) days. In-floor and
under-the-counter gGrease tlnterceptors shall be cleaned not less often than weekly.

(c) In-ground gGrease tlnterceptors must have access manholes, minimum diameter
of twenty-four (24) inches shall be provided over each interceptor chamber and
sanitary tee. The access manholes shall extend at least to finished grade and shall be
designed and maintained to prevent inflow and infiltration. The manholes also shall
have readily removable covers.
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(d) Minimum design criteria for gGrease tInterceptors shall be approved by the
Town of Apex Plumbing Code Enforcement Officer using the latest adopted North
Carolina Plumbing Code.

(e) Grease interceptors shall be kept free of inorganic solid materials such as rocks,
grit, gravel, sand, eating utensils, cigarettes, shells, towels, rags, etc., which could settle
and reduce the effective volume of the gGrease tInterceptor.

() There shall be no reintroduction of wastewater back into the gGrease tInterceptor

() Asanitary tee shall be installed and maintained in each Grease Interceptor
outlet at all times. An inlet and baffle sanitary tee shall be required for either
FSE’s with an already existing inlet tee, or newly installed Grease Interceptors.

(h) A user may request an alternative to an out-of-building gGrease tlnterceptor
because of documented space constraints. The request shall contain the following
information:

(1) Location of the town sewer main and easement in relation to available
exterior space outside the building.

(2) Existing plumbing at or in an eEstablishment that uses common plumbing
for all services.

(3) Detailed list of all potential sources of gGrease at the subject premises.

(1) The use of biological additives as a grease degradation agent is conditionally
perm|55|ble upon written approval by the water resources dlrector Anyes%abhshmen%

(1)  The use of automatic grease-removal systems is conditionally permissible, upon

pr|or written approval by the water resources director. An%estabiﬁhmen{—uang—sueh

(k)  The water resources director reserves the right to make determinations of gGrease
tInterceptor adequacy and need, based on review of all relevant information regarding
gGrease tInterceptor performance, facility site and building plan review, and to require
repairs to, or modification or replacement of such gGrease ilnterceptors.
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() Users are required to ensure that all material removed from gGrease tInterceptors
is disposed of in a manner that complies with all federal, state and local statutes, rules,
regulations, policies and ordinances.

(m)  Whenever there is a change in management, ownership, or food production
at a property, the property owner shall be required to submit justification for
either retaining the current Grease Interceptor method or a new request for a
variance. The Town reserves the right to inspect the existing Grease Interceptor
for acceptance.

(n) In the case that there is a shared or common Grease Interceptor, the
property owner shall assume ownership of all responsibilities for adhering to this
Article.

(0) The water resources director reserves the right to approve or deny any
variance formally submitted in regards to Grease Interceptors.

Section 5. Section 12-195 of the Town of Apex Code of Ordinances is hereby amended
to read as follows with additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-
through text:

Sec. 12-195. - Grease Interceptor inspections and documentation.

(@)  Users shall maintain a written record of all gGrease ilnterceptor
maintenance activities for three (3) years aftercompletion-of the-maintenance-activities.
These records shall contain elean-eut-dates pumping and maintenance manifests, the
as-built designs of the Grease Interceptor(s) on site, the name of the owner or manager
of the facility, and the name of the firm that performed the clean-out. These records must
be located on the premises and available for inspection during all business hours by the
water resources director or his their designee.

(b)  The town wiH may inspect an eEstablishment's grease interceptor and
maintenance records at the town's discretion. If problems are found during any such
inspection, the aUser must take immediate corrective action as indicated in the ERP

unless otherwise dlrected by the water resources dlrector Lf—samphﬂgﬂﬁh&gmase

(c) Atinspection, grease cap and solids measurements will may be performed.
Grease accumulation shall not be greater than four (4) inches at any point within the
gGrease tInterceptor. Solids and grease accumulation shall not be greater than 20 thirty-
five percent (35%) of the total water depth from the gGrease tInterceptor's inlet
chamber, and twenty-five percent (25%) of the total water depth in the outlet
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chamber interi
nterceptor.
(d) In-Floor and under-the-ground Grease Interceptors may be inspected

using the “Screwdriver Test”. This is a visual test and must require the water and
grease to separate to pass inspection.

(e) Maintenance records shall be maintained onsite where the Grease
Interceptor or oil/water separator is located for a period of three vears.

() Grease Interceptor maintenance records must include the following
information:

i. Establishment name and physical location

il. Name of Grease Interceptor service company

iii. Date and time of Grease Interceptor service

iv. Name and signature of person doing said service

V. Established service frequency and type of service

Vi. Number and size of each Grease Interceptor serviced

Vii. Approximated amount, per best professional judgment, of
grease and solids removed from each Grease Interceptor

viii.  Total volume of waste removed from each Grease Interceptor

iX. Destination of removed wastes, food solids, and wastewater
disposal

(q) Maintenance records that do not include all the above information
will be considered incomplete. Incomplete records are considered a violation of the
Town of Apex Sewer Use Ordinance and may subject the facility to penalty
assessments and/or service termination.

(h) Facilities for which a specific pretreatment permit has been issued
shall follow the requirements for maintenance and record keeping as stated in the

permit.

Section 6. Section 12-196 of the Town of Apex Code of Ordinances is hereby amended
to read as follows with additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-
through text:

Sec. 12-196. - Enforcement.
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i - Non-compliance with this Article
will result in enforcement actions in accordance with the FOG ERP.

(b) The FOG ERP may be updated and approved for action as the water
resources director sees fit. Each corresponding FSE will be given a six-month notice
of impending ERP changes, and will have that time to ensure all maintenance and
functionality requirements are met prior to roll out date.

(c) For aperiod of ene-year six (6) months following adoption of this article,
no enforcement actions will be taken for failure to achieve limits on discharges of
gGreases from gGrease tInterceptors. If, during such ene-year six-month period, an
obstruction of a town sewer main occurs causing an overflow with environmental impact
can be attributed in part or whole to an accumulation of gGreases in the sSanitary sSewer
or the POTW, the town will take appropriate enforcement actions in accordance with the
Apex Sewer Use Ordinance against the culpable user or other generator or contributor of
such gGreases.

Section 7. Itis the intention of the governing body, and it is hereby ordained that the
provisions of this ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances and the
sections of this ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention.

Section 8. Severability, Conflict of Laws. If this ordinance or application thereof to
any person or circumstances is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or
applications of the ordinance which can be given separate effect and to the end the provisions of
this ordinance are declared to be severable. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with
this ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section 9. Effective Date. This ordinance shall be effective upon adoption.

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Purpose of Procedure

The purpose is to provide instructions for the proper enforcement response for Food Service
Establishments in the Town of Apex to ensure that excessive Fats, QOil, and Grease (FOG) do not
accumulate in the Sanitary Sewer Collection System. Excessive accumulation of FOG in the
Sanitary Sewer Collection System may lead to a Sanitary Sewer Overflow (SSO).

Definitions

FOG Control Ordinance — The ordinance for the Town of Apex to govern Establishment’s and
User’s disposal of fats, oils and greases into the collective Sanitary Sewer system.

Fats, Oils and Grease (FOG) - fats, oils, or greases of animal or-plant-based origin.

Food Service Establishment (FSE) — Food Service Establishment -any commercial building that has a
kitchen or food preparation area where grease-laden waste is drained into the sanitary sewer system.
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Notice of Noncompliance — The first written notice from the Town that a Food Service Establishment is
out of compliance with the requirements of the FOG Control Ordinance and will be given a chance to
correct this issue with no penalty.

Notice of Violation — A written notice from the Town that an FSE is out of compliance with requirements
and has failed to adhere to the Notice of Noncompliance that was previously sent. The FSE will receive a
penalty on behalf of the Town for failure to comply. Continual failure to correct the issue will result in
escalated penalties or potential water severance.

Water Severance Notice (WSN) — A written notice from the Town that an FSE has effectively ignored all
previous issued Notices with no intent to adjust or comply to the requirements of the FOG Control
Ordinance. The Notice will serve as documentation that Wake County Health Department will effectively
shut off the water for the specified FSE until the corrective action is fixed.

Procedure

1. If FSE is determined to be out of compliance per SOP 002 (FOG Inspection), a written Notice
of Noncompliance will be issued to the Establishment.

2. Follow up with a return inspection when the specified time deadline has passed for the NNC
and document in the FOG database. Records violations do not require a follow up
inspection if they are submitted electronically prior to the deadline. A records inspection
must be completed.

a) If FSE has complied with the specified action written in the NNC, no further
enforcement is needed.

b) If FSE has failed to comply with the specified action in the NNC, then a Notice of
Violation Class | will be issued as specified in the FOG Enforcement Response Plan.

3. IfaNOV Class | is issued to an FSE, follow up with a return inspection when the specified
time deadline has passed for the NOV and document in the FOG database.

a) If FSE has complied with the specified action written in the NOV CL |, no further
enforcement is needed.

b) If FSE has failed to comply with the specified action in the NOV CL |, then a Notice of
Violation Class Il will be issued as specified in the FOG Enforcement Response Plan.

4. If aNOV Class Il is issued to an FSE, follow up with a return inspection when the specified
time deadline has passed for the NOV and document in the FOG database.

a) If FSE has complied with the specified action written in the NOV CL II, no further
enforcement is needed.

b) If FSE has failed to comply with the specified action in the NOV CL Il, then a Notice of
Violation Class Il will be issued as specified in the FOG Enforcement Response Plan.

5. Ifa NOV Class lll is issued to an FSE, follow up with a return inspection when the specified
time deadline has passed for the NOV and the document in the FOG database.

a) If FSE has complied with the specified action written in the NOV CL Ill, then no
further enforcement is needed.

b) If FSE has failed to comply with the specified action in the NOV CL lll, then a Water
Severance Notice will be issued as specified in the FOG Enforcement Response Plan.

If a Water Severance Notice is issued, the FOG Program Manager will notify Senior
Management, Water Meters Division and the Wake County Health Department.
a) The civil penalty for the WSN will be formally addressed and delivered to the
Establishment’s representative.
b) The FSE may appeal the civil penalty with a written response including
documentation and justification either electronically or physically submitted to the
FOG Program Manager within seven (7) days of the Water Severance Notice.
Follow up with a return inspection when the specified time deadline has passed for the
water severance after issuing the WSN.
a) If the FSE has complied with the specified action in the Water Severance Notice, no
further enforcement is needed.
b) If the FSE has failed to comply with the specified action in the Water Severance
Notice, then the water will be severed on the specified date of the issued WSN.
FOG Program Manager will notify all Senior Management, Water Meters Division, and Wake
County Health Department of the specified date for water severance for the Establishment.
Water service will not be reinstated until all requirements of the Notice of Violation CL IlI
have been met.
Once compliance has been met, the FOG Staff must document all relative information in the
FOG database. Including emails, pictures, documents videos and communication relevant to
complete justification for reinstated water service.
FOG Program Manager will notify Senior Management, Water Meters Division and Wake
County Health Department that water service is approved to be returned to the
Establishment.
Inspector or FOG Program Manager will ensure all civil penalties have been paid prior to
reinstated water service.

Regulations

The Town reserves the right to not escalate a Notice of Noncompliance or Notice of
Violation dependent on the severity of the issue noted.

All Civil Penalties will be delivered to the Establishment’s representative and must be either
paid by the notified date, or appealed to the FOG Program Manager.

FSE’s may appeal Notices and Civil Penalties by submitting relative documentation to justify
the Establishment’s stance. The FSE may submit either electronic or physical copy of this
appeal to the FOG Program Manager and shall be received within 7 business days of
reviving their Notice.

If at any point an FSE receives either a NOV CL Il or Water Severance Notice, for a full
calendar year from the incident any other failure found during inspections will relate in
immediately starting at a Notice of Violation Class I. This will be considered for
Establishments termed “Repeat Offenders”.

If an Establishment is found to be liable for failing to adhere to the FOG Control Ordinance
and upon inspection are deemed the responsible party for an SSO created in the nearby
environment, there is cause for immediate issuance of a Notice of Violation Class lII.

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Purpose of Procedure

The purpose of this standard operating procedure is to provide instructions for the proper
inspection of Food Service Establishments in the Town of Apex Sewer service area to ensure
that excessive Fats, Qil, and Grease (FOG) do not accumulate in the Sanitary Sewer Collection
System. Excessive accumulation of FOG in the Sanitary Sewer Collection System may lead to a
Sanitary Sewer Overflow (SSO).

Definitions

FOG Control Ordinance — The ordinance for the Town of Apex to govern Establishment’s and
User’s disposal of fats, oils and greases into the collective Sanitary Sewer system.

Fats, Oils and Grease (FOG) - fats, oils, or greases of animal or-plant-based origin.
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Food Service Establishment (FSE) — Food Service Establishment -any commercial building that has a
kitchen or food preparation area where grease-laden waste is drained into the sanitary sewer system.

Gravity Grease Interceptor (GGI) — Water-tight receptacle receiving and retaining waste
containing fats, oils and grease from FSE’s. They are typically located outside the place of
business or any structure.

Hydro-Mechanical Grease Interceptor (HGI) — Water-tight receptacle receiving and retaining
waste containing fats, oils and grease from FSE’s. The HGI is generally located inside a business
or structure. Note: Some FSE’s may apply and receive a variance to install outside the place of
business or structure.

Sludge Judge — A clear plastic tube with a ball valve on the bottom to measure the grease and
solids depth inside of a pretreatment device.

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) — Specialized clothing or equipment worn by employees
for protection against health and safety hazards. Personal protective equipment is designed to
protect many parts of the body, l.e. eyes, head face, hands, feet and ears.

Notice of Noncompliance — The first written notice from the Town that a Food Service
Establishment is out of compliance with the requirements of the FOG Control Ordinance and
will be given a chance to correct this issue with no penalty.

Notice of Violation — A written notice from the Town that an FSE is out of compliance with
requirements and has failed to adhere to the Notice of Noncompliance that was previously
sent. The FSE will receive a penalty on behalf of the Town for failure to comply. Continual
failure to correct the issue will result in escalated penalties or potential water severance.

Water Severance Notice (WSN) — A written notice from the Town that an FSE has effectively
ignored all previous issued Notices with no intent to adjust or comply to the requirements of
the FOG Control Ordinance. The Notice will serve as documentation that Wake County Health
Department will effectively shut off the water for the specified FSE until the corrective action is
fixed.

Procedure

1. Appropriate PPE should be worn.
2. Explain to the person in charge the purpose for the inspection.
3. Inspection of Food Service Establishment GGI’s
a) Open the manhole lids
b) Visually inspect the interior of the trap for damage or missing components
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c) Slowly lower the sludge judge into the interceptor, once the grease mat has been
penetrated, gently shake or wiggle the sludge judge until water collecting in the
sludge judge is heard.

d) Continue lowering the sludge judge into the grease interceptor (Please note a
continued gentle shaking and wiggling of the sludge judge may be necessary while
lowering it to get an accurate reading if the wastewater is thick).

e) Determine if the FSE is in/out of compliance if grease and solids depth are greater
than 35% of the total depth of the inlet and 25% of the total depth of the outlet.

4. Inspection of Food Service Establishment HGI's

a) Open the interceptor and perform a screwdriver test

b) Move the screwdriver back and forth within the wastewater inside the HGI to allow
the grease layer to become visible. Determine if the FSE is in/out of compliance if
there is no separation of the grease and water.

5. Maintenance Records for Food Service Establishment
a) Records shall be inspected when the FSE is:

i.  Operating with an HGI

ii. ARiskLevel3or4

iii.  Sludge Judge reading exceeds 35% in the inlet chamber or 25% in the outlet

chamber or a greater than 4” grease cap

iv. GGl or HGI cannot be physically inspected

v.  Conditions within the GGI or HGI are abnormal
6. The FSE is determined to be out of compliance if the following is confirmed:

a) Exterior Grease Interceptor contains a combined grease cap and solids depth of 35%
in the inlet chamber or 25% in the outlet chamber

b) There is greater than 4” of a grease cap anywhere in the GGl

c) No visible separation between the grease layer and wastewater inside the HGI

d) Grease Interceptor is missing a component that prevents the device from working
properly or missing a pre-existing component

e) Grease Interceptor is undersized, substandard, or allowing excessive discharge of
grease and oil into the sanitary sewer system

f) Grease Interceptor is inaccessible for inspection

g) FSE does not produce maintenance record upon Town’s request

h) Grease Interceptor has an internal blockage or has a higher than normal water level

i) Grease Interceptor is overflowing

i. Notify the necessary parties within the Town
ii. Require FSE to cut off all flow to interceptor’s line immediately

Regulations

1. The Town reserves the right to not escalate a Notice of Noncompliance or Notice of
Violation dependent on the severity of the issue noted.
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2. All Civil Penalties will be delivered to the Establishment’s representative and must be either
paid by the notified date, or appealed to the FOG Program Manager.

3. FSE’s may appeal Notices and Civil Penalties by submitting relative documentation to justify
the Establishment’s stance. The FSE may submit either electronic or physical copy of this
appeal to the FOG Program Manager and shall be received within 7 business days of
reviving their Notice.

4. |If at any point an FSE receives either a NOV CL Il or Water Severance Notice, the FSE will be
immediately listed as a Risk Level 4 for a minimum of two years, or until Program Manager
deems acceptable for new risk level assessment.

The purpose of this standard operating procedure is to assign risk levels to Food Service
Establishments (FSE’s) based on the potential to discharge fats, oils and grease (FOG) into the
Sanitary Sewer Collection System which may lead to Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSO’s). Once

these risk levels have been assigned, compliance inspections may be scheduled based on the
assigned risk level.

Definitions

FOG Control Ordinance — The ordinance for the Town of Apex to govern Establishment’s and
User’s disposal of fats, oils and greases into the collective Sanitary Sewer system.

Fats, Oils and Grease (FOG) - fats, oils, or greases of animal or-plant-based origin.

Food Service Establishment (FSE) — any commercial building that has a kitchen or food
preparation area where grease-laden waste is drained into the sanitary sewer system.
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Notice of Noncompliance — The first written notice from the Town that a Food Service
Establishment is out of compliance with the requirements of the FOG Control Ordinance and
will be given a chance to correct this issue with no penalty.

Notice of Violation — A written notice from the Town that an FSE is out of compliance with
requirements and has failed to adhere to the Notice of Noncompliance that was previously
sent. The FSE will receive a penalty on behalf of the Town for failure to comply. Continual
failure to correct the issue will result in escalated penalties or potential water severance.

Water Severance Notice (WSN) — A written notice from the Town that an FSE has effectively
ignored all previous issued Notices with no intent to adjust or comply to the requirements of
the FOG Control Ordinance. The Notice will serve as documentation that Wake County Health
Department will effectively shut off the water for the specified FSE until the corrective action is
fixed.

Risk Level 0 — Inactive: Establishment generates no amount of FOG, is an inactive
establishment, out of business or classified as non-FSE.

Risk Level 1 — Establishment generates minimal amount of FOG and normally complies with
Town FOG regulations.

Risk Level 2 — Establishment generates a moderate or significant amount of FOG and normally
complies with Town regulations.

Risk Level 3 — Establishment generates a significant amount of FOG and normally complies with
Town regulations.

Risk Level 4 — Establishment generates significant amount of FOG, and or has more than one
non-compliance in a 12-month period, and or is located in a grease intensive area.

Procedure

1. FOG Program will evaluate and assign risk levels to all FSE’s
2. Risk Levels shall be based on the following:
a) Non-compliance history
b) Improved compliance history
c) Interceptor condition
d) Type of FSE
e) Change of ownership
f) Location (grease intensive areas)
3. Risk levels shall be recorded in the FOG database
4. Assign compliance inspections based on risk levels
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5. Additional or less frequent inspections may be scheduled based on changing conditions

Regulations

1. The Town reserves the right to not escalate a Notice of Noncompliance or Notice of
Violation dependent on the severity of the issue noted.

2. All Civil Penalties will be delivered to the Establishment’s representative and must be either
paid by the notified date, or appealed to the FOG Program Manager.

3. FSE’s may appeal Notices and Civil Penalties by submitting relative documentation to justify
the Establishment’s stance. The FSE may submit either electronic or physical copy of this
appeal to the FOG Program Manager and shall be received within 7 business days of
reviving their Notice.

4. If at any point an FSE receives either a NOV CL Il or Water Severance Notice, the FSE will be
immediately listed as a Risk Level 4 for a minimum of two years, or until Program Manager
deems acceptable for new risk level assessment.

Requested by Planning Staff:

1. Amendment to the Unified Development Ordinance in order to add Sec. 2.1.10 Housing Advisory Board
to include provisions for the new Housing Advisory Board.

2.1.10 Housing Advisory Board

A) Powers and Duties
The Housing Advisory Board shall have the following powers and duties under the
provisions of this Ordinance:

1) Recommendations to Mayor and Town Council. Recommend to the Mayor and
Town Council, policies and funding recommendations related to affordable

housing.

2) Housing Advocacy to Mayor, Town Council, and Planning Board. Advise the
Mayor, Town Council, and Planning Board on housing advocacy efforts related to
affordable housing.

3) Housing Annual Report. Assist in the creation of the housing annual report.

B) Membership

1) Number. The Housing Advisory Board shall consist of nine (9) members. The
Housing Advisory Board shall include one (1) Planning Board member and one (1)
Town Council member. The Planning Board member and Town Council member
shall be non-voting members.

2) Appointment. Members shall be recommended by the Mayor and appointed by
the Town Council.

3) Initial establishment. At the initial establishment of the Housing Advisory Board,
four (4) members shall be appointed for a term of three (3) years, three (3)
members shall be appointed for a term of two (2) years, one Planning Board non-
voting member shall be appointed for a term of (1) year and one Town Council
non-voting member shall be appointed for a term of one (1) year. Thereafter,
new appointments for terms of three (3) years shall be made with the exception
of the Planning Board non-voting member and Town Council nhon-voting member
which shall remain on a term of (1) year. No member of the Housing Advisory
Board shall serve more than nine (9) consecutive years after being appointed with
the exception of the Planning Board non-voting member and Town Council non-
voting member which shall serve no more than three (3) consecutive years after
being appointed.
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D)

4) Removal. Any member of the Housing Advisory Board shall be removed for cause
(neglect of duty, malfeasance, misconduct, or failure to faithfully attend
meetings) by the Town Council upon written charge and after a public hearing.

5) Filling of vacancy. Vacancies shall be filled by the same method as the original
appointment. Vacancies occurring for reasons other than expiration of terms shall
be filled for the period of the unexpired term by the same method as the original

appointment.
Officers
1) Chair and vice-chair. The chair and vice-chair of the Housing Advisory Board shall

be appointed by the Mayor from the members of the Board and confirmed by the
Town Council. The term of the chair and vice-chair shall be for one (1) year. A
past chair or vice-chair may be re-appointed, even though no chair or vice-chair
shall serve for more than three (3) consecutive terms. Vacancies within a term
shall be filled by the same method as the original appointment. The chair shall
decide all points of order on procedure, and shall take such action as shall be
necessary to preserve the order and integrity of all proceedings before the
Housing Advisory Board. In absence of the chair, the vice-chair shall act as chair
and shall have all powers of the chair. In the absence of both the chair and vice-
chair, an acting chair shall be selected for that meeting by a majority of those
members present. The acting chair shall have the authority and responsibilities of
the chair for that meeting.

2) Secretary. The Housing Program Manager or designee shall serve as the Secretary
of the Housing Advisory Board and shall keep minutes of all proceedings. These
minutes shall be a summary of all proceedings before the Housing Advisory
Board, which shall include the vote of all members upon every consideration, and
be attested to by the Secretary. The minutes shall be approved by a majority of
the Housing Advisory Board members voting. In addition, the Secretary shall
maintain all records of the Housing Advisory Board meetings, hearings,
proceedings, and correspondence as public records in the offices of the Planning
and Community Development Department.

Quorum

No meeting of the Housing Advisory Board shall be called to order, nor may any business
be transacted by the Housing Advisory Board, without a quorum consisting of the
majority of the Housing Advisory Board’s membership, excluding vacant seats, being

present.

Conflict of Interest

Any member who has an interest in a matter under consideration by the Housing
Advisory Board shall declare such interest prior to the vote of the Board and abstain from
voting on the question. The member declaring the interest is not exempted from
participation in the discussions of the Board on the matter prior to its vote.

Staff
The Planning and Community Development Department shall be the professional staff to
the Housing Advisory Board.
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G) Rules of Procedure
The Housing Advisory Board shall, by a majority vote of the voting membership, adopt
rules and regulations governing its procedure as it may consider necessary or advisable.

H) Meetings
Regular meetings of the Housing Advisory Board shall be held quarterly to consider
matters properly before the Board. Special Board meetings may also be called on an as
needed basis. The chair, vice-chair, or any two (2) members of the Board may at any time
call a special Board meeting by signing a written notice stating the time and place of the
meeting and the subjects to be considered. A special Board meeting may also be called or
scheduled by vote of the Board in open session during another duly called meeting.

The members of the Housing Advisory Board shall serve with compensation as authorized
by Town Council in the annual budget.

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AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CERTAIN SECTIONS OF THE UNIFIED DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE

BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Apex as follows:

Section 1. Sec. 2.1.10 of the Unified Development Ordinance is added to read as follows with additions
shown as bold underline text:

2.1.10 Housing Advisory Board

A) Powers and Duties

The Housing Advisory Board shall have the following powers and duties under the provisions

of this Ordinance:

3)

Recommendations to Mayor and Town Council. Recommend to the Mayor and Town
Council, policies and funding recommendations related to affordable housing.

Housing Advocacy to Mayor, Town Council, and Planning Board. Advise the Mayor,
Town Council, and Planning Board on housing advocacy efforts related to affordable

housing.

Housing Annual Report. Assist in the creation of the housing annual report.

B) Membership

1)

Number. The Housing Advisory Board shall consist of nine (9) members. The Housing
Advisory Board shall include one (1) Planning Board member and one (1) Town
Council member. The Planning Board member and Town Council member shall be
non-voting members.

Appointment. Members shall be recommended by the Mayor and appointed by the
Town Council.

Initial establishment. At the initial establishment of the Housing Advisory Board,
four (4) members shall be appointed for a term of three (3) years, three (3) members
shall be appointed for a term of two (2) years, one Planning Board non-voting
member shall be appointed for a term of (1) year and one Town Council non-voting
member shall be appointed for a term of one (1) year. Thereafter, new
appointments for terms of three (3) years shall be made with the exception of the
Planning Board non-voting member and Town Council non-voting member which
shall remain on a term of (1) year. No member of the Housing Advisory Board shall
serve more than nine (9) consecutive years after being appointed with the exception
of the Planning Board non-voting member and Town Council non-voting member
which shall serve no more than three (3) consecutive years after being appointed.

Removal. Any member of the Housing Advisory Board shall be removed for cause
(neglect of duty, malfeasance, misconduct, or failure to faithfully attend meetings)
by the Town Council upon written charge and after a public hearing.

Filling of vacancy. Vacancies shall be filled by the same method as the original
appointment. Vacancies occurring for reasons other than expiration of terms shall be
filled for the period of the unexpired term by the same method as the original

appointment.
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1) Chair and vice-chair. The chair and vice-chair of the Housing Advisory Board shall be
appointed by the Mayor from the members of the Board and confirmed by the Town
Council. The term of the chair and vice-chair shall be for one (1) year. A past chair or
vice-chair may be re-appointed, even though no chair or vice-chair shall serve for
more than three (3) consecutive terms. Vacancies within a term shall be filled by the
same method as the original appointment. The chair shall decide all points of order
on procedure, and shall take such action as shall be necessary to preserve the order
and integrity of all proceedings before the Housing Advisory Board. In absence of the
chair, the vice-chair shall act as chair and shall have all powers of the chair. In the
absence of both the chair and vice-chair, an acting chair shall be selected for that
meeting by a majority of those members present. The acting chair shall have the
authority and responsibilities of the chair for that meeting.

2) Secretary. The Housing Program Manager or designee shall serve as the Secretary of
the Housing Advisory Board and shall keep minutes of all proceedings. These
minutes shall be a summary of all proceedings before the Housing Advisory Board,
which shall include the vote of all members upon every consideration, and be
attested to by the Secretary. The minutes shall be approved by a majority of the
Housing Advisory Board members voting. In addition, the Secretary shall maintain all
records of the Housing Advisory Board meetings, hearings, proceedings, and
correspondence as public records in the offices of the Planning and Community
Development Department.

Quorum

No meeting of the Housing Advisory Board shall be called to order, nor may any business be
transacted by the Housing Advisory Board, without a quorum consisting of the majority of
the Housing Advisory Board’s membership, excluding vacant seats, being present.

Conflict of Interest

Any member who has an interest in a matter under consideration by the Housing Advisory
Board shall declare such interest prior to the vote of the Board and abstain from voting on
the question. The member declaring the interest is not exempted from participation in the
discussions of the Board on the matter prior to its vote.

Staff
The Planning and Community Development Department shall be the professional staff to the
Housing Advisory Board.

Rules of Procedure
The Housing Advisory Board shall, by a majority vote of the voting membership, adopt rules
and regulations governing its procedure as it may consider necessary or advisable.

Meetings
Regular meetings of the Housing Advisory Board shall be held quarterly to consider matters

properly before the Board. Special Board meetings may also be called on an as needed
basis. The chair, vice-chair, or any two (2) members of the Board may at any time call a
special Board meeting by signing a written notice stating the time and place of the meeting
and the subjects to be considered. A special Board meeting may also be called or scheduled
by vote of the Board in open session during another duly called meeting.
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1) Compensation
The members of the Housing Advisory Board shall serve with compensation as authorized by
Town Council in the annual budget.

Section 2. Section 8.3.11.B of the Unified Development Ordinance is amended to read as follows with
additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-through text:

8.3.11 Electric Vehicle Charging Spaces

B) Accessible Electric Vehicle Charging Spaces
Unless otherwise expressly stated in this Code, electric vehicle charging spaces shall be sized but
not marked as exclusively accessible in accordance with Table 8.3-10.

Section 3. Sections 9.1, 9.2, and 9.3 of the Unified Development Ordinance are amended to read as follows
with additions shown as bold underlined text and deletions shown as struck-through text:

9.1 DESIGN STANDARDS, GENERAL

9.1.2 Applicability

A) These design standards shall be applicable to all nonresidential development under
this UDO, except as specifically noted in Secs. 9.2 Building Aesthetics and 9.3
Architectural Character.

9.2 BUILDING AESTHETICS
9.2.2 Building Design

E) Massing
1) A single, large, dominant building mass shall be avoided. Where large
structures are required, mass should be broken up through the use of
setbacks, projecting and recessed elements, and similar design techniques.
This shall not apply to buildings over 125,000 square feet located within a
North Carolina Certified Site and in the Light Industrial (LI) zoning district.

2) Changes in mass shall be related to entrances, the integral structure, and/or
the organization of interior spaces and activities and not merely for cosmetic
effect.
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9.2.3 Avoiding Monotony of Design
Monotony of design in single or multiple building projects shall be avoided by varying detail,
form, and siting to the maximum extent reasonable and practicable, within the standards set
forth in this aArticle, to provide visual interest.

9.2.4 Harmony of Design

A) Purpose

The purpose of this sSection is to preserve the design character of existing
development, to protect the visual pattern of the community, and to promote
harmony in the visual relationships and transitions between new and older buildings.
New buildings should respect the scale, form, and proportion of existing development.
This can be done by repeating building lines and surface treatments and by requiring
some uniformity of detail, scale, proportion, texture, materials, color, and building
form. Buildings over 125,000 square feet located within a North Carolina Certified
Site and in the Light Industrial (LI) zoning district shall meet this standard to the

maximum extent reasonable and practicable.

9.3 ARCHITECTURAL CHARACTER

9.3.3 Facades

A) Recesses and Projections

1)

Except as provided in subsection 2 below, Ffacades greater than 100 feet in
length, measured horizontally, must incorporate recesses and projections
along at least 20% of the length of the facade and —~Wwindows, awnings, and
arcades should total at least 60% of the fagade length abutting a public
street.

Buildings over 125,000 square feet located within a North Carolina Certified
Site and in the Light Industrial (LI) zoning district shall incorporate recesses
and projections including windows and awnings at all public entrances. At
least 10% of the facade along a public street shall contain windows or other
glazing. In the case of a corner lot, this standard shall only apply to the
facade(s) that contains a public entrance or the facade closest to the public
entrance.
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B) Repeating Design Patterns
Facades greater than 100 feet in length, measured horizontally, shall incorporate a
repeating pattern of change in color, texture, and material modules. All elements
should repeat at intervals of no more than 30 feet, either horizontally or vertically. For
buildings over 125,000 square feet located within a North Carolina Certified Site and
in the Light Industrial (LI) zoning district, all elements should repeat at regular
intervals proportional to the length of the facade and designed to break up the mass

of the building.

Section 4. The Director of Planning and Community Development and/or Town Manager are hereby
authorized to renumber, revise formatting, correct typographic errors, to verify and correct cross
references, indexes and diagrams as necessary to codify, publish, and/or accomplish the
provisions of this ordinance or future amendments as long as doing so does not alter the terms of
this ordinance.

Section 5. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed. If any
section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid,
such adjudication shall apply only to such section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so

adjudged and the remainder of the ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 6.  The ordinance shall be effective upon enactment on the day of 2021.
