Phase 1 -90% Design Review

We will review an updated “pre-submittal” version of the 90% designs provided by Parametrix and
provide written comments (via email and/or PDF markups) with respect to previous geotechnical
recommendations outlined in our 2025 Geotechnical Engineer Report, as well as any other
geotechnical-related observations or recommendations for new or updated design elements that
have evolved since our previous review. We will also review and provide recommendations for
protection of the existing bulkhead/retaining structures to remain adjacent to the East 9" Street Mini
Park.

SUMMARY: This project will remedy an ongoing and challenging maintenance and environmental
contamination concern for the sewer along Tracyton Beach Road in East Bremerton by converting
the existing gravity/pressure sewer to a new pressurized system. Two pump stations are required.
One of the proposed pump stations will be located at 2806 Tracyton Beach Road NW.

Staff have negotiated the terms and cost of the easement with the owner of the property with
assistance from Kitsap County real estate staff. The terms include abandonment of the existing
septic system, connection to the new sewer system, and cash for the estimated worth of the
easement as determined by Kitsap County, and the final cost negotiated by the City, which was
$21,760. Details are contained in the attached easement document and exhibits.
