Wednesday, April 8, 2026 
 

A Study Session of the City Council of the City of Bremerton was called to order on Wednesday, April 
8, 2026 at 5:00 PM in Council Conference Room 603 located in the Norm Dicks Government Center 
at 345 6th Street, with Council President Jane Rebelowski presiding. Other Council Members present 
were Jennifer Chamberlin, Christy Cammarata (arrived 5:30 PM), Denise Frey, Michael Goodnow 
(remote until 6:03 PM), and Rick Tift. Councilmember Anna Mockler was absent.  Legislative Office 
Manager Anne Williams provided staff support. 
 

A. INFORMATION ONLY PRESENTATION 

1. Quarterly Update from Commonstreet (Information Only) –Senior Outreach and 

Engagement Specialist Trisha Munson and Project Manager Brendan Perko presented to the 

Council. Follow-up to the presentation includes additional research into the availability of the 

Rejuvenation Center as a day center. The Council Office will provide details on the City’s 

eviction policy adopted in recent years, which is intended to provide protections for renters. 
 

Future quarterly reports from Commonstreet will include additional data, such as the number 

of referrals from City departments, as well as summary bullet points outlining key drivers of 

activity within presentation materials.

Litter Bags” – City Prosecutor Gary Hersey presented on this proposed change to the BMC. 
This item will be placed on the April 15 Meeting Consent Agenda.   

6. Contract with Insituform Technologies, LLC for the 2026 Sewer Rehabilitation Project – 
Civil Engineer II Denton Lynch presented on this contract. This item will be placed on the April 
15 Meeting Consent Agenda.  

7. Goods and Services Agreement with AquaTechnex LLC for Phosphorus Treatment and 
Aquatic Vegetation Harvesting of Kitsap Lake – Stormwater Program Manager Will Riley 
presented on this Agreement. This item will be placed on the April 15 Consent Agenda. 
Council asked that conversations continue with the Navy, as well as possibly consider 
engaging with the County since a quarter of this property is in the County. 

8. Agreement with Rognlin’s, Inc for the Eastside Treatment Plant UV Replacement 
Project – City Engineer Ned Lever presented on this Agreement. This item will be placed on 
the April 15 Consent Agenda.   

 
President Rebelowski called a break from 6:49 to 7:02 PM. 
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C.  GENERAL COUNCIL BUSINESS 
1.   Public Safety Committee Briefing (Last Meeting 4/7/26) – Chair Michael Goodnow reported 

that discussion at the last meeting centered on modernizing City code related to electric 
vehicles. Additional discussion is needed at the Committee level before bringing this item 
forward to a Study Session. 

 

2.   Regional and Other Committee/Board Briefings – Councilmember Rick Tift shared key-
take aways from the Kitsap Economic Development Alliance Economic Forecast meeting he 
recently attended. Highlights included FIFA-related opportunities, Immigration considerations, 
SIOP updates, and efforts to support small business development. Community member Jay 
Miller was recognized. Councilmembers were encouraged to review the presentations 
available on the KEDA website. 

 

Council President Jane Rebelowski is now on the Kitsap Transit Board and shared topics 
discussed at their recent meeting, largely focused on financial matters and how other 
jurisdictions fund Dial-a-Ride services. She also provided highlights from the Association of 
WA Cities Council Leader Exchange Workshop she recently attended, noting that many of the 
topics discussed, particularly around structuring Public Comment, are similar to the 
challenges currently facing the Council. 
 

Councilmember Jennifer Chamberlin reported on the recently held Kitsap 911 meeting. The 
focus being on salary strategy as the Board is in the process of recruiting a new Executive 
Director. 
 

3. Other Council Business – Council President Jane Rebelowski provided the following 

reminders to Councilmembers: 

a. Submit top three preferences for district and group photos to Photographer Debbie 
Gilman, with a copy to Anne, by this Friday;  

b. File the Personal Financial Affairs Statement (F-1) with the Washington State Public 
Disclosure Commission by next Wednesday, April 15, to remain in compliance and 
avoid late fees; and  

c. Provide RSVPs to the Council Office for the Naval Base Kitsap Restoration community 
meeting scheduled for April 30.  

Councilmember Christy Cammarata shared information from a recent Kitsap Public Health 
District meeting and expressed concerns regarding the future of healthcare in Kitsap County. 
Councilmember Denise Frey noted that questions were raised during that meeting regarding 
FIFA-related public health impacts and expressed interest in learning more about the plan and 
budget to address these, and other issues related to FIFA. 
 
Councilmember Jennifer Chamberlin requested that the Council consider whether there is 
interest in revisiting the prior resolution regarding the PRIDE flag and consider modifying 
language to be specific to city-owned buildings, as opposed to the NDGC, which is a 
condominium.

RESOLUTION NO.  3409 

A RESOLUTION of the City Council of the City of Bremerton, 

Washington, providing for the submission to the qualified electors 

of the City of Bremerton at a special election to be held in 

conjunction with the state primary election on August 4, 2026 of a 

proposition authorizing the City to increase its regular property tax 

levy above the limit established in chapter 84.55 RCW to provide 

for the continual provision of public safety and other governmental 

services, including funding for firefighting equipment, staffing, and 

facilities, in order to better serve and protect the community; setting 

forth the ballot title therefore; requesting that the Kitsap County 

Auditor place the proposition on the August 4, 2026 ballot; and 

fixing the time when the same shall become effective. 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bremerton, Washington (the "City") 

desires to provide for the continual provision of public safety and other governmental services, 

including providing for firefighting equipment, staffing, and facilities;  

 

WHEREAS, the City's regular property tax levy is a major source of general fund 

revenue paying for the costs of the City's general government services, including public safety 

services and other governmental services;  

 

WHEREAS, the costs of providing such City services have increased over time 

due to economic inflation and growth in the City, yet the City's regular property tax levy has not 

kept pace with inflation and growth;  

 

WHEREAS, to provide for the foregoing, the City needs additional funds to 

supplement existing City general fund revenue which is applied for these purposes; 

 

WHEREAS, the City's current regular property tax levy is $1.47 per $1,000 of 

assessed value, which is $1.905 per $1,000 of assessed value less than what is statutorily 

authorized; 

 

WHEREAS, RCW 84.55.050 provides for the levy of regular property taxes in an 

amount exceeding the limitations specified in chapter 84.55 RCW if such increased levy is 

authorized by a ballot proposition approved by a majority of the voters at an election held within 

the taxing district (a "levy lid lift");  

 

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is in the best interest of the 

City and its residents to submit a levy lid lift proposition under RCW 84.55.050(1) to the voters 

for their approval or rejection; and 

 

NOW THEREFORE, the City of Bremerton does ordain as follows: 
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SECTION 1.  Call for Election. Pursuant to RCW 84.55.050, the Bremerton City 

Council hereby calls for the submission of a proposition to the qualified electors of the City 

asking whether the City shall levy regular property taxes in excess of the limitation established in 

RCW 84.55.010. The Kitsap County Auditor, as ex officio supervisor of elections in Kitsap 

County, is hereby requested to call and conduct a special election in the City in conjunction with 

the primary election on August 4, 2026, for the levy lid lift as further described in Section 2.  

 

SECTION 2.  Description of Levy Lid Lift. The proposition to be submitted to the 

qualified voters of the City for their approval or rejection is to authorize an increase in the City's 

regular property tax levy by $0.48 per $1,000 of assessed value, to a total regular property tax 

levy rate of $1.95 per $1,000 of assessed value, for collection beginning on January 1, 2027. The 

additional regular property taxes authorized by the proposition would be subject to the 

exemption for qualifying seniors, veterans, and others in RCW 84.36.381. The dollar amount of 

the levy in 2027 would be used for the purpose of computing the limitations on subsequent levies 

provided for under chapter 84.55 RCW. If approved, the levy lid lift would provide for the 

continual provision of public safety services, including funding for firefighting equipment, fire 

department staffing, and facilities, and other governmental services.  

 

SECTION 3.  Ballot Proposition. The City Clerk is hereby authorized and 

directed, not later than May 1, 2026, to certify a proposition to the Kitsap County Auditor, as ex 

officio supervisor of elections in Kitsap County, Washington, in substantially the following form:

PUBLIC SAFETY AND GOVERNMENTAL SERVICES LEVY  

The Bremerton City Council adopted Resolution ___ concerning property taxes for 

public safety and governmental services. If approved, this proposition would fund 

City services, including firefighting equipment, staffing, and facilities. It would 

increase the City's regular property tax rate by $0.48 to a total authorized rate of 

$1.95 per $1,000 of assessed value for collection in 2027. The 2027 levy amount 

would be used to calculate subsequent levies. Should this proposition be approved?

For purposes of receiving 

notice of the exact language of the ballot proposition required by RCW 29A.36.080, the City 

Council hereby designates the City Clerk.  
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SECTION 6.  Corrections.  The City Clerk and the Clerk’s delegees are 

authorized to make necessary corrections to this resolution including, but not limited to, the 

correction of scrivener, clerical, typographical, and spelling errors, references, resolution 

numbering, section/subsection numbers and any references thereto. 

 

SECTION 7.  Severability.  If any one or more sections, subsections, or sentences 

of this resolution are held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the 

validity of the remaining portion of this resolution and the same shall remain in full force and 

effect. 

 

SECTION 8.  Effective Date. This resolution shall take effect and be in force ten
