AMENDMENT 2 TO INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (Agreement)
BETWEEN BREMERTON HOUSING AUTHORITY (BHA) (UEI: FIKSKSBEJW33) AND CITY OF BREMERTON
(City) (UEI: HY84RG6NYNG4) For A Hybrid Low-Barrier Walk-Up Congregate and Pallet Shelter Serving
Unhoused Community Members Living within the City of Bremerton

WHEREAS, BHA and City entered into this Agreement effective Dec. 30", 2024; and

WHEREAS, this Agreement was amended by “Amendment 1 to the Interlocal Agreement” effective
February 11, 2025; and

WHEREAS, the $1.1 million in ARPA funding in this Agreement must be spent by the end of 2026; and

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to align this Agreement with a variety of shelter solutions serving
unhoused community members; and

WHEREAS, the expansion of permissible uses for funding shelter includes, but is not limited to,
allocating money to the Salvation Army in Bremerton for continued shelter operations at the
Bremerton Corps Community Center:

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals, which are incorporated herein by reference, the
parties agree to add this amendment to the original agreement dated December 30", 2024, and Amendment
1, dated February 11, 2025 and agree as follows:

1. Duration: Section 2 of the underlying ILA referred to above is hereby deleted and replaced with the
following:
Duration and Disbursement of Funds. This agreement is subject to the requirements of the
State and Local Fiscal Recovery program fund requirements. Further the parties agree that
invoicing and disbursement of funds will occur no later than December 1, 2026.

2. Expansion of permissible uses of funding: Section 3 of the underlying ILA referred to above is hereby
modified as follows to include Section 3.1:

3.1. Permissible Uses; Flexibility: The funding provided by the City to BHA under this Agreement
may be used by BHA for any lawful shelter option to include a hybrid low-barrier walk-up congregate
and Pallet Shelter as originally specified as well as other lawful shelter products, options, and
configurations.

Specifically, BHA may fund the congregate shelter in operation at the Salvation Army Bremerton
Corps Community Center in Bremerton to maintain 24-hour congregate shelter operations for
January, February, and March 2026 by covering the difference between the amount paid by Kitsap
County to the Salvation Army and the amount needed to keep the shelter open 24 hours a day.
Additional funding beyond this timeframe may be provided to the Salvation Army so long as it is
consistent with the objectives and permissible uses provided for in this Agreement.

The parties acknowledge and agree that the purpose of this Amendment is to support shelter
solutions that serve unhoused community members who are living within the City of Bremerton,
and that the funding may be applied flexibly among the permissible uses described in Section 3 to
best achieve that purpose. The reimbursement structure, funding sources and amounts,
limitations, and compliance obligations in Section 3 of the Agreement remain unchanged.

3. Conforming Changes. Section 4(a) of the Agreement is clarified to permit BHA to support shelter
solutions consistent with the expanded permissible uses in Section 3.1 of this Amendment while
maintaining compliance with applicable laws and regulations.



4. No Other Modifications. Except as expressly set forth in this Amendment, all terms and conditions of
the Agreement remain in full force and effect.

Dear City Council Members,

| am writing you this email as | am not able to attend the meeting tonight. | will send
someone in my place.

| am hopeful after my conversations with Council Member Rebelowski that you will pull
the agenda item regarding changing the language of the ILA off tonight's meeting as the
feasibility of BHA being able to serve as a pass-through funding agency to the Salvation
Army is unlikely to happen and certainly not quickly. As | have already mentioned in
various emails and conversations, | have not agreed and do not have authority to enter
into an agreement that changes the ILA.

BHA would have to take several steps to determine if we are willing to do this and more
importantly if we are legally able to do this. We follow federal procurement rules and
have not served as a pass-through funding entity in the capacity of paying a specific
agency not procured by us for shelter operations. Our ability to do this would not only
take considerable time but also discussions with dozens of stakeholders and a
comprehensive legal review. It’s likely that a legal opinion from the city or
indemnifications from the city to BHA, would be needed.

| believe the city council should not vote on changes to the ILA unless there is certainty
that it can be signed by all parties as this may cause unnecessary conflict between us .
Some very important legal questions need to be addressed, our partners need to be
informed and supportive, and our funders need to be informed and supportive. My
Board would have to understand and agree that we legally can do this and then discuss
if this is the role we should be assuming as a housing authority. My Board would also
want to know if our partners and funders are supportive, how this affects the project,
how federal funds are being spent and how we monitor the spending to assure
alignment with the federal rules of these funds. They would likely have several
questions. At this point, pushing this through with a public vote does not provide the
transparency of BHA’s ability to do this at all. In fact, it undermines my integrity and my
ability to even begin the necessary work to determine feasibility of changes in our
agreement.

In addition, BHA has only agreed to participate in the development of a hybrid shelter
with three other agencies, the city, and the county as part of our mission to provide
permanent housing to low-income households in Bremerton and Kitsap and Mason
County. We recognize that a hybrid shelter model is needed as part of the ecosystem of
housing. That is what the city council voted on. If this city council wants to move in
another direction, please let us know. We remain committed to working as a community
to address the shelter needs in our community. Thanks, Jill

My name is Robin Weldin. | speak for friends of Smith Cove and belong to a coalition of advocates for
Bremerton’s unhoused, dehumanized, criminalized and persecuted homeless residents. | would like to
support, adopt and incorporate any and all comments from Kimmie Seiben’s, Their Voice, Rock the Block,
Bremerton Prayer Walk and Jose Camacho’s comments as my own.

For over 5 years, the city council has been promising a low barrier, hybrid shelter, even while enacting the
inhumane, human rights crime of a broadly defined anti camping law that criminalizes our most vulnerable
and marginalized residents just for being. It's a move along law that doesn’t allow people, who have
nowhere else to go, to rest, sit or stand in public places without being rousted, harrasses, have their
possessions taken away or arrested.

This low barrier hybrid shelter is more than the band aid of the Salvation Army, that does not allow people
to stay there 24 / 7, as the Kitsap Sun claims, but kicks their “clients” out between the hours of 9 am and
4 pm., even during the winter, when it is cold and wet. This bandaid, which is needed, because there is
nothing else, seems to have surprised public officials with their loss of covid funding.

Apparently, Jane Rebelowski claims that there are a whole lot of people on board with taking $600,000
monies from a dedicated fund for a much needed, life saving and life changing low barrier hybrid shelter ,
that includes temporary individual transitional housing and human services all in one place to fund
Salvation Army for just 3 months.

The Sun article claims that "Officials from the city and housing authority, along with legislators, are ironing
out a last-minute plan to maintain its 24?7 operations”.

It appears that the article only quotes Councilperson Rebelowski and did not get a confirmation from the
executive director, who is named in the article, who is claimed to be going along with this diversion of
funds that have been earmarked for years for the low barrier, hybrid shelter that is finally able to move
forward with this funding.

There are so many unanswered questions. Who are these city officials, BHA officials and legislators that
Jane is quoted as saying is going along.

Why was executive director, Jill Stanton, not quoted in the article? It seems to me that Rebelowski’s
words were unchallenged and un-investigated by the only source that the public has to try and
understand what is going on.

This plan by Rebelowski has the appearance of being in violation of WA state’s Open Public Meeting Act
( OPMA ) because it requires that every step should be viewable by the public. This all appears to be
behind closed doors with one official named, but not confirmed. It does not appear to be a quorum. We
don’t know, because this body is bringing this to the agenda under the misleading framing of "agenda
item A. Amendment No. 2 to Interlock Agreement with BHA for Support of the Hybrid Homeless Shelter
using American Rescue Plan Act ( ARPA ) Funds" tells the public nothing to do with the plan to divert
funding that has been earmarked for the low barrier, hybrid shelter to a 3 month bandaid to the Salvation
Army’s loss of funding that seems to have caught everyone by surprise. There is no way for the public to
know how to give an informed comment, because of the lack of transparency, which is also an OPMA
violation.
