Thank you for your comments, Mr. Waters.

The purchase of the Ford F-750, equipped with a hook lift and snowplow, represents the foundation
for the truck's overall intended use. This vehicle is replacing two of our older Ford F-550’s, which
both have snowplows. To ensure we maintain our snow removal capabilities, it was important that
the new truck includes similar functionality.

The truck’s year-round utility will depend on the ancillary equipment we acquire. The primary
addition will be a concrete mixer, which is the main reason for selecting a larger vehicle with a
higher weight capacity. Additional attachments under consideration include a roll-off dumpster,
chipper box, dump bed, flat bed, and de-icer tank.

With these potential configurations, the truck will serve a wide range of functions beyond snow
plowing, providing flexibility for various seasonal and operational needs

While used trucks can offer short-term savings, buying new ensures reliability, warranty coverage,
and longer service life—all critical factors when investing in a multi-purpose vehicle that will be
used year-round. A new truck also reduces the risk of unexpected repair costs and downtime,
which can significantly impact operations.

This memo provides a comparative analysis and raises questions regarding the City of
Bremerton’s proposed purchase of a new Ford F-750 truck equipped with a hook-lift system and
snowplow, totaling $160,392.39. Given Bremerton’s climate and limited snowfall, this large
investment requires further justification and clarity on the operational plan to ensure responsible
use of public funds. They framed this truck like it's for snow, but priced it like it's for
everything. And I didn't hear anything about the ‘everything.’

Concerns

Purchasing a nearly $200,000 new truck primarily for snow plowing in a city with minimal
snowfall usage seems a poor use of public resources. Used Class 6-7 trucks acquired from
municipal fleets typically offer:

e Proven reliability with low mileage from routine DOT inspections.

e A service life often extending beyond 10 years with proper maintenance.

o Flexibility to be refitted with varied attachments using the hook-lift, enabling year-round
utility.

o Significantly lower initial capital outlay, allowing funding for staffing or maintenance
reserves.

2—4 year old surplus municipal hook-lift trucks commonly sell between $85,000-$120,000 on
sites like GovDeals, Ritchie Bros, or surplus state auctions.

Often include plows or dump bodies; remaining life 10+ years for municipal use.

Savings vs. new: $40,000—$70,000.

Also questions,
o Are there fleet utilization reports justifying a new $160K snow-capable truck?
o X How many snow-related calls went unanswered the past few years?

« 3 How many roads were impassable due to lack of equipment?

Recommendations

o Just explain how the truck will be used year-round.
If this is more than a snow plow, just tell the public what else it will do — dump
work, leaf pickup, road repair, etc.



Provide a cost-benefit analysis comparing new versus used options.

o Let us know what it’s replacing (if anything).
Are you swapping out an older truck? Retiring a fleet vehicle? If not, why now?

e Confirm that you explored used municipal options.
If the city considered surplus trucks and found them lacking, that’s fair — but that should
be explained.

If cost efficiency is the priority, the City should:

- Put the hook-lift/plow package out for competitive bid instead of single-source.
- Consider downsizing chassis/upfit specs for actual duty cycle.

- Explore regional/state surplus auctions for nearly new hook-lift + plow trucks.

- Evaluate whether two specialized trucks are more cost-effective and operationally
resilient than one all-purpose overbuilt unit.

Conclusion

In light of Bremerton’s limited snowfall and infrequent snow plowing requirements, the current
proposal merits additional justification especially regarding the year-round utility, lifecycle costs,
and budget impacts. Pursuing a used yet reliable municipal truck could yield significant savings
that support broader city priorities and operational flexibility.

Please advise how the City intends to address these concerns during the final decision-making
process. It came off as, “Don’t worry, I bought a brand-new fire truck to water my
houseplants. It was already in the budget.” We could buy a used, well-maintained
municipal truck for $85,000 or less — one that’s already plowed more snow than
we’ll see in five years — and still have $75,000 left for maintenance, a part-time
operator, or even a second vehicle. Why spend top dollar for something that’s mostly
going to sit? That’s not fiscal responsibility. That’s shiny-object syndrome.

SUMMARY:

In 2022 Puget Sound Energy (PSE) and the City of Bremerton entered into an agreement for PSE to
convert streetlights to LED lighting for the entire City. The project was broken into fifteen phases and
originally planned to take up to fifteen years to complete. Due to a change in the Tariff agreement
with PSE the costs have dramatically reduced.

This grant agreement is for Phase Six was completed in early 2025. The invoice from PSE for the
project in Phase Six was $2,331.26. The grant will pay $2,202.00 for a net cost to the City of $129.26
for 89 lights or a cost of $25.00 per light, which is much less than the assumed cost of $143/light.
Due to the reduced cost per light the payback timeline is reduced significantly as presented in the
attached program cost summary.

Phases seven, eight and nine are expected to be completed in late 2025.

This AGREEMENT is made this 26th day of August , 2025 by and between
PUGET SOUND ENERGY (“PSE”) and CITY OF BREMERTON (“Participant”).

RECITALS

A. Under PSE’s Electric Schedule 83 and Gas Schedule 183, as currently in effect and on file with the Washington Utilities
and Transportation Commission (collectively, “Tariffs””), PSE offers grants for certain conservation measures installed or
implemented at facilities that receive electric or natural gas service from PSE.

B.  Participant intends to install or implement conservation measures and is requesting a grant from PSE.

AGREEMENTS

PSE and Participant agree as follows:

RESPECT TO EITHER (A) THE CONSERVATION MEASURES, (B) ANY MATERIALS AND LABOR
REQUIRED FOR OR USED IN THE INSTALLATION OF THE CONSERVATION MEASURES, OR (C)
THE INSTALLATION OF THE CONSERVATION MEASURES.

5. Final Cost Documentation, Access & Inspection: Participant agrees to promptly provide PSE, upon request, and
for a period no shorter than the longest applicable measure life: (1) documentation verifying equipment purchased
and/or work performed in connection with the Conservation Measures installed; (2) reasonable access to and
inspection of the Facility and Conservation Measures installed therein before, during and/or after implementation;
and (3) reasonable access to, inspection and use of energy usage data related to the Conservation Measures
including release of utility bills and Facility energy consumption information following implementation.

6. Release. Participant releases PSE from any and all claims, losses, harm, costs, liabilities, damages and expenses
directly or indirectly resulting from or in connection with (a) the Conservation Measures, (b) any materials and
labor required for or used in the installation of the Conservation Measures, (¢) the installation of the Conservation
Measures, or (d) the identification, handling and disposal of any associated hazardous waste materials.

7. Disclaimer. PSE conducts energy analyses at the request of its customers to determine the extent to which
conservation measures are cost—effective. Any estimate of energy savings made by PSE in connection with any
such analyses is solely for the purpose of determining the cost—effectiveness of the particular conservation
measures and not to be used for any other purpose. PSE has not and does not make any promise, warranty or
representation with respect to any savings in energy consumption from Conservation Measures.

8. Termination. In the event a Participant’s contribution to PSE’s recovery of energy efficiency program costs is
affected by all or a portion of Participant’s electric and/or gas delivery service being provided by a party other than
PSE, then Participant shall refund to PSE an amount equal to the ratio of the unused Measure Life of the
measure(s) to the total Measure Life of such Conservation Measure(s) multiplied by the dollar amount of the Grant
with respect to such Conservation Measure(s).

9. Incorporation of tariffs by reference. This Agreement and the Attachment To Conservation Grant are subject to
the terms of the Tariffs, incorporated herein by reference. Specific terms and conditions from one or more
conservation schedules from similar filed tariffs may also apply, as determined by PSE at its sole discretion, based
on various criteria.
