SUMMARY: The Systemic Pedestrian Treatment project improves pedestrian crossing safety at the 
following eight intersections: 13th Street/Veneta Avenue, 13th Street/Chester Avenue, Warren 
Avenue/4th Street, Sylvan Way/Spruce Avenue, Sylvan Way/Halverson, Sheridan Road/Cherry 
Avenue, Perry Avenue/Stone Way and Perry Avenue/Holman Street.  The improvements include 
installation of rectangular rapid flashing beacons, curb ramps, pavement markings, signage, and 
other improvements as needed to complete the pedestrian improvements. 
 
Bids were opened for the project on September 16, 2025 and six bids were received. Sound Pacific 
Construction, is the lowest responsive, responsible bidder with their bid totaling $828,397.00, 
including sales tax. This lowest responsive and responsible bid is under the engineer’s estimate and 
within the budgeted amount for the project. The Washington State Department of Transportation is 
required to concur with the City's recommendation to award the contract, and the City is currently 
awaiting that concurrence. The contract is in WSDOT standard format as required for Federal Aid 
Projects.

CITY and CONTRACTOR, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, agree as 
follows: 

ARTICLE 1. WORK. 

CONTRACTOR shall complete the WORK as specified or indicated in the CITY's Contract 
Documents entitled _LONG LINE STRIPING PAVEMENT MARKING  PROJECT. 

ARTICLE 2. CONTRACT TIMES. 

The WORK shall obtain Physical Completion within 60 working days after the annual 
commencement date stated in the Notice to Proceed which will be provided on an annual basis. 
Time is of the essence as to each and every deadline set forth in this agreement. This provision has 
been specifically negotiated. 

ARTICLE 3. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES. 

CITY and the CONTRACTOR recognize that time is of the essence for this Agreement and that the 
CITY will suffer financial loss if the WORK is not completed within the time specified in Article 2 
herein, plus any extensions thereof allowed in accordance with Section 1-08.9 of the Standard 
Specifications which may be modified by the Special Provisions. They also recognize the delays, 
expense, and difficulties involved in proving in a legal proceeding the actual loss suffered by the 
CITY if the WORK is not completed on time. Accordingly, instead of requiring any such proof, the 
CONTRACTOR shall pay the CITY liquidated damages in the amount of $1,000 per day after the 
date of Physical Completion for each phase. 

ARTICLE 4. CONTRACT PRICE. 

CITY shall pay CONTRACTOR for completion of the WORK in accordance with the Contract 
Documents in the amount set forth in the Bid Proposal, which shall include sales tax as provided in 
Section 1-07.2 (1) of the Standard Specifications. 

ARTICLE 5. PAYMENT PROCEDURES. 

CONTRACTOR shall submit Applications for Payment in accordance with Section 1-09.9 of the 
Standard Specifications which may be modified by the Special Provisions. Applications for Payment 
will be processed by ENGINEER as provided in the Special Provisions. Pursuant to RCW 60.28 
and 1-09.9 (1) Retainage in the amount of 5% of the total contract work shall be withheld from 
progress estimates and invoices submitted.

The CONTRACTOR and CITY acknowledge and agree that they have negotiated the following in 
accordance with the requirements of RCW 4.24.115 and the CONTRACTOR specifically waives his 
immunity under industrial insurance under Title 51 RCW. To the fullest extent permitted by Laws 
and Regulations, the CONTRACTOR shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the CITY, 
ENGINEER, their consultants, subconsultants, and the officers, directors, employees, and agents 
of each and any of them, against and from any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses or suits, 
including all legal costs and attorney fees, all claims and liability arising under, by reason of, related, 
or incidental to the Contract Documents or any performance of the WORK, but not from the sole 
negligence or willful misconduct of the CITY and/or the ENGINEER as further defined in the 
Contract Documents. The provisions of this section shall survive the termination of the contract.

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ARTICLE 8. INSURANCE 

SEE GSP 1-07.18 Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of this agreement insurance of the types 
and in the amounts described in GSP 1-07.18 . Any payment of deductible or self-insured retention 
shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor.  

The City, its officials, employees, agents and volunteers shall be named as an additional insured 
on the insurance policy, as respects work performed by or on behalf of the Contractor and a copy 
of the endorsement naming the City as additional insured shall be attached to the Certificate of 
Insurance. 

The Contractor’s insurance shall contain a clause stating that coverage shall apply separately to 
each insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought, except with respects to the limits of the 
insurer’s liability. 

The Consultant's insurance shall be primary and non-contributory insurance as respects the City 
and shall contain a waiver of subrogation against the City for claims arising out of any operations, 
liabilities and obligations to which coverage applies.  It shall be an affirmative obligation upon  

Consultant to advise the City’s Risk Manager by fax at (360) 473-5161, or by certified mail, return 
receipt requested to City of Bremerton, Attn: Risk Management, 345 6th Street, Suite 100, 
Bremerton, WA  98337 within two days of the cancellation, suspension or substantive change of 
any insurance policy set out herein, and failure to do so shall be construed to be a breach of this 
Agreement. 

The City reserves the right to receive a certified copy of all the required insurance policies. In the 
event that the Contractor employs other contractors (sub-contractors) as part of the work covered 
by this Agreement, it shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to require and confirm that each sub-
contractor meets the minimum insurance requirements specified above. The Contractor shall, upon 
demand of the City, deliver to the City copies of such policy or policies of insurance and the receipts 
for payment of premiums thereon. 

ARTICLE 9. ASSIGNMENT 

No assignment by a party hereto of any rights under or interests in the Contract Documents will be 
binding on another party hereto without the written consent of the party sought to be bound; and 
specifically but without limitation monies that may become due and monies that are due may not be 
assigned without such consent (except to the extent that the effect of this restriction may be limited 
by law), and unless specifically stated to the contrary in any written consent to an assignment, no 
assignment will release or discharge the assignor from any duty or responsibility under the Contract 

Documents. The CITY, in its sole discretion, may refuse to allow the CONTRACTOR to assign any 
or all of its duties, rights and/or responsibilities under the Agreement, except with regards to an  
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assignment of funds for security purposes. In the case of an assignment for security purposes the 
CITY may condition its approval to the extent it deems necessary to assure that there will be 
adequate funds to complete the WORK and to pay a subcontractors and suppliers. 

ARTICLE 10. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY STATEMENT 

In the hiring of employees for the performance of work under this Contract, the Contractor, its 
subcontractors, or any person acting on behalf of the Contractor shall not discriminate in any 
employment practice on the basis of age (40+), sex, race, creed, color, national origin, sexual 
orientation/gender identity, marital status, military status, or the presence of any physical, mental, 
or sensory disability.
