SUMMARY:  Reservoir 18 is a 1.0-million-gallon steel water reservoir located at 1925 Cheryl St.  The 
scope of work includes abrasive blasting and recoating the entire interior and exterior with a 3-coat 
epoxy coating system.  The interior and exterior were last recoated in 2007 and 1997 respectively.  
The scope of work also includes coating repair to the roofs of Reservoir 17 and 19. 
 
Bids were opened on February 25, 2026. Nine (9) bids were received. Coatings Unlimited was the 
lowest responsible, responsive bidder in the amount of $659,022.00 (which includes sales tax).

AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT is dated the         day of    in the 

year 2026 by and between City of Bremerton (hereinafter called OWNER) and 

(hereinafter called CONTRACTOR). 

OWNER and CONTRACTOR, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, agree as 

follows: 

ARTICLE 1. WORK. 

CONTRACTOR shall complete the WORK as specified or indicated in the OWNERS's Contract 

Documents entitled RESERVOIR 18 – INTERIOR AND EXTERIOR COATING 

REPLACEMENT. 

ARTICLE 2. CONTRACT TIMES. 

This contract includes two distinct dates for Substantial Completion.  The Work for Schedule A must be 

complete within 90-calendar days from the commencement date stated in the Notice to Proceed. All 

other WORK must obtain Substantial Completion within 120-calendar days from the commencement 

date stated in the Notice to Proceed. Time is of the essence as to each and every deadline set forth in this 

agreement. This provision has been specifically negotiated. Final Completion and Acceptance of WORK 

shall be achieved no later than 30 calendar days following Substantial Completion. 

ARTICLE 3. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES. 

OWNER and the CONTRACTOR recognize that time is of the essence for this Agreement and that the 

OWNER will suffer financial loss if the WORK is not completed within the time specified in Article 2 

herein, plus any extensions thereof allowed in accordance with Article 12 of the General Conditions and 

Supplementary Conditions. They also recognize the delays, expense, and difficulties involved in proving 

in a legal proceeding the actual loss suffered by the OWNER if the WORK is not completed on time. 

Accordingly, instead of requiring any such proof, the CONTRACTOR shall pay the OWNER liquidated 

damages for the delay (Not as a penalty) in the amount of $750 per day that expires after the time 

specified in Article 2.   

ARTICLE 4. CONTRACT PRICE. 

OWNER shall pay CONTRACTOR for completion of the WORK in accordance with the Contract 

Documents in the amount set forth in the Bid Schedule(s). 

ARTICLE 5. PAYMENT PROCEDURES. 

CONTRACTOR shall submit Applications for Payment in accordance with Article 14 of the General 

Conditions. Applications for Payment will be processed by ENGINEER as provided in the General 

Conditions.

The CONTRACTOR and OWNER 

acknowledge and agree to the requirements for indemnification in Sections 6.20 of the General 

Conditions and Supplemental Conditions and to the requirements of insurance in Article 5.03 of the 

Standard General Conditions included in this solicitation. The provisions of this section shall survive the 

termination of the contract.

OWNER and CONTRACTOR each binds itself, its partners, successors, assigns and legal representatives 

to the other party hereto, its partners, successors, assigns and legal representatives in respect of all 

covenants, agreements and obligations contained in the Contract Documents.

acknowledgment of this Agreement; (iii) Cummins' release of Products to production pursuant to Customer's oral or written instruction or direction; (iv) Customer's payment of any amounts due to Cummins; or (v) any other event constituting acceptance under applicable 
law.  No prior inconsistent course of dealing, course of performance, or usage of trade, if any, constitutes a waiver of or serves to explain or interpret this Agreement. Electronic transactions between Customer and Cummins will be solely governed by this Agreement, and any 
terms and conditions on Customer's website, vendor portal, or other internet site will be null and void and of no legal effect on Cummins. In the event Customer delivers, references, incorporates by reference, or produces any purchase order or document, vendor portal terms,

writing, this Quote is valid for a maximum period of thirty (30) days from the date appearing on the first page of this Quote ('Quote Validation Period').  At the end of the Quote Validation Period, this Quote will automatically expire unless accepted by Customer prior to the 
end of the Quote Validation Period.  The foregoing notwithstanding, in no event shall this Quote Validation Period be deemed or otherwise considered to be a firm offer period nor to establish an option contract, and Cummins hereby reserves its right to revoke or amend this 
Quote at any time prior to Customer's acceptance.

2. CUSTOMER OBLIGATIONS. Customer shall provide Cummins safe access to Customer's site and arrange for all related services and utilities necessary for Cummins to perform the Services. During the performance of the Services, Customer shall fully and completely 
secure all or any part of any facility where the Equipment is located to remove and mitigate any and all safety issues and risks, including but not limited to facility occupants, customers, invitees, or any third party and or property damage or work interruption arising out of the 
Services. Customer shall make all necessary arrangement to address and mitigate the consequences of any electrical service interruption which might occur during the Services. CUSTOMER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR OPERATING AND MAINTAINING THE EQUIPMENT 
IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE OWNER'S MANUAL FOR THE EQUIPMENT.
3. PAYMENT TERMS. Unless otherwise agreed to by the parties in writing and subject to credit approval by Cummins, payments are due thirty (30) days from the date of the invoice. If Customer does not have approved credit with Cummins, as solely determined by 
Cummins, payments are due in advance or at the time of supply of the Services. If payment is not received when due, in addition to any rights Cummins may have at law, Cummins may charge Customer eighteen percent (18%) interest annually on late payments, or the 
maximum amount allowed by law. Customer agrees to pay all Cummins' costs and expenses (including all reasonable attorneys' fees) related to Cummins' enforcement and collection of unpaid invoices, or any other enforcement of this Agreement by Cummins. All sales are 
subject to Customer's ongoing credit approval. While Cummins may initially extend Net 30 payment terms upon Cummins' approval of Customer's credit application, Cummins reserves the right to reassess Customer's creditworthiness at any time prior to shipment.

If, in Cummins' sole discretion, Customer's financial condition weakens or otherwise declines, Customer has past due invoices with Cummins, or Cummins otherwise determines that extending credit terms is no longer commercially reasonable, Cummins may, upon notice to
Customer, (i) require full or partial payment in advance, (ii) require an alternative form of security satisfactory to Cummins, including but not limited to a letter of credit or payment bond, or (iii) withhold shipment until such payment or security is provided. Cummins shall 
not be liable for any delays or damages resulting from the enforcement of this provision.  Unless otherwise stated, the Quote excludes all applicable local, state, or federal sales and/or use or similar taxes which Cummins is required by applicable laws to collect from Customer

4. DELAYS. Any performance dates indicated in this Agreement are estimated and not guaranteed. Cummins shall not be liable for any delays in performance however occasioned, including any that result directly or indirectly from acts of Customer or causes beyond 
Cummins' control, including but not limited to acts of God, accidents, fire, explosions, flood, unusual weather conditions, acts of government authority, civil strife, riots, natural disasters, embargos, wars, strikes or other labor disputes, civil commotion, terrorism, sabotage, 
late delivery of parts by Cummins' suppliers, fuel or other energy shortages, or an inability to obtain necessary labor, materials, supplies, equipment, or manufacturing facilities. AS A RESULT OF COVID-19 RELATED EFFECTS OR INDUSTRY SUPPLY CHAIN 
DISRUPTIONS, TEMPORARY DELAYS IN DELIVERY, LABOR OR SERVICES FROM CUMMINS AND ITS SUB-SUPPLIERS OR SUBCONTRACTORS MAY OCCUR. AMONG OTHER FACTORS, CUMMINS' DELIVERY OBLIGATIONS ARE SUBJECT 
TO CORRECT AND PUNCTUAL SUPPLY FROM OUR SUB-SUPPLIERS OR SUBCONTRACTORS, AND CUMMINS RESERVES THE RIGHT TO MAKE PARTIAL DELIVERIES OR MODIFY ITS LABOR OR SERVICE. WHILE CUMMINS SHALL MAKE 
EVERY COMMERCIALLY REASONABLE EFFORT TO MEET THE DELIVERY, SERVICE OR COMPLETION OBLIGATIONS SET FORTH HEREIN, SUCH DATES ARE SUBJECT TO CHANGE. IN THE EVENT DELIVERY, SHIPPING, INSTALLATION, 
OR PERFORMANCE IS DELAYED, HOWEVER OCCASSIONED, DUE TO EVENTS BEYOND CUMMINS' REASONABLE CONTROL, THEN THE  DATE OF DELIVERY, SHIPPING, INSTALLATION, OR PERFORMANCE FOR THE GOODS OR SERVICES

NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER TERM OF THIS AGREEMENT, IN NO EVENT SHALL CUMMINS, ITS OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, EMPLOYEES, OR AGENTS BE LIABLE TO CUSTOMER OR ANY THIRD PARTY FOR ANY INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, 
SPECIAL, PUNITIVE, LIQUIDATED, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES OF ANY KIND (INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION DOWNTIME, LOSS OF PROFIT OR REVENUE, LOSS OF DATA, LOSS OF OPPORTUNITY, DAMAGE TO GOODWILL, AND

SUMMARY:   
This professional services contract with Parametrix includes engineering services for Phase 2 of the 
View Ridge Elementary Safe Routes to School (SRTS) project as included in the 2026-2031 Capital 
Improvement Plan. The scope of the project generally includes a full reconstruction of Almira Dr (Ivy 
Rd to Riddell Rd) as a continuation of Phase 1 including construction of a new shared-use path, 
sidewalk, street, stormwater, and lighting improvements serving the school and surrounding 
neighborhoods. The improvements constructed under this project seek to provide a safer street 
environment with new allocated space for active transportation uses. A contract with Parametrix for 
this project has been negotiated in the amount of $940,737.00 and includes engineering services 
during the design, bid, and construction phases of the project. The project is supported by a $5.912 
million grant under the WSDOT SRTS Program which was accepted by the City Council in 2025. 
With approval of this contract, design would begin immediately and construction is estimated to start 
in late 2027 immediately following planned construction completion for Phase 1.

The City of Bremerton (“City”) and Parametrix, Inc. (“Consultant”), referred to 
collectively as the “Parties,” enter into the following Agreement for professional services: 
 
I. Scope: The Consultant agrees to perform the services more specifically described in the 
Scope of Work, dated February 2026, including any attachments thereto, attached hereto as Exhibit 
A, which is incorporated by reference herein.  The Scope of Work may be modified only pursuant 
to Section VII.H of this Agreement.  If the Scope of Work provides for unspecified additional 
services such services shall only be performed upon the express written request of the City.  
Consultant further represents that the services furnished under this Agreement will be performed 
in accordance with generally accepted professional practices in effect at the time such services are 
performed. 
 
II. Term:  The City and the Consultant agree that work will begin on the tasks described in 
Exhibit A immediately upon execution of this Agreement.  The parties agree that the work 
described in Exhibit A is to be completed as provided for in the work schedule attached hereto as 
Exhibit B; provided however, that additional time shall be granted by the City for excusable delays 
or extra work as provided for in Section X.A of this agreement. 
 
III. Compensation:  In consideration of the services provided pursuant to this Agreement, the 
City shall pay Consultant in an amount not to exceed $940,737.00.  Consultant’s charges and bills 
shall conform to the fee schedule attached hereto as Exhibit C and incorporated herein by this 
reference. 
 

The Consultant shall submit regular billing statements detailing work performed and 
amount charged on each task or portion thereof.  The descriptions shall conform to and fall within 
the categories set out in the Scope of Work and/or Fee Schedule.  Upon receipt of a conforming 
billing statement, the City shall promptly process payment.  PROVIDED, HOWEVER, the City 
reserves the right to prioritize scoped work and accelerate and/or delay work tasks under the time 
frame set forth in Section II herein.  The Consultant's labor rates and billing fees shall be as 
delineated in Exhibit C. 
 

Consultant shall not perform work beyond the Scope of Work, nor shall be compensated 
for such work, unless the Scope of Work or amount of compensation is modified pursuant to this 
Agreement.  Consultant shall only be compensated for additional services if requested pursuant to 
Section I and, if not otherwise provided, such compensation shall be in accordance with Exhibit 
C. 
 

If a billing statement does not conform to this Agreement, the City may withhold payment 
until the statement is brought into compliance.  Such withholding does not relieve Consultant of 
its obligations under this Agreement. 
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IV. Relationship of Parties:  Consultant represents that it is skilled in the matters addressed 
in the Scope of Work and is performing independent functions and responsibilities within its field 
of expertise.  Consultant and its personnel are independent Consultants and not employees of the 
City.  Consultant and its personnel have no authority to bind the City or to control the City’s 
employees and other Consultants.  None of the benefits provided by the City to its employees, 
including, but not limited to, compensation, insurance, and unemployment insurance are available 
from the City to the employees, agents, representatives, or sub-consultants of the Consultant.  
Consultant will be solely and entirely responsible for its acts and for the acts of Consultant's agents, 
employees, representatives and sub-consultants during the performance of this Agreement.  The 
City may, during the term of this Agreement, engage other independent Consultants to perform 
the same or similar work. 
 

As an independent Consultant, Consultant is responsible for its own management.  The 
City’s administration and enforcement of this Agreement shall not be deemed an exercise of 
managerial control over Consultant or its personnel. 
 

As an independent Consultant, Consultant is responsible for payment of all taxes and 
licensing fees necessary to perform its obligations under this Agreement.  These taxes and fees 
include but are not limited to State industrial insurance, Business & Occupation, State professional 
licensing, and City business licensing.  If any taxes or fees due to the City have been declared 
delinquent, the City may withhold the delinquent amount, plus any additional charges arising from 
the delinquency, from any payments due Consultant. 
 
V. Indemnification: 

 

A. Consultant shall defend, indemnify and hold the City, its officers, officials, 
employees, agents and volunteers harmless from any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses or 
suits, including all legal costs and attorney fees, arising out of or in connection with the 
performance of this Agreement except for that portion of the injuries and damages caused by the 
City’s sole negligence, unless Consultant is conducting work pursuant to Subsection B below. 
 

The City's review or acceptance of any of the work when completed shall not be grounds 
to avoid any of these covenants of indemnification. 
 

B. Architects, Engineers and Any Other Professional Listed In and Performing 
Services Defined in RCW 4.24.115.  Should a court of competent jurisdiction determine that 
Consultant’s services provided pursuant to this Agreement is subject to RCW 4.24.115, then, in 
the event of liability for damages arising out of bodily injury to persons or damages to property 
caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence of the Consultant and the City, its officers, 
officials, employees, agents and volunteers, the Consultant's liability hereunder shall be only to 
the extent of the Consultant's negligence. 
 

IT IS FURTHER SPECIFICALLY AND EXPRESSLY UNDERSTOOD THAT THE 
INDEMNIFICATION PROVIDED HEREIN CONSTITUTES THE CONSULTANT'S WAIVER 
OF IMMUNITY UNDER INDUSTRIAL INSURANCE, TITLE 51 RCW, SOLELY FOR THE 
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PURPOSES OF THIS INDEMNIFICATION.  THE PARTIES FURTHER ACKNOWLEDGE 
THAT THEY HAVE MUTUALLY NEGOTIATED THIS WAIVER. 
 

The provisions of this section shall survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement. 
 

 

VI. Insurance:  The Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, 
insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in 
connection with the performance of the work hereunder by the Consultant, its agents, 
representatives, employees, sub-consultants or sub-Consultants. 
 

Before beginning work on the project described in this Agreement, the Consultant shall 
provide a Certificate of Insurance evidencing: 
 

1. Automobile Liability insurance with limits no less than $1,000,000 combined 
single limit per accident for bodily injury and property damage; and 

2. Commercial General Liability insurance written on an occurrence basis with 
limits no less than $1,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence and general 
aggregate for personal injury, bodily injury and property damage.  Coverage shall 
include but not be limited to:  blanket contractual; products/completed 
operations/broad form property damage; explosion, collapse and underground 
(XCU) if applicable; and 

3. Excess Liability insurance with limits not less than $1,000,000 limit per 
occurrence and aggregate; and 

4. Professional Liability insurance with limits no less than $1,000,000 limit per 
occurrence/claim; and 

5. Workers Compensation insurance as statutorily required by the Industrial 
Insurance Act of the State of Washington, Title 51, Revised Code of Washington 
and employer's liability with limits not less than $1,000,000. 

 
 Insurance is to be placed with a current A.M. Best rating of not less than A:VII.   
 

Any payment of deductible or self-insured retention shall be the sole responsibility of the 
Consultant. 
 

All required policies shall be provided on an “occurrence” basis except professional 
liability insurance (if required), which may be provided on a “claims-made” basis. 
 

The City shall be named as an additional insured on the Commercial General Liability 
insurance policy, as respects work performed by or on behalf of the Consultant and a copy of an 
endorsement that is acceptable to the City, which names the City as an additional insured shall be 
attached to the Certificate of Insurance.  The City reserves the right to receive a certified copy of 
all the required insurance policies and endorsements.  The City further reserves the right to reject 
any unacceptable policies and/or endorsements. 
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The Consultant's Commercial General Liability insurance shall contain a clause stating that 
coverage shall apply separately to each insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought, 
except with respects to the limits of the insurer's liability. 
 

The Consultant's insurance shall be primary and non-contributory insurance as respects the 
City and shall contain a waiver of subrogation against the City for claims arising out of any 
operations, liabilities and obligations to which coverage applies.  It shall be an affirmative 
obligation upon Consultant to advise the City’s Risk Manager by fax at (360) 473-5161, or by 
certified mail, return receipt requested to City of Bremerton, Attn: Risk Management, 345 6th 
Street, Suite 100, Bremerton, WA 98337 within two days of the cancellation, suspension or 
substantive change of any insurance policy set out herein, and failure to do so shall be construed 
to be a breach of this Agreement. 
 

If the Consultant maintains higher insurance limits than the minimums shown above, the 
City shall be insured for the full available limits maintained by the Consultant. 

 
In the event that the Consultant employs other consultants or Consultants (sub-consultants 

or sub-Consultants) as part of the work covered by this Agreement, it shall be the Consultant’s 
responsibility to require and confirm that each sub-consultant or sub-Consultant meets the 
minimum insurance requirements specified above.  The Consultant shall, upon demand of the City, 
deliver to the City copies of such policy or policies of insurance and the receipts for payment of 
premiums thereon. 
 
VII. General Conditions: 
 

A. Reports and Information:  When requested by the City, Consultant shall furnish 
periodic reports and documents on matters covered by this Agreement.  The reports and documents 
shall be furnished in the time and form requested.  Consultant shall maintain accounting records 
in accordance with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (“GAAP”) to substantiate all billed 
amounts. 
 

B. Ownership and Use of Records and Documents:  Original documents, drawings, 
designs and reports, including those in electronic format, developed under this Agreement are the 
property of the City.  All written information submitted by the City to the Consultant in connection 
with the services performed by the Consultant under this Agreement will be safeguarded by the 
Consultant to at least the same extent as the Consultant safeguards like information relating to its 
own business.  If such information is publicly available or is already in Consultant's possession or 
known to it, or is rightfully obtained by the Consultant from third parties, Consultant shall bear no 
responsibility for its disclosure, inadvertent or otherwise. 
 

All data, documents and files created by Consultant under this Agreement may be stored 
at Consultant's office in Puyallup, Washington.  Consultant shall make such data, documents, and 
files available to the City upon its request at all reasonable times for the purpose of editing, 
modifying and updating as necessary until such time as the City is capable of storing such 
information in the City's offices.  Duplicate copies of this information shall be provided to the City 
upon its request, and at reasonable cost. 
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All documents, including all reports, drawings, specifications, computer software or other 

items prepared or furnished by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, are instruments of service 
with respect to the project and are the property of the City.  Any reuse by the City for other than 
the specific purpose intended will be at City’s sole risk. 
 

C. Use of Photographs and Images.  Consultant shall not use or distribute photographs 
or images depicting City officials, personnel, property, or equipment whether prepared by 
Consultant or provided by City without prior written consent of the City.  The City will not 
unreasonably withhold its consent. 

 
D. Work Performed at Consultant's Risk:  Consultant shall take all precautions 

necessary and shall be responsible for the safety of its employees, agents, and sub-consultants in 
the performance of the work hereunder and shall utilize all protection necessary for that purpose.  
All work shall be done at Consultant's own risk, and Consultant shall be responsible for any loss 
of or damage to materials, tools, or other articles used or held for use in connection with the work. 

 
E. Place of Work:  The Consultant shall perform the work authorized under this 

Agreement at its offices in Puyallup, Washington.  Meetings with the City staff as described in 
Exhibit A, Scope of Work, shall take place at the City's offices, or at locations mutually agreed 
upon by the parties. 

 
F. Entire Agreement:  This Agreement and its Exhibits constitutes the entire 

agreement between the Parties, and the Parties acknowledge that there are no other agreements, 
written or oral, that have not been set forth in the text of this Agreement. 
 

G. Severability:  Should any part of this Agreement be found void, the balance of the 
Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. 
 

H. Modification:  This Agreement may only be modified by written instrument signed 
by both Parties. 
 

I. Written Notices:  All communications regarding this Agreement shall be sent to the 
parties at the addresses listed below by registered or 1st class mail, or by personal service, and 
shall be deemed sufficiently given if sent to the addressee at the address stated in this Agreement 
or such other address as may be hereafter specified in writing.

Introduction
The View Ridge Safe Routes to School project involves roadway improvements including construction 
of new pedestrian and bicycle facilities serving areas north of View Ridge Elementary School along 
Almira Drive. This scope of work is for Phase 2 of the project along Almira Drive from Ivy Road to 
Riddell Road.

This document describes Parametrix’s proposed scope of work for providing engineering design 
services for the project. Tasks within this scope of work include survey, geotechnical investigation, 
traffic analysis, preliminary design, public outreach, permitting, utility coordination, final design, right-
of-way (ROW) acquisition, and engineering support during bidding and construction. Main elements 
of work include the following:

Design of active transportation facilities, including a 6-foot-wide sidewalk on the west side of 
Almira Drive and an 11-foot shared-use path on the east side of Almira Drive (continuation 
from Phase 1), including ADA-compliant curb ramps.

Development of an intersection control evaluation (ICE) at the intersection of Almira Drive 
and Riddell Road and preliminary design at a 10% design level to identify preferred traffic 
calming applications.

Design of paving and stormwater improvements along Almira Drive to accommodate the 
proposed active transportation facilities and address pavement deficiencies.

Design of pedestrian street crossings, traffic calming elements, decorative lighting, 
channelization, and signing.

Assistance with ROW acquisition.

A proposed schedule is provided in Exhibit B.

General Project Assumptions

Assumptions for the project include the following:

The project will be designed in accordance with the following manuals and standards, which 
will be referenced in the basis of design:

(WSDOT standard plans, if used, will be cross-
referenced with City of Bremerton [City] standards to determine any discrepancies and 
provide clarification if not congruent.)

Parametrix will conduct services under the agreement based on the versions noted in the 
above-stated design standards. If updated versions of the standards become available 
and/or effective during the term of the agreement, Parametrix and City will discuss potential 
implications to the project. This will include Parametrix’s estimate of the cost of additional 
services, if any, to update project design and deliverables. The City will determine whether 
updated standards shall be used. Additional cost of Parametrix’s services, if any, will be 
compensated through the management reserve or as a supplement to the agreement.

Task 01 – Project Management

Objective

The objective of this task is to provide overall project management of the consultant contract with 
the City.

Approach

This task contains general management functions that include the following:

Project Planning – Document and communicate the scope of work, budget, and schedule as 
a road map for the project team. Coordinate project team and issues throughout the project.

Budget and Schedule Tracking – Track the project budget using Parametrix in-house tools to 
verify that progress is keeping pace with spending.

Biweekly (or as-needed) project management team meetings with City project manager.

Agenda and issues list to document project design decisions.

Monthly Progress Reports – Prepare a monthly invoice for services performed by Parametrix.

Correspondence – Prepare written correspondence as needed to document project 
management issues and/or concerns.

Deliverables

Deliverables for this task include the following:

Project schedule in PDF and Microsoft Project format with up to two updates.

Meeting agendas and meeting minutes for project management team meetings.
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Miscellaneous correspondence to document project management issues.

Monthly progress reports enclosed with invoices.

Assumptions

Assumptions for this task include the following:

This task includes project management for design, permitting, and bidding support phases
only. Project management for engineering services during construction is included in Task 
12. 

Project duration is 26 months from Notice to Proceed (NTP) as outlined in Exhibit B:

Design and permitting 22 Months (March 2026 through December 2027)

Bidding 4 Months (January 2027 through April 2028)

Budget assumes 50 virtual meetings, 30 minutes in duration for each. These meetings will 
be attended by the Parametrix project manager and one additional staff member.

Budget assumes that an earned value summary will be submitted with each invoice package.

Task 02 – Topographic Survey (Peninsula Land 
Survey, “PLS”) and Utility Locates (Applied 
Professional Services, Inc., “APS”) 

Goals

Goals for this task include the following:

Mark the known conductible and/or nonconductible utilities within the project boundaries. 

Prepare a survey base map, including right-of-way determination, suitable for design of the 
project. 

Provide ROW exhibits and legal descriptions for temporary construction easements (TCEs) 
and ROW acquisition to support Task 11. 

Provide up to 3 days of field staking services during design.

Complete potholing at 5 locations utilizing air vacuum excavation system to verify utilities
depth and location. Collect utility and test-hole data, and photograph all found utilities.

Collect as-built horizontal and vertical locations of utility potholes (potholes performed by 
others) and incorporate the as-built utility information into the project base mapping. 

Approach

The approach to this task includes the following:

Parametrix will contract with Applied Professional Services, Inc. (APS) to designate and mark 
the known conductible and/or nonconductible utilities within the project boundaries, and to 
complete potholing to verify utilities at selected test-hole locations to verify depth and 
location.
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Parametrix will contract with Peninsula Land Survey (PLS) to provide topographic base map 
survey, ROW determination, TCE documentation, surveying of as-built utility pothole 
information, and field staking services.

Parametrix will review draft survey provided by PLS, identify any missing information, coordinate 
with the City for record drawings or graphic information system (GIS) information requests, and 
coordinate with PLS to incorporate any additional information into the existing base map.

A copy of the scope and fee estimate for APS and PLS is included in this scope of work.

Deliverables

Deliverables for this task include the following:

Topographic Survey Base Map (PLS Task 1) – AutoCAD Civil 3D 2024 drawing file (.dwg 
format) depicting all surveyed features and ROW limits (PLS Task 2).

Right-of-Way Determination (PLS Task 2) – ROW limits will be included in the topographic 
survey base map AutoCAD file. 

TCE Documentation (PLS Task 3) – A PDF of the legal description and exhibit for the TCE 
areas and ROW acquisition area.

Field Staking (PLS Task 4) – Stakes set in the field at the specific locations requested by the 
City.

As-built utility potholes incorporated into project base map (PLS Task 5). 

Test-hole data sheets in Excel Spreadsheet format; Google Earth RM map with interactive 
link and SHP file; Photos of all found utilities; One and a quarter zinc washer left at grade 
where utility was found with measurements stamped into it (APS Potholing Task).

Assumptions

Assumptions for this task include the following:

PLS will be provided with reasonable access to all areas requiring surveys.

For safety reasons, PLS personnel are not permitted to enter enclosed utility structures. 
These structures will be detailed and inventoried only to the extent feasible from the surface. 

All electronic mapping and drafting will conform to Parametrix CAD standards unless 
otherwise specified.

PLS field crews may need to perform minor brushing clearing within the existing right-of-way
to conduct this survey.

The setting of survey monuments along the ROW is not included in this proposal; however,
accurate ROW and boundary sidelines will be depicted.

The City will provide right-of-entry authorization if required to access private property for 
utility locating, potholing, and survey purposes.

The City will provide available as-builts, record drawings, or GIS information for existing 
utilities within the project vicinity. Parametrix will review this information, compare it with the 
survey base map, and incorporate any information into the existing base map. 

APS shall air vacuum excavate approximately 5 test-holes on existing underground utilities, 
assumed between 0 and 10 feet in depth. 
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If a test-hole falls in the hard surface, APS shall jackhammer the existing asphalt or concrete. 

APS shall backfill all test-holes with a material approved by the local jurisdiction (5/8” select, 
sand or pea gravel). 

CDF backfill and permanent asphalt repair (including grind and overlay) are excluded from 
this scope. If the local jurisdiction requires CDF backfill and/or permanent asphalt repair, 
additional fees will be required. Restoration is assumed currently to be 5/8” crushed rock 
back fill with an EZ street patch. APS will provide a 2-year warranty from the date the test-
hole was performed.

Additional assumptions and exclusions are incorporated in the proposals provided by APS and PLS 
included in this scope of work.

Task 03 – Preliminary Design

Goals

Goals for this task include the following:

Develop Intersection Control Evaluation for the Almira Drive / NE Riddell Road intersection 
based on future intersection improvements planned by Kitsap County.

Identify options for traffic calming and prepare a preliminary 10% roll plot to support public 
outreach (Task 05). 

Complete a preliminary basis of design report and 30% design documents.

Subtask 03-01 – Intersection Control Evaluation

Objective

Future changes to the intersection channelization and/or intersection control type by Kitsap County 
(County) are expected at the intersection of Almira Drive and NE Riddell Road. The County has long-
range plans to convert the existing two-way stop-controlled intersection to either a signalized 
intersection or a single-lane roundabout (build alternatives). To ensure that this project is forward-
compatible with any future changes to Almira Drive/NE Riddell Road, Parametrix will prepare an ICE 
that satisfies requirements in WSDOT Design Manual Chapter 1300.05(3) for the intersection.

Approach

The approach for completing the ICE is as follows:

AM and PM intersection turn movement counts and 24-hour vehicle counts will be collected 
at Almira Drive/NE Riddell Road while school is in session.

Parametrix will develop AM and PM peak hour intersection volumes for existing conditions 
and future baseline conditions. Volume forecasting for future conditions will be completed 
using an average annual growth rate based on the County’s and the City’s Comprehensive 
Plans.

Parametrix will analyze intersection traffic operations at Almira Drive/NE Riddell Road for 
existing conditions, future baseline conditions, and two build alternatives. Synchro and/or 
Sidra will be used to analyze the intersection traffic operations.
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Parametrix will collect and evaluate collision data from WSDOT for the last 5 years and will 
evaluate up to three build alternatives using crash-modification factors.

Parametrix will coordinate with the City and County in one virtual meeting during the 
preparation of the ICE.

Parametrix will prepare planning-level design layouts and cost estimates for up to two build 
alternatives (traffic signal and roundabout). The alternatives will then be compared via the 
following metrics: 

ROW requirements and feasibility (based on GIS-level parcel boundaries from publicly 
available information).

Environmental concerns (based on GIS boundaries from publicly available information).

Cost (conceptual level estimate, high level for each alternative).

Context-sensitive and sustainable design.

Geometrics and physical constraints including, but not limited to, the following 
characteristics: 

Sight distance.

Utilities.

Parametrix will prepare the Draft ICE, which may include up to five graphics beyond the 
planning-level design layouts. The City and County will review the Draft ICE. The City project 
manager will review and confirm that all comments are nonconflicting between both the City 
and the County reviews and will provide one set of comments to Parametrix. 

Parametrix will prepare the Final ICE, which will document the intersection traffic operations 
analysis, safety analysis, planning-level design layouts and cost estimates, and 
recommended build alternative selection.

Deliverables

Deliverables for this subtask include the following:

Intersection turn movement and 24-hour counts.

Draft and Final ICE.

Assumptions

Assumptions for this subtask include the following:

Intersection turn movement counts will include vehicles, bicycles, and pedestrian volumes. 
Counts will be collected during the AM and PM peak periods for 2 hours each. Vehicle counts 
during a 24-hour period will be collected for all four intersection legs. Parametrix will contract 
with IDAX to provide counts. A copy of their proposal is enclosed with this scope of work.

Coordination meeting with the County will be virtual and up to 1 hour long. The Parametrix 
project manager and up to two support staff will attend.

The City and County will provide one round of review comments on the Draft ICE.

Development of the intersection design at Almira Drive and Riddell Road will not be 
developed beyond 10% design.
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Subtask 03-02 – Preliminary Roll Plot (10% Design)

Goal

The goal for this subtask is to provide a preliminary design and traffic calming options within the 
project footprint. Work completed in this subtask will be used by the City to complete public outreach 
(Task 05).

Approach

The following activities will be performed:

Prepare for and attend a kickoff meeting with the City.

Conduct a site visit.

Review Phase 2 corridor and provide recommendations for traffic calming.

Develop concept design, review opportunities for on-street parking, and prepare a roll plot 
exhibit showing concept design, traffic calming options, and locations for on-street parking.

Deliverables

The following activities will be completed in this subtask:

Kickoff meeting agenda and notes in PDF format.

10% design preliminary roll plot in PDF format.

Traffic calming memorandum in PDF format.

Assumptions

Assumptions for this subtask include the following:

The Parametrix project manager and two lead designers will attend one kickoff meeting 
virtually or in person. Meetings will require 3 hours each (1 hour prep, 2 hours meeting and 
notes).

Site visit will be conducted by up to two Parametrix staff members and require 4 hours each 
(1 hour prep and travel, 3 hours site visit and notes).

Roadway cross section will be consistent with the design proposed along Almira Drive on the 
View Ridge Elementary Almira Drive Safe Routes to School Phase 1 plans.

Utility design and vertical design will not be included at 10%.

Development of the long-range intersection design at Almira Drive and Riddell Road (as 
described under Subtask 03-01) will not be developed beyond 10% design and is not 
included in the remainder of this scope. 

Traffic calming recommendations will be limited to a list of options and potential locations 
and a high-level layout, as well as a rough order of magnitude cost range. Budget does not 
include a detailed alternatives analysis (such as a matrix with a scoring rubric) or 
construction-level cost evaluation of traffic calming options (such as a standard WSDOT bid 
item breakdown). The City will solicit input from the public on the traffic calming options 
during public outreach (Subtask 05-01). The City will select preferred traffic calming 
elements prior to the 30% design phase.
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The City will provide Phase 1 CAD .dwg design files for Parametrix to incorporate into the 
preliminary roll plot. 

Documents will be submitted to the City electronically. Hard copies of deliverables are 
excluded.

The City will provide one set of resolved and consolidated comments on 10% design, which will 
be incorporated into the 30% design submittal. The City will provide a comment log spreadsheet 
and Parametrix will input responses to include with the following design submittal.

Comments solicited from public outreach (Subtask 05-01) will not significantly alter the proposed 
scope of improvements as identified in this scope of work and comments will inform specific 
design improvement elements within the stated scope of work.

The Parametrix project manager and two lead designers will attend one 10% design review 
meeting to discuss City comments on the 10% design. This meeting is assumed to be held 
virtually and will last 1 hour.

Subtask 03-03 – 30% Design

Goal

The goal for this subtask is to prepare preliminary (30%) engineering plans, engineer’s opinion of 
probable cost (EOPC), and preliminary basis of design report.

Approach

Parametrix will prepare preliminary plans to the 30% design level. The design will establish the 
footprint of the project to evaluate TCE or ROW acquisition needs. This footprint will provide a basis 
for an opinion of cost. The following activities will be completed in this subtask:

Prepare 30% engineering plans.

Prepare 30% EOPC.

Prepare a preliminary basis of design report.

Develop sight triangle and turning-movement exhibits to be included as appendices for the 
basis of design report.

Perform internal quality control/quality assurance (QC/QA) process.

Attend one design review meeting with the City.

Deliverables

Deliverables for this subtask include the following:

30% design plans in PDF and CAD format, 22- by 34-inch plan sheets as follows:

Cover with Vicinity Map and Sheet Index 1 sheet

Legend and Abbreviations 1 sheet

Alignment and Horizontal Control 1 sheet at 1” = 60 feet scale

Roadway Section 1 sheet

Task 04 – Geotechnical Engineering Evaluation and

All work will be within the existing ROW. 

Any permits other than standard drilling permits and a City ROW permit will be provided by 
others. Geosyntec will complete the ROW permit application and the ROW permit will be 
provided at no cost.

Advancement of the three borings will take 1 full day, assuming no delays or unique 
constraints related to road use, private property access, or traffic control.

Cuttings generated by the borings will be drummed and hauled away unless an on-site area 
for disposal is identified by the City. 

This scope of services does not include restoration (other than backfilling and pavement 
patching as needed) or revegetation of areas cleared for equipment access.

The City may complete additional pavement cores and will provide measurements of the 
asphalt and base course thicknesses, along with photos of each core for our evaluations. We 
have assumed no additional site visits for additional pavement coring.
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The site has low stormwater infiltration feasibility and no infiltration testing is proposed.

Detailed retaining wall design (if needed) will be contractor-led and will utilize the concepts 
and preliminary design information criteria developed by Geosyntec.

One round of consolidated comments on the draft report is assumed. These will be 
incorporated into the final report.

The draft geotechnical report will be submitted at the 30% design phase and final completed 
at 60% or 90% design phase. 

Assumptions and exclusions are also included in the proposal provided by Geosyntec, which has 
been included in this scope of work.

The results 
of this survey and the feedback gathered during the public meeting will be gathered and prepared in 
a public engagement memo by the City.

The City will determine and share the public outreach approach at the project kickoff 
meeting. 

The City will develop any posters or handouts necessary for the public outreach meeting to 
supplement the Preliminary Roll Plot (Subtask 03-02). 

The City will determine the appropriate time and location for the public meeting. This scope 
does not assume rental fees or other financial requirements for the meeting space and 
assumes that the City will provide the space.

The public meeting will be attended by three Parametrix staff and will require a total of 
3 hours. At least two City staff will attend the public meeting.

Translation services for the public engagement are not included.

The City will use SurveyMonkey or a similar service for digital engagement.

City staff will be responsible for all presentations to City Council.

All materials to be posted on the City’s project website will be deliverables from other tasks, 
such as design milestone plans and project schedule. No additional deliverables will be 
necessary for the City’s project website. 

Subtask 05-02 – Technical Coordination Meetings

The goal for this subtask is to assist the City with technical coordination and understanding of 
development, design standards, or planning activities by other stakeholders that may interface with 
the project.

Because individuals, 
subject matter, and timing are unknown at this time, the work will be approved by the City on an as-
needed basis only. Potential meetings may include coordination with Kitsap Transit, the Bremerton 
School District, the County, and/or other City departments. Parametrix will prepare meeting agendas 
and notes for these meetings. In general, these meetings will include the following:

Up to two meetings with Kitsap Transit. It is assumed that these meetings will be virtual.

Up to one meeting with Bremerton School District. It is assumed that this meeting will be virtual.

Up to one additional meeting with other entities. It is assumed that this meeting will be virtual.

Assumptions

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Meetings will be attended virtually by up to two Parametrix staff and will require a total of 
3 hours each (2-hour meeting, plus 1 hour prep, agenda, and meeting minutes).

Graphics, if required, will pull from existing technical documents or mapping. No new 
graphics will be prepared for this subtask.

Task 06 – Permitting

Based on the potential for ROW acquisition, this subtask will support the issuance of a SEPA 
determination through the preparation and submittal of a SEPA checklist.

The team will prepare for and participate in a SEPA kickoff meeting with the City to discuss 
environmental constraints and other limitations of the proposed design, documentation needed, 
timing for submittals, and review timelines.

Parametrix will receive written confirmation from the City Planning Department that a SEPA 
checklist will be prepared and that a preapplication meeting is not required.

The County interactive map of critical areas shows some geologic hazards in the project 
vicinity. The geotechnical investigation carried out under Task 04 will identify any observed 
geologic hazards that may be present on the site.
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The City will coordinate directly with WSDOT Local Programs.

Parametrix assumes that project activities will not individually or cumulatively have a 
significant environmental effect, such that the City can issue a Determination of 
Nonsignificance.

The City will be responsible for writing and publishing the SEPA threshold determination.

City staff will provide one set of consolidated comments for the draft SEPA checklist. 
Comments will be provided in track changes and comment bubbles in Word format.

This project will not require City-issued ROW, street use, clearing and grading, or land use 
permits. Other permits and approvals may be required to construct the project and will be 
completed by the City.

Should Parametrix be requested to prepare additional permit applications for submittals, a 
supplement may be required.

The objective of the SEPA kickoff meeting will be to discuss environmental constraints and 
other limitations of the proposed design, documentation needed, and timing for submittals 
and review timelines. This meeting will be held virtually, attended by up to three Parametrix 
staff, and require a total of 1 hour each (30-minute meeting, plus 30 minutes for 
preparation, agenda, and summarizing meeting minutes).

Task 07 – Utility Coordination

The goal for this task is to coordinate with utility purveyors to resolve potential conflicts between the 
proposed design and existing utilities.

Subtask 07-01 – Utility Conflict Plans

Epic Land Solutions, Inc. (“Epic”), is pleased to provide valuation, real property and acquisition services for the City of Bremerton’s
(“City”) View Ridge Elementary Safe Routes to School project (“project”). This letter confirms our commitment to provide the required 
right of way services for this project, as well as outlines our scope of work proposal.  We are looking forward to working with you and 
the City to serve the real estate consulting needs for the project.

SCOPE OF WORK
Epic understands that the project will not be federally funded.  There are eleven (11) anticipated properties which will be impacted, 
with an assumption of up to ten (10) temporary construction easements and one (1) fee acquisition needed.  

Epic’s Right of Way team will assist Parametrix and the City to meet the project goals by managing these services from start to finish. 
The following scope of work proposal has been prepared with the assumption that WSDOT Certification will not be required. We 
anticipate the key tasks and deliverables for the project will include:

1. Valuation Services
For the purposes of our proposal, contained herein, we are assuming that up to ten (10) separate waiver valuations and one (1)  
appraisal and appraisal review will be produced. If an appraisal and review is needed in lieu of a waiver valuation, additional scope 
and fee for such will be required. Epic will use an in-house appraiser, if feasible, or sub-contract if necessary. 

The Waiver Valuations will be prepared by qualified staff and presented to the City for Determination of Just Compensation and to set 
the initial offer amount. The appraisal and appraisal review will be completed by qualified appraisers licensed in Washington. Epic will 
adhere to the WSDOT Right of Way protocols for the Waiver Valuation Policy.

2. Title Services
Epic will review title reports and complete encumbrance reports for the affected parcels identifying all potential encumbrances to 
project team members. Epic will assist in clearing the necessary encumbrances prior to closing, if feasible. Additional scope and fee 
may be required for the clearing of complex encumbrances.  
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3. Acquisition 
Epic will interface with Parametrix and the City to manage the scope of the real estate services necessary for this project.  Epic will 
prepare and maintain a detailed project schedule and provide periodic progress reports to Parametrix and the City. Epic will ensure 
the right of way process has been followed in accordance with all City, WSDOT and federal policies and regulations.  Epic’s team will 
regularly reference the WSDOT Right of Way and Local Agency Guidelines (LAG) manuals.  
 
Epic will provide real estate acquisition and negotiation services for the parcels affected by this project.  Epic will assist the City in 
developing all right-of-way documents and offer letters in accordance with the City’s right-of-way procedures for acquisition of 
affected properties. Epic will draft all right-of-way documents and offer letters using either WSDOT templates or City supplied 
documents. Epic will provide these to Parametrix and City staff for pre-acquisition review before any offers are made to property 
owners.  
 
Epic agents will act in good faith always and will never coerce owners in an attempt to settle the parcel. All negotiations will start with 
an in-person presentation of all offers when feasible. Epic will identify property owner issues, concerns and differences early on and 
document that information in the individual parcel negotiation diary.

Geosyntec Consultants, Inc. (Geosyntec) thanks you for the opportunity to provide this proposed 
scope of work for a geotechnical engineering investigation and evaluation in support of the View 
Ridge Elementary Safe Routes to School (Phase 2) Project (Project) located along Almira Drive 
between Ivy Road and NE Riddell Road in Bremerton, Washington (Site). In preparation of this 
proposal, we discussed the Project with you, reviewed the relevant schematics from the City of 
Bremerton (City), geotechnical data related to Phase 1 of the Project, and we reviewed nearby 
available geologic data. 

Herein we provide our understanding, proposed approach and scope of work, and schedule for your 
consideration. 

Project Understanding 
The Project is part of the Safe Routes to School (SRTS) program and is a continuation of Phase 1 
efforts to enhance and provide continuous sidewalk and bicycle facilities serving the areas north of 
View Ridge Elementary School along Almira Drive. Phase 2 focuses on reconstruction of Almira 
Drive to accommodate 2-lanes of traffic, on-street parking (where feasible), sidewalk, and a shared-
use sidepath between Ivy Road and Riddell Road with traffic calming elements, illumination 
improvements, and utility modifications. 

Key geotechnical components of the Project include evaluating the pavement subgrade for the 
roadway, sidewalk, and shared-use path, evaluating pavement restoration alternatives such as 
reclamation, overlays, or full-depth reconstruction, developing design considerations for 
illumination elements, and earthwork considerations for construction. We understand the 
stormwater infiltration is not specifically required for the Project. 

Based on our review of nearby project data and local geologic maps, the near-surface soils in the 
vicinity of the Project are anticipated to consist of glacial till with fill anticipated along roadway 
embankments and where previous grading has been completed. Glacial till typically provides good 
support for roadways and luminaires, can be conducive to the use of gravity retaining wall systems, 
but often demonstrates very low infiltration rates. 
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Proposed Scope of Work 
We will complete geotechnical explorations consisting of drilled soil borings to characterize the 
subsurface conditions along Almira Drive. Using the data from the explorations, we will complete 
geotechnical engineering analyses for pavement design, and luminaire foundation design.  

Based on our review of the Phase 1 data and our experience near the Site, it is our opinion that the 
feasibility of stormwater infiltration is relatively low and in coordination with Parametrix, we are 
not proposing quantitative stormwater infiltration testing as part of our scope of work. 

We will prepare and submit a geotechnical engineering report in support of final design 
summarizing the results of our explorations, analyses, conclusions, and recommendations. We will 
complete the following tasks as part of our scope of work. 

Task 1 – Data Review and Geologic Reconnaissance 
We will review the readily available data and mapping at and near the Site and coordinate and 
execute a geologic reconnaissance of the Site. Our reconnaissance will be performed by traversing 
the accessible portions of the Site and near-Site areas, reviewing the condition of the pavement and 
ground surface within the right-of-way of Almira Drive noting the slope inclinations and visible 
geologic features such as outcrops, scarps, vegetation patterns, drainage characteristics, and springs. 
During our reconnaissance, we will mark our proposed exploration locations in white paint for 
planning and utility locating. 

Task 2 – Subsurface Explorations 
We plan to conduct a subsurface exploration program that consists of three drilled soil borings 
along Almira Drive. We anticipate one boring will be completed near the intersection with Ivy 
Road, one near the intersection with Hollis Street, and one boring near Riddell Road.  

Subtask 2.1 - Utility Locating and Traffic Control Planning 
The drilled soil borings will be located within the existing roadway and City right-of-way (ROW). 
All field activities will be coordinated with you and the appropriate Project stakeholders prior to the 
start of any work at the Site. A minimum of 3 business days prior to our explorations, we will visit 
the Site as part of Task 1 to mark the exploration locations in white paint for planning and utility 
locating. We will use the public one-call utility locating service and subcontract with a private 
utility locating service to clear the proposed areas of exploration and mobilize a vac truck under 
Subtask 2.2 to further clear the proposed boring locations of potential buried utility conflicts. We 
should be provided with any drawings or other information available on utility locations within the 
limits of the Site. 

Geosyntec will also subcontract with a traffic control contractor to prepare Traffic Control Plans 
(TCPs) for single lane closures at the boring locations. The TCPs for the other locations will be 
provided to Parametrix and the City for approval and we will have our subcontractor execute the 
approved TCPs during the subsurface explorations.  

Geosyntec will prepare an application for a right-of-way (ROW) permit through the City of 
Bremerton for the drilled soil borings. The ROW permit application will list the City as the Project 
owner. 
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Subtask 2.2 – Drilled Soil Borings   
We will advance three machine-drilled soil borings at the Site. We will coordinate with you, the 
City, and other relevant Project stakeholders on the final boring locations. The borings will be 
advanced using rotary drilling techniques from truck-mounted drill rig by a driller operating under 
subcontract to Geosyntec. We will subcontract with a vac truck provider to clear the locations of the 
soil borings of potential buried utilities within the upper 5 feet of the ground surface. At the existing 
pavement surface, we will complete pavement cores to determine the thickness of the existing 
pavement and underlying base course. Within the remainder of the borings, we will conduct density 
testing and collect samples at 2.5-foot intervals in general accordance with ASTM International 
(ASTM) Method D1586. If appropriate, Shelby tube samples will be used to collect relatively 
undisturbed soil samples. We anticipate the borings will extend approximately 15 feet below the 
existing ground surface. The borings will be backfilled with bentonite chips per Washington State 
regulations and include surface patching to match the surrounding conditions (quick-set concrete).  

Subtask 2.3 - Lab Testing 
Selected soil samples from the soil borings will be submitted to a geotechnical engineering 
laboratory for testing and determination of index and engineering properties. Laboratory tests may 
include natural moisture content, grain size distribution, organic content, CBR testing, and 
Atterberg Limits (if fine-grained, cohesive soil is encountered). Lab testing will be completed in 
general accordance with the applicable American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) 
methods. 

Assumptions 
 All work will be within the existing ROW.  
 Any permits other than standard drilling permits and a City ROW permit will be provided 

by others. Geosyntec will complete the ROW permit application and the ROW permit will 
be provided at no cost. 

 Advancement of the three borings will take one full day assuming no delays or unique 
constraints related to road use, private property access, or traffic control. 

 Cuttings generated by the borings will be drummed and hauled away unless an on-Site area 
for disposal is identified by the City.  

 Our scope of work does not include restoration (other than backfilling and pavement 
patching as needed) or revegetation of areas cleared for equipment access. 

Task 3 – Geotechnical Engineering Evaluation and Reporting 
Based on our characterization of the subsurface conditions, we will complete geotechnical 
evaluations and summarize our findings in a report for the Project. The report will include the 
following: 

 Exploration logs and site plan showing exploration locations 
 Laboratory test results 
 Pavement evaluation and design considerations including alternatives to full-depth 

reconstruction  
 Luminaire foundation design 
 Earthwork considerations for construction

Our draft report will be prepared and delivered at the 30 percent design stage. Our final report will 
be prepared and delivered at the 90 percent design stage. 

Assumptions 
 Parametrix or the City will provide a recent topographic basemap/survey for use in our 

analyses and inclusion in our report.  
 Parametrix or the City will provide traffic estimates and inputs for pavement evaluation and 

design. 
 The City may complete additional pavement cores and will provide measurements of the 

asphalt and base course thicknesses along with photos of each core for our evaluations. We 
have assumed no additional site visits for additional pavement coring. 

 The Site has low stormwater infiltration feasibility and no infiltration testing is proposed.

We will notify you and obtain your authorization if additional effort above and beyond 
the estimated scope of this work is required. We will use a Contract Change Form to request your 
authorization for any changes to this scope of services.
