Proposed use for City HOME funds are determined by the Kitsap County Grant Review Committee
and are presented to Council for their approval in Exhibit B. If approved, these submissions will be
sent to the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) in the City’s Year 1 Action Plan.

(24 CFR Part 91), the CDBG Consolidated Plan is adopted and submitted every five years. The City
of Bremerton and Kitsap County entitlement grant programs, consisting of CDBG and HOME funds,
implement this plan as a consortium.

5525 TO LEVY PROPERTY TAXES FOR
COLLECTION IN 2026: Financial & Administrative Services Director Mike Riley explained that cities
over 10,000 in population are allowed to raise their annual property tax collection by either 1% or the
amount of the July Implicit Price Deflator (IPD), whichever is lower. This year, the IPD was 2.44%.
The City is requesting the full 1% increase to our general property tax and EMS levy over the prior
year’s collection, as allowed by law. This increase, along with the amounts anticipated for new
construction, has been included in the 2025-2026 Proposed Mid-Biennium Budget. RCW 84.52.020
requires all taxing districts to “certify to the county legislative authority, for the purpose of levying
district taxes...the amounts to be raised” by property taxes. RCW 84.55.120 requires that the
certification includes the enabling tax ordinance setting the property tax rate. These documents must
be submitted to the county by December 1, 2025.

President Younger explained the purpose of this Public Hearing was to accept public comment and
action was anticipated.
