The bi-weekly meeting of the City Council of the City of Bremerton was called to order Wednesday, 
November 19, 2025, at 5:00 PM in Council Conference Room 603 of the NORM DICKS GOVERNMENT 

CENTER, 345 6th Street, in Bremerton, Washington, with Council President Eric Younger presiding.

5A – PUBLIC HEARING ON REVENUE SOURCES FOR THE 2025-2026 PRELIMINARY MID-
BIENNIUM UPDATE: Presentation by Financial & Administrative Services Director Mike Riley 
explained that tonight’s public hearing is to take comments on the revenue sources for the 2025-2026 
Preliminary Mid-Biennium Update. This preliminary mid-biennium update anticipates a property tax 
increase of the full 1% as allowed by law. Utility tax rates have a projected increase of 3% year over 
year for water, wastewater, and stormwater. The proposed budget also maintains the B&O tax 
exemption rate to $1,040,000 and includes interfund transfers between funds where appropriate. 
Overall, the revenue projections throughout all funds remain conservative.

SUMMARY: 
The Central Bremerton Force Main conveys wastewater from downtown Bremerton and the U.S. 
Navy base to the City’s wastewater treatment plant.  A construction project to replace approximately 
3,100 feet of the existing 14-inch ductile iron main was awarded to Sound Pacific Construction, LLC 
(SPC) last summer.  The contractor started work on July 16, 2025.  Replacement of the failed 
pipeline is complete, and the new pipeline was put into service on November 7, 2025.  The contractor 
is currently completing surface restoration activities.  
 
When SPC was working to replace the pipeline along 1st street between Montgomery and Naval 
Avenue, they encountered two wood stave pipes that ran the length of the trench, as well as other 
unsuitable subsurface materials.  These unforeseen conditions must be removed to properly 
compact the subsurface and restore the roadway. Surface restoration will include new sidewalk, curb 
and gutter, ADA ramps, HMA, and striping for car and bicycle traffic.  
 
The City has received a proposal from Sound Pacific Construction for $1,374,374.82, which includes 
sales tax, for this work.

FISCAL IMPACTS (Include Budgeted Amount):  This project is included in the Wastewater CIP in 
2025 for $4,639,626.  Project expenditures for design and construction are estimated to exceed the 
budget by $1,240,678, therefore a budget adjustment will be required.  The construction is fully 
funded by a federal grant through the Office of Local Defense Community Cooperation (OLDCC). 
The City is expecting confirmation from OLDCC that the change order is approved as grant eligible 
and will execute the change order only after confirmation has been received.
