Wildfire Season is Here

Water Resources prepared a brochure on 

wildfire risk, source water protection, and 

emergency preparedness.

Water Resources and Forestry staff will hand-

deliver brochures this week to over 400 

residences and businesses in neighborhoods 

adjacent to the watershed property.

A similar brochure will be hand-delivered to over 

500 residences adjacent to the Anderson Creek 

Wellfield by the end of July.



2025 Kitsap Lake Management

Aquatic plants are harvested from the lake 

once per year to minimize aquatic weeds and 

manage the lake plant populations.

• Aquatic weed harvesting is scheduled to 

begin by the end of this week and continue 

through August 

Bremerton treats Kitsap Lake twice a year for 

phosphorus to manage water quality and 

control algae blooms within the lake. 

• The second Eutrosorb-G treatment is 

scheduled to follow the aquatic weed 

harvest in early August
