SUMMARY:  The City received a petition to annex on September 24, 2025.  The petition method of 
annexation is accomplished with two steps, the first is called the “10% petition,” and the second is 
called the “60% petition.”  The percentages refer to the law’s requirement that the signatures on the 
petition must represent either 10% (first petition) or 60% (second petition) of assessed value or 
acreage of land. 

After being notified of the proposed annexation, the City Council must set a date within 60 days of 
receipt of the petition.  The meeting on October 15, 2025 is the required meeting between the 
Petitioners and the City Council. 

At this meeting the City Council must determine: 
1) Whether the city will accept, reject or modify the proposed annexation;  
2) Whether it will require simultaneous adoption of a Comprehensive Plan; and 
3) Whether it will require assumption of all or any portions of existing city indebtedness by the 
area to be annexed.  
 
At the conclusion of the meeting on October 15, 2025 the City Council is expected to pass a 
resolution which will allow the annexation to move forward procedurally, and allows the gathering of 
signatures for the second step (60% petition).

 A RESOLUTION of the City Council of the City of 

Bremerton, Washington, accepting the proposal for annexation of 

2925 Perry Avenue (parcel #122401-1-033-2002); addressing 

interim zoning controls of General Commercial zoning; and 

requiring the assumption of all of the City's existing indebtedness 

by the area to be annexed and authorizing the circulation of a 

petition for annexation. 

 

 

WHEREAS, on September 24, 2025, the City received a Notice of Intention to 

Commence Annexation Proceedings from owner of property at 2925 Perry Avenue NE including 

illustrating the proposed area for annexation identified on a map and further described as 

depicted in Exhibit 1; and 

 

WHEREAS, the parties initiating the proposed annexation (“Initiating Parties”) 

are owners of not less than ten percent (10%) in value of the property, according to the assessed 

valuation for which annexation is petitioned; and 

 

WHEREAS, the proposed area for annexation is located within the City’s Urban 

Grown Area (“UGA”); and 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council must meet with the Initiating Parties no later than 

60 days after filing the request for annexation to consider the petition and decide whether it will 

1) accept, reject, or geographically modify the proposed annexation; 2) require the simultaneous 

adoption of the comprehensive plan for the area proposed to be annexed; and 3) require the 

assumption of all or any portion of City indebtedness by the area to be annexed; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that parcel 122401-1-033-2002 should be 

evaluated and assigned a land use designation through the City’s annual comprehensive plan 

amendment process and further that interim zoning controls pursuant to RCW 35.63.200 should 

be implemented until such time as the comprehensive plan amendment process is completed; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council adopts findings of fact consistent with RCW 

35.63.200 noting that interim zoning controls of General Commercial (“GC”) are appropriate as 

the property adjacent to parcel 122401-1-033-2002 is designated General Commercial, and 

further affirms interim zoning controls of General Commercial should be applied to the site upon 

annexation; and 

 

WHEREAS, City Council has set October 8, 2025, as the date that it will meet 

with the Initiating Parties to consider the petition; and 

 

WHEREAS, City Council finds that it is in the best interest of the City to accept 

the proposed annexation as presented, interim zoning controls of General Commercial should be 
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Annexation – 2925 Perry Avenue 

applied for the area proposed to be annexed, and require the assumption of all or any portion of 

City indebtedness by the area to be annexed; NOW THEREFORE, 

 

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BREMERTON, WASHINGTON, 

DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS: 

 

SECTION 1. The recitals set forth above are hereby incorporated by reference as 

set forth herein in full. 

 

SECTION 2. The Petition for Annexation of Territory to the City of Bremerton 

attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby accepted as presented without any geographic 

modification to the area proposed to be annexed. 

 

SECTION 3. The City Council adopts findings of fact consistent with RCW 

35.63.200 noting that interim zoning controls of General Commercial (“GC”) are appropriate 

until such time as the comprehensive plan amendment process is completed. 

 

SECTION 4. The City Council shall require the assumption of all existing City 

indebtedness by the area to be annexed. 

 

SECTION 5. To proceed with the proposed annexation, the Initiating Parties 

shall be required to submit the appropriate petition to the City Council for consideration and 

further action all deemed appropriate pursuant to RCW 35.13.130. 

 

SECTION 6. Severability.   If any one or more sections, subsections, or 

sentences of this Resolution are held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not 

affect the validity of the remaining portion of this Resolution and the same shall remain in full 

force and effect. 

 

SECTION 7. Effective Date.  This Resolution shall take effect and be in force 

immediately upon its passage.

SUMMARY 

The North Perry Avenue Water District (property 
owners of 2925 Perry Ave NE, Parcel #: 122401-1-
033-2002) have petitioned the City for annexation. 
The proposed lot is .19 acres (or 8,276 square feet) 
in area. The City would also annex to the centerline 
of Perry Avenue, for areas directly in front of the 
parcel, which is less than 70 linear feet. Areas 
western of the centerline of Perry Avenue are 
currently within incorporated City limits to the north 
and south of the parcel proposed for annexation. The 
North Perry Avenue Water District was formed on 
November 24, 1942 and serves more than 21,000 
customers. The Water District purchased the area 
commonly referred to as the “Perry Avenue Mall” on 
April 14th 2025. The North Perry Avenue Water 
District now seeks annexation of their existing 
administrative building located at 2925 Perry Avenue 
to more easily incorporate it into the larger campus 
now under its ownership.  

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 

The subject property is located within the associated East-Bremerton Urban Growth Area (UGA). As 
relayed in the Comprehensive Plan policies provided below, the City Council should consider the short 
and long term impacts of annexation. The Comprehensive Plan encourages the City to annex areas that 
create logical boundaries and reasonable service areas; this should be a consideration as the proposed 
annexation area is surrounded on three sides by incorporated City limits. 

• LU1-UGA(G): Evaluate annexations on the basis of their short and long-term community impacts and benefits. 

• LU1-UGA(I): Encourage and assist property owners in existing unincorporated "islands" or "peninsulas" in the 
City's urban growth area to annex to the City

GROWTH FORECAST  

Population, housing and job growth forecasts were allocated to 
Bremerton, and it’s associated Urban Growth Areas, through the 
Countywide Planning Policies for Kitsap County. Utilizing Kitsap County 
Buildable Lands methodology for anticipating growth potential, the parcel 
proposed for annexation is fully built out, and accordingly, no future 
growth associated with the lot is anticipated.  

FISCAL ANALYSIS 

As the area proposed for annexation is 
very limited, at 8,276 square feet, impacts 
to the City are de minimis, with no new 
Full Time Employees (FTEs) needed to 
support the proposal. Given the public 
utility status of the property owner, ability 
to collect tax revenue is generally not 
applicable, however, City car tab fees 
would apply to vehicles associated with 
the property. Sanitary sewer services are 
currently the only City utility service used 
by the site. The City presently assesses a 
fifty percent utility surcharge for properties 
within UGAs; as shown in examples from 
sample years of 2023 and 2024, 
incorporation into the City would result in 
losing less than $400 annually in sanitary 
sewer fees due to removal of UGA 
surcharge. Retail Stormwater Rates would 
apply to the parcel, and as shown in the 
table below, are estimated to result in an 
approximately $75 monthly charge ($900 
annually). As the proposed annexation 
area, including right of way (see adjacent 
image), is surrounded by incorporated 
City limits, streets maintenance planning for this area would be more predictable after annexation. For a 
complete list of potential capital facility projects in the proximity of the proposed annexation area, please 
see the Comprehensive Plan City Services Appendix. 

OUTSIDE UTILITY AGREEMENTS Outside Utility Agreements (OUAs) are contracts required by the 
City from property owners located in UGAs seeking to connect to City utilities. OUAs indicate that the 
property owner agrees to future annexation of their lot in exchange for City utility service. OUAs can be a

Streets/Transportation 

Impacts to streets/transportation 
are expected to be minimal. As 
seen in the adjacent image, 
incorporated Right of Way (ROW) 
areas exist to the north and south 
of the lot proposed for annexation; 
current City limits extend to the 
centerline of Perry Avenue. Should 
this parcel be annexed, it would 
add less than 70 linear feet of 
ROW to incorporated City limits. 

Law Enforcement and Fire/Emergency Services 

Given the size of the site, additional FTEs for Law Enforcement and 
Fire/Emergency Services are not anticipated. 
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valuable tool when considering whether or not it is possible to 
incorporate larger geographic areas into the City. When a specific 
annexation is proposed, Staff perform a review of potential 
annexation areas based on the number of OUAs present in any 
given geographic area. As seen in the adjacent image, OUAs 
within this area are sparse; accordingly it is not recommended to 
included additional areas for annexation at this time. By leaving 
existing properties with OUAs within the UGA, future annexation 
may have a greater chance of success, as OUA properties would 
be eligible for calculation in a future 60% petition area. 

GENERAL COMMERCIAL ZONING 

The proposed annexation area currently has no associated 
zoning, and accordingly should be evaluated and assigned a 
land use designation through the City ’s annual 
Comprehensive Plan amendment process. General 
Commercial interim zoning controls pursuant to RCW 
35.63.200 should be implemented until such time as the 
comprehensive plan amendment process is completed. As 
seen in the adjacent image, the subject property is surrounded 
on three sides by the General Commercial zone, and the 
parcel is developed with office space uses commonly 
associated with this zone.

SUMMARY:   
The action before Council is to conduct a Public Hearing and adopt an ordinance amending Title 20 
of the Bremerton Municipal Code, which would 1) allow limited Neighborhood Scale Commercial 
uses in residential zones (20.46 Special Development Standards); 2) establish permitting procedures 
as required per RCW 35.21.683 for transitional housing, permanent supportive housing, indoor 
emergency shelters, and indoor emergency housing (20.42 Definitions, 20.46 Special Development 
Standards); and 3) update design standards for commercial and mixed-use structures (20.42 
Definitions, 20.62 General Commercial, 20.70 District Center Core, 20.79 High Density Residential, 
20.82 Neighborhood Business, 20.98 Institutional). A public workshop was held July 21, 2025, and 
the Planning Commission recommended the City Council approve the proposed amendments at a 
Public Hearing held on September 15, 2025.

ORDINANCE NO.  ________ 

 

AN ORDINANCE of the City Council of the City of 

Bremerton, Washington, amending the Bremerton Municipal Code 

Title 20 related to facility types consistent with RCW 35.21.683; 

Neighborhood Scale Commercial; and updates to Design Standards. 

 

 

WHEREAS, through practical use and application of the Zoning Code the need 

for modification has been identified; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Bremerton (“City”) has established a procedure for 

amending the Zoning Code in Title 20.18.020(d) of the Bremerton Municipal Code (“BMC”), 

which requires amendments to the Zoning Code to be both consistent with the goals and policies 

of the Comprehensive Plan and to be consistent with other applicable rules and regulations; and 

 

WHEREAS, the proposed zoning code amendments will align City of Bremerton 

zoning regulations with RCW 35.21.683 related to transitional housing, permanent supportive 

housing, indoor emergency shelters, and indoor emergency housing; and 

 

WHEREAS, interest has been expressed at the State level and from City residents 

to allow for certain small businesses to be located within limited residential areas, for the sake of 

walkability, community connection, and entrepreneurship; and 

 

WHEREAS, Design Standards in the City of Bremerton’s commercial and mixed 

use zones contain some elements of inconsistency, and amendments could alleviate this and 

provide flexibility in certain situations;  

 

WHEREAS, these amendments are consistent with the City’s Comprehensive 

Plan, County Wide Planning Policies, the State Growth Management Act, and other applicable 

regulations and ordinances; and  

 

WHEREAS, on July 21, 2025 the Planning Commission conducted a workshop 

on the proposed Zoning Code amendments; and 

 

WHEREAS, on September 5, 2025 the public was notified by a legal 

advertisement in the Kitsap Sun of the opportunity to make comment and participate in the 

public hearing held by the Planning Commission; and 

 

WHEREAS, on July 25, 2025 proposed Zoning Code amendments were 

circulated to the Department of Commerce for the requisite review and comment period; and 

 

WHEREAS, on August 1, 2025, a State Environmental Policy Act (“SEPA”) 

Environmental Checklist was circulated to stakeholders and the State Agencies for review; and 
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WHEREAS, on August 1, 2025, a SEPA Determination of Nonsignificance 

(“DNS”) was issued for the proposed action with a comment period, and no appeals were filed; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, on September 15, 2025 the Planning Commission conducted a public 

hearing on the Zoning Code amendments and formulated a recommendation to forward the 

amendments for City Council consideration; and 

 

WHEREAS, on October 2, 2025 the public was notified by a legal advertisement 

in the Kitsap Sun of the opportunity to make comment and participate in the public hearing on 

October 15, 2025 by the City Council; and 

 

WHEREAS, on October 15, 2025, the City Council conducted a public hearing 

and considered all testimony prior to their decision; NOW THEREFORE, 

 

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BREMERTON, WASHINGTON, 

DOES HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

 

SECTION 1. Findings and Recitals Incorporated. The findings and recitals set 

forth above are hereby adopted and incorporated herein by this reference. 

 

SECTION 2. Planning Commission Findings. The findings and conclusions 

adopted by the Planning Commission attached hereto as Exhibit A are adopted and incorporated 

as if set forth herein in full. 

 

SECTION 3. Land Use Code Amended. Title 20 of the Bremerton Municipal 

Code entitled “Land Use,” commonly known as the zoning code, is hereby amended as set forth 

in Exhibit B, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  

 

SECTION 4. Corrections. The City Clerk and codifiers of this ordinance are 

authorized to make necessary corrections to this ordinance, including but not limited to, the 

correction of scrivener, clerical, typographical, and spelling errors, references, ordinance 

numbering, section/subsection numbers and any references thereto. 

 

SECTION 5. Severability.  If any one or more sections, subsections, or sentences 

of this ordinance are held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the 

validity of the remaining portion of this ordinance and the same shall remain in full force and 

effect. 

 

SECTION 6. Effective Date.  This ordinance shall take effect October 25, 2025.
