BACKGROUND: 

 

A General Municipal Election was held in the City of Coachella (City) on Tuesday, November 5, 

2024, for the purposes of election of a Mayor, two City Council Members, a City Clerk, a City 

Treasurer and for City voters to consider a ballot measure (Measure Y).  The County of Riverside 

Registrar of Voters has completed the canvass of the results and the appropriate Resolution has 

been prepared for adoption, which is attached to this Report.  The results are attached as Exhibit 

“A” to the above entitled Resolution. 

 

As a result of the election, the following candidates were elected: 

 

Steven Hernandez for City Mayor for a term of two (2) years. 

 

Yadira Perez for City Council for a term of four (4) years; 

Denise Delgado City Council for a term of four (4) years. 

 

Angela Zepeda for City Clerk for a term of four (4) years. 

 

Mayra Perez for City Treasurer for a term of four (4) years. 

 

Further, a majority of City voters did approve Measure Y and it was, therefore passed.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COACHELLA, 

CALIFORNIA, RECITING THE FACT OF THE GENERAL MUNICIPAL 

ELECTION HELD ON NOVEMBER 5, 2024; DECLARING THE RESULTS 

AND SUCH OTHER MATTERS AS PROVIDED BY LAW 

 

WHEREAS a General Municipal Election was held and conducted in the City of Coachella 

(City), California, on Tuesday, November 5, 2024, as required by law; and  

  

 WHEREAS notice of the election was given in the time, form and manner as provided by 

law; voting precincts were properly established; election officers were appointed and in all respects 

the elections were held and conducted and the votes were cast, received and canvassed and the 

returns made and declared in the time, form and manner as required by the provisions of the 

Elections Code of the State of California for the holding of elections in cities; and  

 

WHEREAS the County Election Department canvassed the returns of the election and has 

certified the results to this City Council; the results are received, attached, and made a part hereof 

as “Exhibit A”; and  

 

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COACHELLA, 

CALIFORNIA, HEREBY FINDS, DETERMINES AND RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS: 

 

SECTION 1. That the whole number of ballots cast in the precincts including vote-by-

mail ballots and provisional ballots are detailed in the Official Canvass attached as Exhibit A. 

 

SECTION 2. That the names of the persons voted for in the election for Mayor were as 

follows: 

 Steven Hernandez 

 Frank Figueroa 

 

SECTION 3. That the names of the persons voted for in the election for Members of the 

City Council were as follows: 

 Denise Delgado

SECTION 6. That the following local Measure Y voted upon at the election is as follows: 

 

“Shall the measure to increase the rate of the City’s 

Transient Occupancy (Hotel) Tax from 9% to a maximum of 

13%, providing approximately $350,000 annually until 

ended by voters for general City services such as City parks, 

streets and public safety, and applying the tax to all rent 

charged to hotel guests, including by online travel and short 

term rental companies, for transient occupancy of any hotel, 

be adopted?"

SECTION 7. That the number of votes cast in each precinct, and the number of votes cast 

in the City for each of the persons above-named for the respective offices for which the persons 

were candidates, and for and against the Measure, is set forth in Exhibit “A,” which is attached 

hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. 

SECTION 8. The City Council does declare and determine that as a result of the election: 

1) Steven A. Hernandez was elected as Mayor for the full term of two years; 

 

2) Denise Delgado and Yadira Perez were elected as Members of the City Council for 

the full term of four years; 

 

3) Angela Zepeda was elected as City Clerk for the full term of four years; 

 

4) Mayra Perez was elected as City Treasurer for the full term of four years; 

 

5) A majority of voters voting on Measure Y did vote in favor thereof, the Measure 

was carried, and it shall be deemed adopted and ratified. 

 

SECTION 9. The City Clerk shall enter on the records of the City of Coachella, a statement 

of results of the election, showing:  

 

1. The whole number of votes cast in the City; 

2. The names of the persons voted for; 

3. The measure voted upon; 

4. For what office each person was voted for; 
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5. The number of votes cast at each precinct for each person, and for and against the 

measure; and 

6. The total number of votes cast for each person, and for and against the measure. 

SECTION 10. The City Clerk shall immediately make and deliver to each of the persons 

so elected a Certificate of Election signed by the City Clerk and authenticated; that the City Clerk 

shall also administer to each person elected the Oath of Office prescribed in the Constitution of 

the State of California and shall have them subscribe to it and file it in the office of the City Clerk. 

Each and all of the persons so elected shall then be inducted into the respective office to which 

they have been elected. 

 

SECTION 11. Compliance with California Environmental Quality Act. The City Council 

finds that this Resolution is not subject to the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) 

pursuant to Sections 15060(c)(2) (the activity will not result in a direct or reasonably foreseeable 

indirect physical change in the environment) and 15060(c)(3) (the activity is not a project as 

defined in Section 15378) of the State CEQA Guidelines, California Code of Regulations, Title 

14, Chapter 3, because it has no potential for resulting in physical change to the environment, 

directly or indirectly.  Further, if the activity is deemed a project this City Council finds that this 

Resolution is exempt pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines. 

 

SECTION 12. The City Clerk shall certify to the passage and adoption of this resolution 

enter it into the book of original resolutions. 

 

SECTION 13.  Severability.  If any section, subsection, subdivision, sentence, or clause 

or phrase in this Resolution or any part thereof is for any reason held to be unconstitutional, invalid 

or ineffective by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity or 

effectiveness of the remaining portions of this Resolution or any part thereof. The City Council 

hereby declares that it would have adopted each section irrespective of the fact that any one or 

more subsections, subdivisions, sentences, clauses, or phrases are declared unconstitutional, 

invalid, or ineffective. 

 

SECTION 14. Effective Date. This Resolution shall become effective immediately.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
 

Staff recommends that the City Council receive and file the Coachella Resident Engagement 

Academy Update and provide staff feedback. 

 
BACKGROUND: 

 

On July 24, 2024, the City Council authorized the Coachella Resident Engagement Academy for 

the 2024 calendar year. The academy is set to provide an interactive civic education program to 

Coachella residents that would develop an avenue for the City to communicate its roles and 

functions and increase civic engagement in the City. The goals of the academy are as follows:  

 

1. Develop an avenue for the City to communicate its roles and functions 

2. Increase civic engagement in the City 

3. Provide residents with input opportunities 

4. Inform residents how they can contribute to the City  

 

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:  

 

The Coachella Resident Engagement Academy occurred October 1 - November 19, 2024 for a 

span of eight (8) weeks. The City selected a total of 25 participants, and of the selected participants, 

22 successfully completed the program. City staff and local partner agencies presented on the 

following eight (8) modules: 

 

1. City Manager’s Office  

2. Public Works and Engineering  

3. Voter Education  

4.   Utilities   

5. Development Services  

6.   Finance and Economic Development   

7.   Public Safety  

8.   Graduation  



City Directors, Managers, and partner agencies facilitated each module based on their discipline. 

The sessions were designed to provide an inclusive and safe learning environment.  

 

Riverside University Health System (RUHS), Department of Public Health, assisted with creating 

evaluation surveys for the academy to determine the program’s effectiveness in increasing civic 

engagement and awareness of city government. Through the survey responses, ninety-four percent 

(94%) of participants indicated that their knowledge level of the City of Coachella before 

participating in the academy was either very low or low. After completion of the academy, eighty-

two percent (82%) of the participants indicated that their knowledge level of the City was either 

high or very high. Through the survey, eighty percent (80%) of participants also indicated that 

their likelihood of playing a volunteer role in the City after participating in the academy is very 

high. The responses to the survey questions demonstrate that the resident academy fulfilled its 

mission in educating Coachella residents about its roles and functions, while also encouraging 

them to be more civically engaged in the City. A more detailed table of the survey responses can 

be found in Attachment 3.  

 

Participants were presented awards recognizing their outstanding leadership and dedication to the 

program. Academy participants were informed how they can continue being civically engaged 

after completion of the academy through City commissions, community events, and meetings. 

Participants were added to the City’s newsletter to keep them informed of City events, and 

graduates will continue receiving local updates from City staff. Academy graduates will also be 

participating in a community cleanup group project on December 7th.  

 

Staff would like to continue extending this learning opportunity to Coachella residents in the future 

and pursue Community Engagement Protocols envisioned in the General Plan for different types 

of municipal decisions so community members can easily learn about input opportunities and 

know how best to contribute.   

 

Staff requests City Council feedback and direction for the continuation of the program.  

 

FISCAL IMPACT: 

 

A total of $11,500.00 was budgeted for meals, stipends, translation services, and awards in the 

Fiscal Year 24-25 budget for the Development Services Department.
