Upon conclusion of the recess, Councilmember Virgen stated she also has a conflict 

due to her primary property being near the project.  As a result, there are three conflicted Councilmembers on 

this item, being Councilmember Virgen, Mayor Hernandez and Mayor Pro Tem Figueroa.  At least three 

members of the Council are required to constitute a quorum in order for action to be taken on the item.  Under 

the rule of necessity, the three conflicted members of Council were asked to draw sticks at random in order to 

determine who would participate for this item.  The Councilmember who selects the single long stick would be 

the Councilmember to participate in this item.  Those who grab the short sticks would recuse 

themselves.
