• Consider regional collaboration for prohousing interventions such as inclusionary 
zoning, TOT revenue allocation, a prohousing designation, etc.

• Think about subsidies to affordable housing at the local level.

• Increase your participation in our efforts to address housing affordability 
throughout the region, not just in Coachella.

CURRENT STATE OF FIRE SERVICES

• The City of Coachella generated 3,390 calls for service in 2022, which is a 6.67% 

increase from 2021. With an average yearly increase of 6.2% over the last 5 years.

• 1 Fire Station- Type 1 Engine Company at Station 79 with 4 Person Staffing.

• No current Fire Marshall staff in the City- Loss of revenue due to conditioning new 

development, no business inspections (fee based) and new construction 

inspection fees not captured. With Council approval- Study Session required for 

fee based cost neutrality for Fire Marshall Staff (optional)

• Continual population increase- 1.65% is the 20-year average

• City purchased Squad at Station 79- unstaffed.

• Decrease Response Time 

• Increases Survivability of Constituents and provides additional staffing for ALL multi unit 

calls in the City of Coachella.

• Increase in Unit Availability 

• Ensures that there is always an available unit to respond in the City. Decreases the 

reliability for Regional assistance In Coachella, 20% of calls on average based on second 

unit responses. 

• The Squad will assist Engine 79 with increasing call volume on the north side of Coachella. 

• Municipal Staffing delivers for structured Command and Control on Incidents
