MEMORANDUM

RE: Legislative Update

DATE: April 15, 2026

This update focuses on the state bills and funding items most relevant to the DeSoto Parish
Police Jury at this point in the 2026 Regular Session.

HB 1123 - Transportation Backlog Fund

« HB 1123 by Rep. Jacob Braud would establish the Transportation Backlog Fund as a
special fund in the state treasury and require the treasurer to deposit $20 million of state
general fund into the fund.

« The bill would direct those monies to transportation infrastructure projects located
entirely within parishes that have already received the maximum severance-tax allocation
for all natural resources other than sulphur, lignite, or timber for the current fiscal year.

 Eligible projects must already be included in the Highway Priority Program, Port
Construction or Development Priority Program, Airport Construction or Development
Priority Program, or Federal Railroad Crossing Safety Program, and each project would
require approval by the Joint Committee on Transportation, Highways, and Public Works
before money could be distributed.

» Current status: pending House Appropriations.

Severance Tax Bills

HB 156 by Rep. Larry Bagley - Removal of the Severance Tax Cap

« Would remove the constitutional cap on severance-tax revenues remitted to producing
parishes.

« Current status: pending House Ways and Means.

HB 602 by Rep. Dennis Bamburg Jr. - Increase of the Severance Tax Cap

* Would increase the maximum annual severance-tax remittance to producing parishes
over time.

« Current status: pending House Ways and Means; considered on March 16.

SB 187 by Sen. Thomas Pressly - Oil and Gas Severance Subfund

» Would create the Oil and Gas Severance Subfund in the Parish Transportation Fund and
dedicate at least five percent of state oil-and-gas severance avails to roads and bridges in
affected parishes.

« Current status: pending Senate Finance.



All four severance-related measures remain pending in committee. Feedback from legislative
leadership has centered on current-year and out-year budget concerns, which is consistent with
the smaller surplus environment this session. For that reason, the severance-related bills
appear to face a difficult path this year. DeSoto should continue supporting them, but the parish
also needs to remain focused on securing capital through the appropriation and capital outlay
process this session. At this time, HB 312 and HB 2 remain in the House, so the budget items
discussed below are not final. There are three steps remaining this session for additional
funding through those vehicles: House floor, Senate committee, and Senate floor. That means
this is not done, and these items do not represent the final amount of funding DeSoto may
receive this session.

Supplemental Appropriations

HB 312 by Rep. Jack McFarland remains pending House Appropriations. The House
Appropriations Committee amendment includes three direct appropriations for the DeSoto Parish
Police Jury, totaling $5.75 million:

« $350,000 for GIS equipment, database implementation, data collection, and planning.

« $400,000 for generators.

« $5,000,000 for planning, engineering, acquisition, installation, commissioning, and
related site improvements for an advanced leachate management and treatment system
and associated infrastructure at the Mundy Landfill, including on-site treatment
capabilities to reduce storage, hauling, and long-term liability.

The $5 million Mundy Landfill item is significant because it is not a general operating

appropriation. All landfills generate leachate and incur costs to manage it. The House committee
amendment specifically selected DeSoto for a project-level solution at Mundy: an advanced
leachate management and treatment system with on-site treatment capability intended to reduce
storage, hauling, and long-term liability. The purpose is to address leachate more effectively and
reduce recurring parish expense over time.

Capital Outlay

HB 2 by Rep. Tony Bacala remains pending House floor. The most recent publicly posted
House Fiscal parish summary for DeSoto continues to show:

« DeSoto Parish Police Jury Five-Year Capital Road Plan - $25,000,000 reauthorized in
Priority 5.

« LSU Health Shreveport / Stonewall Animal Research and Training Facility - $5,000,000
reauthorized in Priority 5.

» Logansport Recreational Improvements - $1,300,000 total, consisting of $150,000 in
Priority 1 1 & I and $1,150,000 in reauthorized Priority 5.

« Mansfield Wastewater Collection System Improvements - $5,200,000 in new Priority 5.



Sales-Tax Centralization

HB 620 by Rep. Josh Carlson is the constitutional amendment bill. It remains pending
House Ways and Means.

HB 658 by Rep. Josh Carlson is the statutory companion bill. As filed, it would transfer
collection of all local sales and use taxes to the Department of Revenue beginning July 1,
2027, while allowing the department to retain up to one-half of one percent for collection
services. It was referred to House Ways and Means on March 9 and was on the March 30
Ways and Means agenda with HB 620.

Based on the public record reviewed, the Carlson bills appear to be remaining in committee and,
at this point, do not appear likely to advance.

Other Bills DeSoto Parish Is Likely to Care About

HB 746 by Rep. Charles Owen is the furthest-moving of the local-control bills. As
engrossed, it would prohibit any special permits outside the permits required by DOTD,
establish a one-year moratorium on local permits for oversized vehicles, and prohibit
political subdivisions from adopting new permit requirements during that moratorium.
Current status: notice given subject to call - House final passage.

HB 595 by Rep. Jacob Landry would prohibit local governing authorities from actions
that impede the state's ability to develop natural resources, including additional
permitting requirements. As filed, it would vest exclusive authority over the state's
natural resources in the department and prohibit local governing authorities from taking
actions, including requiring permits, affecting this subject matter. Current status: pending
House Natural Resources and Environment.

HB 664 by Rep. Jeremy LaCombe would increase the maximum fine for violating a
parish ordinance from $500 to $1,500. Present law also allows imprisonment of up to 30
days in parish jail, and the bill otherwise retains present law. Current status: pending
House Municipal, Parochial, and Cultural Affairs.

403 Vehicle Usage & Search Policy

The purpose of this policy is to ensure borrowed, leased or rented vehicles are used in
accordance with Police Jury policies and all federal, state and local laws, rules and
regulations.

This policy applies to all operators of and passengers in the Police Jury vehicles.

RESPONSIBILITY:

Police Jury

It is the responsibility of the Police Jury to:
1. Authorize the temporary use of vehicles by Jurors; and
2. Determine which employees are regularly assigned take home vehicles.

Department Head

It is the responsibility of a Department Head to:
1. Authorize the temporary use of vehicles by his employees; and
2. Monitor use of vehicles by his employees.

Operators

It is the responsibility of Operators to:
1. Perform preventative maintenance in accordance with the vehicle’s owner’s

manual;

2. Use vehicle for only work-related purposes unless otherwise allowed by this
policy;

3. Avoid activities which violate any laws, rules, regulations, or policies;

4. Operate the vehicle safely;

5. Obtain authorization to use the vehicle;

6. Wear a safety belt when occupying the vehicle while moving and when
otherwise required by law;

7. Possess a legal, valid driver's license for the vehicle being operated;

8. Auvoid occupying a vehicle with an unauthorized person;

9. Prohibitoccupancy of the vehicle by any person other than another employee,
Police Juror, or individual conducting official business with the Jury except that



immediate family may occupy a vehicle when used for Police Jury business and
approved by a Division Manager or Department Head;

10. Assist occupants of the vehicle during times of emergency when it appears safe
to do so;

11. Immediately notify the authorizing party within 24 hours of any violation of a
law, rule, regulation, policy, or accident;

12. Comply with cellular telephone usage laws and policies;

13. Pay fines accessed for violations of laws, rules, regulations, or policy by the due
date;

14. Regularly clean vehicle or report the need to clean o the authorizing party; and

15. Comply with the manufacturer's recommendations for fuel conservation.

Passengers

It is the responsibility of Passengers to:
1. Wear a safety belt when occupying the vehicle while moving/and when otherwise
required by law; and
2. Obtain authorization from the vehicle operator, to occupy the vehicle and assist
the vehicle operator and other passengers during times of emergency when it
appears safe to do so.

Take Home Vehicle

The Police Jury has determined that it is in the best interest of its citizens to regularly
assign take home vehicles to key employees because efficiency and/or public safety is
improved when key employees respond directly to work sites or emergencies from their
home or temporary duty station. The list of employees who are assigned take-home
vehicles shall be maintained by the Finance Division.

Key employees shall be "first responders” in times of emergency affecting their
departments and shall be "on-call" 24/7, readily available, when notified via a
communication process and device specified by their supervisor or his designee, and
able to respond to the emergency within one (1) hour of said notification. When unable
to respond "first responders™ shall notify their supervisor or supervisor's designee at least
twenty-four (24) hours in advance and said supervisor will assign the responders duties,
and vehicle when necessary, to another qualified employee.

Any "first responder” failing to respond to an emergency when "on-call" and properly
notified shall be disciplined, up to and including termination.



"First Responder's" pay when responding to an emergency shall be in accordance with
the Jury's employment policies and procedures.

When an employee or juror is authorized to operate a "take home™" vehicle, said operator
Is responsible for the commuting cost of the vehicle to/from work as described below.
The cost of such operations shall comply with IRS rules and regulations.

When an employee is assigned a take home vehicle it shall be used only for Police Jury
business except for commuting to and from work and de minimis personal use.

Commuting is a personal use that must be valued and treated as a taxable fringe benefit
for federal income and employment tax purposes. The Police Jury haselected to value
the commuting and de minimis use of an employee’s take home vehicle at $3.00 for a
DeSoto Parish resident and $6.00 for non-parish resident.

Vehicle Parking

Parked Police Jury vehicles shall be locked in a reasonably safe location.

Vehicles used for overnight travel or other approved purposes may be parked at the
operator's residence or other reasonably safe location when approved by authorizing
party. All other vehicles shall be parked at the operator's assigned place of work at the
end of the workday.

Personal Vehicle

When an appropriate Police Jury vehicle is not available to an employee or a Police
Juror for Police Jury business, the authorizing party may approve the use of the
operator’s privately owned vehicle (POV) and the operator will be compensated for
mileage at the approved state compensation rate.

If a police jury vehicle is available for use and an employee or other authorized
individual travels, and such travel is covered by the Police Jury, the individual will be
reimbursed for only fuel expenses associated with the vehicle use. The reimbursement
amount will be determined by the Parish Treasurer and the Parish Administrator.

This policy applies to all vehicles owned, leased, or rented by the Police Jury, without
exception.



The Police Jury reserves the right to conduct searches consistent with federal, state and
local law, and to inspect any Police Jury vehicle. Employees and Jurors should have no
expectation of privacy when using Police Jury owned vehicles.

The Police Jury assumes no liability for damage, loss or theft by third parties to personal
property of employees or jurors located in a Police Jury vehicle.

WHEREAS, the Recipient, a political subdivision of the State of Louisiana, agrees to enter into formal contract
with the Louisiana Department of Transportation and Development, hereinafter referred to as the “DOTD”, to
accept Federal Transit Administration funds to provide public transportation services within the non-urbanized
portion of the service area; and

WHEREAS, the Subrecipient is named as a direct transit operator providing service in the non-urbanized area;
and

WHEREAS, the purpose of this agreement is to establish a formal understanding between the two (2) parties that
all terms and conditions set forth will be followed;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual dependent covenants herein contained, the
parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE I - ADHERENCE TO TERMS OF PRIMARY PROJECT AGREEMENT

The primary contract entered into by the Recipient and the DOTD, and bearing the State and Federal project
numbers indicated above, is herein incorporated by reference in its entirety. Both parties to the Subagreement
are subject to the terms of the primary contract as applicable.
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ARTICLE IT - CHANGES TO SUBAGREEMENT

No changes or adjustments either to this Sub-agreement, or to the identity of either Recipient or
Subrecipient, shall be allowed without prior review and written approval of intended changes by the

DOTD.
