a. The COA approval includes the revised building elevations, colors and site plan; it does not
include the ice and vending machine structure shown in the plans. The applicant will be
required to file a separate COA application for the ice and vending machine structure in the
future.

The lot at 28485 Ranch Road 12 is currently vacant. The applicant has requested a Certificate of
Appropriateness to construct a new building housing a postal facility and coffee shop, as well as a parking
lot. This application is a revision of a previous application, COA2024-0014, previously reviewed and
approved at the October 2024 HPC meeting.

The applicant is requesting approval to construct a new building and to add parking on site.

This application is a revision of a previous application, COA2024-0014, previously reviewed and
approved at the October 2024 HPC meeting. The revisions to the scope are as follows:
e Setting the building back further from Ranch Road 12, while still leaving an appropriate setback
along the Old Fitzhugh Road elevation.
e Shifting the parking lot configuration slightly so that parking spaces are at the south end of the lot
rather than the north end,
e Creating an 8’-0” concrete walkway along Old Fitzhugh Road, as requested and approved by the
City of Dripping Springs.

These changes reflect a refinement in building programming and meet the Nonresidential Construction
