• On January 16, 2026, HDR conducted a Silt Fencing Inspection for 6 
Hilshire Oaks. The Silt Fencing Inspection passed. 
 

k) 1311 Pine Chase Drive –  
 
• On January 21, 2026, HDR reviewed and returned the 3rd Pool Drainage Plan 

Submittal for 1311 Pine Chase Drive. The Pool Drainage Plan was approved 
with exceptions as noted. 
 

l) 1035 Ridgeley Drive –  
 
• On February 10, 2026, HDR received the 3rd Drainage Plan submittal for 

1035 Ridgeley Drive. The drainage plan is currently under review.  
 

m) 1105 Ridgeley Drive – 
 

• On February 5, 2026, HDR reviewed and returned the 3rd Retaining Wall 
Plan submittal for 1105 Ridgeley Drive. The retaining wall plan  was 
approved with exceptions as noted.  
 

n) 1214 Ridgeley Drive –  
 

• On February 10, 2026, HDR conducted a Final Drainage Inspection for 1214 
Ridgeley Drive. The inspection passed. 

 
• On February 12, 2026, HDR reviewed and returned the 2nd As-Built 

Submittal for 1214 Ridgeley Drive. The As-Built was approved with 
exceptions as noted.  

 
o) 1209 Pine Chase & 1303/1307 Friarcreek Drainage Easement Improvements – 
 

• 1209 Pine Chase Drive Drainage Easement – As previously reported, 
construction for this project was completed on November 7, 2025. HDR has 
reviewed and processed the Contractor’s Pay Estimate #1 (Final) for 
$29,325.00. Please note that the project amended cost proposal was for 
$23,025.00 as approved by City Council on the September 16, 2025 Council 
Meeting for additional work (e.g. removal and replacement of deteriorated 
concrete slope paving, removal and replacement of the broken segment of 
24-inch RCP at the pipe outfall entrance, and installation of turf 
reinforcement mat/erosion control blanket along the drainage easement 
ditch); however, the Contractor had to install additional sod along the west 
ditch embankment and directly behind the pipe outfall entrance (e.g. 
wingwall) that was not initially included, and the additional cost for this 
work was $6,300.00. Therefore, HDR recommends final payment to the 
Contractor in order to complete and closeout the project. 
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• 1303/1307 Friarcreek Lane Drainage Easement – At the request of Council 
during the January 20, 2026, Council Meeting, HDR is preparing a proposal 
for the Design and Construction Phase Services for the 1303 and 1307 
Friarcreek Drainage Easements Improvements Project. HDR’s geotechnical 
subconsultant has stated that access to the site is not possible, therefore, HDR 
is evaluating alternative options to perform slope stability analysis, as 
required by Harris County Flood Control District (HCFCD), without a 
geotechnical investigation. Once this issue is resolved, HDR will finalize the 
proposal and present it to City Council in the next Council Meeting. 

 
p) Wirt Road Safety Project – 

 
ANTICIPATED PROJECT TIMELINE: 
Approval from COH:   March 18, 2025 (Updated) 
Construction NTP:   TBD with Harris County Precinct 3 

 
• HDR has attempted to communicate via telephone with Mr. Jason Hains (HC 

Precinct 3 Project Manager) to no avail. HDR sent an e-mail to Mr. Hains on 
February 13, 2026 requesting future coordination communications be 
performed via e-mail. 

 
• However, it appears that HC has secured the additional funding required to 

perform the project and assigned a HC Contractor since the City has received 
reports from residents/stakeholders along the Wirt Road Sidewalk Project 
area that the HC Contractor has reached out to them about the upcoming 
sidewalk construction. 

 
• The City Contractor for the Hickory Shadows Paving, Drainage & Water 

Line Improvements Project (Arnold & Co) also reported that someone from 
HC Precinct 3 (presumably Mr. Hains) has reached out to them requesting 
that the proposed paving improvements at the south entrance of the Hickory 
Shadows Subdivision, which is also the entrance to the HC Jeffrey Limmer 
Park be completed/performed as soon as possible in order for the HC 
Contractor to use the Park as a staging/storage area for the Wirt Road 
Sidewalk Project. 

 
• On the February 13, 2026 e-mail to Mr. Haines, HDR also requested the 

contact information for the HC Contractor, as well as any other HC Precinct 
3 contact persons, the City and HDR may be able to reach out in the near 
future for additional coordination efforts. 

 
• As previously reported, on November 3, 2025, HDR resubmitted/e-mailed 

the re-executed Sidewalk Easement Form 584 from The School Of The 
Woods to the Houston Permitting Center (HPC). On November 4, 2025, 
HDR received e-mail confirmation from HPC that all the documents were in 
order and to submit the original documentation for final processing to HPC.

HDR couriered the original documents to HPC on November 13, 2025, 
received e-mail confirmation from HPC that the package was received and 
assigned Tracking No. 30855.  

 
• However, on December 1, 2025, HPC requested the grantor to provide a 

notarized document (such as a resolution, affidavit, etc.) signed by an 
authorized person (other than the signatory), to validate Mr. Robert T. 
Deden’s title as President and authority to execute real estate transactions on 
behalf of The School Of The Woods. HPC also requested another minor 
revision to the Form 584 to include the company name in the signature block. 
The City is currently coordinating with The School Of The Woods to secure 
these additional documents. 

 
q) Hickory Shadows Paving, Drainage & Water Line Improvements Project –

City Council (Contract Award): Tuesday, October 21, 2025 (Completed)

• Due to previously encountered issues with the water line installation, HDR 

requested that the Monthly Construction Progress Meeting be moved from 
February 12, 2026, to January 29, 2026 to discuss communication protocols 
going forward and construction updates.  
 

• During the January 29, 2026 Monthly Construction Progress Meeting, the 
Contractor (Arnold & Co) requested confirmation that the existing 
underground valve pit present within the project limits (e.g. old City Hall 
water meter vault), by the existing City of Houston water meter vault is to 
remain in place since the Park’s irrigation system appears to be connected to 
it. As requested by HDR, the Contractor submitted a Request for Information 
(RFI), on January 30, 2026, regarding this issue to confirm whether the valve 
pit structure should be removed and provided a proposal for a total amount 
of $4,950.00 to perform this additional work for the City’s consideration. 
After reviewing the proposal from Contractor to perform the exploratory 
work, clearing, demolition and removal of the small meter vault, waste 
disposal, backfill and compaction, and surface restoration, HDR determined 
that the cost was reasonable and that it would be brought to City Council for 
preliminary acceptance. If the work is approved, the Contractor will be

required to coordinate with both Harris County Precinct 3 and the City of 
Houston.   
 

• The Contractor submitted a second RFI on February 9, 2026, regarding the 
waterline on the South side of Hickory Shadows Drive. During excavation, 
it was found that the existing 8-inch water line has a 90-degree bend that is 
fully encapsulated in concrete, and that the main water line is located directly 
beneath the brick wall. The Contractor requested that HDR provide 
additional guidance on the proposed water line wet connection to the existing 
water line based on the existing conditions and the proximity to the  brick 
wall. In response to the RFI, HDR recommends that the Contractor perform 
the 8-inch wet connection on the exposed section of 8-inch AC water line, 
just inside the Hickory Shadows Subdivision, while maintaining at least 3-
foot clearance from the brick wall foundation in order to mitigate adverse 
effects to the brick wall. 

 
• HDR has reviewed and returned nineteen (19) out of nineteen (19) submittals 

to the Contractor.  
 

• HDR has reviewed and returned two (2) out of two (2) RFIs to the 
Contractor.  

 
• On February 11, 2026, HDR reviewed, processed and transmitted to the City 

the Contractor’s Pay Estimate No. 1 for $174,018.52 for the period ending 
on January 31, 2026. The total billing for the project represents 16.04% of 
the contract amount and the contract time expended as of the Pay Estimate 
cut-off date is 12.86%. 

 
r) Pine Chase Grove Cul-De-Sac Site & Drainage Improvements– 

 
• As previously reported, construction for this project was completed by the 

Contractor (ICS) on November 22, 2025. HDR has reviewed and processed 
the Contractor’s Pay Estimate #1 (Final) for $26,400.00. Please note that the 
project initial cost proposal was for $23,900.00, as approved by City Council 
on the January 28, 2025 Council Meeting; however, due to the additional 
conduit installation work that the City of Houston was initially committed to 
perform, but was actually performed by the Contractor, the additional cost 
for this work was $2,500.00. Therefore, HDR recommends final payment to 
the Contractor in order to complete and closeout the project. 
 

s) City-Wide Ditch Regrading & Cleaning –  
 

• The City has previously received reports from a few residents with concerns 
regarding the ditch cleaning work (e.g. overcuts, slopes, general cleaning, 
zoysia grass quantity and cost, etc.) On January 29, 2026, HDR conducted a 
site visit meeting with Experts Underground Solutions (EUS – Contractor) 
to walk the project limits and evaluate a path forward to remedy the issues 
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reported. The Contractor will have his survey team back on site to reshoot 
elevations and verify the existing conditions prior to conducting the 
corrective work.  

 
• As previously reported, the City has also received additional requests from 

Creekstone Circle residents to address drainage issues in the City ditches 
fronting their residences. HDR has also coordinated with the Contractor to 
obtain preliminary survey information on these additional areas, as well as 
the additional Glourie Drive east ditch segment between Bromley Road and 
Pine Chase Drive that the City previously requested to add to the project, in 
order to review and provide final recommendations on ditch cleaning/re-
grading and culvert cleaning. The additional survey will be performed when 
the Contractor is on site reshooting elevations.  

 
t) Mallie Court Ravine/Gully Erosion Issues –  

 
• As previously reported in the January 20, 2026 Council Meeting,, on 

December 17, 2025, HDR met with Mrs. Leslie Appling (8205 & 8209 
Mallie Court) regarding erosion issues and concerns along the drainage 
ravine traversing her properties and 8201 Mallie Court (Leman Family).The 
ravine/gully is experiencing significant erosion which has undermined some 
of the erosion control measures previously performed by 8201 Mallie Court. 
Also, the S-shape configuration of the ravine has further exacerbated the 
erosion issues herein to the point that several tree roots have been exposed 
and pose a safety/risk issue of falling trees at any time. The City can request 
Harris County Flood Control District (HCFCD) assistance in removing these 
high-risk of falling trees.  

 
• At the request of the City, HDR is currently using LiDAR data to perform a 

preliminary evaluation of the existing conditions of the ravine and to 
estimate the volume of riprap that would be needed to mitigate the erosion 
issues along this ravine the Appling and Leman Families are experiencing.

1. CALL TO ORDER Mayor Buesinger called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  

1.A. Invocation was given by Council Member Butts.

2. CITIZEN'S COMMENTS 
Zandra Anderson reported that Harris County Flood Control District crews trimmed 
vegetation in the Spring Branch Creek easement and appeared to enter private property 
without clear work-area plans. She requested City coordination with HCFCD to clarify 
project boundaries.  

3. DISCUSSION 

3.A. Street Lighting: Discussion with CenterPoint Energy Representative 

CenterPoint representatives reviewed street‑ lighting options and explained the 
differences between metal, wood, fiber, and decorative poles. Metal poles allow 
underground installation; fiber poles are a higher‑ end alternative; and decorative 
poles are shorter than standard cobra or wood poles. Council directed staff to 
coordinate with interested residents and CenterPoint on location needs and to 
contact builders of new homes. Tree‑ canopy concerns on Archley were also 
discussed; CenterPoint stated they only trim trees when they are damaging a light, 
with all other trimming handled by the City. 

6. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION (item taken out of order) 
 
Motion made to move item out of order by Mayor Pro Tem Carey, Seconded by Council 
Member Gordy.  
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6.A. Discussion and possible approval of Fiscal Year 2023-2024 Audit Presentation 

Daniel Hebert, Crowe LLC, provided an overview of the annual audit and reported 
the City received a clean opinion. 

Motion to approve the Fiscal Year 2023-2024 Audit made by Council Member 
Schwarz, Seconded by Council Member Gordy.

4. REPORTS TO COUNCIL 

4.A. Spring Valley Police Report 
In December, police responded to 5 alarms, 1 ambulance assist, 843 business 
checks, 187 house checks, and 1 open‑ door call with no issues found. Officers 
issued 13 parking violations, made 29 public‑ relations contacts, and addressed 
several suspicious‑ person reports involving unpermitted solicitors. Eleven traffic 
stops resulted in 33 citations. No significant criminal activity was reported.  

4.B. Fire Commissioner's Report  
Chief Croft reported that annual revenue targets are on track, with EMS revenue 
ending the year above projections due to improved billing processes and 
documentation. He noted that the Deputy Chief will begin assuming some of his 
duties and that additional fire medic positions will be opening. The Finance Director 
has accepted another position but will remain part‑ time until a replacement is hired. 
Community outreach efforts such as station visits, CPR classes, and tours continue 
to be successful.  
 
Operational updates included the replacement of the fuel system, confirmation that 
the generator is fully operational, and progress on ladder trucks: the loaner 
100‑ foot truck is completing quality control testing, and the new 105‑ foot truck is 
expected for delivery in November 2026. 

4.C. City Engineer's Report  
Wirt Road Safety Project: Harris County is updating project cost estimates and 
has selected a contractor but has not yet provided details to the City. A 
pre‑construction meeting is pending.  
 
Hickory Shadows Paving, Drainage & Water Line Improvements: Contractor 
struck CenterPoint lines that were deeper than marked. Portions of the water line 
behind drainage inlets were found to be asbestos cement pipe rather than cast iron; 
Inframark completed repairs and filed required TCEQ reports. The asbestos cement 
line will be abandoned and replaced.  

City‑Wide Ditch Regrading & Cleaning: Contractor has not remobilized after the 
holiday shutdown. A field meeting is scheduled to review punch‑list items. CCTV 
inspections on Glourie Circle and in Hickory Shadows are also pending. 
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Mallie Court Ravine: Harris County Flood Control (HCFCD) left dead stumps in 
place after prior tree clearing. Current flow patterns are causing pitting beneath the 
outfall, worsened by recent storms. Any property‑owner erosion‑control work will 
require engineered plans and HCFCD approval. Rip‑rap with geotextile is an option 
to restore the natural ground level. 

1209 Pine Chase Easement & Pine Chase Grove Improvements: Final invoices 
are still pending. 

Friarcreek Easement Improvements: The design is intended to protect existing 
residential retaining walls and ensure safe conveyance of flows to Spring Branch 
Creek. HDR is preparing erosion-mitigation options for the unimproved outfall 
segment based on flow velocities and surface elevation to avoid adverse impacts to 
the creek and adjacent properties. The easement will also need to be re-defined to 
encompass the correct location of the channel.  

TCEQ Interconnect Approval: Engineer Him is working with the City of Houston 
on TCEQ approval and pursuing a variance for existing infrastructure connections. 
HDR found no records prior to 1996; Council Member Gordy noted the 
interconnects may date to the 1960s. HDR will continue compiling required 
documentation. 

4.D. Building Official's Report 
Construction is the same as usual. Council had no questions. 

4.E. Mayor Buesinger's Report 
Mayor Buesinger encouraged weather preparedness by reminding residents to 
follow the “4 P’s”: protect pets, plants, people, and pipes. Residents were advised to 
check on their neighbors and to remain at home if possible during severe weather 
conditions. Engineer Him further recommended that residents who plan to leave 
town drain their plumbing and shut off the main water valve as a precautionary 
measure to prevent potential pipe damage. 

4.F. City Secretary's Report:  
Secretary Stephens presented the call log and reminded residents to contact Spring 
Valley Dispatch if contractors are working outside of permitted hours, as City Hall is 
closed during those times and the police are the appropriate authority to address 
violations and issue citations if necessary.  
 
The Consent Agenda included the routine monthly disbursements, with no new or 
unusual items noted. 

4.G. City Treasurer's Report:  
Fiscal Year 2025–2026 Quarter 1 Financial Report was presented and noted that 
the City experienced a stable start to the fiscal year. Revenues and expenditures 
are tracking in line with budget expectations for the first quarter, with no significant 
variances to report at this time.

6. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION Continued 

6.B. Discussion and Possible Approval of City of Hilshire Village Ordinance 857-
2026 Clarifying Utility Billing Proration and Fees for Properties Under 
Construction.  

Motion made by Mayor Pro Tem Carey, Seconded by Council Member Schwarz. 
 
Secretary Stephens explained that this was a clean-up item regarding utility billing 
and invoicing procedures. During active construction projects, only water and 
standard maintenance fees are applied to accounts, not sewer or garbage. This 
ordinance also clarifies that flat fees shall not be prorated.

The motion carried 4-0. 

6.C. Discussion and Possible Direction to Staff Regarding Vacant and Neglected 
Buildings, Including Registration and Nuisance Abatement.  

Motion made by Council Member Schwarz, Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Carey. 
 
Secretary Stephens explained that the item was presented in response to recent 
concerns regarding an unfinished construction project. Staff noted that the permit 
expiration ordinance was amended in December, and under the updated provisions, 
the property owner will be required to obtain a new permit before any additional 
work can proceed. Secretary Stephens added that vacant property registration is 
one tool that could improve communication with property owners, while the next 
enforcement step would be escalation through the court system. 
 
No formal action was taken. 

6.D. Discussion and Possible Direction to Staff Regarding Artificial Turf, 
Stormwater Management, and Impervious Coverage Standards.  

Secretary Stephens presented a visual map illustrating how the Spring Branch 
Ravine flows through and interacts with the City, emphasizing the City’s 
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jurisdictional responsibility to protect stormwater from contamination and increased 
runoff. Discussion followed regarding the growing interest in artificial turf 
applications. Council considered several potential ordinance components, including 
prohibiting turf in front yards or areas visible from the street, requiring a drainage 
plan for all installations regardless of grading changes, classifying artificial turf as an 
impervious surface, and requiring ongoing maintenance and upkeep upon notice, 
including issues related to runoff caused by compaction. Staff noted that if the 
current review process remains manageable, the City could continue relying on the 
discretion of the City Engineer and Building Official; however, if installation trends 
continue to increase, formal regulation may be necessary. 

City Engineer Him stated that the City has historically prioritized maintaining a 
natural appearance and noted that porous pavers were previously reclassified as 
impermeable due to long-term performance concerns. He recommended prohibiting 
artificial turf in front yards and advised that turf should be considered an impervious 
surface, with property owners allowed to seek a variance if warranted. City Attorney 
Hayes clarified that regulating the location of turf would require adoption of a zoning 
ordinance. Council Member Gordy expressed support for the Engineer’s 
recommendation, noting that artificial turf can become effectively impervious over 
time due to silting and compaction.  
 
Following discussion, Council directed staff to draft ordinance language classifying 
artificial turf as an impervious surface and restrict to behind the front building line. 
 
No formal action was taken.

During the regular monthly Village Fire Department Board Meeting on January 28, 2026, 

the Village Fire Department Board of Commissioners unanimously approved a budget amendment 
to fund the blocker apparatus (Exhibit A) and rescue boat (Exhibit B). The Village Fire Department 
Board of Commissioners is requesting that the member Cities approve a 2026 budget amendment 
in an amount not to exceed $85,000 to facilitate the purchases. This budget amendment will not 
result in an additional assessment to the member Cities in 2026.   

 
The improvements and purchases are as 
follows: 

 

• Blocker Apparatus  $70,000  

• Rescue Boat   $15,000

The total budget amendment of $85,000.00 will be funded by the 2025 Village Fire Department budget 
surplus in an amount not to exceed $85,000. These purchases will be funded out of the Capital 
Replacement Fund, which will then be reimbursed by the 2025 surplus.

Exhibit A: 

Blocker Apparatus 

The following option is presented not only as a blocker apparatus for motor vehicle 
accidents but to be used as a multi-purpose vehicle. This model and buildout will allow the 
fire department to expand our operations during natural disasters. The apparatus will be 
used for high water rescues during floods and will assist in debris removal with the heavy-
duty winch installed. Modifications will be made to outfit the apparatus with a large flat bed 
with rails to assist in moving citizens to safety. Emergency lights and sirens will be installed 
upon arrival.  

The truck requested in the amendment is a 2002 Stewart & Stevenson M1088A1 MTV 5 ton 
6x6.

Rescue Boat 

Our current rescue has been out of service due to unrepairable damage. The requested 
boat is a 14-foot Rescue boat with a 40HP motor to allow for proper rescue of citizens 
during a flood event and bayou resuce. Below are the boat and motor being requested. This 
current model matches the standard being used by other agencies including Texas Search 
and Rescue.
