therefore, the plan needs to be revised and resubmitted.

1) 1214 Ridgeley Drive —

e On November 18, 2025, the City forwarded comments from Mrs. Robine
Hendricks (1218 Ridgeley Drive) regarding as-built drainage concerns at
1214 Ridgeley Drive.

e On November 24, 2025, HDR received the 2" As/Built Drainage Plan
submittal for 1214 Ridgeley Drive. The As-Built Plan is currently under
review.

e On November 24, 2025, HDR met with Mr. and Mrs. Hendricks to discuss
their drainage concerns related to the recent improvements at 1214 Ridgeley
Drive. HDR is currently reviewing all historical data pertaining to these two
(2) properties to assess pre-existing and new site conditions to determine if
corrective measures will need to be taken by the Contractor before the As-
Built Drainage Plan is approved.

m) 1323 Ridgeley Drive —

e On November 19, 2025, HDR received the 1% As-Built Plan submittal for
1323 Ridgeley Drive. The As-Built Plan is currently under review.

e On December 4, 2025, HDR conducted the As-Built inspection for 1323
Ridgeley. However, the inspection failed due to positive drainage not being
demonstrated, ditch extension not being graded correctly, and disturbed
areas not being re-sodded.
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n) 1209 Pine Chase & 1303/1307 Friarcreek Drainage Easement Improvements —

1209 Pine Chase Drive Drainage Easement — As previously reported,
construction for this project was completed on November 7, 2025. HDR, the
City, and the Contractor conducted a final walkthrough on December 10,
2025. There were no identified punch list items, and HDR is currently
reviewing/processing the invoice.

1303/1307 Friarcreek Lane Drainage Easement — As previously reported,
HDR has gathered hydraulic modeling data on Spring Branch Creek to
confirm flow velocities and 100-year water surface elevation within this area
to evaluate the best options to mitigate erosion within the creek’s
embankment.

HDR will be recommending a U-Channel construction along the improved
segment of the drainage easement to mitigate adverse impacts to the
residents’ existing retaining walls and safely convey the drainage flows into
Spring Branch Creek. HDR will provide three (3) alternatives/options (e.g.
gabion baskets, concrete rip rap, or concrete channel lining) to mitigate
erosion on the outfall/unimproved segment of the creek, while taking into
consideration flow velocities and 100-year water surface elevation within the
area to mitigate adverse impact to Spring Branch Creek and the adjacent
property owners.

HDR is also recommending that the existing drainage easement be re-
delineated to clear existing encroachments in the drainage easement, as well
as in private property.

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e As previously reported, on November 3, 2025, HDR resubmitted/e-mailed
the re-executed Sidewalk Easement Form 584 from The School Of The
Woods to the Houston Permitting Center (HPC). On November 4, 2025,
HDR received e-mail confirmation from HPC that all the documents were in
order and to submit the original documentation for final processing to HPC.
HDR couriered the original documents to HPC on November 13, 2025,
received e-mail confirmation from HPC that the package was received and
assigned Tracking No. 30855.

e However, on December 1, 2025, HPC requested the grantor to provide a
notarized document (such as a resolution, affidavit, etc.) signed by an
authorized person (other than the signatory), to validate Mr. Robert T.
Deden’s title as President and authority to execute real estate transactions on
behalf of The School Of The Woods. HPC also requested another minor
revision to the Form 584 to include the company name in the signature block.
The City is currently coordinating with The School Of The Woods to secure
these additional documents.

p) Hickory Shadows Paving, Drainage & Water Line Improvements Project —

e The Contractor (Arnold & Co., LLC) submitted their insurance and statutory
bonds on November 10, 2025. HDR assembled and delivered the
Construction Contract Documents to the City on November 13, 2025 for
final execution. The documents were executed by the City on November 21,
2025.

e HDR held the pre-construction meeting on November 13, 2025 at City Hall,
with the Contractor and the City to further discuss the scope of the project,
City expectations and address any questions or concerns that they may have.

e As previously reported, HDR also coordinated with the City and Contractor
to discuss the tentative project schedule and issuance of Notice to Proceed
(NTP) to the Contractor. Due to the upcoming end of year holidays and in
order to avoid disruption to residents during these holidays, the plan is to

issue the Contractor’s NTP effective January 5, 2025.
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At the request of City Council, HDR conducted a second public meeting on
December 10, 2025, as an opportunity for the residents to meet the
Contractor and address any questions or concerns about the upcoming
construction work. Arnold & Co. (Contractor) attended the meeting, as well
as the HDR Design Team and Inspector.

HDR has reviewed and returned sixteen (16) out of seventeen (17) submittals
to the Contractor. HDR is currently coordinating with the Contractor on
remaining submittals, and the goal still remains to finalize submittal reviews
and approvals prior to beginning construction.

q) Pine Chase Grove Water Meter Vaults —

Construction was completed for this project on November 22, 2025. HDR
conducted a final walkthrough with the City and the Contractor on December
11, 2025. No punchlist items were identified during the walkthrough.
Contractor will submit invoice to HDR for review and approval.

r) City-Wide Ditch Regrading & Cleaning —

As previously reported, based on the survey information, in some areas like
Guinea Drive, Ridgeley Drive and Friarcreek Lane, several driveway and
walkway culverts have reverse grades due to possible ground settlement
and/or incorrect installation, causing the water ponding experienced in these
areas. In order to properly address this issue, the work will require filling
instead of cutting the ditch, and grout filling the invert of these reverse grade
culverts to provide positive drainage towards the outfall on the downstream
end. The Contractor has completed the ditch regrading (cutting or filling)
and resodding, and is currently performing the grout fill of existing culverts.

The City has received reports from a few residents with concerns regarding
the ditch cleaning work (e.g. overcuts, slopes, general cleaning, etc.) HDR
will be coordinating with residents and Contractor (Expert Underground

Solutions — EUS) to address these issues/concerns.
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e The City has also received additional requests from Creekstone Circle
residents to address drainage issues in the City ditches fronting their
residences. HDR met with these residents on November 24, 2025 to discuss
their concerns and recommended action plan. HDR 1is coordinating with the
Contractor to obtain preliminary survey information on these additional
areas, as well as the additional Glourie Drive east ditch segment between
Bromley Road and Pine Chase Drive that the City previously requested to
add to the project, in order to review and provide final recommendations on
ditch cleaning/re-grading and culvert cleaning.

Spring Valley Police Report

Approximately 1,167 calls for service were handled during the month of October,
including 891 business checks, 45 public relations, and 8 traffic stops that resulted
in 12 citations. A notable incident occurred on November 11 at approximately 2:00
a.m. while officers were patrolling Hilshire Village, when a vehicle entered a
residential driveway without headlights on. The vehicle was not registered to the
address, and when officers attempted to make contact, the driver fled through the
front yard, leading to a vehicle pursuit. The minivan crashed, and two suspects fled
on foot but were both apprehended. The vehicle was confirmed stolen, and both
suspects were charged. Council members had no additional questions.

Fire Commissioner's Report

Deputy Chief Witt updated Council on VFD’s October activities noting that the
budget is on track and EMS revenue has exceeded the projections. The
department is fully staffed, and recent community engagement efforts reached
approximately 1,000 residents. National Night Out was reported as a success.
There have been 73 calls for service this year in Hilshire Village, including 4 calls
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in November. Mayor Buesinger asked about the status of the ladder truck repairs;
the truck is not yet ready, and an email was sent to the vendor expressing
frustration with the delays and lack of communication, though repairs are still
moving forward.

3.C. City Engineer's Report

1209 Pine Chase & Pine Chase Grove Water Meter Vaults
Easement work at 1209 Pine Chase is complete. HDR will schedule a final
walkthrough to close out the project. At Pine Chase Grove, all work is complete
except for installation of the fencing around the backflow preventers pending
brackets from the manufacturer.

1303/1307 Friarcreek Drainage Easement Improvements
HDR has collected hydraulic modeling data confirming flow velocities and the 100-
year water surface elevation. HDR anticipates recommending a U-channel along
the improved easement section to protect existing retaining walls and safely convey
flows to Spring Branch Creek.

Wirt Road Safety Project
The School of the Woods sidewalk easement paperwork required re-execution
because the original signatures had expired. HDR continues coordinating with
Harris County staff and utility partners. Harris County previously anticipated a
December 2025 or January 2026 construction start, but no new update has been
provided. HDR will coordinate with the Hickory Shadows project contractor to avoid
construction conflicts.

Hickory Shadows Paving, Drainage & Water Line Improvements
The City awarded the contract to Arnold & Co. who has submitted bonds and
insurance, and contract documents have been delivered to the City for execution.
A pre-construction meeting was held on November 13, 2025. To avoid holiday
disruptions, the Notice to Proceed is planned for January 5, 2026. HDR will work
through submittal reviews in the interim so materials can be secured ahead of
construction.

City-Wide Ditch Regrading & Cleaning
Several segments have been cut and are awaiting resodding. The contractor will
provide unit pricing for specialty grasses (conprivate betterments), with residents
covering the difference above St. Augustine costs.
Survey review identified multiple inverse-graded culverts on Guinea Drive and other
locations. HDR considered two corrective options, culvert resets or grout-fill
adjustments, neither of which were part of the original scope. HDR explained that
partial grout-fill can still maintain proper hydrostatic flow.
A supplemental contractor proposal has been submitted for additional work,
including ditch filling, culvert grout-filling, and optional zoysia installation. An
additional quote for work on the north side of Glourie has also been received and is
pending review.

Staff explained that the contractor is tracking the Zoysia installation as the work
progresses, and the City will invoice the affected residents for the cost difference.
Mayor Buesinger noted that this is consistent with past practices for driveway
improvements, as upgrades within the right-of-way are considered a private
betterment.

Voting Yea: Council Member Gordy, Mayor Pro Tem Carey, Council Member
Schwarz

Motion carried 3-0.

Discussion and possible approval of the Village Mutual Insurance
Cooperative Board’s recommendations to provide Medical, Dental, Vision,
Life, AD&D, Long Term Disability, and Supplemental Life for City employees
for the 2026 calendar year.

Motion made by Mayor Pro Tem Carey, Seconded by Council Member Schwarz

Secretary Stephens reported that insurance rates were reduced across the board.
She noted that the Village Mutual Insurance Cooperative includes several of the
other Memorial Villages as well as the Memorial Village Water Authority. Consultant
fees are shared among all participating entities, allowing the group to benefit from
lower rates as a collective.

Discussion and possible action regarding street lighting.
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Motion made by Council Member Schwarz, Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Carey

Mayor Buesinger stated that he and the Council continue to be approached by
multiple residents expressing concerns about dark areas throughout the City.
Council Member Schwarz shared a recent incident in which he nearly struck a
pedestrian wearing dark clothing at night, emphasizing that dark spots present a life
safety concern. City Administrator Stephens reminded Council that most locations
lacking adequate lighting would require side yard easement dedications where there
currently aren’t any. Attorney Hays noted that the City could pursue eminent
domain, if necessary, and potentially compensate property owners at market value
for the required easements.

Council Member Schwarz suggested that installing lighting at the time of new home
construction would be preferable. Administrator Stephens added that previous
outreach to property owners along Glourie had been unsuccessful, as many did not
respond or expressed no interest. Council Member Gordy mentioned the potential
to install a single light pole with overhead lines crossing the street.

Discussion focused on pedestrian safety during early evening hours, dark areas
throughout the neighborhood, potential lighting improvements, and coordination with
CenterPoint Energy. Mayor Pro-Tem Carey volunteered to conduct an inventory of
existing light poles within the City and report back after the holiday.

No formal action was taken, and staff was directed to continue evaluating options
and potential locations.
