The PBCLC’s purpose is to promote and advance the collective interest(s) of the municipalities of the County 
to study municipal issues and seek desired results through cooperative effort, to respect the principles of Home 
Rule, to encourage and enhance the quality of life of the citizens of the County, and/or to engage in any other 
lawful purpose not for profit. 

3.  Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) – Vice Mayor Malega 

The CRA is responsible for formulating and implementing projects that are consistent with the Lake Worth 
Beach Redevelopment Plan to assist in revitalizing and redeveloping portions of the City. 

4. Neighborhood Association Presidents’ Council (NAPC) – Commissioner May 

The Council supports and promotes the neighborhood associations and serves as an umbrella organization 
with no opinion on how each association chooses to decide matters for its own association. 

5.   Education Task Force – Commissioner Segrich 

The Education Task Force serves to strengthen the relationship between the city and its schools, to study 
issues affecting the schools and report the findings and to assess the strengths and challenges that city schools 
are facing in an effort to determine how the city could assist.

WHEREAS,  pursuant to an Act of Congress on October 7, 1980, the United States Holocaust 

Memorial Council designates the Days of Remembrance of the Victims of the 

Holocaust to be Sunday, April 12, through Sunday, April 19, 2026, including the Day 

of Remembrance known as Yom HaShoah, April 14, 2026; and  

 

WHEREAS,  the Holocaust was the state-sponsored, systematic persecution and annihilation of 

European Jewry by Nazi Germany and its collaborators between 1933 and 1945. Jews 

were the primary victims — six million Jews were murdered; Roma, people with 

disabilities, and Poles were also targeted for destruction or decimation for racial, 

ethnic, or national reasons. Millions more, including gay men, Jehovah’s Witnesses, 

Soviet prisoners of war, and political dissidents, also suffered grievous oppression 

and death under Nazi tyranny; and  

 

WHEREAS,  the history of the Holocaust offers an opportunity to reflect on the moral 

responsibilities of individuals, societies and governments; and  

 

WHEREAS, we the people should always remember the terrible events of the Holocaust and 

remain vigilant against hatred, persecution, and tyranny; and 

 

WHEREAS, we the people should actively rededicate ourselves to the principles of individual 

freedom in a just society; and 

 

WHEREAS,  the Days of Remembrance have been set aside for the people of the City of Lake 

Worth Beach to remember the victims of the Holocaust as well as to reflect on the 

need for respect of all people.

Resolution No. 10-2026 – amending the City Commission Rules of Procedure 

 
SUMMARY: 

Periodically, the rules and procedures for commission meetings will be updated. 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

The City Commission’s Rules of Procedure were initially adopted in 2004 by resolution and have been amended 
multiple times by subsequent resolutions, most recently in December 2025. Ordinance 2025-20 calling for a 
referendum regarding the certification of the election was approved at the November 18, 2025 commission meeting. 
The voters approved the ballot question at the March 10, 2026 municipal election. 

This revision is necessary because Rule 1 section 2 called for a special meeting to canvass ballots as required by 
the Charter. This provision is no longer in the Charter, hence the sentence should be removed from the resolution.

RESOLUTION NO. xx-2026 OF THE CITY OF LAKE WORTH BEACH, 
FLORIDA, AMENDING THE RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR LAKE WORTH 
BEACH CITY COMMISSION; REPEALING ALL RESOLUTIONS IN CONFLICT; 
AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE 
 

 
WHEREAS, in 2004, the City Commission adopted rules of procedure for City 

Commission meetings, which have been amended for a variety of reasons over time (see 
Resolutions 05-2004, 26-2006, 48-2007, 49-2007, 32-2008, 06-2009, 33-2009,04-2011, 14-2011, 
05-2012, 17-2012, 09-2013, 56-2013, 59-2015, 26-2017, 46-2018, 25-2021, 08-2022, 81-2022, 
13-2023, 25-2024, 18-2025, and xx-2026); and, 
 

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to amend its rules of procedure as reflected 
herein; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City Commission finds the revisions to the City Commission’s rules of 
procedure as set forth in this Resolution are necessary to maintain orderly conduct of all City 
Commission meetings and serve a valid public purpose. 
 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LAKE WORTH 
BEACH, FLORIDA, that: 
 
Section 1.  The foregoing recitals are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as true and 
correct statements. 
 
Section 2.  The City Commission’s adopted Rules of Procedure for the Lake Worth Beach City 
Commission are amended as follows (added language is underlined and deleted language is 
struck-through): 
 

RULES OF PROCEDURE 
LAKE WORTH BEACH CITY COMMISSION 

 
RULE 1 

SCHEDULING OF MEETINGS AND WORKSHOPS 
 

(1) Regular meetings of the City Commission shall be held on the first, third and last Tuesday 
of each month, in the Commission Chambers, at City Hall, 7 North Dixie Highway, Lake 
Worth Beach, Florida, and beginning at 6:00 PM. The third meeting of the month will 
prioritize utility items.  

 
If a regular meeting date falls on a holiday, the meeting shall be held in the Commission 
Chambers, at City Hall as soon as reasonably possible following the holiday, beginning at 
6:00 PM  
 
The City Commission shall cancel not more than two regular meetings in any month. 

 
 

(2) A special meeting of the City Commission to canvass ballots shall be held as required by 
the City Charter.  Other sSpecial meetings may be called by a majority of the members of 
the City Commission or by the Mayor. Notice of special meetings shall be given to each 
Commissioner1 and to the public at least twenty-four (24) hours in advance except for 
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emergency meetings. If the Mayor or a member of the Commission is absent from the City 
or otherwise beyond reach of actual notice, failure to give such notice shall not prevent 
the convening of the special meeting. The City Commission may act on any matter 
presented at the special meeting unless prohibited by the City Charter or by rules 
established by the City Commission and public participation shall occur consistent with 
these Rules and applicable law. Special meetings shall be held in the Commission 
Chambers or Commission Meeting Room at City Hall, 7 North Dixie Highway, Lake Worth 
Beach, Florida, or at such other location within the City as may be designated in the notice 
of the special meeting, beginning at a time to be specified in the notice of the special 
meeting. 

  
(4)  Workshops of the City Commission may be called by a majority of the members of the City 

Commission or by the Mayor, and any matter may be discussed or studied at a workshop.  
Any matter discussed by the City Commission for thirty (30) minutes shall be moved to a 
workshop unless this requirement is waived by a majority vote. No official action of the 
City Commission shall be taken at a workshop and no public participation shall occur.  All 
workshops shall end at 10:00 PM. At 10:00 PM, the City Commission shall cease further 
discussion on the business on the table and, upon a majority consensus of the City 
Commission present, determine whether to (1) adjourn the meeting; or (2) extend the 
meeting and continue to conduct the meeting until 11:00 PM.  All workshops shall adjourn 
automatically at 11:00 PM.  
 

(5) “Town Halls” may be held by the City Commission on a bi-annual basis to be held in each 
district of the City on a rotating basis, with even districts in even years and odd districts in 
odd years. Notice of such meetings shall be posted no less than 14 days before each 
meeting. No official action shall be taken at these meetings which will last for two (2) hours. 

 
(6) All regular and special meetings shall end at 10:00 PM. At 10:00 PM the City Commission 

shall cease further discussion on the business on the table and, upon a majority vote of 
the City Commission present, determine whether to (1) adjourn the meeting; or (2) extend 
the meeting and continue to conduct the meeting until 11:00 PM. If the meeting is 
extended, no new items will be taken up after 10:45 PM. If an item is being discussed at 
11:00 PM, it will continue to its conclusion, followed by the Mayor, the City Commissioners, 
the City Manager and City Attorney each having three minutes to present their reports 
after which the Mayor shall adjourn the meeting.   

 
Rule 1 is exempt from the provisions of Rule 11 Amendment or Waiver of Rules and shall not be 
waived, except where such waiver is expressly permitted in paragraph (4) of Rule 1 (regarding 
the 30 minute limitation on discussions) and shall only be amended by resolution. 
 

RULE 2 
QUORUM 

 
A majority of the City Commission shall constitute a quorum; a smaller number may adjourn a 
meeting or recess a meeting to a time certain. No ordinance, resolution, or motion shall be 
adopted except by the affirmative vote of at least three members of the City Commission. 

 
RULE 3 

MEMBER PARTICIPATION BY TELEPHONE CONFERENCE 
 

(1) Up to two (2) members of the City Commission, who are physically absent due to 
extraordinary circumstances, may participate through electronic means in a City 
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Commission workshop or meeting and vote in a meeting if a quorum of the Commission 
is physically present at the meeting or workshop location. 

 
(2) Pre-agenda Workshops may be conducted via Zoom. 

 
RULE 4 

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE “CHAIR” 
 

(1) The Mayor shall be the presiding officer of the City Commission and shall be referred to 
as the “Chair” when sitting in that capacity.  In case of the absence or the disability of the 
Mayor, the Vice Mayor shall assume the responsibilities of the 
presiding officer, and if both are absent or disabled, the Vice Mayor Pro Tem shall preside. 
 

(2) The Chair shall preserve order.  The Chair may call to order any member of the 
Commission and any member of the public who shall violate any of these rules or 
otherwise disrupt the orderly proceeding of the meeting.  The Chair shall decide all 
questions of order subject to a majority vote on an appeal of the decision. 

 
(3) The Chair shall recognize all Commissioners who seek the floor while entitled to do so. 
 
(4) The Chair may make or second a motion after passing the gavel to the Vice Mayor or Vice 

Mayor Pro Tem. 
 

RULE 5 
ORDER OF BUSINESS 

 
(1) The order of business for a regular meeting shall ordinarily be: 

1. Roll Call 
2. Invocation or Moment of Silence 
3. Pledge of Allegiance 
4. Agenda-Additions/Deletions/Reordering 
5. Presentations (first meeting of the month only) 
6. Public Participation of Non-Agendaed Items and Consent Agenda 
7. Approval of Minutes 
8. Consent Agenda 
9. Public Hearings 

10. Unfinished Business 
11. New Business 
12. Commission Liaison Reports and Comments (third meeting of the month only) 
13.  City Manager’s Report 
14.  City Attorney’s Report 
15. Upcoming meetings and workshops 
16.  Adjournment 

 
(2) The order of business may be revised by a majority vote. 

 
(3) Except for matters advertised for public hearing, any matter may be removed from an 

agenda by the person who placed it on the agenda or by a majority vote. 
 
(4) When a matter comes before the Commission that directly affects one election district, the 

Commissioner from that district shall have the privilege of both expressing his or her views 
and making a motion on that matter first. 
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(5) The Invocation or Moment of Silence shall be offered by the Mayor or a member of the 

Commission on a rotating basis. The Mayor or Commissioner whose turn it is to deliver 
the invocation or moment of silence may designate another individual to deliver the 
invocation on their behalf.  Any individual who delivers the invocation shall not denigrate 
nonbelievers or religious minorities, threaten damnation, or preach conversion.  Any 
individual who delivers the invocation is encouraged to be respectful in tone. 
 

(6) Proclamations, honors and presentations will be on the first agenda of the month except for 
utility updates which will remain on the third agenda of the month. 

 

(7) Commission Liaison reports will be on the third meeting agenda of the of the month which will 
prioritize utility items. 

 
RULE 6 

DEBATE OF MOTIONS; VOTING 
 

(1) When debating or discussing a motion, a Commissioner shall address the Chair and await 
recognition before speaking.  The Commissioner making a motion is entitled to the floor 
first for debate.  No Commissioner is entitled to the floor a second time on the same motion 
as long as any other Commissioner who has not spoken on the issue desires the floor. 
 

(2) Motions and amendments can be withdrawn or modified by the maker at any time prior to 
the Chair’s stating the question on the motion; after that time, the permission of the 
Commission majority must be obtained. The Chair cannot close debate as long as any 
member who has not exhausted his right to debate desires the floor. 
 

(3) Members of the public are permitted to participate upon opening of the floor for public 
comment by the Chair during Public Participation of Non-Agendaed Items and Consent 
Agenda (No. 8 above) and during each item of Public Hearings (No. 9 above), Unfinished 
Business (No. 10 above), and New Business (No. 11 above). The time shall be limited to 
three (3) minutes per public participant for Public Participation of Non-Agendaed Items 
and Consent Agenda (No. 8 above). The time shall be limited to two (2) minutes per public 
participant on all issues of Public Hearings (No. 9 above), Unfinished Business (No. 10 
above), and New Business (No. 11 above). Online comments will be posted on the website 
upon submission and approval by the City Clerk’s office for compliance with Rule 14; 
online comments for Public Hearings, Unfinished Business and New Business will be read 
for a maximum of 30 minutes for each item at the meetings. There is no comment on 
Presentations.  

 
(4) A member of the audience who speaks to the City Commission may be questioned for 

additional information, but Commissioners shall not engage in debate with a member of 
the audience. Members of the audience may ask questions but may not compel a 
Commissioner, the City Manager, or the City Attorney to answer questions during a 
meeting. 
 

(5) The Chair shall restate all motions before the vote is taken. 
 

(6) A tie vote shall constitute a continuance of the item to the next regular meeting, but upon 
a tie vote on the same item at the next meeting, the item shall not be rescheduled except 
upon the request of the City Manager, the City Attorney, the Mayor or a Commissioner. 
 

(7) The failure of a motion stated in the negative shall not be deemed an affirmative action.

specifically defined by state law; or (3) it lacks serious literary, artistic, political, or scientific 
value. 

 
(6) Members of the audience shall refrain from interrupting other speakers, including the 

Commission.  
 
(7) Pejorative terms for people and/or profanity is forbidden. Profanity is swearing, cursing, or 

cussing, and the use of notionally offensive words for any purpose. 
 
(8) Shouting, yelling or screaming is forbidden. 
 
(9) Attendees (audience) will refrain from commenting, shouting, booing, clapping, stomping 

feet or other inappropriate and/or disruptive behavior.  Brief (10 seconds or less) 
expression in such manner is permissible at the end of a speaker’s comments. 
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(10) Speakers will refrain from identifying themselves as candidates for election to the City 
Commission as Mayor or City Commissioner.  

 
It is the intent of the Commission to maintain order and enforce the Rules of Decorum for Citizen 
Participation for all meetings.  Disregard of these rules will be met with the following 
consequences: 
 
(1) The Chair will identify out loud the out-of-compliance behavior and request for the behavior 

to stop;  
 
(2) The Chair will ask the speaker to have a seat if he/she continues to disrupt the meeting;  

 

(4) If the speaker refuses to have a seat, the Chair will recess the meeting; and 
 

(5) Will instruct a law enforcement officer to instruct the speaker to stop the disruptive conduct 
and escort the speaker out of the meeting venue.

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to amend its rules of procedure as reflected

RULES OF PROCEDURE 
LAKE WORTH BEACH CITY COMMISSION 

 
RULE 1 

SCHEDULING OF MEETINGS AND WORKSHOPS 
 

(1) Regular meetings of the City Commission shall be held on the first, third and last Tuesday 
of each month, in the Commission Chambers, at City Hall, 7 North Dixie Highway, Lake 
Worth Beach, Florida, and beginning at 6:00 PM. The third meeting of the month will 
prioritize utility items.

The City Commission may act on any matter presented at the special meeting 
unless prohibited by the City Charter or by rules established by the City Commission and 
public participation shall occur consistent with these Rules and applicable law. Special 
meetings shall be held in the Commission Chambers or Commission Meeting Room at 
City Hall, 7 North Dixie Highway, Lake Worth Beach, Florida, or at such other location 
within the City as may be designated in the notice of the special meeting, beginning at a 
time to be specified in the notice of the special meeting. 

  
(4)  Workshops of the City Commission may be called by a majority of the members of the City 

Commission or by the Mayor, and any matter may be discussed or studied at a workshop.  
Any matter discussed by the City Commission for thirty (30) minutes shall be moved to a 
workshop unless this requirement is waived by a majority vote. No official action of the 
City Commission shall be taken at a workshop and no public participation shall occur.  All 
workshops shall end at 10:00 PM. At 10:00 PM, the City Commission shall cease further 
discussion on the business on the table and, upon a majority consensus of the City 
Commission present, determine whether to (1) adjourn the meeting; or (2) extend the 
meeting and continue to conduct the meeting until 11:00 PM.  All workshops shall adjourn 
automatically at 11:00 PM.  
 

(5) “Town Halls” may be held by the City Commission on a bi-annual basis to be held in each 
district of the City on a rotating basis, with even districts in even years and odd districts in 
odd years. Notice of such meetings shall be posted no less than 14 days before each 
meeting. No official action shall be taken at these meetings which will last for two (2) hours. 

 
(6) All regular and special meetings shall end at 10:00 PM. At 10:00 PM the City Commission 

shall cease further discussion on the business on the table and, upon a majority vote of 
the City Commission present, determine whether to (1) adjourn the meeting; or (2) extend 
the meeting and continue to conduct the meeting until 11:00 PM. If the meeting is 
extended, no new items will be taken up after 10:45 PM. If an item is being discussed at 
11:00 PM, it will continue to its conclusion, followed by the Mayor, the City Commissioners, 
the City Manager and City Attorney each having three minutes to present their reports 
after which the Mayor shall adjourn the meeting.   

 
Rule 1 is exempt from the provisions of Rule 11 Amendment or Waiver of Rules and shall not be 
waived, except where such waiver is expressly permitted in paragraph (4) of Rule 1 (regarding 
the 30 minute limitation on discussions) and shall only be amended by resolution.

12. Commission Liaison Reports and Comments (third meeting of the month only) 
13.  City Manager’s Report 
14.  City Attorney’s Report 
15. Upcoming meetings and workshops 
16.  Adjournment 

 
(2) The order of business may be revised by a majority vote. 

 
(3) Except for matters advertised for public hearing, any matter may be removed from an 

agenda by the person who placed it on the agenda or by a majority vote. 
 
(4) When a matter comes before the Commission that directly affects one election district, the 

Commissioner from that district shall have the privilege of both expressing his or her views 
and making a motion on that matter first. 

 
(5) The Invocation or Moment of Silence shall be offered by the Mayor or a member of the 

Commission on a rotating basis. The Mayor or Commissioner whose turn it is to deliver 
the invocation or moment of silence may designate another individual to deliver the 
invocation on their behalf.

feet or other inappropriate and/or disruptive behavior.  Brief (10 seconds or less) 
expression in such manner is permissible at the end of a speaker’s comments. 
 

(10) Speakers will refrain from identifying themselves as candidates for election to the City 
Commission as Mayor or City Commissioner.  

 
It is the intent of the Commission to maintain order and enforce the Rules of Decorum for Citizen 
Participation for all meetings. Disregard of these rules will be met with the following 
consequences: 
 
(1) The Chair will identify out loud the out-of-compliance behavior and request for the behavior 

to stop;  
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(2) The Chair will ask the speaker to have a seat if he/she continues to disrupt the meeting;  

 

(4) If the speaker refuses to have a seat, the Chair will recess the meeting; and 
 

(5) Will instruct a law enforcement officer to instruct the speaker to stop the disruptive conduct 
and escort the speaker out of the meeting venue.

ARTICLE III. LEGISLATIVE 

Sec. 2. Election and terms.

If a person serves twelve (12) consecutive years as a city elected official, he or she may become 
eligible to serve again only after not serving as an elected (or an appointed) official in the city for twenty-three (23) 
months. The term limits and twelve year maximum limit will be applicable to any individual elected to a full term of 
office on or after the March 2022 election. As used in this section, the term "appointed" means appointed to serve as 
a commissioner or mayor. The mayor and each commissioner shall serve until a successor has been duly qualified, 
elected and the election results certified by resolution of the city commission, or upon appointment, by resolution of 
the city commission. Such resolution shall be considered at the special meeting called to canvass the ballots, and shall 
be the order of business next following the canvass of ballots.

SUMMARY: 

The Leisure Services Department requests approval for the Bryant Park Fitness Court Purchase Order 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

The Leisure Services Department was approved for Capital Improvement Projects AP2403 and AP2602 for the 
Fitness Park Installation at South Bryant Park in the FY26 Budget and is requesting release of funding for the 
Bryant Park Fitness Court. 

Capital Improvement Projects AP2403 and AP2602 were approved for $75,000 and $125,000 for a total of 
$200,000 in the FY26 Budget. The Leisure Services Department presented the design concept on February 3, 
2026, received approval and has been in contact with National Fitness Campaign Fitness Court which promotes 
building community through a mobile app, local artist program and sponsorship support to provide design options 
for a new outdoor fitness court. 

Approval is being sought for the National Fitness Campaign purchase order for $170,000 for fitness end items and 
$30,000 for installation of the new equipment, totaling $200,000. Installation will be handled by a preferred vendor 
of the equipment provider and approved by the City Manager. The purchase order includes a local art component.  
The local artist rendering selection is tentatively an April 21, 2026 agenda item. 

*Note: the concrete foundation slab is quoted at $45,000 dollars which is being presented as a budget amendment; 
therefore, the all-in cost of the fitness park is $245,000.  The contract for the foundation work will be approved by 
the City Manager.

Direction regarding Task Order No. 1 with Zyscovich, LLC for Municipal Beach Complex Development Professional 
Services 

 
SUMMARY: 

Zyscovich LLC was executing Task Order No. 1 for the Municipal Beach Complex when they received a temporary 
pause order from the commission on February 3, 2026. Staff is requesting direction on the MBC survey. 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

The Municipal Beach Complex (MBC) encompasses approximately 19.5 acres of City owned property at 10 S. 
Ocean Boulevard, including the Casino Building, Pool Facility, waterfront park, parking areas, picnic spaces, public 
restrooms, the municipal pier, and adjacent open areas. The Casino Building contains leased commercial space 
on the first floor, along with approximately 5,000 sq. ft. of unfinished second floor space and 3,000 sq. ft. of finished 
event space with a catering kitchen. The City’s 32,500 sq. ft. pool facility, originally constructed in the early 1970s, 
remained operational until its closure in 2016.  

On December 3, 2024, the City Commission awarded a Professional Services contract to Zyscovich, LLC to lead 
the Municipal Beach Complex Development initiative. City staff and the Zyscovich consultant team met in early 
2025 to refine the work program based on the firm’s proposal.  

Zyscovich presented Task Order No. 1 and its associated scope at the June 26, 2025 Special City Commission 
Meeting. Following direction from Commissioners, the Mayor, and staff during and after that meeting—including 
individual discussions, Zyscovich submitted a revised proposal on September 8, 2025. The updated proposal 
outlines a two phase planning and design process.  

Phase 1: Strategic Planning establishes the foundational assessment and concept exploration needed to guide 
redevelopment of the MBC. This includes evaluating prior plans, conducting site and building assessments, 
identifying opportunities and constraints, developing and testing alternative future scenarios, vetting feasibility, 
conducting stakeholder engagement, and advancing a preferred development concept supported by parking and 
traffic analysis.  

Phase 2: Design Driven Implementation advances the preferred concept through detailed planning, program 
refinement, infrastructure analysis, phasing considerations, and additional public engagement. The consultant 
provides strategic support for implementation once a viable redevelopment direction is selected and supported.  

Task Order No. 1 includes 44 deliverables, is structured as a not to exceed $473,121.60 authorization and 
anticipates completion within nine months of approval.  Zyscovich has completed approximately 30% of tasks, one 
important component is the webpage as a feedback mechanism and to date the invoice total is $121,189.35. 

On February 3, 2026, the City Commission issued a temporary pause order on all work under Task Order No. 1 
pending the outcome of the March 10, 2026, referendum related to the Municipal Beach Complex. Staff now seeks 
direction specifically regarding continuation of the MBC survey and next steps associated with the paused scope 
of work.

Item 1- On February 3, 2026, the City Commission approved the proposed design of the Bryant Park Fitness Court. 
This design is being presented at a future meeting along with a recommended contract for services with the National 
Fitness Campaign for the installation and implementation of the Fitness Court. 

A concrete base is required prior to installation of the fitness court.  The approved funding is part of the contract, 
and, as such, requires Commission approval for the Capital project reallocation. The cost of the concrete base is 
$45,000.  

Item 2 - At its meeting on October 7, 2025 (staff report attached) the City Commission approved utilizing 
$473,121.60 of Penny Sales Tax funds to cover the costs for Municipal Beach Complex Development Professional 
Services. This item establishes a new capital project, assigns a project number, and appropriates the budget for 
these funds. Zyscovich LLC was executing Task Order No. 1 for the Municipal Beach Complex when they received 
a temporary pause order from the commission on February 3, 2026 Approval of this item is based on the direction 
of the prior item to appropriate and pay the $121,189.35 or continue with the item and appropriate the full amount

SUMMARY: 

The Leisure Services Department request approval for the Bryant Park Fitness Court Purchase Order 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

The Leisure Services Department was approved for Capital Improvement Projects AP2403 and AP2602 for the 
Fitness Park Installation at South Bryant Park in the FY26 Budget and is requesting release of funding for the 
Bryant Park Fitness Court. 

Capital Improvement Projects AP2403 and AP2602 were approved for $75,000 and $125,000 for a total of 
$200,000 in the FY26 Budget. The Leisure Services Department presented the design concept on February 3, 
2026, received approval and has been in contact with National Fitness Campaign Fitness Court which promotes 
building community through a mobile app, local artist program and sponsorship support to provide design options 
for a new outdoor fitness court. 

Approval is being sought for the National Fitness Campaign purchase order for $170,000 for fitness end items and 
the $30,000 for installation of the new equipment, totaling $200,000 total. 

*Note: the concrete foundation slab is quoted at $45,000 dollars which is being presented as a budget amendment 
; therefore, the all-in cost of the fitness park is $245,000.  The local artist rendering selection is tentatively a April

Direction regarding Task Order No. 1 with Zyscovich, LLC for Municipal Beach Complex Development Professional 
Services 

 
SUMMARY: 

Zyscovich LLC was executing Task Order No. 1 for the Municipal Beach Complex when they received a temporary 
pause order from the commission on February 3, 2026. Staff is requesting direction on the MBC survey. 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

The Municipal Beach Complex (MBC) encompasses approximately 19.5 acres of City owned property at 10 S. 
Ocean Boulevard, including the Casino Building, Pool Facility, waterfront park, parking areas, picnic spaces, public 
restrooms, the municipal pier, and adjacent open areas. The Casino Building contains leased commercial space 
on the first floor, along with approximately 5,000 sq. ft. of unfinished second floor space and 3,000 sq. ft. of finished 
event space with a catering kitchen. The City’s 32,500 sq. ft. pool facility, originally constructed in the early 1970s, 
remained operational until its closure in 2016.  

On December 3, 2024, the City Commission awarded a Professional Services contract to Zyscovich, LLC to lead 
the Municipal Beach Complex Development initiative. City staff and the Zyscovich consultant team met in early 
2025 to refine the work program based on the firm’s proposal.  

Zyscovich presented Task Order No. 1 and its associated scope at the June 26, 2025 Special City Commission 
Meeting. Following direction from Commissioners, the Mayor, and staff during and after that meeting—including 
individual discussions, Zyscovich submitted a revised proposal on September 8, 2025. The updated proposal 
outlines a two phase planning and design process.  

Phase 1: Strategic Planning establishes the foundational assessment and concept exploration needed to guide 
redevelopment of the MBC. This includes evaluating prior plans, conducting site and building assessments, 
identifying opportunities and constraints, developing and testing alternative future scenarios, vetting feasibility, 
conducting stakeholder engagement, and advancing a preferred development concept supported by parking and 
traffic analysis.  

Phase 2: Design Driven Implementation advances the preferred concept through detailed planning, program 
refinement, infrastructure analysis, phasing considerations, and additional public engagement. The consultant 
provides strategic support for implementation once a viable redevelopment direction is selected and supported.  

Task Order No. 1 includes 44 deliverables, is structured as a not to exceed $473,121.60 authorization and 
anticipates completion within nine months of approval.  Zyscovich has completed approximately 30% of tasks, one 
important component is the webpage as a feedback mechanism and to date the invoice total is $121,189.35. 

On February 3, 2026, the City Commission issued a temporary pause order on all work under Task Order No. 1 
pending the outcome of the March 10, 2026, referendum related to the Municipal Beach Complex. Staff now seeks 
direction specifically regarding continuation of the MBC survey and next steps associated with the paused scope 
of work.

Finalization of Ordinance No. 2026-xx updating the existing advisory board Ordinances into a single unified 
Ordinance 

 
SUMMARY: 

The Ordinance would amend the existing City advisory board Ordinances by unifying individual ordinances into 
one inclusive ordinance. 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

The city commission held a special meeting on March 17, 2026 but needed more time to finalize changes to the 
ordinance. There was agreement to not reinstitute set terms, to fill vacancies within 60 days, require proof of ethics 
training and review the makeup of the boards in October of every even year. Decisions are needed regarding the 
individual board sections. The Commission also requested additional information regarding the number of members 
for each board. Each of the boards under Division 2. - Advisory Boards are established by the Commission and 

may have any number of members, at the discretion of the Commission. Under Division 3. – Agencies, the required 
number of members for the Community Redevelopment Agency is not less than 5 and not more than 9, pursuant 
to Section 163.356, Florida Statutes; and there is no required number of members for the Land Planning Agency 
required by Florida Statutes. All the boards may have the same number of members or different numbers, also at 
the discretion of the Commission. An odd number of members is recommended.  
 
The adoption of a single, inclusive ordinance would establish consistent procedures, standards, and requirements 
for all City advisory boards, replacing multiple separate ordinances that currently govern each board individually.  
A single, inclusive ordinance ensures that all advisory boards operate under the same framework. This promotes 
fairness and transparency by applying consistent standards for: 

a. Appointments: establishing a uniform appointment process that applies equally to all boards. 
b. Residency Requirements: ensuring equitable eligibility criteria, such as requiring board members to reside 

within the City or, where appropriate, own a business or property in Lake Worth Beach. 
c. Meeting Procedures: standardizing meeting frequency, quorum requirements, and attendance policies to 

ensure all boards conduct business effectively and in compliance with Sunshine Law provisions. 

A unified ordinance simplifies, updates and reduces the need for repetitive legislative actions when changes to 
procedures are needed in the future. By consolidating all advisory board provisions into one ordinance, the City 
minimizes potential conflicts between sections of the Code. This provides clearer legal guidance to both City staff 
and board members, reducing the risk of procedural errors. 

While the ordinance standardizes key governance provisions, it can still allow for board-specific provisions such as 
special qualifications to be listed, preserving necessary distinctions without sacrificing consistency. The proposed 
Ordinance also combines two sections that currently govern advisory boards into one consolidated section in the 
Code. 

The proposed Ordinance adds Article IV to Chapter 2 of the Code of Ordinances, governing all the boards. This 
new Article IV includes the following, with page numbers for reference of where each can be found in the Ordinance. 
 

 General provisions applicable to all boards – pages 2-5 

 Business Advisory Board – pages 5-6 

 Electric Utility Advisory Board – page 6 

 Finance Advisory Board – pages 6-7 



 

 Tree and Landscape Advisory Board – pages 7-8 

 Community Redevelopment Board – page 8 

 Construction Board of Adjustment & Appeals – pages 8-9 
 

The Historic Resources Preservation Board and the Planning & Zoning Board operate according to Sections 23.2-
7 and 23.2-8 of the Code respectively. These boards serve many functions that belong in their current location in 
the Land Development Regulations of the Code. The Commission may consider moving the appointment process 
for these boards to the new Article IV of Chapter 2, which would be by separate Ordinance. 
 
The Ordinance contemplates repealing the separate Sections that currently exist for all the other boards that are 
being relocated into the new Article IV of Chapter 2. The Ordinance repeals without replacement the following 
boards: 
 

 Enterprise Zone Development Agency – was not constituted due to change in State policy 

 Community Relations Board – was sunset by the Commission in 2012 

 Sister City Board – was sunset by the Commission in 2017 

 Recreation Advisory Board – was sunset by the Commission in 2023 

 Library Board – consensus was reached to sunset the board at the March 17 meeting 
 
The Waterways Advisory Board was sunset by the Commission in 2025, but is not part of this Ordinance, as it was 
established by Resolution and there are no Code provisions related to this board.

CODE OF ORDINANCES REGARDING AGENCIES, BOARDS AND 
COMMITTEES OF THE CITY, INCLUDING PROCEDURES FOR THE 
APPOINTMENT OF MEMBERS AND TERMS OF OFFICE, ATTENDANCE, AND 
RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS OF MEMBERS AND THE POWERS AND

PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, REPEAL, CODIFICATION,; PROVIDING 
AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE 
 

 
WHEREAS, the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida (the “City”) is a duly constituted 

municipality having such power and authority conferred upon it by the Florida Constitution and 
Chapter 166, Florida Statutes; and 
 

WHEREAS, in 2022, the City changed the City’s Code of Ordinances (the “Code”) 
regarding the appointment process of members of city boards to appointments by the entire 
Commission and removed the set term of office for board members; and  
 

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to encourage community involvement through 
participation in City boards reinstate all board members’ terms of office for three ; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City Commission wishes to review the makeup of each board every even 

year beginning October 2026; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Commission also desires to consolidate various articles and sections 

of the Code that deal with agencies, boards and committees of the City into one article of the 
Code for clarity; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Enterprise Zone Development Agency was not constituted, as the State 

disapproved the formation of new Enterprise Zones; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City Community Relations Board was sunset in 2012; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Sister Board was sunset in 2017; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Recreation Advisory Board was sunset in 2023; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to sunset the Lake Worth Public Library Board 

is no longer needed due to the active involvement by the Friends of the Library; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Commission has reviewed the amendments set forth in this 

ordinance regarding agencies, boards and committees of the City and has determined that the 
amendments are in the best interest of the public health, safety and general welfare of the City, 
its residents and visitors and serve a valid public purpose. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF 
LAKE WORTH BEACH, FLORIDA, that: 
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Section 1: That the foregoing “WHEREAS” clauses are ratified and confirmed as being true 
and correct findings of the City Commission and are made a specific part of this ordinance as if 
set forth herein.  
 
Section 2:    The following are hereby repealed: 
 
Chapter 2, Article I, Section 2-9, “City board appointment process, terms of office, and residence 
requirement”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article V “Community Redevelopment Agency”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article IX “Tree and Landscape Board”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article XI. “City Recreation Advisory Board”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article XV “City of Lake Worth Sister City Board”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article XVI “City Community Relations Board”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article XVII “City of Lake Worth Finance Advisory Board”;  
 
Chapter 2, Article XX “Electric Utility Advisory Board”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article XXI “Enterprise Zone Development Agency”; 
 
Chapter 2, Article XXIII “Business Advisory Board”; and 
 
Chapter 13, Sections 13-1, 13-2, 13-3, and 13-4 regarding the Lake Worth Public Library Board. 
 
 
Section 3.   A new Article IV of Chapter 2 of the Code of Ordinances is hereby added to read 
as follows: 
 

ARTICLE IV. AGENCIES, BOARDS, AND COMMITTEES OF THE CITY 
Division 1. - Generally 
 

Sec. 2-48.  Appointment of members, terms of office, residency, and attendance, and 
ethics requirements. 

 
(a)  Appointment. Members of city agencies, boards, and committees (collectively, 

"boards") created by the city commission shall be appointed as follows: 
 

1. Whenever there is a vacancy or an expiring or expired term on a board, the city 
clerk, or designee, will, within five (5) business days, post the open position(s) on 
the city’s website along with an application form. Positions will remain posted until 
filled. A vacancy shall be filled by tTo the extent possible, the city commission shall 
fill any vacancy within sixty (60) days or less of the vacancy. 

2. Individuals interested in becoming a member of a board must complete and submit 
an application form to the city clerk on the Ccity’s website. 

3. The city commission will hold interviews to fill vacancies and expiring or expired 
termsto periodically review and refresh the membership of the boards so that each 
board will have a full roster of members. 
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4. The board appointments will be effective upon ratification by the city commission 
during a public meeting according to term expirations, if applicable. 

4. Filling vacancies: A vacancy occurring during a term shall be filled by the city 
commission for the unexpired term. If the unexpired term is for sixty (60) days or 
less, the city commission appointment will be for the unexpired term and the 
subsequent new term.  

 
(b) Terms. The terms for members of all boards shall be appointed for an unspecified 

term, shall serve solely at the pleasure of the city commission, and may be removed 
from their appointment at any time without cause by a majority vote of the city 
commission. Upon the removal of any member, or upon a vacancy for any reason, a 
new member shall be appointed by the city commission; however, all members are 
eligible for reappointment. be three year except for the Community Redevelopment 
Agency which shall be four year terms; however, all members shall continue to serve 
until a successor is appointed. All terms shall be staggered to accomplish two (2) 
rounds of appointment that vary by only one (1) member. 

1. Term limits: There are no limits to the number of terms a member may 
serve. 

 
2. Filling vacancies: A vacancy occurring during a term shall be filled by the 

city commission for the unexpired term. If the unexpired term is for sixty 
(60) days or less, the city commission appointment will be for the unexpired 
term and the subsequent new term. 

 

(c) Residency. Each person who serves on any board created by the city commission 
shall either maintain a bona fide residence in the city, own a business having a 
permanent location in the City, or be the principal stockholder of a corporation or be a 
executive or manager representative of a other business entity having a permanent 
business location in the city. Whenever an appointment to any such board is to be 
made and the city commission’s ranking results in a tie, if the choice is between a 
person who maintains a bona fide residence in the city and a person who does not 
maintain a bona fide residence in the city, and the person who maintains a bona fide 
residence in the city meets all other requirements of the position to be filled, 
he/she/they shall be appointed. All other city commission rankings that result in a tie 
shall be decided by majority vote. A bona fide residence, for the purpose of this 
section, is a permanent domicile which has been acquired with the intention of it being 
the applicant’s primary residence. The principal stockholder of a corporation or other 
business entity, for the purpose of this section, is any person whose ownership interest 
in the corporation or other business entity is not exceeded by any other person. There 
is an exception for the Electric Utility Advisory Board which requires a member who 
received electric service from the city who does not reside in the municipal boundaries.  

 

(d) Attendance. If any member of a board shall fail to be present at three (3) consecutive 
regularly scheduled meetings or at twenty (20) percent of the regularly scheduled 
meetings of the board held within any twelve (12) month period for boards that meet 
monthly or within any twenty-four (24) month period for boards that meet bimonthly or 
less often than monthly, the city clerk shall declare the member's office vacant, and 
the city commission shall fill such vacancy in accordance with the procedures for 
appointment as set forth in this section. If any member of the Community 
Redevelopment Agency (CRA) shall fail to be present as provided in this paragraph,  
the city clerk shall no declare the member’s office vacant but shall instead schedule 
the matter for hearing before the city commission. Any exceptions for missed meetings 
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due to extenuating circumstances shall be reviewed by the city clerk on a case by case 
basis.  

 

(d)(e) Ethics. Each person who serves on any board created by the city commission shall 
attend ethics training annually. The ethics training shall be in compliance with the 
requirements of the Palm Beach County Code of Ethics. Newly appointed board 
members must complete their first ethics training within 30 days of their appointment 
and provide proof of training to the city clerk, or designee, in order to be a voting 
member at their first meeting and provide proof of training. 

 
Sec. 2-49.  Meetings 
 

(a) Meetings, including workshops, of each board shall be open to the public, properly 
noticed and minutes shall be kept. A public record of the board's minutes and 
resolutions shall be maintained and made available for inspection by the public and 
posted to the city’s website by the staff liaison. 

(b) All city boards are authorized to convert any publicly noticed meeting into a workshop 
session when a quorum is not reached at said meeting. The decision to convert the 
meeting into a workshop session shall be determined by the chair, vice-chair or other 
member of the board, who is present at and performing the role of chair during the 
meeting. No official action shall be taken at any workshop session and the discussion 
should be limited to the items on the agenda for the publicly noticed meeting. 

(c) Quorum. A majority of the seats on the board make up a quorum. Up to two (2) 
members of an advisory board may participate and vote through electronic means at 
a meeting or workshop and vote in a meeting if a quorum of the Board is physically 
present at the meeting or workshop location. A member may only participate through 
electronic means due to extenuating circumstances with proper notice given to the 
staff liaison in advance. 

(d) Staff liaison. Each board shall have a staff liaison who attends the board meetings. 
The staff liaison shall serve only in an advisory capacity and have a continuing 
responsibility to explain the organization, responsibilities and objectives to the board. 
The staff liaison shall be the official medium of communication between the city 
commission and the board. The mayor or other member of the city commission may 
serve as the staff liaison. 

 

(e) . Officers. Each board shall elect, from its members, officers to fill the positions in 
this subsection. The term for each officer is one (1) calendar year from the date of 
appointment. There is no limit to the number of terms an officer may serve, however 
no officer term shall exceed the member's appointed term. If an officer resigns, that 
position shall be filled for the remainder of the term and not as a new term. The CRA 
is not required to elect a Secretary and the terms for Chair and Vice Chair of the CRA 
are for two (2) calendar years from the date of appointment. 

1. Chair. Presides at meetings of the board and makes presentations, written and 
oral, on behalf of the board to the city commission and the city manager. The chair 
must be a member of the board. 

2. Vice-chair. Performs the duties of the chairperson in his/her/their absence. The 
vice-chair must be a member of the board. 
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3. Secretary. Records the minutes and attendance at each meeting. The secretary 
may be a member of the board or the staff liaison. 

  
 

(f) Public comment. Members of the public are permitted to participate upon opening of 
the floor for public comment by the Chair. The time shall be limited to three (3) minutes 
per public participant on matters not on the agenda and two (2) minutes per public 
participant on all issues on the agenda. 

 

(g) All boards created by general law, special act of the legislature, or pursuant to other 
authority, shall follow the requirements of the enabling legislation when such 
legislation is in conflict with this Ordinance. 

 
Division 2. – Advisory Boards. 
 

 Sec. 2-50. Business Advisory Board. (BAB) 
(a) The business advisory board shall act in an advisory capacity to the city manager and 

city commission. The business advisory board shall be advisory in nature only. The 
business advisory board shall promote business development and support and sustain 
existing businesses within the city by identifying business opportunities and acting as 
a liaison between the owners of businesses within the city and the city commission. 

 
(b) The board shall consist of seven (7) members comprised of representatives from the 

following categories: retail business, professional services business, personal services 
business, industrial business, commercial realtor or business broker, certified property 
manager, community bank representative, attorney, hospitality (to include restaurants, 
bars and hotels) and commercial property owner. 

 
(c) The board’s duties shall consist of the following: 
 

1. Advise the city commission as to recommended improvements to, and the 
establishment of, city policies and procedures impacting the business community. 

2. Review and recommend appropriate communication strategies to disseminate city 
information to the business community.  

3. Solicit and facilitate business input in matters of significance in the city. 

4. Endeavor to build an expanding community of support through the education of its 
members, prospective members, community groups and government officials. 

5. Advise the city commission and city administration on business development 
opportunities within the city. 

6. Identify, analyze and address legislative issues that may impact the business 
community. 

7. Any additional duties that may be assigned by the city commission. 
 

(d) The board shall meet every other monthly, or more regularly as necessary to address 
matters as requested by the commission. 
 

Sec. 2-5051. Electric Utility Advisory Board. 
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(a) Electric Utility Advisory Board shall serve as an advisory board to the electric utility 
director and the city commission on policy-related matters regarding the city's electric 
utility. The board shall have any additional duties that may be assigned by the city 
commission. 

(b) The board shall be comprised of seven (7) members as follows: five (5) at-large 
appointments, one (1) business owner, and one (1) at-large member representing the 
utility service areas of or in a portion of the Village of Palm Springs and unincorporated 
Palm Beach County.  

(c) All members of the board must be customers of the electric utility.  

(d) Appointments shall be made by the city commission on the basis of professional career 
experience relevant to the electric utility industry or knowledge of the city's electric 
utility. Preference for membership shall be to those who are knowledgeable or possess 
professional expertise in the following areas: engineering, commercial and residential 
development, accounting and finance, traditional energy generation and distribution, 
renewable energy generation and/or energy conservation or related fields. 

(e) The meetings of the board shall be called by the electric utility director or as directed 
by the city commission at a public meeting held on a monthly basis. 

 
Sec. 2-51. Education Advisory Board. 

(a) The education advisory board shall serve in an advisory capacity to the city 
commission regarding the needs of the schools in the city. 

(b) The board shall be comprised of seven (7) members, each member serving as liaison 
to one of the following Lake Worth Beach schools: Barton Elementary, Highland 
Elementary, North Grade Elementary, South Grade Elementary, Lake Worth Middle, 
Lake Worth High and Sacred Heart. 

(c)  The meetings of the board shall called by the city manager or as directed by the city 
commission at a public meeting.  

 
Sec. 2-52. Finance Advisory Board. 

(a) The finance advisory board shall serve in an advisory capacity to the city commission 
and the city manager.  The board shall serve to promote transparency in the city’s 
budget process and allow for additional citizen input on major financial decisions.  The 
board shall consult with and advise the city manager and the city commission in 
matters affecting the annual operating budget, capital improvement program and all 
financial policies. 
(a)  

(b) The board shall be comprised of five (5) members. Whenever possible, the city 
commission shall appoint members who have demonstrated expertise, training, 
education or experience in finance, accounting, business or related fields and are 
broadly representative of the social, racial, religious, linguistic, cultural and economic 
groups comprising the population of the city. 
(b)  

(c) It shall be the duty of the board to review and make recommendations to the city 
commissioners regarding the city’s annual budget and capital improvement program 
and perform such other duties and assignments as requested by the city 
commissioners or the city manager, including but not limited to the following: 
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1. Review and recommend action relating to the city’s Comprehensive Annual 
Financial Report (CAFR), audits, investments, bonds, or other debt related 
instruments to be issued by the city.  

2. Review and make recommendations on the rates and fees charged for city 
services.   

3. Review and make recommendations on the city manager’s proposed annual 
budget. 

4. Review and make recommendations on the city’s proposed annual capital 
improvement program. 
4.  

(d) The meetings of the board shall called by the finance director or as directed by the city 
commission at a public meetingbe held on a monthly basis; there shall be with the 
possibility of more meetings during the budget season. 
(d)  

(e) Board members shall be required to file Financial Disclosure forms. 
 

 
 

Sec. 2-53. Tree and Landscape Advisory Board  
(a) The tree and landscape advisory board shall serve in a planning and advisory capacity 

to the city commission on tree and landscaping related issues. 
(a)  

(b) The board shall be comprised of five (5) members. The membership of the tree and 
landscape board shall include two (2) members to the extent available who have 
certifications, licenses and/or education as a landscape architect, arborist, 
horticulturist, master gardener or have education/training/degree in one of the 
following areas: landscape architecture, botany, ecology, horticulture, agriculture, 
sustainability or a related field. The remaining three (3) members shall be members at 
large, who have demonstrated an interest, appreciation, understanding and/or 
knowledge of South Florida friendly landscapes. 
(b)  

(c) It shall be the duty of the board to perform as follows: 
1. Review and provide a recommendation on the city's landscaping work plan 

addressing the planting and maintenance of trees and landscaping on city 
property; 

2. Review and provide a recommendation on amendments to the city's landscape 
requirements based on consistency with the University of Florida's Florida-Friendly 
Landscaping Program and industry best practices; 

3. Review and provide recommendations on public information and outreach related 
to the promotion of shade trees and the University of Florida's Florida-Friendly 
Landscaping Program. Public outreach may include educational materials and 
events on proper planting, pruning techniques, insect and disease control; planting 
of native species and tree preservation; 

4. Advise on public outreach events related to Arbor Day observances including 
festivals and tree giveaways or sales in support of maintaining the city's Tree City 
USA designation; and 

5. Provide recommendations to the city commission on expenditures from the tree 
canopy restoration fund. 

6. Any additional duties that may be assigned by the city commission.

(d) The meetings of the board shall be called by the community sustainability director or 
as directed by the city commission at a public meeting held on a monthly basis. 
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Division 3. – Agencies. 

 

Sec. 2-60. Community Redevelopment Agency. 

(a) The community redevelopment agency shall be organized and shall operate as 
provided in Section 163.356, Florida Statutes, as amended from time to time. 

(b) The agency shall be comprised of seven (7) members. Members must reside or be 
engaged in business, which means owning a business, practicing a profession, or 
performing a service for compensation, or serving as an officer or director of a 
corporation or other business entity so engaged, within the area of operation of the 
agency, which shall be coterminous with the area of operation of the county or 
municipality, and otherwise be eligible to serve as a member under Section 
163.356(3)(b), Florida Statutes. 

(c) The duty of the agency is to formulate and implement projects that are consistent with 
the City of Lake Worth Redevelopment Plan to assist in revitalization and 
redevelopment within the Redevelopment District. 

(d) Members of the agency shall be required to file Financial Disclosure forms.  

Sec. 2-61. Local Planning Agency. 

(a) The local planning agency shall review rezoning and comprehensive plan 
amendments prior to such amendments being presented to the city commission, as 
provided in Section 163.3174, Florida Statutes, as amended from time to time. The 
agency shall also serve as the land development regulation commission and shall 
review proposed land development regulations, land development codes, or 
amendments thereto and make recommendations to the city commission as to the 
consistency of the proposal with the adopted comprehensive plan, or element or 
portion thereof, as provided in Section 163.3174, Florida Statutes. 

(b) The agency shall be comprised of the following: 

1. Historic Resources Preservation Board: The board shall be organized and shall 
operate in accordance with Sec. 23.2-7 of the Code.  

2. Planning & Zoning Board: The board shall be organized and shall operate in 
accordance with Sec. 23.2-8 of the Code. 

(c) Members of the agency shall be required to file Financial Disclosure forms. 

Division 4. - Decision-making Boards 

Sec. 2-70. Construction Board of Adjustment & Appeals. 

(a) The board shall be organized and shall operate in accordance with Section 113 of the 
city’s local amendments to the Florida Building Code which have been adopted 
pursuant to Sec. 9-2.1 of this code. 

(b) The board shall serve as the local construction regulation board, as provided in Section 
113 of the city’s local amendments to the Florida Building Code and Section 489.113, 
Florida Statutes. 

(c) Members of the board shall be required to file financial disclosure forms. 
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(d) The meetings of the board shall be called by the building official, as needed.   

(e) In the alternative, the city may enter into an interlocal agreement with another 
jurisdiction for the functions provided for in this section. 

 
Section 4: Severability.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this 
ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, 
such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and such holding 
shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.  
 
Section 5:  Repeal of Laws in Conflict.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict 
herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 
 
Section 6: Codification.  The sections of the ordinance shall be made a part of the City Code 
of Ordinances and may be re-numbered or re-lettered to accomplish such, and the word 
“ordinance” may be changed to “section”, “division”, or any other appropriate word. 
 
Section 7: Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective 10 days after passage.
