SUMMARY: 

The proposed settlement for $85,000 seeks to resolve the personal injury lawsuit of Alice Mann v. City of Lake 
Worth Beach (15th Judicial Circuit Case No. 502024CA010340XXXAMB).  

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

This personal injury case allegedly arose out of a February 26, 2023 collision between a City of Lake Worth Beach 
golfcart and a table that the Plaintiff was seated at causing her to be pinned between the table and glass doors 
also striking her head.  As a result, Plaintiff suffered injuries to her neck and back resulting in multiple injections 
and a lumbar rhizotomy. She was also diagnosed with a traumatic brain injury with chronic migraines.  Plaintiff’s 
past medical bills total $155,856.30.   

Based on liability being averse to the City, the amount of medical bills incurred and the future care 
recommendations, the parties tentatively agreed to a settlement amount of $85,000 contingent upon City 
Commission approval. The Plaintiff will provide a release in favor of the City in exchange for the settlement amount.

SUMMARY: 

Palm Beach County entered into Agreement R2024-1411 with the City to provide $301,586 in Community 
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds for the Youth Empowerment Learning Center Improvements project. 
Amendment 001 to the CDBG Project Agreement modified the scope of work to include the replacement of the 
roofing system on the Osborne Community Center building and the performance benchmark dates for the award 
of the construction contract for the improvements and 50% Reimbursement of CDBG funds specified in the original 
Agreement.  

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

Palm Beach County and the City entered into an Agreement R2024-1411, effective October 1, 2022, to provide 
$301,586 in Community Development Grant (CDBG funds for the Youth Empowerment Learning Center 
Improvements project.  This Agreement sets forth the terms and conditions for the use of this funding, including 
project performance requirements. 

The City experienced delays during the design phase that adversely affected the time-frame for project 
implementation.  Amendment 001 modified the original Agreement scope of work to provide for the replacement of 
the roofing system on the Osborne Community Center building which is located on the same property and extends 
the performance requirement date benchmarks for the award of the construction contract from March 31, 2025 to 
June 30, 2025 and for the 50% Reimbursement of CDBG funds date from July 15, 2025 to September 30, 2025. 

Amendment 002 to the Agreement would modify the performance requirements (Section D of Exhibit A, Scope of 
Work) from June 30, 2025 to November 30, 2025 to award the construction contract; for the 50% Reimbursement 
of CDBG funds date from September 30, 2025 to February 28, 2026; construction completion from November 30, 
2025 to May 31, 2026 and 100% reimbursement of CDBG funds from December 31, 2025 to June 30, 2026.   No 
additional funding will be required for the project.

THIS IS AN AMENDMENT ("Amendment 002") effective as of _, to
AGREEMENT by and between Palm Beach County and the City of Lake Worth Beach.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Palm Beach County entered into an Agreement (R2024-1411) on October 1, 2024, with
the City of Lake Worth Beach, as amended by Amendment 001 (R2025-0946) on April 16, 2025, to
provide $301,586 of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds for the construction of
renovations at the Youth Empowerment Learning Center, located at 1699 Wingfield Street, Lake Worth
Beach ("Project"); and

WHEREAS, the City has requested to modify the Project Performance Requirements due to delays
with revisions to include additional scope in the bidding documents, subsequently affecting the time-
frames to complete the bid process and meet the scheduled benchmarks; and

WHEREAS, the City has completed the bid advertisement and evaluation process and issued a notice
of intent to award the construction contract and the City is confident that the new projected performance
timelines can be met to complete the project and expend the CDBG funds; and

WHEREAS, both parties have agreed to modify the original Agreement to extend the Project
performance dates to allow the City to undertake the project deliverables and expend the CDBG funds,
to allow the County to meet its HUD requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements hereinafter set forth,
and various other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

A. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS
The foregoing recitals are true and correct and incorporated herein by reference. Terms not
defined herein shall have the same meaning as ascribed to them in the Agreement.

B. ITEM 3. TIME OF PERFORMANCE
The Agreement Expiration Date is hereby extended from December 31 , 2025 to July 31 ,2026.

C. EXHIBIT "A" SCOPE OF WORK / SECTION D. PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
The performance requirement dates are deleted, in their entirety and replaced as follows:

1) Award Construction Contract by: November 30, 2025
2) Request 50% Reimbursement of CDBG Funds by: February 28, 2026
3) Complete Construction by: May 31, 2026
4) Request 100% Reimbursement of CDBG Funds no later than: June 30, 2026

Except as modified by this Amendment 002 and Amendment 001 , the Agreement remains unmodified
and in full force and effect, in accordance with the terms thereof. This Amendment 002 is expressly
contingent upon the approval of the County and shall become effective only when signed by all parties.

Ordinance No. 2025-13 – Second Reading – amending Chapter 23, Article 4, Section 23.4-13(c)(5) “Single 
destination retail uses including stand-alone retail and single destination commercial uses” 

 
SUMMARY: 

The applicant, R. Max Lohman on behalf of Precious Metals Reclaiming Service South, Inc. (PMRS), is proposing 
text amendments to the Land Development Regulations. The proposed amendments will modify Chapter 23, Article 
4, Section 23.4-13(c)(5) “Single destination retail uses including stand-alone retail and single destination 
commercial uses.” The proposed amendments will alter the design and performance standards for single 
destination retail and commercial uses in the following areas: 

 Minimum site area - Reducing the minimum site area requirement for single-destination uses from 10,000 
square feet to 6,500 square feet 

 Minimum lot width – Reducing the minimum lot width for single-destination uses from 100 feet to 50 feet 

 Perimeter landscape requirements – Allowing the Development Review Official (DRO) to adjust or waive 
the five-foot perimeter landscape buffer requirement for sites with existing buildings that prevent the 
property from being able to provide a five-foot buffer  

 Major thoroughfare frontage – Allowing for the establishment of low-intensity (use area less than 2,500 
square feet) single designation retail or commercial uses without the requirement for the property to have 
frontage on a major thoroughfare. 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

PMRS applied for a Zoning Use Confirmation Letter on December 30, 2024; per the letter provided by City Staff on 
January 13, 2025, the business is classified as a medium-intensity Single Destination Commercial use. This use is 
permissible in the City’s TOD-E zoning district, subject to Conditional Use Permit (CUP) approval and compliance 
with the development standards for single destination commercial uses provided in LDR Section 23.4-13(c)(5). 

 
One of the supplemental standards provided in LDR Section 23.4-13(c)(5) requires single destination commercial 
uses to have a minimum site area of 10,000 square feet, and specifies that variances shall not be granted for the 
minimum site area requirement. The applicants’ site at 23-25 South H Street has a total area of approximately 
6,750 square feet, which would therefore exclude the site from single destination commercial use. 

 
City staff, including the Director of the Department of Community Sustainability, met with the applicant on March 7, 
2025, to further discuss the use classification and supplemental regulations. Following that meeting, the applicant 
provided a detailed description of the proposed business activities for PMRS, which include purchasing and resale 
of carat gold, dental gold, gold plate, carat silver, estate jewelry purchases; jewelry store sweeps; retail jewelry 
sales; gemstone purchase and sales; and e-scrap sampling, purchasing, and selling. Staff reviewed the updated 
business description with the Director, and confirmed that the use was most appropriately classified as single 
destination commercial. Staff and the Director advised the applicant that they may apply for a privately-initiated 
LDR amendment to lower the required minimum site area to better reflect the size of platted lots in the City. 

 
The applicant submitted a complete LDR amendment application on July 17, 2025; following an initial round of staff 
review in late July the amendment was scheduled for the September PZB hearing. The applicants’ initial proposal 
for amendments, submitted in July 2025, exceeded the site area amendment discussed with staff in Spring 2025. 
Some of the initially-proposed amendments were not able to be supported by staff, as they conflicted with other 
City standards and/or arbitrarily exempted certain zoning districts from certain requirements. In further discussions 
with staff, as well as at the PZB and HRPB hearings in September 2025, the applicants removed two of their 



 

proposed amendments, agreed to staff’s recommendations for revisions to three of the proposed amendments, 
and came to a compromise regarding the proposed perimeter landscaping amendment. The draft ordinance being 
brought to the City Commission reflects these changes. 

 
At their meeting on September 3, 2025, the Planning and Zoning Board (PZB) unanimously voted to recommend 
approval of the staff-revised LDR text amendments included in Ordinance 2025-13, along with a condition to allow 
the DRO to adjust or waive the perimeter landscape requirements.  

 
At their meeting on September 10, 2025, the Historic Resources Preservation Board (HRPB) unanimously 
voted to recommend approval of the staff-revised LDR text amendments included in Ordinance 2025-13, with the 
same perimeter landscaping condition as the PZB. The City Commission approved the Ordinance unanimously 
on first reading at its October 21, 2025 meeting.

(1) Minimum site area: Six thousand five hundred (6,500) Ten thousand (10,000) 56

(2) Minimum lot width: Fifty (50) One hundred (100) feet. 58 
(3) Landscape requirements. The site must be provided with a minimum five-foot-wide 59 

perimeter planting area. The Development Review Official or designee may adjust 60 
or waive the perimeter planting area requirement for those properties that lack 61 
sufficient space between existing buildings and the property line to provide the 62 
perimeter planting area. Site landscaping shall comply with adopted landscape 63 
regulations. 64 

(4) Buffering. A fence or wall shall be erected at a height of not less than six (6) feet 65 
when the parking area(s), pay phones or other common area(s) is within twenty-66 
five (25) feet of a residential district, in addition to the landscaping requirements 67 
outlined in subsection (5), above. All fences and walls shall be constructed of 68 
concrete, masonry or metal. Metal fences shall be open weave chain link, vinyl 69 
coated type combined with a shrub hedge or ornamental in nature. Walls shall be 70 
finished with a graffiti-resistant paint. 71 

(5) Pay telephones, ATMs and vending machines. Vending machines or any facility 72 
dispensing cash or merchandise shall be confined to space built into the building 73 
or enclosed in a separate structure compatible with the main building. Pay phones 74 
must be attached to the building or within ten (10) feet of the main entrance. Where 75 
appropriate and feasible, such facilities shall not be visible from a side street. 76 

(6) Variances for minimum site area shall not be granted. 77 
(7) Establishments with use area equal to or greater than 2,500 square feet must front 78 

one of the city's major thoroughfares. 79 
(8) Outdoor display of more than three (3) individual items is strictly prohibited. 80 
(9) Establishments must have at least twenty-five (25) percent clear glazing and 81 

fenestration along frontages and entrances clearly identifiable. 82 
(10) Display windows must have engaging and pedestrian friendly vignettes.  Covering 83 

of display windows with posters, paper, advertisements, written signs, and similar  84 
shall be strictly prohibited. Vacant buildings shall have approved vignettes covering 85 
windows until an active business is established and operating. 86 

(11) All sales transactions, except during city approved special events, shall take place 87 
within the building. 88 

(12) Walk up sales windows shall be treated as a drive through facility and be regulated 89 
as such. 90 

 91 
Section 3: Severability.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion 92 

of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent 93 
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and 94 
such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.  95

Section 4:  Repeal of Laws in Conflict.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict 97 

herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 98

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Section 5: Codification.  The sections of the ordinance may be made a part of the City 100 
Code of Laws and ordinances and may be re-numbered or re-lettered to accomplish such, and 101 
the word “ordinance” may be changed to “section”, “division”, or any other appropriate word. 102

PROPOSAL / BACKGROUND: 
The applicant, R. Max Lohman on behalf of Precious Metals Reclaiming Service South, Inc. (PMRS), is proposing text 
amendments to the Land Development Regulations. The proposed amendments will modify the following sections 
of the City’s Land Development Regulations: 

 Article 4 – Section 23.4-13: Administrative Uses and Conditional Uses  
 
PMRS applied for a Zoning Use Confirmation Letter on December 30, 2024; per the letter provided by City Staff on 
January 13, 2025, the business is classified as a medium-intensity Single Destination Commercial use. This use is 
permissible in the City’s TOD-E zoning district, subject to Conditional Use Permit (CUP) approval and compliance 
with the development standards for single destination commercial uses provided in LDR Section 23.4-13(c)(5). 
 
One of the supplemental standards provided in LDR Section 23.4-13(c)(5) requires single destination commercial 
uses to have a minimum site area of 10,000 square feet, and specifies that variances shall not be granted for the 
minimum site area requirement.

Staff and the Director advised the applicant that they may apply for a privately-
initiated LDR amendment to lower the required minimum site area to better reflect the size of platted lots in the 
City. 
 
The applicant submitted a complete LDR amendment application on July 17, 2025; following an initial round of staff 
review in late July the amendment was scheduled for the September PZB hearing. The applicants’ proposed LDR 



amendments exceed the site area amendment discussed with staff in Spring 2025; detailed staff analysis of the 
proposed amendments is provided in the section below. 
 
ANALYSIS: 
The applicant’s proposed amendments to the design and performance standards for single destination retail and 
commercial uses include: 
 
Minimum Site Area and Lot Width: Reducing the minimum site area requirement from 10,000 square feet to 6,500 
square feet and the minimum lot width from 100 feet to 50 feet, specifically in the Transit Oriented Development 
zoning districts (TOD-E and TOD-W).  
 
Staff supports this proposed amendment, with the caveat that the reduced site area and lot width requirements 
should apply to all zoning districts which allow single destination retail and/or commercial uses; reducing the 
requirement for only the TOD zoning districts is arbitrary, and the reasons for reducing the site area requirement 
apply to many zoning districts.  
 
When the Land Development Regulations were redesigned in 2013, the vision for single destination retail uses and 
single destination commercial uses was that property owners and developers would consolidate multiple smaller 
parcels along the City’s major commercial corridors and subsequently develop larger single destination retail and 
commercial uses. While some site consolidation has occurred, many parcels in the Mixed Use – East, Downtown, 
Mixed Use – Dixie Highway, Mixed Use – West, Transit Oriented Development – East and West, Neighborhood 
Commercial, and Artisanal Industrial zoning districts remain as smaller platted lots of record. Reducing the 
minimum site area to 6,500 square feet and the minimum lot area to 50 feet would allow for lower (use area less 
than 2,500 square feet) and medium-intensity (use area less than 7,500 square feet) single destination retail and 
commercial uses to be able to be developed within the City, and would better reflect the developable parcels that 
exist along the commercial corridors.  
 
Landscape Requirements: Exempting sites in the TOD zoning districts from compliance with perimeter and sitewide 
landscaping requirements.  
 
Staff does not support this proposed amendment, as it arbitrarily exempts certain zoning districts from standard 
landscaping requirements, does not align with the purpose and intent of the landscaping regulations established 
in LDR Section 23.6-1, and conflicts with existing street tree requirements in the TOD zoning districts. 
 
In their justification statement, the applicant posits that most of the existing parcels in the TOD zoning districts are 
already developed and are non-conforming with current landscaping regulations, and that the current landscape 
regulations would render development of properties in TOD districts infeasible. However, the vast majority of 
parcels in the City of Lake Worth Beach are developed and may have existing non-conformities; the applicant 
presents no evidence that the non-conformities in the TOD districts are unique as compared to other existing 
commercial and residential areas of the City. Perimeter plantings and compliance with existing landscape 
requirements, insofar as feasible, does not present a unique challenge to the TOD zoning districts as compared to 
the rest of the City. Staff contends that the proposal to exempt only those districts from the landscaping 
requirements is arbitrary. 
 
Major Thoroughfares: Exempting sites in the TOD zoning districts from the requirement that a single destination 
retail or single destination commercial use must front one of the City’s Major Thoroughfares. 
 
Staff does not support this proposed amendment, as it arbitrarily exempts certain zoning districts from the 
requirement for single destination retail and commercial uses to front a major thoroughfare. The applicant argues 
that because some parcels within the TOD-E district do not front major thoroughfares, restricting development of 



single destination retail and commercial uses to sites along major thoroughfares stifles development. Staff 
contends that the fact that not every parcel is located along a major thoroughfare and/or is not eligible for certain 
types of development is a condition that can be found throughout the City in all zoning districts; this is not unique 
to the TOD zoning districts, and establishing minimum requirements for development is inherently intended to 
exclude some sites which are deemed inappropriate for certain types of development.  
 
The intent of the requirement for a single destination retail or commercial site to front a major thoroughfare is to 
direct large retail and/or commercial development, such as big-box stores, convenience stores, grocery stores, 
appliance sales, auction rooms, trade schools, hardware stores, etc., to the main thoroughfares of the City. This 
requirement appropriately concentrates these types of uses to the City’s major commercial areas.  
 
However, staff is proposing an alternate amendment to allow for the development of low-intensity (use area less 
than 2,500 square feet) single destination retail and commercial uses without the need for frontage along a major 
thoroughfare. These low-intensity uses, some of which are permitted by right as individual uses, can more 
appropriately fit in to the smaller, less intensive commercial areas of the City outside of the major commercial 
corridors, even when combined as a single destination use. 
 
Glazing Requirements: Exempting sites in the TOD zoning districts from requirements for a minimum of 25% clear 
glazing along frontages and to have clearly identifiable entrances.  
 
Staff does not support this proposed amendment, as it arbitrarily exempts certain zoning districts from these 
requirements; requirements for minimum glazing and identifiable entrances are also supported by existing ground-
floor glazing requirements in the TOD-E district and align with the Major Throughfare Design Guidelines. As 
discussed in the Major Thoroughfare Design Guidelines, building entrances “reinforce the connection between 
public and private spaces while helping patrons and passing pedestrians distinguish adjacent businesses form each 
other.” Prominent entrances enhance both an individual storefront and the overall streetscape of the community. 
Windows and other forms of glazing are also key to building design, as they generate visual interest for pedestrian 
and vehicular traffic and provide connection with the natural environment.  
 
The applicant argues that glazing requirements make sense for buildings that front major thoroughfares, but should 
not apply to parcels that are not along a major thoroughfare. As not every parcel in the TOD zoning districts is along 
a major thoroughfare, they believe these districts should be exempt from the glazing requirement. Staff contends 
that this proposal is arbitrary, as many parcels within a variety of zoning districts do not front major thoroughfares. 
Furthermore, the benefits that glazing requirements provide for the pedestrian experience and overall streetscape 
are not exclusive to major thoroughfares.  
 
Display Window Requirements: Exempting sites in the TOD zoning districts from the requirement to have engaging 
and pedestrian-friendly vignettes in display windows. 
 
Staff does not support this proposed amendment; similarly to the glazing analysis provided above, the applicants’ 
proposed amendment arbitrarily exempts only the TOD zoning districts from the requirement to place pedestrian-
friendly vignettes in display windows. Single destination commercial uses are not required to provide display 
windows, so long as they meet the overall minimum glazing requirement; however, where a building does have 
display windows, the City has minimum requirements to provide for a pedestrian-friendly environment.  
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends that the Planning and Zoning Board and Historic Resources Preservation Board recommend that 
the City Commission adopt Ordinance 2025-XX with only the staff-supported amendments to the minimum site 
area requirement, minimum lot width requirement, and Major Thoroughfare requirement (subsections B(1), B(2), 
and B(7)).

Ordinance No. 2025-14 - Second Reading - amendments to Chapter 21 “Traffic” to regulate on-street parking 

 
SUMMARY: 

Ordinance No. 2025-14 proposes amendments to Chapter 21 of the City Code of Ordinances regarding “Traffic.” 
This ordinance adds Section 21-33.4 under Article II, Parking, Stopping, and Standing, regulating all-night parking. 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

The City’s current Code does not adequately regulate overnight parking in designated areas. This ordinance 
establishes a new Section 21-33.4 to prohibit all-night parking on City streets, in parking garages, and in surface 
lots between 1:30 a.m. and 6:30 a.m., unless otherwise posted. Exceptions are provided for vehicles awaiting 
emergency assistance. 
 
The purpose of this ordinance is to promote safety, improve traffic flow, and protect the health, safety, and welfare 
of residents and visitors. The City Commission approved the ordinance unanimously at first reading at its meeting 
of October 7, 2025.

hereby amended to add Section 21-33.4 “All-night parking,” to read as follows (deletions in 30

Sec. 21-33.4. – All-night parking. 33 
 34 
Parking a vehicle on any street marked to prohibit all-night parking for a period of time longer 35 
than one hour between the hours of 1:30 a.m. and 6:30 a.m. of any day, or as otherwise posted, 36 
is prohibited.  All-night and overnight parking in the City’s parking garages or in the City’s surface 37 
parking lots is prohibited. Notwithstanding the prohibitions of this section, a vehicle that is 38 
parked awaiting emergency assistance may remain until emergency assistance arrives so long 39 
as the vehicle is attended by the owner or operator. 40 

 41 
Section 3:  Severability.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion 42 

of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent 43 
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and 44 
such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.  45

Section 4:  Repeal of Laws in Conflict.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict 47 

herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 48

Section 5: Codification.  The sections of the ordinance may be made a part of the City 50

SUMMARY: 

The subject ordinance was drafted to update Table 1 of the Future Land Use (FLU) Goals, Objectives, and Policies 
(GOPs) document within the City’s Comprehensive Plan, to ensure consistency with existing City land use patterns, 
conditions, and current zoning map. 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

Two (2) City-initiated text amendments are proposed to update Table 1 of the Future Land Use (FLU) Goals, 
Objectives, and Policies (GOPs) document within the City’s Comprehensive Plan, to ensure consistency with 
existing City land use patterns, conditions, and current zoning map. The amendments are supported by and are 
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and City Strategic Plan. 
 
The proposed text amendments to incorporate additional zoning districts into two (2) sections of Table 1 in the 
Future Land Use Element are described as follows:  
 

1. Comprehensive Plan Text Amendment to revise the existing Future Land Use Table 1 to allow for 
Neighborhood Commercial (NC) Zoning District within the Artisanal Mixed Use (AMU) Land Use 
Designation; and, 

2. Comprehensive Plan Text Amendment to revise the existing Future Land Use Table 1 to allow for the 
Single Family Residential (SFR) Zoning District within the Medium Density Residential (MDR) Land 
Use Designation. 

The proposed text amendments do not alter the existing FLU map; the proposed ordinance only revises the FLU 
table in the GOPs. The proposed FLU table has been included as Exhibit A in the attached proposed Ordinance.  
 
Currently, AMU Future Land Use designation of Table 1 only incorporates the Artisanal Industrial (AI) Zoning 
District. However, there are properties with an AMU Future Land Use Designation that are currently zoned 
Neighborhood Commercial (NC), and the subject table does NOT include NC in the FLU designation. The proposed 
text amendment will update Future Land Use Table 1 to incorporate a zoning district that should already be 
included, ensuring consistency between the zoning map, the Future Land Use Map (FLUM), and the Future Land 
Use table. The incorporation of the NC Zoning District into FLU Table 1 would not be any more restrictive or 
burdensome than the density or height permitted within the residential future land use categories. The NC district 
allows a maximum of 20 dwelling units per acre and a maximum building height of 30 feet (2 stories). These 
standards are consistent with the dwelling unit and height allowances established for the residential future land 
uses and would neither exceed nor fall below what is already permissible. The proposed text amendment will 
resolve this inconsistency by aligning land use designations with zoning classifications. 
 
Similarly, the proposed Comprehensive Plan text amendment includes the incorporation of the Single-Family 
Residential Zoning District into the Medium Density Residential (MDR) Future Land Use Designation. There are 
properties with a MDR Future Land Use Designation that are currently zoned Single Family Residential (SFR). The 
existing MDR Future Land Use Designation permits Single-family and two-family residential (SF/TF-14), multi-
family and two-family residential (MF-20), and Neighborhood Commercial (NC). Per the existing FLU table, SF/TF-
14, which is a single family and two-family residential zoning district is a permitted zoning district; however, the 
Single-Family Residential (SFR) Zoning District is not included. The proposed text amendment will provide 



 

consistency for the types of uses within the MDR Future Land Use designation by allowing the SFR Zoning District 
and will resolve inconsistencies between the existing zoning and Future Land Use maps, expand the zoning options 
available under the MDR designation, promote greater housing diversity, and provide a smoother transition 
between single-family and multi-family neighborhoods. 
 
Staff recommends that the City Commission approve the draft Comprehensive Plan text amendments on first 
reading, as: 

 The amendments are consistent with the City’s goals of housing diversity and economic development by 
expanding the allowable uses within two Future Land Use designations.  

 The amendments are supported by and are consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and City Strategic 
Plan as described in the Comprehensive Plan and Strategic Plan Analysis section of the attached 
PZB/HRPB staff report. 

 The amendments are supported by data and analysis prepared in accordance with the requirement of F.S. 
163.3177 that provides relevant and appropriate data based the City’s community goals and vision and do 
not affect the existing level of service. 

 The amendments will update the FLU table and provide consistency with existing City land use patterns, 
conditions, and current zoning map. 

 
The Planning & Zoning Board (PZB) voted (4-0) to not recommend approval of the proposed text amendments 
at their meeting on October 1, 2025. 
 
The Historic Resources Preservation Board (HRPB) unanimously voted to recommend approval of the 
proposed text amendments at their meeting on October 8, 2025.

For example, five (5) properties along Railroad Avenue have a NC zoning classification with an underlying AMU 
Future Land Use designation (see below map). Despite this, Table 1 of the Future Land Use Element does NOT list 
the NC Zoning District within the table. 
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The proposed text amendment will update Future Land Use Table 1 to incorporate a zoning district that should 
already be included, ensuring consistency between the zoning map, the Future Land Use Map (FLUM), and the 
Future Land Use table (see the proposed table below). The incorporation of the NC Zoning District into FLU Table 
1 would NOT be any more restrictive or burdensome than the density or height permitted within the residential 
future land use categories. The NC district allows a maximum of 20 dwelling units per acre and a maximum building 
height of 30 feet (2 stories). These standards are consistent with the dwelling unit and height allowances 
established for the residential future land uses and would neither exceed nor fall below what is already permissible.

2. Data and Analysis for SFR Zoning District incorporation into the Medium Density Residential (MDR) FLU 
Designation 

 
In addition, the proposed Comprehensive Plan text amendment includes the incorporation of the Single-Family 
Residential Zoning District into the Medium Density Residential (MDR) Future Land Use Designation. The existing 
MDR Future Land Use Designation permits Single-family and two-family residential (SF/TF-14), multi-family and 
two-family residential (MF-20), and Neighborhood Commercial (NC) (see below graphic for permit zoning districts).

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Per the existing FLU table, the SF/TF-14, which is a single family and two-family residential zoning district is a 
permitted zoning district; however, the Single-Family Residential (SFR) Zoning District is NOT included. The 
proposed text amendment will provide consistency for the types of uses within the MDR Future Land Use 
designation by allowing the SFR Zoning District (see the proposed table below).  
 

Proposed Table 

  
 
JUSTIFICATION:   
Currently, the AMU FLU designation does NOT include the NC Zoning District as a permitted zoning district. In 
addition, the SFR Zoning District is not included in the permitted zoning districts of the MDR FLU designation. The 
proposed Comprehensive Plan text amendments will incorporate both of these zoning districts into the appropriate 
FLU designations, ensuring a diversity of uses and consistency between existing property conditions and the 
Comprehensive Plan. 
 

1. Justification for NC Zoning District in the Artisanal Mixed Use (AMU) FLU Designation 
 

The City’s Land Development Regulations (LDR) along with the Comprehensive Plan align with the purpose and 
intent of the NC Zoning District within the AMU FLU designation. Per the LDRs, NC neighborhood commercial 
district" is designed to permit the establishment of convenience commercial uses in areas which are not suitable 
for a broader range of commercial uses, but where it is desirable to provide for the everyday shopping needs of 
nearby residents. The "NC neighborhood commercial district" permits the establishment and expansion of a limited 
range of neighborhood commercial uses. Certain other uses which would cause minimum problems for residential 
neighbors are also permitted to make the "neighborhood commercial district" more flexible in use.”  
 
Also, the Comprehensive Plan mentions that the Artisanal Mixed Use land use category is “intended to provide for 
the establishment and enlargement of office, retail and industrial uses related to the arts, other low intensity 
industrial uses, and medium density residential opportunities. The maximum density of permitted residential 
development is 30 dwelling units per acre.”  
 
According to the Comprehensive Plan, the Artisanal Mixed Use (AMU) designation permits a combination of 
commercial and residential uses. Incorporating the NC zoning district into the AMU FLU designation will add a 
zoning district that accommodates a mixture of residential, commercial, and other compatible uses. As noted in 
the Data & Analysis section of this report, there are currently five (5) properties with an AMU FLU designation and 
NC zoning classification, even though the existing Comprehensive Plan does NOT recognize NC as a permitted 
zoning district. The proposed text amendment will resolve this inconsistency by aligning land use designations with 
zoning classifications. 
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2. Justification for SFR Zoning District in the Medium Density Residential (MDR) FLU Designation 
 
In addition to adding the NC zoning district to the AMU FLU designation, the City is also proposing to include the 
SFR zoning district as a permitted district within the MDR FLU designation. Currently, the MDR designation allows 
the SF/TF-14, MF-20, and NC zoning districts, but NOT SFR. At present, single-family residential uses are permitted 
in the SF/TF-14 district, along with two-family and multi-family residential uses. Adding the SFR zoning district will 
expand the zoning options available under the MDR designation, promote greater housing diversity, and provide a 
smoother transition between single-family and multi-family neighborhoods. 
 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND STRATEGIC PLAN ANALYSIS:  
Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan 
The proposed FLUM amendments are consistent and in support of the following associated Objectives and 

Policies of the City of Lake Worth Beach’s Comprehensive Plan. The bold text emphasizes key concepts, 

strategies and objectives within these objectives and policies that are furthered by the subject amendments. 

1.  FUTURE LAND USE ELEMENT 

Objective 1.1.1: Future Land Use Designations 
 
The City shall adopt future land use designations to provide for an efficient 
distribution and compatible pattern of land uses and to maintain and enhance 
the character of the community. 
 

Policy 1.1.3.4:  Zoning map designations and Zoning provisions shall be consistent with the 
Future Land Use map and each future land use explanatory text and related 
provisions in the Future Land Use Element. 
 

Objective 1.3.1:  The City shall continue to adopt Comprehensive Plan amendments and new land 

development regulations to eliminate or reduce land uses inconsistent with the 

community character, as set forth on the Future Land Use Map Future Land Use 

explanatory text and this element. 

 
Consistency with the Strategic Plan 
The proposed amendments further the City’s Strategic Plan that is committed to building a vibrant and diverse 
economy, planning thoughtfully for the future, and support the Strategic Pillars of Positioning Lake Worth Beach 
to be a competitive viable location of choice, Strengthening Lake Worth Beach as a “Community of 
Neighborhoods”, and Navigating towards a sustainable community. 
 
Specifically, the proposed amendments are consistency with the following Strategic Plan Pillars: 
 
Pillar I: Positioning Lake Worth Beach to be a competitive viable location of choice 
A: Ensure effective economic development incentives and zones 
B. Adopt and implement clear, concise, consistent, predictable and unified rules, regulations and processes 
 
Pillar II: Strengthening Lake Worth Beach as a ‘Community of Neighborhoods’ 
A: Diversify housing options 
 
Pillar IV: Navigating Towards a Sustainable Community 
E: Ensure facility placement, construction and development that anticipates and embraces the future.  
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Level of Service Analysis   
Pursuant to Chapter 163 of the Florida Statutes, any FLU amendments must be evaluated to determine if the 
proposed future land use will have a significant impact on the long range Level of Service (LOS) for public facilities 
(i.e. drainage, potable water, wastewater, solid waste, parks, schools, and traffic) that service the property and the 
surrounding area. The LOS for public facilities is analyzed based on the maximum development potential for the 
existing and proposed FLU, and whether or not each public facility has capacity to accommodate any additional 
demands.  
 

1. Justification for NC Zoning District in the Artisanal Mixed Use (AMU) FLU Designation 
 
According to the City’s Comprehensive Plan, the Artisanal Mixed Use allows a maximum of 30 du/acre, the 
incorporation of the NC Zoning District will be consistent with the 30 du/acre and will NOT impact the existing LOS 
for the Artisanal Mixed Use. The update of Table 1 of the FLU Element does NOT impact the level of service since 
the proposed text amendments are solely to provide consistency between the existing City land use patterns, 
conditions, and current zoning map. 
 
Also, the density within the NC is the density as all other Future Land Use designations where NC is permitted. 
Alternatively, this zoning district allows the same height restrictions, sustainable bonus incentives, maximum floor 
area ratio, and allowable mix of uses. The inclusion of the NC Zoning District into the AMU FLU designation will 
NOT affect the existing level of service numbers relative to traffic, potable water, sanitary sewer, schools, drainage, 
or parks. 
 

2.  Level of Service Analysis for SFR Zoning District in the Medium Density Residential (MDR) FLU Designation 
 
For the MDR FLU designation, the SF/TF-14 Zoning District contemplates single family and more dense residential 
uses such as two-family and multi-family properties. In addition, existing zoning districts permitted within the MDR 
FLU ha a maximum density of 20 du/acre, while the SFR Zoning District has a maximum density of 7 du/acre. The 
inclusion of the SFR Zoning District into the MDR FLU designation does NOT affect the existing level of service 
numbers relative to traffic, potable water, sanitary sewer, schools, drainage, or parks. 

 

CONCLUSION: 
Staff recommends that the PZB and HRPB recommend approval of the draft City-initiated Comprehensive Plan 
text amendments, as: 

 The amendments are consistent the City’s goals of housing diversity and economic development by 
expanding the allowable uses within two Future Land Use designations.  

 The amendments are supported by and are consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and City Strategic Plan 
as described in the Comprehensive Plan and Strategic Plan Analysis section of this report; and 

 The amendments are supported by data and analysis prepared in accordance with the requirement of F.S. 
163.3177 that provides relevant and appropriate data based the City’s community goals and vision and 
does NOT affect the existing level of service. 

 The amendments will update the FLU table and provide consistency with existing City land use patterns, 
conditions, and current zoning map.

Program, Affordable/Workforce Housing Program, and Transfer of Development Rights  

 
SUMMARY: 

The Applicant, Michael J. Oliver with New South Residential LLC, on behalf of Madison Terrace, LLC and SP Tract 
4, LLC, is requesting approval of Ordinance 2025-12, which is a Major Planned Development Amendment to 
increase total site area and dwelling units of a previously approved planned development (Ordinance 2023-16), as 
well as associated alterations to the site plan and building plans including additional FAR, increased building height, 
and alterations to surface parking. The amendment is inclusive of the following application types:  

 Mixed use urban planned development (residential only) to construct two six-story buildings with a total 
of 182 dwelling units 

o Waivers: TDR fees (continued from Ordinance 2023-16), parking rate of 0.7 spaces/unit (continued 
from Ordinance 2023-16) 

 Major site plan for a residential development greater than 7,500 square feet 

 Conditional use permit for a multi-family residential use greater than 7,500 square feet 

 Sustainable bonus incentive program (SBIP) for additional density, intensity (FAR), and height 

 Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) for additional density and height 

 Affordable/Workforce Housing Program (AWFH) for additional density, reduction in the gross living area 
for dwelling units, and reduction of the required parking 

 
BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION: 

At the City Commission meeting on September 19, 2023, the subject properties (with the exception of 822 South 
H Street) received approval for a project commonly known as Madison Terrace, which included the creation of a 
Mixed Use Urban Planned Development (Residential Only), Development of Significant Impact, Major Site Plan, 
Conditional Use, Right-Of-Way Abandonment, Sustainable Bonus Incentive Program, Affordable/Workforce 
Housing Program, Transfer of Development Rights, Rezoning, and Future Land Use Map Amendment (Ordinances 
No. 2023-16, 2023-17, and 2023-18).  

 
The 2023 approval included a 176-unit age-restricted senior apartment development with two six-story buildings, 
each with pedestrian entrances fronting South Dixie Highway. Parking was approved on surface parking lots and 
on the ground floor of both buildings with vehicular access from South H Street. As part of the planned development, 
multiple waivers were approved by the City Commission: 

 Waiver of the Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) fees 

 Waiver of the minimum parking requirements, with a rate of approximately 0.7 parking spaces provided per 
unit 

 Reduction in terminal landscape island width 

 Elimination of required landscape strips between rows of parking 

 Reduction of the landscape buffer width adjacent to 822 South H Street 



 

 
A site plan amendment was submitted and approved administratively in December 2024 to address condition of 
approval #12 from Ordinance 2023-16, including corrections to the site data table, reduction of overall impermeable 
surface coverage, adding parking space wheel stops, updates to the photometric plan, and corrections and updates 
to the landscape plans. 

 
Conditions of approval in Ordinance 2023-16 required that a final plat with all necessary easements be recorded 
prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the buildings. A plat application was brought to the Planning 
and Zoning Board (PZB) in October 2024; however, the property owners subsequently acquired an additional 
adjacent parcel (822 South H Street), which altered their phase lines and plat request. An updated plat application 
to arrange the existing six (6) parcels into two (2) new parcels was brought to the PZB in May 2025 and was 
approved by the City Commission on June 17, 2025. 

 
The acquisition of the additional parcel also prompted the subject application for a major amendment to the Planned 
Development to allow for the development of additional dwelling units, as well as associated alterations to the site 
plan and building plans including additional FAR, increased building height, and alterations to surface parking. Per 
LDR Section 23.3-5(f), amendments to an existing planned development master plan which include an increase in 
the total number of residential dwelling units or any boundary change cannot be administratively approved by the 
Development Review Official (DRO, Director of Community Sustainability).  

 
The subject amendment includes an increase of six (6) dwelling units (182 total dwelling units) and an increase of 
the overall building height from 66 feet four inches (66’4”) to 68 feet (68’). Although the Floor Area Ratio (FAR) 
requested has not increased, the total floor area has increased, resulting in additional Sustainable Bonus Incentive 
Program (SBIP) and Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) fees. The applicants have requested that the City 
Commission continue the TDR fee waiver that was granted in the 2023 Madison Terrace approval; the TDR fee 
incurred through the subject amendment is $12,930. The applicants have also requested the City Commission 
continue the parking rate waiver granted in Ordinance 2023-16 of 0.7 spaces per dwelling unit. As outlined in the 
attached PZB staff report, the applicants are providing 129 parking spaces. 202 spaces would be required using 
the City’s standard parking calculations and Affordable/Workforce Housing reduction; 128 spaces are required 
using the previously-approved parking rate of 0.7 spaces per unit.  

 
The proposed planned development amendment has been reviewed by the Site Plan Review Team, including 
Electric Utilities, Water/Sewer Utilities, Public Works, and the City Attorney’s office; conditions of approval have 
been included in the draft Ordinance 2025-12. 

 
At their meeting on September 3, 2025, the Planning and Zoning Board (PZB) unanimously voted to recommend 
approval of the proposed planned development amendment, including all conditions provided in the PZB staff 
report. 

 

The City Commission approved the Ordinance unanimously on first reading at its October 7, 2025 meeting.

2. A restrictive covenant shall be recorded for the age-restricted units prior to the issuance 167 
of a Certificate of Occupancy for the buildings, or the developer shall pay to the PBC 168 
school district any required school concurrency fees 169 

3. Fifty percent of the additional sustainable bonus fee incurred through this amendment 170 
shall be paid to the City within two years of approval, or prior to the issuance of the 171 
building permit, whichever comes first.   172 

4. The applicant shall provide qualifying sustainable bonus features equal to fifty percent of 173 
the additional sustainable bonus fee incurred through this amendment, or shall be 174 
required to pay the remaining portion of the fifty percent of the incentive value prior to the 175 
issuance of a certificate of occupancy. 176 

5. The additional transfer of development rights fee incurred through this amendment shall 177 
be waived. 178 

6. The standard parking space rate for additional parking incurred through this amendment 179 
shall be waived, and parking shall be calculated at a rate of 0.7 spaces per unit as 180 
approved in Ordinance 2023-16. 181 

7. Ordinance 2025-12 shall be recorded with the Clerk of Court so that all development 182 
conditions will be of record for future purchasers and lienholders. 183 

8. Transformers shall have decorative wrapping to help mitigate the visual impact of their 184 
proximity to the public open space.
