SUMMARY:

Requesting authorization for the City to provide Pinnacle on Sixth, LLC with a commitment letter as a pass through
for the CRA in support of the developer’s project application for the Palm Beach County Housing Bond Loan
Program.

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION:

On Augst 19, 2025, the City Commission approved an interlocal agreement between the City of Lake Worth Beach
and Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) to provide loan funding in the amount of $640,000, from the CRA
to Pinnacle through the City. Under the terms of the agreement, the CRA is responsible for administering the loan
between the City and Developer.

Following the City’'s commitment, the Florida Housing Finance Corporation’s Board of Directors selected Pinnacle
on Sixth for an award of Housing Tax Credits on January 30, 2026. Pinnacle is applying to the Palm Beach County
Housing Bond Loan Program, to obtain additional subordinate financing for development. As part of the County’s
application requirements, developers must demonstrate committed financial resources through a commitment letter
executed by both the lender and borrower. Additionally, projects located within the municipalities must show
evidence of financial support from the host city.

To satisfy these requirements, Pinnacle is requesting that the City execute a commitment letter confirming the
City’s previously approved $640,000 loan commitment to Pinnacle on Sixth, LLC. The loan will be funded and
administered by the CRA, with the City serving as the pass-through entity. As the funding and administrative entity,
the CRA has reviewed the terms in the proposed loan commitment form and recommends approval.

Pinnacle Communities I, LLC is proposed to develop Pinnacle, a ninety-two (92) unit affordable rental community
located on both sides of South H Street, just south of 61" Avenue South in Lake Worth Beach. The CRA has worked
with Pinnacle Housing in recent years to assemble the necessary land and advance the development of an
affordable housing project in this area.

Approval of the commitment letter will reaffirm the City’s financial commitment and support for the project, enabling
Pinnacle on Sixth to remain competitive for additional housing financing.

On May 13 of 2025, the CRA Board approved the Local Government Area of Opportunity (LAGO) funding
for the Pinnacle on Sixth project on 6" Avenue South and “H” Street. Subsequently, on August 19, 2025
the City Commission approved the Interlocal Agreement between the City and CRA and authorized the
Mayor to execute the verification of loan commitment form for Florida Housing Finance Corporation in
support of the Pinnacle on Sixth application for Housing Tax Credits, which is the crucial linchpin of
Pinnacle’s financing strategy.

PINNACLE ON SIXTH PROJECT

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT FOR FUNDING OF LOCAL
GOVERNMENT CONTRIBUTION FOR THE PINNACLE ON SIXTH PROJECT
(“AGREEMENT?) is made this ___ day of _8/2%2025 2025, by and between the CITY OF
LAKE WORTH BEACH, a Florida municipal corporation, (hereinafter referred to as “CITY™),
and the LAKE WORTH BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY, a public
body corporate and politic, duly created and operated pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes
(hereinafter referred to as the “LWBCRA”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the CITY is a municipal corporation organized and existing under the
constitution and laws of the State of Florida; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, provides for the creation of community
redevelopment agencies as separate but dependent governments of the municipalities that create
community redevelopment agencies; and

WHEREAS, the LWBCRA is a Community Redevelopment Agency established by the
CITY, pursuant to Part ITI, Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, to provide for redevelopment of blighted
areas within the LWBCRA Community Redevelopment Area; and

WHEREAS, the developer of the Pinnacle on Sixth Project (the “Project”), which is
located on multiple properties on South “H” Street, Lakc Worth Beach, Florida, within the
LWBCRA Community Redevelopment Area, is required to have a local government contribution
for the Project to be eligible for low income housing tax credits (the “Contribution”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to this Agreement, the City and the LWBCRA are coordinating to
provide funding pursuant to the Local Government Verification of Contribution Form which is
attached hereto as Exhibit “A.” as the Project is located within the LWBCRA’s Community
Redevelopment Area; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Housing Finance Corporation requires that the local government
contribution be certified by the county or municipality to be eligible for low income housing tax
credits; and

WHEREAS, this Agreement and the funding provided by the CITY and the LWBCRA
complies with the provisions of Part III, Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, is consistent with the
Community Redevelopment Plan, and serves both a municipal and public purpose.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises herein
contained, the parties hereby agree as follows:

I The recitations set forth above are hereby incorporated herein by reference.

1
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2. Payment of Funds by LWBCRA. Ifthe Project is awarded funding by the Florida
Housing Finance Corporation, the LWBCRA agrees to provide to the CITY funds, which represent
the Contribution, in a total amount not to exceed Six Hundred and Forty Thousand and 00/100
Dollars ($640,000.00) for the Project, in a manner consistent with the Florida Housing Finance
Corporation Local Government Area of Opportunity Funding Form which is attached hereto as
Exhibit “A.” Upon request for funds from the developer, each party agrees to ensure the other
party receives the notice and that the parties will proceed to process the payment to the developer.
Once the CITY receives the Funds from the LWBCRA, the CITY shall provide the Funds to the
developer of the Project within thirty (30) days, and provide the LWBCRA with proof of payment
of the Contribution.

3. Loan Administration. The LWBCRA shall be responsible for any and all
administration of the loan between the City and the Developer for the Project to provide the
Contribution.

4. Continued Cooperation. This Agreement assumes the close coordination and
cooperation between the LWBCRA and the CITY particularly regarding certain aspects of the
consideration and approval of the Project.

A Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be in effect upon execution by
the CITY and the LWBCRA, and shall remain in effect until the decision of the Florida Housing
Finance Corporation not to award funding to the Project or until the Contribution has been
provided to the Project and all loan administration activities for the Contribution have been
completed. The LWBCRA and the CITY may agree to extend the Agreement, through the
execution of a written amendment to this Agreement.

6. Public Records. The CITY and LWBCRA shall comply with the requirements of
Section 119.07, et.seq., Fla.Stat., related to the handling of public records.

7. Sovereign Immunity. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be deemed to be
a waiver of, or affect the rights, privileges, and immunities of the CITY or LWBCRA as set forth

in Section 768.28, Fla.Stat.

8. No General Obligation. Neither this Agreement, nor the obligations imposed upon
the CITY or the LWBCRA hereunder shall be or constitute an indebtedness or general obligation
of the CITY or LWBCRA within the meaning of any constitutional statutory or charter provisions
requiring the CITY or the LWBCRA, or other Governmental Authority to levy ad valorem taxes
nor a lien upon any properties or funds of the CITY or the LWBCRA or other Governmental
Authority. Nothing contained herein shall be deemed construed or applied to cause any
Governmental Authority, specifically including the CITY and the LWBCRA, to waive its right to
exercise its governmental power and authority or to consider any request causing the exercise of
its governmental powers in any manner other than that which is customary for the exercise of such
govemmental powers.

The City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida (the “Lender”) offers to make a construction and permanent loan
(“Loan”) to Pinnacle on Sixth, LLC, a Florida limited liability company (the “Borrower”). This loan
commitment is made upon the following terms and conditions:

Purpose: The purpose of the Loan is to finance the construction of the Pinnacle on Sixth an affordable
housing development (the “Project”), generally located at 610, 615, 617, 621, 622, 625, 626, 629, 630 and
702 South H Street, Lake Worth Beach

Loan Amount: $640,000. The Loan is non-recourse and non-amortizing and shall be secured by a
subordinate mortgage on the Project, subordinate to all other secured financing obtained or to be obtained
by Borrower.

Interest: Zero percent (0%).
Loan Term: The Loan shall be for a total of eighteen and one-half (18.5) years, whereby the first three (3)

years shall be the construction period of the Loan, followed by fifteen and one-half (15.5) years for the
permanent loan term. The maturity date may be extended by the Lender in its sole discretion.

Repayment and Forgiveness: Upon maturity, the Borrower shall repay the loan balance in full along with
all interest which has accrued during the permanent loan term. The Loan Agreement shall have a provision
for forgiveness exercisable by the Lender in its sole discretion at the end of the Loan Term.

General Conditions: The Borrower must demonstrate to the satisfaction of Lender prior to closing that it
has secured other sources of financing for the Project, including but not limited to the tax credit equity to
be contributed to the Borrower by its investor partner. Failure to provide these commitments before March
31, 2027 shall result in cancellation of the Loan. The Loan will close simultaneously with the closi
the construction loan for the Project and the admission of the investor partner in Borr
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Special Conditions:
The Borrower shall enter into a loan agreement, mortgage and related documents with the Lender at
closing. The parties will negotiate disbursement of the loan proceeds at the time of closing.

This loan is made to assist the development financially, but also to induce Florida Housing Finance
Corporation to provide an allocation of Low-Income Housing Tax Credits (“LIHTC”) and/or other sources
of financing to allow the development to be financially feasible. It is acknowledged that this loan amount
is sufficient to qualify the development as a “Local Government Area of Opportunity” based upon the
requirements for Florida Housing Finance Corporation’s Request for Applications (RFA) 2025-202 and
for the next subsequent cycle (expected to be RFA 2026-202), and the Lender represents that it will make
no other Local Government Area of Opportunity commitment to any other applicant for RFA 2025-202
or RFA 2026-202.

Subordination: Lender will consent to the subordination of its mortgage securing the Loan and any
payments on the Loan to all other construction and permanent mortgage financing.

Housing Credits Program: The Lender agrees to assist the Borrower in applying for the 9% Housing
Credits program administered by the Florida Housing Finance Corporation for two LIHTC application
cycles, beginning with 2025 and consistent with Paragraph 7(b)above.

SUMMARY:

Madison Terrace, LLC and Madison Terrace Il, LLC will dedicate a perpetual, unrestricted and nonexclusive Utility
Easement to the City of Lake Worth Beach.

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION:

Madison Terrace, LLC and Madison Terrace Il, LLC, the developer of Madison Terrace, comprised of two (2) multi-
family residential buildings containing approximately 91 dwelling units each for a total of 182 dwelling units.

UTILITY EASEMENT

THIS UTILITY EASEMENT is made, granted and entered into this day of

WHEREAS, Grantor is the fee simple owner of certain real property located at 821 S Dixie
Hwy and 811 S Dixie Hwy, Lake Worth Beach, FL 33460, as more particularly described in
Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein (“Property”); and

WHEREAS, the City desires an unrestricted and nonexclusive easement for public utility
purposes through the Property as more particularly described in Exhibit “B” attached hereto and
incorporated herein (the “Easement Area”); and

WHEREAS, the public utilities to be placed in the Easement Area may provide services to and
from the Property and other properties which may or may not abut and be contiguous to the
Easement Area; and

WHEREAS, the Grantor is willing to grant such easement.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Grantor, for and in consideration of the sum of Ten Dollars ($10.00)
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, has and by these presents does hereby grant and convey to the City, its licensees,
agents, successors and assigns, the following:

A perpetual, unrestricted and nonexclusive easement in, over, under, through, upon, and across
the Easement Area for the purposes of constructing, operating and maintaining public utilities
and providing utility services to and from properties or lands which may include the Property, to
provide utility service to properties which may not be contiguous to the Easement Area,
including the right to lay, or cause to be laid, and to maintain, repair, rebuild, operate and control
utility pipes, poles, wires, mains, transmission lines, appurtenances and devices; the right to clear
said Easement Area and keep it clear of brush, trees, and permanent structures and fire hazards;
together with all rights of ingress and egress necessary for the full and complete use, occupation,
and enjoyment of the Easement Area hereby granted, and all rights and privileges incident
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thereto; and, the permanent, full and free right and authority to own, construct, operate, maintain,
repair, install, rebuild and replace utility facilities within the Easement Area.

By accepting this Easement, the City agrees: (a) to perform all work undertaken by the City
within the Easement Area in a good and workmanlike manner and to promptly complete all work
within the Easement Area; (b) to restore any of the Property disturbed by work undertaken by the
City for purposes of construction, removal, demolition and/or maintenance to its condition that
existed prior to the commencement of such work; (c) to not unreasonably interfere with the use
of the Property by Grantor or any of Grantor’s tenants, invitees or guests; and (d) to be
responsible for all costs associated with the City’s construction, removal, demolition and/or
maintenance pursuant to this Easement.

The Grantor, its successors and assigns, further agree not plant any vegetation (other than grass)
or build any structure in the Easement Area unless approved in writing by the City which
approval shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. The Grantor, its successors,
and assigns shall be responsible for maintaining the grass and all other permitted vegetation
together with any approved structures at the Grantor’s sole cost and expense.

The Grantor does hereby fully warrant the title to said Property and will defend the same against
the lawful claims of all persons whomsoever claimed by, through, or under it, that it has good
right and lawful authority to grant the above-described easement, and that the same is
unencumbered or if encumbered, the Grantor shall obtain the joinder of any mortgagee to this
easement. Where the context of this Easement allows or permits, the same shall include the
successors or assigns of the parties.

This Easement shall run with the land and shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of
the respective parties, their successors or assigns and grantees.
