The current South Bryant Park playground area has seven total pieces of
equipment. The typical lifespan of playground equipment is 10-15 years
due to environmental factors and usage. The two pieces of equipment

which were installed in 2010 have heavy corrosion and will be replaced.

In FY2024 the City of Lake Worth Beach Commission approved a Capital
Improvement Product for the renovation of South Bryant Park.

The City of Lake Worth Beach is utilizing a competitively solicited Omnia
Partners / U.S. Communities Contract #201700113. City’s Procurement
Policy and Code authorizes the purchases of goods and services utilizing
other governmental competitively procured Agreements.

TITLE:

Settlement of personal injury lawsuit Trevor Rafferty v. City of Lake Worth Beach

SUMMARY:

The proposed settlement for $65,000 seeks to resolve the personal injury lawsuit of Trevor Rafferty v. City of Lake
Worth Beach (15t Judicial Circuit Case No. 502024CA006147XXXXMBAO).

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION:

This lawsuit arises out of a March 12, 2022 motor vehicle/pedestrian accident which occurred at Lucerne Avenue
and North F Street. Former City employee, Hugo Alejandro Martinez Mendieta (Mendieta) was stopped for a stop
sign in the crosswalk with the intent to make a left onto Lucerne Avenue. Mendieta began to initiate his turn and
struck Plaintiff who was crossing in the crosswalk and had the right of way. As a result of the accident, Plaintiff was
transported via EMS to JFK Medical Center with complaints of neck, back and left knee pain. Following JFK, Plaintiff
underwent MRIs which revealed herniations in his lumbar and thoracic spine resulting in him undergoing multiple
injections and radiofrequency ablations. Plaintiff's medical bills total approximately $213,000 with $175,000 in out
of pockets.

Based on liability being adverse to the City, the amount of medical bills incurred and the future medical care
recommendations, the parties tentatively agreed to a settlement amount of $65,000 contingent upon City
Commission approval. The Plaintiff will provide a release in favor of the City in exchange for the settlement amount.

Ordinance No. 2025-22 — Second Reading — calling for referendum to amend the Charter regarding lease terms
for other City-owned properties

SUMMARY:

Proposed Ordinance calling for referendum to amend provisions in the Charter to allow for longer lease terms for
City-owned property including public parks, parking lots within downtown, and west of the A1A roadway.

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION:

Article II, Section 4 prohibits City-owned property west of the A1A roadway, City-property including parking lots
within downtown Lake Worth, and public parks within the City of Lake Worth Beach from being declared surplus,
sold, hypothecated, conveyed or leased, except for a period of less than 20 years, without an affirmative vote of
the City electors through referendum. This limit on lease terms may be prohibitive of investment and redevelopment
in the City.

According to Section 166.031, Florida Statutes, amendments to a municipality’s charter must be submitted to its
electors. A referendum question is needed to amend this Section of the Charter to allow for longer lease terms.
Three versions of the Ordinance were presented at the November 18 regular meeting; version #2 was approved
by a vote of 4 — 1.

ORDINANCE NO. 2025-22 OF THE CITY OF LAKE WORTH BEACH, FLORIDA,
CALLING FOR A REFERENDUM OF THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE CITY
OF LAKE WORTH BEACH TO BE HELD ON MARCH 10, 2026, AS TO
WHETHER SECTION 4 OF ARTICLE Il OF THE CITY OF LAKE WORTH BEACH

WHEREAS, a Charter for the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida (the “City”) was created
and adopted pursuant to the Constitution and applicable laws of the State of Florida; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 166.021, Florida Statutes, the City has the governmental,
corporate and proprietary powers to enable it to conduct municipal government; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 166.021(4), Florida Statutes, the City Charter may be
amended through the City’s exercise of its authority, including the amendment of those portions
of its Charter which require a referendum, provided that a majority of the electors in a referendum
affirmatively vote to amend the Charter; and

WHEREAS, section 166.031, Florida Statutes, authorizes the governing body of a
municipality to submit proposed amendments to the Charter of the municipality in the form of an
ordinance to the electors of the municipality; and

WHEREAS, Atrticle Il, Section 4 of the City’s Charter currently provides that City-owned
property West of the A1A roadway to the Lake Worth Lagoon, City-owned property including
parking lots within downtown, and public parks within the City may not be leased, except for a
lease of less than 20 years, without the affirmative vote of a majority of the electors of the City of
Lake Worth at a properly noticed and scheduled referendum; and

WHEREAS, Atrticle Il, Section 4 of the City’s Charter provides that “downtown” includes
land bounded on the north by the south side of Second Avenue North, on the south by the north
side of First Avenue South, on the East by the Lake Worth Lagoon, and on the west by the east
side of Dixie Highway; and

WHEREAS, Atrticle I, Section 4 of the City’s Charter provides that “public parks” includes
public land designated as Parks, Recreation and Open Space (PROS) and Public (P) future land
use districts, City-owned land designated for public purposes, and City-owned land used by the
public as parks; and

WHEREAS, the Commission desires to encourage private investment in and
redevelopment of City-property; and

WHEREAS, if the City were authorized to enter into a lease for up to 99 years, the
proceeds from such lease would be utilized to reduce the City’s maintenance costs for City-owned
properties and potentially be used to enhance and expand City facilities; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission deems it to be in the best interests of the City and
serving a valid public purpose to conduct a referendum (the “Referendum”) on the question of
whether Article Il, Section 4 of the Charter of the City of Lake Worth Beach be amended to provide
that City-owned property West of the A1A roadway to the Lagoon, downtown, and public parks
within the City may be leased for up to 99 years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF LAKE WORTH
BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.  Findings adopted. That the findings of the Commission set forth in the foregoing
recitals are hereby adopted as true and correct statements and specifically made a part of this
ordinance.

Section 2.  Referendum declared. A referendum is hereby called for and shall be held in the
City on the 10" day of March 2026, to determine whether or not a majority of the electors voting
in the Referendum support the proposed amendment to the City Charter, as shown in Sections
3, 6 and 7 of this ordinance.

Section 3.  Ballot title. The ballot title, which is the subject of this Referendum, and by which
the proposed Charter Amendment is to be commonly referred to or spoken of, shall be captioned
as “City parks and City-property downtown and West of A1A to the Lagoon.”

Section 4.  Conduct of Referendum. The City shall determine the polling locations or places in
coordination with the Palm Beach County Supervisor of Elections, and all qualified electors of the
City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida who vote in the Referendum shall vote at those designated
polling places. The polls shall be opened on the date of the Referendum on the proposed City of
Lake Worth Beach, Florida Charter Amendment from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. on the same day.
Only the duly qualified electors of the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida shall be permitted to vote
on this Referendum question.

Section 5.  Notice and advertising of the Referendum. The City Clerk shall prepare and give
notice of the proposed Charter Amendment by causing appropriate notice to be published in
accordance with the provisions of Section 100.342, Florida Statutes, which provides for at least
one publication each week during the third and fifth weeks preceding the week in which the
Referendum to consider the proposed Charter Amendment is to be held. The publications shall
be placed on the county’s website as provided in Section 50.0311, Florida Statutes, and the City’s
website, an appropriate affidavit of proof that the statutorily required Referendum notices have
been duly published, as herein set forth and these two affidavits shall be part of the record of the
City Commission.

Section 6. Ballot summary. The ballot summary of the proposed Charter amendment shall be:

In order to encourage private investment in and redevelopment of City-
owned property and reduce the City’s maintenance costs of City facilities,
shall Article I, Section 4 of the City of Lake Worth Beach Charter be
amended to allow City-owned property West of A1A that is restricted in
the Charter to be leased for up to 99 years?

Section 7.  Charter Amendment. In the event that the majority of electors of the City voting in
the Referendum vote affirmatively to amend Article Il, Section 4 of the City Charter, then said
Article and Section shall be amended to read as follows:

b. Downtown Lake Worth Beach shall mean land bounded on the north by Second
Avenue North (south side), on the south by First Avenue South (north side), on
the East by Lake Worth Lagoon, and on the west by Dixie Highway (east side).

c. Public parks shall mean public land designated as PROS District and P District
in the Lake Worth Beach Comprehensive Plan, city-owned land designated for
public purposes, and city-owned land used by the public as parks.

2. Changes or amendments. Changes or amendments to this publicly-voted charter
amendment must be approved by a majority of the qualified electors of the City of
Lake Worth Beach, voting at regular city, general or special elections.

3. Interference in elective process. The events described previously are considered
matters of election and should be treated with the same respect. No officer,
employee, board member, developer, realtor or citizen of the City of Lake Worth
Beach shall interfere in a coercive manner with this ordinance or the election process
described above or advise any potential recipient of public land to interfere in a
coercive manner with the election process described above without facing the legal
consequences described in the Election Code of the State of Florida as recited in
Chapter 104 of the Florida Statutes, sections 104.011 through 104.46.

Section 8. Canvassing. The election returns of the Referendum shall be canvassed in the manner
provided by law, and the returns shall be certified to the City Commission, which shall declare the
result thereof. Upon canvassing the returns of the Referendum, the result of the Referendum
shall be recorded in the minutes of the City Commission in the manner prescribed by law.

Section 9.  Severability. If any section or portion of this Ordinance, or the application thereof to
any person or circumstances is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision
shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the Ordinance which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Ordinance are declared
severable.
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Section 10. Caodification. Upon the passage of the Referendum, as set out in this ordinance, the
Charter amendment set out in Section 7 of this ordinance shall become and be made part of the
Charter of the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida.

Section 11. Repeal of laws in conflict. All ordinances or parts of ordinances and resolutions or
parts of resolutions of the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida, that are in conflict with any provisions
of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 12. Effective date. This Ordinance shall become effective ten (10) days after passage.

Proposed Ordinance calling for referendum to add provisions to the Charter to provide for filing a permanent
vacancy in the Office of City Manager.

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION:

Article 1V, Section 3 provides for the Office of City Manager and how a vacancy must be filled. This Section does
not differentiate between what may be a temporary vacancy and what may be a permanent vacancy or provide a
time frame or process other than a designation by the City Commission.

According to Florida Statute 166.031, amendments to a municipality’s charter must be submitted to its electors. A
referendum question is needed to amend this Section to provide more specific detail regarding filling a permanent
vacancy in the Office of City Manager. At the October 6, 2025 special meeting, the Commission voted to include
an amendment on the ballot to set a time certain of 90 days to begin the process of filling any commission appointed
position. City Manager is the only commission appointed position in the Charter that has associated regulatory
provisions.

The Ordinance passed first reading by a 4 — 1 vote at the November 18, 2025 regular commission meeting.

ORDINANCE NO. 2025-23 OF THE CITY OF LAKE WORTH BEACH, FLORIDA,
CALLING FOR A REFERENDUM OF THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE CITY
OF LAKE WORTH BEACH TO BE HELD ON MARCH 10, 2026, AS TO
WHETHER SECTION 3 OF ARTICLE IV OF THE CITY OF LAKE WORTH BEACH
CHARTER SHALL BE AMENDED TO PROVIDE FOR FILLING A PERMANENT
VACANCY IN THE OFFICE OF CITY MANAGER; PROVIDING FOR NOTICE

LANGUAGE FOR SUBMISSION TO THE VOTERS; PROVIDING FOR
REFERENDUM  CANVASSING; PROVIDING FOR  SEVERABILITY,

CONFLICTING LAWS AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, a Charter for the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida (the “City”) was created
and adopted pursuant to the Constitution and applicable laws of the State of Florida; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 166.021, Florida Statutes, the City has the governmental,
corporate and proprietary powers to enable it to conduct municipal government; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 166.021(4), Florida Statutes, the City Charter may be
amended through the City’s exercise of its authority, including the amendment of those portions
of its Charter which require a referendum, provided that a majority of the electors in a referendum
affirmatively vote to amend the Charter; and

WHEREAS, section 166.031, Florida Statutes, authorizes the governing body of a
municipality to submit proposed amendments to the Charter of the municipality in the form of an
ordinance to the electors of the municipality; and

WHEREAS, Article 1V, Section 3 of the City’s Charter currently provides that during a
vacancy in the office of City Manager, the City Commission may designhate a competent person
to execute the functions of that office; and

WHEREAS, stability in the office of City Manager is vital to the smooth operation of the
City; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission deems it to be in the best interests of the City and
serving a valid public purpose to conduct a referendum (the “Referendum”) on the question of
whether Article IV, Section 3 of the Charter of the City of Lake Worth Beach be amended to
provide that the process to fill a permanent vacancy in the office of City Manager be started no
less than 90 days after the vacancy and shall continue in good faith until the office of City Manager
is filled.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF LAKE WORTH
BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.  Findings adopted. That the findings of the Commission set forth in the foregoing
recitals are hereby adopted as true and correct statements and specifically made a part of this
ordinance.
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Section 2.  Referendum declared. A referendum is hereby called for and shall be held in the
City on the 10" day of March 2026, to determine whether or not a majority of the electors voting
in the Referendum support the proposed amendment to the City Charter, as shown in Sections
3, 6 and 7 of this ordinance.

Section 3.  Ballot title. The ballot title, which is the subject of this Referendum, and by which
the proposed Charter Amendment is to be commonly referred to or spoken of, shall be captioned
as “Filling a Vacancy in the Office of City Manager.”

Section 4.  Conduct of Referendum. The City shall determine the polling locations or places in
coordination with the Palm Beach County Supervisor of Elections, and all qualified electors of the
City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida who vote in the Referendum shall vote at those designated
polling places. The polls shall be opened on the date of the Referendum on the proposed City of
Lake Worth Beach, Florida Charter Amendment from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. on the same day.
Only the duly qualified electors of the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida shall be permitted to vote
on this Referendum question.

Section 5.  Notice and advertising of the Referendum. The City Clerk shall prepare and give
notice of the proposed Charter Amendment by causing appropriate notice to be published in
accordance with the provisions of Section 100.342, Florida Statutes, which provides for at least
one publication each week during the third and fifth weeks preceding the week in which the
Referendum to consider the proposed Charter Amendment is to be held. The publications shall
be placed on the county’s website as provided in Section 50.0311, Florida Statutes, and the City’s
website, an appropriate affidavit of proof that the statutorily required Referendum notices have
been duly published, as herein set forth and these two affidavits shall be part of the record of the
City Commission.

Section 6.  Ballot summary. The ballot summary of the proposed Charter amendment shall be:

Shall Article IV, Section 3 of The City Of Lake Worth Beach Charter be
amended to require the process for filling a permanent vacancy in the
Office of City Manager be started within 90 days of the vacancy and
continue in good faith until the Office of City Manager is filled?

Section 7.  Charter Amendment. In the event that the majority of electors of the City voting in

the Referendum vote affirmatively to amend Article Il, Section 3 of the City Charter, then said
Article and Section shall be amended to read as follows:

ARTICLE IV. ADMINISTRATIVE

Sec. 3. City manager vacancy.
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During any vacancy in the office of city manager, the city commission may designate any
competent person, except the mayor or any member of the city commission, to execute
the functions of the office of city manager. The process to fill a permanent vacancy in the
office of city manager shall be started within 90 days after the vacancy and shall continue
in good faith until the office of city manager is filled.

Section 8. Canvassing. The election returns of the Referendum shall be canvassed in the
manner provided by law, and the returns shall be certified to the City Commission, which shall
declare the result thereof. Upon canvassing the returns of the Referendum, the result of the
Referendum shall be recorded in the minutes of the City Commission in the manner prescribed
by law.

Section 9.  Severability. If any section or portion of this Ordinance, or the application thereof to
any person or circumstances is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision
shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the Ordinance which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Ordinance are declared
severable.

Section 10. Codification. Upon the passage of the Referendum, as set out in this ordinance, the
Charter amendment set out in Section 7 of this ordinance shall become and be made part of the
Charter of the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida.

Section 11. Repeal of laws in conflict. All ordinances or parts of ordinances and resolutions or
parts of resolutions of the City of Lake Worth Beach, Florida, that are in conflict with any provisions
of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 12. Effective date. This Ordinance shall become effective ten (10) days after passage.

ARTICLE IV. ADMINISTRATIVE

ARTICLE IV. ADMINISTRATIVE

Sec. 1. City manager.

There shall be a city manager who shall be the chief administrative officer of the city. The city manager shall
be responsible to the city commission for the administration of all city affairs placed in his charge by, or under this
charter, the ordinances of the city, resolutions and motions of the city commission.

Sec. 2. Appointment; removal; compensation.

(a) Appointment. The city commission shall appoint a city manager for an indefinite term by a majority vote of
all the city commissioners.

(b)  Removal. The city commission may remove the city manager by a majority vote as provided herein and the
manager shall hold office at the pleasure of the city commission.

(c) Compensation. The compensation of the city manager shall be fixed by the city commission.

Sec. 3. City manager vacancy.

During any vacancy in the office of city manager, the city commission may designate any competent person,
except the mayor or any member of the city commission, to execute the functions of the office of city manager.

Sec. 4. Acting city manager.

By letter filed with the city commission, the city manager shall designate, subject to approval of the city
commission, a qualified city administrative officer to exercise the powers and perform the duties of city manager
during any absence or disability. During such absence or disability, the city commission may revoke such
designation at any time and appoint another officer of the city to serve until the city manager shall return, or his
disability shall cease.

Sec. 5. Powers and duties of the city manager.

The city manager shall:

(a) Appoint, and when deemed necessary for the good of the city, suspend or remove all city employees
and appointive administrative officers provided for, by, or under this charter, except as otherwise
provided by law, or this charter. The city manager may authorize any subordinate administrative officer
to exercise these powers with respect to subordinates in that officer's department, or office;

(b) Direct and supervise the administration of all departments, and offices of the city, except as otherwise
provided by this charter or by law;

(c) Attend all city commission meetings and shall have the right to take part in discussion, but may not
vote;

(d)  See that all laws, provisions of this charter and lawful acts of the city commission, subject to
enforcement by the city manager or subordinate officers are faithfully executed;

County’s Fire/Rescue Municipal Service Taxing Unit for Fire-Rescue, Fire Protection, Advanced Life Support, Fire
Code Enforcement and Other Necessary and Incidental Services and Providing for Effectiveness and Duration of
Consent and Acknowledging Ad Valorem Millage Rate Limitation

SUMMARY:

The ordinance extends the City’s consent to remain within the Palm Beach County’s Fire/Rescue Municipal Service
Taxing Unit through September 30, 2028.

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION:

Pursuant to subsections 125.01(q) and (r), Florida Statutes, Palm Beach County established a Municipal Service
Taxing Unit (MSTU) for fire/rescue services. The City, in accordance with subsection 125.01(q), Florida Statutes,
provided its consent to be included within the MSTU through the adoption of an ordinance. The City’s consent
expires on December 31, 2025 and the MSTU services will end 7:30 a.m. on October 1, 2026. According to the
County, the City’s consent adheres to the end of the tax year (December 315t) and the services provided coincides
with the end of the fiscal year (October 1t). The City Commission wishes to continue its consent to be included
within the MSTU through December 31, 2027, which will result in the City receiving fire-rescue services until 7:30
a.m. on October 1, 2028. The City also wishes to provide for the authority to repeal this Ordinance and the consent
provided therein if the County transfers or assigns the fire/rescue MSTU or its duties thereunder to any other entity.
The City is required to give 30 days’ prior written notice; however, due to the statutory requirements, the consent
will terminate on December 315t of the applicable year and the MSTU services will continue through the following
October 15t or the date of the assignment or transfer of the MSTU, whichever occurs sooner. Finally, the ordinance
provides that the City, by opting into the MSTU, cannot levy an annual ad valorem millage rate that would exceed
the 10 mill cap for municipal purposes when combined with the Fire/Rescue MSTU annual ad valorem millage rate.

The Ordinance passed unanimously at first reading at the November 18 city commission meeting.

Legislature has empowered counties to establish Municipal Service Taxing Units (“MSTU”s),
whereby a county may levy a tax within the MSTU for certain essential municipal services,
including the provision of fire-rescue services; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 125.01(1)(q), Florida Statutes, a municipality may be
included within an MSTU, subject to approval by ordinance of the governing body of the
municipality giving consent either annually or for a term of years; and

WHEREAS, Palm Beach County (“County”’) established an MSTU known as the
Fire/Rescue MSTU to provide fire protection, fire rescue, advanced life support (or similar
emergency services), code enforcement and other services necessary and incidental to the
purpose for which the MSTU was created; and

WHEREAS, the City of Lake Worth Beach (“City”) by Ordinance No. 2008-26 consented
to its inclusion in the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU for a ten (10) year term through December 31,
2018, as a mechanism to receive and fund County fire-rescue services through September 30,
2019; and

WHEREAS, the County by Ordinance No. 2008-62 amended the boundaries of the
Fire/Rescue MSTU to include the City for the duration of the term identified in City Ordinance No.
2008-26, as such term may be extended by the City from time to time; and

WHEREAS, City Ordinance No. 2011-14 affirmed, continued and extended the City’s
consent and inclusion in the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU through December 31, 2020, and further
provided that said consent and inclusion shall be deemed to continue through 7:30 a.m. on
October 1, 2021, to the extent necessary to enable the County to provide within the City fire-
rescue and related services funded by tax year 2020, including but not limited to the enforcement
of applicable laws and regulations; and

WHEREAS, City Ordinance No. 2021-17 affirmed, continued and extended the City’'s
consent and inclusion in the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU through December 31, 2022, and further
provided that said consent and inclusion shall be deemed to continue through 7:30 a.m. on
October 1, 2023, to the extent necessary to enable the County to provide within the City fire-
rescue and related services funded by tax year 2022, including but not limited to the enforcement
of applicable laws and regulations; and
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WHEREAS, City Ordinance No. 2022-24 extended the through December 31, 2025, its
consent to the inclusion of all the territory lying within the municipal boundaries of the City into the
County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU for County fire-rescue and related services within the City until 7:30
a.m. on October 1, 2026, and believes that such inclusion is in the best interest of the health,
safety and welfare of the citizens of the City; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission hereby desires to extend, for an additional two year
period from December 31, 2025, through December 31, 2027, its consent to the inclusion of all
the territory lying within the municipal boundaries of the City into the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU
for County fire-rescue and related services within the City from October 1, 2026, until 7:30 a.m.
on October 1, 2028, and believes that such inclusion is in the best interest of the health, safety
and welfare of the citizens of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
LAKE WORTH BEACH, FLORIDA, THAT:

Section 1: Intent, Purpose and Consent: It is the intent, purpose and effect of this
Ordinance to comply with the provisions of Section 125.01(1)(q), Florida Statutes. The City
Commission hereby affirms, extends and consents to the inclusion of all territory within the
incorporated municipal boundaries of the City, as may be amended from time to time, within the
County’s Fire/Rescue Municipal Service Taxing Unit (the “Fire/Rescue MSTU”), which was
established pursuant to enabling legislation adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of
Palm Beach County. The purpose of the enactment of this Ordinance is to extend the City’s
consent to be included in the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU in order to enable the County to fund
and provide fire-rescue and related services within the territorial limits of the City including, but
not limited to, the County’s enforcement of the Florida Fire Prevention Code and Palm Beach
County Local Amendments thereto (collectively “Fire Code”) and any other laws and regulations
applicable within the Fire/Rescue MSTU.

Section 2: Effectiveness and Duration of Consent: The City’s consent to be
included in the Fire/Rescue MSTU is hereby extended effective from December 31, 2025, to be
implemented for tax year 2026 in order to fund and provide for County fire-rescue and related
services within the City as of October 1, 2026, and to provide for the City’s continuing inclusion in
the Fire/Rescue MSTU without interruption. The City’s extended consent to be included in the
County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU shall continue from December 31, 2025 through December 31,
2027; provided, however, that the City’s consent and inclusion in the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU
shall be deemed to continue through 7:30 a.m. on October 1, 2028, to the extent necessary to
enable the County to provide within the City fire-rescue and related services funded by the final
tax year including, but not limited to, the County’s enforcement of the Fire Code and any other
laws and regulations applicable within the Fire/Rescue MSTU.

Section 3: Effectiveness of Repeal: Except as otherwise set forth herein, should
the City intend to repeal its consent to be included in the Fire/Rescue MSTU prior to its expiration
on December 31, 2027, the City shall provide written notice to the County, by March 1% of any
given year, of the City’s intent to repeal this Ordinance and the consent provided herein effective
December 31st of the same year. The City shall adopt an ordinance to repeal this Ordinance
and the consent provided herein and shall provide a certified copy of the repealing ordinance to
the County and to the Property Appraiser, by said December 31%'. The City’s inclusion in the
County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU shall terminate on said December 31%'; provided, however, that the
City’s inclusion in the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU shall be deemed to continue through the
following October 1% at 7:30 a.m. to the extent necessary to enable the County to provide within
the City fire-rescue and related services funded by the final tax year, including, but not limited to,
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the County’s enforcement of the Fire Code and any other laws and regulations applicable within
the Fire/Rescue MSTU.

Should the City intend to repeal its consent to be included in the Fire/Rescue MSTU based upon
the County’s assignment or transfer of the Fire/Rescue MSTU, or its duties thereunder, to any
other entity, the City shall provide a minimum of thirty (30) days prior written notice to the County.
The City shall adopt an ordinance to repeal this Ordinance and the consent provided herein and
shall provide a certified copy of the repealing ordinance to the County and to the Property
Appraiser after adoption. The city’s inclusion in the County’s Fire/Rescue MSTU shall terminate
on the date set forth in the repealing ordinance which shall coincide with December 31st at the
end of a given tax year; provided, however, that the City’s inclusion in the Fire/Rescue MSTU
shall be deemed to continue through the following October 1% at 7:30 a.m. or the date of the
assignment or transfer of the Fire/Rescue MSTU, whichever occurs sooner, to the extent
necessary to enable the County to provide within the City fire rescue and related services funded
by the final tax year, including but not limited to the County’s enforcement of the Fire Code and
any other laws and regulations applicable within the Fire/Rescue MSTU.

Section 4: Ad Valorem Millage Rate Limitation: The City acknowledges that by
opting into the MSTU, it cannot levy an annual ad valorem millage rate that would exceed the ten
(10) mill cap for municipal purposes when combined with the Fire/Rescue MSTU’s annual ad
valorem millage rate.

Section 5: Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances: All other City ordinances and parts of
ordinances in conflict with any provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of
the conflict. Notwithstanding the above, Ordinance No. 2022-24 shall not be deemed repealed
by this Ordinance and shall expire as provided for therein; provided, however, that Ordinance No.
2022-24 and the term of consent identified therein shall be deemed to be extended to the extent
necessary to enable the County to provide within the City fire-rescue and related services funded
by the final tax year thereunder.

Section 6: Severability: If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase, or word
of this Ordinance is for any reason held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid,
unconstitutional, inoperative or void, such holding shall not affect the remainder of this Ordinance.

Section 7: Codification: The provisions of this Ordinance may become and be made
a part of the code of ordinances of the City. The sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered

or re-lettered to accomplish such, and the word “ordinance” may be changed to “section”, “article”,
or other appropriate word.

Section 8: Captions: The captions, section headings, and section designations used
in this Ordinance are intended only for the convenience of users and shall have no effect on the
interpretation of the provisions of this Ordinance.

Section 9: Effective Date: This Ordinance shall be effective ten (10) days after
adoption. Notwithstanding anything here to the contrary, the City’s continuing participation in the
MSTU is contingent upon the County maintaining an ordinance including the City within the
Fire/Rescue MSTU.

Amendment 1 to Task Order 34B for Mobility Plan Phase Two and Funding

SUMMARY:

Request for funding approval to cover the costs associated with Phase Two and approval of the Amendment 1 to
WGI Task Order No. 34b Mobility Plan Phase Two in the amount of $113,025.

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION:

The City has collaborated with WGI over the past two and half years to complete the City’s Mobility Plan, which is
being adopted as part of the City’s Comprehensive plan. In April, the City Commission approved a task order for
part two of the mobility plan to create a formal mobility fee schedule, ordinance and interlocal agreement. The
adoption of a City Mobility fee and associated work schedule will facilitate new development paying a fee to the
City in order to implement the prioritized mobility projects as recommended in the adopted Mobility Plan.

WGI Task Order No. 34b — Preparation of a Mobility Plan Part Two was approved in April 2025. Phase One work
was funded in Fiscal Year 2025 in the amount of $188,880 and covered the following items: Mobility Plan Integration
and Mobility Fee Development. This work was recommended to be funded by the City’s Sustainable Bonus
Incentive Program Trust Fund (Fund) and is nearing completion. The Fund has a healthy balance of several
hundred thousand dollars with additional deposits anticipated during this year as approved projects go to permitting.

The Phase Two work will take place in Fiscal Year 2026 and is coming back to the City Commission for review and
funding approval. Again, the Sustainable Bonus Incentive Program Trust Fund is recommended to cover the
second component of work, which is to include Mobility Fee Ordinance, County Interlocal Agreement and meetings
including hearings and workshops. The amount for Phase Two is $113,025 and will be part of the budget
amendment scheduled for January 2026.

All work for both phases is projected to be completed in early 2026 with the results being brought back to the City
Commission for discussion and review. The goal is to have the mobility fee ordinance and interlocal agreement in
place by the third quarter of Fiscal Year 2026.
