ORDINANCE NO.: 2020-05-01 

 

ADOPTING AND ENACTING AN UPDATED FEE SCHEDULE FOR THE CODE OF 

ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LEEDS ALABAMA. 

   

WHEREAS, in June, 2015 the City Council of the City of Leeds has approved  the Code 

entitled "The Code of Ordinances of the City of Leeds,  

Alabama," which was published by Municipal Code Corporation and which allowed for a City Fee 

Schedule to be established and further updated either by City Departmental Directors or via vote 

of the City Council; and 

  

WHEREAS, a formal approval of the fees schedule has not been approved by the Council 

for an extended period of time and certain fees are due to be update accordingly; and 

  

WHEREAS, to ensure that the subject fee schedule does not become inadvertently 

outdated, it is recommended that all fees be updated annually based on the Consumer Price Index 

as reported by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics; and 

 

WHEREAS, staff has reviewed and approved the subject fees identified on the Schedule 

as attached. 

  

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL as follows: 

  

1. The City of Leeds Fee Schedule, as attached hereto and included herein as if fully 

set forth, is hereby approved and adopted in its entirety. 

2. Beginning on September 1, 2021, the City of Leeds Fee Schedule shall be 

automatically updated annually, in a manner which accounts for fee increases based 

on the Consumer Price Index as reported by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics 12-

month percentage change based on the Southern Region, up to a maximum of 2.5%. 

2.     In the event that any Ordinance or part thereof is in conflict with this Ordinance, 

then said Ordinance or part thereof is hereby deemed repealed. 

3.     This ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption by the City Council and 

public posting according to law.  

4.     The sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance are 

severable, and  if  any  phrase,  clause,  sentence,  paragraph,  or  section  of  this  

Ordinance  shall  be  declared unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, 

then such ruling shall not affect any other paragraphs and sections, since the same 

would have been enacted by the City Council of the City of  Leeds  without  the  

incorporation  of  any  such  unconstitutional  phrase,  clause,  sentence, paragraph, 

or section.

DETERMINATION  OF DEFAULT AND NOTIFICATION OF POTENTIAL TERMINATION 

OF PROJECT DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT   

WHEREAS, the Council approved the subject Project Development Agreement (the “Agreement”) with 

Half Shell Leeds, LLC (“Half Shell”) subject to the terms of a Development Agreement for a restaurant 

operation to be located and operated on certain real property located at 1770 Sharp Drive, Leeds, AL  

(tpid#2605150001005010); and 

WHEREAS, the Agreement set forth numerous terms with which Half Shell must comply in order to 

avoid being in default of the subject Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, since August 2019, Half Shell has failed to properly remit sales tax collections to the City in 

accordance with local law and in violation of the Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, Half Shell has failed to properly renew or to remit payment for its 2020 Business License; 

and 

WHEREAS, prior to the COVID-19 Pandemic, Half Shell had failed to remit the aforementioned sales 

taxes and License tax which failure is typically an indication of lack of financial viability; and 

WHEREAS, following the May 8 statewide Order of the State Health Officer which allows for the full 

service of customers inside, at the curbside and for take-out ordering, Half Shell has failed to operate its 

restaurant in any capacity whatsoever in violation of the Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, Half Shell has failed to comply with multiple requirements of the Agreement which 

requires that a Notice be sent in order to identify the default and to demand said issues to be immediately 

rectified according with and in order to be compliant with the Agreement. 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LEEDS, AL as follows: 

1. The Recitals above are true and correct and included herein this resolution as if fully set forth. 

2. Half Shell is hereby found to be in default of the Development Agreement in that there is a 

complete lack of compliance of, without limitation, the following provisions of the Agreement: 

a. “3.2 The Project Development.  In consideration for the agreements of the City as set 

forth herein, Developer agrees to successfully close the transactions to purchase the 

Project, fully construct the Restaurant, and to operate the Restaurant for the duration of 

any incentive or Grant herein provided by the City. . .” 

b. “3.7 Provision of Proof of Financial Viability. . . . The Developer hereby acknowledges 

that it shall maintain financial viability throughout the Term of the Agreement. . . .” 

c. “6.7(i) The Developer . . . has the power to perform and observe the agreements and 

covenants on its part contained in this Agreement.” 

d. “6.11 Compliance with Laws.  Developer shall comply, and shall cause its officers, 

agents, employees and contractors to comply, with all applicable federal, state and local 

statutes, regulations, rules, ordinances and other laws applicable to the operation of the 

Project.  
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3. It is hereby determined that Half Shell shall bring all matters into full compliance by 5pm on June 

30, 2020. 

4. In the event that Half Shell remains in Breach/default of any portion of the Agreement as of 5pm 

on June 30, 2020, Half Shell shall thereby be in Material Default of the Agreement, and  the 

Agreement shall terminate on that date and time in accordance with Section 6.9b of the 

Agreement. 

5. The Mayor, City staff and City Attorneys are hereby authorized to take all necessary actions and 

to execute the necessary documentation on behalf of the City in order to complete the actions 

herein authorized.
