This Amendment to Agreement No. SC220 (Agreement) is made by and between the Department 

of Environmental Protection (Department), an agency of the State of Florida, and Levy County Board of 
County Commissioners, 12051 N.E. 69th Lane, Williston, FL. 32696 (Grantee), on the date last signed 
below. 
 

WHEREAS, the Department entered into the Agreement with the Grantee to perform solid waste 
management operations, effective October 1, 2021;  
 
 WHEREAS, the parties wish to amend the Agreement by extending the grant period to May 31, 
2023, to allow for delivery and payment of equipment ordered before September 30, 2022; 
 
 

 NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:  
 

1) The Agreement is extended for an additional two (2) month period to begin March 31, 2023, 
and remain in effect until May 31, 2023. The Department and the Grantee shall continue to 
perform their respective duties during the extension period pursuant to the same terms and 
conditions provided in the Agreement.  
 

2) Attachment 3-A, Grant Work Plan, is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with 
Attachment 3-B, Revised Work Plan, as attached to this Amendment and hereby incorporated 
into this agreement. All references in the Agreement to Attachment 3-A shall hereinafter refer 
to Attachment 3-B, Revised Work Plan.   
 

3) All other terms and conditions of the Agreement remain in effect. If and to the extent that any 
inconsistency may appear between the Agreement and this Amendment, the provisions of this 
Amendment shall control.

PROJECT TITLE:   Levy County Small County Consolidated Solid Waste Management Grant  
 
PROJECT AUTHORITY:   Levy County (Grantee) received funding from the Florida Legislature in the 
amount of $93,750.00, through Specific Appropriation Line Item No. 1673, Solid Waste Management Trust 
Fund, Fiscal Year (FY) 2021-22 General Appropriations Act. The Grantee meets the threshold for a small 
county (population under 110,000) and received this funding under the Small County Consolidated Grants 
program for the purpose of subsidizing its solid waste management program costs. Authority for this Project 
is specified in Section 403.7095, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Chapter 62-716, Florida Administrative Code 
(F.A.C).  Monitoring and auditing guidelines, as related to the Florida Single Audit Act, are specified in the 
Florida Catalog of State Financial Assistance (CSFA), No. 37.012. 
 
PROJECT LOCATION:   Levy County Solid Waste Landfill at 12051 NE 69th Lane Williston, FL, 
32696. 
 
PROJECT BACKGROUND:   The Levy County Landfill is an integrated solid waste management system 
located in Levy County, Florida, and operates disposal facilities for Class I solid wastes, as well as recycling 
sites through the county region and Satellite Sites within the county. The Landfill has a waste tire area for 
the collection and storage of tires before they are hauled to an approved facility for disposal.   
 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION:   The Grantee will purchase (2) new Ford F250 pick up trucks to be utilized 
at the Levy County Landfill facility, where they will be used for landfill operations including loading and 
transportation. The Grantee will purchase the trucks via the Florida Sheriff's Association state contract. The 
Grantee will use a portion of the grant funds to pay for fuel used to operate landfill equipment. The Grantee 
needs this funding to help offset the cost of the trucks and landfill equipment fuel because of its small 
population and limited funding resources. 
 
 
TASKS and DELIVERABLES:  
 
Landfill  Operations 
 
Task 1: Landfill Equipment  and Fuel  
Task Description:  Levy County manages and operates an integrated solid waste management and disposal 
facility for Class I solid waste. Funds provided through this Agreement allow the Grantee to purchase (2) 
new Ford F250 pick up trucks for landfill operations including loading and transportation. Any costs 
exceeding the grant funding are the responsibility of the Grantee. 

Deliverables:  Completion of the task as evidenced by submittal of all the following supporting 
documentation. Purchase order(s); vendor invoice(s) for delivery, installation and start up; proof of payment 
to vendor; Bills of Lading; and pictures of equipment purchased. Completed Exhibit B, Property 
Reporting Form, with invoice copies. The Grantee will provide documentation of fuel costs by submitting 
invoices and/or spreadsheets where fuel was purchased. All documentation may be submitted 
electronically, unless paper copies are requested by the Department’s Grant Manager.

FUNDING AGREEMENT FY2022-23 

THIS AGREEMENT is effective on October 1, 2022 between Levy County, a political 
subdivision of the State of Florida (the “County”) and Nature Coast Business Development 
Council, Inc., a Florida not-for-profit corporation (the “Council.”) 

WHEREAS, the Council was incorporated under Florida law “with the primary objective 
of improving the quality of life in the communities it serves by furthering economic 
development in Levy County, Florida, and its environs”; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners (the “Board”) has determined that 
encouraging and assisting with economic development within the County serves a valid public 
purpose consistent with Section 125.045, Florida Statutes, and to that end, the County agrees 
to provide funding to the Council for fiscal year 2022-23 as set forth in this Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and mutual covenants herein, the 
Parties agree as follows: 

1. Services.  The Council will initiate, organize and implement plans that generate economic 
development within the County throughout the 2022-23 fiscal year. 

 
2. Funding.  The County has budgeted $66,400 for the 2022-23 fiscal year and will pay such 

amount to the Council in equal quarterly installments (on or about October 1, January 1, April 1 
and July 1) of $16,600.  County funds shall be used solely for salary, operations and the services 
described in Section 1. 

  
3. Reserve Funds.  The Council has County funds from previous fiscal years that remain 

unspent and are being held in reserve by the Council.  The Council may expend these reserve 
funds solely for salary, operations and the services described in Section 1. 

  
4. Annual Budget and Reports.  The Council shall provide the County with:  

 
a. The annual budget approved by the Council (to be provided by December 1, 2022);  
b. Quarterly financial and activity reports that detail Council expenditures and economic 

development activities for the preceding quarter (to be provided by January 31, April 
30, July 31 and October 31, 2023.)  

c. An annual report, as required by Section 125.045(4), Florida Statutes, that details how 
County funds were spent by the Council and details the results of the Council’s efforts 
on behalf of the County (to be provided by December 1, 2023).  In addition, the 
Council shall, on behalf of the County, file a copy of the Annual Report with the State 
of Florida Office of Economic and Demographic Research no later than December 1, 
2023.

The CAV is a visit 
to a community by FEMA staff to provide technical assistance to the community and assure adequate 
enforcement of its floodplain management regulations. A CAV may consist of a tour of the floodplain, an 
inspection of community permit files, and meetings with local appointed and elected officials. If administrative 
problems or potential violations are identified during a CAV the community is notified and given the 
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opportunity to correct those administrative procedures. Wright-Pierce will participate in the CAV when 
requested by the County. A senior level professional (Senior Professional Engineer, Senior Project Manager, 
Project Manager, or Engineer III) will attend such meetings as deemed mutually appropriate by both Wright-
Pierce and the County (determined at the time the request is made). Additional support staff may need to be 
assigned based on circumstances associated with the CAV or for follow-up after the CAV. 
 
Also associated with the CAP, a CRS is a voluntary incentive program that encourages community floodplain 
management practices that exceed the minimum requirements of the NFIP. Successful participation can result 
in discounted flood insurance premium rates. Objectives of the program are to reduce and avoid flood damage 
to insurable property, strengthen and support the insurance aspects of the NFIP, and foster comprehensive 
floodplain management. Credits can be obtained for participation or enforcement of 19 FEMA-specified 
activities. Wright-Pierce will advise the County on floodplain matters with these objectives and activities in 
mind.

Committee Substitute for House Bill No. 479

An act relating to the Rainbow Lakes Estates Municipal Service Dis-
trict, an independent special district of the State of Florida in Mar-
ion and Levy Counties; codifying the district's charter, chapter 69-
1298, Laws of Florida, as amended, pursuant to section 189.429,
Florida Statutes; providing legislative intent; amending, codifying,
and reenacting all special acts relating to the Rainbow Lakes Es-
tates Municipal Service District as a single act; repealing all prior
special acts related to the Rainbow Lakes Estates Municipal Service
District; providing an effective date.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Florida:

Section 1. Pursuant to section 189.429, Florida Statutes, this act consti-
tutes the codification of all special acts relating to the Rainbow Lakes Es-
tates Municipal Service District. It is the intent of the Legislature in enact-
ing this law to provide a single comprehensive special act charter for the
district, including all current legislative authority granted to the district by
its several legislative enactments and any additional authority granted by
this act. It is further the intent of this act to preserve all district authority.

Section 2. Chapters 69-1298 and 97-375, Laws of Florida, are codified,
reenacted, amended, and repealed as herein provided.

Section 3. The charter for the Rainbow Lakes Estates Municipal Service
District is re-created and reenacted to read:

thence continue along and with said West boundary, N00°02¢03²E a
distance of 2650.95 feet to the Southwest corner of Section 6, Township
15 South, Range 18 East; thence along and with the West boundary of
said Section 6, N00°22¢30²E a distance of 2653.72 feet to the West 1 /4
section corner of said Section 6; thence continuing along and with the
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said West boundary, N00°02¢30²E a distance of 2654.32 feet to the Point
of Beginning.

Section 2. The Board of County Commissioners of Marion County, Flor-
ida, shall constitute the district board of said municipal service district and
shall constitute the governing board of said district. Such district shall be
a body corporate and politic, exercising essential governmental functions,
and shall have the power to sue and be sued; to contract; to adopt and use
a common seal and alter the same at pleasure; to purchase, hold, lease, or
otherwise acquire and convey such real property and personal property and
interest therein as may be necessary or proper to carry out the purposes of
this law. The Clerk of the Circuit Court of Marion County, Florida, shall be
the ex officio clerk and treasurer of the district.

Section 3. The district board of said district is authorized and empow-
ered:

(a) To make rules and regulations for its own government and proceed-
ings and to adopt an official seal for the district.

(b) To employ engineers, attorneys, accountants, financial or other ex-
perts, and such other agents and employees as said district board may
require or deem necessary to effectuate the purposes of this law, or to
contract for any of such services.

(c) To provide the following municipal services within said district:

(1) Road maintenance and lighting.

(2) Maintenance and operation of all public lands and all public civic and
recreational facilities.

(3) Law enforcement.

(4) Fire protection.

(d) To exercise zoning powers consistent with and for the enforcement of
existing deed restrictions and covenants contained in or incorporated in
conveyances of lots in the subdivision of Rainbow Lakes Estates.

(e) To provide for and regulate and control the furnishing of water, gas,
electric, telephone, and other public utility services within said district,
including the franchising and taxing of such services.

(f) To acquire in the name of the district by purchase, gift, or the exercise
of the right of eminent domain such lands and right and interest therein,
including lands under water and riparian rights, and to acquire such per-
sonal property as it may deem necessary in connection with the furnishing
of services authorized by this law and to hold and dispose of all real and
personal property under its control; however, nothing herein contained shall
authorize the power of eminent domain to be exercised beyond the limits of
the district.

(g) To restrain, enjoin, or otherwise prevent the violation of this law or
of any resolution, rule, or regulation adopted pursuant to the powers
granted by this law.
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(h) To join with any other district or districts, cities, towns, counties, or
other political subdivisions, public agencies, or authorities in the exercise of
common powers.

(i) To levy an ad valorem maintenance tax upon all taxable real and
personal property within said district not to exceed 3 mills during any one
year. Such maintenance tax shall be levied and collected in the manner
provided for the levy and collection of county ad valorem taxes. The district
board shall certify each year to the tax collectors of Marion County and Levy
County, respectively, the millage levied as such maintenance tax and said
tax collectors shall be ex officio tax collectors for the district, and such taxes
shall be levied and collected in the same manner as other general county
taxes. Taxes collected shall be remitted by said tax collectors to the Clerk
of the Circuit Court for Marion County, Florida, as ex officio clerk and
treasurer of said district.

(j) To levy and assess special assessments to fund municipal services
within said district. The district board shall certify each year to the tax
collectors of Marion County and Levy County, respectively, a non-ad va-
lorem assessment roll, and said tax collectors shall be ex officio tax collectors
for the district, and such special assessments shall be levied and collected
pursuant to general law. Special assessments collected shall be remitted by
said tax collectors to the Clerk of the Circuit Court for Marion County as ex
officio clerk and treasurer of said district.

(k) To borrow money and issue bonds, certificates, warrants, notes, or
other evidences of indebtedness.

Section 4. The annual fiscal year for the operation of said district shall
run from October 1 of each year to September 30 of the following year. The
district board on or before July 1 of each year shall hold a public hearing and
adopt a budget setting forth the amounts necessary for the costs and ex-
penses of furnishing the municipal services authorized by this law, including
the maintenance and upkeep of the roads and facilities as authorized by this
law, which budget shall serve as a basis for the annual levying of the ad
valorem tax herein provided. All funds received from said ad valorem taxes
and from all other sources shall be deposited in a special fund by the treas-
urer of the district and shall only be expended pursuant to said budget and
pursuant to the laws of Florida regulating county budgets and the expendi-
ture of county funds.

Section 5. The Board of County Commissioners of Levy County, Florida,
is hereby authorized and empowered by resolution to delegate to and con-
tract with the Board of County Commissioners of Marion County, Florida,
for the administration of this law and the furnishing of the municipal ser-
vices provided for in this law by the district and the district board to the area
of said district lying within the boundaries of Levy County, Florida.

Section 6. The district board of said district shall appoint an advisory
committee consisting of seven registered electors residing within said dis-
trict, six of whom shall be residents of Marion County, Florida, and one of
whom shall be a resident of Levy County, Florida, to serve for a term of 4
years or until their successors be appointed. Vacancies in said committee
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due to death, disability, or removal of residence from the district shall be
filled by the district board for the balance of the unexpired term of any
member dying, becoming disabled, or removing his or her residence from the
district.

Section 7. In accordance with section 189.404(3), Florida Statutes, the
following subsections shall constitute the minimum charter requirements of
the Rainbow Lakes Estates Municipal Service District:

(a) The district is organized and exists for the purposes set forth in this
act and for the purpose of providing municipal services within the bounda-
ries of the district as may be authorized by general law.

(b) The powers, functions, and duties of the district regarding ad valorem
taxation, bond issuance, other revenue-raising capabilities, budget prepara-
tion and approval, liens and foreclosure of liens, use of tax deeds and tax
certificates as appropriate for non-ad valorem assessments, and contractual
agreements shall be as set forth in chapters 170, 189, 197, and 298, Florida
Statutes, or any other applicable general or special law, as they may be
amended from time to time.

(c) The district was created by a majority of the electors of the district
voting in a special election held in November 1969, pursuant to chapter 69-
1298, Laws of Florida.

(d) The district's charter may be amended only by special act of the
Legislature.

(e) The Marion County Board of County Commissioners is the governing
board of the district. The membership and organization of the governing
board shall be as set forth in this act and applicable general laws.

(f) The compensation of board members shall be as provided in this act
and applicable general law.

(g) The administrative duties of the board shall be as set forth in this act
and applicable general law.

(h) Requirements for financial disclosure, noticing, and reporting shall
be as set forth in this act and applicable general law.

(i) The procedures and requirements governing the issuance of bonds,
notes, and other evidences of indebtedness shall be as set forth in chapter
189, Florida Statutes, and applicable general law.

(j) District elections or referenda shall be conducted as set forth in this
act and applicable general law.

(k) The district may be financed by any method set forth in this act or
applicable general law.

(l) The district is authorized to levy ad valorem taxes at a rate not to
exceed 3 mills during any one year.
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(m) The method for collecting non-ad valorem assessments, fees, or ser-
vice charges shall be as set forth in this act and applicable general law.

(n) The district's planning requirements shall be as set forth in chapter
189, Florida Statutes, and applicable general law.

(o) The geographic boundaries of the district shall be as set forth in
section 1 of this charter.

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall be liberally construed in order
to effectively carry out the purposes of this act in the interest of the public
health, welfare, and safety of the citizens served by the district.

Section 5. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this
act is held to be unconstitutional, such holding shall not affect the validity
of the remaining portions of the act, the Legislature hereby declaring that
it would have passed this act and each section, subsection, sentence, clause,
and phrase thereof, irrespective of any other separate section, subsection,
sentence, clause, or phrase thereof, and irrespective of the fact that any one
or more other sections, subsections, sentences, clauses, or phrases thereof
may be declared unconstitutional.

Section 6. Chapters 69-1298 and 97-375, Laws of Florida, are repealed.

Section 7. This act shall take effect upon becoming a law.
