Section 3. Rezoned Property. The Zoning Ordinance is hereby amended by changing the zoning
district for the land and parcel of property described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein as
if fully set forth (the “Property”), from the current zoning district Agricultural (A) to zoning district Light
industrial (IN-1). This property is accordingly hereby rezoned to Light Industrial (IN-1),

Section 4. Severability. If any provision of this Ordinance or the application of any provision to any
person or circumstance is held invalid, the invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications hereof
which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this
Ordinance are declared to be severable.
