The work session of the Common Council of the City of Marshall was held August 3, 2021, at City Hall, 344 
West Main Street. The meeting was called to order at 4:30 P.M. by Mayor Robert Byrnes. In addition to Byrnes 
the following members were in attendance: Don Edblom, John DeCramer, Russ Labat, and James Lozinski. 
Absent: Craig Schafer and Steve Meister. Staff present included: Sharon Hanson, City Administrator; Annette 
Storm, Director of Administrative Services; Karla Drown, Finance Director; Jason Anderson, Director of Public 
Works/ City Engineer; Scott VanDerMillen, Director of Community Services; Preston Stensrud Park 
Maintenance Superintendent; Bob VanMoer, Wastewater Treatment Facility Superintendent; Scott Truedson, 
Assistant Wastewater Treatment Facility Superintendent; Quinten Brunsvold, Fire Chief; Dean Coudron, Public 
Ways Superintendent and Kyle Box, City Clerk. 
 
2022 Budget – Capital Requests 
Director of Administrative Services Annette Storm introduced the agenda item and provided a brief overview 
of the work session focusing on capital requests. 
 
Wastewater Treatment Facility Superintendent, Bob VanMoer provided an update on the items Wastewater is 
requesting for 2022 including Mill and Overlay for the WWTF plant road and the annual replacement of a lawn 
mower. 
 
Director of Public Works/ City Engineer Jason Anderson provided an update on the items that are being 
requested by Surface Water. Director Anderson listed the Legion Field Stormwater Study: Phase 2, Legion Field 
Park River Stabilization, and City parking lots; Rose, Baldwin & Addison. 
 
Fire Chief, Quinten Brunsvold provided an update on the Fire Department's requests for 2022. Chief Brunsvold 
discussed replacing the card reader system, grass rig skid unit, and a rehabilitation trailer.  
 
Public Ways Superintendent Dean C provided an update on the Street Department Admin's requests for 2022. 
Superintendent Coudron discussed vehicles, a car hoist, and insulation and heating for existing cold storage. 
There was further discussion on future work needed for a potential land purchase. 
 
Park Maintenance Superintendent, Preston Stensrud provided an update on the Parks Department requests 
for 2022. Superintendent Stensrud discussed the Independence Park Bathroom upgrades, and trail 
reconstruction at Independence. There was further discussion on funding for replacing the trails regarding the 
project details, and funding options. Stensrud commented on removing the back parking lot from the 2022 
requests. There was also discussion on a wide area mower, Patriot Park parking lot, Amateur Sports Center 
shelter & storage at the ball fields, and the Park Maintenance shop addition. 
 
Director of Public Works/ City Engineer Jason Anderson provided an update on the Engineering Department's 
requests for 2022 including a new vehicle and GPS. 
 
Director Anderson provided an update on Street projects for 2022 including Halbur Road, RRFB/ Safe routes to 
school, street mill & overlay/ ADA improvements, 1st St/ Greeley St/ Williams St., and UCAP Bus Shelters. 
 
There was additional discussion on a 2023 project regarding Lyon Circle. 
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Finance Director Karla Drown provided an overview of the Police Department's request for 2022 including 
vehicles, and LEC building repairs and maintenance. 
 
Director Anderson provided an update on the Airports requests including the Helena Chemical property, 
Tractor with Loader for mowing, Maintenance Building phase 1 and 2, apron reconstruction, runway liquid 
deicer system, self propelled runway snowblower, Airport Zoning ordinance, Maintenance Building Site prep, 
and taxiway sealcoat/ crack fill. Director Anderson added that these projects are largely dependent on state 
funding.

A signed petition for vacation of an alley has been received from the owners of all the real property that includes the 

proposed area for vacation. 

Prior to the public hearing and adoption of the resolution granting a petition for vacation, all utility companies were 

contacted.  

MMU and 

Charter have permanent facilities located in this area where easement is proposed to be established. Property owner to 

reimburse the City for all costs associated with the vacation.

Project Z84:  Legion Field Park River Stabilization Project – Consider Award of Bid. 

The Redwood River enters the Legion Field Park area adjacent to the park shelter in the southwest portion of the park. 

Over the last several years, the riverbank has eroded several feet closer to the park shelter facilities. Currently, the 

riverbank has eroded immediately behind the water fill spigot and bituminous apron around the park shelter.  

City Engineering staff has identified a stabilization project to reclaim some of the lost riverbank and reinforce the bank 

with riprap rock. Staff originally budgeted $100,000 to perform riverbank stabilization at this location and another 

location adjacent to the bike path on the east portion of the park near the city pool entrance road. Staff removed the 

stabilization adjacent to the bike path to coordinate stabilization needs with potential bike path relocation due to the 

future aquatic center design.  

At the July 13, 2021 meeting, City Council authorized staff to advertise for bids.  

On August 4, 2021, bids were received for the above-referenced project. Three bids were received as shown on the bid 

tabulation. The apparent low bidder is A&C Excavating, LLC in the amount of $37,163.50. 

The project estimate was $65,000, including contingency (10%) and engineering (16%) costs for this stabilization project. 

This project is identified in the 2021 CIP. Based on the bid results, the estimated total project cost, including 5% 

allowance for contingencies and 16% for engineering and administrative costs, is $45,265.14.

Authorize City Staff to Award Quotes for Curb & Gutter Replacement. 

In 2021, the City Council authorized $625,000 to be used for the annual City Mill and Overlay project of local city streets. 

As part of the project, some sections of curb and gutter are replaced to ensure proper drainage on the newly overlaid 

streets.  

This year’s project included the mill and overlay of the following local streets:

At the February 23, 2021 City Council meeting, the City Council awarded the contract at $580,564.28, with a maximum 

expenditure not to exceed $625,000. The local mill and overlay project total costs have come in at approximately 

$590,260. This is largely due to receiving very competitive bids, with the low bid being the best price of bituminous mix 

that we’ve seen in many years.  

At the July 13, 2021 City Council meeting, the City Council authorized City staff to receive quotes for additional curb and 

gutter replacement by utilizing the remaining $34,740 of 2021 overlay project funds to complete curb and gutter 

replacement on routes that will likely be included in a 2022 mill and overlay project.  

Two quotes were received as follows:  

 Hisken Construction, Inc. - Marshall, MN $43,798  

 Musch Construction, Inc. - Pipestone, MN $44,042  

The low quote was received from Hisken Construction, Inc. of Marshall, Minnesota. City staff would propose to reduce 

project quantities to ensure that expenditures do not exceed $34,740. 

No impact beyond allocated 2021 budget of $625,000 for mill and overlay project. 

Motion made by Councilmember Lozinski, Seconded by Councilmember Schafer that the Council award the 

quotes for additional curb and gutter work on next year’s overlay routes to Hisken Construction, Inc. of Marshall, 

Minnesota, in an amount not to exceed $34,740.00. Voting Yea: Mayor Byrnes, Councilmember Schafer, 

Councilmember Edblom, Councilmember DeCramer, Councilmember Lozinski. Voting Nay: Councilmember 

Labat. The motion Passed. 5-1

Project Z75/SAP 139-124-004:  South 4th Street Reconstruction Project - 1) Resolution Declaring Cost to Be 
Assessed and Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment. 2) Resolution for Hearing on Proposed 
Assessment. 

This project consisted of the following: reconstruction and utility replacement on South 4th Street from the intersection 

of Elaine Avenue and South 4th Street to the intersection of Country Club Drive and South 4th Street. Utility work 

included sanitary sewer, watermain, and storm sewer replacement. This project also included new curb and gutter, new 

5-ft. sidewalk on the west side of the street, driveway aprons, water services, and sewer services to the right-of-way. 

“Resolution Declaring Cost to be Assessed and Ordering the Preparation of the Proposed Assessment” for the project.

The 2020 GO Bond interest rate was 0.84% plus 2% results in a 2.84% assessment 

interest rate.  

The term of the assessment repayment is proposed by staff to be 8 years. The City has no formal written policy on the 

term but has followed an administrative past practice to generally match the assessment repayment to the bond 

repayment term assuming a typical reconstruction project with assessments reaching near the maximum of the 

residential assessment rate. If the assessment is substantially higher in cases such as commercial assessments the term 

may be appropriate to increase. Alternatively, on smaller assessment projects consideration could be made to shorten 

the assessment term.

Project Z76:  South 1st Street Reconstruction Project - 1) Resolution Declaring Cost to Be Assessed and 
Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment.  2) Resolution for Hearing on Proposed Assessment. 

This project consisted of reconstruction and utility replacement on South 1st Street generally between Southview Drive 

and George Street. Water, sanitary sewer, and storm sewer catch basins were replaced along South 1st Street in this 

area. Sidewalk was added along the west side of the street to provide connection to existing sidewalk north of the 

project area on South 1st Street and existing sidewalk at Southview Drive. This project also included new curb and 

gutter, driveway aprons, and water services. In addition to the utility replacement and street reconstruction on South 1 

st Street, sanitary sewer force main improvements were made at the intersection of South 1st Street and DeSchepper 

Street.

Independence Park Projects – 1) Project PK-001:  Trail Replacement Project - Consider Authorization to 

Advertise for Bids;  2) Stormwater Pond Expansion – Consider Acceptance of Proposal from Bolton & Menk, 

Inc. 

The multi-use trail within Independence Park is a bituminous-surfaced trail that is approximately 10-FT wide that travels 

throughout the entire park. The trail pavement is in poor condition and several areas do not meet ADA requirements. 

There are numerous locations where surface defects make the trail difficult to traverse, and numerous other locations 

where trail cross slopes are severe, resulting in hazardous conditions.  

City staff has worked quickly to prepare construction plans for trail reconstruction to help ensure that a project could be 

completed prior to the City’s 150th Celebration in August 2022.  

Further, City staff believes it would be prudent to complete an Independence Park Pond forebay expansion project in 

coordination with the trail replacement project. The forebay expansion would create additional pond storage volume in 

the park while also creating a ponding environment that promotes solids settlement (stormwater treatment) within the 

forebay area with the goal of reducing future pond areas that will require dredging. Coordinating the projects helps to 

ensure that new trail is installed in the proper location and investments into trail pavement and new culvert crossing are 

preserved. 

City staff has prepared a set of construction plans to reconstruct the existing trail network within the park as follows:  

- The reconstructed trail is proposed to be a 10-FT wide, concrete-surfaced trail, with few exceptions.  

- The trail in the “center island area” between the three ponds is proposed at 8-FT wide, and the trail north of the 

ballfields that leads to the horseshoe facilities is proposed to be 6-FT wide.  

- The area surrounding the ballfield concessions building and the ballfield seating area is proposed to be replaced with 

concrete. The existing gravel area along the first base of the west field and the third base line of the east field is 

proposed to be removed and replaced with grass. The fencing surrounding the ballfield concessions area is proposed to 

be removed as well.  

- The new trail would meet current ADA standards for accessibility.  

The Base Bid package will include all trail portions, with the exception of the north-south connection from Lyon Street to 

the gazebo. The project is planned to be bid with this section as an Alternate. Council would have the options to award 

the Base Bid package only, both Base Bid and Alternate together, or make no award.  

To help accomplish the goal of an August 2022 completion, staff is proposing to separate the Independence Park Trail 

Replacement Project (PK-001) from the Independence Park Pond Forebay Expansion Project. The Independence Park 

Trail Replacement Project (PK-001) would be bid first because plans are ready. The Independence Park Pond Forebay 

Expansion Project would be bid in September and likely awarded in early October once plans are finalized.  
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For Council review and consideration is a proposal prepared by Bolton & Menk, Inc. of Mankato, Minnesota, for the 

Independence Park stormwater pond expansion. Bolton & Menk’s proposal covers design costs for the pond expansion, 

outlet structure, and trail connection over the outlet structure.  

Staff is proposing the following schedule for PK-001:

Independence Park Trail Replacement Project (PK-001): Engineer’s Estimate for the construction of the Base Bid package 

is $422,875. A total cost of $532,822.50 includes contingency (10%) and engineering (16%).  

The Estimate for the Alternate Bid is $62,062.50. A total cost of $78,198.75 includes contingency and engineering.  

Independence Park Pond Forebay Expansion Project: The total estimated not to exceed cost for project design as 

provided in the included Bolton & Menk proposal is $10,000. The preliminary estimated cost for pond expansion, culvert 

installation, and trail connection is $189,500, of which, $164,000 is estimated to be eligible for funding through the 

Surface Water Management Utility (SWMU).

amount of $10,000. Additional services will be provided on an hourly basis upon approval by City staff. Voting Yea: 

Mayor Byrnes, Councilmember Schafer, Councilmember Edblom, Councilmember DeCramer, Councilmember 

Lozinski Voting Nay: Councilmember Labat. The motion Passed. 5-1 

 

Consider the Resolution ordering the abatement of several hazardous buildings located in the Broadmoor 

Valley Mobile Home Park in the city of Marshall, Minnesota 

Council and Staff have long been aware of the deteriorating residential conditions of properties located within the 

Broadmoor Valley mobile home park. Several residents presented information to Council at the July 13, 2021 Council 

Meeting. The presentation included photographs of hazardous/substandard buildings presently located at Broadmoor 

Valley. Subsequent to that meeting, building officials have viewed the properties to confirm present condition of the 

deteriorating condition of properties.  
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Based upon statements and photographs provided, and based upon prior building official inspections, a current list has 

been put together regarding several current problematic residences within the mobile home park. A consolidated list of 

17 structures requiring either demolition or repair has been put together to address an immediate need for action, City 

Attorney is recommending that City Council pass a resolution requiring the immediate demolition and removal of four 

identified uninhabitable properties presently located at the Broadmoor Valley mobile home park. A building inspection 

from Building Official, Ilya Gutman from Thursday, August 5, 2021 confirmed that the four properties identified in the 

resolution need to be razed and removed immediately. In the council packet is a proposed resolution authorizing City 

Attorney to take the necessary steps to serve the abatement order. Minnesota Law provides the property owner 30 days 

to accomplish the abatement as ordered. If the abatement does not occur as ordered, this matter will proceed through 

the Lyon County District Court for enforcement. 

City Attorney, with consultation from Attorney Jason Hill of Kennedy & Graven is proposing to proceed to obtain an 

administrative search warrant authorizing access to the remaining properties on the consolidated list of 17 properties as 

put together. It is anticipated that building official will obtain permission to inspect the properties for compliance with 

either the Minnesota Housing or Building Code. Deficiencies will be identified, and it is anticipated that a subsequent 

abatement order will be prepared for Council either addressing additional removal or repair of properties.  

Minnesota Law does allow for enforcement through court action. If the owner does not abate the hazardous or 

substandard buildings, City can apply for court order authorizing the City to abate the problem and abate the costs back 

to the property owner.  

Motion made by Councilmember Schafer, Seconded by Councilmember DeCramer to adopt Resolution Number 

21-058, a Resolution ordering the abatement of several hazardous buildings located in the Broadmoor Valley Mobile 

Home Park in the city of Marshall, Minnesota and authorize staff to insert legal descriptions. Voting Yea: Mayor 

Byrnes, Councilmember Schafer, Councilmember Edblom, Councilmember DeCramer, Councilmember Labat, 

Councilmember Lozinski. The motion Carried. 6-0

Background 

Information: 

MnDOT is proceeding with plans to complete State Project 4204-40, the 
reconstruction of MN 19/College Drive from South 4th Street to Bruce Street within 
our city limits. The project is a comprehensive reconstruction project that includes 
new pavement, sidewalk, and city utilities. Some notable changes include the 
addition of a roundabout, the removal of a traffic signal, the addition of RRFB 
pedestrian crossings, optimized road widths, access review, and strategically placed 
center medians. In accordance with State Statutes, MnDOT is required to receive the 
City’s approval of the proposed layout by Resolution of the City Council.  
 
MnDOT has made significant efforts to engage with the public, key stakeholders, and 
the City Council leading up to this request to help achieve project support and obtain 
“municipal consent”. City Engineering staff has met numerous times with the MnDOT 
team to review and comment throughout the process.  
 
Included with this memorandum is a “Municipal Consent Packet” as provided by Jesse 
Vlaminck, MnDOT Project Manager. The packet includes a memorandum, applicable 
State Statutes, project schedule, project cost estimate, and resolutions for the city to 
utilize for offering municipal consent. Also included with MnDOT’s submittal is the 
final layout to be used for the project. The final layout provides the basis for the 
project as it highlights the general concept for the project by identifying all key 
features and access points for the highway. 
 
State Statutes required the following: 

- City to schedule a public hearing within 15 days of receiving the final layout 
(by 7/28/21) and the public hearing was scheduled at the 07/13/2021 City 
Council meeting to be held 08/24/2021 

- Conduct a public hearing within 60 days of receiving the final layout 
(by 9/11/21) and the public hearing is being held at this 08/24/2021 City 
Council meeting 

 
State Statutes will require the following: 

- Approve or disapprove the layout by resolution within 90 days of the public 
hearing (by 12/10/21).  

 
MnDOT Project Manager, Jesse Vlaminck is present at this meeting to help present 
this topic and answer City Council questions. Jesse will help explain the municipal 
consent process and guide Council expectations moving forward.  
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Fiscal Impact: No fiscal impact at this time.  
 
A future estimated total city cost of $3,895,661 at time of College Drive 
reconstruction project. All improvements may be assessed according to the current 
Special Assessment Policy, including but not limited to participation from Marshall 
Municipal Utilities, Wastewater Department, Surface Water Management Utility 
Fund and Ad Valorem.  Final approval of the project must include determination of 
funding sources.

Project Purpose 
This project has a deteriorated pavement, indicated by a sub-standard Ride Quality Index (RQI) 
rating. The RQI rating is projected to continue to decline. This project also has pedestrian access 
facilities, ramps and sidewalks that do not meet the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) 
standards. This project also has aging underground city utilities; sewer and water mains that are in 
poor condition.

signs, and pavement markings.

MnDOT will be responsible for the following:

 Non-routine storm sewer system maintenance is defined as removal of sediment from the

Subdivision 1. Applicability. The terms in sections 161.162 to 161.167 have the meanings given them​
in this section and section 160.02.​

Subd. 2. Final layout. (a) "Final layout" means geometric layouts and supplemental drawings that show​
the location, character, dimensions, access, and explanatory information about the highway construction or​
improvement work being proposed. "Final layout" includes, where applicable, traffic lanes, shoulders, trails,​
intersections, signals, bridges, approximate right-of-way limits, existing ground line and proposed grade​
line of the highway, turn lanes, access points and closures, sidewalks, proposed design speed, noise walls,​
transit considerations, auxiliary lanes, interchange locations, interchange types, sensitive areas, existing​
right-of-way, traffic volume and turning movements, location of storm water drainage, location of municipal​
utilities, project schedule and estimated cost, and the name of the project manager.​

(b) "Final layout" does not include a cost participation agreement. For purposes of this subdivision "cost​
participation agreement" means a document signed by the commissioner and the governing body of a​
municipality that states the costs of a highway construction project that will be paid by the municipality.​

Subd. 3. Final construction plan. "Final construction plan" means the set of technical drawings for the​
construction or improvement of a trunk highway provided to contractors for bids.​

Subd. 4. Governing body. "Governing body" means the elected council of a municipality.​

Subd. 5. Municipality. "Municipality" means a statutory or home rule charter city.​

Subdivision 1. Submission of final layout. Before proceeding with the construction, reconstruction, or​
improvement of any route on the trunk highway system lying within any municipality, the commissioner​
shall submit to its governing body a final layout and project report covering the purpose, route location, and​
proposed design of the highway. The final layout must be submitted as part of a report containing any​
supporting data that the commissioner deems helpful to the governing body in reviewing the final layout​
submitted. The supporting data must include a good-faith cost estimate of all the costs in which the governing​
body is expected to participate. The final layout must be submitted before final decisions are reached so that​
meaningful early input can be obtained from the municipality.​

Subd. 2. Governing body action. (a) Within 15 days of receiving a final layout from the commissioner,​
the governing body shall schedule a public hearing on the final layout. The governing body shall, within 60​
days of receiving a final layout from the commissioner, conduct a public hearing at which the Department​
of Transportation shall present the final layout for the project. The governing body shall give at least 30​
days' notice of the public hearing.​

(b) Within 90 days from the date of the public hearing, the governing body shall approve or disapprove​
the final layout in writing, as follows:​

(1) If the governing body approves the final layout or does not disapprove the final layout in writing​
within 90 days, in which case the final layout is deemed to be approved, the commissioner may continue​
the project development.​

(2) If the final construction plans contain changes in access, traffic capacity, or acquisition of permanent​
right-of-way from the final layout approved by the governing body, the commissioner shall resubmit the​
portion of the final construction plans where changes were made to the governing body.

When Required 
Municipal approval is required for any trunk highway project that results in any of the 
following within a municipality: 

 
• Alters access, 
• Increases or reduces traffic capacity, or 
• Requires acquisition of permanent right of way. 

 
Increasing or reducing traffic capacity means increasing or reducing the number of 
through lanes. For example, adding an auxiliary lane is not a change in capacity. 

 
Acquisition of permanent right of way includes acquisition of permanent easements 
(e.g., drainage easements). 

 
 

Exceptions 
Municipal consent is not required for maintenance activities or for the following: 

• HOV Lanes / Dynamic shoulders (MN Statute 160.93, Subd. 3) 
• Traffic safety measures (MN Statute 161.163, Subd. 2) 

 
HOV Lanes / Dynamic Shoulder Lanes (MN Statute 160.93, Subd. 3) 
Municipal consent is not required (regardless of impacts to access, capacity, or right of 
way) for the construction and/or designation of lanes on trunk highways for use as 
either: 

• High-Occupancy Vehicle Lanes (e.g., MnPASS), or 
• Dynamic Shoulder Lanes, 

 
Traffic safety measures (MN Statute 161.163, Subd. 2) 
Municipal consent is not required (regardless of impacts to access, capacity, or right of 
way) for projects needed for any of the following: 

• Regulate traffic, or 
• Install traffic control devices, or 
• Other safety measures 
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The term “other safety measures” refers to traffic safety measures. The 
addition of a turn lane, for example, is a traffic safety measure; the 
replacement of a structurally-deficient or fracture-critical bridge is not. 

 
Below are examples of traffic safety exceptions: 

 
Safety Improvements for Pedestrian/ADA Facilities 

Municipal consent is not required for projects in which the only trigger for 
municipal consent is the acquisition of minor amounts of right of way 
needed for safety improvements required to comply with ADA and to 
further MnDOT’s goal of providing safe, accessible pedestrian facilities. 

 
The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) is a federal act that requires 
MnDOT to provide accessible pedestrian facilities. MnDOT projects often 
include improvements to comply with ADA and to help reach MnDOT’s 
goal of providing safe and accessible pedestrian facilities. 

 
NOTE: The Minnesota statutory definition of “pedestrian” includes 
any person in a wheelchair. (See Minnesota Statute 169.011, 
Subd.53 and Subd. 93). 

 
Acquisition of permanent right of way is one of the statutory triggers for 
obtaining municipal consent, and minor amounts of right of way are 
sometimes needed for safe and accessible pedestrian facilities. However, 
Minnesota Statute 161.163, Subd. 2 includes a traffic safety exception to 
the municipal consent requirement. Improvements needed to provide 
safe, accessible pedestrian facilities are traffic safety measures, and thus 
are safety exceptions to municipal consent. These safety improvements 
include curb ramps, accessible sidewalks and ramps, pedestrian refuge 
areas, areas for safe pedestrian movement, and pedestrian-operated 
warning devices. 

 
Roundabouts 

Roundabouts are used for traffic regulation and as a safety measure, and 
thus are exceptions that do not require municipal consent even if they 
require acquisition of permanent right of way. 
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Roles and Procedures 
Municipal consent should only be requested from a city if it is required. (See Threshold Criteria 
above). 

 
Sometimes a city may choose to waive municipal consent on a specific project. In that case the 
city council must pass a resolution clearly identifying the project and waiving its right to 
municipal consent for that project. However, the typical municipal consent process is as outlined 
below. 

 

Procedure (for obtaining municipal consent) 
1. Mn/DOT (District) submits to the city the final layout with a letter requesting city 

approval. The letter includes a good faith cost estimate of the city’s share of the 
project’s cost and the following (either in the letter or in an attached report): 

• project purpose 
• route location 
• short description of the proposed design of the highway 
• any additional supporting data 

 
2. City schedules and holds public hearing (within 60 days of submittal). 

City must schedule within 15 days of receiving Mn/DOT’s request for approval and 
must give 30 days public notice. 

 
3. City passes resolution approving / disapproving (within 90 days of public hearing). 

After 90 from the date of the public hearing, if the city has not passed a resolution 
disapproving the layout, the layout is deemed approved. 

 
4. If city disapproves, Mn/DOT decides whether to: 

 

a. Meet city’s condition(s), assuming city approved with conditions: 
Mn/DOT writes city a letter indicating this and attaches revised layout with 
change(s). This ends the MC process. 

 
b. Go to the appeal process. 

 

c. Stop the project (do not build the project, or scale project down so that municipal 
consent is no longer required). 
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5. If in the final plan Mn/DOT alters access, capacity or R/W, Mn/DOT must re-submit 
changed portion of plan for city’s approval. (The city is not required to hold another 
public hearing and has 60 days to approve or disapprove). 

 

City Approval 
The city can approve either by a formal approval resolution (see generic resolution in 
Appendix), or by not passing a resolution disapproving the layout within 90 days of the 
public hearing. 

 
The city’s review – with regards to layout approval – is limited to the project elements 
in the final layout that are within the boundaries of that city. A city cannot impose a 
condition on its approval that is outside of the city’s boundaries. 

 
The process allows the city one opportunity to exercise approval or disapproval of the 
final layout (unless Mn/DOT alters the plan with regards to access, capacity, or right- 
of-way). Once a city approves the layout, it cannot rescind its approval later. If a city 
disapproves with conditions, and if Mn/DOT agrees to meet those conditions – and 
notifies the city in writing (including copy of revised layout) – then municipal consent 
has been obtained. 

 
The municipal consent statute applies to changes on “any route on the trunk highway 
system lying within any municipality.” If a T.H. borders a city and no section of the T.H. 
is completely within the city limits, municipal consent is still required for any of the 
designated changes (access, capacity, or right of way) that do occur within that city. 
However, if the changes triggering the municipal consent process are on the other side 
of the T.H. – and thus outside the city’s limits – then municipal consent is not required 
from that city and is not requested from that city. 

 

City Disapproval 
If a city disapproves the final layout, Mn/DOT can stop the project (or scale it back so 
that municipal consent is no longer required), or Mn/DOT can take the project to the 
appeal process. 
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If the city disapproves – but includes condition(s) for approval, Mn/DOT has the above 
options plus the option of meeting the city’s condition(s), and thus obtaining the city’s 
approval. To do this, Mn/DOT sends the city a letter to that effect with the layout 
attached (revised to show the change(s)). This completes the municipal consent 
process; Mn/DOT then has the city’s approval. (Sending the letter and revised layout is 
NOT a resubmittal for further consideration by the city). 

 

Appeal Process 
The appeal process is the same for interstate and non-interstate projects. However, 
the Mn/DOT Commissioner is not bound by the recommendations of the appeal board 
with respect to interstate highways. 

 
If Mn/DOT decides to go to the appeal process, the first step is to establish an Appeal 
Board of three members: one member appointed by the Commissioner, one member 
appointed by the City Council, and a third member agreed upon by both the 
Commissioner and the City Council. (If a third member cannot be agreed upon, the 
Commissioner refers the selection to the chief justice of the Supreme Court, who then 
has 14 days to appoint the third member). 

 
After the appeal board is established, the Commissioner refers the final layout to the 
Appeal Board. The Appeal Board then has 30 days to hold a hearing at which the 
Commissioner and the City Council may present their cases for or against approval of 
the layout. Within 60 days after the hearing, the Appeal Board must make its 
recommendation regarding the final layout. The recommendation can be for: 

• approval, or 
• approval with modifications, or 
• disapproval. 

 
The board can also make additional recommendations consistent with state and 
federal requirements as it deems appropriate. The board must submit a written report 
with its findings and recommendations to the Commissioner and the City Council. 
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Mn/DOT Public Involvement 
 
 
 
 

Glossary 
Municipality: A statutory or home rule charter city. 

 
Municipal Consent: A municipality’s approval of Mn/DOT’s final layout for a project on a Trunk 
Highway when such approval is required by State Statute – see Threshold Criteria above. 
(Approval is by a resolution passed by the elected council of the municipality – the City Council).

the layout that was not approved (and sends a report to the City and the Appeal 
Board stating the reasons for doing so).

NOTE: If final construction plans contain changes to access, capacity, or right of way from the layout approved by the 
City, Mn/DOT resubmits the changed portion of the plans to the City for approval.

2.01. There is a need for new development on the Property to increase the tax base of 
the City and to improve the general economy of the state. 
 
2.02. The granting of the proposed abatement is in the public interest because it will 
increase or preserve the tax base of the City. 
 
2.03. The Property is not located in a tax increment financing district. 
 
2.04. The granting of the proposed abatement will not cause the aggregate amount of 
abatements granted by the City under the Act to exceed the greater of ten percent 
(10.00%) of the County’s current property tax levy, or $200,000. 
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2.05. It is in the best interests of the City to grant the tax abatement authorized in this 
Resolution. 
 
 Section 3. GRANTING OF TAX ABATMENT 
 
3.01. A property tax abatement (the “Abatement”) is hereby granted in respect of 
property taxes levied by the City on the Property for two (2) years, commencing with taxes 
payable for the assessed value related to the capital improvements outlined in 1.03. 
 
3.02. The City shall provide the awarded abatement payment following payment of due 
real estate taxes annually. One single payment shall be made to the owner of record by 
December 30th of that calendar year. 
 
3.03 The tax abatement shall be for the residential capital improvements only. Land 
values and the current base value are not eligible and will not be abated. 
 
3.04 The tax abatement period will commence with receipt of the Certificate of 
Occupancy, or not more than one year following approval of the taxing authority’s 
resolution, whichever is first.   
 
3.05. The Abatement may be modified or terminated at any time by the Common Council 
in accordance with the Act.

Background 

Information: 

The multi-use trail within Independence Park is a bituminous-surfaced trail that is 
approximately 10-FT wide that travels throughout the entire park. The trail pavement 
is in poor condition and several areas do not meet ADA requirements. There are 
numerous locations where surface defects make the trail difficult to traverse, and 
numerous other locations where trail cross slopes are severe, resulting in hazardous 
conditions. 
 
At the August 10, 2021 meeting, City Council authorized staff to advertise for bids.  
 
On August 24, 2021, bids were received for the above-referenced project.  Five bids 
were received as shown on the attached resolution awarding contract.  
 
The apparent low bidder is A&C Excavating, LLC of Marshall, MN with a total bid 
amount, including Alternates 1 & 2 of $410,358.60.  A&C Excavating, LLC is the low 
bidder for all award options that may be considered. Based on the advantageous 
pricing received, city staff recommends to award both project alternates. 
 
 

Fiscal Impact: The project estimate was $591,875.79 (Base Bid + Alternate 1 + Alternate 2), including 
contingency (10%) and engineering (16%) costs for this project.   
 
Based on the bid results, the estimated total project cost, including 5% allowance for 
contingencies and 16% for engineering and administrative costs, is $499,816.77.

Subject: Project Z87 - Diversion Channel Slope Repair and Sheet Piling Removal Project – 
Consider Award of Bid. 

Background 

Information: 

The Redwood River Diversion Channel begins west of the Lyon County Public Works 
property at the diversion structure east of County Road 7. Over the last several 
years, the channel bank has eroded significantly in several locations upstream of the 
drop structure north of Madrid Street. There are several locations where sheet 
piling used for outfall installation was left in place. This sheet piling, along with 
numerous recent high-water events, has contributed to the erosion of the diversion 
channel banks. The drainage ditches adjacent to the diversion channel spill into the 
channel via flume channels. These flume channels have also exhibited erosion and 
need repair. 
 
City Engineering staff has identified a project to repair the severely eroded channel 
bank locations, remove sheet piling, and repair flume channels and storm water 
pipe outfalls. Staff originally budgeted $155,000 in the 2021 Capital Budget to 
perform repairs in the diversion channel. 
 
At the July 27, 2021 meeting, City Council authorized staff to advertise for bids.  
 
On August 18, 2021, bids were received for the above-referenced project. At the bid 
opening, it was noted that our electronic bidding system indicated that three bids 
were completed and those three bids were read aloud. It was noted that R & G 
Construction of Marshall was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $98,950.44.  
 
Following the bid opening, city staff identified that a fourth bid was submitted on 
time, but the bidder had not acknowledged the third and last project addendum 
that was issued. Because the final addendum was not acknowledged, our electronic 
bidding program identified the bid as being incomplete. Upon investigation, staff 
realized that Towne & Country Excavating’s proposal was completed and submitted 
on Friday, August 13th. The third addendum was issued on Monday, August 16th. The 
electronic bidding program sends an e-mail notification that an addendum is issued, 
but Towne & Country did not check e-mail or otherwise failed to acknowledge the 
most recent addendum. Therefore, the program turned Towne & Country’s 
“completed” submittal into an “incomplete” submittal. Towne & Country’s proposal 
was for $85,094.00 and the contractor has notified staff that Addendum No. 3 does 
not impact their submittal.  
 
The purpose of Addendum No. 3 was to notify all bidders of an alternative method 
of completing a portion of the contract work. Staff determined the need to issue 
Addendum No. 3 because staff had authorized one contractor that they may utilize 
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an alternative method to complete work and it was important to issue notification 
of the alternative method to all plan holders to help ensure that contractors are 
aware of all construction methods available to them to give the City of Marshall the 
best possible price. 
 
City staff has conferred with City legal staff regarding this situation. As is common in 
municipal bid advertisements, the City’s advertisements contain the language that 
the city reserves the right to reject all bids or waive informalities or irregularities. 
There are several court rulings that have established that a bidder who has deviated 
from the specifications may still be awarded a contract if the deviation was a non-
material deviation. A general rule is that a deviation is material if it gives a bidder a 
substantial advantage or benefit over other bidders. Conversely, non-material 
deviations are those that are technical irregularities that do not injure other 
bidders.  
 
Reviewing Addendum No. 3, it is not requiring any additional information from 
bidders, it is not changing the scope of work that is required to be completed, it is 
not changing project quantities, it does not contain a new proposal sheet, it does 
not change the nature of work to be completed, and by city staff’s determination, it 
is largely non-material in nature because it is a question and answer type of project 
addendum.  
 
To make an award recommendation in this instance, the City Council will need to 
make the determination of whether the failed acknowledgement of Addendum No. 
3 constitutes a material deviation.  
 

Fiscal Impact: Staff budgeted $155,000 in the CIP for this project. The project will be funded by the 
Surface Water Management Utility. If awarded to Towne & Country Excavating, the 
project will cost $103,644.49, including 5% contingency and 16% engineering fees. IF 
awarded to R&G Construction, the project will cost $120,521.64, including 5% 
contingency and 16% engineering fees.  

Alternative/ Variations: 1) that the Council declare the failed acknowledgement of Addendum No. 3 to 
be material in nature, reject the non-conforming apparent low bid and 
authorize award of the project to the second low bid received from R&G 
Construction Co. of Marshall, MN in the amount of $98,950.44.

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      LEASE AGREEMENT 

 

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this  _____  day of ___________, 20___ by and between the City 

of Marshall, Minnesota, (hereinafter referred to as City) and Lutheran Social Services, (hereinafter referred to as 

LSS). 
 

 WHEREAS, the City is the owner of the building located in the City of Marshall and referred to herein as 

the Adult Community Center; 
 WHEREAS, LSS is organized and exists for the purpose of providing meals for qualifying individuals. 

 WHEREAS, LSS agrees to lease and use a portion of the Adult Community Center for the purpose of 

installing equipment for the provision of meals and for the preparation and consumption of meals. 
 NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual obligations and agreements of the parties herein, and 

other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties 

hereby agree as follows: 

1. City hereby leases to, and LSS hereby accepts, space within the Adult Community Center, as set forth in 
Paragraph 4 of this agreement for the following purposes: 

a. The location and installation of food preparation and storage equipment for storage and preparation 

of food in the nutrition program. 
b. Serving area and consumption area for the patrons of the nutrition program 

c. Preparation area to provide meals to be delivered off site. 

2. This lease shall run from January 1 of 2022 and terminating on December 31 of 2022.  
3. LSS will pay to the City as and for rental for said premises for the period from January 1, 2022 to 

December 31, 2022 the sum of 21 cents for every meal prepared on site and for any partial meal 

prepared on site of which sum shall include the cost to the City for utility services (gas, water, sewer, 
garbage, local phone service and electricity).  Said amount shall be payable monthly on or before the first 

day of the month.  The rental amount provided for in this paragraph may be adjusted upwards by the City 

upon sixty days notice to LSS such adjustments to be based on increases in the use of utility services. 
4. LSS shall be allowed the use of the kitchen located at the Adult Community Center from the hours of 8:00 

a.m. to 1:00 p.m. and shall be allowed the use of the dining room in the Adult Community Center from the 

hours of 9:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.   Any other hours of use of the Adult 

Community Center by LSS shall require prior approval of the Adult Community Center.  Adult 

Community Center maintains their right to utilize the kitchen and dining area or permit use to 

others during the above-mentioned timeframes with advance communication to both the user and 

LSS.  
 

5. LSS will provide liability insurance for personal injury and property damage in at least the minimum 

amount of $500,000. LSS shall list City as “additional insured” on said Policy and shall provide the City 

with proof of such coverage.  LSS shall hold the City harmless from all liability for injury or damage to any 
persons or property arising out of LSS use of City’s premises.  LSS will ensure all equipment belonging to 

them in amounts and under terms sufficient to hold the City harmless from any liability loss to said 

equipment.  A complete inventory of equipment provided and used by LSS at the Adult Community Center 

will be provided to the City at the beginning of the contract period, and any changes thereto will be 
promptly reported in writing to the City.  LSS shall provide all worker’s compensation insurance required 

by law for the coverage of its employees, agents and servants.  It is specifically understood by and between 

the parties that all times under this agreement and all employees, agents and servants of LSS who 
participate in the meals program or in any other way authorized by this agreement shall be deemed to be 

employees of LSS and not of the City of Marshall, for the purpose of determining worker’s compensation 

liability. 
6. LSS shall make its equipment available to the City for use by it or other such persons or organizations as it 

may designate upon reasonable notice and at such times and under such conditions as the parties may agree 

to and the circumstances may warrant. 

7. LSS shall always be responsible for the maintenance, repair and replacement of equipment belonging to 

LSS or belonging to the City and used by LSS, in a safe and sanitary condition and shall be responsible for 

custodial activity associated with and resulting from their meals program. The entire used rental area that is 

used must be cleaned daily. The City shall be responsible for and provide all other necessary and 
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reasonable maintenance and custodial services in and around the Adult Community Center. Per agreement 

made on January 1, 1998, the following equipment is owned by the City of Marshall and is to be 

maintained and/or replaced as needed.  City owned equipment includes the following: Hobart Dishwasher, 

McCall 2 section freezer 4045F, Convection oven, Stainless steel worktable, Hobart mixer A200, Hot food 

table E-303-25P6, Refrigerator COR155d, and Vulcan 6 burner oven 

8. LSS may not assign any right, privilege or license conferred by this agreement; nor may it sublet or 

encumber any portion of the lease premises without first obtaining written consent of the City. 

9. Notwithstanding any other provision hereof, the parties hereto may by mutual consent and in writing agree 

to modifications and additions hereto.    

10. This agreement may be terminated prior to expiration of the term hereof as follows: 

a. By Mutual written agreement of the Parties; or 

 b. By either Party (the Aggrieved Party), upon material breach of the agreement by the other party 

(the Breaching Party), which breach is not cured to the Aggrieved Party’s reasonable satisfaction within 

sixty (60) days after the aggrieved Party provides the Breaching Party with written notice of the breach.  In 

the event either Party gives written notice of breach, the Aggrieved Party alleging the breach may be 

required by the Breaching Party to specify in writing the exact nature of the alleged breach, specific 

incidents that support the claim of the alleged breach, and the specific actions that the Aggrieved party 

alleging the breach deems reasonable and appropriate to cure the alleged breach or: 

 c. By providing a minimum written notice of at least 180 days prior to the effective date of 

termination.

Background 

Information: 

Gabe Olson, owner of L2C LLC (Suite Liv’n) has applied for Tax Increment Financing to develop 
two, 24-unit workforce apartment buildings located at 406 Village Drive and 501 Village Drive.  
 
L2C LLC is co-owned by Olson and his business partner, Jeff Huston who also co-own Suite Liv’n, 
the property management company that is responsible for managing the apartments. L2C LLC 
purchased its first property in Marshall in 2018 and now owns approximately 350 units within 
the city.  
 
Estimated project costs for the development both units are $6.2 million with construction 
anticipated to begin in Spring of 2022. The proposed project would include 32 one-bedroom 
units and 16 two-bedroom units. The proposed development would include 40% of dwelling 
units affordable to household earning 60% or less of the area median income.  
 
The development would also help meet the goals of the City of Marshall’s new Housing Study 
which is nearing completion. The study draft indicates a need for 124 new market rate rental 
housing units, 75 shallow-subsidy units and 128 deep-subsidy units through 2030. Proposed 
rental rates for the project range from $700 - $900. (Housing Study Draft Executive Study 
included in packet) 
 
Olson originally requested 25 years of TIF for the project but following review from Baker Tilley, 
staff is requesting a 12-year, Pay-Go TIF Plan which would equates to $460,000 in payments.  
 
Staff has submitted a Development Agreement to the HRA for approval.

“Authority”), after public hearing thereon; 

 

 WHEREAS, the Authority has proposed to establish Project Area No. 6 (the “Project Area”) 

located in the City pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sections 469.001 to 469.047 (the “HRA Act”), and to 

that end has caused to be prepared a document entitled “Project Plan for Project Area No. 6” (the “Project 

Plan”); and  

 

WHEREAS, the Project Plan contains an identification of need and a statement of purpose and 

objectives, land uses and standards for development for carrying out a development project, including 

property to be acquired, public improvements to be provided, development to occur, and sources of 

revenue to pay development costs within the Project Area; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Authority has determined a need to establish Tax Increment Financing (Housing) 

District No. 6-1 (the “TIF District”) within the Project Area, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sections 

469.174 to 469.1794, as amended (the “TIF Act”), and to that end has caused to be prepared a document 

entitled “Tax Increment Financing Plan for Tax Increment Financing (Housing) District No. 6-1” (the “TIF 

Plan”); and 

 

 WHEREAS, the TIF District is being established to facilitate the acquisition and construction of an 

affordable housing development consisting of two three-story apartment buildings containing a total of 

approximately 48 rental housing units and related amenities (the “Housing Development”); and 

 

 WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.175 requires that before a county auditor may certify 

a tax increment financing district created under the TIF Act the governing body of the municipality must 

approve the tax increment financing plan after a public hearing thereon; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Authority has asked the Council to approve the establishment of the Project Area 

and the Project Plan therefor and the creation, within the Project Area, of the TIF District as a housing tax 

increment financing district under Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.174, Subd. 11 and the adoption of the 

TIF Plan therefor, all pursuant to and in accordance with the TIF Act; and 

 

 WHEREAS, on June 22, 2021, the Council adopted a resolution calling for a public hearing on July 

27, 2021 to consider the establishment of the Project Area and the Project Plan and the establishment of the 

TIF District and the TIF Plan; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Project Plan and the TIF Plan were, in accordance with the HRA Act and TIF Act, 
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referred to the Planning Commission of the City (the “Planning Commission”) and by resolution adopted 

by the Planning Commission on July 14, 2021, the Planning Commission found that the Project Plan for the 

proposed Project Area and the TIF Plan for the proposed TIF District conform to the general plan for the 

development or redevelopment of the City as a whole; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Authority has performed all actions required by law to be performed prior to the 

creation of the TIF District and adoption of the TIF Plan therefor, including, but not limited to, 

notification of the Lyon County Commissioner representing the area of the County in which the TIF

 Section 1. Findings; Project Area No. 6 

 

1.01. The Council hereby finds that the Project Plan is intended and, in the judgment of the 

Council, the effect will be, to carry out the objectives of the Project Plan and to create an impetus for 

development and housing activities in the City and otherwise promote public purposes and accomplish 

certain objectives as specified in the Project Plan. 

 

1.02. The Council hereby finds that:  

 

(a) the land in the Project Area would not be made available for redevelopment 

without the use of tax increment financing; and  

 

(b) the Project Plan is intended and, in the judgment of this Council, the effect of 

such actions will be to afford maximum opportunity, consistent with the needs of the City as a 

whole, for the development of the Project Area by private enterprise; and 

 

(c)  the Project Plan conforms to the general plan for the development of the City as 

a whole.  

 

 Section 2. Findings; Tax Increment Financing (Housing) District No. 6-1 

 

 2.01. The Council hereby finds that the creation of the TIF District and adoption of the TIF Plan 

therefor, are intended and, in the judgment of the Council, its effect will be, to carry out the objectives of the 

Project Plan and to create an impetus for the construction of low and moderate income housing, and will 

otherwise promote certain public purposes and accomplish certain objectives as specified in the Project Plan 

and TIF Plan. 

 

 2.02. The Council hereby finds that the TIF District qualifies as a “housing district” under 

Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.174, Subd. 11 of the TIF Act for the following reasons: 

 

The TIF District is, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.174, Subdivision 11, a 

“housing district” because it consists of a project or portions of a project or a portion of a 

project intended for occupancy, in part, by persons or families of low and moderate 

income as defined in Chapter 462A, Title II of the National Housing Act of 1934; the 

National Housing Act of 1959; the United States Housing Act of 1937, as amended; Title 

V of the Housing Act of 1949, as amended; and any other similar present or future 

federal, state or municipal legislation or the regulations promulgated under any of those 

acts.  No more than 20% of the square footage of buildings that receive assistance from 

tax increments will consist of commercial, retail or other nonresidential uses. 

The Housing Development to be constructed in the TIF District will consist of 

approximately 48 units of workforce housing.  At least 40% of the units (i.e., 20 units) in 

the Housing Development will be rented to and occupied by individuals or families 

whose income is 60% or less of area median income.   

The Housing Development, which includes the only two buildings in the TIF District 

receiving assistance from the TIF District, is not expected to be used for any commercial, 

retail, or other non-residential use; therefore, not more than 20% of the square footage of 

the buildings that will receive assistance from tax increments from the TIF District are 

expected to be used for commercial, retail or other non-residential uses.   
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 2.02. The Council hereby makes the following findings: 

 

(a) The Council further finds that the proposed Housing Development, in opinion of 

the Council, would not reasonably be expected to occur solely through private investment within 

the reasonably foreseeable future and, therefore, the use of tax increment financing is deemed 

necessary.  

 

(b) The Council further finds that the TIF Plan conforms to the general plan for the 

development or redevelopment of the City as a whole.   

 

(c) The Council further finds that the TIF Plan will afford maximum opportunity 

consistent with the sound needs of the City as a whole for the development of the TIF District by 

private enterprise.   

 

 2.05. Reasons and facts supporting all the above findings are set forth in the TIF Plan and are 

incorporated herein by reference.  The Council has also relied upon a resolution of the Planning 

Commission, the reports and recommendations of the Authority’s and City’s staff and consultants, as well 

as the personal knowledge of members of the Council, in reaching its conclusions regarding the TIF Plan. 

 

 Section 3. Public Purpose 

 

 The adoption of the Project Plan and the TIF Plan conforms in all respects to the requirements of 

the TIF Act.  The proposed housing development will satisfy a need within the community for affordable 

multifamily housing in that at least 40% of the residential units in the housing development (i.e., 20 

units) will be rented to and occupied by individuals or families whose income is 60% or less of area 

median income and will improve the tax base and the general economy of the State, and thereby serves a 

public purpose.  The City expressly finds that any private benefit to be received by the developer is 

incidental, as the tax increment assistance is provided solely to make the development financially feasible 

and thus produce the public benefits described.  Therefore, the City finds that the public benefits of the 

TIF Plan exceed any private benefits. 

 

 Section 4. Approvals; Further Proceedings 

 

 4.01. The establishment of the Project Area and the Project Plan therefor are hereby approved. 

 

 4.02. The establishment of the TIF District and the TIF Plan therefor are hereby approved. 

 

 4.03. The staff of the Authority and the City, the Authority’s Executive Director and the 

Authority’s and the City’s advisors and legal counsel are authorized and directed to proceed with the 

establishment of the Project Area and the TIF District and the implementation of the Project Plan and the 

TIF Plan and this resolution.  The Authority’s Executive Director is authorized and directed to negotiate, 

draft, execute, prepare, file and present to the Board of Commissioners of the Authority for its consideration 

all further plans, resolutions, documents and contracts necessary to accomplish these actions. 

 

 4.04. The Authority is authorized and directed to file a request for certification of the TIF District 

with the County Auditor/Treasurer of Lyon County and to file a copy of the TIF Plan and the Project Plan 

with the Commissioner of the Minnesota Department of Revenue and the Office of the State Auditor 

pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 469.175, Subd. 4a. 
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 4.05. Subject to approval by the Authority on the date hereof, the City hereby approves the 

Development Agreement, substantially in accordance with the terms set forth in the form presented to the 

City Council, together with any related documents necessary in connection therewith, including without 

limitation all documents, exhibits, certifications or consents referenced in or attached to the Development 

Agreement, including without limitation the Note (collectively, the “Development Documents”), and hereby 

authorizes the Mayor and City Administrator to negotiate the final terms thereof and, in their discretion and 

at such time as they may deem appropriate, to execute the Development Documents on behalf of the City, 

and to carry out, on behalf of the City, the City’s obligations thereunder when all conditions precedent 

thereto have been satisfied. 

 

 4.06. The approval hereby given to the Development Documents includes approval of such 

additional details therein as may be necessary and appropriate and such modifications thereof, deletions 

therefrom and additions thereto as may be necessary and appropriate and approved by legal counsel to the 

City and by the officers authorized herein to execute said documents prior to their execution; and said 

officers are hereby authorized to approve said changes on behalf of the City.  The execution of any 

instrument by the appropriate officers of the City herein authorized shall be conclusive evidence of the 

approval of such document in accordance with the terms hereof.  This resolution shall not constitute an offer 

and the Development Documents shall not be effective until the date of execution thereof as provided 

herein. 

 

4.07. In the event of absence or disability of the officers, any of the documents authorized by this 

resolution to be executed may be executed without further act or authorization of the City Council by any 

duly designated acting official, or by such other officer or officers of the City Council as, in the opinion of 

the City Attorney, may act in their behalf.  Upon execution and delivery of the Development Documents, 

the officers and employees of the City are hereby authorized and directed to take or cause to be taken such 

actions as may be necessary on behalf of the City to implement the Development Documents when all 

conditions precedent thereto have been satisfied.  

4.08. The City Council hereby determines that the execution and performance of the 

Development Documents will help realize the public purposes of state laws, including Minnesota Statutes, 

Sections 469.174 through 469.1794, the Project Plan, and the TIF Plan.

PFAS are a class of pervasive chemicals that have been linked to various health concerns and have been found in 
waterbodies across the state. PFAS can be removed from drinking water through expensive treatment, but there 
is no technologically feasible method for removing them from wastewater. 

CGMC’s Role: We advocated for a municipal source reduction strategy, which the Legislature established 
and funded this year. We also blocked legislation that could have held cities liable for the presence of PFAS in 
wastewater or drinking water. We continue to defend against detrimental proposals and seek ways to reduce 
sources of PFAS.

Chloride
 
More than 100 cities could face chloride limits in their wastewater permits, but there is no feasible method 
to remove chloride at a wastewater facility. Most cities will need a variance from these permit requirements, 
and a variance will still require efforts by the city to reduce chloride. Some cities may be required to install 
central water softening, but others may be able to address the issue by working with citizens to remove and/or 
upgrade home water softening equipment.   

CGMC’s Role: We sought state funding for grants to assist cities with the removal or upgrade of home water 
softeners, which the Legislature passed this year. We also submitted comments to the Minnesota Pollution 
Control Agency (MPCA) in favor of chloride variances that were approved. We continue to support cities on this issue.

Funding for Innovative Approaches and Climate Impact
 
As the cost of wastewater treatment increases, cities are looking to alternative approaches to address water 
quality issues and the impacts of the changing climate. Current state funding may not always support innovative 
projects because they do not fit into traditional program definitions. 

CGMC’s Role: We advocated in favor of a new MPCA grant program that will help cities plan for the 
infrastructure needed to address extreme weather. The 2021 Legislature created and funded this program.  

Recent Successes

Lake Pepin TMDL
 
Nearly two-thirds of Minnesota’s watersheds drain into Lake Pepin and are therefore subject to the Lake Pepin 
Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) plan. This plan seeks to impose phosphorus limits on cities’ wastewater and 
stormwater even though data shows the lake is no longer impaired. 

CGMC’s Role: We joined with other local government advocacy organizations to bring a contested case action 
on the TMDL and negotiated several process changes that will assist cities in the future. 

Class 3 & 4 Waters/Salty Parameters
 
Several CGMC members have unnecessary permit limits based on MPCA’s outdated Class 3 and 4 water 
quality standards, which have caused major impediments to economic development. In addition to the 
cities that currently have problematic permit limits, more than 20 CGMC members are slated to receive 
outdated permit limits unless MPCA updates the underlying water quality standards. 

CGMC’s Role: We participated in MPCA’s rulemaking process and submitted comments in favor of MPCA’s 
plan to update the standards. The plan was recently affirmed by an Administrative Law Judge and we will 
continue to support these changes until they are finalized by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

CGMC Environmental Program 
Successes, Emerging Issues & 
Continued Advocacy
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Nitrogen and Nitrate Standards (EPA Nutrient Criteria) 
 
The U.S. EPA is developing nutrient criteria for lakes that will regulate nitrogen and nitrate. These standards could 
have major negative economic impacts for municipal wastewater facilities. 

CGMC’s Role: CGMC is participating in the federal rulemaking process and will monitor state developments.  

Proposed Permit Fee Increase
 
MPCA is seeking to impose a fee increase on water quality related permits to generate more funding for its water 
quality operations. A significant portion of this increase will fall on municipalities. 

CGMC’s Role: We are pushing for increased state general fund spending for water quality operations, rather 
than requiring local municipalities to pay for these increases. The 2021 Legislature appropriated $3 million for the 
water quality budget, but we anticipate MPCA will seek an increase for the remaining deficit. We will monitor 
and advocate as the proposed fee increases move forward. 

CGMC Environmental Program 
Successes, Emerging Issues & 
Continued Advocacy

Emerging & Ongoing Issues

Wild Rice Sulfate Rule
 
Minnesota’s standard for sulfate in wild rice waters is outdated and may result in permit limits that require 
expensive facility upgrades that would not actually improve water quality. In the spring of 2021, the U.S. EPA 
proposed adding 30 waterbodies to the impairment list which could result in cities facing sulfate limits in their 
permits. 

CGMC’s Role: We submitted comments objecting to the inclusion of these waterbodies on the impairment 
list and urging the U.S. EPA to work with Tribal Nations and other stakeholders to protect wild rice. We will 
continue to monitor and advocate on this issue. 

Water Infrastructure Funding
 
As facilities age and regulatory burdens increase, cities face increasing water infrastructure costs. Ensuring that 
cities receive help from the state in the form of Public Facilities Authority (PFA) grants and loans is vital.

CGMC’s Role: We continue to advocate for PFA funding from bonding and the Clean Water Fund. The 2020 
bonding bill included an historic $125 million for PFA programs, and the 2021 Legacy bill included $15.9 million for 
the PFA’s Point Source Implementation Grant Program. In 2022, we will continue to push for a large bonding bill 
that includes substantial PFA funding and will review whether current programs are meeting the needs of our 
member cities. 

Drinking Water and Water Access
 
Access to safe, clean and affordable drinking water is critical for Greater Minnesota communities. Several cities 
throughout the state have identified environmental, regulatory and economic challenges related to drinking 
water and water access.  

CGMC’s Role: We are working to better understand our members’ concerns, monitor emerging issues and 
trends, and develop strategies to ensure Greater Minnesota communities have access to affordable water 
resources for generations to come.

Senior Account Executive, Wong Nystrom will be in attendance to provide detailed information 

on Enterprise Fleet Management’s program.

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PURCHASE AGREEMENT 

 

 THIS AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into this 12th day of      

August, 2021 (the “Effective Date”), by and between City of Marshall, a MN Municipal 

Corporation ("Buyer") and Sandra K. Mosch, a Single Person,  ("Seller").   

 

 1. PROPERTY TO BE PURCHASED.  Seller agrees to sell and Buyer agrees to 

purchase, upon the terms and conditions and subject to the contingencies hereinafter set forth, the 

real property, and all other rights, privileges, easements, licenses and appurtenances, thereunto 

belonging, owned by Seller consisting of the following described property: NON-AG SEC 33-

01010001. Said property to be surveyed from the U.S. Hwy 59 right of way to the easterly 

boundary defined as an existing metal fence. Southerly boundary is defined, norther boundary to 

be defined as the middle of gate and chain link fence and gravel roadway. Said property shall be 

legal described on Exhibit A and visually depicted on Exhibit B attached hereto (the “property”). 

 

 2. PURCHASE PRICE.   The purchase price will be the sum of Three Hundred 

Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars and 00/100 cents ($325,000.00). Which the buyer will pay as 

follows: Earnest money of $2,500.00 upon the execution of this agreement, receipt of which is 

hereby acknowledged and the remaining purchase price of $322,500.00 is to be paid at the closing 

date. 

 

 3. EXCLUSIVITY.  Until such time, if any, as this Agreement is terminated, Seller 

will not, directly, or indirectly, solicit, initiate, entertain, or accept any inquiries or proposals from, 

discuss or negotiate with, provide any information to, or consider the merits of any unsolicited 

inquiries or proposals from any person or entity relating to any transaction involving the sale or 

acquisition of the Property. A violation of this paragraph is a material breach of this Agreement.  

 

 4. CONVEYANCE OF MARKETABLE TITLE; POSSESSION.   Seller shall 

convey the Property to Buyer or its assigns at Closing by General Warranty Deed.  

Notwithstanding the foregoing, any and all liens or encumbrances, such as mortgages, and 

construction liens, must be satisfied by Seller prior to or at Closing, and marketable title shall be 

conveyed to Buyer at Closing.  Possession of the Property shall be delivered to Buyer immediately 

after the Closing.   

 

 5. SELLER DELIVERABLES.  Seller agrees to deliver to Buyer, within fifteen (15) 

days of the Effective Date, copies of (i) any existing surveys or plat documents in Seller’s 

possession; (ii) any unrecorded leases, agreements or covenants that restrict the Property; (iii) any 

geotechnical, environmental, wetland delineation information, warranties, or maintenance 

documents or other property condition reports or letters in Seller’s possession; (iv) any 

correspondence, notices, letters or development agreements from either the City of Marshall or 

Lyon County related to zoning, permitted uses, assessments or future plans for the Property; (v) 

any covenants, codes, restrictions, declarations, conditional use permits, variances, easements, 

licenses or other conditions or restrictions affecting the Property (collectively, the “Seller 

Deliverables”).   
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Within fifteen (15) days after the Effective Date, Seller, at her expense, shall furnish Buyer with a 

title insurance commitment (“Title Commitment”) from a national title insurance company, for 

issuance to Buyer of an ALTA Owner’s Policy of Title Insurance without standard exceptions, 

with respect to the Property, in the amount of the Purchase Price, showing Seller to be the sole 

owner of marketable and insurable title to the Property, free and clear of any liens and 

encumbrances, certified to the date of the filing of the warranty deed (the “Title Policy”).  The 

Title Company shall also deliver to Buyer copies of all instruments or exception documents 

referenced in the Title Commitment.   

 

The date of Buyer’s receipt of both the Title Commitment and all Seller Deliverables will be 

memorialized as the “Seller Deliverable Date”. 

 

 6. DUE DILIGENCE CONTINGENCIES.  The obligation of Buyer to conclude 

the transaction for the purchase of the Property as contemplated by this Agreement is expressly 

made contingent upon the provisions of this section.   

 

(a) Within sixty (60) days from the Seller Deliverable Date (the “Due Diligence 

Period”), Buyer, at Buyer’s expense, shall have determined in its sole 

discretion that Buyer is satisfied with the title, survey, and physical 

condition of the Property and Buyer has obtained all due diligence and 

feasibility inspection reports deemed necessary by Buyer (including, but not 

limited to, site assessments, engineering assessments, environmental site 

assessments, soils tests, well tests, agreement on tax abatement, building 

inspections, and review of documents, permits, licenses and special 

assessments), the results of which due diligence inspections must be 

satisfactory to Buyer in all respects.  

 

(b) Buyer shall have sixty (60) days from the Seller Deliverable Date, in which 

to provide Seller with any written objections to the status of title.  Buyer 

shall be deemed to have waived any title objections not made within the 

applicable period provided for above, except that this shall not operate as a 

waiver of Seller’s covenant to deliver a warranty deed.  Objection to liens 

shall be presumed.  Seller shall have a period of thirty (30) days in which to 

correct the title and make it marketable and insurable.  If title to the Property 

cannot be made marketable and insurable within said period of time or such 

further time as may be granted by Buyer, Buyer may, in its sole discretion, 

proceed with the Closing without waiving any claim Buyer may have 

against Seller for said title objections, and/or seek any other remedy 

provided herein or by law, or may cancel the purchase contemplated by this 

Agreement, in which case Buyer shall have no further liability to Seller. If 

applicable, the Title Policy shall be issued as soon as possible after Closing. 

 

(c) From the Effective Date through the date of Closing, there shall not have 

occurred any material adverse changes in the condition of the Property or 

the title thereto, except as may have been requested, caused or suffered by 

Buyer.  
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(d) No action, suit, or proceeding before any court or any governmental body 

or authority, pertaining to the transaction shall have been instituted or 

threatened by Closing. 

 

(e) As of date and hour of Closing, title to the Property shall be marketable, 

insurable to the extent of the Purchase Price and subject to no easements, 

reservations, restrictions, encroachments or other matters, except for those 

that are deemed acceptable by Buyer. 

 

(f) Buyer’s ability to obtain city/government approvals for its intended use and 

satisfaction with related requirements, including one (1) ingress/egress 

points on U.S. Hwy 59 as shown on Exhibit B. 

 

(g) Buyer’s satisfaction that it’s intended use including bulk outside storage of 

material will be allowable without undue burden. 

 

(h) Upon the date of Closing, at Buyer’s expense, the Property will be platted 

as a separate tax parcel in accordance with Exhibit B, zoned appropriately 

for Buyer’s intended use, with all platting/subdivision/development fees 

paid by Buyer including any sewer or water access fees or sewer line cost 

recovery fees. 

 

Buyer shall give notice to Seller, on or before the dates set forth above, if a 

contingency has not been satisfied by such date.

Seller is not aware of any unrecorded 

contracts, options, easements or other arrangements or interests relating to the 

Property.   No person or entity has provided labor or materials to the Property within 

six (6) months prior to closing whose claim for such labor or material has not been 

fully paid.  

 

 (f) Each individual executing this Agreement on behalf of Seller is duly 

authorized to execute and deliver the same on behalf of Seller, and the members, 

managers, or governors, as applicable, of Seller have executed proper resolutions 

authorizing this transaction.  
 

 (g) One (1) above-ground liquid propane storage tank is located on the 

Property near an existing building in the southeast corner of the Property.  There 

are no other water wells, septic systems, or underground or above-ground storage 

tanks located in or on the Property. 

 

 (h) Seller and any occupant of the Property have complied in all

substances” or “toxic substance” in the Comprehensive Environmental Response 

Compensation Liability Act of 1980, as amended 32 U.S.C. §9601, et seq., 

Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, 49 U.S.C. Appx. or as “hazardous 

substance,” “hazardous waste” or “pollutant or contaminate” under Minnesota law. 

 

(l) There are no underground or above-ground storage tanks located in or 

on the Property, except as provided in Paragraph 8(g).

This Agreement will be construed and enforced in 

accordance with the laws of the State of Minnesota without regard to conflicts-of-laws principles 

that would require the application of any other law. 
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24. ATTORNEY FEES.  If either party defaults in its performance hereunder and the 

other party employs an attorney because of such default, the parties agree to pay, on demand, all 

costs, charges and expenses, including reasonable attorney and paralegal fees, incurred at any time 

by the prevailing party because of the default. 

 

25. NOTICES.  All notices, demands and communications provided for herein or 

made hereunder shall be deemed effective upon delivery by the other party, either by electronic 

mail, personal delivery or upon receipt if mailed first class with postage prepaid, addressed in each 

case as follows, until some other addresses shall have been designated in a written notice given in 

a like manner, and shall be deemed to have been given or made when emailed or mailed to the 

following addresses:

COMMENTS/SUGGESTIONS FROM EACH BOARD MEMBER 

Charlie appreciated all Cathleen has done for transportation as Cathleen moves on to a new position with 

MNDOT.  Cathleen mentioned that the community has also helped further transportation.  Ted is happy for her 

and says she will be missed.  Chantelle offered congratulations; along with Russ, who also said she will be 

missed.  Jessie also offered congratulations and good luck.  Ted talked about the PCA legislation which is in the 

house and senate bills.  Ted is beginning his yearly summer check of intersections and bus stops.  Jessie 

mentioned that the ramps and overlays will be done by the end of July.  There was a discussion about scooters. 

They are a trial through the City Council until the end of December. 

BUS SHELTER GRAPHICS SELECTION – RECOMMENDATION TO CITY COUNCIL 

Nick showed the shelter graphic on the screen.  A 3rd graphic was shown.  Nick spoke about the discussion from 

last month.  The final choice will go to city council.  The logo will go on 3 shelters: 4th and Lyon, South 4th, and 

Birch.  The rep for the graphics said the contrast is good for birds to avoid flying into the shelter. Jessie and 

Chantelle preferred the 2nd picture; Ted thought smaller letters could possibly be larger.  Shelly mentioned 

someone walking would be able to read the letters without difficulty.  Charlie moves to use Option 2, Jessie 2nds 

the motion, motion carries.  This will now go to the city council. 

RTCC UPDATE – ENCOURAGING NEWS 

RTCC quarterly meeting met yesterday.  The resource list was reviewed.  A provider survey is being sent out.  

The survey will be electronic and sent out as a Fillable PDF.  RTCC is waiting for the 3rd year contract.  It is 

supposed to be issued July 1.  The volunteer legislation definition and tax subtraction have been adopted into 

bills. Shelly says this sounds encouraging. 

STAFF UPDATES 

Orders for buses were opened two weeks ago.  Nick is putting numbers together for a Lyon county bus. Buses 

typically take 12-14 months to receive, once ordered. 
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Hopefully September or October orders for the 5310 buses will open for 2021.  The CDC amended the mask 

mandate.  Wearing of masks outside of a transportation hub is no longer required. So far, the mandate has not 

changed for wearing masks indoors.  That target date is September 13.  This goes for any type of transportation.  

Still looking for part time bus and volunteer drivers.  Nick mentioned Cathleen will always be looking out for 

transportation, she will not be far away.  Cathleen showed the analysis on the screen.  The numbers are about 

the same as last month.  The same amount of funding is in place as pre-covid.  The cost per hour is slowly 

decreasing as ridership improves.  In some of the other communities, rides are being denied because the need 

cannot be met.  People are using Community Connections more and more.  The miles are up.  Nick mentioned 

mission and vision.  This is also being talked about at the other TACs.  Ted heard the mission and vision for 

RTCC and said he really liked it.  Cathleen asked Shelly to share the mission and vision for RTCC next month.  

Sunday July 4th no buses are running.  Monday, July 5th the buses will run, but offices are closed.  Jessie asked 

about meeting in person next time.  Nick said we can try that.  Those who are not comfortable can zoom as well.   

Ted closed the meeting at 9:49.
