The not-for-profit, in conjunction with City of Moberly, is working to establish a 10,000 square foot library and museum dedicated to 
Omar Bradley, General of the United States Army. His significance as the top ground commander in World War II Europe and his 
enduring organizational legacy with the American military is difficult to overstate.  Bradley is our country's last Five Star General and 
first chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff. 

The museum will be located in the commercial Historic District of Moberly —  the old Commerce Bank building located at 208 W. Reed 
Street. This preferred location is move-in ready but will require renovations and construction to match the requirements of the 
museum.  Estimates indicate that the cost of the acquisition, renovation, and/or construction will be equal to approximately $2 million 
(roughly $200 per square foot). 

In addition to acquiring a location, the capital campaign will require constructing and designing museum exhibits. These exhibits aim to 
be state-of-the-art, engaging and informative, and the primary costs will come from design and fabrication. Although the not-for-profit 
already has some historic memorabilia, the museum will also need to acquire artifacts and materials for its collection. 

4b. Discuss the services that will be provided at the facility upon completion of acquisition or
construction, population served, and frequency and duration of services. *

The General Omar Bradley Library and Museum (GOBLM) will be a state-of-the-art facility providing permanent recognition and serving 
as a repository for papers and historical collections by and about Bradley. It will include a modern exhibit gallery that will display 
educational, hands-on and interactive exhibits highlighting Bradley’s military career, renowned leadership style, and contributions to 
the United States. A research center will facilitate archival and computer-based research. An auditorium/multipurpose room and 
classrooms will be designed to collapse into large gathering space, or to be subdivided for smaller groups to accommodate guest 
lectureships, conferences, and symposia. An entry gallery and theater will serve as a platform to introduce Bradley to visitors via film 
and live media.

Its location off of Highway 63 and proximity to Interstate 70, as well as its proximity to other attractions and points of interest in and 
around Moberly, makes GOBLM easily accessible to visitors from both near and far. The GOBLM will serve as one of the key 
educational and research facilities in a corridor from west-central Kansas to east-central Missouri for students from K-12 through 
graduate-level research, scholars and students of military history, including: The Dwight D. Eisenhower Presidential Library and 
Museum in Abilene, Kansas,  The Command and General Staff College in Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, The Harry S Truman Presidential 
Library and Museum in Independence, and The Winston Churchill Memorial in Fulton, Missouri. It will also be included in the footprint of 
"The Way of American Genius," a well-known tourism corridor that stretches along Highway 36 from St. Joseph to Hannibal, 
celebrating the many innovators and prominent Americans, including several other military heroes, from the region. Lastly, Randolph 
County is the honored home of the Missouri State Veterans Cemetery at Jacksonville, which draws many veteran families to the area.

According to the US Department of Veterans Affairs, there are 442,579 veterans living in Missouri, nearly 10% of the state's population.  
The number of veterans aged 65 and over make up about half of the veteran population. The proposed GOBLM will provide a 
resource for the public, in particular veterans to be honored and remembered. Research opportunities will also be available for families 
to learn about their loved ones service to the country. The GOBLM will be an anchor tourist attraction as well as an educational 
resource for students of all ages.  

6a. Establish the need in the community for the services that will be provided at the project facility.

As a significant historical and educational attraction, the Library and Museum is expected to draw in outside visitors and create 
financial opportunity in Moberly. It is part of the city’s overall tourism plan to revitalize and uplift the local community. 

Moberly was once a booming town at the crossroads of railroads. Today, however, the region has struggled with higher rates of 
poverty and a lack of financial opportunities. The downtown hosts many vacant or underutilized buildings. Currently, Randolph 
County’s poverty rate is 15.3%, about three percent higher than the state average.

However, Moberly’s location off of major highways, just 35 miles north of Columbia and practically equidistant from Kansas City and St. 
Louis, makes it ideally positioned between all the major metro areas in Missouri, as well as easily accessible from Iowa. This location 
presents the town with an opportunity to establish itself as a retail, commercial, and industrial center, as well as a tourist destination.

It not only completes the research and educational corridor stretching from Central Kansas to Central Missouri, but it will 
be the first and only museum dedicated to the subject of General Omar Bradley in the nation. This would give Moberly both a regional 
and national significance, making it a destination for students and teachers from elementary and secondary schools, colleges and 
universities, as well as others interested in American history, World War II history, or military history.

Beyond the opportunity and economic development the museum will bring to the region, the museum will also serve as a key, national

The General Omar Bradley Library and Museum has been planned but has not been launched. This capital campaign is dedicated to 
raising the funds necessary to acquire a building, construct and renovate as necessary. The committee guiding this process is engaged 
in talks to repurpose a vacant building in the downtown district of Moberly due to the district’s central location and historical 
significance. Parking is readily available and the building will be fully accessible for all to enjoy. The organization was established in 
1991 and has a reinvigorated Board of Directors, all voluntary and highly successful in various industries, that oversee all activities.

7. Describe the ways residents of the project area are involved in planning and implementing the
proposed capital project? How do you obtain client feedback and use it to shape programming? *

Moberly residents have been working on this project for many years. Various museum committee members, elected officials and public 
administrators have been collecting artifacts, historic documents and texts, as well as personal items belonging to General Bradley and 
his family for the sole purpose of creating a permanent site to recognize his achievements and honor his memory. Local residents will 
be invited to planning sessions to discuss programming, volunteer opportunities, and board service. Formal processes will be put in 
place to gather feedback from a variety of stakeholders throughout the planning phases and once the museum is open.
