June 21, 2021

Chair Bishop called the June 21, 2021 Tybee Island Planning Commission meeting to order. Commissioners
present were Marie Gooding, Susan Hill, Elaine T. McGruder, David McNaughton and J. Whitley Reynolds.
Vice Chair Ron Bossick was absent.

Consideration of Minutes:
Chair Demery Bishop asked for consideration of the May 17, 2021 meeting minutes. J. Whitley Reynolds made
a motion to approve. Elaine T. McGruder seconded. The vote to approve was unanimous.

Disclosures/Recusals:
Chair Bishop asked if there were any Disclosures or Recusals. There were none.

Old Business:

VARIANCE: build second set of stairs in setback after addition and reduce greenspace — 1209 Butler Ave.—
40007 07008—Zone R-2—Jeff Cramer.

George Shaw stated the applicant would like to add a second floor to the one story home. In doing so they would
like to put the stairs from that second floor in the setback. There is room within the confines of the setback to add a
second set of stairs. As this is an addition to an existing home, staff sees no hardship and cannot recommend
approval. Jeff Cramer who lives at 11 Jones Avenue, Tybee Island and is the architect for the applicant
approached the Planning Commission and stated the applicant is asking to put the second set of stairs in the
setback to allow more room. Based on the Tybee code the zoning administrator can approve the second set of stair
for an existing or future elevated home. And theirs will be elevated. The home no longer fits the applicant’s needs
and they are going to make it their permanent residence and have their mother in law living with them. David
McNaughton asked if they considered putting the stairs in the area of the garage instead of the setback. Jeff
Cramer stated they looked at some options and it took up too much area of porch, storage and parking. Susan Hill
asked Jeff Cramer if he thinks elevated means lifted up on piers. Jeff Cramer stated this house is above flood so
the bottom is legal. Elaine McGruder stated just because you are adding a second story doesn’t mean that the
house itself is being elevated. Jeff Cramer stated he won’t be lifting the home itself but he thinks that means the
same thing. Mike Wilson the owner of 1209 Butler approached the Planning Commission and stated they are
wanting to have enough room to retire and | will be him his wife and mother in law, and they wanted storage space
and parking. We are also scared that putting the stairs in the porch would be a falling hazard. David McNaughton
made a motion to deny. Elaine T. McGruder seconded. Voting in favor were Marie Gooding, Elaine T. McGruder,
David McNaughton and Susan Hill. Voting against was J. Whitley Reynolds. Motion passed 4-1.




SITE PLAN APPROVAL : Add walk in cooler & renovate deck-106 S. Campbell Ave.-40003 04006—Zone
C-2-Ricardo A. Ochoa.

George Shaw stated the applicant would like to add a walk in cooler and redo their deck and a small back deck for
employees. They have also updated their sight plan with what was asked for from last month’s Planning
Commission meeting. This is a significant improvement to the site. Kevin Rose, who lives at 311 Maupas,
Savannah approached the Planning Commission and stated he is the Architect for the applicant and this is needed
for the restaurant to store more food. And the small deck in the back is a safety deck for the employees to go back
and forth to the cooler. J. Whitley Reynolds made a motion to approve. Marie Gooding seconded. The vote to
approve was unanimous.

Discussions: STVR software and registration report from Staff

George Shaw stated he was asked by David McNaughton to bring a report on STVR software and registration.

He stated code enforcement will be going through the noncompliant properties that the software system (Host)
identified. We had some problems with the software at the start and now we have it working well. Demery Bishop
asked where City Council is on the recommendations from the STVR working group task force. George Shaw
stated they are still working on some of the recommendations. David McNaughton stated is the investment worth
the return. George Shaw stated that is not for him to decide. Demery Bishop stated City Council should revisit
the working group’s recommendation for annual safety inspections for all STVR properties to protect the visitors.

Additionally
requires staff supervision for cutting 3 for more trees on a site, any significant tree or any tree in a City right of
way.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TYBEE
ISLAND SO AS TO INCLUDE PROVISIONS REGARDING APPLICATINS FOR TREE
REMOVAL PERMITS, INSPECTION OF TREE REMOVAL ACTIVITIES, PENALITIES

FOR IMPROPER TREE REMOVAL AND TO REPEAL INCONSISTENT OR
CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND TO ESTABLISH AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the duly elected governing authority for the City of Tybee Island,
Georgia, is authorized under Article 9, Section 2, Paragraph 3 of the Constitution of the
State of Georgia to adopt reasonable ordinance to protect and improve the public health,

safety, and welfare of the citizens of Tybee Island, Georgia, and

WHEREAS, the duly elected governing authority for the City of Tybee Island,
Georgia, is the Mayor and Council thereof; and

WHEREAS, the governing authority desires to adopt ordinances under its police

and home rule powers; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that the requirements be established for tree removal so

as to ensure that sufficient trees and vegetation remain on any developed parcel of land
and that those individuals perm=formingperforming tree removal do so in a professional

and responsible manner and;

WHEREAS, it has become important to ensure that the permitting process
and implementation of tree removal permits, be strengthened so that violations will be
more preventable; and:

NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby ordained by the governing authority of the City
of Tybee Island duly assembled as follows:

(E) Any person who has violated the ordinance by removing trees without a permit
for removal, either directly or indirectly, including an owner or contractor, and in addition
to all other penalties, fines or sentences imposed, shall not be eligible for a building or
other permit for a period of two (2) vears from the date of an adverse adjudication against
the applicant for an unpermitted removal.

PROPOSAL: To allow residents who own an empty lot adjacent to an existing City parking area to apply for a
private parking permit.

ANALYSIS: This amendment was requested by a resident with a lot adjacent to the north beach entrance. He
would like to charge parking on his lot between Railwood and Gulick. A site plan including layout, trash cans,
access, etc. would be required during permit application process. The use of Railwood may be problematic due to
the residential nature and narrowness of the road.

STAFF FINDING

The parking department doesn’t see an issue with this particular lot having paid parking. There is the chance that
other lots may meet this criteria that may be less desirable for the City. Each would be evaluated on a case by case
basis. Staff has no recommendation on this amendment request.

Notwithstanding any other ordinances or provisions to the contrary, individuals and entities owning
commercially zoned property, including C-1 and/or C-2, and for the R-2 properties currently
licensed, a list of which is attached hereto, and a currently permitted lot in the North End Cultural
Overlay District, suitable for vehicular parking may apply to the city for a business license so as to
be authorized to charge for parking on their property so long as the property abuts a public road.
In addition, owners of empty lots adjacent to existing City parking areas may apply for a private
parking lot. The business license shall authorize the holder thereof to rent parking spaces solely
on the holder's property between the hours of 10:00 a.m. to dusk or one-hour before and one-hour
after a city approved special event. Trash and recycling containers must be provided on site.
Property markers/corners must be marked in orange on the property during hours of operation. It
shall be unlawful to rent spaces in any district without a valid business license issued by the city.
All spaces must be full sized parking spaces. It shall be unlawful to park vehicles that are not
wholly on the private property of the approved location. Where a person conducts business at
more than one fixed location, each location or place shall be considered a separate business for
the purpose of licensing.

With submittal of the application for business license, each applicant must provide the city with a
valid professional survey of the lot which is to be used along with the site plan showing the parking
spaces and structure(s). These submittals are required to have a scaled drawing of the parking
spaces to be located upon the proposed location to the standards of the required off-street parking
dimensions of subsection 3-080(e) including drive aisles widths. All spaces must be sized to
accommodate full sized vehicles. If the applicant for a private parking lot is not the property owner,
a notarized affidavit authorizing the applicant to operate a private parking lot is required.

After the submittal of the application, staff shall have the authority to recommend to council a
maximum number of spaces allowed to be utilized at the requested parking lot. Upon submittal of
the application with all pertinent application materials and following proper notification to adjacent
property owners of the application, the mayor and council will consider the request for application
at a scheduled meeting of the city council. Public comments, if any, will be allowed to be made at
these meetings.

Council may reject any such application or may approve the application with conditions designed
to protect neighboring properties and households and customers including, but not limited to,
restricting the number of vehicles allowed to be parked on site, the location of vehicle parking, the
type of vehicles permissible for the location, the hours of operation, the requirement of security
measures, buffers, noise control methods and any other conditions or requirements reasonably
designed tfo lessen the impact of activity upon other properties or citizens.

All private parking lot properties shall be marked with a maximum of one sign not to exceed two
square feet in area located at a minimum of five feet off the improved portion of the public right-of-
way and not attached or placed on any sign, utility pole, bench, rock or any form of vegetation.
The sign shall contain the name of the contact person or company and a telephone number.

Any and all vehicles owned by the property owner(s), the parking lot attendant(s) and by friends or
family of the property owner(s) and/or attendants(s) or otherwise parked on the property shall
count toward the maximum number of spaces that are to be rented.



Application for renewal of a license to operate a private parking lot shall be due by December 15
for the upcoming calendar year. The applicant shall provide with submittal for renewal all the items
that had been required with the initial application. Each application for renewal of a license to
operate a private parking lot on Tybee Island will be subject to an annual review during the month
of January for compliance. Any and all incident reports and citations shall be considered during the
annual review. If compliance has not been met the license may be revoked by city council upon a
hearing that will take place during a regularly scheduled city council meeting or an application for
renewal may be rejected.

Nothing in this article shall be construed as giving any person a right to provide or to continue
private parking facilities but, rather, the authorization to provide such is a privilege and not a right.
Following notice and hearing, the mayor and council may revoke, suspend, or refuse to renew any
license previously granted upon a finding that the license-holder, his agent, representative, or
employee has failed to comply with all terms and conditions of the license or has failed to comply
with other relevant ordinances of the city or other applicable law(s).

Amended site plans excluding the annual review will cost an additional $50.00 to cover
administrative cost. Each license is subject to the base annual business license fee and regulatory
fee upon approval of the application. The owner shall provide proof of insurance coverage prior to
licensing.

The requested
variance does not meet the “hardship” test outlined in Land Development Code Section 5-090 (A):

(1) That there are unique physical circumstances or conditions beyond that of surrounding properties, including
irregularity, narrowness, or shallowness of the lot size or shape, or exceptional topographical or other
physical conditions, or considerations related to the environment or the safety, or to historical significance,
that is peculiar to the particular property; and,

(2) That because of such physical circumstances or conditions, the property cannot be developed in strict
conformity with the provisions of this Land Development Code, without undue hardship to the property.

The required building setbacks for lots zoned R-2 are 20-feet front, and 10-feet rear and sides. The applicant is
requesting approval of setback variance to put an enclosed porch on the rear of the building with an 18" setback
encroachment. There is room for a porch on the back of the house without the variance. The lot is already
developed.

The Comprehensive Plan describes the Marshfront Neighborhood in which it lies as follows:
Along the marshfront exist residential uses of various ages, sprinkled with intermittent commercial uses.

B. The variance is necessary because the particular physical surroundings, the size, shape or topographical
condition of the property involved would result in unnecessary hardship for the owner, lessee or occupants as
distinguished from a mere inconvenience.

Currently, the structure takes up just over half of the allowed buildable area of the site. The requested 18" into

the rear setback will take the lot coverage from 20% to 25% while the total allowed buildable area is 39%.




C. The condition requiring the requested relief is not ordinarily found in properties of the same zoning
district as the subject property.

The residences in the area have been developed and added onto over time. Many of them

are built over the current setback lines. Requiring the 10' setback will not allow enough

room to add a sun/screen porch to this small house where others have been able to.

D. The condition is created by the regulation in the Tybee Island Land Development Code and not by the
action of the property owner or applicant.

This variance request is a result of the development code setback requirements

rather than an action by the property owner.

E. The granting of the requested variance will not conflict with Sec. 26-70-Amendments and modifications
to the Fire Prevention Code of the Tybee Island Code of Ordinances or endanger the public.

Sec. 5-090. Variances.

(R) Standards. After an application has been submitted to the zoning administrator, reviewed by the planning commission, and a
public hearing has been held by the mayor and council, the mayor and council may grant a variance from the strict application of
the provisions in this Land Development Code only if the following findings are made:

(1) That there are unique physical circumstances or conditions beyond that of surrounding properties, including irregularity,
narrowness, or shallowness of the lot size or shape, or exceptional topographical or other physical conditions, peculiar to the
particular property; and,

(2) That because of such physical circumstances or conditions, the property cannot be developed in strict conformity with the
provisions of this Land Development Code, without undue hardship to the property.

(B) Height variances. For height variances, in addition to other requirements, the petitioner shall be required to add two feet to each
side yard setback for each one foot above 35 feet in height and have safe-guard consisting of sprinkler systems, smoke detectors
and any other fire protection equipment deemed necessary at the time by mayor and council. Where a rear yard abuts a side yard
of the adjacent lot, the petitioner shall be required to add two feet to the rear setback for each foot above the 35 feet height, and
have safe-guards consisting of sprinkler systems, smoke detectors, and any other fire protection deemed necessary at the time by
mayor and council.

(C) Variance longevity. After a variance has been granted by the mayor and council it shall be valid for a period of 12 months from
date of approval. Such approval is based on information provided in the application. Building permits may only be granted for
plans consistent with the approved application. Any deviation from the information submitted will require separate approval by
the mayor and council.

(D) [Reviewing variance applications. ] The staff, planning commission, and governing body, shall consider the factors stated herein in
reviewing variance applications in taking action on a particular variance. In exercising the powers to grant variances, the mayor
and council may attach any conditions to its approval which it finds necessary to accomplish the reasonable application of the
requirements of these regulations.

(E) [Application approval. ] Notwithstanding any other provisions of the Code of Ordinances, the staff of the community development
department through its department head may approve applications for variances without the need of public hearings and without
the need of review by the planning commission or the mayor and council as follows:

I.  When either of the following circumstances exists:
a. The proposed improvement of alteration will not result in an expansion of the existing footprint of the existing
structure; or
b.  No additional encroachment into any setback shall be created by the proposed improvement, construction or addition.
II.  When each of the following circumstances also exists:
a.  No encroachment or construction of habitable space or other prohibited improvements will exist beyond the flood
elevation; and '
b.  The requested improvements or construction will not violate existing zoning provisions.
This subsection shall have specific application to existing nonconforming structures as referred to in_section 3-020.

If the staff of the building and zoning department finds that the request needs or should have additional review for any reason, it may
request review by the planning commission and if the request is approved or rejected by the planning commission then the planning
commission's determination shall control. For purposes of this section, a public hearing before the planning commission shall not be
necessary. If the staff of the building and zoning department declines an applicant's request the applicant may apply for the granting of
a variance which will follow the procedures applicable to variances in general specifically, those procedures described in sections 3-020
and_3-090 as well as the public hearing requirements referred to in_section 5-060. In the event the staff request review by the planning
commission and the planning commission rejects the request, the applicant may apply for the granting of a variance and follow the
procedure applicable to such request before mayor and council.

(F) Compliance with ordinances. Notwithstanding any other provision of the Code of Ordinances, no application for a variance may be
accepted nor may any variance be granted with respect to any property that is then not in compliance with the requirements of
ordinances for the condition on which the variance is sought, unless the applicant files with the application a detailed written
explanation of how, when, and by whom the need for a variance was created. In such a case, the planning commission shall make a
recommendation to the mayor and council as to whether the variance should be approved or rejected or modified and the mayor and
council, following a public hearing, may approve, reject or modify the variance request. In the event property is constructed in violation
of the ordinances, the violation status remains until such time as the condition is rectified and placed in conformity with the ordinances.
