City Council Amended Minutes, February 25, 2021

Consideration of Items for Consent Agenda

Mayor Sessions called the Consent Agenda to order at 6:30PM. Those present were Jay Burke,
Monty Parks, John Branigin, Nancy DeVetter and Spec Hosti. Also attending were Dr. Shawn
Gillen, City Manager; Bubba Hughes, City Attorney; Tracy O’Connell, Assistant City Attorney;
George Shaw, Director, Community Development; and Janet LeViner, Clerk of Council. Barry
Brown attended via Zoom

Mayor Sessions listed the following items on the consent agenda:

e Minutes, February 11, 2021, City Council Meeting

e Crowder Gulf Contract Renewal, Disaster Recovery and Debris Management

Construction, Inc. Discussion: Mr. Hughes clarified the document is that of Thomas and
Hutton and should be included in the motion: to approve the Thomas and Hutton contract
and for the Mayor and City Attorney to sign the contract.

e Resolution 2021-04, To accept a FEMA Pre-Disaster Mitigation Award

Mayor Sessions called the regular meeting to order. All those present for the consent agenda
were present.

Recognitions and Proclamations
Mayor Sessions asked Jan Will to come forward to be recognized for her work with the

Historic Preservation Commission. Dr. Gillen read a Certificate of Appreciation and presented
it to Ms. Will. Ms. Will thanked everyone for the recognition.

Mayor Sessions asked Mike Hosti and the staff of the Tybee Market to come forward. Dr. Gillen
read a Proclamation, Supermarket Employee Day, February 22, 2021 and presented Staff
and employees a Certificate of Appreciation.

Mayor Sessions invited Tim Echols, Vice Chairman, Georgia Public Service
Commissioner, to come forward and be recognized for his work in regulating clean energy and
solar power. Dr. Gillen presented Mr. Echols with a Certificate of Appreciation for his dedication
and advocacy to the City. Mr. Echols thanked Mayor Sessions and Council for the recognition.

Reports of Staff, Boards
Virginia Ward, Board President and Alan Robertson, Tybee Island Post Theater,

approached Mayor and Council to give an update on the Tybee Island Post Theater activities. As
one of the activities they offer to the residents of Tybee Island, are cash prizes for decorating
their homes for “Paint Tybee Green” for St. Patrick’s Day. The first prize is $1,000, second is $500
and third place is $250. She continued, the businesses do not participate with the cash prize but
are eligible for the Leprechaun Trophy. Ms. Ward stated they will continue to work with the
community non-profits in partnership as they are a lot of activities that go on outside the Theater
they need to be involved in. The Theater is more than a place to come for entertainment as they
are part of the community. Ms. Ward then presented a brief movie presentation. Mayor Sessions
thanked Ms. Ward and Mr. Robertson for their presentation.



Citizens to be Heard

Mary Lou Vandenberg approached Mayor and Council to speak against South-end
Bathrooms as it will change the historic character of the Strand from one of pristine dunes and
ocean views to one of an overbuilt beach resort in her opinion. Mayor Sessions thanked Ms.
Vandenberg for her comments.

Marie Rodriguez approached Mayor and Council to speak against the proposed Noise
Ordinance. Ms. Rodriguez expressed her concerns with a Tybee Island Police Officer or Code
Enforcement Officer issuing a ticket without a complaint. Mayor Sessions thanked Ms. Rodriguez
for her comments.

Jennifer Knox approached Mayor and Council to speak against proposed Noise Ordinance.
Ms. Knox stated her business, The Sand Bar, voluntarily change the time of the music from
midnight to 10:00PM and recently at 9:30PM they received a citation. They are trying to do the
right thing and would like to know how they are protected against unfounded complaints. Mayor
Sessions asked Ms. Knox to contact the City Manager and schedule a meeting so he can address
her concerns. Dr. Gillen confirmed.

Christain Sahr, 503 Miller, approached Mayor and Council and supports the 10:00PM as stated
in the proposed Noise Ordinance. Mayor Sessions thanked Ms. Sahr.

Barry Brown made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Monty Parks seconded. Vote
was unanimous to approve, 6-0.

Consideration of Bids, Contracts, Agreements and Expenditures

Purchase of Property: Davis Cohen, Unopened Portion of 5th Street. Item postponed.
Will be heard on March 11, 2021.

Strand Promenade and South End Bathrooms. Dr. Gillen stated he has been in contact
with Georgia Department of Natural Resources (DNR) and they are asking we come back to them
with a modified permit of the Dune Project Permit to allow for the bathrooms to be constructed
on the seaward side of the sidewalks. Concerns have been raised by residents and with that he
did conduct public meetings. He stated they took their recommendations and revised the plans
and met with DNR. A layout was done which modified from the original plan. He continued, the
plan is much smaller now and fits the nature of the Strand. Dr. Gillen stated the height of the
restrooms was also a concern which he tried to mitigate. One idea was to turn the restroom
perpendicular to the sidewalk to make it less wide and the view obstruction would only be 9’
versus 21’. DNR was opposed to this plan. The decking was removed from the project which
lessened the height and the restrooms would remain parallel to the sidewalks. Dr. Gillen then
showed artistic renderings depicting the proposed location of the bathrooms. With the mitigation,
this brings in the facilities the City is looking for and increases the bathrooms on the south-end
and makes it a much nicer facility. He reminded Mayor and Council, Chatham County is funding
this project through SPLOST. The new concept is much like that at North Beach but not as
clustered, it is more spread out. Dr. Gillen stated he is asking Mayor and Council for approval of
the layout and structure of the buildings and locations. This would then go to DNR for a
modification to the current permit that the City holds for the Dune Project. This would not
approve the project as it still needs to go out for bid. Ms. DeVetter asked Dr. Gillen if he has
spoken to DNR regarding the changes. Dr. Gillen concurred. Ms. DeVetter asked if they were in
agreement with the concrete pads rather than the decking. Dr. Gillen again concurred. Mr.
Gulbronson stated the restrooms will be placed on permeable pavers not concrete pads. By
removing the decking and using the permeable pavers, the sq ft of the bathroom is less than that
of the decking. Mr. Parks asked Mr. Gulbronson to speak to the impact on the dunes. Mr.




Gulbronson stated in the area of 17" south where the proposed restrooms are located there is
approximately 17 feet from the sidewalk to the toe of the dunes and the proposed restrooms will
fit in that area. When the dunes were designed, they left the area bigger so it could accommodate
the restrooms. Mr. Parks expressed his concerns with disturbing the existing dunes and
vegetation. Mr. Gulbronson stated the proposed restrooms will stay landward of the sand fencing.
Mr. Parks asked if they anticipate the new dunes growing in height and eventually grow higher
than the restrooms. Mr. Burke expressed his concerns with the growth of the dunes as they
might migrate over the sidewalks and into the parking lot. Mr. Gulbronson stated they are building
a 2' retaining wall which would keep the dunes from migrating west. Mr. Gulbronson confirmed.
Mayor Sessions confirmed with Dr. Gillen he is seeking approval from Mayor and Council for
conceptual design layout only. Dr. Gillen confirmed. Spec Hosti made a motion to approve
moving forward with drawings, location and the permitting process. Monty Parks seconded.
Discussion: Mr. Burke expressed his concerns with spending dollars on new bathrooms when
existing bathrooms are failing. Dr. Gillen stated the County is providing SPLOST funding for the
new bathrooms. The City is rehabbing the existing bathrooms at the Old Marine Science Center.
Vote was unanimous to approve, 6-0. Discussion: Dr. Gillen stated, for a timeline, the City will
make an application for the DNR May 2021 meeting. If approved, then the project would go to
bid and thirty days after that, bids would be opened with construction planned for mid-October
2021. Mr. Gulbronson reminded Mayor and Council within that time frame there would be public
meetings and public comment period. Mayor Sessions asked Dr. Gillen to include information on
the website regarding the next steps in the permitting process.

Consideration of Ordinances, Resolution

First Reading, 2021-04, Parking Ordinance. Mr. Hughes approached Mayor and Council. He
stated the purpose of the draft ordinance before them tonight is to update the existing parking
ordinance and to catch up with technology as the existing ordinance deals with meters more than
with the pay and display and apps. This will also modernize and make it consistent with the
practices the Parking Department has developed over the years with collection methods. Mr.
Hughes stated the most significant change is it now prohibits the parking of recreational vehicles
in the City parking lots. The ordinance as written only deals with basically updating technology
either opting on the alternatives, Sec 66-184, dealing with the Misuse of Decals and the penalty
that is imposed by the Department. He has added an alternative. Under the proposed ordinance,
recreational vehicles would be prohibited from parking in City lots. Mr. Parks asked Mr. Hughes if
this isn't the policy that has been in place for some time. Mr. Hughes replied this is the ordinance
but there is an alternative for Parking Department to refer for collection rather than sending to
the Courts. Mr. Hosti asked about the off-season. Mr. Hughes stated in the off-season they can
use the meters to pay for parking north of 14" Street. Mayor Sessions asked if “off-season” was
defined in the ordinance. Mr. Hughes stated no but he would be glad to include. Mr. Hosti
recommended defining the seasons for parking. Spec Hosti made a motion to approve with
changes to include the definition of “seasons”. John Branigin seconded. Vote was unanimous
to approve, 6-0.

First Reading, 2021-05, Noise Ordinance. Mr. Hughes stated the proposed ordinance is a
change to the existing ordinance as it directed only to the residential components where the
standard in the residential area would be plainly audible sounds at given distances. This would
be a violation at certain times of the day or night as opposed to current ordinance which applies
across the board and sound limits that are not time oriented in residential areas or anywhere.
The purpose of the proposed ordinance is to protect residents, occupants of Short Term Vacation
Rentals (STVR’s), long term rentals and basically everyone from excessive noise in residential
areas. This does not impact commercial areas as the proposed ordinance is only changing the
standard in the residential zones. The permissibility of outside music, amplified or otherwise is
not addressed and there is a recommendation it be considered as a component of the



Entertainment Licenses. He stated those issues would continue to be as they are now, controlled
by the sound limits, as the receiving land use by decibel readers and levels opposed to the plainly
audible standard. Mr. Branigin recommended changes for second reading, as to the days of the
week, as stated now, Saturday and Sunday, should include Friday, Saturday and holidays. He
continued, he feels the proposed ordinance is better as Code Enforcement Officers will be in the
community and will be able to head off potential offenders without having a complaint. Mr.
Branigin recommendation the City continue with asking individuals to turn down the music as
they generally comply. Mr. Parks stated he is in favor of the proposed ordinance as one of the
key differences is Code Enforcement will be addressing the noise with warnings or writing a ticket
which is not a criminal violation. Mr. Hosti expressed his concerns with crafting an ordinance that
is enforceable by Code Enforcement Officers. Mr. Hughes stated he has never seen this written
into an ordinance or state law as it is the same discretion as to issuing a warning or ticket. Ms.
DeVetter recommended deleting “pure tone provision” from the proposed ordinance. She
continued, residents would like the weekend hours to be earlier, 11:00PM, rather than mid-night
and she supports that change. Ms. DeVetter agreed with Mr. Branigin as this is a non-complaint
based ordinance that Code Enforcement can identify issues without the complaining party. She
then made reference to the enforcement provisions. She asked what the penalty for violating
the ordinance is and feels it is covered by the Administrative Fines, but should there be a provision
in the ordinance to refer to both the Disorderly House and the Administrative Fines. Mr. Hughes
confirmed to a cross reference and eliminating the pure tone. Ms. DeVetter confirmed. Mr.
Branigin stated 11:00PM on Friday and Saturday evenings is too restrictive. Monty Parks made
a motion to approve to include Ms. DeVetter's recommendations: delete pure tone; cross
referencing Code Enforcement and Administrative Fines; and time remaining at midnight. Jay
Burke seconded. Voting in favor were Jay Burke, Monty Parks, John Branigin, Barry Brown and
Spec Hosti. Voting against was Nancy DeVetter. Motion to approve, 5-1.

First Reading, 2021-06, Administrative Fines. Dr. Gillen stated this is an expansion of what
Code Enforcement can do and sets a new set of Administrative Fines. The program is working
as it is shifting work from the police officers to the Code Enforcement Officers. Instead of having
a criminal citation written, the individual would receive an Administrative Citation. He continued
to discuss the existing procedures as to the fines and is recommending approval. Mr. Parks made
reference to “dogs on the beach”. Previously the fine was $300 and with court costs, the final
cost is over $700. He is in favor of de-escalation of some fines and the Administration Fines
structure is positive. Monty Parks made a motion to approve. Nancy DeVetter seconded.
Voting in favor were Jay Burke, Monty Parks, John Branigin, Nancy DeVetter and Spec Hosti.
Voting against was Barry Brown. Motion to approve, 5-1.

First Reading, 2021-07, Code Review, Chapter 2, Administration. Dr. Gillen stated the
process started in 2016 and is now before Mayor and Council. Mr. Hughes asked if there are
questions. Ms. DeVetter stated she would like to clarify a couple of issues that citizens have
brought to her: (1) Mayor and Council are not discussing the ethics portion of the Code Review
at this time; (2) Dr. Gillen not covered under the ethics as he is covered under the Code of Ethics
for City Managers; and (3) to allow a more efficient administration of the procurement policy.
Monty Park made a motion to approve. Nancy DeVetter seconded. Discussion: Mayor
Sessions thanked everyone who was involved with the Code Review. Vote was unanimous to
approve, 6-0.

Resolution: 2021-03, Establish a Franchise Fee Applicable to Holders of Cable and
Video Franchises Issued by the State of Georgia. Mr. Hughes stated this is at the
suggestion of the firm that is currently under contract with the City to assist with the management
of the right-of-ways. The proposed Resolution was prepared by them so it is to be documented.
Monty Parks made a motion to approve. Spec Hosti seconded. Vote was unanimous to
approve, 5-0. Ms. DeVetter stepped away from the meeting.



Bubba Hughes: Article VII of Appendix A - Land Development Code "Tree Removal
Regulations", Sec 7-040. Mr. Hughes stated the discussions were held recently regarding requiring
improvements in the Tree Ordinance with instances to the removal of five (5) or more trees. A
City official or a designee of Planning and Zoning Office must be present to monitor the removal
and on the application for a permit, it will provide notice of the fact they are aware prior to any
removal. The permit holder would also have to acknowledge by signing the document. This is
also to amend the separate section if there is a violation two (2) or more times during a three (3)
year period you can be denied any permit with the City for up to three (3) years and could be
restricted in the future. He continued, the proposed amends so that any person who removes
trees without a permit including the owner and/or contractor, in addition to all other penalties,
shall not be eligible for any building or other permit for a period of two (2) years from the date
of conviction for the unpermitted removal. One additional change would be Mayor and Council
could approve a permit under extreme hardship. Mr. Shaw clarified the current Tree Ordinance
includes the definition of a tree as to what can be cut without a permit. Mayor Sessions explained
why the City is moving in this direction as there are residents and/or contractors are not adhering
to the permit. Nancy DeVetter made a motion to approve and send to the Planning Commission
for the recommendations. John Branigin seconded. Motion was unanimous to approve, 6-0.

Monty Parks: Sec 22-169(b) - Building Waste - Accumulations Prohibited. Mr. Parks
recommended Mr. Hughes bring back proposed changes in ordinance form to include language
giving residents 24 hours to add a cover to the dumpster.

Dr. Gillen stated there were meetings by the Alcohol Workgroup and their
Recommendations are included in the packet before them tonight. The next step is to bring to
Mayor and Council for their recommendations. Jay Burke recused himself from the
discussion. Mr. Parks recommended Dr. Gillen take each item separately for discussion. Mr.
Hosti asked if this could be added to Mayor and Council’s long range plan that is ongoing. Dr.
Gillen confirmed. Mr. Hosti asked the next steps if Mayor and Council voted in the affirmative.
Dr. Gillen responded, it would become part of the Goals and Objectives of City Council to develop
a long range plan to address the ten (10) recommendations from the Alcohol Work Group. Mayor
Sessions stated of the twelve (12) items only two (2) items are not budget related: (1) Better
Training for Servers and (2) Liability Insurance. Mr. Branigin stated many items the City Manager
has the authority to move forward on and others are policy decisions that Mayor and Council can
give him direction. Two (2) items require ordinance involvement. Dr. Gillen concurred as he can
move forward with (1) filling vacant police officers positions; (2) make public safety employees
salary more competitive, above the 65 percentile; and (3) create a more visible presence in the
south-end business district while maintaining adequate coverage for the rest of the City. He
continued, if Mayor and Council vote to agree on the three (3) items above, these items would
be a priority in the budget process. Mayor pro tem Brown made reference to the bar owners
responsibility, how much will this cost and what is the financial burden on the residents. He
recommended the bar owners hire doormen to assist with alcohol consumption. Dr. Gillen stated
Mayor and Council will need to give him authority to move forward with the budgetary items
above and the other items are policy driven. Mayor Sessions concurred. Mr. Hughes stated of
the two remaining items: (1) better training for servers and (2) liability insurance are the only
two he feels that Mr. Branigin and Mr. Hosti need to recuse on participating in a vote as it impacts
their direct business. These two items would require an ordinance specifically. He recommended
Staff review the application requirements and the owners would demonstrate what precautions
they take as it would be their security plan for operating the business. Mr. Hughes stated Ms.
O’Connell, Dr. Gillen and himself meet to revise the application forms. Mayor pro tem Brown
agreed with Mr. Hughes recommendation. Ms. DeVetter stated there are two things that need



to be addressed via ordinance and can be voted on to send to Mr. Hughes for completion. The
remaining items can be sent to Dr. Gillen for inclusion in the budget. Dr. Gillen confirmed.
Nancy DeVetter made a motion to have Mr. Hughes to draft an ordinance based on the two (2)
bar rules as listed in the Recommendations from the Alcohol Workgroup and the other items to
be tasked to Dr. Gillen for budgetary consideration, implementation into the Strategic Plan, and
to recommend an amount these recommendations and implementations cost the City. Monty
Parks seconded. Discussion: Mr. Branigin expressed his concerns with the cost to the City and
in regards to the cameras, they would be more wide spread over the Island for many reasons.
Mr. Parks agreed with the two proposed ordinances and would like to see those proposed
ordinance “for discussion only” on an upcoming agenda rather than for first reading. He would
also ask Dr. Gillen to find other incentives for hiring of new officers not only with salaries. Dr.
Gillen asked if the bullet point regarding long range planning. Ms. DeVetter stated she would
recommend it be included in the Strategic Planning. Dr. Gillen concurred. Ms. DeVetter
restated her motion: Refer the two ordinance provisions for the liquor licensing, Safe Serve
and Liability Insurance, to Mr. Hughes for drafting of a proposed ordinance to come back to Mayor
and Council for “discussion only”. Monty Parks seconded. Vote was unanimous to approve, 3-
0. Voting in favor were Monty Parks, Barry Brown and Nancy DeVetter. John Branigin, Spec
Hosti and Jay Burke recused.

Nancy DeVetter made a motion to task Dr. Gillen with implementation of remaining non-
budgetary items and through the long-term Strategic Plan. Monty Parks seconded. Vote was
unanimous to approve, 5-0. Jay Burke recused.

Shawn Gillen discussed the Action Item List and the progress of each item.

Barry Brown made a motion to adjourn. John Branigin seconded. Vote was unanimous to
approve, 6-0.

Meeting adjourned at 9:10PM.

| was thankful to read Mr. Shaw's and Mr. Gulbronson's e-mails in the 02-25 City Council packet. | along with the 7
residents of Marsh Creek Cove are likewise opposed to Mr. Cohen's purchase. Our 6 townhouses face the large marsh
tracks Mr. Cohen has staked out via survey. We are on a short private road the intersects 5 avenue, where 8th street
dead ends. As |'ve been fold, be brief and to the point, I'll try.

The 3 properties Mr. Gulbronson said will be landlocked are owned by Abe Dentel of Tybee, the State of Georgia and Red
Bug Estates of Tivoli, New York. | got that from the Sagis website. On that Sagis map it shows Miller Ave. on the other
side of these 3 properties. But as you know, Miller ends at 7th st. and is wooded until 8th st.

In Mr. Cohen's e-mail to Jan LeViner to purchase the unopened portion of 5th "street” he adds "The area is all marsh
including 5th st. and is a dead end street". This is actually 5th avenue. | am attaching a photo of the beginning of of his 5th
street request with the "opened” portion of 5th in the foreground. This approximately 30" x 50' parcel, with its grassy lawn,
cedar trees and tall palm tree is obviously not "all marsh”. There is marsh behind it as you can see from Mr. Gulbronson's
aerial photo in the packet, page 21. If you decide to keep Tybee's property, my wife, | and a neighbor will be happy to
continue it's upkeep and watering, as we have done for 34 years.

Mr. Gulbronson writes that Mr. Cohen "wants a place to park so he can bring his grand kids out to play in the marsh". I'm
sure Tybee will allow that.

Dear Robyn,

‘Devotion’ is based on the book by Adam Makos about two American War Heroes in the
Korean War. Ensign Jesse Brown and Lt Tom Hudner. Brown was shot down in Korea on
December 4, 1949, Lt Hudner lived until 2017 when he died at the age of 93. Our film is
based on their story.

Devotion Movie LLC, is requesting permission to film in and around the state’s shore
jurisdiction on Tybee Island, Georgia. We are proposing one filming location and one
beach access location with the following activities at this location:

Key location — DAY — CANNES FRANCE, 1949 - The following day activities are proposed
for the scene referred to as ‘our pilots find Elizabeth Taylor under a Cabana’. The
characters will be talking to Ms. Taylor, can’t believe she is on the beach. This scene
takes place on the beach at the Third Street Utility Access at medium to low tide.
Walking crew and equipment will enter beach by using the Third St Utility Access area.
Requesting permission for this crossover beach access entrance to be closed to the
public during this time.

Prep dates: March 23 — April 6. Construction to temporarily build a 100'x20’ ‘sea wall’
south at the Third Street Utility Access point of the beach. This wall will start sixteen feet
east of the snow fencing/soft sand of the sand dunes. Construction will bring in this
wall in sections using two stake beds and permission to use four gators with trailers.
Construction plans on laying down 4’x8’ plastic mud mats, if needed, to traverse from
asphalt to hard packed sand. They will bring in preassembled pieces that will be bolted
and/or screwed together.

Once our ‘sea wall’ is complete, set dressers will place umbrellas, beach chairs and other
beach accessories two days prior to our proposed filming date, keeping in mind the high
tides during this period. This set dressing will extend approximately 50’ north and south
of our set wall and approximately 40’ seaward, according to tides.
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Restoration dates: April 8 — April 13™". Deconstruction will follow the same way but in
reverse and will take approximately five days. Construction will run a magnet daily in
the area to make sure there are no loose screws. Construction will manually sift some
of the area beneath the wall line just to make sure they have removed all of the
fasteners.

Once Company hits any
soft or packed sand the Lull will have mud mats or 4x8 sheets of % plywood (see
attached photo) placed under the wheels.

Robyn,

The second part of our filming day, April 7, will be spent on the north end of the Island for our “Tom ages his jacket”
scene. The timing of the day is still TBD but we will likely move to this scene in the afternoon and film until we lose all of
the light-around 7pm.

In this scene, one of our main characters, Tom Hudner, is trying to “age” his flight jacket by dragging it behind his car on
a graveled road. There will be 13 period cars parked near the set and 4 extras will used in this scene. We are requesting
to use the Tom Lynch Loop (TLL) area for this scene. Below is the schedule of events:

When production leaves the beach at 3™ St and goes to the TLL area, only the working trucks will move. Crew parking
and base camp will stay in the same location as earlier. Crew will arrive to the new set via production vans.

April 5t
e After 3pm-we will place barricades and cones with signs indicating no parking after 3am on 4-6. This is to hold
the parking area for the following day.

Production
will make all positive efforts to get the Tybee Lighthouse visitors to and from the Lighthouse to the Museum.

e Gravel is removed from the TLL before 6pm.
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We will not impede the traffic going to the Marine Science Center, or the North Beach Grill while in this area and will

meet with each of these entities in the coming weeks.

SECTION 5: INFORMATION & PRODUCTION GUIDELINES

This section provides information and standard requirements that have proven to be useful during production activity
and serves as a guide for all companies desiring to obtain a commercial film production permit on Tybee Island. The city
assumes no liability arising or resulting from the determinations of respective minimum staffing levels or the
requirements for any production. Because no two production requests are the same, requirements may vary for each
production. The Community Development Office reserves the right to require additional city services and/or
monetary deposits that may not be noted, but determined necessary. Production activity taking place in residential and
/ or commercial areas, inclusive of filming, parking, set dressing, load-in and load-out in these areas of Tybee Island
require a production permit or shall be cited as a violation for the production company.
Possible restrictions: The City Manager or Mayor and City Council reserve the right to restrict production
activity based on the anticipated impact to the community and demand on resources. Additionally, the
City Manager or Mayor and City Council reserve the right to restrict production activity in Downtown
and beach areas between Tybrisa (16"} and 18" Streets based on anticipated economic
impact of businesses during peak tourism season (spring and summer).
The guidelines are subject to change and may be enforced as conditions of the permit.

Production Scouting
The City of Tybee Island’s Community Development Office shall be contacted prior to scouting locations for
possible production activity in order to discuss city policies and parking regulations.

Process of Application Consideration
1. Whether the production representative is capable or incapable of executing the planned production.
2. Whether budgetary considerations at the time of application create such a burden upon the city’s financial
resources that it would not be practical for the production to take place at the time requested.
Whether the activity, as planned, may create an undue burden upon the public and staff resources of the city.
The timing of the proposed production activity.
The historical experience, if any, of production activity in the past years.
The effect the proposed activity will have upon the city’s resources and public health and safety, and frequency.
All city department heads affected by said activity must review and confirm acceptance of the application prior
to the application being approved by the City Manager or the Mayor and City Council. All relevant fire and life
safety issues must be adequately addressed.
8. A commercial film production permit may be withheld when the directors of city departments, in good faith,
believe that the proposed activities will endanger the public health, safety, welfare, and / or damage property.
9. After reviewing the comments of all affected departments of the city, based on the specifics of the production
activities, approval or rejection to proceed with the application process will be granted.
10. Requests for filming on weekends or holidays are reviewed on a case-by-case basis. Locations for production
activity are reserved on a first-come, first-serve basis, regardless of the size or scope of the production.

Consideration of Application

1. Inorderto ensure a smooth review process for permission of requested production activity, the production
representative will first meet with the city’s Facilities / Special Events Coordinator, then
applicable city department personnel and City Manager to review the application so that all concerns and details
are addressed and agreed upon. Following these meetings, the application, if applicable, will be submitted for
City Council consideration.

2. The City Manager may at her / his discretion approve production activity as outlined on page 1 of this
application. The City Manager may at her / his discretion approve small scale production activity if the activity is
solely on private property.

3. The City Manager, in consultation with directors of affected departments, may also impose any necessary
restrictions or conditions to be observed in accordance with public safety, environmental and administrative
considerations involved in the application.

Community Development Department
1. Temporary structures may not be anchored in the ground. If damage is done to city property, applicable fines
and / or fees shall be billed to and paid by the production company.
2. Removing, excessive trimming and/or cutting of vegetation or trees are prohibited unless approved by and
coordinated with the proper permitting office. In most instances, a city permit will be required.

Facility Reservation Office

1. Reservation applications for use of beach areas and city owned facilities are required through the Facilities
Coordinator for approval.

2. The production representative granted a permit shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances and policies
pertaining to approved beach and / or facility application.

3. The production representative granted a permit shall be responsible for its contractors and subcontractors
adhering to all applicable laws, ordinances, and policies pertaining to approved beach and / or facility
applications.

Fire Department
1. Inthe interest of public safety, the Tybee Island Fire Department must review and approve aspects of the

production activity that may include, but not limited to, fireworks or pyrotechnics, emergency vehicle access,
and use of open flame in accordance with city ordinances and all permit requirements. The Fire Chief will
determine whether or not department personnel are needed and the production company shall pay directly for
said services.

The Fire Chief must approve requested participation by the Fire Department directly.

The Fire Chief must approve use of Ocean Rescue Headquarters and Lifeguard Stands.

Water activities and/or stunts will require the presence of off-duty Tybee Island Ocean Rescue lifeguard(s).

The production company shall be solely responsible for coordinating with the Fire Chief, the hiring and
compensating of necessary personnel in association with activity.

6. Fees will be assessed and invoiced for use of department vehicles in association with production activity.

Parking Services Division
Most productions require some level of parking arrangements. When a company requires public parking in city parking
lots, arrangements must be made with the city’s Parking Services Division, in conjunction with the Community Development
Office at the time of application review with departments. Due to the high demand for parking
spaces in the City of Tybee Island, the Parking Services Division will only rent parking spaces for vehicles essential to
production and/or to clear parking spaces for the production (no visible vehicles in the shot). All production vehicles
must park in legally designated parking spaces and/or lots. Vehicles parked in unauthorized areas (i.e. handicapped
spaces, loading zones, fire lanes, lanes of traffic, unlicensed lots, residential zones, etc.) without official authorization
will be fined and/or removed.
1. The production company shall effectively demonstrate that they have maximized the use of private commercial
parking prior to requesting use of public parking.
2. In most cases, the city may provide public parking spaces only for essential unit vehicles. When public parking is
approved for use and / or restricted, costs as noted below will be invoiced accordingly:

APPLICABLE DAY HOURLY RATE / SPACE
Monday thru Thursday Half-Price Regular Rate of $3.50 / hour / space
Friday thru Sunday $4 / hour / space
Hourly rates per space will be doubled without written notice and city approval 48 hours in advance.

3. The production company shall use off-street parking, as available, for non-essential vehicles (i.e. crew parking).
The production company may be required to use a remote parking location and arrange for suitable shuttle
service for locations where off-street parking is not available (i.e. residential locations). At all times parking shall
be organized to minimize the disruption to the area.

4. Request for use of parking lots or spaces must be submitted in detail for approval with the application.

5. Requests for production vehicles parking shall be included in the application request for consideration.
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SECTION 5: INFORMATION & PRODUCTION GUIDELINES CON'T.

6. Requests for public parking spaces that have a direct impact on a business or resident(s) may be required to be
accompanied by a notification letter confirming communication with the affected business/property owner/
manager prior to the request for parking being approved. The Community Development Office, in
conjunction with the City Manager’s Office, may make determinations of needed documentation on a case-by-
case basis.

7. By city ordinance, no person(s) may camp or sleep in vehicles in public areas nor may a vehicle stop or park with
engine running for longer than ten minutes, except when necessary to refrigerate perishable items and / or for
passenger buses that remain occupied by other than the driver.

Street Closures
If roads are to be blocked or traffic disrupted in any manner, the production representative must directly coordinate
with the Tybee Island Police Department during regular working hours.

1. Public streets shall not be closed unless:

a. adequate alternate routes are available,

b. adequate access to adjacent businesses is assured,

c. transit can be maintained on the portion of the street to be closed, or can be maintained on adjacent
streets.

2. Major streets shall not be closed during high volume traffic periods.

a. When traffic cannot be effectively diverted onto other streets, traffic shall be stopped only
intermittently and for no longer than three continuous minutes during each 10-minute period.

b. Occupants of properties within a street closure or within any area a film company is filming are to be
informed of the activity by the production company. In a residential area, residents in any block where
filming is occurring or which is occupied by production vehicles shall be advised of the proposed activity.
Reference the Notification Section for information.

Adequate access to the area shall remain open at all times for emergency service personnel and emergency vehicles to
ensure safety.

Police Department
1. Any person or organization shall comply with security and safety guidelines set by the Tybee Island Police
Department.
2. The Chief of Police must approve requested participation by the Police Department directly.
3. Traffic Control/ Driving Shots
a. All productions that require any amount of pedestrian and / or vehicle traffic control must include
detailed information within the application for consideration. The off-duty officer in accordance with the
permit shall directly coordinate all traffic interruption on-site.
4. The production company shall be solely responsible for coordinating, with the Chief of Police, the hiring and
compensating of necessary personnel in association with activity.
5. Fees will be assessed and invoiced for use of department vehicles in association with production activity.

Public Works Department

1. The site of the production activity must be restored to its original condition or additional charges will apply.

2. Please note that any production that is found illegally dumping debris/trash will be fined. In addition, any
production leaving debris/trash behind at any production location will be billed for the time, labor and
equipment used by the Public Works Department to clean up the area.

3. Upon completion of work, all materials and debris shall be entirely removed and the right-of-way left in a
condition satisfactory to the Director of Public Works. Any costs for cleanup by the city will be charged to the
permit holder.

4. Fees will be assessed on a per hour rate and determined by the city if production activity requires the use of the
electrical service, equipment owned by the City of Tybee, and / or labor.

5. Itis the responsibility of the production company to provide adequate toilet facilities during activity as
appropriate. Location(s) of said stations shall be indicated on provided site plan. One chemical toilet for every
200 people is recommended.

6. Electrical needs are the sole responsibility of the production company. Generators shall not run during evening
hours nor disrupt the peace and quiet in non-commercial areas in accordance with City Code 22-112.

7. The production company shall be solely responsible for coordinating, with the Director of Public Works, the
hiring and compensating of necessary personnel in association with activity.

8. Fees will be assessed and invoiced for requested services/equipment and use of department vehicles in
association with production activity.

Additional Agencies

Georgia Department of Natural Resources
An issued Letter of Permission (LOP) from Georgia Department of Natural Resources is required for any activity
on the beach and / or within the Shore Protection Jurisdictional Area {i.e. beach side parking lot areas, etc.)
fifteen (15) business days prior to activity. The production is subject to cancellation if the LOP is not received by
the City of Tybee Island prior to the noted deadline. Requests may be submitted at
http://coastalgadnr.org/sendemail.
In the case of duplicate permits (i.e. application approval from the city and/or an issued LOP), the more
restrictive provisions of any permit will control.
The city will notify DNR Enforcement when activity taking place conflicts with the issued LOP. Fines may apply.

Georgia Department of Transportation
The Georgia Department of Transportation shall be contacted when production activity impacts their
jurisdiction. Contact information is available at http://www.dot.ga.gov/AboutGDOT/Districts.

Chatham County
Chatham County shall be contacted when production activity impacts their jurisdiction and / or the Pier and
Pavilion located at Strand Avenue. Contact information is available at
http://www.chathamcounty.org/Home/Department-Contacts.

Tybee Island Marine Science Center
Turtle nesting season on Tybee Island is May 1 through October 31. A conservation program of the Marine
Science Center is the Tybee Sea Turtle Project. Volunteers with the Turtle Project protect and monitor the
island’s nesting sea turtles. Production representative shall coordinate with the Marine Science Center
regarding proposed beach activity during turtle nesting season. Contact information is available at
http://www.tybeemarinescience.org/contact-us/.

United States Coast Guard
The USCG shall be contacted at 912-786-5440 when production activity includes fireworks. Approval for such
activity is required at least 135 days prior. This is in addition to approvals required by the City of Tybee Island
with input from the Tybee Island Fire Department.

Residential / Commercial / Beach Areas

1. Production representative must provide written documentation confirming notification provided to
merchants and / or residents prior to the Commercial Film Production Application being submitted for
consideration of approval. Documentation shall include signatures of merchants notified when possible.

2. Itis the responsibility of the production representative to negotiate compensation with residents and / or
businesses when they are impacted directly by the activity.

3. Cast/crew may not trespass onto private property without consent. All personnel must remain within the
boundaries of the property that has been permitted for filming.

4. Residents / Merchants shall never be prevented from access (street, driveway, and sidewalk) to their home /
business as a result of film production, except for brief periods when scenes are being shot.

5. Public access to and on the beach shall not be restricted as a result of film production, except for brief periods
when scenes are being shot.

6. Productions may not impede normal residential services such as garbage collection and street cleaning.

7. At no time may production disrupt regular mail service.
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SECTION 5: INFORMATION & PRODUCTION GUIDELINES CON'T.

Move-ins, move-outs and any related noisy activities of a production company shall occur only during the
following periods: 7am — 8pm by city ordinance.

Late night and early morning filming between the hours outside of those in (8) will not be permitted unless
permission is granted with the application based on the production representative providing required
documentation of notification.

A production company will place on the sidewalk in the area of filming, an information sign advising the public of
the name of the film and noting that they may be inconvenienced while walking through the area.

Notifications

1.

Signage

Productions that require completed notification and/ or signature documentation are strongly encouraged to
begin notifying residents and / or merchants at least six weeks in advance. A sample of the documentation for
distribution shall be included with the application at time of submittal. Complete documentation shall be
provided to the Community Development Office no less than two (2) weeks prior to the start of a
production with six (6) or more days of production activity and seven (7) days prior to the start of a production
with five (5) or less days of production activity.
Notification shall include:

a. name of the production company
name of the production representative with contact phone number and email address
date(s) and time(s) the film company will be working in the area
a summary of the activity which will impact the area
map indicating areas for activity (including parking)
phone number of the city’s Community Development Office

g. phone number of the Savannah Film Commission Office.
Production representative is required to provide notice by reasonable means available, including, but not limited
to, cellular phone or other telephonic means, e-mail, fax, hand-delivery, mail or other traceable delivery service
(i.e. FedEx, UPS, courier service or certified mail). Federal law prohibits distribution in mailboxes.
A map created by the production company must be included with the original notification letter upon delivery of
the application to the Community Development Office. This map shall clearly identify distribution
streets by name & block (i.e. 700 block), and indicate all addresses receiving notification.
In the instance of a failure to successfully deliver notification letters, the production representative must
document to the Community Development Office as to the number of attempts at making contact
and provide documented attempts using recognized methods (certified mail, etc.).
Production representative must inform all affected properties of any schedule changes made after distribution
of original notification letters. At all times the Community Development Office reserves the right to
require proof of notification as a condition of the permit.
No two productions are the same, and the city may require production company to meet additional
requirements depending on the nature and scope of activity.

Each vehicle belonging to the production company shall display proper identification on the dashboard including
a contact person and telephone number.

Signage to direct cast/crew or any other production elements is permitted only by specific production
company’s permitted use and must be removed immediately upon completion of permitted activity. An invoice
for costs incurred by the city for any removal of left signage will be forwarded to the production representative
and must be satisfied before issuance of any further permits.

When filming occurs in a commercial area with limited passage on the right-of-way (including beach crossovers),
the production company must provide proper wayfinding signage indicating businesses are open and provide an
alternate route that will not negatively impact business activity.

When filming occurs where pedestrians who are not associated with the production will be present, the
production company must provide proper wayfinding signage and off-duty officers shall be stationed
throughout the set in order to direct pedestrians politely and safely through or around set.

Anti-Litter

1.

If catering is done at a location, a method must be established for the removal of used cooking oils, gray water
or any other solvents from the activity site. The production company will incur costs imposed by the city,
county, and state if any solvents are left or discarded at the activity site.

Release of helium balloons and/or Chinese lanterns is prohibited on Tybee Island. It is very harmful to wildlife
and is a violation of the city’s littering ordinance.

All smoking refuse must be properly disposed of in marked ‘butt-cans’ or other specifically designated
receptacles.

All debris in production activity area(s) must be contained at all times. The production company will be charged
an hourly rate and dumping fee determined by the city if any debris is left and disposed of by the Public Works
Department.

Amusement Rides

1. Separate from the insurance required by the City of Tybee Island, proof of insurance from the company

providing amusement rides in conjunction with the production activity is required two weeks prior to use.
Financial

1. The production representative shall be financially responsible for any cleaning, replacement and repair to
municipal property or its accompanying articles after completion of activity.

2. The production representative shall be financially responsible for extra personnel hours incurred by the city as a
result of the aforementioned.

3. Adeposit of 50% shall be made upon receipt of all estimated costs. Payments of invoices are due upon receipt.

Miscellaneous

1.

No production activity which involves the use of explosives, pyrotechnics, fire, smoke-making machines or other
special effects may be undertaken unless specifically approved in accordance with City Code 12.1 and the
Department of Natural Resources.

Production company shall maintain minimal noise levels at all times and adhere to City Code 22-112. During
filming activity, vehicle engines and generators shall be turned off as soon as possible, crew shall refrain from
unnecessary shouting and production radio volumes shall be conducive to effective communication without
being obtrusive to the surrounding neighborhood. If complaints of excessive noise levels occur, the production
representative shall attempt to identify, correct and/or modify the noise source. Failure to do so shall result in
immediate relocation of activity as appropriate.

When blockage of pedestrian right of way (including beach crossovers) is anticipated, production representative
must submit a site plan showing exact locations and specified times of access restrictions with the application
for approval.

ADA compliant crossovers must be used to safely cover all cables placed on streets and sidewalks.

Credits of all productions shall include the City of Tybee Island, Georgia as a production location.

The official logo of The City of Tybee Island shall be used in the credits of all productions. The logo may be
obtained from the City of Tybee Island’s Information Technology Department.

A statement referencing that permission for production activity was granted by the City of Tybee Island and, if
applicable, Department of Natural Resources must be included in the credits to ensure the public is aware that
specific activities (i.e. nongovernmental vehicles on the beach, open flames on the beach, etc.) are only
permissible with prior authorization. Wording shall be agreed to upon prior to completion of activity.
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Community Assistance

Tybee Island is proud of its community’s spirit of giving and collaboration. We invite production companies who film on
Tybee island to contribute to the community’s non-profit organizations as appropriate. We appreciate any efforts you
make to assist our community in better understanding the production process. The Community Development

Office can assist in facilitating appointments for members of cast or crew with the production to talk to students at our
local school and meet with members of our community.

The City of Tybee Island makes every effort to improve the quality of life for our residents and merchants. Productions
are encouraged to consider assisting in civic initiatives. If a production is capable of making lasting contributions

to the community, the city will be happy to help facilitate these efforts.

Enforcement

1. A commercial film production permit may be revoked immediately by the City Manager when activities are
believed to be endangering the public health, safety, welfare, and / or damaging property.

2. A commercial film production permit may be revoked within 24-hours of written notice from the City Manager
noting a violation of activity not permitted.

3. Aviolation of the permitted activity, in accordance with this application, shall be considered a violation of the
city code, enforceable as provided herein. Persons engaged in a production without approval, or otherwise in
violation of the guidelines herein, shall be subject to enforcement by city police or Code Enforcement Officers,
through the issuance of immediate cease and desist orders. Each violation shall constitute a separate offense
for which a separate fine shall be imposed as follows:

a. For the first offense within a 12 month period a fine up to $500;
b. Forthe second offense within a 12 month period a fine up to $750;
c. Forthe third offense within a 12 month period and subsequent offenses a fine up to $1,000.

4. The production company will be restricted from receiving a production permit for a six (6) month period of time
when previous violations have occurred.

5. [If there are repeat offenses by a production company and / or their representative, the City Manager may
decline to review future production permits from such person or entity for one year, or such other period as the
City Manager deems appropriate.

Moratoria
1. The City Manager or her / his designee has sole discretion to place a temporary moratorium on locations and
neighborhoods that have experienced ‘burn-out’ as a result of previous high volume or large impact production
activity based on the following criteria:
a. History of code violations;
Past history of the production company and/ or their representative;
Duration of the subject production;
Infrastructure and quality of life impacts (e.g. traffic interruptions);
Other impacts to adjacent property owners, including exceptional filming activities (e.g., fire effects,
explosions, car crashes, aerial filming, etc.)

Revisions

The Mayor and City Council may adopt revisions to the Commercial Film Production Application. The City Manager may
authorize amendments to the Commercial Film Production Application proposed by staff, and shall present such
amendments to the Mayor and City Council for approval.

Indemnification / Insurance

1. The production representative must sign this Agreement at time of submitting application, which provides for
certain indemnification and other legal requirements. Prior to the issuance of the production permit, the
production company shall maintain, at its sole expense, public liability insurance covering all production activity
taking place on / off city properties and resultant use thereof, naming the City of Tybee Island as an additional
insured, in the amount of $1 million. The Certificate of Insurance is required to be provided prior to the
production beginning. Failure to provide insurance will result in the cancellation of production activity.

2. The company is responsible for obtaining necessary insurance as deemed appropriate by the property owner
when private property is being utilized.

3. The production representative shall deliver to the Community Development Office a certificate or
certificates of insurance, as specified above, evidencing the existence of public liability insurance in the
minimum amounts described above. Each certificate shall provide that the city receive not less than thirty (30)
days written notice of cancellation prior to such cancellation. In the event that such insurance is cancelled,
expired or terminated, the production representative shall be required to obtain insurance immediately and
furnish proof to the Community Development Office. If such valid insurance is not obtained within
twenty-four (24) hours after cancellation or termination, the permit shall be revoked for the production and all
associated activity shall cease. The production representative shall be responsible for submitting all certificates
of insurance of its contractors and subcontractors.

SECTION 6: ACCEPTANCE AND AGREEMENT

ACCEPTANCE AND AGREEMENT

I, as the production representative of the commercial production company, do hereby agree to indemnify and
hold harmless the City of Tybee Island, Georgia, its elected officials, officers, agents, employees and contractors from
and against any and all loss, damage, claim, demand, liability or expense by reason of any damage or injury to property
or person which may be claimed to have arisen as a result of or in connection with any production activity of the
production representative, directors, officers, agents, servants, contractors, and subcontractors, including the
occupancy or use of listed activity locations during the time period of said production.

Such obligation to indemnify and hold harmless shall continue notwithstanding any negligence or comparative
negligence on the part of the city relating to such loss or damage, except for loss or damage arising from the sole
negligence or willful misconduct or gross negligence of the city, and shall include all costs, expenses and liabilities
incurred by the city in connection with any such claim, suit, action or cause of action, including the investigation thereof
and the defense of any action or proceeding brought thereon and any other judgment or decree which may be entered
in any such action or proceeding or as a result thereof. These provisions shall survive the expiration or earlier
termination of the use of premises. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to affect in any way the city’s rights,
privileges, and immunities as set forth in Georgia Statutes and/or the Constitution of the State of Georgia.

By providing my signature directly below, | agree to the above information and agree to comply with the
information and guidelines specified in this document to ensure that public health and safety is not compromised during
production activity, shall such be granted. In addition, | consent to the jurisdiction of the United States District Court for
the Southern District of Georgia, the State and Superior Courts for Chatham County, the Municipal Court of the City of
Tybee Island, and | agree that all disputes shall be resolved in one of these courts, and waive any objections to
jurisdiction and venue.

The movie Devotion is returning to Tybee for one day of filming on Wednesday April 7, 2021.

Based on the book "Devotion” by Adam Makos, the film tells the inspirational true story of naval fighter
pilots in the Korean War. Set in 1950, it features the American war heroes, Ensign Jesse Brown and
Lieutenant Tom Hudner.

We will once again be filming on the beach near 3 St. We are only filming one day but we will be
building a set just south of 3 St for a couple of weeks prior to the actual filming day. After filming it
will take about 5 days for our crews to dismantle this set. In order to stage prep and strike trucks, we
will be closing 3™ St. to public parking for about 20 days.
