Mr. Arnold stated every Sunday
evening from March until mid-October they have a stand to collect butts which is one of their
main focuses. Other programs include education and awareness. The current project includes
making Tybee restaurants Turtle-Friendly Restaurants. Mayor Sessions thanked Mr. Arnold for
his hard work with keeping Tybee clean.

Maria P rocopio approached Mayor and Council to give an update on the Marine Science
Center . Ms. Procopio gave a presentation which detailed their revenue and participation as
ZHOO WKH &HQWHUTTV FKD (i@yvalbe desiyKint thdr @élidit€@axdHaBntin uing
with Sidewalks to the Sea.

Mayor Sessions asked David McNaughton and Ann Purcell to give an update on the Tybee

Road Scenic Byway. Ms. Purcell is currently on the Board with GaDOT and is the representative
for the Congressional District 1 in Southeast Georgia. She also served eighteen years in the
George House of Representatives. Mayor Sessions statedMr. McNaughton has worked on this
project for five plus years and it not an easy accomplishment. Mr. McNaughton stated the State

Transportation Board approved the Tybee Road Scenic Byway. This will prohibit new billboards
being built along the road. Ms. Purcell thanked Mr. McNaughton as he was and continues to be
the driving force behind this designation. Mayor Sessions presented a Key to the City to Ms.
Purcell in gratitude for her service not only to Tybee but to the State.

Kathryn Williams  approached Mayor and Council to speak to 708 Butler Avenue. Ms. Williams
presented minutes from June 2006 City Council Meeting. She stated there are concerns as there
was in the past with no answers. Ms. Williams urged Mayor and Council not to take any action
on the project until all questions have been thoroughly answered. Mayor Sessions thanked Ms.
Williams for her comments.

Monty Parks made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Barry Brown seconded. Vote
was unanimous to approve, 6-0.

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Variance: Requesting Hammer head in lieu of cul -de-sac- 708 Butler Avenue, Chris
Koncul . George Shaw approached Mayor and Council to clarify the City does require for all
dead-end streets, a cul-de-sac. There are other requirements which are lesser if a private street.
Currently, all dead-end streets must have to have a cul-de-sac. Monty Parks made a motion
to table the request until April 14, 2022 City Council Meeting. Brian West seconded. Vote was
unanimous to approve, 6-0.

Consideration of Bids, Contracts, Agreements and Expenditures

YMCA Fitness Center Expansion Project Proposal . Dr. Gillen stated several months ago,
Council directed him to research the expansion of the YMCA Fitness Center. He met with YMCA
staff, YMCA Board members, City Engineer,and Greenline Architecture to discuss the expansion.
They looked at a one story expansion of just the current building and also a tear down and
rebuild. The conclusion was to do a tear down due to cost savings. He then showed an artist
rendering of the proposed Fitness Center. Dr. Gillen stated it is his intention to begin working
with the YMCA Administration and Board to have an arrangement that they would assist in p aying
for the building, if not some then most of the building. He recommended the YMCA conduct a
capital campaign to raise the funds. For them to do this, they need to own the building. The
City currently owns the building and the land. The arrangement would be a land lease. The City
would lease the YMCA the land, they would own the building, and after a certain term, the building
ownership would revert back to the City. Dr. Gillen stated he is seeking a general approval of the
concept and permissionto pursue that arrangement with the YMCA. It was confirmed there would
be public meetings for input. Mr. Hosti asked Dr. Gillen if there will be City funding. Dr. Gillen
responded not at this point. Dr. West confirmed the City would lease the land to th e YMCA and
they pay for their own building. Dr. Gillen confirmed. Monty Parks made a motion for the City
Manager to move forward. Barry Brown seconded. Voting in favor were Brian West, Monty
Parks, Barry Brown, Jay Burke and Spec Hosti. Nancy DeVett er was not available for the vote.
Vote was unanimous to approve, 5-0.

Award of ITB 2022 -764: Asphaltic Road Raving. Accepted bid: $564,228 Account
Number 322 -3510 -54-2200 and 322 -4210 -54-1400 . Dr. Gillen stated Mayor and Council
approved a budget to move $500,000 to the Capital Fund to fund additional paving. An ITB went
out and he is seeking approval. Mr. Hosti expressed his concerns as there is a wide range of bids,
$1.6M to $564,000 with the middle bid of $941,000. He is concerned there will be Change Orders
which will increase the cost of the project. Dr. Gillen stated Change Orders would need to come
before Mayor and Council for approval and he feels their recommendation of the bidder is a good
one. Monty Parks made a motion to approve. Barry Brown seconded. Voting in favor were
Brian West, Monty Parks, Barry Brown and Jay Burke. Voting against was Spec Hosti. Nancy
DeVetter was not available for the vote. Vote was 4 -1 to approve.

Consideration of Ordinances, Resolutions

First and Second Reading: 2022 -02, Brewpub Ordinance . Dana Braun approached
Mayor and Council and stated he drafted the proposed ordinance which will authorize brewpubs.
The State Law allows the brewing on the premises and allows patrons to take the product off
premises and this ordinance complies with the State Law. Spec Hosti recused. Monty Parks
made a motion to approve. Barry Brown seconded. Vote was unanimous to approve, 4-0.
Nancy DeVetter was not available for the vote.

First Reading: 2022 -03, Sec 58 -82 Excise tax on malt beverages produced by
brewpu bs. Dana Braun approached Mayor and Council and stated the proposed ordinance is

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TERMS OF RETENTION

Except as modified in writing, the following provisions will apply to the relationship
between Kilpatrick Townsend & Stockton LLP (“the Firm”) and the client (“you”), as identified
in the accompanying Engagement Letter:

1. Professional Fees. The Firm will be compensated for its services primarily on the
basis of time expended by the Firm’s attorneys, patent agents, patent scientists/engineers,
paralegals and other staff billed at our normal hourly rates. The ranges of attorney and staff rates
vary, depending on the skill and expertise of the person providing the service. The 2022 rates of
our attorneys currently range from $325 to $1340 per hour; the rates of our patent agents
currently range from $265 to $625 per hour; and the rates of our paralegals, case assistants and
other timekeeping staff currently range from $165 to $600 per hour. We will provide you the
particular current billing rates of the personnel working on your matters at your request. Any
deviation from this hourly billing arrangement will be agreed to between you and the Firm in
writing.

While most attorney and patent agent work is billed hourly, certain services that we
provide are charged at a fixed fee per event. Such services include certain routine tasks
performed by staff members (e.g., paralegals, patent prosecution specialists and case assistants).

The Firm does not handle patent annuities or maintenance fees. Therefore, it will be your
responsibility to ensure that such fees are timely paid so as to avoid any loss of patent rights.
Various other entities do provide services to ensure that these fees are timely paid. We can, upon
request, assist you in retaining such a service.

Our fees and charges are adjusted from time to time (typically annually) by our Executive
Committee and may increase during the course of our representation. We bill time rounded to
the nearest one-tenth of an hour increment, with minimums of one-tenth (or two-tenths or one-
guarter for some tasks) for a given day on which any work is performed.

2. Costs and Ancillary Services. The Firm will charge you for the cost of certain
ancillary services incurred on your behalf. Generally, no markup or profit element is included in
calculating these costs. Additionally, we will not charge you for certain services, such as word
processing and regular secretarial time. Whenever practicable, discounts obtained from vendors
will be passed on to you. Under certain circumstances, such as when the cost is $5,000 or more,
the Firm may ask you to advance anticipated costs or to pay outside vendors directly for their
services. The primary ancillary services and our specific policies regarding billing are set forth
below. Other services may be rendered during the course of our engagement and will also be
billed to you. Our charges for these costs and ancillary services are subject to change from time
to time.

2.1. Word Processing. The Firm’s offices have advanced word processing
capabilities and our offices are linked by a network that facilitates efficiency and service to
clients. The Firm does not charge for equipment usage or word processing time.
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2.2. Secretarial Time. In some instances, the Firm may have secretaries do
certain tasks that are regularly considered billable tasks which can be accomplished by
secretaries, case clerks or paralegals. The Firm may invoice you for these tasks, including billing
for time spent doing them by secretaries.

2.3. Duplicating/Copying/Printing. In-house copying and printing are billed to
the client at a flat rate of $0.15 per page for black and white and $0.25 per page for color. If you
instruct us to do so, we will use outside copying services to the extent possible. Outside
duplicating services are charged to the client at the Firm’s actual cost.

2.4. Telephone. The Firm will not charge you for local or domestic long
distance telephone or mobile service for calls placed from one of the Firm’s offices.

2.5. Facsimile. There is no charge for receiving documents by facsimile.
Outgoing facsimile document charges are $0.25 per page, plus any associated long distance
telephone charges.

2.6. Legal Research. Computerized research (such as Lexis, Westlaw, Patent
Advisor, Dialog, etc.) is available at the attorney’s desk or in a central library location. Such
research charges are discounted to reflect any discount negotiated by the Firm with the service
provider. In some cases the Firm has an annual subscription to such services in which the fee
charged to you for the services will be discounted from the market rate. Where the Firm does
not receive a discount or have an annual subscription, the Firm charges for online computer
research access based on the actual cost imposed by the vendor at the time the service is used.

2.7. Overnight and Local Deliveries. The Firm will charge you for overnight
deliveries, including DHL, FedEx, UPS, USPS Express Mail and similar services, and local
deliveries by outside messenger services at the Firm’s actual cost. The Firm will pass on any
negotiated discounts to you.

2.8. Postage. The Firm will not charge you for U.S. Postal Service postage,
except for Certified Mail, Express Mail and large volume mailings, which are billed at the Firm’s
actual cost.

2.9. File Storage. The Firm will not charge you for file storage except in
extraordinary circumstances and only after consultation with you and your agreement.

2.12. Meetings/Meals (Other Than Travel Related). You may be billed for
actual meal-related costs for meals ordered to support attorneys, staff and/or third-parties who
are working overtime for your benefit. When you or a third party is present and the meeting is
for your benefit, you may be billed for actual meal-related costs. Otherwise, meals ordered
where you or a third party are not present will not be billed to you, even if the meeting is for your
benefit.

2.13. _External Invoice Processing Costs. In the event that you direct the Firm to
utilize electronic billing in the processing of our invoices, we will charge you for any associated
external processing costs passed on to the Firm either directly or indirectly.

2.14. Other Costs. Other costs that the Firm incurs for your benefit (such as
expert witness fees, filing fees, foreign associate fees, etc.) will be billed at the Firm’s actual
cost.

3. Estimates Not Binding. It is often impractical to determine in advance the amount
of effort that will be needed to complete all the necessary work on a matter or the total amount of
fees and costs that may be incurred. Obviously, any estimates or budgets may need to be
adjusted upwards or downwards as changes occur. Moreover, these estimates and budgets are
not intended to be binding, are subject to unforeseen circumstances, and by their nature are
inexact.

4, Billing and Payment. Fees and expenses will generally be billed monthly and are
payable upon presentation, but in no event later than 30 calendar days from presentation of our
invoice. The Firm expects prompt payment, and our experience indicates that prompt billing and
prompt payment enhances the working relationship.

The Firm may also forward to you for direct
payment bills for services rendered by third parties. You also agree that you will promptly
review the Firm’s invoices and raise any questions regarding the amounts and items billed within
30 calendar days of presentation. If any amount payable is required to be collected by or through
an attorney-at-law or external collection agency, you will also be responsible for all costs of
collection, including reasonable attorneys’ fees.

4.1. Payment Procedures. When making payments, please ensure your
assigned invoice and matter numbers are provided.

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BREWPUB EXCISE TAX ORDINANCE

ORDINANCE NO 2022-03

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 58 ARTICLE Il OF THE CODE OF
TYBEE ISLAND, GEORGIA BY ADDING THERETO SECTION 58-82 TO
PROVIDE FOR AN EXCISE TAX ON MALT BEVERAGES PRODUCED BY
BREWPUBS LOCATED IN TYBEE ISLAND

Chapter 58, Article Ill of The Code of Tybee Island, Georgia is hereby amended to
add Section 58-82 to read as follows:

Sec. 58-82. tExcise tax on malt beverages produced by  brewpubs

a) Every brewpub on or before the 20" day of the month shall file a return with the
& L Wauthdrized designee in such form as the authorized designee may prescribe,
setting forth the total volume of malt beverages produced during such preceding
calendar month and the proper tax remittance for such production. If a brewpub
fails to properly complete or submit the required report and/or fails to remit the
correct amount of excise taxes, the city shall notify that party in writing, and, if the
return is not made and/or the excise tax is not remitted within five days from date
of that notice, the city may withdraw from the brewpub the privilege of doing
business in the city by revoking any and all licenses.

(b) For barrel and bulk containers (tap and draft), there is levied an excise tax on all
malt beverages sold by a brewpub in or from a barrel or other bulk container at
the rate of $6.00 per container (15% gallons and less) and a proportionate tax at
the same rate on all fractional parts of 15% gallons for larger containers.

(c) For malt beverages sold in bottles, cans, and other containers, there is levied an
excise tax on all malt beverages produced by a brewpub in the amount of $0.05
per 12 ounces and a proportionate tax at the same rate on all fractional parts for
bottles, cans, and other containers that are larger than 12 ounces.

(d) Nothing herein this Section 58-82 relieves a brewpub from complying with the
applicable provisions of all other sections of this Article 111

WHEREAS, the City of Tybee Island through its Mayor and Council has previously
adopted moratorium resolutions limiting or prohibiting the issuance of authorizations for th
operation okhorttermvacationrental properties; and

WHEREAS, a resolution was entered on th# ddy of October, 2021 modifying
Resolution 62021 so as to make the moratorium only applicable to R1, R1B and R2 districts
within the City; and

WHEREAS, public meetings have been held regarding the terms of ordinances and
proposed ordinances which were debated and which are continuing to be under consideration;
however, further time is needed to continue analysis and to conduct hearings onlpmbga
order for thePlanningCommission to review zoning changes contemplateddy ordinances
addressing STVRs in zones and on the impashaift-termvacationrentals and on the potential
controls of occupancy, noise, parking and other considasatibich may best be handled
through amendments to theort-termvacationrental ordinances and the zoning ordinances of
the City; and

WHEREAS, further time is needed to continue the analysis and meetings and to conduct
public hearings pursuant to therdng Procedure Law on multiple issues involved in the
process;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED in open meeting by the Mayor and Council
that until August 31, 2022, unless Council should act sooner, no further permits shall be issued
for shortterm vacatn rental operations and the moratorium as modified is hereby extended.
All terms of the moratorium shall continue in full force and effort, including those provisions
relating to repermitting previously permitted properties upon an appropriate apphcadill
other issues impacting such properties and the operations that impact on City residents during the
course of the moratorium will also receive continuing due consideration and the Planning
Commission shall review and provide recommendations fatligyiublic hearings on the
provisions of draft zoning ordinances to be provided.

Richbourg will forward the policy and calculations to
the board treasurer. "!

Hutton requested that a copy of Employee
Handbook be shared with the Board. Vote on
December 2021 Audit postponed until next meeting.
Duch thanked Sarah Richbourg for her great work
reviewing and presenting the 2021 Audit."!

Duch commented on the Pnancial health of the
Center, revenues generated, and the work to be
done to promote the Center." Neal warned that
group bookings are at an all time low and believes
that it will take 5 years to return to pre-covid
programming. !
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Reed requested that a business plan be developed
to insure the budget is met this year and to promote
the Center and members were asked to participate
on Basecamp for ideas to promote the Center to
prepare for a discussion on the business plan to
appear on next meeting agenda." !

Hutton distributed a proposed revision of the By
Laws to add the responsibility of orientation of new
board recruits to the Vice President."
