City Manager Joseph R. Pace declared a meeting of the City Council Public Works Committee
duly open for the transaction of business at 6:00 p.m.

Committee Members present: Councilmember Burnell Neal, Councilmember David
Voulgaris, and Councilmember Terry Freese.

Committee Member absent: None.

Staff Members present: City Manager Joseph R. Pace, City Secretary Paula
Favors, Director of Planning & Development Gwyn
Teves, Finance Director Joan Andel, Assistant to the
Public Works Director Amy Horelica, and Assistant to the
City Manager Brandi Jimenez.

Staff Members absent: None.
Visitors present: Mayor Tim Barker and Commissioner Bud Graves.
Public comments. There were no public comments.

The first item on the agenda was to review and consider minutes from the meeting held on February
24, 2025. Councilmember David Voulgaris made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.
Councilmember Terry Freese seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

The second item on the agenda was to review and consider a request from Commissioner Bud
Graves for cost-share assistance to rework and rebuild CR 231 due to damage done by City
construction contractors hauling materials for the FM 1301 Extension and Levee Projects. The
City Staff presented a letter from Commissioner Bud Graves regarding cost-share assistance to
rework and rebuild CR 231 due to damage done by City construction contractors hauling materials
for the FM 1301 Extension and Levee Projects to the Committee. Commissioner Bud Graves stated
to the Committee that damage was done to County Road 231 from the F.M. 1301 Extension Project
southward to F.M. 102. He stated that Precinct 2 would do all the work beginning in the 1st quarter
of 2026 and rebuild that portion of C.R. 231. He stated that they would furnish all the necessary
equipment, labor, and materials. He stated that the portion of the roadway needing repairs was
4,328 feet long and 22 feet wide. He stated the total cost of the repairs was in the amount of
$54,275.00. He stated that the City would be responsible for 4 feet of repair on each side of the
roadway, for a total of 8 feet, and that Precinct 2 would be responsible for the remaining 14 feet.
He stated that the cost share for the City would be $21,700.00. After some discussion,
Councilmember David Voulgaris made a motion to recommend to the City Council to consider this
item in the Fiscal Year 2025-2026 Budget. Councilmember Burnell Neal seconded the motion.
Councilmember Freese voted against.

The third item on the agenda was adjournment.

The meeting adjourned at 6:13 p.m.

| write to express my support for the City of Wharton’s initiative to redirect commercial truck
traffic away from the downtown corridor, specifically along Milam Street and Burleson Street.

Downtown Wharton serves a critical function within our community as a center for commerce,
public services, and civic activity. For many years, the volume of commercial truck traffic along
Milam and Burleson Streets has presented ongoing concerns related to pedestrian safety,
traffic circulation, and overall accessibility for residents and visitors. Reducing such traffic
through the downtown area would contribute meaningfully to a safer and more efficient
environment.

On a typical day, hundreds of pedestrians cross Milam Street to access essential destinations,
including Prosperity Bank, the United States Post Office, the Historic Courthouse, district
judicial offices, and numerous local businesses. Periods of peak activity—particularly when
court is in session—create heightened safety concerns, as limited parking around the square
increases pedestrian movement across these corridors.

Additionally, the noise generated by large commercial vehicles disrupts courthouse
proceedings, at times making it difficult to conduct court operations without interruption.

While the County will fully respect and abide by any decision rendered by the City Council, it is
my belief that restricting large truck traffic within the downtown area would significantly
enhance both pedestrian and commuter safety.

WHEREAS, The City of Wharton recognizes the important benefit to the public of proper
transportation facilities; and,

WHEREAS, The City of Wharton hereby expresses its support for the following redesignation
actions, in accordance with the authority vested in the Texas Department of
Transportation and consistent with applicable statutory and policy provisions:

1. Remove the State Highway 60 designation along BU 59R, beginning at the
intersection of W. Burleson Street and terminating at the intersection with FM
1301, a distance of approximately 1.04 miles, so that said segment shall
henceforth bear only the BU 59R designation;

2. Designate State Highway 60 along FM 1301, commencing at North Alabama
Road and terminating at BU 59R, a distance of approximately 0.80 mile,
thereby creating a concurrent designation of FM 1301 / SH 60 to reflect
continuity of routing and system integrity;

3. Designate the segment of North Alabama Road as SH 60, commencing at its
intersection with existing SH 60 and terminating at its intersection with FM
