Director of Planning & Development Gwyn Teves stated that, as part of the City of Wharton
Comprehensive Plan and Downtown Development Ordinance, it had been recommended that
commercial traffic be rerouted out of the downtown area. Planning and Development Director
Teves said the suggested rerouting had been to move traffic from Milam Street to Alabama Road,
and these discussions had been ongoing with TxDOT for many years. She said that upon
completion of the FM 1301 Extension, they had received TXDOT support and approval. Mrs.
Teves stated that, as part of completing this transition, TXDOT required the City of Wharton to
authorize the exchange and redesignate the roadways involved. After some discussion,
Councilmember Burnell Neal voted to approve the request. The motion died for a lack of a second.

The seventh item on the agenda was to review and consider a resolution of the Wharton City
Council, entering into an agreement with Holistic Utility Solutions to provide support services and
authorizing an application for the Texas Backup Power Package Program funding for generator
backup at the Wharton Civic Center through the TIPS Cooperative Program, and authorizing the
Mayor to execute all documents related to said agreement and application. Director of Planning
& Development Gwyn Teves stated the Public Utility Commission had opened grant funding for
the Texas Backup Power Package Program. Planning and Development Director Teves said the
City Staff would like to submit two applications for this program to provide backup generators at
the Wharton Civic Center and the Wastewater Treatment Plant#1.
