The second item on the agenda was to review and consider a request from Mr. Matt Riehs on
behalf of LHT 1 LLC for the replat of property on CR 136, Jackson, Lot C, for a subdivision within
the ETJ of the City. Director of Planning & Development Gwyn Teves presented a copy of the
request from Mr. Matt Riehs on behalf of LHT 1 LLC for the replat of the property on CR 136,
Jackson, Lot C, for a subdivision within the City's ETJ. Director Teves stated that the Planning
Commission recommended that the City Council consider approving the request. After some
discussion, Councilmember Russell Machann moved to approve the request from Mr. Matt Riehs,
on behalf of LHT 1 LLC, to replat the property on CR 136, Jackson, Lot C, for a subdivision within
the City's ETJ.

The fourth item on the agenda was to review and consider a resolution of the Wharton City Council
authorizing the submission of an application to the Office of the Governor, Operation Lone Star,
for the Wharton Police Department, and authorizing the Mayor of the City of Wharton to execute
all documents related to said submission. Chief of Police Terry David Lynch stated that in the
past, the City Council had approved the Wharton Police Department to apply for the Lone Star
Grant. Chief Lynch said that the grant was successfully awarded to the Wharton Police Department
by the Governor’s Office. He said the Department was asking for approval to apply for the FY2027
Lone Star Grant, which covers the purchase of a fully outfitted patrol vehicle, tools, and supplies
for one full-time or part-time officer, as well as all fuel, training, and outfitting for that officer.
Chief Lynch stated that the grant was a zero-match in funding levels, ranging from a minimum of
$20,000 to a maximum of $5,000,000. After some discussion, Councilmember Russell Machann
moved to approve the City of Wharton Resolution No. 2026-10, which read as follows:

WHEREAS, The Wharton City Council designates Mayor Tim Barker as the grantee’s
authorized official. The authorized official is given the power to apply for, accept,
reject, alter, or terminate the grant on behalf of the applicant agency; and,

WHEREAS, The Wharton City Council designates Finance Director Joan Andel as the grantee’s

financial officer. The financial officer is given the power to submit financial and/or
programmatic reports or alter a grant on behalf of the applicant agency.

He said that NetDocuments would allow the department to provide secure,
access-controlled links to authorized users (City Court, County prosecutors, investigators, and
designated partners) to review digital evidence, such as body-worn camera footage, in-car video,
photographs, and case documentation, and access can be restricted, audited, and revoked as needed
to ensure both data security and chain-of-custody integrity.  After some discussion,
Councilmember Russell Machann moved to approve City of Wharton Resolution No. 2026-11,
which read as follows:

Mr. Bowlin has met with staff in reference to the development and the resubmittal of the variance
request. Mr. Bowlin presented this item and several other variances before the Planning
Commission and City Council in June/July of 2024.

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Off-street parking requirements.

Off-street parking required. At the time that any building, use or structure is initiated, erected, enlarged or converted from one land
use to another land use which requires an increase in the number of parking spaces, off-street parking facilities shall be provided in
accordance with these regulations for the use of occupants, employees, visitors and patrons. Off-street parking facilities shall be
maintained and continued as long as the building, use or structure is continued. No person shall utilize such building, use or structure
without providing the required off-street parking facilities. In addition, it shall be unlawful to discontinue or dispense with, or cause the
discontinuance or reduction of, the required parking facilities apart from the discontinuance of the building, use or structure, without
establishing alternative off-street parking facilities which meet these requirements. The provisions of this section may not apply to
properties located in the downtown business area. These properties shall be evaluated separately by the building official for
applicability.

Amount of off-street parking spaces required. The required number of off-street parking spaces for any building, use or structure shall

be determined by the list of land use classifications and corresponding parking standards contained in Table 3.1, of this section. Such

parking standards shall be applied subject to the following subsections:

(1) Seating capacity. Where requirements are established on the basis of the number of seats, such requirements shall be based on
the seating capacity permitted by the fire code and approved by the fire marshall's office. When determining seating capacity for a
building, use or structure utilizing bench seating, each 22 inches of bench shall be considered one seat.

(2) Fractions. Fractional numbers shall be increased to the next whole number if the fraction is five-tenths or more, and when the
fraction is less than five-tenths, the next lower whole number shall apply.

(3) Unlisted uses. The off-street parking requirements for any use not specifically listed in Table 3.1 shall be the same as those for the
use most similar to the proposed use, as determined by the building official.
